“THE PALACE,” Sept. 1st, 1914. 

-To the Clergy of the Archdiocese:
Dear Rev. Father,—Immediately on 

the outbreak of war in which our Em­
pire is involved, We ordered the usual 
prayers pro pace to be recited in the 
Mass. We now order that further 
special Prayers and Devotions be of­
fered in each Parish and Mission in 
accordance with the last wishes of our 
late lamented Holy Father, who al­
most We may say on his death-bed 
pronounced these sad and beautiful 
words:

- In order then, dear Brethren, to 
comply with this earnest request of 
our late Saintly Pontiff, We have or­
dered that, over and above the pray-, 
ers in the Holy Mass, there shall he 
held in the Cathedral on every Friday 
evening, during the continuance of 
the war, special devotions consisting 
of one hour’s Exposition of the Most

British Marksmanship.
The news every day is more cheer­

ful. Time is running and the armies 
of the allies are intact, except for the 
casualties which are inseparable from 
such fighting as has been going on. 
The British forces proved their mettle 
in the rearguard action of the retreats 
which has kept the armies of the al­
lies intact, and prevented the over­
whelming forces of the Germans from 
smashing them.

On Monday last the French official 
bulletin, posted at General Gallien’s 
headquarters, .paid a fine tribute to 
the British forces. Here it is:

“That the Germans great object 
was the destruction of the French 
field army and its brother Allies. Ev­
ery movement of the German right 
wing has been planned to envelope 
the French left, and drive it eastward 
on the French centre. Then the Ger­
mans clearly had planned to surround 
the armies and overwhelm them by 
sher weight of numbers.

“That this action has not succeeded 
has been due to the quickness of the 
retreat of the French. The British 
forces' have been responsibe for this;
because, whenever a French position 
was in danger, the British have been 
hurried to its assistance and their 
wonderful marksmanship has always 
carried the day, providing the time 
needed for a withdrawal, before the 
German enveloping movement could 
be carried to completion. As a result 
the allies still have their entire army, 
less of course, the casualties, free for 
action and now placed along a se­
lected battle line, waiting for the next 
German move.”

This is a fine tribute to the skill of 
the British forces, and to the value of 
marksmanship. Teach the men how 
to shoot, and be quick about it. Don’t 
spend too much time on drill, get on 
to the gun, is the substance of Kitch­
ener’s direction to those in charge of 
recruits. That rule is also being car­
ried out well, and we hear too that 
great progress is being made by our 
own Five Hundred.

Sentenced to 2 Months.
An aged man named Fowler, who 

has been going about the city for some 
time past soliciting money by illegal 
means, was arrested last evening. He 
was tried by Judge Conroy to-day 
charged with obtaining money under 
false pretences. Accused was con­
victed and sentenced to two months’ 
imprisonment without the option of a 
fine.

French Official News.
St. John’s,

The Following Bulletin 
Pierre.

OFFICIAL.—The general situation 
is considered to be very favorable. 
Reports from divers quarters along 
the front indicate sure signs of ex­
treme fatigue among German troops, 
and also show a lack of ammunition. 
The battle rages on a line of 130 miles 
and the result cannot be known for 
several days yet. On the left wing 
all German efforts to break the line of 
French troops on the right bed of 
river Ourcq have failed. The French 
capturing two standards, and the Eng­
lish troops have crossed the river 
Marne, causing a German retreat of 
nearly 15 miles. No notale change on 
the right wing or in the centre.

NISH.—The Servians continue their 
offensive against the Austrians toward 
Vishegrad ; the frontier was crossed 
on the 6th and the Servian advance 
continues with success. Austrians 
are being repulsed everywhere.

ROME, To-day.
The Montenegrins commanded by 

General Vucotich have captured 
strategic points, south of Sarajevo in 
Bosnia.

PENALIZES TRADING WITH THE 
ENEMY.

LONDON, To-day.

Attorney General Simon introduced 
a Bill In the Commons yesterday 
which would considerably enlarge the 
scope of existing provisions for sup­
pression of trade with the enemy. It 
would even prohibit the making of 
any payment to an alien . enemy, 
though the obligation arose out of a 
contract made prior to the outbreak 
of the war. The Bill provides for the 
imposition of a fine of $2,500 or im­
prisonment for twelve months on sum­
mary conviction and seven years pen­
al servitude on conviction after in­
dictment

AUSTRIANS RETIRING IN DIS­
ORDER.

PETROGRAD, To-day.
The following announcement was is­

sued by the General Staff of Grand 
Duke Nicholas, Commander-In-Chief 
of the Russian forces: “On September 
5th and 6th we attacked the Austrian 
army at Zamcse, situated north east 
of Krubessiow. The Austrian army is 
retiring in disorder, pursued by Rus­
sians. Near Frampel the Russian 
cavalry rushed big convoys of the 
enemy in the direction of Lublin. 
Austro-German troops, having been 
dislodged from the fortified positions 
they were occupying, retired in a 
southerly direction. Troops and con­
voys which were moving in the direc­
tion of the road leading from Kesefen 
to Annabel have been dispersed by 
Russian artillery. On the the left 
bank of the Vistula a big battle is 
being fought on the front extending 
from Ravaruska to the Dneister River, 
where the Austrian army has re­
ceived reinforcements.

“THINGS GOING EXTREMELY 
WELL.”

LONDON, To-dày.
H. Cozens Hardy, wiring the Daily 

News, says things are going extreme­
ly well. The German troops are now 
compelled to follow in the direction 
where the allies are leading them, 
that is up Marne Valley, so that at 
the present moment the Germans 
have the army of Paris ready to har- 
rass their right or Western flank. The 
great point Is that the enemy is be­
ing coaxed into region of the Allies
own choosing. To prevent the uniting
of the German army of the north with
that which is now descending the Ar- 
genne and the third under the Crown 
Prince which is manoeuvring from 
Luxemburg toward Verdun, the allies 
will employ their whole energy. It 
looks as if a decisive action might be 
fought as far east as Verdun, but .it 
is quite clear the choice’of ground is 
with the allies. More eye-witnesses 
in from the immediate east say the 
fighting yesterday indicated the mas­
terly joint action on the part of the 
allies. The enemy twice tried the 
passage of Marne, but his entrench­
ed infantry were driven back. This 
was followed by the German masked 
batteries and machine guns playipg 
upon the assailants with considerable 
effect. Mobile 75 M.M., however, soon 
got into action and the German guns 
were silenced. A little higher up the 
Stream the Germans threw pontoon 
across Marne. The work was clever­
ly and swiftly accomplished. In ten 
minutes a French battery, finding the 
range, shot the bridge into a mass of 
wreckage, tumbling it into the eddy­
ing waters.

TWENTY THOUSAND JAPS LAND.
PEKING, To-day.

A telegram from German sources 
states that the Japanese landed 20,000 
men at Lung Kow, a town on the 
Northern coast of Shangtung Penin­
sula and that they are now marching 
toward Chaoyun about thirty miles 
North of Kiae Chow.

OCEANIC WRECKED—TOTAL
LOSS.

LONDON, To-day.
The Official Press Bureau issued 

tho following announcement: The 
merchant cruiser, Oceanic, White Star 
Line, was wrecked yesterday near the 
North coast of Scotland and became a 
total loss. The officers and crew 
were saved. The Oceanic made her 
last trip from New York to Southamp­
ton early in last August. Arriving at 
the English port on August 8th, she 
was taken over by the British Gov­
ernment and converted into an arm­
ed cruiser.

The Holland American line steamer, 
Nordam, for Rotterdam from New 
York with German reservists and a 
general cargo destined for Germany, 
has been captured in the Atlantic and 
brought into Queenstown- by a British 
cruiser.

BIG BATTLE RAGING

EAST OF PARIS.
Special to Evening Telegram.

LONDON, This Afternoon.
A correspondent of the Daily Tele­

graph in France describing the turn 
in the tide in favor of the allied for­
ces says: “From trustworthy sources 
it is reported that we have already 
cut part of the German line of com­
munication in the East and it seems 
highly probable we shall soon be able 
to drive them back upon their am­
munition and supply column. It now 
seems certain the German advance 
which so scared us last week was the 
throwing forward of a screen of cav­
alry to mask the enemy’s flanking 
movement eastward and that they had 
no present intention of investing Par­
is. The two chief factors in this war 
are artillery and exhaustion. It is 
undoubtedly a contest of guns. While 
a great battle is raging to the east­
ward of Paris, the westward region of 
France is gradually being relieved of 
Germans. They have been so far 
west and south as Gizore, 19 miles 
southwest of Beauvais but they are 
now 80 miles from Gizore and how 
they have been driven to evacuate this 
region so rapidly is one of the mys­
teries of a great campaign which is 
being nartly reviewed by the official 
despatches.

BOTHA'S PATRIOTIC SPEECH.
LONDON, This Afternoon.

A Cape Town despatch says General 
Botha. Premier of South Africa, de­
livered an eloquent speech in Parlia­
ment In which he emphasized South 
Africa’s determination to assist in 
maintaining the Integrity of the Em­
pire.

ITALY MAY INTERVENE.
ROME, This Afternoon.

Prince Mohammed Burham Eddem 
Fffendi, fourth son of Abdul Hammed, 
Turkey's deposed Sultan, is to be pro­
claimed Prince of Albania under the 
sovereignty of Turkey, according to 
Giornaie D’ltalia. This violation of 
the decision of the Conference of Lon­
don says this newspaper may induce 
Italy to intervene. Shins and troops 
it says, are kept in readiness for any 
eventuality.

TRIESTE SUFFERING.
HOMES, This Afternoon.

A telegrant from Trieste, Austria, 
says conditions are depressing. All 
lines of business on the harbor front 
are suspended and more than 10,000 
persons are without employment.

RUSSIA’S GREAT FRONT.
LONDON, This Afternoon.

A telegram from Petrograde to the 
Morning Post’s correspondent says 
“The Russian armies are moving 
forward and driving the Germans be­
fore them on the Western bank of the 
Vistula River. The retiring Ger­
mans have Cracow behind them on 
which to rally. Cracow is on about 
the same meridian as Koenigsberg 
and the Russian forces are almost 
levelled up to this meredian with 
armies in East Prussia, 200 miles 
from the front where the Austrians 
are now fighting their last fight. 
When Austria is disposed of, Russia 
will immediately begin the westward 
march on a front of 200 miles wide 
that will sweep like a tidal wave 
across the German Empire. The key 
to the whole situation i® Rawa, where 
tho Austrians are making a desperate 
struggle to prevent the Russian ad­
vance movement. It it the last stand 
of an out-manoeuvred army and it 
means annihilation. The Russians 
also are attacking Crodek 16 miles 
West of Lemberg, the fall of which 
will bring the Russians on the Aus 
trian rear at Rawa.

BUBONIC PLAGUE.
LONDON, This Afternoon.

A despatch from Constantinople 
says the bubonic plague is causing 
severe ravages among Turkish troops 
at Smyrna and other stations.

I sat in a railway station the other 
day "behind two men who had arrived 
a half hour before their train time.

The younger man was complaining 
of this fact. “Yes, I know it,” said 
the other man, “but we wouldn’t have 
wanted to miss the train. I believe 
in playing safe. It doesn’t cost you 

. anything and it sometimes saves you 
a lot of Inconvenience and time."

There are a great many other peo­
ple in the world who believe in play­
ing safe because it doesn’t cost any­
thing. But they are wrong; it-fre­
quently does.

Playing safe may cost you just as 
much as playing risky if you play too 
safe. For instance, take this matter 
of catching a train. If you always 
Teach the station from ten minutes 

^to half an hour ahead of time, yon 
will never miss a train to be sure, but 
don’t you lose just as much time in 

; waiting, as if you arrived from five 
minutes to a minute before train time

and once in a while missed the train 
and had to wait an hour or two. To 
my mind the admirable man in this 
connection is he whose watch is al­
ways right, who knows how long it 
should take him to get to a train, and 
who without hurry or flurry, con­
trives to step on the train just a min­
ute or two before it starts.

Real safety is usually a middle 
ground between two dangerous ex­
tremes. Playing too safd- may mean 
playing unsafe. I know a mother who 
is very anxious .to do the best thing 
by ' her children,

milit%ry conditions and for the pur­
pose of war.

Pleasantville, which was go long, 
and so often, the centre of recreation 
and the scene of sport, is now a mili­
tary camp, where *11 the regulations 
and discipline of army life are en­
forced. How strange that it should 
thus happen? On this same spot, and 
over this same valley the soldiers of 
England once marshaled and made 
their final dash across the foot of the 
pond and up the steeps of Signal Hill, 
and by their bravery re-capturëd St. 
John’s from the French garrison. 
They landed at Torbay and march?d 
overland through the woods to Quid! 
Vidi valley, and there on the same 
spot where our own sons now en­
camp. and under the same flag, they 
rallied and won the day. Let us hope 
that as victory crowned the day a cen­
tury and a half ago, so will it crown 
the day In this present war.

And then we have another coinci­
dence' in connection with the Rifle 
Range on the South Side Hill; for this, 
too, has had its fire, and its baptism 
of war; but the date was more re­
mote than that of Quid! Vidi. It was 
in 1696 that the invasion took place, 
and it was made by the French un­
der Captain Le Moyne D’Iberville, and 
Governor DeBrouillon. The English 
then occupied St. John’s, and the 
French had to land at. o> near, Petty 
Harbour, and then march in over the 
hills. The line by which they came 
was afterwards used by the few peo­
ple of that place in their overland 
visits to St- John's. In the course of 
time, as its population increased, the
path became the chief highway of in­
tercourse with the city. Later on the
"main road, which connects with the
Wâtêrford Road, was built over the 
hill, and afterwards the Waterford 
Road was extended right on to the 

rGoulds and to Bay Bulls, and the en­
tire Southern Shore. This road over 
which the French came was formerly 
known as the old Petty Harbour Rj. 
—though but a path.

Our late energetic countryman and 
historian, Judge Prowse, states that 
somewhere along this old road and in 
the vicinity of St. John’s, many of the 
old French guns lie, sunken and cov­
ered, just as they were left by the 
French in the battles of long ago. The 
line of this old road is now mostly 
lost; but that portion? of it which was 
used by the people of Freshwater Bay 
and Blackhead is still Quite a thor­
oughfare. It Is Tight on the brow of 
the hill, and at the juncture to the i 
west of the rifle range, that the old 
path branched off, and the French

peat Itself. Both those camping 
grounds were the centres of victory, 
and now that the two nations, which 
were then opposed, are united in the 
world's greatest war, it is but loyal 
and natural to hope that the same 
success will' follow them and that the 
record of bur First Regment will be 
a victorious one.

gun discharges a projectile of nearly ] 
a fon in weight and can hurl this im­
mense mass of metal ten or twelve 
miles. That is to say. there has been 
an increase of rather more than 30 I 
per cent.—I am purposely vague on 
this point—in the weight of the pro- * 
jectile fgor an addition of 1% inches 
to,the calibre.

This increase in the capacity of the j 
shell produces results In far greater ] 
proportions in its explosive power, 
and the high explosive charge which 
the 15-inch gun can carry through 
and get inside the thickest, armour 
afloat is very nearly half as large 
again in the 15-inch gun as was the 
charge in the 13.5-inch.

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OFFICIAL REVIEW
OF THE SITUATION.

LONDON, Sept. 9.
To the Governor,

St. John's, Newfoundland: •
The following review of the War is 

sent for the information of your Min­
isters and for general publication: — 

After one month of war, the com­
mand of the sea is left unchallenged 
in the hands of Great Britain and her 
allies. The main German and Austri­
an fleets remain in harlior under shel­
ter of mines and batteries. Four Ger­
man cruisers, one auxiliary cruiser, 
two destroyers, one submarine and 
one Austrian cruiser have fled, with­
out fighting, to the Dardanelles. The 
loss of British ships has been insig­
nificant.

In consequence of this naval su­
premacy, over 300,000 troops have
crossed the sea in different parts of 
the world, without losing a man. The 
British Expeditionary Force has been 
carried to France; expeditions have 
been sent to attack the German col­
onies in Africa and the Pacific, and 
French troops, protected by the Anglo 
French Mediterranean fleet, have been 
escorted from Algiers to France. The 
armies in Europe will be reinforced 
without ceasing by troops from Can­
ada, Australia, New Zealand. Africa 
and India.

The German Mercantile Marine has 
disappeared from the seas, which are

open freely to British commerce. Ev­
erywhere in China, on the Pacific and 
the Atlantic. German ships have 
avoided action with British cruisers, 
and their depredations have been 
small. The British Navy will be in­
creased within the next twelve months 
by not ess than ten first-class capital 
ships, fifteen cruisers and twenty de­
stroyers. During the same perio^ 
Germany will not add more than one- 
third of this number to her fleet.

In the meantime, in answer to the 
call of the Government, a large num­
ber of fresh recruits have volunteered 
in the British Army. Eagerness to 
enlist has grown markedly since the 
British troops have actually engaged 
the enemy. During the last week in
London alone the number of recruits 
averaged nearly 4,000 daily, and on
Monday last the number exceeded 4, 
800. Enthusiasm for recruitng is in­
creasing everywhere.

The position in France was dealt 
with in previous telegrams.

The Russian armies have invaded 
Prussia, and the Austrians have been 
decisively beaten by Servians and 
Russians.

Outside of Europe, the Japanese 
fleet and troops blockade Tsing Tao. 
Togoland has surrendered to an Ang­
lo French force, and Samoa to a force 
from New Zealand.

British Labor Men

The manifesto states that in the 
event of the voluntary system of mili­
tary service proving inadequate at 
the present time, the need would re­
sult in greatly strengthening the ad­
vocacy of compulsory service. Ac 
cordingly, the manhood of the nation 
should rally to the defence of the 
country in such numbers as “will 
demonstrate to the world that a free 
people can rise to the supreme height 
of great sacrifice without the whip of 
conscription.”

The meaning of the proclamation 
against trading with the enemy is of­
ficially explained as follows :

The important thing is where the 
ft reign trader lives and not his na­
tionality. There is no objection to 
trade with German or Austrian firms 
in neutral or British territory. Trade 
with the branch of a hostile firm *n 
neutral or British territory is permis­
sible so long as its head office is not 
involved.

Contracts with firms in hostile 
countries cannot be performed and 
payments ought not to be made dur­
ing the war. There is no objection to 
paying for goods delivered or ser­
vices rendered before the war.—Daily 
Mail.

til German militarism and overlord­
ship of Europe are brought to the 
end. It is possible that In the mean­
time English army after army may 
have to dash itself against German 
guns, but another army will follow, 
until they have finally exhausted the 
foe.”

The Boston Herald says: “The 
week which has just closed witnessed 
an extraordinary change in American 
sentiment toward the combatants, if 
the press of the country affords any 
test. There was a good measure of 
neutrality at the start, in the shape

of a judicious attitude of mind, rein­
forced by the President's proclama­
tion. But Germany's course in Bel­
gium has powerfully affected Ameri­
can sentiment until to-day the great 
newspapers of cosmopolitan New 
York arc speaking out with an em­
phasis that cannot be misunderstood.
