CANADA’S WEALTH IN 1921.
OTTAWA, June 9.

Canada’s national wealth In 1921 
was $22,195,000,000, according to a re­
port Issued by the Dominion Bureau 
of Statistics which has included a 
survey of the tangible wealth of the 
Dominion in that year by Inventory 
method. In the tabulation, agricul­
tural wealth comes first with $7,982,- 
871,126, nearly 36 per cent, of the .to­
tal, and about $908 per head of popu­
lation. Of the Provinces Ontario comes 
first with estimated aggregated wealth 
of $7,358,000,000, which is thirty-three 
per cent, of the total.

BRITISH AIRMAN’S ’ROUND THE 
WORLD ROUTE

OTTAWA. Jane 9.
While developments are pending

regarding the continuance of the
British 'retind-the-world flight, the 
Royal Canadian Air Force has com­
pleted Its work of preparation for the 
cross-Canadian section of the trip. 
The route of flight has been fixed and 
supply dépota, have been arranged 
from the Aleutian Islands to St. 
John’s. The Air Force headquarters 
here hare received no Information as 
to the plans of the airmen. The pres­
ent plans call for the following 
stops: In Japan, Kacoshims, Knshl- 
moto, Toklo, Mlnatogaura, Yetorop 
Islands and Paraaushir. At Petro- 
pavlovsk Is the furthest ,of the Can­
adian supply depots. From there the 
line of flight continues to Mikoleki, 
Chieagolt Harbor. Nazan Bay, Dutch 
Harbor, Chlgnlk,, Cordova and Ya- 
kutta In Alaska. Thence the route 
proceeds to Fort Wrangel, Prince 
Rupert and Vancouver. The route 
follows the Yellow Head Pass to Ed- 
moriton, then to Regina, Victoria 
Beach on Lake Winnipeg, and across 
the Kenora Lake District to Fort 
William. The line crosses the upper 
part on Lake Superior, through Can­
adian territory to Sault Ste. Marie, 
and across the Georgian Bay to Lake 
Niplssing, then down the Ottawa Riv­
er to Ottawa. From the capital the 
route goes directly to Fredericton 
and St. John, N.B., Amherst and Syd­
ney, N.S., and then to St John’s, Nfld.

Mahogany Is used 
for the same reason that governs the 
primitiveness of the system cheapness 
Mr. Harriott told me that the natives 
consider him a very liberal employer 
—he pays them 60 cents a day. From 
4,000.000 to^/6,000,000 bushels of salt 
are produced annually at Salt City.

“The salt Is extracted from the salt 
water by the combined action of the 
warm trade winds, which blow 
across the hay continuously through­
out the year, and the sun. At the 
time of my visit, during the sum­

daytime tempera- 
igrees Fahrenheit. 

The water is permitted to remain In 
the first stage lagoons until evapo­
ration causes precipitation of the cal­
cium sulphate content. This cal­
cium sulphate, by the way, when ex­
tracted and pulverized, Is the con­
ventional plaster of paris you buy In 
paint shops to plaster cracks in your 
walls with. The water above the cal­
cium sulphate deposit is raised to the 
second stage of lagoons, where the 
same process of precipitation suc­
ceeds further evaporation of the 
water to a salt solution strength of 
25 to 30 per cent.

Waste the Epsom Salts.
“The prescription this time is the 

final product, the salt that is shipped 
to Gloucester. When this exaporation 
progresses to where only an inch or 
two of water covers the salt deposit, 
the water is baled off. This discarded 
water is rich in Epsom and other 
salts, but no effort is made to collect 
and market it.

“The baling of the final water pre­
sents another exhibit of evolution. 
This baling is done by barefooted 
negroes. Doubtless their progenitors 
suffered agonies while plying their 
mahogany snow-shovelllke scoops at 
this baling. But the present genera­
tion has invulnerable feet.

“While inspecting these second 
stage lagoons I came across x one 
wherein the salt precipitation, which 
had just begun, was crystal clear, 
Those - previously visited had all 
shown signs of our vivid germ. The 
natives, much to my surprise, were 
emptying their clean lagoon, believ­
ing that the absence of red bacteria 
indicated thàt the salt, was bad.

"Having located the source of 
Gloucester’s red fish germ, I began 
testing samples of sea water from 
all over the world, as soon as I re­
turned to New York. The Bureau of 
Fisheries , obtained the samples from 
commanders of incoming ships. I 
extracted salt from each sample and 
bred cultures in the salt without dif­
ficulty, Just where the first colerful 
germ came from I was never able to 
ascertain, but I found traces of the 
germs In all sea-salt-making centers; 
Algiers, Africa, Terravizza, Spain, 
Trapani, Sicily, and Southern Cali­
fornia—The Brooklyn Eagle, June 1.

SWIMMING.
Swimming “Upstic Down.”

Most of the styles of swimming 
adopted by th§ rest of creation can 
he encompassed hy human being:? 
with practice, bet the easiest animal 
to Imitate is, of course, the dog. Hav­
ing assumed the breast stroke pos­
ition. the swimmer uses his hands in 
up and down circles, in front of him 
and' never to the sides at all, and 
usee hie legs as if propelling a bicy­
cle.

The basis of several other fancy 
tricks is found in the ability to scull 
the body with the hands. The swim­
mer assumes the floating position with 
the arms flat at the sides, palm down­
wards. From this position-the hands 
move with a circular motion from 
the wrists, and there is just the slight­
est bending of the elbows. With the 
arms held in this position the body 
is sculled along, head foremost. If 
the arms are fully extended above the 

! head and the hands circled upon the 
wrists as already described, the body 
will travel feet foremost. An elab-

Radio Through 120
Feet of Solid Rock

Radio waves can leap through 120 
feet of solid rock about as swiftly as 
through free air. This was demon­
strated recently at Rocky River, Ohio, 
when a receiving set placed that dis­
tance underground in a mine shaft 
picked up concerts from local and dis­
tant stations.

The set was used with a highly di­
rectional loop. Because the tunnel at 
no point was higher than 516 feet and 
averaged four feet in width, the sides 
and roof exerted a marked ground 
capacity. This was overcome by swing­
ing the loop- parallel with the mine 
shaft, proving that the radio waves 
heard were penetrating the rock, not 
entering the mouth of the tunnel.

A loudspeaker was used. Local sta­
tions came In very loud, and many 
distant stations were heard faintly.

; suitable plate holder for receiving or­
dinary photographic plates and is 

.provided with suitable electric edn- 
inections so that electrical disturb­
ances may be brought into contact 

.with the sensitised side of the plate.
When surges occur In the trans­

mission line they photograph them­
selves. The surges may last two- 
billionths of a second, or longer, so 

‘that the photographic plate must ; 
1 register them in that minute space of 
time. Mr. Peters states that he has 
never yet detected visible light In the 
camera while photographing a surge 
and that therefore the impulse must 
contain some property In themselves 
that affect the plate. The prints ob­
tained from such plate exposures 
show mafiy geometrical figures of 
beautiful shapes and also take on 
certain definite forms according to 
the character of the voltage at the 
time the surge or impulse occurred.

, It is possible to observe from the de­
veloped plate whether the voltage at 

> the time of the eurge was positive or 
negative, whether It was alternating 
or nndirectional and the direction the 
surge was travelling, and its in­
tensity.

Mr. Peters states that the photo­
graphs obtained by the Klydonograph 
are of immense importance to trans­
mission engineers. The instrument 
for taking the photographs is the only 
practical device yet invented and 
made for obtaining data in regard to 
that type of line disturbance, known as 
surges. Heretofore, engineers have 
only known that surges occur but 
where they occur and their nature 
has been largely guesswork. The 
photograhie plate now gives the 

! characteristics ot surges, thus giving 
the engineers data with which to de­
vise line protection.

I ! The instrument, Mr. Peters states, 
will do much to enable the engineer- 

; : Ing profession to increase the re­
liability and continuity of service on 
existing power lines. The device is 
applicable to transmission lines of all 

| i kinds and is connected to them by 
means of an electrostatic potentio- 

] meter.
In early tests Mr. Peters used a 

condenser discharge to simulate the 
condition that occurs during the per­
iod of a surge. From these discharges 
were obtained his first photographs 
of electrical Impulses. Later, tests 
were made with the Klydonograph 
connected directly on a transmission 
line.

Mr. Peters is a native of Franklin 
County, Pennsylvania, U.S.A., and 
joined the Westinghouse Company in 
1906, working first in the shop, hut 
soon being transfert wl to the Engi­
neering Department. His first engi­
neering work was to the Transformer 
Engineering Department and he has 
remained to that department since.
