Military Officers in Canadian Society.
(From La Minerve)

We certainly do not wish here to pass 
a eulogy on those who take a stupid 
pleasure in sowing around them, under 
the guise of so many conquests, shame, 
remorse, and dishonour ; but if the honor 
of our families could not be defended but 
by pistol shot, it would be too far gone 
to be susceptible of restoration. Is it 
supposed, because one officer has been 
killed and another thrashed, that there­
fore the doors of our drawing-rooms will 
be shut to the military, or that they will 
no longer be allowed the place of honor 
in our society ? Not the smallest danger; 
for they enjoy still the good graces of 
those who are mistresses in our salons, 
and who command at our most brilliant 
and select entertainments.

What is it that gives to English offi 
cere such a superioity jover our Canadian 
youth ? They are very rich and we are 
poor. They have great names, and we 
have vulgar ones. Their ancestors ac­
companied William the Conqueror, Cœur 
de Leon and Wellington ; ours have, per­
haps, been at St. Foye or Chauteaugay. 
Their relations control to-day the politics 
of the empire ; ours may, perhaps, have 
been Justices of the Peace or church­
wardens. They have brilliant equipages 
to exhibit on Notre Dame Street, while 
we must content ourselves with a six 
sous ride in the cars. They risk foolish 
sums on the fleetness of their horses, 
while we can scarcely buy a ticket to the 
grand stand that we may the better ap­
plaud their success when they return 
with all their limbs. They dress them­
selves in London, while we have scarcely 
credit with our tailor to enable us to re­
new our clothes once in two years. They 
have travelled the world over, while we 
have not yet had the means to go to 
Cacouua'. *

Add to this a varnish of good educa­
tion, a well-studied wit, the manners of 
good society, a dash authorised by many 
successes, and say ifithe Canadian youth 
is not doomed forever to march in the 
second- rank. The sdarlet fever rages 
everywhere with the same virulence ; 
only in other places society is more pru­
dent and takes. precautions against its 
outbreak ; while in the colonies it is care­
fully allowed to win its course. Military 
men sent to the colonies seem often pos­
sessed with the notion, more or less dis­
guised, that the colonies are to be treated 
like conquered countries, and we do not 
act in a way to cure them- They would 
have been satisfied with toleration ; they 

! are met with unlimited adulation. We 
I do not wish here to cast blame upon the 
I officers, believing that most of them are 
men of good education, and know how to 
honor their position, and worthily to sus­
tain their rank ; besides they represent 
here the protection which tile Imperial 
government accords to uS, and for that 
reason should be respected.

The New School Bill --Meeting in 
Erin.

A meeting convened by order of the 
Trustees, was held in the school housd in 
section No. 12, Erin, on Wednesday even 
ing, 24th ult.,for the purpose of discussing 
the new School Bill. John Burt, Esq., 
was called to the chair, and commenced 
the business of the evening by stating 
the object of the meeting. Mr. George 
Dixon and others were then called upon, 
and spoke in most decided terms against 
the Bill, as a whole, pointing out as some 
of the more objectionable features, the 
centralizing nature of the whole measure 
by confining the power too much in the 
hands of superior officials, the appoint­
ment of the Local Superintendents, and 
the infringement cf the rights of the 
people in many instances. The following 
resolution was then put and carried unan­
imously “ Resolved, that this meeting 
after due consideration of M. C. Cameron’s 
Bill to amend the Common School Act 
for Ontario, is in favor of a total rejection 
of the measure as one injurious to the 
interests of education, more especially in 
rural-districts.” It was also stated that 
although Dr. Ryerson claims a hearty 
approval of the Bill in the County of 
Wellington, yet the rural sections were 
not at all represented at the meeting lie 
held a few weeks ago in Guelph, not 
more than half a dozen teachers and very 
few people from the country being pres­
ent. It was therefore resolved “ That 
this meeting do advise all school sections 
in the County of Wellington to call meet­
ings for the consideration of the Bill, and 
prepare petitions against the measure to 
be presented at the next session of the 
Provincial Legislature.” The only clauses 
recommended were those relating to com­
pulsory education. A committee was 
then appointed to draft a petition against 
the Bill, and a resolution was passed that 
the report of the proceedings of the 
meeting be forwarded to the Guelph Mer­
cury. It is hoped that the action taken 
by the residents of S. S. No. 12, Erin, 
may stir up others to give expression to

We find a letter in the Hamilton Times 

from Dr. Maçdonald, relative to the feed­
ing of pigs in that and other cities—on 
slaughter house offal, and refers also to 
the case of trichinosis whiph occurred in 
the Getz family. He.mentions that so far 
from the dealer from whom the Getz 
family purchased the ham supposing it 
to be other than perfectly good—he him­
self used some of the very same, but with­
out any bad effects, for the simple reason 
that he had it sufficiently cooked. Dr. 
Macdonald adds, however, that he detect­
ed veritable trichinœ in the remains of a 
piece of cooked meat in the soap grease 

( box, and thinks it was the cooking that 
saved the individual in question—that 
time. A neighbor of Getz says that he 
ate some of tho same-(from Getz’s'house) 
- cooked, of course—thought it perfectly 
good, and felt. no bad effects whatever. 
Getz, with his wife and daughter, ate the 
meat (smoked ham), just as it was, with­
out any cooking, and were attacked with 
trichinosis, so the doctors say. Mr. F. W. 
Fearman, one of the largest dealers in 
Hamilton, says that he buys no town-fed 
pork under any circumstances, or at any 
price—he invariably refuses it—and buys 
only what he knows has been fed by 
farmers, at home. It does appear as if 
the feeding of hogs in towns and cities 
might very properly be prohibited and 
sternly repressed by law.

Infanticide.
Child murder in France ; child murder 

?n the United States ; child murder in 
England ; and, if we may trust Dr. 
Workman, and other respectable author­
ities, child murder in Canada. „ As we 
have named the countries, so, says the 
Ottawa Times, we believe ranges the de­
gree of the crime. It is worse in France 
than in the United States ; worse in the 
latter than in England ; worse in Eng­
land than in Canada. But in all, the 
fact is becoming more painfully notorious 
that the crime exists to a frightful ex­
tent. It is not alone that the trade of 
the abortionist flourishes ; that in à city 
like Hamilton, Ont., for instance, an in­
famous fellow calling himself a Doctor, 
may announce with more or less (gener­
ally less) circumlocution, that he can ex­
tinguish the sign of shame, or the honor­
able fruits of matrimonial connection ; 
not alone that newspapers pretending to 
be i,“ respectable,” and sometimes even
“ religious,” advertise Dr. ------’s female
pills ; not alone that all sorts of artifices 
for destroying life in embryo are publicly 
paraded before the world, but child- 
murder, as an art, appears to be studied 
both in the Old World and the New, and 
to be rewarded, as is the practice of othçr 
arts, by a liberal payment of money.

This, surely, is a horrible state of 
things. We have not yet, perhaps, got 
to the depth of degradation of the Chi­
nese, who openly drown their offspring to 
save themselves from the trouble of rear­
ing them. But it must be admitted that 
for a confessedly Christian population, 
both Europe and America have gone very 
far backwards towards heathenism in the 
one essential particular of respect for 
human life, in those early stages in which 
it is entirely incapable of defending itself. 
Surely it would not be out of place for our 
moralists, and all upon whose wholesome 
counsel society depends for direction, to 
make an effort for the correction of this 
flagrant abuse. If women can be brought 
to any sense of shame, decency or respon­
sibility, by the exertions of their legiti­
mate advisers, the task is worthy the- 
undertaking.

It is shameful to contemplate that in a 
country like France, whence there is little 
emigration, the natural increase of popu­
lation is far below what has been proved 
by statistics in other countries it ought 
to be ; shameful that in England so many 
revolting cases should occasionally come 
to the surface ; and equally shameful 
that in the United States a condition of 
society is fostered wherein it is not " re­
spectable ” to have a family ; or at the 
most, a family exceeding two or three.

APRIL.
The astonishing depth of snow in the lati­

tude of Quebec this season is a good indica­
tion that the Spring will set in early, and the 
warm weather setting in so early, will make 
our pavements sloppy and wet. Unfortu­
nately, such streets induce Colds, Ague, and 
premonitory symptoms of Consumption, and 
warn our inhabitants to provide themselves 
beforehand with a supply of that iiivalunble 
Indian Medicine, the great Shoshonees Re-.

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The Ballot ia England.
In the British Parliament, 16th 

March, Mr. Leatham introduced the 
question of the Ballot. He needed 
no apology for adopting this course ; 
but if any explanation were necessary, 
the one he gave was us explicit and 
satisfactory as could have been de­
sired. A select committee has, it is 
true, been appointed to inquire into 
the present modes of conducting par­
liamentary elections ; but iu a matter 
bo grave, and with facts illustrative of 
the evils of the existing system daily 
multiplying, it is impossible that 
honest men can allow discussion to be 
stifled. That the committee will re­
port in favour of the expediency of 
the proposed measure is more than
Srobable ; but, after all, the ultimate 

ecision will remain with Parliament, 
and debates which shed light on the 
subject, and contribute to the forma­
tion of a sound judgment upon it, 
will assist both the Legislature and 
the public to a righteous conclusion. 
Mr Leatham's motion, too, had a defi­
nite object, which established a direct 
relation between it and'the impending 
investigation.

It is rather singtilar that in slow- 
going England,public opinion in favor 
of the ballot is- much more advanced 
than in Canada, and it is likely that 
the manner in which many of the elec­
tion contests in Great Britain were 
conducted last fall, has given fresh ar­
guments for the statesmen of that 
country for the introduction, of the 
ballot-box. England and Canada 
stand almost alone in the practice of 
open voting. The people of Germany, 
the Scandinavian Kingdoms,Belgium, 
Switzerland, Greece, and regenera­
ted Spain, regard the ballot-box as 
the conservator of national liberty 
and of purity of election. It is, 
therefore, a mode of voting not solely 
recommended to us by the approving 
voice of the Democratic communities 
of Australia and America ; and Mr. 
Leatham, epitomizing the historical 
researches of Mr. Hepworth Dixon, 
showed that the ballot had once been 
a British institution ; and that it had 
played, under the Stuaits, a no ig­
noble or unsuccessful part in the great 
struggle between freedom and kingly 
tyranny. Leaving these reminiscen­
ces aside, however, the expediency of 
the ballot must be strictly determined 
by the actual facts of our present po­
sition—and it is the opinion of all 
that some check should be put upon 
at the scandalous bribery cropping out 
many an election contest from Gaspe

Ocean Penny Postage.
The question of an ocean penny 

postage has to be decided in about aj 
fortnight or it will have to stand over j 

ior eight years longer. Before the j 
late British Government went out of 
power they invited tenders for the | 
Atlantic Mail Service Tenders were , 
sent in by the Cunard and Inman 
Companies conjointly to pertorm the ! 
service for £150,000 a year, the con­
tract to last for ten years, £100,000 
going to the Cunard, and £50,000 to 
the Inman Company. This was re­
fused. Government offered £70,000 
to the Cunard, and £35,000 to the 
Inman Company, with a contract for 
seven years, and one year's notice, 
which would make eight years. This 
was accepted, subject to ratification 
by Parliament. The new Govern­
ment tried to reduce the term of con­
tract to six. years but failed. The 
original agreement had to be ratified 
by Parliament or rejected before the 
9th of April. Our telegraphic news 
informs us of the report of the Par­
liamentary Committee as being ad­
verse to the contract. Should the re­
port bo adopted; by the House, the 
whole question will be thrown open, 
and it is not improbable that a vigor­
ous attempt will be made to secure an 
ocean penny rate. It is still a ques­
tion whether such a rate would paV ; 
but the scheme, at least, finds warm 
and able advocates.

The Visit of the Pbince of 
Wales to the Nile—The Prince 
and Princess of Wales arrived at Lu 
xor on the 16th ult., where they visi- 
the Temple and also the Valley of 
Kings. Some amusement was afforded 
by crowds of Arab children that kept 
up with the party, offering all Linds 
or antiquities for sale, and loudly vo­
ciferating for “ backsheesh.” Lunch 
was taken in the tomb of RamesesIX. 
A visit was paid to the Temple of 
Karnak by torchlight, the effect of 
Which was heightened by numbers of 
sailors aud Arabs being placed with 
torches and ro'Ôkets in every available 
crevice of the ruins. _ The whole fleet 
got aground at Silsilis, near the first 
cataract, and all the steamers had to 
be lightened. Coloned Stanton’s 
steamer had to be left behind.

Wine in California—California 
papers represent that wine drinking 
and consequent intoxication'on the 
Pacific coast is increasing to an alarm­
ing extent. Common wine is as 
abundant as milk, and often more free­
ly drank. In some counties wine is 
but thirty cents a gallon, while milk 
costs fifty cents, and in other counties 
their price is the same. Even women 
and children use wine as a beverage 
to such an extent as to cause grave 
apprehensions for the social morality 
of the people. As a consequence 
the use of whiskey and brandy is 
rapidly on the increase, and the bless­
ing of cheap wine which Californians 
congratulated themselves upon, bids 
fair to prové an unmitigated curse to 
them.

Toronto and NipissinoRailway 
—The Globe says that the By-law 
granting$10,000 bonus from the town­
ship of Soott, in aid of the Nipissing 
Railway, was carried on Friday by a 
majority of fifty-two. There now 
only remains to vote the township of 
Whitchurch, $15.00.0,- and the town­
ship of Carden $12,000. The exact 
amount voted is $399.000 ; and when 
the Carden and Whitchurch, by-laws 
are carried, the grand total will be 
$426,000 for the Nipissing Railway.

Tenure of Office Bill.—The 
Times special says:—The friends of 
repealing the Tenure-of-Offioe Act are 
greatly mortified at the compromise 
effected. It is found that the Senate 
retains all the power it had. All the 
Senate has to do to restore a suspend­
ed officer, is to fail to report on a no­
mination ; and the suspended officer 
will have to be reinstated. It is un­
derstood that Attorney-Gen. Hoare 
is of opinion the Bill ought not to be­
come a law.

Walkerton Volunteer Com­
pany.—The Walkerton company of 
volunteers has been accepted. For 
some reason, probably lateness in re­
turning the roll, it was not gazetted, 
and it was stated that the Govern­
ment had received the required num­
ber. A correspondence took place 
between the military authorities and 
Lt.- Col. Sprout, concerning the omis 
sion, aud we arc glad to fgc that he 
succeeded in getting the company ac­
cepted. A Drill Shed is about to be 
erected in Walkerton.

Looking out for Number One. 
—The Quebec Legislature, it is said, 
will be prorogued on Friday next, the 
Ministry not having been able to 
weather the storm. They have agreed, 
however, to|increase the indemnity of 
members to $600 per session. This 
was opposed by Mr. Joly, the leader 
of the Opposition, and it was proposed 
that the sum be fixed at $450 ; but 
the ministerial proposition proved the 
most acceptable by a vote of 14 to 29.

Delegates from South America have 
arrived in Paris for the purpose of 
soliciting the Academy of Science to 
appoint a commission of savans to in­
quire into the causes of the frightful 
earthquakes which have of late caused 
such destruction of life and property. 
Unfortunately the idea has appeared 
so chimerical that the petition has 
been rejected.
