The Council met on Monday. Present 

—the Mayor, Messrs. Kennedy, Snyder, 
Stevenson, Bell, Crowe, Massie, Bruce, 
Coffee, McMillan, Hogg, Robertson, Mit­
chell, and Howard. .

The following petitions were present­
ed :—By Mr. Massie from Mary O’Con­
nor for remission of her taxes. By Mr. 
Ctawe from Mr. Jas. Hazleton for re­
mission of dog tax. By Mr. Mitchell 
from D. Heffernan asking transfer of his 
license to Mr. Ward, who has leased his 
hotel. By Mr. Mitchell from Wm. 
Brydges for remission of statute labour. 
By Mr. McMillan from Mrs. Waite, of 
the Albion Hotel, asking the Council to 
allow her to erect a wooden stable in 
place of the one burned down last week, 
as the present by-law for regulating thç 
erection of certain kinds ot buildings 
within the fire limits prevents her from 
putting np such a building as she wishes 
to, viz : a wooden stable, lathed and 
plastered on the outside. By • Mr. Mc­
Millan from Mr. John Harris, Chairman 
of the Separate School Trustees,in refer­
ence to their claim for a larger appor­
tionment of public money for the main­
tenance of the Separate School than they 
have hitherto received.

All the above, with, the exception of 
Mr. Heffernan’s and Mrs. Waite’s peti­
tions, were referred to the Finance Com­
mittee.

On motion of Mr. Mitchell, the peti­
tion of Mr. Heffernan was granted on 
his complying rçjth the provisions of the 
statute as regards licenses.

With reference to Mrs. Waite’s peti­
tion Mr. McMillan gave notice that he 
would move to amend the by-law regulat­
ing the erection of buildings..

Mr. McMillan introduced a by-law for 
the appointment of Ward constables, 
which was read a first and second time.

Mr. McMillan gave notice that at next 
meeting he would introduce a by-law to 
amend the by-law regulating the erection 
of wooden buildings within certain lim­
its, as far as it affected lots 112 and 113 
on which the Albion Hotel is built, and 
where the stable was burned last week.

Mr. Massie moved, seconded by Mr. 
Howard, that the January Cattle Fair 
be held on Thursday, the 2nd of 
January, instead of Wednesday, that 
being New Year’s day. Carried.

On motion of Mr. Massie, all the 
Standing Committees were instructed to 
bring m full statements of their expend­
itures during the year at an adjourned 
meeting to be held on the 30th inst., and 
that the Clerk advertise for all accounts 
to be handed in to him by the 26tb inst.

Tho Council then adjourned till the 
30th inst.

The Maryborough Riot and the Hollln 
Volunteers.

To the Editor of the Mercury.
Dear Sir,—In a recent issue you stat­

ed that, during the Maryboro’ embroglio, 
the Hollin volunteers were called upon 
and refused to act. I felt sure while 
reading the paragraph that you had been 
misinformed, and wrote to Captain 
Thompson, commanding No. 8 Company, 
30th Batt., for the purpose of ascertain­
ing the facts in connection with the mat­
ter. He informs me that the Sheriff’s 
officers called upon him, telling him that 
about 200 men were collected to resist 
the law, and that they must have the 
support of the volunteers. The Captain 
told them to bring a proper requisition 
from the Warden, Reeve, or two Justices 
of the Peace, as provided by law, and 
that then he would be prepared to act. 
No requisition was presented to him, and 
the Hollin Company was not called out. 
In justice to the volunteers of Maryboro’, 
who have been ever ready to obey the call 
of duty, I hope that you will make the 
necessary correction in your next issue.

London, Deo. 16.—An open air meet­
ing was held in the town of Stockton in 
favour Of a Fenian amnesty, at which 
12,000 persons were present. The crowd 
was very disorderly and there was some 
fighting, during which several persons 
were injured. The English and Welsh, 
who outnumbered the Irishmen ( charged 
on the platforms, carried off the Irish 
flags, and trampled them in the mud. 
Mr. Odger was announced to speak, but 
failed to appear.

The British labourers who emigrated 
from England to Brazil to work cn 
farms, have petitioned the Brazilian Gov­
ernment to assist them in returning 
home. Letters have been received from 
them giving accounts of the hardships 
they have suffered, and warning their 
friends against coming to the country.

London, Deo. 16.—Information has 
reached this morning that eighty persons, 
believed to have perished by the strand­
ing of the emigrant ship Franklin, from 
Hambrng for San Francisco, of the 
Island of Vlieland, bave been rescued.

Berlin, Dec. 16.—The Speuer Gazette 
says Prince Bismarck will resign the 
Presidency of the Prussian Cabinet, but 
will remain Minister of Foreign Affairs.

New Yerk, Deo. 17.—The fifty-one 
shares of the capital stock of the Tribune 
Association, constituting a majority, were 
to-day sold to Wm. Orton. The parties 
going out besides kr. Sinclair, and the 
representatives of the estates of dead 
proprietors, are Geo. Ripley, Whitelaw 
Reid, John Hay, Thomas N. Rooker, 
Philip Fitzpatrick, Patrick O’Rouke and 
Dr. J. Gayer. Each of the old proprie­
tors was earnestly requested to retain at 
least a part of hie stock. Messrs. Reid 
and Hay refused. It is understood that 
eight shares are reserved for Schuyler 
Colfax, who is to be invited to assume 
the editorship. Mr. Reid was requested 
to remain, but declined. The majority 
of the trustees who desired to continue 
the paper on tho basis of Mr. Greeley’s 
card, with Mr. Reicl at its head, needed 
only eighteen shares to secure a clear 
majority. It is expected that ex-Gov- 
ernor Morgan, ex-Surveyor Cornell and 
others of that wing of the Republican 
party are to unite with Mr. Orton in 
carrying the stock.

Matamoras, Dec. 17.—The delegates 
assembled to count the municipal votes 
commenced quarrelling, and to prevent 
a row troops were called.

Tho Government has abolished the 
franchise granted to merchants here.

the Court, and $33.26,* small sums not 
sued, will be added in with this year’s as­
sessment and collected or sued.

It is to be hoped that members of the 
Company will be prompt in paying up 
the call this year, seeing that it is but 
small, and not give unnecessary trouble 
and annoyance which must be both dis­
agreeable and expensive to them.

The Town Council have notified the 
Board of their intention of raising the 
rent to $200 per year for the office now 
occupied by the Company, first putting it 
in thorough repair.

A large increase of business is antici­
pated from the ample security offered, 
and the small amount of loss consequent 
on careful management and selecting of 
good risks, so as to save the Insurers 
irom loss, rather tha* to establish a 
name for doing a large business with 
heavy losses. The deputation from this 
Board attended the Legislature during 
the session last year, when the Mutual 
Insurance Bill was submitted to the Com­
mittee, and after many Presidents and 
and Managers of Companies were heard, 
the then Attorney General, the Hon. 
Mr. Crooks, expressed himself to the 
effect that he thought a new act was 
greatly needed, and that be had got such 
information ns would enable the Govern­
ment to bring down a Bill next year, to 
remedy what he considered were the de­
fects of the present system. It will be 
for this meeting to say whether the de­
putation should again attend when the 
Bill was being introduced to watch that 
no clause be amended so as to be preju­
dicial to the interests of pore mutual 
premuim note companies. Your Direct­
ors believe that it would be to the inter­
est of the Company, as the Secretary has 
been one of the principal opponents of 
the mixed system, a system which if al­
lowed to continue will in the end sap the 
very foundations of Insurance and spread1 
ruin, where safety was contemplated,, as 
may be seen by examining the dreadful 
losses in Chicago and Boston on the un­
fortunate Insurers who believing them­
selves protected when insured in Com­
panies who had but a name, but who bad

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The Grand Trunk Railway.
A very important adjourned meet­

ing of the shareholders of tho Grand 
Trunk Railway was held in London, 
on the 28th ult., when the President 
of the Company, Mr. Potter, who 
made a careful tour of inspection 
over the road last summer, gave full 
explanations as to the real state of 
the line. This statement is anything 
but consolatory to the stockholders, 
or complimentary to the general 
management of the "road. Since his 
visit in 1869, he says that the general 
condition of the line has improved— 
that 300 miles of good rails have been 
substituted for 300 miles of bad 
rails—but that the remaining 600 
miles are in a worse condition than 
he found it in 1869. During last 
winter the immense number of 6,000 
rails were broken, caused, no doubt, 
partly by.the severity of the frost 
and partly by the poor quality of the 
iron. A good many miles of new 
steel rails have been laid, but Mr. 
Potter estimates that it will require 
18,000 tons of new rails per annum, 
to keep the line in good working 
order. When the line is wholly fur 
nished with steel rails, he estimates 
that a saving of about a million and 
a half dollars will be effected every 
year, not only in wear and tear, but 
in the prevention of accidents and all 
their expensive results.

The President refers to some very 
injudicious contracts made by the 
Company for the supply of rolling 
stock from car companies, one of 
which was so ridiculously high that 
lie cancelled the contract, and there­
by effected a saving to the Company 
of $180,000 per annum. He frankly 
admits that his calculations in 1869, 
when he went over the line before, 
were erroneous, and ascribes the 
error to the neglect of the officers of 
the road in this country to supply 
him with full information. He esti­
mates the cost of improvements 
needed, on the line at about seven 
and a half millions of dollar», and 
submitted a plan for raising about 
the half of this. This is to dispose of 

. the Atlantic and Great Western 
bonds now in possession of the Com­
pany : to make a further issue of 
secontl equipment bonds ; to post­
pone the claims of the first and sec­
ond preference bond holders for 
three years. The balance of the 
amount required for repairs and im­
provements, he expects to raise by 
veducmg the working expenses, by 
important savings'in management, 
and by the contemplated increase of 
the Company's profits on the work- 
ingsof the line.

Mr. Allport, General Manager of 
the Midland Railway, in England, who 
accompanied Mr. Potter in his tour 
of inspection over the Grand Trunk, 
stated at the meeting that he had 
never gone over a line in worse con­
dition than was this road. It was, he 
said—to use a homely phrase—worn 
down to the very bones, and that un­
less the repairs proposed by the 
President were made without delay 
the line would get to be unworkable 
altogether» It was, he said, short of 
everything requisite for the efficient 
equipment of a good road, and in 
consequence lost an enormous 
Amount of traffic. Mr. Smith, M. P., 
for Westminister, who accompanied 

x Mr. Potter and Mr. Allport, confirmed 
the statements made by these gen­
tlemen as to the state of tho line, 
and said he never travelled over a 
worse road in his life. . In fact the 
whole testimohy of these gentlemen 
goes to show in the most conclusive 
manner that the road is in a very bad 
condition, and that to bring it up to 
anything like good working order it 
will dost an immense sum of money, 
and a much more economical and 
efficient system of management.

The meeting adopted the report of 
the Directors, authorised the Board to 
dispose of the Atlantic and St. Law 
rence railway securities, authorised 
them to apply to the Parliament of

9 the full difficulties of their task. 
The road being of a secondary character 
was ill kept and uneven ; the wind 
was now directly in their face, and sw .

The short twilight was 
fast fading into a darkness which threat­
ened to be dense ; the howling of the 
angry wind increased every moment, and 
the snow-flakes beat on their cheeks with 
cutting keenness.

white all surfaces exposed to its descent. 
Ah, but what a very different thing is a 
snowstorm in the city from the same 
phenomenon in the country, where clear 
space is given for its revelling. It is all 

r the difference between a wild beast caged 
in a menagerie and roaming through its 
native jungle, and this truth George and 
Han y were destined fully to experience 
this night.

The snow already lay pretty deep upon 
the ground, for, as we have stated, it had 
been steadily falling all the afternoon, 
and what little traffic there had been on 
that partially frequented road had utterly 
failed to prosei ve a track, so that now the 
path along which they went presented an 
unbroken surface, through* which they 
had to wade with difficult motion.

On they went courageous, ardent, re­
solute, never allowing themselves for one 
moment to imagine that they would be 
unable to cope with the fury and bitter­
ness of the storm. Nor might their hope 
and confidence have in the end been be­
lied, had its force remained what it was 
when they set forth, though even then 
the walk of five miles along that shrouded 
road, with heads bent to escape as far as 
they could the beating flakes, would 
have taxed their youthful energy and 
severely exhausted them. But the power 
of the storm did not by any means re­
main stationary; on the contrary, it 
seemed to increase every minute with the 
deepening of the darkness. The wind, 
which at first had manifested surly gusts 
and an occasional howl, was now rising 
into d roar, bearing the snow along at 
raoo-horce speed from the black sky nn£ 
as if this was not enough to satisfy the 
rage into which it was lashing itself, it 
began to catch up the snow, which had 
hitherto lain quiet on the ground, and 
send it in clouds through the air, whirl­
ing it under the lee side of hedge and 
embankment in a way that must soon 
create deep drifted wreaths.

The youths, whitened now from head 
to foot with a stiff coating of snow, toiled 
slowly forward like two sheeted ghosts.

Whether 
this work begun is sufficiently advanced 
to-permit of its safe transference, and" 
whether the good to be accomplished, 
even by a Bishop, in the thinly peopled 
District ) of Algoma ia equal in 
importance to that wkioh has been be­
gun in one of the centres of our nation, 
will doubtless receive fullest considera­
tion by the reverend gentleman before 
Jhe decides to accept the proffered honor.”
