Being, like most new
KEngland boy's of that day, of strong re-
ligious prineiples, he felt that he could
benefit the world by preaching the Gospel
thyough means of pictares ; so he de-
signed and engraved a large emblemetic
picture on copjrer, about.two feet long,
showing the * Path of Life and the way
of Death.”” . Hilf a century ago the Sand-
wich Islands w.ere first opened to our
missionaries. They earried with ' them
this engraving, andit was the means of
the queen of the Sandwich Islands em-
bracing christiaiity. Mr. Barber follow-
ed out. his favori te idea,and made several
books ef religiou s emblems,which, twenty
years ago, were: very popular, and eold
by tens of thousands, for by means of
these pietures, wi'th discourses annexed,
were tanght every' pringiple of christianity
and every quality of human nature.
These various works are now, with some
ther matters, united in one large volume
of about 600 pages and 170 engravings,
under the general title of ** The Bible
Looking-glass.”” Cine curious thing about
it is that ' many of the: drawings for the
pictures were. mad.e in:the early part of
this century, and the people shown are
in dresses or costumes of our grand-
fathers and grandmothers. This makes
the picturesmore valuable, as they are
in one sense historical.

Farmers are not generally good public
speakers, and I have often met with men
who could speak effectively upon a sub-
ject while geated upon a chair, but who
were dumb when required to stand up
before a meeting. ~ If, therefore, any of
your members prefer to give their views
while sitting let them do 8o, and in this
" conversational way much useful infor-
mation would be given that would not
otherwise be elicited. Let no member
be backward in expressing his views upon
the subject under di i he
may not be well posted upon it. Even
the expression of an erroneous opinion
is  better than silonce, because
it is sure to provoke an ‘ex-
pression of opinion  from those
who may understand the subject better.
Your Secretary should propose and send
to the local press a brief outline of your
proceedings, giving prominence to any
matter of interest that may haye pre-
sented itself.
Your meetings for discussion should
be more frequent during the winter than
‘ during the summer season, and those
held during early spring may often be
turned to your account by your making
arrangements for the joint gpurchass Jof

i

geeds, artificial manure, implements, &e. |

All the {} need ‘not rily
join to these orders. If any five, ten or
twenty desire to club together to give a
joint order for seeds they ean do so, and
though she Secretary ask for any samples
and tenders from the sead merchant
with whom they wish te deal. In the
same way you can club together to im-
port-labour-when -circumstances-render
it necessary, and even to obtain more
favourable times from insurance societies
for the insurance of your like stock and
buildings.
In conclusion, permit me to mention
one other desirable object you can ac-
complish by means of such an organiza-
tion as you propose, You can mike it a
valuable agency for rendering the life of
the farmer a little more agreeable than
it usuallyis. Iam a firm old believer
in the adage that all work and no play
makes Jack a dull boy, and it is just as
applicable to a certain extent,to men and
women as to boys. - Why should not we
who lead the laborious life of farming
have our amusements and social gather-
ings as well ag those who follow other
pursuits? We yearly hear of, or see
parties of people belonging to different
trades and callings organizing excursions
and picnics for amusement and recrea-
tion but whoever heard of a farmers’ pic-
nic® Can our wives and daughters not en-
joy a trip to Niagara or elsewhere as well
as those of merchants and traders,and do
they not werk harder to pay for this in-
dulgence ? I say, therefore, you should
make your Club the ageucy for introduc-
inz gst your h healthful
and beneficial customs, by nsingit to obtain
favourable times for such trips from rail-
way companies. Any railway company
will in to your;S 'y's letter
“give you very favourable terms for a
trip along their lines, and in this yom
industrious wives and daughters will be
only too glad to take part., Make it
another point to hold & dinner, and 'let
one of the prominent f ted
with it be that a few invitations be sent
to the neighbourhood of Guelph, where
I think you will always find a tew of us
ready to meet you.
