She was deserted by her friends,
who discfedited her story, but the brave
girl persevered in her legal tight to prove
her virtue, until judge, jury and the pop-
ulace sustained and applauded her. Having
vindicated her character from the stain
caused by the birth of her child, she now
declares that she will not receive a cent of
the money. After reserving enmough to
compensate her lawyers, wlo took the case
without expectation of pay, she will ask the
court to appropriate the balance to charit-
able purposes.

EUROPEAN VEGETABLES.

Enormous Importation of Potatoes to New York
and Exportation of Hay.

NEw York, Feb. 15.—From two to three

thousand tons of potatoes are now imported

weekly from Great Britafn and Germany.

Owing to this unprecedented business the
o8t of freight transportation from Liver-
pool has advanced 50 per cent in the
last four months, the rate now being about
thirty-three shiflings per ton. There is &
fluty of fifteen cents per bushel on potatoes.
Che price of potatoes here, instead of de-
creasing, is higher than when importation
began.

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‘qHE ALLEGED COAL AND LUMBER TRAFFIO.

Charters for new railways between To-

ronto and Buffalo are asked for on the

ground that there is, or might be, a largey
coal and lumber traffic between the twd|

points, 'which is not developed becamse
there is not sufficient accommodation. We
hesitate not to say that, if the proposed
charters, or either one of them, be sanc-
tioned on this ground, it will be a flagrant
case of obtaining goods on false pretences
There is something wonderful to be
done in the way of freight traffic, it is said.
There is lumber to be carried to Buffalo,
and there is coal to be carried from Buffalo
this way. It might be sufficient answer to
say that the Great Western has always
been prepared to take over the line, at the
lowest current exchange traffic rates, all
the freight offering. There is no amount
of either coal or lumber. ffreight offering
that the Great Western is  noi
both- ‘able and willing to forward
over its rails eheaply and with desp;xtcel.

But let us examine a little more tl: o

tended case for lumber. Three-fo:: ls,
or we may say bpine-tenths of the lumber
coming from north of ‘Lake Ontario, and
seeking a market in Buffalo, would come
from the Georgian Bay or Parry Sound dis-
trict, by the Northerr and the Hamilton and
Northwestern lines. The latter’s connec-
tion between this lumber district to the
north, and Hagiilton to the south, is short,
direct, and complete. But to get to Buffalo,
that is'what comes next. Well, the North-
western people have only to use their own
road a little further on the way to Buffalo—
+fifteen miles -to connect with the Grand
Trunk at Caledonia, or twenty-four miles
to connect with the Canada Southern at
Hagersville, and they have it. If they had
all the lumber that Parry Sound can
produce, 0 carry to Buffalo, they
would not carry a carload of it via Toronto,
which' would te roundabout; but they
would take it by the line they already have
to Hamilton direct. If they have lumber
to bring to the Toronto market, it would
come down hy the Northern ; if for Hamil-
ton or Buffalo, by the Hamilton and
Northwestern.. Once they get it to Hamil-
ton, a comparatively few miles more on
their own road gives them the choice of
either the Grand Trunk or the Canada
Southern to reach Buffalo. To pretend
that they would carry heavy freight down
the line of the Northern to Toronto,
and thence by a new road along
the lake shore to Hamilton, is the
merest nonsense. They cannnot really say
that they intend to de this, and nobody
would believe them if they did. As far
as their lines are concerned, all that we
have said about lumber going to Buffalo,
equally applies to coal coming from Buffalo
this way.
Next, however, we have to deal with the
* proposal of the Midland Combination—the
‘new name now taken by the Grand Trunk
for certain purposes., They, it appears,
have lumber to carry to Buffalo, and they
want to carry coal back. Let us say right
here 'that, if the Grand Trunk and the
Northwestern could only make up their
minds to work jn. unity together to a cer-
tain extent, the'alleged Buffalo lumber and
coal traffic difficulty would vanish at once.

What need of making another new and
costly mountain ascent at Hamilton, when
the Northwestern has one already ‘made,
with nota quarter enough traffic on that
portion of the line? Here we have both
the Grand Trunk and the Northwestern,
each clamouring for its own special line
between Toronto and Hamilton. A little
brotherly love between the two concerns,
reduced to practice, is all that-is' wanted
to give to both all the Toronto and Buffale
freight traffic connection that they are so
anxious to obtain, Let the Grand Trunk
make its Yorkville loop line, so saving
some miles distance and the heavy gradi-
ents east and west uf the city. Then let
each one use the oth ir's rails, from George-
town to Caledonis . .1 from Caledonia te
Buffalo respectively, aul the problem o
freight connection for both is solved,
But we’are really giving too much impor-
tance to the plea of an alleged possible

ronto and Buffalo by seriously refuting
it. The alleged traffic does not exist, it is
not there, and it is not going to be there,
either. Lumber coming south by way of
the Midland connection would find its
natural market across the lake on the way
to Albany and Troy. If coming from the
Georgian Bay district, and if intended for
Baffulo at all, it would take the nearest
route to Hamilton, thence east. The coal

TORONTO AND BUFFALO,-

The more closely the proposed schemes
for new roads between Toronts and Buffalo
are looked into, the more clearly does their
utter needlsssness appears. As far as pas-
senger traffic between the Ontario metro-
_polis and the great city of Western New
¥York is concerned,
afforded are largely in advance of the
Aemand. What does the passenger traffic
between here and Buffalo really amount to
what can we expect it will ever amount to,
much to exceed past experience? A few
years ago the Grand Trunk people tried
the experiment of through trains between
Torento and Buffalo, continued it about six
months, and retired from the venture with,
a loss of twenty-five or fifty thousand
dollars, be the same more or less. The
Great Western people, with twenty-five
miles less distance to go' over, and the
easiest gradients possible between the two
cities, tried the same plucky little game,
and retired too, after their quota of
thousands lost in the attempt: The truth
is that the traffic is mnot there; and
it is not going to be there, either,
any time before the century cleses.
A large traffic there is, and a
growing one, to distant points east and
west, but there is really no bottom or basis
for a special train service between Toronto
and Buffalo. The Great Western now runs
a special through car each way every day ;
but anybody happening at the station
when this car goes may wonder how it pays
to put it on for the one, two or three pas-
sengers that are generally seen to make use
of it. Frequently emough it goes empty—
a fact for intending builders of new roads

between Toronto and Buffalo to consider,

TORONTO AND HAMILTON.

Anybody and everybody who travels be-
tween Toronte and Hamilton knows that
on this little link of forty miles there is no
| lack of accomodation. Aswe said the other
day, there are six trains run each way
daily ; two each way being fast trains,
going over the ground in one hour and
fifteen minutes, This is positively the
best passenger train service in the Domin-
ion, there is nothing anywhere else within
our limits to compare with it. It is
actually a good way —ahead of present de-
mand ; but,\‘\wéﬁdemand to increase, a car
or two more to a train would meet it up to
the handle. JLast resort of all, the track
might be doubled, though for that po pre-
sent necessity appears. Then, as we have
before said, return tickets good for six
days are issued at a reduction ;bringing the
rate down to two-and-one-half cents per
mile ; certainly a reasonable figure for first-
class passenger train service. 4

It is the merest get up of a weak plea to
pretend that any demand exists for better
or cheaper passenger train service than the
Great Western now renders between
Toronto and Hamilton.

Nor
need this dispense entirely with male clerks,
who wonld soon discover that various
branches of the business could with greater
convenience and propriety be superintended
by them.

All the most celebrated British judges, ‘all
the miost famous British kings and queens,
all our great old parliaments and wise
jurists thought it both both right, christian,
and merciful, Pray, does “J.L.F.” think
there were no christians till lately ? 4

He says the flogging of women 1s bout‘liy
and devilish. Now; he believes in & Gad,
since he guotes him, and in the God of the
0ld Testament, since he calls him by his
Jewish name, Jehovah, Then he believes
in Leviticus, Now, in its 19th chapter
and 20th verse is the following : :

“ 30, And whosoever lieth carnally with
a woman that is a bond-maid betrothed to
a husband, and not at all redeemed, nor
freedom given H:? she shall be scourged.”

THE NEW CHARTERS:.
(From the Hamilton Times, Febd. 14.)

Lively times may be expected in the
railway committee: room at Toronto this
week. The granting or refusal of charters
for new railways fronr Toromto to Buffalo
aud from London'te Lake Erie will be up
for consideration. There are several ap-
plicants for charters, aud it is difficult for
one ountside the ring to know whether the
applications are all made in good faith, or
whether the same fellow turns up again
uder ano her name, ‘L mdon is looking to
Port Burwell for a line to compete 5ith
the Port Stanley branch of the Great West-
ern. Suach a line, if constructed, would
have to cross the Credit Valley, the Canada
Southern and the Great Western Air Line
Last session a similar charter was refused,
and it remains to be seen if the members
of the legislature have received any new
.hé:]s.\during the recess, to induce them to
ciia1ge. their attitude on this question.

The parties who profess. an apxiety to
construct railways from Toronto to Hamil:*
ton are the Northern & Northwestern, the
Geand Trunk and the Midland .Ooml;ina-
tion. The two latter may be looked upon
as practically the same thing. Should the
Ontario Sault Ste. Marie line ever he con-
structed, it is probable that its interests
will be the same as those of the Grand
Trunk. On the face of it there would seem
to be a very natural and honest desire on
the part of the Grand Trunk to secure a
shorter road from Toronto to Buffalo than
the one by Stratford, Paris and Caledonia.
The Northern & Northwestern, too, if it
means to retain its indepeudence, can
hardly be blamed for wanting to take the
straight ‘bgse line from Toronto to Hamil-
ton, instead of following the two sides
which enclose the acute _angle at Allan-
dale. But, as a matter of fact, there are

{ without benefit to anybody but promoters,

and lawyers and contractors. Are not our
railway follies of the past quite sufficient
without adding more and more of them %o
the record of costly blunders. The pro-
v‘mmnl legislature ddes not truly represent
the people of Ontario if it does not call a
halt and put an extinguisher on the pro-
moters’ railway ‘“boom.”

Some of the grounds taken by the World
90!!“10‘1‘ 'mth the views of the Journal,, and
it is p'ain whence comes the official railway
inspirat on of our contemporary. But\ the
fact remains that newspapers and cleap
men are being subsidized to carry on the
* promoters’ railway boom.” It is to be
regretted that some men from this county
are making the mistake of playing off the
interests of the majority o} the people of
Elgin into the hands of the London

“schemers. Of course the Springfield people

can be excused for their desire to benefit
their town, but how can the Aylmer and
Bayham folks find a good reason for the
action of the men who by a combination of
c1rckglstances have within their power a
charter from London to Port Burwell with
a clause in it that would assure Aylmer,
Bayham & Port Burwell their share of the
road, but for the sake of London and
Springfield they refuse to have this clause
inserted, and simply make the L. & BB
charter a gauzy excuse for a London Junc-

tion bill.

It is promised -that .the ceal trade from
Buffalo would make plenty of traffic one
way, while'the Midland systen of railways
could gather up plenty of lumber and ore
to supply return freight.

One idea has been set forth at consider-
able length in the columns of The Toronto
World, and the members of the legislature
will have to give it fair consideration. It
is that the Grand Trunk is really endeavor-
ing to force the Great Westera into amalga
mation, a result which would be anything
but acceptable to the people of Western
Ontario. Since the conclusion of the
Pacific railway bargain, it has come to be
commonly asserted that, as railway matters
were drifting, there would soon be only
two railway systems in Canads, the Canada
Pacific and the Grand Trunk. With which
of the two big institutions the Great
Western was expected to ally itself has
not béen definitely stated, but there can
be no hesitation in arriving at the decision
from s Hamilton point of view that it

\ would befar better to depend upon exist-
\ing outlets than to-favor any scheme whi :h
woald end in the Great Western losing its
independence.  Our chief reliance for
competition, when lake navigation was
closed, has been on the Great Western’s
connections with New York railways, and
not only Hamilton but the whole of
Western Ontario would soon feel the differ-
ence of the Grand Trunk was left unchecked
to make rates for us.

It will devolve upon the members of the
legislature to get a clear understanding of
this intricate subject, before any action is
taken of a binding character. - Every com
mercial city npaturally grasps after addi-
tional railway facilities, especially where
there is no demand for bonuses or _the
subscription of stock. * At the same time,
it is only the part of wisdom to wait for
full explanations from the railway mag-
nates, to save all risk of losing the sub-
stance in grasping after the shadow.

L) decreaged by,

BENEFIT SOCIETIES,

Representatives Assemble to Discuss Legistation
—Determined to Fight Insurance Companies.
A large and enthusiastic meeting of re-

presentatives of the different benefit and

provident societies of Ontario was held in
the Rossin house yesterday. Mr. Creiner
the first speaker addressad the' meeting in
an able and impressive speech. He re-
viewed the worl of many benefit as-
sociations, and finished up by saying that
immediate action was necessary—that the
government would be foolish to refuse it,

since such a large and influential body of
men are concerned. He read from the re-
port of the superintendent of insurance
that ‘“benevolent societies came within the
scope of our statutes relating to insurance
companies and should be taxed. Mr.
Langmair had written to Sir John A. Mac-
donald and received a reply assuring him
that if & measure was brought down their
interests would be considéred. He then
telegraphed if action would be taken in
the matter this session and the follow-
ing telegram was received : ‘‘The govern-
ment- will jnot interfere {with Canadian
societies.” This caused a discussion about
the definition of a ‘‘Canadian society.”
Various definitions were put forth, some
very nonsemsical onmes, but the prevailing
opinion was that if the endownments are
collected where the society originated, then
that ‘is the country to which the society
belongs. Mr. Brown of London, consider-
ed Sir John’s réply an indefinite answer
and could not be relied upon. He strongly
urged prompt action in securing legislation
beneficial to societies of this kind. He
ended lg moving that a committee be
appointed to arrange a program and if
approved of by the delegation a few
gentlemen should digest the affair at head-
quarters. A few gentlemen thought this
act was premature, and Mr. Bartram of
Fondon very ably supported this side of
the question, stating that if insurance
dompanies would oppose them, many
members would hesitate to  put
their. hands in their pockets and
defray  expenses. The act = must
be put in force by the attorney general and
no attorney general would do it.

Mr. Burgess suid he was informed that
the goverpment intended to move in the
matter but, he felt sure, not to the interest
of benefit societies, because many members
of the government were large stockholders
in insurance companies and would conse-
quently legislate into their own pockets.
Mr. Brown’s motion was now put and
carried and the committee were instructed
to report at evening session. Before ad-
journing a vote of thanks was unanimously
tendered Mg. Creiner for the great interest
he had taken in bringing about  this im-
portant meeting. At the evening session
the committee brought in its report recom-
mending the same legiflation should be
effected for the co-operative protection of
benefit societies and that a commitfge of
seven be formed to draft an act to be pre-
sented to parliament next session. After
considerable discpssion the report was
adopted each clause being taken separately.

MOUNTAIN CITY.

""Phis town in southera Manitoba, situate
about 50 miles west of Emerson, in the
most fertile and best settled district of this
‘provinoce, bids fair to be a large and influ-
ential place. It is the seat of the county
buildings of the county of south Dafferin,
sufficiently far from Emerson not to conflict
with that city,on the highway to the Turtle
Mountain and Rock Lake and Souris dis-
trict, immediately in the line of the south-
ern branch of the Canada Pacific railway.
