ANOTHER SPECIMEN OF THE YOUNG
KAISER'S ARROGANCE.

The Emperor of Germany Sets at Defiance
the Sentiments and Feelings of His
People By Publicly Honoring a Soldier
Who Had Shot Dowan a Couple of
Citizens—A Sensational Scene.

BerLix, May 12, —Several newspapers to-
day” publish the details of a remarkable
scene at the, barracks of the Emperor
Francis Joseph's regiment last Saturday
night when g‘;mporor William was enter-
tained at a/banquet in the officers’ casino.
The Emperor drank freely and spoke to his
neighbors/of the necessity of a soldier’s for-

tting during his service that he had any

uties except those’ to his war lord and
his country. Finally the Emperor called to
» private at the entrance: “Call in Lueck.
1 have something to say to him.”

To most of the officers the words were a
complete surprise, as Lueck is the sentry
who killed one citizen and severely wound
another before the barracks in the Wrange!
strasse six weeks ago. The case had
been investigated and Lueck, at the Em-

ror’s instance, had been promoted fo be
ance corporal. Evenamong military men
the opinion prevailed that the affair should
be dropped out of sight as soon as possible,
for the shooting and promotion caused &
storm of indignation throughout the em-
pire, and several deputies are known to be
ready to raise another storm in the
Reichstag on the day when that body re-
assembles.

In the pause which followed the call for
Lueck, the Emrgeror explained that he was

" about to reward the lance corporal for his
faithfulness to duty, and wished all the
officers present to show exceptional respect
for the young man. When Lueck entered
the officers and _guests followed the Em-
peror in rising, and Lueck was ord to
stand facing his ‘sovereign. The Emperor
then took his seat and, while therest stood,
addressed Lueck thus:

Lueck, you are a splendid soldier. You
maintained, as & sentry of the Third Regi-
ment of the Guards in the Wrangel strasse,
the best traditions of my army! Its disci-
pline’and honor. I hope that every soldier
will follow your example . on similar occa-
sions, and will have the same “clear under-
standing of his duties toward me, my army
and himself. Lueck, you are an honor to
your regiment, and your merit shall not go
unrewarded.” f

The En:peror ordered thata glass of wine
be given to Lueck, and all present, under
the command of the Emperor, drank to
Tueck’s health. The Emperor then had
fetched his portrait, bearing his autograph,
and gave it to Lueck: The;lance corporal
blushed and was allowed to retire. This
scene was kept secret, as the opinion of
all present, even of those sympathizing
with the Emperor’s sentiments, was that
this young war lord had done ap* ex-
ceedingly impolitic act, and that, the
country was hardly in a condition "to dis-
cuss it calmly.

The Emperor, however,
determined to let his p::gle know his senti-
ments, for at the parade on the Temple-
hofer field he unexpectedly appeared on
horseback, rode up before Lueck’s regiment
and called out the young man. e then
repeated his commendation of Saturday
night, expressed the- hope that Eueck’s

comrades would prove as faithful to their

soldierly duties as had the lance corporal,
and closed by nominating Lueck for ex-
emption.

This speech, together with an account of
what took place in the officers’ casinp on
Saturday night, was published in the néws-

apers this morning. The publication, with
ut few exceptions, was accompanied with
bitter comments upon the Emperor’s ap-
parent effort to emphasize his defiance of
ublic opinion. The Vorwaerts, Freisinnige
Zeitung, Boersen-Courier and The Kreuz
Zeitung are especially severe.

BALLOONAING IN WAR,

Remarkable Military Manceuvres Near
Paris—Artificial Clouds,

Paris,May 12.—Few military manceuvres
have been so important as those which took
place to-day near Paris. They were direct-
ed by General Saussier, generalissimo of the
French army.

During the manc:uvres telephonic com-
munication was established with a captive
balloon and maintained while the action
lasted.

Another innovation was less successfully
tried. This was the creation of artificial
elouds, an invention of M. Lestait, the
clouds being made to travel before the
troops. Artificial clouds are  too quickly
broken up, except where there are trees,
and are not available in big battles. The
utility of the balloon sailing above the
cloud in such a case is destroyed. Artifi-
sial clouds are sérviceable only for the pas-
:ge of rivers' or the traversing of moun-

ins;

THE TROLLEY SYSTEM.
Report 6f Ald. $mall to the Council On
His Recent Trip to Investigate Elec-
tric Street Car systems.

Ald. Small, who was oneof the deputation
that went to various cities-in the States to
investigate the trolley car system, has hand-
ed in the following report to the Mayor and
council: ¥
To His Worship the Mayor and City

Couneil:

In coming to a conclusion as to which sys-
tem is best for Toronto, one must be guided
principally by what he sees; information
gathered from electricians 'is gonerally mis-
leading and contradictory. . The trolley used
in Cleveland is a marvel of ‘success. Com-
mercially rapid transit’ is seen here to per-
fection: grades ‘‘one in ten” are covered
with the greatest ease. An exhibition of the

perfect control of this system was clearly
demonstrated by stopping about the centre
of the grade, sliding backwards and starting
upwards without any difficulty or decrease
in s , coyering also a distance od the
jewvel of two miles in five minutes. Rapid
izmnsit seems to ﬁ;e universal satisfaction

is the prevailing idea everywhere. There
s but one fare here, and that is five cents,
dnd the many companies wonder how Toron-
to made so satisfactory a bargain with theirs,
There are upwards of 150 miles of double
track now in use. Business of every descrip-
tion seems to flourish. Dulness in trade is &
thing of the past. The nnempl(aod are but
fow. Everybody you meet with seems full
of busfuess “and has a move on.” All this
state of affairs, gathered from the most re-
liable information, is wholly due to the adop-
tion of the electric trolley system.

The storage battery bere is called the Ford-
Washburn Storage Electro Company and is

rated upon the Woodland line and West
Side Street Railway Compavy’s lines and
bas been in operation for about six weeks.
The officers of the company took the deputa-
tion over the route, a distance of about three
miles. When we returned to the starting
poirt the company were very anxious that
we should . them at dinner, but as
this point stoppage was the place where
they recharged their batteries, the deputa-
tion respectfully declined and requested
the company to again‘ take us over
this three mile route,
pages at every crossing as
taking on and letting off passengers.
they declined to do; and after a wait of some
10 minutes, seeing the deputation were de-
termined to remain on thé car, they slowly
returned to the barn; the battery having ex-
hausted itself we -were compelied to return
on horse car. :

Needed a Feed.

The deputation decided that, i their
opinion, the battery was more in need of its
dinnet than tbey werd, #nd the final giving
out at the barn proved that their estimate
was correct. Up to the final entry of the
car by the deputation the electricity was
being poured into the battery, which was
charged to the muzzle, and although the
whole trip amounted to less thau five miles
they became exhausted, thus proving con-
clusiyely that the Ford-Washburn Storage
Electro Company’s - storage systen was a
failure. g

In Pittsburg at certain points during the
busy part of the day cars run incessantly,
although the streets here are very narrow as
compared with the latter city, or even To-
ronto, which very considerably congests the
trafiic on the streets, but in spite of tbat fact,
so admirably is- the system operated, a
blockade in the street is scarcely ever seen,
and th ds of people are transhipped from
point to point without the slightest incon-
venience. Inmo city visited by the deputa-
tion was such a perfect service observed in
spite of the unf; ble eir o8,
this city shere appeared to be more lines of
street railway than in any other visited, in
fact in the business part there is scarcely a
street upon which the railway is not run.
Special inquiries were made as to the casual-
ties ana undoubted evidence was obtained
that up to date no deaths bad oceurred from
the troliey wire. It is true that there bad
been deaths eaused from the electric service,
but in ail cases that of children being run
over, but anyone observing the narrowness of
the streets and the thousands of ¢hildren seen
playing thereon could readily" understand
that such fatalities are bound to occur where
such a rapid transit isin vogue; but these
casualties would apply to any other electric
system.

In the Capital.

They have in Washiogtoa in operation a
storage battery line of 11-5 miles, double
track, called the Eckington and Soldiers’
Home Line, which we took a trip over. The
car ran smoothly and at a rate of seven
miles an hour, the track being almost level.
Upon enquiry of Mr. Scott of Philadelpbia,
who is supplying the motor power, as to the
cost of same, no information could be ob-
tained, bat from the most reliable informa-
tion that could be gathered it is considerably
more than the cable. The Metropolitan
Street Railway Company are about to
transpose 18 miles of track from horse power
to storage battery, butin their case itis a
matter of compulsion, ao ordinance having
been passed doing away with the horse car
service and trolley, thus leaving no other
service but the storage or cable, and as there
are 49 curves on the streets to be operated
upon the ‘cable is qut of the question; con-
sequently the company must uss the storage
or shut down.

At Melford your deputation met with by
far the most successful exbubition of storage
battery that they bad yet seen, the cars sur-
mounting grades as heavy asin Toronto,
though not at a great speed. Here again the
cost and rapid transit fails to meet with the
requirements of the city of Toronto. Mr,
Usher, the president of fhe road, told us
very plainly that it was not being run for
the purpose of making money, but to demon-
strate the practicability, of the system. He
declined to give figures as to cost, but stated
plainly that it could not be run upon the
fares charged by us, namely, 4 ceuts, neither
could it be run rapidly over the heavy grades
met with in our city.

After taking into consideration all these
facts and evidence met with throughout the
trip, the deputation vould come to but one
opinion, pamely, that the stor: battery is
both too costly and impracticable for Toron-
to, and further that the trolley system is tho
only efficient commercial system in operation
at the present time and, therefore, recom-
mend that it be put in active operation with-
out delay.

01d Babies’ Arms Broken—Flesh Made

Hotbed for'Teadstools.” .

Loxpox, May 12.-A report issued by
the Society for: the Prevention of Cruelty
to Children hiis eaused a sensation by the
statements it-cebtains relative to the cruel
and ofttimes jshuman punishments inflicted
upon children. ;

The crime of Mrs. Montagu, who claimed
that she was impelled by such a high sense
of duty that she’ was constrained to inflict
extraordinary punishment upon her child-
ren for their souls’ welfare, and who finally
by this means caused the death of her 3-
year-old danughter, was believed to be ex-
ceptional.

‘hat some parents wofully neglected and
abused their children was conceded, but
hardly anyone believed that such fiendish
cruelty as is set forth  the report of the
society could be systematically pursued in
England.

The report makes special reference to
Mrs. Montagu and declares that hers is not
an isolated case of ‘cruelty in familics of

high social position.

Clergymen, Barristers and Others,

The society has. interfered with clergy-
men, officers, barristers and other members
of the gentry who it had learned were
treating their children inhumanely.

Among the punishments people of this
class inflicted upon the helpless children
are mentioned, punishing a child by put-
ting pins into its nostrils, putting lighted
matches in a ehild’s nostrils, biting a child’s
wrist and burning ‘the wound with lighted
matches, biting the limbs of a seven-month-
old baby till they bled, keeping a baby in
accradle for weeks till toadstools grew
around the child as a result of rottenness;
shutting up for hourt jn a dark closet &
two-year-old child, tying#. rope around a
boy six years old, dipping Rim in a canal,
bringing him up, and when Ive has recover-
ed dipping him in again, and repeating the
operation time after time; keepinga child
always in a-cool cellar till its Eelh became

reen, tying cords tightly round a child’s

ittle thumbs, then tying the extended

arms to the foot of a bedstead and beating

the child with a thorn bush. !
Regard for the Vietim’s Souls,

Like Mrs. Montagu, some-of the cul-
prits pleaded their high sense of moral dis-
cipline and their regard for -the’ victim’s
soul. One individual whom the society in-
terfered fwith urged that he could not do
his duty as set forth * in the Bible without
mutilating the face of his child.

The report of the society has caused con-
siderable discussion, and it is ltoped that
the law will be invoked to its utmost to
punish heartless parents.

Dutchman's Pipe,

The climbing shrub known as the Dutch-
man’s Pipe grows to the height of fifteen or
twenty feet. - Isisa natiye of the southern
anl of the Alleghany Mountains and is

requently planted in the United States, in
Britain and on the Continent of Europe, to
form shady bowers. It has very large
heart-shaped leaves (a foot in breadth) of a
beautiful green. “The pipe-shaped flowers
hang singly or in pairs on long stalks, At
a distance the vine might be mistaken for a
bean vine, but the flowers can be taken for
nothing else but a Dutchman’s pipe. They

are three or four inches long, a yellowish- |
green brown &nd veined with reddish-brown |

veina.

An Economy.

As the warm days of spring come on,
heavy coal fires are not comfortable and
still some artificial heat is negded, ugcial-
ly during damp and windy days. i
sifted ashes and coal mixed half and half
by measurement burn with sufficient -inten-
sity and heat and hold the fire better than
a clear coal fire kept low. To keepa clear
coal fire burning it is often necessary to
burn the stove or furnace too brightly, thus
wasting coal and rendering the house un-
comfortable. The hint is also valuable in
heating plant houses and beds.

Hen Manure in the Garden.

To use hen manure it is the best way to
rake up the droppings from under the
roosts, and mix them with equal parts of
earth, leaf mould -preferable. Keep in a
dry place, and put on land, at thé rate of
10 tons to the acre, plowing under. Or, it,
as is usually the case, one has but a little,

ut about I quart of the compost in each
ill for such crops as cabbage, corn, pota-
toes, etc., except tomatoes, unless you wish
a splendid crop of vines. On  cabbage the
result will astonish you.

A Large Loss,

As a rule there is a large loss of fat in
creaming and churning the farrow cow’s
milk. The milk is much more viscous, and
its butter fats will not come up as in new
milk with common setting. The farrow
cow’s milk also does not produce as guod
flavored butter as does the milk from new
milch cows. There-should be, if possible,
some cows fresh in milk with them. *The
addition of new fresh milk to that from’the
farrow cows will aid in getting up the butter
fats ; it will also help the churn in getting
them out of the cream.

Adv--l.sie of Small Pastures.

Two or three small pastures are better
than one large onme. The cattle may be
turned out a4 week earlier, and, when one
field is well eaten down, they can be turn-
ed into another. ' They can always have
fresh grass if changed every week or two.
The pasture will last longer and the cattle
be better for frequent changing. Too many
fences are not desirable, but a four or five-
etrand barb-wire fence may be built cheap-
ly, or a movable fence used, and changed
as wanted.

The Apple Orchard,

With other valuable suggestions made by
Professor Lazenby at an Ohio horticultural
meeting were the following :

Never plant deeper than the tree stood
in the nursery row. Never omit applying
a mulch to young trees if there is the
slightest danger of s drought. Never for-
get that low, stout (nov stunted) trees are
preferable to tall, slender ones.

Never forget that a hardy, vigorous, pro-
ductive variety, of megdium quality, is in-
finitely more desirablé than » feeble so\'v-
ing, shy-bearing vafiety of much better
quality.

 Never buy a large number of varieties
for a strictly commercial orchard. This is
a commen and serious mistake, Five varie-
ties are usually too many ; three are better
and & single one may prove to bethe best
of all.

Never fail to have a succession of apples
for home use. Fdr this pur a few trees
each of a somewhat larger list of varieties
may bé selected.

Single Dahlias.

The growing of dahlias from seed is one
ot the pleasures of gardening, and the won-
| der is that the practice is not more univer-
| sal, since it is attended with so little

trouble in proportion to the success attain-
ed. A correspondent in the American
Agriculturist explains that seeds grown i
a hotbed or in pans in the house will make
§°0d flowering plants by the middle of
uly ; in fact, they come into flower nearly
as soon as when the roots are planted out
{in May. The plants should be se: in rows
| three feet apart and a foot apart.in the
| rows, so that if one-half of the plants pro-
| duce flowers that are not desirable they
may be thrown out, and the remainder will
| umlply ‘cover the ground. A great cause of
failure in pianting dahlias, ag with most
| other flowers, comes with planting too
| closely. Plants must have room for their
| perfect development. This rule is generally
| disregarded, and as many as twenty plants
| are allowed to occupy the space that is but
sutficient tor one.

Sheep Dippiog Tank.

| The V-nhnlped tank about 16 feet long, 4
| feet deep, 2 feet wide at the top and 8 in-
| ches wide at the bottom is & good gize.
| Dip immediately after shearing. | Each
| grown animal will take out of the tank
from two quarts to & gallon of wash. If
200 or more animals are to be dipped I
would construct a dipping platform of
matched boards, dressed on one side, at
least 16 feet square ; break it at the center
and have the floor slant to carry a good 3-
incL stream back to the tank. A ‘tank and
dipping stand such us I have described
would have a capacity of 1,600 to 1,800
sheep per du{ if the sheep were fed into the
tank regularly and the tank kept full, say
six to eight soaking -all the time.—F. E.
Burch, in American Agriculturist.

How to Graft Nut Trees.

. The failures so gemerally attending the
grafting of the bickory are, according to
Proféssor Budd, due to the fact that the
operator neglects to prevent too rapid
evaporation from the scion while the slow
provess of uniting with the stock is going
on, and that in the moister climate of a
large part of Europe this is never forgotten
in grafting the nut trees, the mulberry or
any other tree known to be slow in uniting.
He recommends that, after the scion is in-
serted and waxed or covered with clay, the
whole be covered with a'tight paper sack
tied at the bottom,

A Plant for Hanging Baskets.

Orthonna crassifolia is a very interesting
lant for a hngginﬁ basket or pot. It may

called & good all around plant, usefulin-
doors and out. It is easily growun in a light,
sandy soil, and needs but little water when
dormant. Its bright yellow flowers ‘are
very pretty, and are produced abundantly.
Its'odd habit and succulent leaves are par:

The early days of the pioneer have been
succeeded by a thriving, enterprising and
happy ' farming community, who have con-
tributed to the formation of new cities in
this, our new country. And cities “to beget
renown must be something more than
slaughter markets for more enterprising
rop Then in what way and how are we
0 earn renown?

We have universities and colleges, we
have d and vatories, we have
schools and all kinds ‘ot educational institu-
tions for the furtherance of literature,
science and music. Our province 1s abound-
jng in wealth. We know it and the world
Epows it. We have large grain and fruit
farms. We breed fine cattle and horses; we
bave immense water power; we have untold
minerals. Toronto is the capital city of all
this education, power and wealth and yet
we have not renown, It was ‘the greates
glory and tprida of the early cities of the east
to spenk of their art treasures and the pro-
ducts of their skilled mechanics, and though
centuries . have to-day we look
back to these ancient cities for:guidance as
to ttern, color and design in our
articles of vertu. In modern works of art
manufacture the highest praisegiven is they
are of Parisian make, &

So, then, manufactures must be en-
couraged, and usless art is & workman on
tue same bench as mechanics the wares will
retain the primitive crud and el i
ness that has been the effort of nations to
improve and beautify. Therefore it would
be wise to mark this asa *‘red letter” year
in the calendar of art. instruction by the
cor tof a , to_which the
inanufacturer, the artisan or the general
public could repair for lessons whereby to
improve, correct and elevate the character
of works produced by the former and rem-
der the purchaser more ready to appreciate
such excellence where it showed itself.

In this country I know not of any collec-
tion at all available for pur of refer-
ence, t¢ which those engngem“ the trades
requiring a knowledge of ornament could
reter.

In an address to the Central On-
tario Scigool of Artand Design, I pointed out
that as far back as 1831 the British nation
gaw the necessity that something should be
done to give the mechanic and artisan an
opportunity to improve his knowledge of
‘color and design. The French, seeing the
beneficial results, followed suit, and the
American people, ever alive to govern them-
selves by others’ experience, made ample

* preparations not to be left in the world’s
race for renown.
. Now, here would be qiuite a proper
place to notice that not only did the English
.people establish their schools of design on a
rmanent basis, butin the year 1851 the
onse of Commons, by a grant of $25,000,
acknowledged its right to educate, aud was
liberal so far as our idea of liberality esti-
mates the value of objectsfor educational
purposes' is concerned, how illiberal pre-
viously may be shown by reverting to the
celebrated Standish collection, which filled a
suite of rooms at the Louvre at Paris. It
. having been offered for acceptance to the
British nation and refused, was at once ac-
. vepted by Louis Philippe. It isno mere
raying that they do these things bet-
ter in France than elsewhere. They,
sertainly, do look to their national
collections; they areextensive. In kaepix:%
with these is the development of nation
taste, which is exuberant and refined. The
French know well the value of their art
Smiruiactures, accumulated ther in the
Balle Bijontirie in the Louvre, Hotel Cluny,
the Luxembourg, etc., etc; these and their
schools of art alone have raised the national

The Legal Grist,

The Court of Appeal yesterday was occu-
pied with tbe case of George Gooderham and
Charles Stark against.the City of Toronto.
The action was for an-injunction restraising
the defendants from , trespassing upon or
opening up streets over- the property of the
plaintiff Gooderbam, of which the plaintiff
Stark is lessee. It was tried by Mr. Justice
Ferguson in December, 1889, and be held that
the parts of the land in question were publie
highways, but that the plaiutiffs were en-
titled to an injuuction, es asked, until the
defendants had passed a bylaw for the open-
ing and accepting of the streets as such.

We will commence with the earliest sug-

gestion of manufacture and to which art is
supposed to have been applied before aught
else.’

We follow
on with iron and metals, Ornamental iron
