Marshall D. Barr, Formerly District Man-
ager of the Electrie Light Company,
Tells the Story of the Boedling of His
< y at a ial Meeting of the
Boodle Investigation Held In Judge
McDougall's Chambers on Saturday
Night—Mr. Hall Confronts the Witness
and Says He Has No Recollection ofthe
Recelpt of Money From the Edison
Company While He Was an Alderman.

The recent visit of Assistant Counsel
Greer of the boodle investigation to New
York resulted in the presence in the city
Saturday of Mr. Marshall D. Barr, for-
merly district manalger of the Edison
Electric Light Company in this city,
but now of New York. Mr, Barr was en
route to Atlanta, Geoxgia, but managed
to spare a few hours here. He arrived in
the afternoon and left azain at 11 p.m.
Duringg that time, however, & special
gession of the court was held in Judge
McDougall’s chambers, and some interest-
ing evidence was given by, Mr. Barr.

In addition to explaining the cipher
contained in the letters passing between
representatives of the Edison Company,
Mr. Barr swore positively, that in Sep-
tember, 1891, he paid to A. T, Johnston
for William M. Hill, then an alderman
of the city, $1000, as a “retainer’” for
his influence as an alderman, and that
he subsequently, in ¥ebruary, 1892, paid
Mr. Johmston 34000 to be “divided be-
tween Hall and Hewitt, who had been
defeated at the municipal elections, but
who claimed to still have the same in-
fluence. The object Barr had in paying
the money was to scecure the contract
for the equipment of the electric cars
of the Toronto Railway Company. At
the session to-day, A. 'I., Johnston will
tell of the paymert of the money he re-
ceived from Barr to Hewitt? and Hall.

New York, Dee. 16.—The Sun's London
says : Several persons who are ) shrewd
judges of English political affairs expect
the general election manifesto to be is-
sued by the Government within a week.
That a crisis of some sort in the afiairs
of the Government is imminent is quite
certain. It is no longer denied that.a
certain ‘section of the cabinet favor an
immediate appeal to the country.

APPALLING DISTRESS THROUGHOUT

THE WHOLE OF NEWFOUNDLAND.

The Legisinture Meets and Proposes to
Legalize Union Bauk Bills, But Does
Nothing - All the Working Population

in a State of Absolute Want—Members
Besieged for Assistance.

St. John’s, Nfld., Dec. 16—The Legis-=
lature opened Saturday. The Governor,
in his speech, said that the commercial
circumstances had causéd much embar-
raspment to the public, leaving the coun-
try without a circulating medium and
occasioning great destitution. He was
glad to say that the savings banks of
the colony had not been affected by the
suspension of other banks, and that there
would not be the slightdst loss to sav-
ings banks depositors. He rejoiced to
be able to say that the colony’s credit
was mot likely to be permanently, af-
fected. :

He attributed the disaster not to poli-
ties or to the results thereof, but to
the eagerness of the mercantile commun-
ity to accumulate wealth by trading on
credit. He informed the Legislature
that a mew Executive had been chosen ;
that the new Government had provided
for the payment of the interest on the
public debt due in Lendon on Jam. L and
that the Government proposed the ap-
pointment of a select joint committee
to examine the condition of the banks
with the view of ascertaining the prac-
ticability of establishing .a medium of
circulation.

He promised to submit an important
despatch from the Secretary of the Col-
onies in reference to the difficulties in
Newfoundland. He urged union and
promptitude in legislation questions
among all parties. Addresses on these
lines were made by the Government lead-
ers in both Houses. Mr. Harvey,
Leader in the Legislative Council, pro-
pounded & scheme for the, legalization. of
Union Bank notes, paying a certain valu-
ation upon them. This, however, is not
a Government proposal, but a personal
one. ! 4

No Action Taken.

So great is the dnxiety of the people
that men walked to town from settle-
ments twenty miles distant to learn
what hope might be held out.

The Legislature took no action at the
opening session, although the Governor
reminded the members of the axisting
destitution and the necessity of allevi-
ating it immediately. The members are
besieged for assistance; Throngs of un-
employed men fill the streets. This
army is recruited by schooner loads from
the outports coming to exchange bank
notes for food at half their face value.

150,000 in Absolute Distress.

The northern mail steamer Virginia
Lake arrived this morning, bringing
about 150 passengers. Their narratives

show that the whole country is in deep

distregs. People are ruined who last
week were in comfortable circumstances,

The entire coast with eettlements con-
taining about 150,000 souls is absolute-
ly destitute except for the provisions
sent from St. John’s during thq fall, and
jee will soon make communication im-
poskible. The miseries of forty years
ago, when Indian meal was a staple
diet, promise to be surpassed.

The Journey a Canadian Artist and a New
York Scribe Will Make to the
Aretic Circle.

The scribe and the artist will make their
way up past Lake Athabasca, on heyond
Great Slave Lake in the home of, the musk
ox and reindeer, eeturning ¢hrough &
section where wood buffalo, moose and
caribou are supposed to be plentiful. They
hope to reach civilization again by the end
of April. i

He
would probably be about as ablel a suc-
cessor to Sir John Thompson as could
be found, and would undoubtedly prove
a great ptrength to Mr. Bowell’s Govern-
ment. .

Since then Mr. Osler has appeared upon
the stump but three times--once for his
brother four years ago, when that gens
tleman contested the Mayoralty of To<
ronto .agaiust R. J. Fleming , again in
the Bigelow-Kent contest in { Toronto,
when he spoke ' in  the interesty
of the Reformer, and again last
gummer, when he advocated Sir Oliver

CANADA AND THE EMPIRE. .

While the death of Sir John Thomp-
son hae cast a mantle of sorrow over
Canada, the event has been the means of
emphasizing to us and to the world the
sympathetic attachment that exists be-
tween the Mother Country and her colou-
ijes. Behind the darksome cloud that
bangs o’er the land we sée a glow of
sunshine that throws a mellowing light
about our misfortune. That sunlight is
the sympathy and good-will of the great
Empire of which Canada forms a part.
The tragic death of our late Premier
has excited, more than any other cvent
in our history, not even excepting the
death of Sir John Macdonald, the sym-
pathies of that great nervous system that
makes oue nation of Englishmen the world
over. While the sentiment in favor of
Americanizing Canada becomes feebler
day by day, that which aims at making
this country an integral and jndispen-
sable-part of the British Empire grows
jmmeasurably ptronger. The geuuine
gympathy of the English people in- our
present trouble, as evinced through their
press, through ‘their statesijen and
through the Queen completely peralyses
the continental idea which thearetical
statesmen have been pointing out to us as
lying along the line of our manifest des-
tiny. As between the American Repub-
lic and The British Empire Canada fs
perplexed by no doubts or misgivings. We
prefer the glory that comes from mem-
bership in a world-encircling empire to
the material advantages that it is alleged
will result from & union with our neigh-
ing war will ever repose in one central
bors. The United States and Canada
will form parts of the same country when
the former falls into line and becomes
part of the greatest empire the world
has ever seem. If the affairs of mankind
are~efer destined to be regulated by a
single parliament, if the power of declar-
authority, we believe =such a desirable
state of affairs will be attained through
the instrumentality of the Anglo-
Saxon race, Therefore do we es-
teem it an honor and privilege to
be connected with the nation whose
mispion is so noble and inspirating.
There already exists between the differ-
ent parts of the empire such-a commun-
ity ol interests as guarantees the con-
tinuance of our present pleasant rela-
tions. But the progpects are that
these interests will soon become intemsi-
fied and that the relation between the
different members of the empire will be-
come correspondingly eloser. The new
duties and mutual obligations that the
members of the empire will assume to-
wards one another will come about
naturally. There is nothing to be gain-
ed by forcing into existence a relation-
ship that is not warranted by the ac-
tualities of the case. The most signi-
ficant, the most encouragiug fact that
| bears on the, new relationship is the
manifest desire on the part of every sec-
tion of the empire to make new alliances
wherever such have any merit to recom-
mend them, In fact every part of the
empire is prepared to allow the senti-
mental as well as the material to ap-
preciably influence them in undertaking
projects to extend the influence of the
empire. 1f it were necessary to strain
a point the nation would willingly do
it to undertake the completion of the
great imperial route Irom England to
Australia, China, Japan and the east.
80 will it be- when we come to serious-
ly cousider the propased cable between,
Canada and Australia.

As far as Canada is concerned closer
relationship with the empire does not
involve ‘the sacrifice of our independence.
On the contrary, it will bring us more
freedom. Step by step Canada has ac-
quired the authority that virtually
makes her independent, and all the while
our attachment to the empire has been
growing stronger. 8o will it be in the
future. We will finally be recognized
b a member of the empire, enjoying ex-
actly the same rights and assuming the
same responsibilities in proportion to
our population as England. herself.

CANAL ENTHUSIASTS.

When the House of Commons next as-
sembles the Government will be asked to
appoint a commission to investigalye, in
conjunction with a simjlar committee to
be appointed by the United States, the
question of the construction by the two
countries jointly of & ship canal from
the Great Lakes to the ocean. The Em-
pire has apparently been loaded up by
some interested wing af its diredtorate
to head oif the project. But we imagine
the timely warning of The Empire will be
lisregarded. The Empire is a paper that
is nothing if nat truly loyal. It isloyal
to Canada -and eminently layal to the
British Empire. We imagine its extreme
oyalty to the latter is to some extent
the reason why it deprecates the idea
of enlarging the St. Lawrence system ait
the joint expense of the two countries.
Che Empire opposes the project because
it would be inimigal to Imperial inter-
osts. When Great Britain is heard from
in this matter, it will be-found that she
will not only permit joint action
in the enlargements of the canals, but
will favor it. Great Britain is not anx-
ous to display a jealous or hostile spirit
‘owanrds the United States., On the con-
.rary, she is anxious to maintain the
riendliest possible relations ~with that
ountry. Has The Empire, for instance,
.ven read the Clayton-Bulwer treaty, de-
ining the rights of tha two powers in
.he Nicaragua Canal? Ganada will
(ot be less friendly than the Mother Coun-
ry. If the people of the United States
e willing to co-operate with Canada
n a work that is in the common inter-
sts of both the people of Canada will
inite with them in prosecuting it.

The Empire displays its ignoranca
vhen it says the canal enthusiasts ask
‘he Dominion Government to expend
100,000,000 on canal enlargement.
'hose who see in the proposed deep
vaterway to the sea‘one of the most
mportant, if not. the most important,
aterprise that has ever bean presented
» us for our consideration, do not ask
he Government to expend ome hundred
nillion dollars. All that will be asked

is the appointment of & commiecion  to

enquire into the
pystem to twenty-one or twenty-six feet,
and, into other matters pertaining to the
panal. ' The evidence so far shows that
& twetity-foot ¢hannel ¢an be construct-
ed from Lake Brie to the gea for $50,000,-
000. 'This is what Messrs. Cooley and
Corthell estimate the work can be done
for. They probably know as much about
these things as The Empire. This fifty
million dollars includes a new canal
from Lake Brie to Ontario on the Ameri-
can side, There ,is alrecady 20 feet of
water from Buffalo to Duluth and Chi-
cago, Fifty million dollars will give 20
feet from Duluth to the ocean. But Can-
ada will not be asked to provide that
fifty millions. The Americans are, Wwe
understand, willing to construct the 20-
foot channel between Lakes Erie and On-
tario at their own expense, and they
are willing to contribute their share of
the deepening of the St. Lawreuce &ys-
texn, The Erie-Ontario Canal will cost
$28,000,000. The St. Lawrence Canals
can be deepened for 27 million dollars.
Now all the canal enthusiasts will ask
the Government to do is to appoint a
commission to see whether these esti-
mates are correct, and probably to re-
port on the proportion of the cost that
each Gountry shopld bear. When it is
considered that Canada possesses the
rizht of way, and that the United States
would use the enlarged system much
more extensively than Canada, it will be
evident that a joint commission would
assign to Canada a relatively small pro-
portion of the whole cost. Instead of
$100,000,000, the proposal means for
Canada somethingz more like $15,000,-
000. Just what it does mean is what
the caunal enthusiasts ask the Govern-
ment to determine by a commission.
According to The Empire the right
policy for Canada to pursucis to enlarge
our canals to 14 feet at our own ex-
pense and allow the Americans to use
them without vontributing a single
penny -for their construction or maijn-
tenance. To be consistent The Empire
ought to demand the abrogation of the
Washington Treaty. The idea of the
canal enthusjasts (and The World is one
of them) is to ask the Americans to pay
their fair share of the expenses of the
construction and maintenance of this
canal system, Under the terms of ‘the
Washington Treaty the Americans have
tle same right as we ourselves have in
out canals. Why should they mnot pay
their share of the expense? Consistency
urZes us either to repeal the treaty or
to mn!ie each party pay proportionately
to its use of the system.
