At Northern Station wheat cutting
commenced yesterday. This will bring
the whole teritory of the Northwest
into harvesting within a couple of
days, as the ones indicated are the
laggards of all the districts, depend-
ing more on cattle, wheat being only
a secondary subject in their estima-
tion.

During the frost years in the
eighties, farmers west and northwest
of Minnedosa suffered. such regular
reverses that many left, thinking the
country was no good, but that experi-
ence was really the salvation of the
remainder, for * it caused them to
largely abandon wheat raising and
laid the foundation for the yastly in-
creasing cattle trade of nortfiwest
Manitoba.

Many of these ranchers, who grow
little wheat also, are in more favor-
able circumstances -than their  all-
wheat brethren are, as they have far
more ready money amonF theny all
the year round than circulates iff the
one-crop districts. If frost-damaged
wheat is spoiled for market . they
calmly feed it to their cattle and thus
realize a good price.

The Wheat Districts.

From Rapid City one road leads
down the valley, of the Little Sas-
katchewan to Minnedosa, 15 miles,and
another road crosses the uplands.
Neither go through a very well set-
tled country. It is north of Minnedosa,
in the Clan William settlement, which
produces the finest wheat, reasonably
free from frost every year. A large
area’ there is under, cultivation, and
there are also large stock interests.
There are no large farms in the Hun-
garian settlement, north of Minnedo-
sa, but all farmers are doing reason-
ably well.

- Westward from Minnedosa and
northwestward is a egreat relling pla-
teau, rather dry for wheat and not
very safe from frost, but a fine cattle
country, with beautiful groves a-ci
19nds f water runs riy ht through to
Birtle .Valley and continues of the
same character beyond. e

Eas'ward from Minnedosa, which
has been better setled of late years,
there is a good crop, but it is bgl'ck-
ward.

Beautiful Plains, which begins near
Franklin Station is haidly less cele-
brated for wheat than are the Portage
I »ins  The northern part is devoted
to wheat and cattle.

One-half the crop on Portage Plains
is in stock to-night and safe. Local
showers fell betweenr Winnipeg and
Portage this afternoon. .It is very
warm to-night with heat lightning in
the south.

MONTREAL GRAIN MEN EXCITED.
First Reports of the Cold Dip in Manitoba

Greatly Exaggeraved,

Montreal, Aug. 21.—There was con-
siderable excitement on the Corn Ex-
change this morning, caused by the
reports of damage to the Northwest
crops by frost, but as the day wore
on an easier feeling prevailed, as- the
despatch - indicated the damage was
not so great as at first reported. Tha
advices received at the Molsons Bank
indicated that while grain.had been
injured in several sections the frcst
was not general, ani the damage will
not be great.

The C.P.R. officials admitted that
there had been frost in many sections,
but_not.a serious qne, and Mr. W. W.
Ogilvie, who has just returned from
the Northwest, where he has opened
1" new elevators and made a.1ditions
to his mills, refused to speak at .all,
although he had previously set an
hour for an int.rview

Mr. Robert Meighen,President of the
Lake of the Woods Milling Company,
told your correspondent that while his
despatches showed that there had
been a slight frost, the damage was
of a trifling® character. It was only at
a few points where the thermometer
went low enough to do any harm. In
Southern Manitoba the greater partof
the ‘crop had been harvested. No dam-
age had been done around Portage
la Prairie.

' Dakota's Crop Overestimated.

Chicago, Ill., Aug. 21.—The Orange
Judd Farmer this week publishes the
result of a special investigation cov-
ering the wheat crop in 150 counties
in Minnesota and the Dakotas, esti-
mating the crop by states, as follows -
Minnesota, 54,000,000; North Dakota,
50,000,000; South Dakota, 32,000,000. It
is claimed that this is a very liberal
showing and that there is no war-
rant whatever for estimates which
Have been current crediting these
states with 160,000,000 bushels and
more,

& Western Railroad, in the consolidated
suits of the Farmers’ Loan & Trust Com-
pany and Trenor“Luther Park. Judge La-
combe granted the motion and signed the
decree appointing A. H. Masten master to
make the sale. Twenty days must elapse
before the advertising, and the notice 10
sell must be advertised for six weeks under
the law. The road will probably be bought
in by the Reorganization Committee.

crosses the border. A G.T.R. detective
is also with the organization. !

As a result of these precautions,
supplemented by the assistance of the
management, the show is free from
crooks and crookedness, not a single
report of robberies having come in
from any town. Five Canadiany crooks
were deported from Barrie by the of-
ficers on Tuesday.

BRITAIN AND ARMENI;L

Conservative Members Denounce Agitation
as Injurious and Unjustifiable.

London, Aug. 21.—In _the course of
the discussion of the Foreign Office
estimates in the House of Commons
to-day, James Bryce, President of the
Board of Trade in the Rosebery Min-
istry, said that the reforms which
the Government asked to have insti-
tuted in Armenia were the lasgt that
could be accepted. The position of
Christians throughout the East, he de-
clared, was extremely pertlous.

Mr. T. G. Bowles, Gonservative, de-
nied the existence of any obligation
on the part of Great Britain to intro-
duce reforms in Armenia, He com-
plained at length of the extraordinary
change which the policy of the Tory
party had undergone, ‘declaring that
it amounted to a revemsal of the best
traditions of English policy.

Injurious and Unjustifigble.

Sir Ellls A. Bartlett; Conservative,
expressed regret that the late Govern-
ment had not taken action to save Ja-
pan. from coercion. at the hands of
France and Russia.  Referring to the
Armenian agitation, he described it as
injurious and unjustifiable. The Turk-
ish people, he said, were moderate,
temperate and courageous. :

Mr. T. M. Healy, criticising the
speeches of Messrs. Bartlett and Bow-
les, sarcastically expressed regret at
seeing division already in the ranks
of the Conservatives.

London,Aug. 21.—The St. James’ Ga-
zette, in a leading editorial, asks the
question : “How does Great Britain
stand with the United States in regard
to the Nicaraguan Canal ?

Ottawa, Ont., Aug. 21.—The Salva-
tion Army delegates who have been in
the Northwest selecting lands for col-
onization purposes are expected to
reach.

The dele-
gates visited several available districts
in the Territories, but appear more
particularly pleased with the Alberta
country.

people who come out will each get one
160-acre homestead free, the same as
other immigrants.

Accident 1o a Lighthouse Supply Boat.

The Department of Marine has re-
celved a despatch from Inspector
Harty of the lighthouse service, an-
nouncing a causalty to the chartered
steamer Lake Michigan, employed in
supplying the lighthouse stations. The
despatch is from Donley Island and
dated 17th of August. Inspector Marty
reports that the steamer arrived there
after having supplied the lighthouses
along the river and lake shores all the
way from Montreak On the morning
of the 16th, coming out from French
River, into Georgian Bay, thé steamer
grounded on an unknown shoal. A'
steamer from Collingwood endeavored
to tow the Lake Michigan into deep
water, but without effect. Finally, the
captain jettisoned about 120 tons of the
steamer’s cargo of coal. This had the
desired effect of lightening the vessel,
and she was floated off without fur-
ther trouble; having been 24 hours in
peril. The shoal is a dangerous one.

were secured. The Old Boys of the
college are jubilant over the choice
of such an eminent publicist and edu-
cationist as Dr. Parkin. Dr. Parkin,
accompanied by Mrs. Parkin and
daubhters, sails from England to-day
by the Vancouver, and expects.to be
at the college by Sept. 2

The trustees of the .college have
sent out a supplementaal circular
with reference to the new principal,
in which they say: Dr. Parkin matri-
culated at the University of New
Brunswick in 1865, was Douglas gold
medallist (English essay open to the
whole university) *in his freshman
year; was first science prizeman in
his junior and senior years, and
graduated B.,A., 1867, M.A., 1872. 1In
1894 Dr. Parkin was awarded an hon-
orary degree of LL.D. Shortly after
graduating in 1867, Mr. Parkin was a
master in Gloucester County Grammar
School, where he remained until in
1871 he was appointed by the Senate
of the University headmaster of the
Collegiate School, the leading school
of the province. Having been grant-
ed a year's leave of absence, 1873-4,
Mr. Parkin took a special course of
study for three terms at Oxford, Eng-
land, in Latin, Greek and history.
During this period Dr. Parkin acted
as secretary of the great Union De-
bating Society during the famous
presidency of the Right Hon. Mr. As-
quith, last- Home Secretary for the
United Kingdom, and formed the ac-
quaintance of Prof. Bonamy Price and
other men who have since become
conspicuous {in parliamentary and
educational life, and had many op-
portunities of discussing with them
the various questions connected with
the education and training gained at
the most renouned English schools,
many of which—Etion, . Winchester,
Rugby, Uppingham, Dulwich and
others, were visited by Mr, Parkin for
special study of the systems adopted.
During this period Mr. Parkin beca
acquainted with Dr. Thring, the faxm-
ous headmaster of Uppingham School,
and for 13 years kept up an active
corresporidence with him on education-
al questions Dr. Thring dedicated his
last. work on education to Dr. Par-
kin, who, in compliance with a re-
quest, made not long before his-death,
became Dr. Thring’s educational exe-
cutor and his biographer.

During the vacations of this year,
1873-4, Mr. Parkin spent his leisure
In Italy, collecting materials for
teaching in classics and history.

On his return to Canada Mr. Parkin
resumed his old work and retained
his headmastership up to 1888, during
which years the pupils ef his school
won the highest distinction at the
University of New Brunswick and at
the Military and Medical Colleges of
Kingston and Montreal.

After resigning his appointment in
New Brunswick Mr. Parkin made a
tour of a large part of the British Em-
pire before settling down to literary
worlg, varied by courses of lectures
on literary subjects and on the colo-
nies, delivered before the geographi-
cal societies and most of the Cham-
gers of Commerce in the United King-

om.

Mr. Parkin has published “Round
the Empire,” a school book for which
Lord Rosebery wrote the preface ; a
l.arge British Empire map of the world;
‘“The Problem of National Unity;’
“The Great Dominion: Studies of Can-
ada,” and other works, besides being
8 writer in The London Times, Cen-
:;xry Magazine and New York Na-

on.

Dr. Parkin has the strongest sup-
port of the Canadian Commissioner in
London, Sir Charles Tupper who
writes that: “He is a gentleman of
exceptional ability,” and of Principal
Grant of Queen’s, who writes that
“in his opinion the board has made
an admirable choice and has been sig-
nally fortunate in securing the ser.
vices of a Canadian who has made his
mark on a world-wide arena, and is a
man to lead boys and men,” and of
others interested in higher Canadian
education, who* find in Dr. Parkin
that attractive personality which
seems to be the foundation of the
character of a distinguished headmas-
ter, and cannot fail to secure for
him the respect of his pupils, the
good-will of each member of his staff

Reeve Chester sald that he thought he
could throw some light on the questions.
At an early part of the session of the Coun-
ty Couneil the representatives of Scarboro
were in favor of doing away with the gate,
provided a grant of some $400 or $OW TOr
maintaining the road were hnnded_them
by the county, but he found that the otner
municipalities would press for the same,
and so abandoned the idea. With regard to
Markham's action, it was due to the fact
that the residents of that township ‘mnde
put little use of the road, and, having a
market of their own, paid scarcely any-
thing In market fees in the City of To-
ronto.

With reference to Scarboro’ maintaining
its own 11 miles of road, he considered
that $100 a mile would be amply sufficient.
The Kingston-road had a new foundation
now, and all it needed was a little gravel
or portion of it. They had to consider
the question from the standpoint of marget
fees, as well as of tolls, and the township
paid of the former each year at least $2500,
an amount which would maintain the Kings-
ton-foad for fully two years. Then, fur-
ther, the receipts of the toligates were

owing less yearly.
nghe glty would remove the market fees
when the gates/were off, and the bargain
should be struck at omce. Otherwise, if
they let the gates die a natural death, the
city might then reply, * We now have the
free run of your road, and will keep the
market fees as well.” The $20,000 deflerxt
in the funds for maintaining the York
roads was not im part due to the fact that
expensive bridges had been built, as some
claimed, as the funds for doing the latter
work were separate from the former. He
hoped Scarboro’ would endorse the action
of its representatives.

» An Anii-Abolitionist,

The Reeve was followed by Scarboro's
member in the Local House, Mr. John
Richardson, leader of the anti-abolition-
ists. He said that he could not see how
their portion éf the Kingston-road could
be maintained for $1100 a year in face of
the fact that since 1888 the average cost
had been $327 per mile, Scarboro’ having
no magic wand whereby to macadamize the
road, ordinary methods had to be employ-
ed, and the figures he had just quoted from
the public accounts spoke of no method as
cheap as that claimed by the Reeve. They
had the care of the Markham-road before
them, which, slightly traveled  as it was,4
cost $145 a year per mile to keep up. He
had ascertained that the Township of
Scarboro’ had refused to comply with the
bylaw because it considered that the mu-
nicipality would be unable to properly look
after it, and he thought Scarboro’ wag In
the same category. He felt that the rights
solution of the question was to let the
county assume the roaas. TFhe county
bought the roads from the Government in
the first place, and ran them until they
ceased to pay when it wanted
to saddle the municlpality with
them. A Quebec order-in-council of 1865,
he thought, compelled the county to main-
tain the road. Under a general county tax
Scarboro’s shareé would be about $1250 a
year, but if they adopted the bylaw for
maintenance by:municipalities, their town-
ship would be held for at least $3600 per
year.

he Reeve Takes Exception.

The Reeve objected to the statement made
by Mr. Richardson that Markham-road cost
$145 a mile, the road belig both built and
maintained for that cost. In 1885 the Kings-
tan-road, with more trafic on it than at
present, cost in maintenance from Rouge
Hill to Leslieville, a distance of 14 miles,
but $2657.

Mr. Alex. Baird, Deputy Reeve, consider-
ed Secarboro’s representatives had done the
right thing. The receipts of the tollgates
had dropped almost to zero, those of No. 1,
Yonge-street, from $7600 in 1891 to $3800 in
1894. No. 1, Kingston-road, from $4300 in
1891 to $2400 last year, and it was to be re-
membered that the toll-keepers did not do
their work for nothing. So that the $30v
odd which it was sald the road now cost
was anything but forthcoming in the estab-
lished way. One#hird of the time of the
County Council’s session was taken up in
discussing tollgate matters, and a session
cost $140' a day. He had bhad a good deal
to do with the Kingston-road, and he
thought that it could easily be maintained
at-one-third of its present cost.

The roadbed was excellent, and needed
but a little stone and sand, the former of
which could be got at from $4 to $5 a toise
at Highland Creek, and the sand at the
township pit near East Toronto. If the
county ran the road the three representa-
tives of Scarboro’ and East Toronto’s one
would be continually outvoted by the rest.
Where the Experiment Has Been Tried.

The Danforth and Weston-roads kept up
without tollgates, were in as ‘gooa a con-
dition as they were before. Mr. Baird was
applauded throughout his ' speech, which
bristled with telling sallies.

Mr. Levy Annis, wanted to know if the
township would be compelled to keep the
road in good condition. He would rather
pay tolls than allow this to pass.

Reeve Hill

Calls were now heard from all parts of
the room for Reeve Hill, who was present
as an interested hearer, Responding, g
Hill remarked that it was a shame that
the metropolitan. county of Ontario still
resorted to tollgates, a system abolished
by poor Ireland 40 years ago. The roags
could with care be maintaineé ror $150
per ‘mile a year, and 30 or 40 per cent.
cheaper than the county could do. People
said that a township in taking over ifs own
roads would have a white elephant on its
hands, and wouldn’t properly maintain
them, but they who held so didn't-take
public opinion into consideration. Now,
as things stood, the County Council was
able to give a franchise on certain roads
to outside parties, when a road properly
belonged to the munlclzamy through which
it ran. The County Solicitor nad asked the
Lieutenant-Governor-in-Coyneil to sef a day
for the hearing of the matter. They didn t
want to force municipalities to accept the
bylaw, and all complaints against its ad-
option would be heard on that day.

The Light Turned On.

Several of the speakers against the prin-
ciple of the abandonment of the roads pre-
luded their speeches with the remark
that they were ‘“‘up” to get light on the
quéStion, but once started they endeavored
to enlighten those opposed to them. After
the chief speeches haa Yeen neard the
crowd in the room, who were principally
for abolition, caused a good deal of laugh-
ter by shouting out whenever a half-and-
half man arose to put a question or en-
quiry, ‘‘ He's after light:™

Messrs. Jackson and Jennings spoke in
praise of the work in the Kingston-road.

ACETYLENE EXPERIMENTS.

Additional Facts About the New Ilum-~
inant.

Both in this country and abroad fests
have been madegas to the light and
heat-giving power of acetylene as to
the amount of oxygen required for
combustion, and as to the products of
combustion, writes S. E. Tillman In
The Cosmopolitan. When burned with
the proper supply of air to produce the
greatest luminosity, acetylene yields
from 10 to 12 times as much light as
is given by an equal volume of good
coal gas burned in a common Argand
burnﬁ'; the disparity between the ligh®
effects is still greater when the coal
gas is burned in the ordinary fish-tail
burners. The lighting value of acety-
lene is about four and one-half times
that of good coal gas when -consumed
in the new Welsbach burner. "

The temperature of the acetylene
flame is less than that of the common
gas flame, and the heating effects are
much less. Fpor equal light acetylene
produces about four-fifths as much
carbonic acid as does the Welsbach gas
burner and only a little over one-sixth
as much aqueotss vapor. With the or-
dinary gas burners these objectionable
waste products are much greater than
with the Welsbach, for the consump-
tion of gas for equal light is much
greater. For equal lighting effect ace-
tylene requires less than one-half as
much air as i{s consumed by the Wels-
bach burner, and the proportion is very
much less as compared with the com-
mon gas burners.

Acetylene can be liquefied by a com-
paratively moderate pressure. It can
be kept in the liquid and easily con-
verted into gas by reducing the pres-
sure, and is then ready for combus-:
tion. On account of the great saving
of spate s is probably in this liquid
form” that it will find most conven-
ient application in many cases of iso-
lated lighting, such as buoys, light-
houses, and perhaps in private dwell-
ings. In this form it will be especially
convenient for use in enriching common
coal gas, and this will very probably
be one of its most immediate appllcg—
tions. 14

The arrest of the Murphy family
near Lindsay a few days ago by the
Dominion secret service officials on a
charge of manufacturing and uttering
counterfeit coin, turns out to be &
counterfelt go!n, turns out to be of
a far more important nature than was
at first supposed. For the past yeap
large quantities of counterfeit 25 d
10 cent pleces have been in circula-
tion in Toronto, and all through the
northern district. It is believed the
family now under arrest were the is-
suers of all this bogus money. There
are *seven 'members of the family in
custody, including Jeremiah Murphy,
the father, his daughter Lily, and his
five sons, Wellington, Allan, William,
Frederick and Richard Murphy. There
is also a warrant out for the sixth
son, Levi, but he has not yet been
captured.

Two of the sons, Allan and Freder-
ick, have already been committed for
trial on one charge of passing coun-
terfeit money, and the charges against
the others are now being heard ore
the Lindsay Police Magistrate Dea-
¢on. The examination is likely to last
several days.

The frequency with which counter-
feit coin was passed upon merchants
of Lindsay, the township of Ops, the
villages of Mount Herob, Millbrook,
Omemee, and other places, led to the
notification of the Dominion authori-
ties and Detective Shore was sent up.
He succeeded in tracing the uttering
of coin to the Murray family, and
as a result made a raid upon their
house on the boundary line between
Manvers and Emily, where he found
a large ‘number of 25 and 10 cent
counterfeit pieces, some metal, pieces
of zinc, ladel and wooden frame for
moulding the céin and a large quan-
tity of plaster of Paris.

THE lAlllElp' CRUCIFYING BURDENS,

The editor of The Globe, now in the
Northwest, was.interviewed by a Win-
nipeg reporter the other day on the
subject of Dominion politics. In the
course of his. remarks " he said
that, Liberals hoped the next
election - would be fought out on

'| the question of free trade and better

and cheaper government. = True to the
policy that has been advocated by
‘The Globe for fifteen years back the
editor tells ‘the people of Manitoba
that the National Policy has failed
at every point. * Protection,” says
he, “is a crucifying burden upon the
agriculture of Ontario as it must be
upon the settlers of ‘these Waestern
provinces.” The Globe has been
harping on this string year in and
out without making the least impres-
sion on the minds of .the people of Can-
ada, The National Pelicy is a cruci-
fying burden ” we imagine they would
of the editor of The Globe, Sir Rich-‘
ard Cartwright and a few other anti-
quarian statesmen. If any section of
the community were bearing a * cruci-
™fyig burden’ we imagine they would
make a noise so that they ,can bg
heard, The people of Ontdgrio are
making no such noise. “As a matter
of fact there is littlé or ho complaint
against the present tariff,’ The peo-
ple of no other country are: taxed so
lightly as those of the Dominion. Four
dollars per head of the population was
the average tax collected in the year
ending July, 1893. A farmer in Mani-
toba with a family of 6 would contri-
bute about $24 a year to the Federal
Treasury. This is to be sure a “cru-
cifying burden”! The total grain
crop of Manitoba this year is esti-
mated by the Provincial Department
of Agriculture at 57,861,621 bushels, or
an average of 2700 bushels for each
of the 21,000 farmers who comprise
the population of this province. The
Federal tax on. the farmers of
Manitoba does not amount to one cent
per bushel on the crops they raise.
If freight rates werg to drop one‘cer_\t
a bushel, or if the price of wheat and
barley was to rise 1 cent,this “cruci-
fying burden” of which The Globe
complains would be altogether neu-
tralized. As a matter of fact, the tariff
charges ¢ut no figure in the prosperity
of the farmers of Canada. The farm-
ers of Ontario are not complaining
about the tariff ‘and we believe the
farmers of Manitoba are not com-
plaining. Whatever noise is made on
this score comes from The Globe and
political agitators who, having. no ag-
gressive or constructive policy of their
own, are trying to scare the people
into the belief that the country is go-
ing to the dogs under the policy of
their opponents; in other words that
the people are carrying a “crucifying
burden.” The Globe. nowadays "is
credited with being an energetic and
progressive newspaper. This may be
so, but all the same The Globe does
not keep up with the times. Itis a
back number on its trade policy, Its
editor is ' wedded  to an idol
that s iIn disrepute the wide
world over, The  Globe’s fran-
tic and persistent denunciation of
the National Policy sounds like the
chattering of an imbecile. It is ad-
mitted on_all hands that a revenue
must be colletted to run the country,
and thé only thing the Liberals could
do if they got in power would .be to
re-arrange the duties. If they attempt-
ed to reduce the amount of
customs duties they would be
obliged to make up the
deficiency by direct taxation. Mr. Hay-
cock, the Patron leader, admitted this
at his speech in Anderdon Township on
Tuesday. It is reported that “he charg-
ed the Liberals with changing their
policy four times in 16 years, and said
it was useless for any party to talk free
trade without coupling direct taxation
with it.” .In the opinion of the farm-
ers of Ontario, then, The Globe’s policy
of free trade merely implies a shifting,
not a reduction, of duties. We venture
to say that no shifting the Liberal
leaders can devise would be as accept-
able to the people as the tariff in its
present shape. The benefits from our
Protective Policy are so certain and so
manifest that we cannot understand
why The Gloge so persistently and de-
liberately runs counter to public opini-
on. Let us point out the effect 'a free
trade tariff would have in a single in-
dustry to show up The Globe’s mad-
ness. As a believer in. free trade, The
Globe would probably hold that 10 per
cent. is a sufficient duty on bicycles, at
any rate the lower the duty the better
for the country is The Globe’s idea.
With such a duty Canada would not
have a single bicycle manufactory,
whereas under our National Policy
these factories are springing up all over
the country, and machines are being
produced and sold as cheaply as they
are sold in any other country. The
same thing can be sald of the larger
and more important agricultural im-
plement industry and a score of others
that can be mentioned.

The Globe is decidedly a back num-
ber in its trade policy. It is quite out
of gear with public opinion, and yef
it would make free trade the leading
issue in the next election! The Con-
servative party only wishes The Globe’s
desire of a fight on the tariff issue may
be gratified.

The business that Canada should es-
pecially devote itself to is the filling up
of the country. This will not be ef-
fected by any rearrangement of duties,
howsoever cleverly it may be done.
The only effect 6f The Globe’s free
trade policy is to frighten off intending
settlers in this country. What - man
would like to emigrate to a country
where the people carry such “crucify-
ing burdens ?”"as The Globe is - con-
tinually holding up to our gaze ? If it
were true that Canadians were bearing
these burdens it would be bad policy on
the part of The Globe to shout the
fact to the four corners of the world.
When, however, we know these burd-
ens do not actually, exist we can only

SEVERE WINTER IN AUSTRALIA,
s

While We Swelter the Antipodeans Are
Having the Coldest Weather.

Vancouver, B.C., Aug. 20.—Mail ad-
vices from Australia say that from
all parts of Australia word is Yeceiv-
ed of severe cold and terrible suffer-
ing, many running rivers and large
harbors being frozen over for the
first time in 30 years.

On the fourth of July Lyttleton
Harbor, New Zealand, was covered
with a thin sheet of ice. Since then
the ice has become so thick that men
and teams are passing to and  fro.

A telegram from Broken Hill dis-
trict tells of suffering from cold and
hunger among the miners. The Gov-
ernment has sent $1000 for immediate
relief, and more financial assistance is
to follow. .From many other mining
districts comes the same news of dis-
tress, and the suffering among the poor
is worse than it was during the troub-
lesome times of last summer.

A telegram from Berry, South Aus-
tralia, states that the weather is ter-
ribly cold, the thermometer register-
ing lower than it has in 30 years.
Berry River is frozen over. i

At Bombala the ice is two inches
thick 'on Bombala River. For the first
time in the history of the city, hun-
dreds of people were skating on the
river, Fuel is very scarce, and the
city authorities are providing for .a
large part of the population. -

At Guildburn, N.S.W., all the water
taps in the city burst. There is a
scartity of fuel and universal distress.
The thermometer reached the lowest
xt)olnt it ever reached before in that
own, : g

At Moruya, South Australia, there is
scarcely any water at all for cattle or
men, It is extremely dry. and bitterly
cold.” A large number of people are
living on a few drops of water a day.

At Wentworth the weather is very
dry and extremely cold. There is not
much business being done. Citizens
are helping eaéh other in the strug-
gle for existence through the terrible
weather. . ! y

New Fire Steamer Test To-Day.

The Merryweather engine, which ds
to be tested at 2 o’clock to-day, is under
contract with the city to perform the
following tests under the supervision of
the expert committeee : Pump 1200 gal-
lons (American) per minute, throw
water to a height of 200 feet through a
1 13-16 inch nozzle, raise a steam pres-
sure of 100 pounds inside of ten minu-
tes. These tests are in accordance
with a resolution passed by the Fire
and Light Committeee, and communi-
cated to the agents for Messrs. Merry-
weather, May 3, 1895. The net weight
of the engine, which means stripped of
suction hose and without coal, water,
etc.,, is 6500 pounds.

. McIntyre & Wardwell (John J. Dix-
on) received the following despatch
over their private wires to-day from
Schwartz, Dupee & Co., Chicago:

There was no break.in the wheat de-
cline—another cent to-day, and no
rally. ‘There were further gold en-
gagements—almost as bearish a fea-
ture here as Wall-stret. There was
a Washington rumor that the Agri-
cultural Department would advance
its crop estimate a half bushel per
acre. Cables lower; seaboard clear-
ances were small, less than 220,000
bush. The cash situation was un-
satisfactory, although salés were made
of about 100,000 bush. This business,
however, was by sample on special
terms, and was not a criterion of the
market situation, . Offers made to
Liverpool to-day brought back the re-
joinder that business might be possible
at a price of 3 cents cheaper. Lake
rates were up to 2 cents. The North-
western weather was perfect. There
was some influential short selling to-
day from new quarters. The day
was not entirely without news of other
sort. Baltimore (claimed good-sized
sales there. to the Continent. Spring
wheat receipts were small, only 218
cars against 283 last year at Minnea-
polis and Duluth. Chicago had only
43 cars of wheat, against 280 last year.
Arrivals at winter wheat points all
showed an increase—464,000 bushels,
against 879,000 bushels last year. The
local speculative situation continues
depressing, no . outside buying at all
Buyers of all elasses are waiting for
the appearance of an export demand
and for the spring wheat movement.
Charters to-day were 92,000 bushels.

Corn—The cash demand for corn is
by no means where it was. There is
no urgency about the buying, although
the cash premium is down to 3-4 per
cent.
