After referring to the waste ot en­
ergy and money through duplication 
of church effort in many communi­
ties—a condition due in part to in­
heritances from the past—Dr. Arm­
strong declared that the endeavor 
should be to have one church in each 
community, manned by a resident 
minister, "and then, and not till then, 
can be hope to do the work that the 
churdh should be doing.”

The Methodists, as a denomination, 
he said, are spending $25,000 annual­
ly from missionary funds to do home 
mission work in Nova Scotia. In 
over 90 per cent, ot the places where 
the work is carried on “one or more 
other denominations are doing the 
same thing or covering the same 
ground. Could we imagine a greater 
waste In any other business?" Dr. 
Armstrong suggested that circuit 
bounds should be re-defined, “that 
we stop spending money, either mis­
sionary or circuit funds, in small 
communities where work is being 
duplicated and that we give necessary 
aid to place where we have commun­
ity churches, where responsibility 
and territory are ours exclusively, 
and strengthen them by sending our 
strong men to them.

“Let us relinquish some fields to 
the Baptists and some to the Pres­
byterians, and to others if they will 
co-operate. Would we lose any? No. 
We would still be Methodists, Bap­
tists, Presbyterians, when we were 
alone, but in the crowd we would 
be Christians only."

A GRAND SUCCESS

Referring to the effect of the union 
ot the Presbyterian and Methodist 
Churches in Bridgetown, Dr. Arm­
strong said that the Presbyterians 
have increased more in two years 
with a resident Methodist minister 
than they did in ten years previously 
while the Methodists, “enlivened with 
the new lay assistance in all the ac­
tivities of the united church, and the 
enthusiasm of numbers, has made a 
greater gain in two years than in the 
six years previously." Discussing the 
employment of methods of this kind 
in other communities. Dr. Armstrong 
pointed out that “it will be necessary 
for the Methodist to add to the mem­
bership in the other churches in co­
operation as well as his own and vice 
versa. We must carefully place in 
the Presbyterian basket their eggs, 
and as carefully place a hard-shelK?d 
one in the Baptist basket, where it 
belongs—not very hard to do con­
sidering the results and benefits we 
are to receive in solidarity of the 
community, in a united effort for the 
community’s welfare, and improve­
ment in the great programme of our 
churches, in religious, social, edu­
cational and recreational activities, 
under one leader with a distinct pro­
gramme well thought out and matur-
