Bocause you live in a Iand ‘ofGogpol light and liberty,
you have never been disturbod uch scenca as some of
your tropical readors witness daily. It is of one of these

«t that I wish to tell you.. .

One.afternoon whet¥on my way to a village with my
Bible woman, 1 noticed a party of three walking slowly
towards the tomple of tho village goddess Durga. The
man was leadinga sheep, one wiman was carrying a brass
plate containing fruits;, and the other had a new quaka
in her hand. The cause of such a visit to the tomple was
this : The map¥Had hud an attack of amn.llgox, and upon re-
covering wagabout to offer a sacrifico to this oruel goddess,

“w . thattKad, &8 hoe supposed, sent the aflliction.

We changoed our plan of work for tho afternoon, and
wont to the tomple to ace the jdol worshipped. Upon en-
toring, the worshippers washed the idol, then they daubed
saffron on its forogend, shoulders, hands and feet. After
that, on the same paris they rubbed over the saffron, a
mixtare, of slum,_lime_juice and saflron, which when

3 mixed togethor becomes brightred. Then they sprinkled
"o little sg:udnl water on the idol, placed a fow. white"

flowera sbout it, and prosented the new quaka. They
now placed before Durgn, rice apd curry, two small cakes
made of rice flour ; two balls (f#¥co flour with split peas
ineide, fried in gheo... On sfplantain leaf uncooked
aplit peas, o fow pieces of cocuan t, pieces of sugar cane

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anil & fow swoot potatoes. Ono of the women sprinkled

.water sround the last leaf, and the other did the same to

the loaf on which they had placed tho rics, ote.

The threo persons in turn touched the feot of the idol,
and immediatoly plnced. their hands to thoir breasts say-
ing, * You havo saved us from this- danger, bo pleased
to accept our offering and protect us in- the future.” -
aning thus worshipped they came out to propare the
sheep for tho offering. Beforo killing'it, thoy washed its
head and foot and then daubed some saffron on it. This

they did to_purify it. Tho man raised the sheep beforo

the idol and immediately placed it on the ground, and at
once its head was struck off with ono blow.” Soveral pas-
sera by had stopped to look on, and somo of the more
interosted onos camu to the tomple. Now that the cere-
mony was ovor, all that had been offered to the idol was
takon from it, and distributed amony the fow who had
assombled. The women offered my %&ihlu women Kome

_ of tho fruit but thoy refused it,

Wo thon told thom of the great Sacrifico that was once
offered for all, and of His power to save and to protect..
They did not appear so susceptible to the messuge as [
have often known them to be, and at this wo must not be
surprised ; for at that time thoy were under the power of
Satan and unwilling to consider-the clainis of the Saviour.
However, it is our joy and privilege to **sow beside all
waters,"” and truat in the grent promiso, *‘ My word shall
not return unto mo void.”

If you had asked that missionnry
whero ho firat heard the call and why he gave himsolf to the
work, he would have told you, * I'owe it all under God to
my old Sabbath school teacher, Mrs. Sally Hauinpden. She
toved the mission cause and taught me first to pray and then
to work for it."”

Down in the darkest, poorest, most forlorn region of o
Sonthern 3tate is a church and achool for Freedmen. It is
supported aTmoat entirely by a legacy left by a lady of
wealth in one of our large cities.

THE WORK ABROAD.
Kum;c')l_,- India. -

Dear LiNk,—The last woek of July Mr. Drake and I
come here from Madras, as Mr. Silliman, who returned
to Amorica last March, loft this field in Mr.' Drake’s care
until another Inisslonary should arrive. We hear one is
appointed aud hope to welcome him in a couple of mouths.

ho time spent hore has been fully ocoupied, although
supposed to be vacation, but I have seen a new phase of
mission life for which I am glad.

“, Wo found that near)
+heard of Ohrist and
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Kurnool is sbout threo hundred miles from Madras,
gnd all but a little over thirty miles of the journey ia
made by rail, the rest by carts or bandies, When coming
thiy Intter part of.the journey we intended doing it during
the night, gut after travolling twelve miles a heavy rin
came on pénetrating our cart covering gnd obliging us to
w into n travellera’ bungalow to which wo just then came.

o were somewhat disappointed at the delay, but next
morning when we found the river, which we had to ford
quarter of a mile from the bungalow, swollen by recent
rains, we felt grateful for the detention, as even in day-
light it was diflicult to croas and would have been attended
with danger in tho darkness,

This is o fine country, and this year, thers having been
abundant rains, everything looks fresh and promising.
There is a grey stone here used ontirely in_ building and
for fences (where there nre any) which looks well. The
native hiouses, as & rule, are bare in appearance, looking
much liko a stone wall with a door in it, as they are built
without windows (towards tho strect at least), without
verandas, which are so common in Madras that even the
thatched roofs of the little mud houses project beyond
the wall making a sort of verandas, and the roofs are made

L-mad- —of bamboo-polescoversd witlrsome Kind: of mathug, then

earth is placed on that. ‘‘The grass upon ‘the houss~
tops " is literally true here, and I have frequently scen
the goats nibbling it on ity tops of the houses. There
is the remains ogwhut hus ‘Been -some rather fine archi-
tecturo in the dags of Mohammedan rule, gate-ways,
mosques, and also the ruins of the fort. We went into
an old disused mosquo one day where there were many
tombs ; doves hod builttheir nests in the dome and were
cooing and flying about, while even a little donkoey came
in for.ghelter from”the rain. Mohammedan cemeteries
are everywhere, in town, on the outskirts, whilo some
are simply in the open field. The other evening, when
walking through a quiet street close to the bazaar, we
came across one of -these old burying places in the midst
of a thickly populated place, and a tank was dug in t4e
widst of all, where we saw a mon washing his clothing
and person. Many of the stones ware crumbling away
from the tombs, and we could see bones of human
bodies here and there‘on the road. The roads are good -
and wo onjoy the pleasure of walking thoroughly, as we
are deprived of it in Madras. At this time of the year
the climate is pleasant, although warm, but after tho fall
monsoon I am told it'is cold, at least cold for those who
have been in the country any time. But for three
months or more, from March on, it is one of the hottest
places in India. , .

Thero are about twenty thousand people in Kurnool,
half of whom are Mohammedaus aud half are Telugus.
As far a8 I can learn there is 1o work 1ohatever done jor
the women of this place. 1 have gone about in different
parts of tho town with my husband, or one of thé
preachers’ wives, and, as a rule, the women seemed glad
to seo us and listoned to our message. Some wore
rather shy of me at first, and once or twice ran away as I
drew near to them, but generally they listened well.
Ono evoning-it-wastow dozen women, who were bringing
home great loads of fire-wood and who had sat down to
rest by the road, to whom we spoke ; another time, as
the people were waiting to see a native prince come inte
town, wé gathered quite » crowd ; another evening we

* walked down & streot and talked with the people as they

were weaving mats at their doors, and at other times we
went to a palains and spoke with them in thejr houses,

151 those-to whom we apoke had
13 gonlfl, for thip is not a new fleld.
Mr, Drake began the work here in 1876, and aince then
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faithful -proaching has been .done in and about Kurnool
by those whoe followed. Hundreds are bolieving and
_might be biptized if & missionary were here to train and
teach them. . : .
Eyery Sunday sinco we have been here from thirty to
fifty huve come in, most of thom from a village nine miles

distant, but quite a number as far as cightoen miles, and -

thoy walked. Two weeks ago (Sept. 15) twenty came
from a place called Atmakur, forty miles away. Seven
of these were women, two of whom carried *babies in
their arms, and one a man with only one log, and on that
a boil which most people at home would consider a suffi-
cient reason for their remaining in the house wero the
church only a block _asvay. Yet all of these walked the
forty milos, tho lame man only gotting such help as a
good-natured oart driver might vccasionally give. These
people remained until Tuesday, and besides them so
many csmo from other villages that on Monday there
were ovor soventy here.  For two nights thirty slept in
the,mission house on the floor, as is their custom, there
+being -no other place for them. Through the day we
had meetings, talked with them individuslly and listoried
to requests, These requests wero numnerous and varied,
One1nan’s wife would not live with him and his case had

~tobuinguired into ; a gitl, whose brothor had promised

hir in marriage to a friend, did not wish to consent untjl
she had aeen the young man; an old woman wished the
missionary to make her son support her, which he was
- fiot doing ; some villagera wanted a school teacher sent
to thim, others a school house built; many wanted medi-
cine for u variety of discases, others bottles in which to
get medicine, ete., and eo the.dnya were busily occup'e

d.
. There is one pleasing featuiro abput the Christians ong’cq E

nd even sumo who have mot been baptized, they have’

been trained to give and every Sunday bring o quarter or
half.anna each. Some who had po money %rought voge-
tables and grain, which wo bought, then they gave their
offering also. One Sunday sorme of them said they had a
special gift which Mr. Drake told them to bring when, to
our surprise, & large shepp was introduced which waa pre-
sentetl to us asa token of the gratitude of twelve men
who had been -unjustly fined, and concerning whase case
Mr. Droke took much trouble. Their fino, which whs
thirty rupecs each, was reduced to five each, and that

. éven ‘je.tinjustly retsined, we believe. = But nothing
further can be done for them now: -

We intend. returning to Madras yiext Tuesday (Oct. 1),
and will be glad to sep our people thero again, although I
feel sorry to leave these people; they seem liko sheep
without a shopherd. o

‘We are looking forward with pleasure to the coming of
Mr. and Mre. Walker and others, whom we hope to
welcome to India in six or eight weeks.

The Samulcotta Seminary's new building was to be
opened. Many hearts had been looking forward expect-
antly for some time ; for had we not been teaching in
sitting-room and dining-room, in ante-room and class-
roots, on veranc., front and back, and cven under a
thatch-covered shed. But here was a building with four
whole rooms ond a chapol-room, besides verandas on
three sides. What a boon this wns, only those who ex-
porionced these %reat inconveniences could fully appre.
ciate. And we did apprecinte it. The walls were up,
the roof was the plastering was all done, the mats™
down, the doo:h'ére.noh all hung, but winter blasts do.
not disturb us here, so that mattered littlo ; the windows
were only just glazed, so ha on them the remains of the
utty, but we did not mind that, we were in the nowy
uilding, and that was enough.
The %rinoipal had often discuseed *“ What ghall the
opening be 7" and his plans that morning wero perfected.
As wo listoned to his discourse our hearts wore touched,
and as we looked at the audienco we felt all were in sym-
pathy with the theme, ** Christ is all, and in all.”". As he
wound up the subject of Christ being all in heart, in
hone, in achool, in village, in the whole world, all in all,
he said, ** Now, what are you going to do to show this?
Christ who has given you lifo and breath, and all thinge ;
who feeds you, who cluthes you, and as a prosent gift, has
given you this building. To this Christ will you conse-
crate yourselves and give a token of that- consccration 7"
The problem of self-support on mission fields had beon
a problem, and is, and will be to the end 'o all mission
workers. *‘Let us mako & big step forward in that direc-
tion this morning. You have been giving a certain
amount out of your allowance, but that has been de
manded of you. The Jows in old time gnve a tithe of
all that they had. We ask you this morning to give a
sixteenth, that is, one anna in the rupee. Here, I have
brought the rupee, sixtoon annas, lsying them one by
one on the table, Counting them, he took one away.
‘“8ee; you would hardly miss it; would have to
count oclosely aguin to see that thero were only
fifteen and not sixteen. How ecasy it is! Can wo, dare
we lag'bohind 7 Yo of Samulcotta, ** Up, and forward !

. All who wished to subscribe were asked to gome for-
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ward and write thoir names while we were singing ** Re-
joice in the Lord.” No other inducement was made.
Tho Holy Spirit did the rest of the work, if indeed He
did not do it sll. The chorus was nearly finished before
anyono moved, then our one Christian native teacher rose,
and smiling, gladly subscribed his name. Then followed
the head preacher in thevilage. Then it was thestudents’
turn. Who would muke the first move? Many ecyes
were turned towarda the head man in the senior cloes,
but he hung hia head, ho was not rendy. Some of us
knew tho minds of the seniur class. Perhaps you home
poople are aware that we have ume of Your threo
youug ladies of last year with us here, and while two of
thom are busy seed-sowing in Telugu in Cocnandn, she is
beginning it hore, and in ﬁor one or two hours’ daily con-
versstion in Telugu, a requirement of the curiculum. sho
hns, while talking to these Christian students, felt the
necessity of urging upon them_the matter of giving either
their tenth or their anna to the rupee. Some two or
three had been persuaded, others had doubted snd seme
othera had said tho thing was impossible. Why, where
could thoy limit their expenses? They used no tobacco,
80 they could not limit there ; they bought no jewels, so
they could not limit there; they drank neither tea nor
co&e, so they could not limit there. Tho only limit was
in the amount of rice, and if they did not have enough of
that they would starve ; thoy might take legssalt in their
curry, or less curry-stuff, or they might have vegetable
uL;{v!nya instead of mutton, or perhaps chicken, which in
itdblf was a rare treat, but what clse could they do? If
they had more they might give, but how could they give
now{ °
. This senior student had been thinking it all out, thought
he could not do it, 8o sat there with his head down. While
finishing this hymn and beginning another, ** Oh, how I
love Jesus,” tho others of tho cluss who wore cvidently
anxions to pledge themsolves, could wait no louger, and
all rose, onoe by one, thon some c¢f the next form, and
somo of the next lower came and signed. Again we sang,
" Stand up for Jesus,” **The Lord loveth a cheerful
iver,” snd ** What hast thoa done for Me?” But the Holy
pirit was working as we sang and as wo prayed, elso how

could 8o many, one after another, come and give 8o wil-.

lingly ; 8o gladly of their little. Aud they did so gladly ;
we could see it in their faces, o bright, so willing, and
some of us for very joy shed tears. Wo sang again,
‘“8tand up for Jesus,” and the senior could resist no
longer, he camo, too, justas joyful asthe others had done.
Then many other students, then the other part of the
congregation ; the Bible-women all, the Clristian ser-
vants, the disciples from the mala-pilly, one month-old
Christian among the lattor, of whom blind Uppannas, who
supports himse b{ doing cooly-work ; 80 many camo
consecrating themaelves and promising their gift, .

The servico was over. Hearty, mutoal coligratulations
were extendod, *‘ Seo tho fruit of your labors, the an.
swer to your prayers,” said onefte her who had conversed
so much on the subject. ** reat ontering in” said
another. Those who in closses had often heard of the
duty of giving, and who thought it impossible that they
could give anything, were now apparently astonished to
think that they now realized that 1t could be dono. It
was indeed, a joyful, a hopeful, a glorious opening of the
building conseorated to the Master’s use.

On reckoning up the gifta that will come in wonth by
month, we found that these church members will be able
to support a student ‘in the Seminary, and a teacher in
the village achool, und&thus help education ; give their
proportion to the Homod Mission Bociety, and thus help
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Home Missions, support a proscher, and thus help .
Foreign Missions, and still have some to give to Bible
Sogicty and other objects.

By dear sisters, has not my heart been indicting a good
matter ! Have I not told you of the things touching the
King and His kingdom ? €Vill not your hearts respond ?
While hearts here have responded to your gifts, and to
your prayers, and have belioved in the Lord Jesus Christ
for their salvation, will your hearts respond to these
miore than three score and ton.persons whorenewad their
consecration on this opening day T Will you, tuo, renew
your vaw, making Qhrist your sll, and in all?

Lot e give you a brief account of our doings during
the last few months, Six monthe ago to-day I returned
to Akidu from my last tour. The hot season ecemed
unusually trying to me. Ihad a month of dyspepsia,
and as Mra. Craig and I both needed a rest, wo decided
to tinish our fourth year in India by a trip to Bangalore.
Wo left Akidu on July lst and reached our destination
via Cocanada and Madras on the 16th of that'month.
Thers we rosted and grew cool until the 17th Sept. . On
the 18th we found oursolves in Madras once more and
the cfimate wo found to bga stewing one. On the 27th
wo reached Cocanada, andiafter a few days of delightful
intercourse with fellow missionaries, wo set out for Akidu
bringing our new acquisition with us; I mean Miss
Stovel, who is now settled in our east room. Wo reached
home on the evening of the 4th inst., and on Sunday
held the usual monthly moeting of the Akidu Church.
The Lord's Supper was observed and one man was bap-
tized. ; Last Sunday we had another high day ; nineteen
waere bhptized, namely, nine men from a village two miles
distant; five mon from the emall mala hamlet not far

-
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from our houso ; an old man and & woman, his daughter,
from the large mala hamlet of Akidu; our "‘boy's” wife,
and two-school-girls, Our ‘‘boy” is a servant, who was
baptized some months age. We werw especially thank-
ful for the fruits from the two mala hamleta of Akidu.
Nine years of toil had produced little apparent result bo-
fore these converts come. Now_ we hupe for many more
to follow. N

Hero lot me say that: our brother,. Mr. Laflapme,
kindly consented to reside at—Akidu and work in the
near villages during our absence. I understand that the
nembers of the church were looked up pretty thoroughly
and the workers were waked up. Thon Pastor Poter of
Gunnanapudi came and spent more thanea month at
Akidu, aud many of the malas wore aroused by his per-
sistent presching.

Last evoning% embarked once more on the Mission
boat, and am now on iny way to seo tho villages near the
Kistna river. The N. E. monsoon hasbegun. Wo have
had some great downpours of rain, and the air is cool.

Sume day soon 1 hope to see this field divided and a
new man in charge of the western part, where hundreds
of Mudigas seom ready to believe, if properly evangelized.
Then I can devote myself to what is left, and hope for
far greater resulta than have even been seen hitherto.

Pray God to spare the laborers now at work, and also
w send forth yery many more into this and all other
harvest fields.

THE WORK AT HOME.

Queens, Shelburne, and Yarmouth.
Concluded.

An all night ride by coach is very apt to lesve you en-
voloped in fogs, if not the ‘blues, next day ; but these
wero quickly dispersed by the warm welcome from the
p,nsb_r of the,:Tusket Church and his wife. Indeed the
Church at Tusket. is wholly *‘given tn hospitality ”; no
doubt of that, .

OQur work hore began with the prayer weeting at
Gableton. The mecting was u solemn one, and augured
woll for the winter's work. We had hoped to form an
Aid Socioty here, and wnde an sppointmant for tho next
afternoon, but owing to some mistake, were obliged to
leave the organization to a future date. :

~
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The next evening we drovo over to Riverdale, whoro o
largo number were presont. Tho Sucioty hero had been

. formed a few weoks before by Mrs, Brown, and at our

meeting we had the pleasure of adding six to tho mem-
bership.

Baturday afternoon tho sisters of the Aid Socioty in
Tusket hei’d an infornal uneeting, praying and talking
over tho work. Six wero added here. .

"At the requést of the Pastor we were to take part in
the service on the next ovening (Sunday). It'was the
communion season, and at firat we felt it would bo better
not to have anything disturb the solomnity of the hour,
Yet aftor all, what moreo fitting timecould we havo to urge
the claims of the Master's kingdom, than when wo had
bufore us the omblems of His dying love, His love for
tho world, He had bidden us evangolize.

. Monday the rnin kept us at home, but on Tuesday
morning at sevon o'clock we were off rna twolve mile
drive to Argyle, had dinnerand thon drove fourmiles to Ar-
gyle Sound. This whole drive was oide long to be re-
membered, and mado us feel that we did not need to
leavo our own Province in search of beautiful scenory.

You drive for miles with tho Tusket lakos in viow,
dotted every here and there with islunds, some little,
some big ; many covered with trecs clothed in their
sutumn dress of crimson and gold ; add to thiaa cloudless
eky, s bright sun and water vividly blue, and you have a
picture which it was impossible to gaze upon without an
upv;]nrd riging of tho soul to the #uther who had mado
it all.

At Argyle Sound, we found about fifty-seven waiting
for us, and aftor telling them of the needs of the work,
Saciety was organized with fourteen mombers.

The next day we held a mocting with tho sistors at
Argyle nnd organized hore with sixteen members.

rlx‘hll these places the prospects are good for future
work.

Thursday saw us in Varmouth Town. Much that we
had hoped to accomplish round here, we were obliged to
leave for the present; but had one large meoting at the
First Church, and ou Tuesdny afternoon met a number of
the sisters from the three Socictics, Tomple, Milton and
the Firat Church. These Socicties nre all in working
order, and their members earnest in the work. When
the Conventionmeets in Yarmouth next year, it is hopod
that the work bogun this sutuinn may receive a frosh im-
petus.

Our county secretary fuor Yarmouth has been obliged,
after faithful service, to resign her post, we have no one
yet to fill her place. A live woman is noeded ; who will
come forward Y ’

During these weoks we distributed a large number of
leaflets and mite boxes, If the work is to suceeed, weo
must scatter these little messengers broadesst. Many
are not giving beeause they do not understand, therefors
with every leaflet send » prayer. o

After reaching Yarmouth wo heard of the death, or
rather, ontering into life of Brothor McKoennie, the
Knstor ot Sable River. He had presided at vur Woman's

octing there, spoken words of encouragement, and the
next morning drove us over to Osborne. . That convorsa-
tion, by tho way, will not svon be forgotten.

Twenty-cight yearswa. pastor in one place, he told us
how ho had baptized, married and buried nmny of these
eople, led thom to Christ aud seen them grow up in
im. Now nearing the othor world, Wit-g Jeaaening
strength, his one regret was, ‘I am so afraid I will not
be ablo to work as much as I used to.” Not to preach
