‘I'he peaceful Canadians
who have claims on the Clondyke will
likely be compellod to use guns to de-
fend thelr property against unsctupulous
Americans, who bolieve that in the far-
off Yukon district they can set Briush
law at doflance. There is no reason %o
doubt the reliability of the wnformation
coutainea in the letter, as the sender
was once a prominent British Columuia

“merchant, who has always been careful
ubout bis statements. He Is at present
ut Uondyke, whore he holds vue of thuse
fabulouely rich claims that yield hun-
dreds of dollurs to euch bucketful of
gravel. This very richness is the canse
of the excitoment.

. Circle City, which is in American ter-
ritory, has been infested with the worst
characters in the United States fugi-

“tives from justice, who find there im-
wmunity from punishment for their past
crimés. When the only discovered placer
grounds were in the vicinity of Circle
City, they were very jealous about their
rights, and protested ugainst any Cana-
dinn taking up a clatm in Amerlcan
territory, where according to the law,
twenty ucres were allowed for a placer
cluim. When the discoveries were made
on the Clondyke and adjacent strea::as,
Inspector Constantine, of the mnunted
police, who acts for the Dominion gov-
ernmont, allowed each claimholder to
stake off 500 feet by 600 feet, or about
siX acres. For reglstering this he
charged S15—three times the ordinary
fee.
