HISTORY OF THE DOLLAR.

BY ALBEKT WINSLOW PAINE.

HEY are not all of the same fineness or weight.
The Dutch dollars are the most frequent. The
Danish dollar, called Sleswick and Iolstein specie
dollar, is a silver coin with much a'loy, which passes
for abuut 4s. 6d. tterling. The coin has a generui cir-
culation nll over Sleswick and Holstein, even includ-
ing Hamburg itself, and isdivided into halves, quartes,
&c.  In the Levant they are called Astaini, from the
impression of a lion thereon.” 1t is worthy of n..te
that, in this article, the editor gives (he a'teraative
spelling of dollar or daller, which shows that the form
of the word in English was not ful'y settled, and also
tho retention of the letter a in the first sylluble indi-
cates its German or Danish origin. 1t is very probable
that the Danish *‘daler” was in general use in England
under the reign ot Kir;g James 1. Theimperial dotlars
borrowed by this monarch from the King of Denmark
were probably German thalers, that being the oniy

empire which issual the coin.

In America, value was expressed in dollars as carly
as the middle of the seventeenth century, and probab-
Iy much earlier. In Parkman's “‘Historical Sketches,”
under date of 1756, he says: *‘A hounty of six dollars
was offcred this year to stimulate enlistment ; and the
pay of a private soldier was fixed at one pound six

shillings & month, Massachussetts currency.” [n 1775

one Sergeant Gray, belonging to a regiment of the
King's troops, exults over his good fortune in a letter
to his brother John : “I have two Holland shirts found
me by the King; two pair of ghoes, and two pair of
worsted stockings ; a good, silver-laced hat (the l;xco
1 could sell for four “dollars.”)

There were many sources which contributed toa
general knowledge of the word in America. The Pil
grims stopped in Holland on their way to this country,
and must have been acquainted with the Dutch dollar
(daalder). The Dutch who settled New Yorb brought
dollars with them, as did the Swedes who settled in
New Jersey, and the Germans who scttled in Pennsyl-
vania. The name dollar was a household world to all
these people, signifying nearly the same toall of them,
the slight difference being expressed by tbe qualifying
term, German, Dutch, or Danish., The increasing
commerce of this country brought in the Spanish coins
in large quantities. One of these, the peso, was about
the same size as the coin which the people had been
actustomed to call & dollar. Very naturally the name
was applied to it with the qualifying term of Spanish.

¢ appears to have bheen called in England a piece of
eight, because it was stamped with eight reals (real
being the Spanigh unit of value). As early as 1704
there was a proclamation by Queen Anne making the
Sey 1 e picee of cight (o'd p'ate, 17 dwts. 12 grv.) worth
4s. 6d. This gave to the picce a certain market value
in English currency, and it became the basis of ex-
change between England and all countrics where it
was used. According to Sir Isaac Newton, this was
very nearly the value ot the “pillar dollar” (Spanish),
which contained of pure silver 3863 grains troy. At
that time (1707) a pound of iinglish standard was coin-
ed into sixty-two shillings, tixe standard then, asnow,
containing 18 parts of copper alloy to 222 parts of pure
silver, being, therefore, 111-120 fine. The present
quotation of silver in London is for this standard. In

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CQUNTERFFEITS OF BRITISH COLUMBIAN
STAMPS.
BY WILLIAM B. HALB.

N this I will treat of the diffeicnces hetween'the
I original and counterfeit stampsof British Colum-
‘piaand vancouver's Island, most of which are quite
rare.

Asin many other counterfeits these are printed on
thick, smooth paper, which does not admit of good
parforation, and by the use of too much ink they ap.
pear somewhat biurred,

With the aid of a magnifving glass many differences
can be detected in the individual stamp.  In the 244,
1861 a gouge is noted just be'ow the hair, the eye 1s
impertect, the cyelid solid, the background is uneven
and there is no separatiou between the upper line of
hairand the background. In the word “British” the
letter “t" iglowerthan “Bri” and “jsh.” The perfora.
tion on the sides comes nearer to the impression than
it does on the top and bottom.

tn the issue of 1865 the lips, cve and crown of the
Queens head are imperfect and there arc blotchey at
the bottom of oval and extreme right. In the word
“Yancouver” ‘‘¢” is contracted and ‘n” expanded,
and in the word “Island” the letters “‘an” are expand-
ed and “d” resembles an “0.” 1n the word “five” the
spaces botween the letters are of unequal length.

" 'The 1868-9 issue cons'sts of different valuessurcharg-
ed on the three-pence type of 1864 which was printed
in’ various colors. In the counterfeits the block is
heavily worked and the design faint The ornamental
work in the corners is defective, the letters are im-
perfect and in the crown there are four jewels on the
right and six en the left. In the surcharge the spac-
ing in the word “cents” is unequal.

Cancellations, not postmarks, are always fonnd on
these counterfeits. The 1861 issue is gencrally heavily

obliterated by the
