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PATRIOTIC ADDRESS

Delivered at Montreal o the Members
of the Stirathcona Horse by W.
Peferson, sq., L.I.D., Principal
of McGill University, on the Day
of Their Departure for South Af-
rica.

“Gentlemen of the Strathcona Horse,
I tell you, on the eve of your depar-
ture, that {o know Lord Strathcona is
in itself a liheral education. His ac-
tion in regard to this matier has chal-
Icnged ihe admiralion not only of the
home country, but of the Empire at
large ; and in the century that lies
hefore us, a century which we hope!
and trust will see a larpe expansion!
given to the idea and sentiment of
Imperial unity, Lord Strathcona’s
name will go dovw.n to history as one
of the master builders of the Empire.
Canadians had already given proof in
the expedition of the Nile, of their
readiness 1o serve the common cause,
(hear, hear) but that, gentlemen, was
but the faint prelude of the grand
Imperial chorus that was soon to swell
forth. No more dramatic scenes have
ever heen enacted in history than the
landing on  South African shores of
the various children of the Grey
Mother of Nations. ‘Lo,” she savs:

' Lo, how they come io me!

Ah, how they turn to me!
East and South mv children scatter.
North and West, the world they

wander,
Yet thev come back to me - come
with their brave hearts beatine.
Longing to die for me.”

Gentlemen, the great war, which in
the view of certain prophets of evil
omen, was to strain the honds
of Empire to the breaking point, has
proved, instead, the most potent in-
strument of Im:penal federation. Gen-
tlemen, the fear has been expressed in
the interest of your fighting qualities,
that by the time vou get to  South
Africa, the war may be well-nigh end-
ed. We shall welcome peace, when-
ever it comes, but T think our judg-
ment of the character of our enemies
is greatly at fault, if we do not see
thev are likely, even afier the inevit-
able surrender of their capital, to
carry on a warfare behind the fortresses
at Pretoria. with which I know no
men more fitted to cope than the men

‘have been given "to the world that

of Strathcona’s Horse. And it may
be, in any case, an army of occupation
will he required while the settlement
of the countiry is going on.

One and all of you, starting from
ihe heart of this province of Quebec,
I think you can tell the dwellers in the
Transvaal they have nothing to fear
from such a settlement. The history of
this province is proof of it. The in-
dependence she enjoys, limited only by
the obligations of Confederation and
loyalty to the throne, attests ihat
British sympathy with the aspirations
of self-poverniag, communities, for
which Great Britain is reaping her
reward to-day. When that settlement
has heen effected, one more proof will
it
is not the ascendancy of one race over
another that lies nearest to the Brit-
‘ish heart, but equal rights for all in the
ample folds of the British flag. Great
Britain has never acted upon the Ro-
man maxim, that empire must be re-
tained by the same forceful methods
by which it was acquired ; and 1ihe
reward of that she is reaping to-day
in the loyal affection and willing and
enthusiastic co-operation of the new
nations  within the Tmpire, imbued
with the pride for liberty which she
has heen successful in inspiring in  all
the nations under her sway. Gentle-
men, in the name of all who strained
their eves to see your martial forms
to-day—men, women, and children—I
wish vou God-speed. Gao forth to play
vour part in the great Imperial drama
that is being enacted on the plains of
South Africa ' We shall follow vour
career with affectionate interest. Min-
gle vour ranks with those of the men
from the Old Countrv, with the con-
tingents from Cape Colony and Natal,
and from New Zealand and other parts
of the great Australian continent.
Never in the history of the world
could such a scene have been witnessed
before, and it would he altogether im-
possible to-davy fcr any other country
to duplicate it.

The thought of it will strengthen
and consolidate the growing sentiment
of Tmperial unity,—the feeling of
fellowship with the old land in com-

mon duties, joint aspiraticns, like
sacnﬁce and like sufiering. "hat is

the gain for all of us. But vour spe-
cial joy and pride it will be to hear
the *‘Grey Mother” greet you in heart-
stirring words :—
“Truly ye come of THE BLOOD !
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Flesh of the flesh that I bred, bone'Him who loved us and laid down

of the bone that I bare,
Stark as your sons shall be—stern as
your fathers were.”
And then there comes the promise ¢ *
“So long as THE BLOOD endures,
I shall know that your good is mine;
ye shall feel that my strength is
yours.
In w.> day of Armageddon, at the last
great fight of all,
That OUR HOUSE stand together,
and the pillars do not fall.”

A Prayer that is being used by our
Soldiers in South Africa.

One of the first acts of General Lord
Roberts after his arrival in Cape Town
was to cause to be sent to all Command-
ing Officers for distribution to all ranks
the following Prayer by Dr. Alexander,
Archbishop of Armagh, Primate of Ire-
land. The Prayer is itself a very beautiful
and suitable one, and the thor:ght of our
Commander in Chief in South Africa in
causing its distribution is a striking in-
stance of a desire to carvy out the difticult
work committed to his charge, with the
assistance of Him, Who alone giveth vic-
tory, and Who slways doeth” what is
really wisest and best :

THE PRAYER.

Almighty Father, I have often
sinned against Thee, O wash me
in the precious blood of the Lamb
of God. Fill me with Thy Holy
Spirit, that I may lead 2 new life.
Spare me to see again those whom
I love at home, or fit me for Thy
presence in peace.

Strengthen us to quit ourselves
like men in our right and great
cause. Keep us faithful unto
death, calm in danger, patient in
suffering, merciful as well as
brave, true to our Queen, our
country, and our colours.

If it be Thy will, enable us to
win victory for England, but
aboveall grant us the better vie-
tory over temptation and sin,
over life and death, that we may
be more than conquerors through

A CALL TO UNITEPR PRAYER.

————

In accorance with their resolution,
passed at Lambeth on November 14th,
the Bishops in England have issued the
following general letter, entitled, ‘A
Call to United Prayer,” and signed by
all the members of the Episcopal
Bench :

Dearuy Beroved 1N CHRIST.—We feel
that the circumstances and events of
the present time bring with them a
special call to prayer.

This year is the closing year of a
century marked by wonderful advances
in science, invention, and knowledge of
the world’s needs. These advances
have put us in possession of powers
and opportunities of doing good, which
were not vouchsafed to our fathers.
Changed pulitical and civic condi-
tions have opened to the Church count-
less avenues for social and missionary
enterprise. Such enlarged opportuni-
ties are fresh responsibilities, and fresh
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responsibilitics are, to all devout souls,
a call to prayer.

Missionary work has made marked
advance during t1he past 100 years,
but still two-thirds of the human race
lie outside the allegiance of Christ.
The great work which yet remains .o
be done is another call to prayer.

The spirit of materialism which has
invaded national and social life, 1he)
cousequent 1relaxation of the sense of !
personal responsibility, the power and!
influence of sins which lower national
character, such as intemperance, gam-
Bling, and self-indulgence, and the|
thoughtless and indolent acquiescence !
in grave, public evils—these thinp;sl
which sadly contrast with the bless-|
ings and advantages given to us of!
God, loudly call us to prayer.

Moreover, we cannot disguise from
ourselves that the greatest hindrances
to the advance of the Xingdom of
Christ among men are to be found in
the bosom of Christendom itself,
Next to the inconsistent lives and ir-
religious spirit of many professing
Christians, perhaps the chief hindrance
is to be found in the unhanpy divisions
of the Church of Christ. The divisions
of Christendom, the present troubles in
ow own communion, and, more griev-
ous still, the acrimonious temper which
too often characterizes religious coatro-
versy, are deplorable impediments to
the progress of the Gospel. All these
hindrances are again a call to Praver.

In addition ‘o these considerations,
which it had W.c« previously in our
mind to bring nerore you, the conflict
in which our country is now engaged,
the sorrows and anxieties that accom-
pany the conflict, and the many grave
national and human interests involved,
constitute a specially solemn call to

raver.

Moved by the remembrance; of these
thingss we feel constrained to invite
to unifed prayer all who 1Jove the
name of Christ. We venture with all
affectionate respect to suggest that
this closing year of the centurv should
be consecrated to special nraver for
the outpouring of the spirit of love,
zeal, amd brotherliness, for the remov-
al of all that hinders godlv union oand
concord, for a fuller realization .n
practice of the spirit of Christ, and
for a greater readiness among His fol-
ziowers to do what he would have them

0.

We suggest further that the first

Sunday in each month of the year and

the Monday following, should be set
apart for special and recurrent suppli-
cations. We would add an earnest re-
quest, the fitness of which will be
~vident, that during such a year of
self-communing and prayer, controver-
sial questions should he as far as pos-
sible kept in the background, and that
all warfare in bitter words should be
put away, that so we may promote
the spirit needful for united praver.

We commend this invitation to
faithful of our own
to all brethren in Christ, who may
find it in their hearts to join their
prayers with ours, reminding both
ourselves and them of the many and
clear promises which encourage us to
seck thus in prayer the unfailing and
all-sufficient aid of God, who is the
Saviour of all men, and specially of
those who believe.

In addi.ion 1o specially prepared or
adapled Services of Intercession, where
such may be legitimately used, o  dis-
tinctive character may  on pariicular
accasions be rer filv given to our exist-
inv services, wnd cspecially 1o the
Latany, by lnnm pauses after particular
pcm.nm ‘and by longer intervals  for
silent praver at fitting points in the
service. When ithe Litany is used, Col-
lecis. if duly awthorized, may also he
added.

Where such  methods are employed
they will naturally be o\phmod brieflv
10 the com:rvmtmn at the beginning
of the service.

Thes> surgestions may be found of
use in private and in home as well
as in public worship.

Bicentenary of the Society for
the Propagation of the Gospel.

We find however that the Diocese of
Ottawa sent direct to the Society as the
result of o Dwcesan Sunday’s collectron a
further sum of 8194, Consequently this
Diacese, instead of standing last should
stas 3 frst as having raised for the S, P
C. K. during the year 1.63, and thas
the receipts of the Society from our
Feelesiastical Provinee were altogether
S1018.51.  This is far from heine what i
ought to be, considerirg all that the S. P,
C. K. so constantly has done and isloing
for us; but it is ar any rate something, and
wemust hape for better things as time
gaes on.

A stated  mreefing of  the Ceniral

Board was held March 20th, the Lorxd
Bishop  in the choir. The  Seerefary

made a report as 1o deposiits made in
the Soricty’s  =afe W the  Treasurer
since Jast meeting. The Treasurer sub-
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mitted a report as to investments paid
in, and made during the past month.
A letter was received from Col. G. E.
Allen Jones gratefully acknowledging
the Society’s resolution of condolence
passed at last meeting. A comununica-
tion was received from the Secretary
of the C. and C. Church Society kind-
ly intimating that, notwithstanding a
shrinkage in their receipts, their grant
to Quebec in aid of poor schools  and
work on the L.Yrador, would not be
diminished {his vear. The Lord Bishop
undertook to express to the Inglish
Societies the thanks of 1the Diocese.
On report of the Secrefary, the Board
authorized their Treasurer to pay S$i6.-
24 {o account of Church Depository,
to cover cosls of free granis of Prayer
Books, Catechisms and Tracts, includ-
ing 200 Prayer Books and Hymn Books
presented by the Depository for use
of the first Canadian contingent 1o
South Africa in 1899, The Treasurer
having reported that very few of the
Quinguagesima offerings in aid of the
Generali’und had Leen sent in to  him,
the Board instructed their Secrefary
to ascertain from the Treasurer of the
St. Francis District whatl remitiances
had been received by him in this be-
half, and on receipt of this informa-
tion to wrile to all Parishes
Missions in arrear, requesting that the
special offering called for be sent to
the Treasurer without delay, and ex-
pressing {he hope that if no such offer-
ing was made in accordance with the
Society’s rule, that one e made and
for]warded' with as little delay as pos-
sible.

In response to several enquiries made
by the Secretary, he received instruc-
tions (1) to acknowledge in the Annual
Report of the Society all individual
and separaie donations and subscrip-
tions in behalf of the Roberl Hamil-
fon Memorial, and in block sums, the
amounts covered by subscription lists
so far received, and in an a-ticle head-
ing such acknowledgemems {o give
the promise that all subscripiéon lists
now in hand with ofhers expecled
would Dbe pudlished in detail in  the
next annual report. (2) The Secretary
received further insiruciions o print
no Clerical report of Missionary work
which was nol received in time to
he inseried in ifs proper place in  the
Amwal  Journal. (3)  The Secretary
was directed to make the heading  of
the List of “Legacies” as published in
Report read “'Gifts and Legacies held

and |

by the Church Society,” and (4) to
make the heading of the List of De-
ceasrd Life-Members, which now reads
“Contributors of $50 and upwards de-
ceased,”’ read *‘Life-Members Deceased”’
This alteration was authorized by way
of guarding against a misconstruction,
liable under the old heading. The sum
of $50 which gualifies for life member-
ship in no respect shows the amount
giv>n to the Society by many whose
names precede it. The gifts of some
amounted to thousands of dollars an-
nually. *

Memorials of the Late Hon.
George Irvine.

We are glad to hear {hat two separ-
ate  memorials are to be erected in
order 10 keep in mind the late Judge
Irvine and the eminent services, which
is his day by his talents, he rendered
to our Diocese.

To the Honorable George Irvine we
owe to a great extent our Diocesan
Canons, and there was a day when he
was the very life of our Synods, and
it was to a great extent due to his
greal and beneficent influence that the
Clongrege tion of £.t. Matthew's Church,
Quebec, made such a grand stand in
declining {0 sell the patronage of the
Living for a cerlain amount of en-
dowment offered by private pairons,
thus leaving the Rectors of St. Mat-
thew’s to be appointed by the Bishop,
and enabling this parish to become a
leading example of Church life.

Far o few vears, moreover, Nr.
Irvine was Chancellor of Bishop's
TUniversity, Lennoxville, and although
ais other duties did not permit him
to {ake so large a part in University
matters as he did in those pertaining
to the meneral welfare of the Diocese,
vet it ought never to be forgotten
that it was he who was insirumental
in obtaining the Profestant Marriage
Licence Fund,-which was Iving in the
Provincial Gove;nment’s general fund,
for the purposes of Superior Educa-
tion, and with this particular ohject
(as let{ers writien at the time distinct-
Iv show) of enabling the Protesiant
Commiitee of the Board of Public
Instruction to make sufficient grants
1o the Universities. Tt is true  that,
bv a recent enactment. 1the Protestant
Commitice has been enabled to divert
the whole or any part of the Marriage
Ticence Fund from the purposes of
Superinr to thexe of Elementary Edu-
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cation and no doubt it is absolutely
necessary that very much more aid
should be forthcoming from Govern-
ment sources for this latfer object,
but, while it may seem to be best and
fairest, that the Marriage Licence
Fund, {ogether with further sums,
should be spent in assisting our Ele-
mentary Schools, vet it will be found
that the late Judge Irvine and the
eminent educationalisis of his day
were righi in providing assistance for
the Universities, and that unless this
assistance continues to e provided,
the education of ihe province will suf-
fer a very heavy blow.

We are glad, therefuce, as we have
alrcady said, that two separaie mem-
orials are 1o be erected in connection
with Mr. Irvine’s great name and dis-
tinguished talents, the first to con-
sist of a Deautiful Painied Window
to he crected by his Quebee friends and
by the Congregation at the Church
where he was wont {0 worship, i.c.,
St. Matthew’s, Quebee, and the other,
which is to take the form of a hand-
some Brass to he ercected by members
of the Universitv and other friends
among the Memorials  of its Chancel-
lors in Bishap’s Callege Chapel, Lennox-
ville. The Treasurer of the St
Matthew’s Meworial is R. Cawmplell,

Fsa.. and the Treasurer of the Bishop's

College Memorial is the Vice-President
of the University, the Lord Bishop of
Quebee. Both Treasurers will e verv
glad to  receive donations {owards
these respective Memorial Funds.

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A LITTLE LONGES.

“ Lhere are, who love wpon their kaces
B linger, when their prayers arc
said,
And lengthen out their Litunies.”—

A little longer ! I mean upon your
knees at the close of every service of
public worship. That beautiful rever-
ent custom of the Church must not te
allowed to degenerate into , cold for-
mality. It is not because it is a cus-
tom, but Ixcause it is reverent aund
dutiful, that as soon as we reach our
places in Church we kncol for a silent
prayer. Do not let it te teo short.
Muke it real sud ecarnest. And {o help
vou in thaf, follow Scriptural advice,
and “take  with yvou words,” (Hosea
xiv, 2). Know beforchand just what
yvou are going to ask. For example :

“Lord, I have loved the batitation
of Thy House, and the place  where
Tunine honor dwelleth. Be with me, 1
beseceh Thee, in this service of prase
and Praver. IHear, graciously, the
Pravers of Thy people. Contirm with
Thy power tle acts and words of Thy

MWaisters. It the  words  of my
mouth and the meditation of my.
heart be always acceptable in Thy

sight, O Lord, my Strength and  my
Redeerrer.”

If vou cnot  at first  conunit the
words to memory, copy them, or some
like them, in the front of vour Prayer
Book, and be not afraid 1o use them
so. And when the service is all ended,
do not make haste to go away. That
half-minule  of stillness, long enough
to be noticed, but not. long enough jor
a real, hearty Prayer, is not all that
is  needed. Again, *‘take wxith you
words.” Have something ready. Add,
if you will, words and thoughts of
Praver, prompted by the Service iust
used, ifs chief lesson, {he sermon, or
devout wishes for Dblessing on some
dear friend. Do not leave it all to
chance. Begin with some such words
as these :

““Thanks be to God for 2ll His mer-
cies and blessings through His Church.
God the Father, bless me. God 1he
Son, ever seek to save me. God the

IHoly Ghost, strengthen and cleanse
me. The Holy Trinity, be with me and
abide with me now and evermore,
Amen.”’

At the close of the Holy Comnun-
ion, especially, it might be expected
that all souls would feel deeper fervor
of Prayer, and wish time for more
words of thankfulness. It would be
wise use of time, as well as decent
and desirable reverence, to remain thus
in prayer until all that remains of {he
consecraled elements have teen, as the

Prayer Book  bids, “reverently con-
sumed.”’
