EDUCATIONAL FUND.

During the paat month a letter (not from New
Brunswick ¢r Nova Scotia) came to hand, havirg,
amung other fmportaut supgestious, the following.

¢ About that educativnal fund. 1 have ‘been
thinking that you might lay the foundation for our
doing somathing generally for that fund by insert-
ing an itemin the Jauuary CHRISTIAN, stating there
is such a fund, and showing tho neceesity of edu-
cating our own young meon for the work in these
provinces. . . If you will lay tho foundation
1 will faithfully do what I can,” ete., ete.

Now, judging from tho hurriedly manneor i-
which tho above suggestion was thrown out, 1
thought its author would be 2 good one for this
work, and upon sceing his name was convinced
moro than ever of his abtility ia this line. DBut
soeing that such help was to be sained by comply-
ing with so- reasonablo a condition, and thinking
‘that others, too, might be waiting for somo words in
referenco to tlus fund befure engaging in this work,
1 zhought 1t would be wrong to allow opportunities
of this kind to go unbecded.

In these provinces we have felt, and still feel,
and-that kcenly, thonced of more preachers. We
may have in a given community o neat place of
worship—fromseventy-five to one hundred broth-
ren—watched over and cared for by God-fearing
officers, and yet very littlo progress is boing mado,
from the fact they have no preacher. Tho fathors
and mothers in Israel, and the young men, ‘‘beeause
ye aro strong,” will of course meot ever- Lord's
day to * break bread,” but the yuu « ¢+ pv, not
yot gathered intwo the fold, ficd bur little to
intorest thom in such meetings, and i. permitted
will stay home or go clsewhore, This of course is

L

to bo regretted. But wo must look at things as

thoy aro, and not simply ns wo would have them
bo.

I have travelled through muny parts of the
Unitod States, and visited must of tho churches in
vhe Maritime Provinces, and have found churches,
sonio dead, somo dying, nthexs alive, but not one
making real progress without a preacher.

Wo all fecl the need of baving schools in our
midst. Howoever cducatod the father or mother
may bo, by roason of other dutigs, the education of
their child is dependont upon a teacher, ono that
givee his time and bonds his energies to find out,
not simply tho principles of the loxt-book, but the.
best mothods of presenting them so as to arrest
tho attontion of the acholars and make them see,
feol and understand the importance of the principles
sot forth, Yes, wo all feel the need of such achools
and teachers; wo aro willing to be taxed for them ;
and we shudder as we picture to ourselves the con-
gequonces that would follow were there no such
sohools, Yes, and the samo is true religiously.
How anany of us are witnessing our young people
going in paths not mentioued in the Bible; drink-
Aing i for doctrine the commandments of men, and
yet to lead them or teach them otherwise we are
comparatively doing nothing. Oh, says oune, we
aro 8o puor. Well, I don’t wonder at it—the
wonder is that wo aro not poorer—that wo have
not long since been dismissed from our stowardship,
as was tho unjust stoward mentioned by the’
Saviour., Says another: I feel sad when I call to’
miud tho numbera of good men snd women ‘who
feared God, and like Stophon of old were full of the
Holy Spirit, that have within tho past few years
pased away to their home prepared in heaven, and
then look around and see their childien living in
and for the world, and no effort made to arouse’
them from the lethargy into which sin has thrown
them, Can't we dv something tv present to theze
and others *he faith onco delivered tot he Saints,”
and thus turn them from darkness to light, from
the power of sin unto God? '

Now, in view of the forogoing we have a few
words to say in reference to the educational fund,
which enables us to answer yes to tho question,
¢ Can’c something bo dono?” ete.

The Mission Board of New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia has boen doing a goed work in this direction.
It has oncouraged into a new life several churches
thought to have been dead; rescued from the ranks
«of Satan between two and threo hundred souls; and |
in Nov., 1883, published Tue CuristiAN, which
has more than met the expectations of its pro-
wmoters, From thiz and the lelters which every
now and again come to hand, we feel justified in
saying the paper is meeting a deop folt want, getting
us interosted and acquainted with places and people,
and yearly growing in favor and usefulness,

Tho Board has firied on several occasions {o
;supply this lack of preachers by bringing on foreign
help—hut with little success—from the fact, that
the men wanted hero are wanted elsowhers, and
these, for roasons best kuown to themselves, theso
stay or gu. Then came the quostion—Whatare we
to do? Said one—We must educato our own-youug
men, men that understand tho lay of thecountry, the
customs of the people, men of piety, that bave at

hoart tho causo of Christ in the lower provincre,
young men that show .signs of futuro usefu'ne 3

:
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and promise, that whon educated, will return
to labor somewhore in our midst.

Now, wo have just such young men—but they
need money to meet expenses while at colloge,
Aro wo able to give them the rcquired aid 3 Yes.
Will we do it? Of course! Ilow shall wo commenco?
Why, by contributing to this Educational Fund,
The money thus collected will bo devoted to that
purpose and no other. Thore are at present four
young mor: from theso provinces attending colloge
for the work of tho ministry. ®ne from P, E. 1.,
two from N, S., and ono from N. B, ‘I'wo out of
the four aro ablo, so we understand, to meet thoir
own exponses, tho remaining lwo, howoever, nced
assistance.

Wo havo in these threo provinees beuweon four
and five thousand brethion. At ten conts a picco
would givo us 8400.00, Bat, says one, you'll never
get them all to give. Well, supposo half of thom
give tvonty cents, not a weok, a month, but A YeEaR,
wo would have $400.00. And supposo half should
not respond—the contributions from those not
members, but are friendly disposed, and the
amounts collected from Sunday School or Bible
Class will more than mako up the difforence. We
have received already somothing lowards the fand,
s will Lo seon in the report. Wo aro erecting
new meoting houses, but wo need or will need
preachers to fill thom. Brothren, send whatever
you ¢an spare, 1f you can't afford $1 00 send fifty
conts, send ten conts, yes ovon five cents will bo
acceptablo. We want to hear fromn New Brunswick,
Nova Scotia and P. B, Islaud, for we are all in.

NOT PEACE BUL 4 SWORD.

Josus is tho Prince of Peaco, and yet Ho said,
*Think not that I have come to send peaco on
earih, I came not to send poace but a sword.”
Matt, x. 34, Some would accept the gospel and
some would not, and then would como divisiong’;
and a man's fues would get to bo those of his own
houschold, Certainly those who accepted Christ
ond [lis religion would not fight those who rojocted
Christ, in the sense of uring carnal weapons, and
simply because they rejected Christ. Theso who
rejected tho gospel in tho eatly days did uso
the sword against those who recoived Christ as thoir
Saviour, peraccuted even unto death. But the
question would arise, did Josus send that sword—
gend it against thoso who followed Him ? Only
has Ho sent that which those who rejected Him
opposed and fought against. In other words,
Jesug’ disciples, like their Master, mnst enduro the
consequences of being right and of advocating
trath, Error will fight truth always, until truth
triumphs. Peaco comes in Dlessiah’s kingdom as
tho result of conflict with evil. This is true in
tho individual lifo of Christians as in the life of
Jesus, When errer and truth cowme into conflict,
truth must not yield, for then it would be truth no
longer, but would become error. No compromiso
s to bo made with siu. \When error is banished,
then will come peaco. But we must txpect no
peace as long assin exists in oursclves, g individuals,
oz in tho church, or in our houscholds. All that
Christians can do is to love truth and continually
present it.  Thoy may suffer for it, suffer temporal
loss, as was tho case with tho carly Christians, may
suffor even death itacl¥, but this wonld bs an oternal
gain,  Somo have mistaken s sadly what is moant

" by *“ following poaco with all men ” that they havo
sacrificed truth to do so. This does not bring real
peace, but it destroys peaco of conscienco. I hiavo
known houscholds where the subjeet of religion was
mot mentioned beecause of dectrinal differences. Of
oourse we cannot disguise the fact that when two

persors claiming to bo followera of Christ have notJ

fellowship with each other, ono or the other, or
both of them, must be in the dark, in the wrong,
for tho scripturo says : <* If we walk in the light wo
have fellowship one with anothor,” Not, we may
havo or ought to have, but wo actually do have the
inovitable result of walking in tho light. Whero
there is no fellowship, somebody is in the wrong,

In direct couflict with what Jesus teaches, isth
remark often made, *¢ For peace saka I'll submit to
what I know is wrong, becauso I don't wish strife,”
Well, sirife is not necossarily a bad thing, It all
dovends on what you strive for, and how you strive.
The more we kill with the sword of tho spirit tho
better, Tho strife must bo, we can’t holp it, and
bo truo to our convictions as long as the wrong
exists. Only we should bo very careful to tako
first the beam out of our own eye boforo wo try to
removo motes out of other peoples’ oyes.

¥f an arm is out of place, out of joint, thore isno
peace, and can bo none, tiJl tho arm is properly
adjusted. Thero is great suffering in the adjust-
moent, | ut this cannot be avoided. Whon tho arm
is pulled and turned till, amid great affliction, it
goes back into its proper place, thon it gots well
and peace follows, but not till then. The Saviour
warned ¥is disciples that the world was out of
joint, and that it is to be put right by the advocacy
of truth. This will causo suffering, but it cannot
be avoided. It is inovitable that such a sword be
used. The battle must bo fought, and thon comes
pcaco as a victory—tho peace of God that passes all
understanding, Those who sacrifice truth in order
to havo peace, simply use a stroke of policy that
kills thomselves and fails to bring poace.

Poraons have been known, for policy sake, thua
to sacrifico principle, and go with husband or wife
and join a church which thoy don’t believe teaches
the truth. Tusuch a case it is only joining husband
and wife, it is not joining Christ, It is loving
earthly connections moro than they love Christ,
¢ Oh,’” aays one, *‘ 1 can join that chureh whore
my husband is, and the preacher says I neod not
believe the doctrines of the church, and it anybody
asks mo, Ican explain that my faith is just tho
same, but for peace sake I go with my husband.”
Yes, you could oxplain all your life and nobedy
would believe you sincero, unless you just yield
overything and s2y that ono church is about as
j00d as another, and it doesn’t mattor what church
youaro a member of. Be not deceived, tho preachor
who would have you unite with a church contrary
to your convictions, is not secking you, but Yours,
and you would soll yoursclf out and pay tho
preacher 80 much a year to accept of the bargain.
Excuso me, but I don’t believe that is tho way to
heaven at all.  Jesus would remind all such, that
if they loved husbaud, or wifo, or futher, or mother
moro than Him, they are not worthy of Him.—
Atlantic Missionary,

TUE FOREIGN CIRISTI AN MISSION-
ARY SOCIETY,

The Foreign Christian Missionary Socioty was
organized in the city of Louisville, Kentucky, in
tho year 1875, A few carnest Christians mot in
the basement of the first church, and, after dovout
prayer to God for His guidanco and blessing,
formed themselves into an oraanization whoee
object was declared to be * to make disciples of all
nations, and to teach them to obsorvo all things
whatzoover Christ hos commanded.” [t was their
loyalty to Christ, who had purchased them with
His own blood, that led them to tako this atep.
Tho Great Commission was to them what tho pillar
of cloud and firo wus to the Israclites in their
pilgrimage through the desert.

According to tho last Anaual Réport, the Society
has six missions, twenty-three stations, twonty-two
nalcandnine femule missionarics, besides thirteun
nativohelpera—forty-four in all—and1,939 convorts

under its caro, These aro distributed ns follows :
England has auven stations, soven missionaries, and
1,116 members; Scandinanin has {wo stations, two
missionarios, fand 366 moinbers; Tarkoy has ten
stations, threo missionarics and nino native llelpers,
and 373 mombers ; Indin has two stations, seven
missionaries and four native helpers, and twonty-
ono members; Japan has ono station, five mission-
avies, and sixty-three members; China has one
station and sovon missionaries. Thero are no son-
vorts in China yet. The wholo number added last
year was 092, The whole numbor added from the
firat is 3,518, The receipts for last year amount to
$40,669.35. Tho tntal recoipts from the firat
amount to $259,201.60, The churches at South-
port and Chester are solf-sustaining, and are not
included in tho foregoing statetont. Choster has
346 mombers, Southport has 120,

In ontoring each ficld tho Board has followed
what it belioved to bo tho leadings of Providenco.
The work in Denmark was begun by a convorted
Dano.  Aftor his conversion he became eager to go
to his native laud to tell his kindred and country-
men what great things the Lord had done for him,
and how He had mercy on him. Tho work in
Turkey began in the samo way. A young Armenian
found his way to Dallas, Toxas, Whilo there ho
gavo himself in love and trust to the Lord Jesus,

Then an unquenchablo desiro sprang up iu his
heart to roturn to Turkey, that he might proach
among his own peoplo tho uunsearchable riches of
Christ.  After graduating from the college of the
Biblo, ho was seut to Turkey by tho society. The
work in India was begun by a man who had spount
some ycarg there before he becamo identified with
ue. Thus the Board had bden led on stop by step
by the hand of God. As suitable missionarics
woro movgd by the Spirit to volunteer thoir services,
the way was opencd, and the money for their sup-
port was forthcominy, .

When the society wes organized tho intention
was to labor chiefly, if not altogether, in pagan and
in papal lands, That 80 much has been done in
England is cwing o the fact that tho sainted
Timothy.Cuvope was anxious to have some men sent
to labor amoug his countrymen, Tho aim of the
founders of the socioty was to work among those
wha are most in need of the gespel. This is still
their aim. Thero are these among us who feel that
the work done in Christisn England is not mission-
ary work at all in any true sense of tho word. There
is a growing feeling that the bulk of our income
and energy ought to bo spent in lands whero Christ
has not been named. But, as Timothy Coope and
his sona hiave given us nearly as much as this work
has cost, no ono has any right to complain, The
work in England has been eminently successful,
Timothy Coope's connection with us has been worth
wany times as much as this work has cost. Eng.
land is tho great colonizing nation. Thoso who
are won to Christ in England will carry the gospol
to Africa, to Australia, to China, to Indis, to Japan,
and to the utlermost parts of tho carth. The
Christian Commonwealth has very large citculntion,
and is leavening the religious part of the Emnpire,

Thore can bo no doubt that the wissionary spirit
is extonding itsolf in ever-widening and in ever-
deepening circles, There is, howovor, considerable
opposition to co-operative offort, and a great deal
of stolid indifference. Very mauny give themeselves
not the slightest concern about a thousand milfion
Pagans for whom Chriat died, 'The commands and
promises of the gospel have no powoer to move thom,
Becauge thero are heathen at homo, they will do
nothing foc the heathou abroad, The judgment
day will show that they caro as littls for tho salva-
tion of the heathen at homo as they do for the
heather iz £fiiss, or Japan, or China, or India.
Bot a bettor Gsy i3 surely coming. Churches and
Sunday-scheala 1hat. ance stood aloof are enlisting.
Thoy are onlistang for the war, They doclaro that
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they aro ready for any movement, provided it bo a
forward movomoent. Not until every knee bowsin
the name of Jeaus, and every tuhgue confosses that
Jesug Christ is Lord, to tho plory of God tho
Father, will they ceaso from their effurts.

1t should bs remembered that the socioty is still
in its infanoy. ‘This is still the day of amall things.
But there has beon a stoady growth from the first.
Eaoh year aces the furces in the fivld strengthoned.
The outlook was never so bright and so tull of pro-
mise asit is now, 1f all tho signs of the times are
not decoptive, wo ave destined to become a great
miegionary people in the near future. May God
hagten it in His time.—Missionary Infclligencer.

NOTES OF A MISSIONARY.

““This is the beginning of a now era for our
poople " is n romark I have frequently heard since
my roturn, Jast Juno.

One featuro of this now era is the return of mis-
sicnarios sont over by ourselves. Distance broadens,
and to have frionds on the opposito sido £ the globo
widens our sympathics,

As many peraons do not fully understand owm
work in Japan, I would say that woaro not weakest
or youngest among tho tribes of Israel. Thu success
has heen greator, and the per centage of loes smallor,
than that of any other mission of which I have
hoard. Missionaries entered Japan in 1859 ; their
first convert was in 1866 ; ho was alone till 1871,
whon ten becameo Christians and were organized
into the first Protestant church, Thero are now
160 churches with 18,000 membors. Thirty-seven
of these churches aro sclf-sustaining, and the in-
torest of Chris!ianity is widor by far than the number
of its followers,

Our mission to Japan was projected in 1873, but
it did not sail.  Wo left San Francisco Sept. 27,
1883, lauded at Yokohama in threo weeks, romained
there soven months, and went north 400 miles,
whero we wore 200 miles from any European or
American. By thisisolation we learned the language

more rapidly, and gained more subjects for our’

King. Wo have onrolled moro than sixty. We
Have lost two by exclusion on account of fatlure to
attend meetings on Lord's day, morning ; one was
oxcluded for unchastity, and two united with the
Catholics. The ono has sinco returned.

A Baptist missionary told me last winter he had
just excluded nine for gross immorality,

Thefirat missionaries inJapan labored for thirteon
yensrs and counted eleven, while we, in less than
four years, gained threescore. They prepared the
way before us; God prepared Japan for the triumph
of His Son.

Three things insure the specdy ovangelization of
Japan:

lst. The Japanese, for twonty-five years, have
been adopting our civilization. They have reformed
their military and civil institutions, and adopted
most of our great inventions. "The clumsy Chineso
calendar has been discarded, the Christian era snd
the Lord's day are taught in the schools, and
practised in all branches of tho government. The
government does not beliove the roligion from
which theso things comeo. They are indifferent to
all roligions, yet they purohibit tho priests fiom
violent attacks on the Christian religion.

2ad. Railvoads incroase the number of mission-
aries. That is, thoy onable them to visit alJargo
number of stations in the samo time, The Japanose
aro bunilding all tho railroads they can, but the
work is slow, for the Japanecso, like evory other
idolalrous nation, is poor.

3rd. Thero are only 108 cities in Japan, with
upwards of 10,000 populaticn. When a svlf-sup-
porting church is plantod in all the cities and large
towns, the villages and country can bo safoly left
to the native preachers,

Tho misslonaries havo long ago passed the point

whoro it was a question whoethor Japan would be-
como Chriastian or rot. The question now is, how
long a timel Some say twonty years; more enthus-
iastic men eay seven (if you are a contributor to
Foreign Missions you can take your chuice).

What je done for Japan onght to be doue quickly.
Ttie to be reevetted that the Executive Commitieo
has not the funds to send two mon out with mo
next March,

All we
can say, all we need to say, is that to a greater or
less extent all Christian denominations have been
more or less compromised in this very poor and .
discreditablo business, so undignfied, and in some
cases, we have no hesitation in sayiny, so immoral.
Too frequontly in this matter of raising funds not
only has the world been brought into the church,
but it has been the poorest and least reputable
phase of secular lifo that has been introduced.
There is a right and & wrong way of doing overy-
thing, and surely charches ounght to bo supported
and Christian work carried on in such a fashion asto
leavo no doubt about its being in the right way.
The only porsous: who can, with any measure of
propriety, be expected to support churches or to
forward church work are thoss who believe in the
importianco and value of theinfluonce thus oxerted.
To coax caraless or ungodly people to contribute
thoir quarters or dollars to religious objects by
promising them fun, or by holdicg out the prospect
of pecuniary gain, i3 an infamy and a degradation.
Lotterics, lucky-bags, raffles, auctions, compotitions
for cakes, sticks, Bibles orsmoking-capy aro simply
such as ought not to bo once named among peoplo
professing to be Christians, Wo do not care wha
may resort to such plans for supplomenting tha
church oxchequer, or how they may seek to defend
themn.  All such dovices are of the earth, carthy,
and aro calculated to bring religion itaclf into con-
tempt when they are resorted to in its namo, If a
church can only bo built and ** run ”? by such de-
vices, thon, in heavon’s name, lot it neither be
built nor “run.” A hundred times bettoer not,
No good can possibly bo effected by such means,
and injary, often of a very grave and permarnent
character, i3 all but sure to be inflicted. —Christian

The moro fact that tho two nations are carnestly
congidering such a scheme, which late experience in
the sottlement of the * Alabama Claims” proves to
be foasible, i3 a cause of gratitude, and betokens the
intreduction ¢f better days.

2, nearly half of Bugland’s revonuo goes to
support tho army and navy will give us a faint
idea of tkis terrible national gcourgo, we should
therefore Lail with geatitudo even the distant
appoaranca of its abolition.

1L Ouv cfforts to advanco tho causo of Christ,
Although very imperfect in the Master’s work,
wo can, in & moasure, say with the Apostle, ¢ Our
rejoiging is this— the testimony of our conscionco,
that in simplicity and godly sincority, not is fleahly
wisdom, but by the grace of God wo have had our
conversation in the world.” (Cor. si. 1-12)

Our work with the nnsaved is to read and tell
them of Christ and urge them to learn from him-
self, [Vho He is, I#hat He has done and suffered for
thewm, and Low Ho has promised to save thom.
Wo plead with them to consider Jesus' death on the
cross, and learn from it God’s love to thom and
ILis hatred to their sins.  When they believe.swith
all their heart in Christ znd in Him crucified, it
feads them to vepentance, or a purpose of heart to
turn from their sins to the service of God. When
they mako this defermination in Gud's strength,
thoy havo Jesus' words in His last commission, toll.
ing them plainly what they mwst do. Thoy can
also sco His command and promise confirmed in
the salvation of thoso who believed the Gospel
which the Apcstles preached with the Holy Spirit
sont down from heaven. When they come in this

MILTON.

For the last few weeks I have been laboring with
the church in Milton. Tho congregation here is
quite large and influential. In fact, this is ono of
our oldest churches in the Province of Nova Scotia,
It was organized by Elder Bonjamin Howard in
1841. Tt was my privilego to hear Mr. Howard
proach and form his acquaintanco when a boy
whilo a student of Abington Collego in Dlinois in

1862, Ho waa theu quito old and was living in
MecHenry County in that Stato,

This church has been highly favored in many
respeots, It has always had a great deal of home
tatent. It has also enjoyed tha teaching from time
to time of somo of ‘ho ablest preactiers in tho
reformation. About forty-five differont ones havo
labored with and for this congregation, Some, it
it is true, havo labored only a fow weeks, while
othura have romained for years. But it is not my
purpose, at present, to write a historical sketch of
this church. Still, I may in the future, as I have
been requested to write an account of all tho con-
gregations of Disciples in Nova Scotia, and am at
presont gathoring material to this end.

We have beon having services in tho vestry of
the church a part of the timo, including oighteen
ovonings, Our social meetings have boen very
ploasant and profitable. It has seldom beon my
privilego to meot with a mnore talonted congregation,

Wo wore particularly aoxious to dovelop the
speaking ability of tho individual members of the
church. Consequontly, as the meoting progressed,
more and moro tovk part in the sorvices, thug
helping to make them intercating and profitable.

The Elders, brothren Allen, Minard and Jabuz
Freoman, are mon of uablemished reputaicon,
loved by all, hated by none. Tho deacons, brothren
A. G. Ford, McKeown and Homeon, are an honor
to any congregation, Thezo are also a number of
young men, including brathren Alfred Xempton
and Athorton Ratchio, who ought to be educated,
and thus be enabled to devote their lives to the
winistry. However, this church has done well
in being tho mother of so many preachors,
including the Murrays, E. C. Ford, Josoph Gates,
T. S. K. Feeeman, otc. Its members top, have
been widely scattered, and gone to other parts of
Auwerica, and holped to enrich and build up other
congregations,

The old time prejudico here is gradually dying
away. Thankegiving day was kept by holding
union services,in the Congregational church in the
morning, and in the Christian church in the even,
ing. The Congregational minister, tho Rov, M.
Godard, is one of the most kind and lovable of
men, and tho best of feeling prevails between the
two congregations.

Our largest congregations on Lord’s day morn.
ing have nutabered about one hundred and seventy,
in the evening, about four hundred and fifty.
Threo haveo united with the church sinco I came,
and we have been carnestly praying and laboring
to gather others into the fold of Christ,

1t seems like a dream that I am here. I look
around and sec the rocks, the groves, the lumber
woods, and then the waters of tho Atlantic. I seo,
too, the Liverpool river, meandering through
Milton, going on to join the wators of the great
scas, The late rains aro swelling the river, and
tend to gladden tho hearts of the lumbermen, and
also the people gonerally. Tho logs in vast numbers
are floating down, and the mills have begun opera-
tion, and times will gradually grow better, Nearly
overybody of lato have been crying hard times.
How soon, too, the cry becomes chronic. When
times are good people should propare for revorsos;
in beautiful weather, prepare for the siorms; in
heaith, prepare for the days of adversity; and in
youth preparo for old age, and tho nover ending
spring-tide boyond thoe dark gos, How dark and
dreary would life be without the hope of enjoying
a homo in heaven.

2IE STARVING POOR.

Fow who observed tho eagor throngs in the streets
and avenues last weok purchasing Christmas gifts
would think of the other and dark side of the pic-
ture, the many thousands of idle and starving men
and women at présont in this city. The two sides
of tho picture are g0 incongruous that the mind can
scarcely be forced to dwell upon both. One will
run up against two or threo hungry-looking men
standing with wistful gazo at a cornor, eagerly
anxious to work at anything if it could be got; but
woulc any one for a moment think that there are
just now no leas than one hundred thousand idle
wen and women in this city in a destitute and
starving condition? Novertheless it is true, and
notwithstanding the facts that this year has been
unusually good for business—that factories have
beon running full time—that the building trades
have been busy—that the clothing and shoe trades
have rarely been brisker—and that the iron trade
has been booming. Bat all havo their slack or
idle season, and unfortunately in the most of them
it ocenrs just at this holiday time, Many thou-
sands thus instead of rejoicing and welcoming the
approach of the ho'idays dread thoir arrival. The
great bulk of them while at work can only earn
enough to make ends meet, and cannot possibly
lay asido any portion of their earnings to keep them
when laid off.

Of course it is only a percentage of that wage-.
earning clags that is presently in a destitute con-
dition, but if the vast number employed irm® the
varions industries bo considered, it will not then
surprise any ono to be told that there are 100,000
idle men and women in this.city at present, In
the building trades tho dull time commenced a
week ago and will last till the beginnicg of April,
There ave 7,000 bricklayers, 2,500 brown-stone
cutters and rubbers, 2,000 laborers, and 700
roofers. Then there are 8,000 painters, and of
theso alone over 1,600 are presently going idlo and
looking for work. Of the 8,000 Union-curpontors
350 aro already idle, and the rost are mostly on
short time, Allogether in conncction with tho
building industey at least 15,000 aro already idle,
and 10,000 moro will be added bofore the winter is
far advanced. About $00 cabinct wmakers are now
idlo, as well as 100 wmpholstorers and 100 carvors.
Tho clothing industry gives employment to about
60,000 men, and of theso avloast one-half aro idlo,
owing to tho slack scason, It is estimated that
there aro aiways about 5,000 longshoremen and
dock laborers idle, and at beat their wages only
 avorago $9 a weok. At least 3,000 cigarmakors are
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presontly idle.  Over 1,500 of tho 16,000 employ<d
at the offiiated trades are idlo, and also 700 of tho
7,000 shoemakers, About 590 machinists and 300
onginocers aras idle. Tho 6,000 men engaged in
paving tho streots will be nearly all idlo now foe
threo wonths, as fow will yet work at anything else,
To these idle men must bo added at least 500
bakers, 1,000 waiters, and over 2,000 others. And
at leaat 20,000 women (seamstresses, ete.) are pro-
gontly ille, and at tho best of times they only
manage to make ouough to keep body and soul
togother.

Tho fact of tho matter is, workmon ia the coun-
try and in other cities think that thoy have only
got to como to Now York to bo -sure of work, and
thus a constant flood of nnemployed is constantly
pouring into the city. Certainly the great ques-
tion of the hour here, as well as in Great Britain,
is—What is to bn dono with the unemployed 3—
Scolti.h dmerican of New York.

WEEKLY COMMUNION,

In your 1ssuoc of the Baptist, July 28ih, 1847, wo
read with asurprise, in a sermon of Mr. Spurgoon’s,
tho following words; ¢ Then, nex!, this remem.
brance of the death of Clirist must be constamt,
Tho Lord’s Supper was moaut to bo a frequent
foast. I think it a grievous mistake whon tho
Communion comes but onco in a quarter of a year
—aye, and even once in a month. I should not
feol aatistied with the breaking of bread less often
than on the first day of every week, and particularly
it comes much oftcnor to me, for it is my great
_ delight whenever I have a fow Christian friends to
say, Let us break bread now that wo aro met
togothor.,” Wo had always supposed that Mr.
Spurgeon’s church observed tho communion of the

Lord's Supper but onco a month, like the majority’

of Canadian Baptist Churches, This hes beon the
impression generally left on the public mind by the
writings of Canadian ministers visiting at Spurgeon's
Tabernacle. We would not wish to hold up Mr.,
Spurgeon and his church as an examplo for all other
Baptist mivisters and churches, only s> far as he
follows Christ, but wo would like to kuow, if Mr,
Spurgeon’s viows and practices are correct on this
subject, why does not the samo custom provaij
among our Canadian Baptist Churches, or, in fact,
among all Baptist Churches. If he isright, then
all others not like-minded must be wrong, If
Christians should oommemorats the Lord's duath
overy Lord’s Day—-tho proper time for their regular
meoting together—then what authority have we for
neglecting it so frequontly, and only observing it
onco a month, or onco a quarter, or whonever it
suits our convenienco, If the time for observing
this ordinanco is. purely a matter of choice or con-
vonience, and if the observance of the ordinance is
not a part of regular divine worship, then why not
Jimit the observance of it to onco a year, or once in
a life-timo, the same as baptism. But ifitis a
soul refreshing part of divine sacrificoaand should
bo observed on tho first day of cvery week, as Mr.
Spurgeon belioves, aud as the early disciples also
belioved, then why is il to almost universally
neglected among our. churches? Would some of
ofir leading brethren be kind cnongh to give us a
reply on this subject. Let the truth be brought
out * though the hoavons full."—Ad. L. Best in
Cunadian Baptist.
