Available assets sbow a decline of $2,320,000, each item con-
tributing its quota. Dominion Notes aloné show a decrease of
$958,000, Notes and Cheques of other banks $850,000, Specie
$457,000, Due from Foreign Agencies (New York, Chicago, etc.,)
$333,000, Due from Banks in' Canada $600,000, and from agencies
or banks in the United Kingdom $500,000.

The total assets however show an increase of $1,700,000.
Loans on Stocks and Bonds snd similar securities are less by

The chief items of our exports have already called for
extended mention in these columns from time to time, but for
purposes of referonce they maybe sunimarized as follows:—
TIaimber.~—There 'were shipped -during the season to the United
Kingdom, 106,090,160 feet; to South Awmerica, 14,154814; to
Australia, 704,907 feet; total shipments, 120,979,881 feet, show-
ing an increase of 5,131,191 feet over the previous year. Coul.—
During the season we had from Great Britain 40,379 lons, show-
ing a decrease of 1,968 tons, and 2,010 tons of coke; from the
United States 186,016 tons, showing a decrease of 10,039 tons,
and 1,757 tons of coke. From France, 569 tons of coal, making
a total of 230,731 tons; from the Maritime Provinces, 402,724

_tons, showing an inorease of 34,657 tdns over the previous year,

and a -grand total of 633,455 tons, Phosphate—There were
shipped to Great Britain 14,957 tons, and to Germany 1,176 tons,
making a total of 16,133 fons —showing a decrense of 4,404 tons
as compared with 1887. Grain.—The shipments amounted to
2,033,325 bushels of wheat; 421,28" of corn; 895,314 of peas;
3,484 of oats; 4,822 of barley ; niaking a total of 5,658,227
bushels, a decrease on the previous year of 5,714,562 bushels.
This decrease is partly explained by the break in the Cornwall
Canal. (uttle—There were exported to liurope 61,003 head,

-and 46,223 sheep, a decrease of 3,904 head of cattle and an in.

crease of 11,051 sheep. Apples.—The oxports to Britain reached
258,403 brls, and -to other countries 5,710 brls, making & total of
264,113 brls. The great increase in the quantity of apples ship-
ped, made .up, in a -great measure, for the deficiency in grain,
The exports of cheese were also larger than usual.

‘There'is' a ‘good - demand for deals,’lumber, phosphate, and ‘cate
tle‘at bettér prices and-at higher ratés of’ freight, -and ‘Edropedn
trade is‘active, "Undér théde circumstances the énsuing shipping
geiigon’should be'a'fairly jprosperos one. A'note ‘of ‘warning is,
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however, sounded by the London Jiconomisl, of the 18th ult,
which says :—The great increase in shipbuilding which has now
heen going on for more than a year past, has at length begun to
tell upon freight rates. It will be remembered that the total out-
put of new shipping in the United Kingdom last year amounted
to over 900,000 tons, which was not far short of the total for the
two preceding years; while at the beginning of the current year
the new shipping laid dewn or contracted for reached the enor-
mons amonnt of whout a million and & qudrter tons. Much of
this tonnage has not yet heen taken in hand, but already it ia
evident that competition in the carrying trade is becoming very
keon, for the new shipping is in excess of the trade roquire-
ments, largely as those requirements have increased lately.
"hig it geen in the fall in freights which has been going on for
three or four weeks past.  Jt had been generally expected that
rates would forther advance when the northern ports were open
for navigation, bhut the expectation has not been realized.
Indeed, Black Sea freights have fallen about 80 per cent., while
the Indian and American homeward freights have also fallen,
though to a less extent. Oulward rates also exhibit a declining
tendency. At the same lime, the price of coal and the rate of
wages hag increased, so that the prospects of the shipping com-
pinics are now less satisfaclory than they were last antumn,
when the prices of their shares rapidly advanced. The fall
in freights has not so adversely affected the market for shipping
shares, probabiy hecanse eastorn rates ‘are generally fairly well
maintained,

Sinee writing tho above, a government order has been issued,
restraining the Queboc authorities from levying police dues on
Montreal ocean vessels at Quebec.

THE ATLAS ASSURANCE CO.

"The statement for 1888 presented at the annual meeting, or
“ Annual Gcnerul Court,"—as it is termed at hendquarters—-\of this
Company in' given in full clsewhore, "The business in Canada,
managed by Messrs. Owen Murphy, MLI.P,, of Quebec, and Louis
H. Boult, of Montreal, is confined to fire underwriting. In that
depariment it will be seen that the net premiums for the year
approach the enormous figure of one million dollars, double those
of ten years ago, and that the losses are 53.8 per cent,, a slight
advance on those of the yeaY precoding. ‘I'helosses on the business
in this country are 52.2 por cent., a considerable falling ofl' as com-
pared with the previous year, contrary to usual experience, the
Atlas having only begun business in Canadain 1887, The surpluy
of the Yire Account for 188§ is, in round numbers, $150,000, and
the gross surplus for the year $233,000, warranting a dividend of
20 por conl. on the original paid-up capital. The fire fund is in-
crongod by $100,000, making the total of that item one million dol-
lars. ‘I'he significance of tho note in parenthesis under the head of
Asgels in both departments, is evident enough and aflords some
idon of the demoralizod state of business in the smaller island
ponding some sottlemont of the great political question of the
day. Mr. Oswald C. Magniac was elected to the vacancy on the
Board causod by the death of Admiral Sir Alex. I.. Montgomery,
Bart., who had sorved since 1849. The remaining directors were
all re-elected, with Sir William J. W. Baynes, Bart, ag Chairman,
and Chas.

THE LONDON AND LANCASHIRE LIFE

The 26th annual report of the London & Lancashire Life As-
surance Company, reproduced olsewhere, shows n steady main-
tenance of business, and is, in some respects, the most satis-
faclory year on ils record, IThe amount of policies issued was
$2,051,162, nn incroase of §56,700 for the year, and the amount
of those declined or not comploted nearly $690,000, an evidence
that tho greatest care is exorcised in the selection of lives. The
nel premium income was $703,806.60, which also shows an ad-
vanee—some §13,800—as compared with the year preceding
I'he claims by death with bonus additions, and those matured
under endowments are within tho expoctation tables, and at-
tost the value of the selection alluded to above. The increase
in now business i8 atlonded with o slight reduction in the ratio
of exponses and commissions, which are 24,1 against 24.5 in
1887, In the course of his remarks at the recent annual meet-
ing, Col. Ningscote, the president, bore testimony to the
groat services rendered by the manager in Canada, the lnte Mr,
Wi, Roboertson, during his 18 years connection with the com-
puny, and said “it is not too much to say that it is owing in a
groat mensure {o his tact, genial manners and great persever-

ance, that the company owes its present prosperous position in
the Dominion. To fill up so important an appointment very
great care is required, and the manager, Mr. Clirehugh, sails on
Saturday with a view of making arrangements.” Seconding the
motion for the adoption of the report, Ald, Sir Thomas Dakin,
the vice-president, referred to Mr. Clirehugh’s mission, saying,
“1 am very glad that Mr. Clirehugh was not unwilling to accept
the suggestion of the Board that he should visit Canada with a
view to filling that office. T have no doubt that when he comes
back he will tell us that, although hie may not have got a Mr,
Robertson, he has got some one who possesses, ag nearly as
possible, all the good qualities he possessed.”

Mr. Clirehugh has been in Montreal for the last week or two,
and has made a choice for the vacant position of manager of the
Canadian business that can hardly fail to be satisfactory to the
officors and agents in this country, and to prove no less so to
himself, to the Board al home, and fo the Advisory Board in
Montreal. Mr. B. Hal Brown, the newly appointed Canadian
wmanager, enters upon his present duties no stranger to the com-
pany’s business in Canada, having been for several years its
Saperintendent of Agencies, in which capacity, with his native
talent, he doubtless eminently fitted himself for the responsibili-
ties of the position to which he has just been promoted. With
the valuable assistance retained and secured in the gervices
of Mr. Flanigan, for many yeara the vigilant accountant
of the company, who has been promoted to the office of Assistant-
Secretary, and with the influential and practical local Board,
Sir Donald A. Smith, Messrs. Robt. Benny and John Ogilvy—
the latter with hisever active interest in the compuny’s welfare—
and the judicious medical superintendence of Dr. G. E. Fenwick,
there can be little doubt that the new manager will give a good
account of himself and of the work in hand.- Mr, Clirehugh sails
for England to-morrow, evidently well pleased with the result of
his mission and éonfident of bearing to headquarters a satis--
factory report of the state of affairs in Canada.

THE NATIONAL ASSURANCE CO.

The statement given on another page is condensed from the
report prosented at the annual general assembly of the Company
held on the 27th March lagt. The National confines its business
in Canada to fire underwriting,conducted byMessrs.Owen Murphy,
M.I.P., Quebec, and L. H. Boult, of this city. Tho total fire in-
come for the year nearly approached one million dollars, having
increased some $60,000 during the year. The ratio of losses, as
compared with the previous year, shows much improvement,
while the expenses and commissions are about the same. The
fire fund has been increased by nearly $55,000, bringing it up to
$460,000. The usual dividend of 11 per cent. was declared, and
nearly §100,000 carried forward to the account of the current year.
'I'he net premium income of the Canadian business is 2} times
that of its opening year, 1883, while the ratio of losses has fallen
from 72} in 1887 to about 594 in 1888, and shows a rapldlmprove-
meni. from the rate of the disastrous year preceding. 2 1A ar ’

THE COTTON SITUATION.

The recent congress of cotfon xﬁ'pliufacturers in this city has been
productivo of some good. The manufacturers of groy cottons have
entered into an agreement to sell at 22¢ por Ib, which is 4c more
than the coarsor grades have till lately been sold at for the China
market. The goods for the Ohinese trade aro of a conrser texture, re-
quire less care in manufacturing and afford longer runs to the mills,
a8 there is little variety, only a fow lines being called for. Owing,
however, to the great distress latterly prevailing in China,
the demand has considerably fallen off, and the price
meantime fallen to about 16c” per 1b. It might be men-
tioned incidentally that the cottons manufactured for the Chinese
markets are handled by Americon agents, which is an evidence that
we can undersell our neighbors in that class of goods. Manufacturers
of colored and other varioties of cotton cloths are still considering
the advisibility of forming an association to adjust and regulate
terme, and privileges, and are likely to come {o some under
standing at an early day. The increase in greys is fully warranted by
the rocent advance in the price of raw cottons, which is 20 per cent
higher than the bottom figures of the past few months. There is,
probably, nothing more difficult than to force the price of staple
goods upwards after o long period of low prices, Theé trade will
probably buy with groater confidence now they are couvinced that
prices will ' e maintained and that no one will have an advantage
over his neighbor as to terms and conditions.  The impetus which an
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advancing market sometimes gives was recently exemplified
-in the case of sugars. The stock of grey cottons on hand in all. the
mills is announced to be 1,100 bales—500 less than in January lash
and 3,700 less than in August, 1888. The stock of colored cloth is
reported to be comparatively light. It is difficult to give exact
figures a8 to the shipment of goods to the Enst, as.the mills are work-
ing on uncompleted orders, but this trade during the past year repre-
gented a value of about half a million dollars. Recent advices from
Great Britain go fo prove that our own cotton industries have
not been exceptionally dopressed. The profits in the English mills
during the past year average only about 2 per cent, By the terms of
the sale of the Magog Print Works to the Hochelaga Cotton Co., the
purchasers bind themselves not to place any new prints on, the
market till a rensonable time has clapsed to allow the large stock
now warehoused in Montreal to be worked off by the liquidators—
probably four months in all, Retailers will understand that there is
no ultimate benefit to be derived from selling goods without a profit,
to manufacturer, jobber, retailer or consumer. ' i

Troe Pumnix or Hartroro,—The Phanix Mutual Life of Hartford
ig in a position as to the ownership of its capital not to be equalled in
any one of our colored goods companies. A Hartford paper com-
ments plainly on the subject. The Pheenix censed to transact new
business in Canada tome yenrs ago, but it has yet a deposit in Ottawa
amounting to $124,000. 'The proposed iransfer of the control of the
company, by a sale of the majority of the stock at ten’dollars for one
of its pnr, has stirred its native city all through. The indignation is
general and intense, and is felt by the stockholders and policyholders,
and by thousands of citizens to whom the reputation of the city is of
vital concern. [t is an occasion for plain language, for the city can-
not afford to add another insurance scandal to the shameful histories
of the Charter Oak and the Continental. It is proposed to sell 1,002
shares (par value $50 each) for $561,000. This block of stock, which
is to fetch more than half a million, represents $16,032 of paid-in
capital ; the bulance is (1) profits capitalized, and (2) further profits
on the trade itself. 1t is a monstrous profit, too—about $485,000 of
profit on $16,000 of capital. Meanwhile look at the record of the
company, Since Mr, Goodman became its president, by securing ita
control, the amount of its insurance has fallen from about $70,000,000
to less than $25,000,000. The premium receipts have declined from
$2,372,776 to $678,248. 'The yearly dividends to policyholders have
gone down from $602,239 to $116,927, but the assels have increased
from $10,011,876 to $10,673,597, and the surplus has grown from less
than $5,000 in 1875 to $1,318,637, and while the yearly dividends to
policyholders have fallen off about four-fifths, the yearly dividends to
stockholders have increased from $960 to ‘$24,000. The figures are
from the official and sworn reports. Now the Company is stronger
thaun ever. Its assets, as wo are informed, have grown in volume and
improved in character largely through the able financial management
of certuin woll-known gentlemen of high character who are con-
nected with it. . But the withering policy, which seems to have led to
the vust falling off of insurance and the bettering of the company
along with the diminution of business, will not be attributcd to them:
Iivery director and so every officer has held his place at the will of
Mr. Goodman, whose extra one hundred dollars have made him auto-
crat of the concern. Now he proposes to sell out to some non-
resident, who wants to try some new theories of life insurance. Must
17,000 insured persons and $10,600,000 of assets Lo made the experi-
ment station for testing anybody’s noveltics? Oannot the minosity
stockholders and the whole body of the insured take any step that
will prevent the consummation of a bargai that is so full of the pos-
sibilities of mischief? Imagine the company in irresponsible hands,

and what would become of $650,000 of cash in bank and $1,300,000
of surplus ?

Ir is understood that the vacancy at the head of the passenger
depariment of the Canadian Pacific Railway, consequent on the re-
tirement of Mr. Lucius Tuttle, is to be filled by Mr, D. McNicoll in
connection with his present ‘duties as general passenger agent,a
position for which, by his intimate knowledge and experienco with
the company, he is-specially. qualified. ‘Ihe practical Scotch sense,
direct methods and quicknoss of action which have characterized Mr.
McNicoll during his tenvre of office, eminently fit him for the dis-

charge of any additional duties in connection with his new incum-
bency. :

A SUGGESTION FOR EMIGRANTS,
BY THE MARQUIS OF LORNE.

Whatever difficulties may surround the question of emigration,
there is no trouble arising from any opposition to the proper settle-
ment on agricultural lands of well-selocted families of workers. Al-
most all the colonies are glad to see such men arrive and take up their
abode on uncultivated lands, or take over farms which have been nl-
ready occupied. ‘The colonial cities often object to the influx of any
more labourers, tending, as such immigration must, to lowor the daily
wago; but no one has a word to say against the careful settlement of
agriculturists, or men who mey quickly became agriculturlsts, in the
landward parts of new countries. People at home seem to expect
that colonial governmentis should be so eager to securs such men that
they should be given free passoge, and that money should be spent
in giving them an inducement to come. They bring wealth, aud
soon add to the revenue of their adopted country. But, us a rule, the
governments formed by our kinsmen have ceased to give any special
encourngement to the new comers, for they have found thut thesettle-
ment of the country proceeds quickly enough without this. _ _'

In British North ‘America it has been alleged that such money
bas often been spent in # manner that has added rather to the popu-

lation of the United States than to that of Canada. It i8 said that
many cross the line as soon as the northern country has paid them to
come, and have planted themselves in the more southern territories.
There must always be an ebb and flow of the population across the
international boundary, and there is no doubt that there ure very
many Canndians in the United States; but there is little evidence
that the selected emigrant has drifted from his moorings, and it is
certein that the North-\West Provinces must in time fill ns completely
a8 the less favoured territory of Dakota, where there are now 800,000
people, 'The snowfull is less further north, and the advantages of
fuel are more easily obtained. In many respects Minnesota and
Dakota resemble Manitoba and parts of Assiniboin and Saskatchewan.
You see the same poplar clumpa, the same’ vast sen of grass, dotied
here and there with little lnker, and the winds pass in undulating
waves of colour over the same rich herbage, sprinkled in summer with
tawny little lilies or in autumn with wide golden arens of aster, But
the North must bear the palm, for wherever a ralrond comes there,
in addition to the wood fuel, you have abundance of coal brought
from the mines to the westward., The tertiary lignites of Munitoba
are useful, but it is not necessary to depend upon them now that the
rail brings the cretaceous coal from Lethbridge and other places where
the fuel is eagily worked. The settlement of these countries has
made sure progress, and it is now not su easy to get homesteads with-
in easy reach of stean communication. Therefore the Government
dnes not actunlly help the settler to come. But when he has come it
steps forward and helps him maguificently with & splendid land-grant
for ¢ next to nothing! The journey thither costs so lttle that there
is good reason for the position taken in saying to the old couatry,
¢+'The crowded condition of your people is for you to remedy in the
first instance—not for us! Yet every help is also given in suiting
the legal position of {he emigrant to his wants and to the just oxpec-
tations of those who have advanced him money for his homestead.
The British Government, or any company or individual, advancing
money to persons sent from the English shore, has the security of the
land given by the Dominion for the repayment of the advance, and

the patent or title-deed of his holding is not given to the settler until

he has repaid what he has received on loan.

' Itis, however, found that human nature is more apt to indulge
in its special wenknesses in regard to making a creditor walt for the
payment of his due ii the creditor be a long way oft. A debtor who
will pay his next neighbour off as quickly as possible, does not feel
the same eager spirit of compensation when the friend to whom he
owes money is not able to knock at his door. Distance also ‘makes
the heart grow fonder, as we all know, and as emphasised in’the "old
proverb. [t is not agreeable to friends at home who have lent money,
often with philanthropic motive, to write out to the company's
agent: ¢Such and such a lot of emigrants muat pay up, or we will
take from them the holding.’ They have paid that the holding
should be the emigrant'e, and they give him all the benefit of any
doubt. So it may happen that years pass by and there is no return
of the capital, and there may be some difficulty about getting the
interest. There is a delicacy about pressure on the one bhand, and
there ia a delicacy about proposing to begin payment on the other
hand. This is all very nice, and pretty, and touching, but it is not
business. And ‘business is business) as we all know. Voluntary
assistance to emigration may come by spurts, but it won't e Insting ;
nor willit be practised sufficiently to insure the existence of lurge

sums for the purpose of helping men to cross the water to better-

themselves, and leave these overcrowded little islands to have. only
their proper complement of people. Governments and big companies,
seeing such delicacy, dislike to come forward, Capitalists cannot be
induced to invest in such shares. Taxes cannot be used by govern-

ments for expenditure for which they cannot prove to the taxpayers

that they can getany direct return, But it is the interest of Govern-
ment to allay local disturbance caused by pressure of population, and,
Jjudiciously applied, a fow thousands spent every year may do n grent
deal to prevent local trouble which might grow into dangerous™dis-
order, productive of quack agrarian legislation. Can.the sccurity for
Government advances be mado absolutely good? -

Can the money &0 given be soon repaid- with certainty, and again
used to send out more of the men who may desire a new start, 8o that
the beneficent process may be always ropeated? As long ns good un-
occupled lands remain, I believe this can be done.

Why should not a settlor mortgago his farm after, say, five years
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toa locnl trust and loan company or mortgago company, and repn.y
the Home Government’s or comprny’s advance ?

To be sure he will have-to pay - a higher interest to such a com-
pany than he hay paid to the benevolent person who has sent him out
and waited for the return of his money, content to ‘wait and receive
little or no interest, and delaying or ultogether forbearing from "the
excereige of uny pressurc to have the capital repaid.

On the other hand, with the settler's indebtedness transferred to
u company having its nx,,cnts constantly about his doors, he may, if he
have got his advance from an unfeelivg distant company or Govern.
ment, get more consiileration from ‘his local ‘mortgnge company.
This hwt. would be practically his neighbour; and would, to a far
greater oxtont, bo able to make nllowances for any early t‘rost bad
yoar, or caude of delay known te its agents who are resident thh the
settler in the country he has chosen,

To the colony desiring good country folk to come to them and
give the Lest sinew and wenlth o nation can have—namely, a prosper-‘
ous, frecholding, farming clags—it is of great importance that the!
sums advanced from Great Britain ghould be soon repaid, and security |
thug catablighed for farger amounts being forlhcummg from John;
Bull's pocket. He would then count upon *plantations’ or emi-|
grants' settlements as among hig best colonial securities, and would:
not ohject to his taxces going occasionally, in reasonsble amount, to|
the ensing off of pressurs in centres where meu cannot well ﬁud a!
living, by helping & few thousands or hundreds to build up their pros-;
perity in the new Britains oversen. Theretore it would, in renlity, be;
u true gain ¢all round,’“that, even with some additional intereat rela-
tions should be estublished b(.twwn the settler and the Canadian or;
other colonial company rather than with the persons advaucing tbo
money in Britain,

He would still be as much in touch with home help as over, ¢ ex-
cept in the immediate 1rnnsucuona, for the mortgage company be’
‘would deal with in his own laud is, after all, but o machine set up by’
British capital, and returning its profits to Brmah hands.

On the part of the Canadinn Government there is- no objection to:
one company nssigning its lien to another company, with the upprovnl
of the department of government concerned.

I take tho case of Cnuadn only here becnuse that colony is tlie
nearest, and has most good prairie land to offer. The plan would
apply to other colonies a8 well ; wherever civilisation has so far ad-
vanced that trust or martgage (,mupunu.s offer advances to the agri-
culturist, there the samne method would probably upply,

The Cmuulmu Laud Acts would possibly be modified in nccordunw
with suggestions, if these Lo mude for tho good of Cunadn and new:
settlers going there; but as the laws stand at presont weo shall séo.
that there wonld bo no diffienity. An official of authority thus states
the cnse: ¢ When the charge upon & homestend is created and regis-
tered, it becomes an ordinavy mortgage, and it is thus far transferable
g long a8 tho rights nnd privileges of tho settler, the condition in re-
gard to the paymont of fnterest and principal, ond the terms of the
Innd Act are in no way altered.

This Land Act recites the conditions on which a man may obtain
homestead entry, and hold 160 acres of the surveyed lands on pay-
mont of & fee of $10 or 24 Alter three yeurs he may obtain a patent
if bo or his uprcwnlntivw have lived on the section and cultivatéd
it to a prescribed extent.  Clause 44 of the Dominion Land Act 6Ry8
¢ If any person or company is desirous of assisting, by advances in
money, intending settlers to pluce themielves on homestend lands in
Manitobn nnd the North-West Torritories, nnd of securing such ad-
vances, such person or company may make application to the minister,
umtmg tho plan or project intonded to be ncted upon, the stops to by
taken in furtherance thereof, and the amount to be advanced to such
settlers; and the minister may sanction or refuse.

It prowu!a to provide for the production of s smtcment to be fuar-
nished to the settler and verified by the local agent, who shall certify
tho result of the verification of the uxpenses mcurre(l in advancing
money to the settler. This statement of the maw's indebtedness
signed by himself crontes o charge upon his homestend for the whole
amount of the ndvance, not oxceeding $600, niid for the interdst not
exceeding 8 per cent, pt.r annwn.  The holder of this paper ean there-

ftor: enforco payment of the advanced ‘interest,, provided that the

time for paying tho first instalment of intercst on the advance be_not
oarlior than tho 1st of November, nor slmll it bo w1thm less than two
years from his establishment on the holding. The' séttler is not
bound to pay the cnpital of such advance or suy, part of it within less
than five yours from the time of his arrival at his now homu The
‘transnction is registored, and the debt remning a first charge upon the
‘homestend after the {ssue of the patent, until oxtinguished.

The Act further provides that if the sottler forlit his liolding by
‘failure to comply, the holder of the charge may apply to the ‘minister
for the patent of the homestend, and his case boivg proved, ho ahnll
recoive tho patent, and slinll in his tain bo'bound to place a man on
the groind within two years.
