Or We may wax vividly de-
seriptive and prtray all the miseries and fore-
teil 111 theIhorrors of hard irnes until people
woulil prefer ire ebange the subject. -Or we
may talk learnedly about the tariff andti show
that it is a wondiertful blessing (heavily dis-
guised[) or an ingenio s robbe'y, accordinîg as
We Und ourselves on the Ro-pitblican or Demo-
rttie side of' the fonce.
For ryself it l nover matterei materially wvhe-

Iler tines weare hard or soft, bai or god. In
fact, to clergymen generally---i the matter bu
considored only froin a solflih point of view---
liard times are preferable to good times. For
when the times are hard the salary romains
about the satme, and, prices being tnuch lowrer,
clergymen luive more financial poier, whereas
wihen ltimes are good there is no increase in the
salary (never !) and prices show a Idecidedly up-
ivard Lendeney. Neveritheless ls o e are all
inembers one off another and the huire of one
menmber i-t tu a certain extent the hurt of the
whole iodyr we are willing to regard liard tines
as a sore erii, al soitetliin g to be deplored and
te be seriousiy cousilered iith i view to sone
change loi' ite better.

Buit I dlo not proposc to view' iari tiines either
fron a political, econom, a deDriptive, or
a selfish standpoinît. Let others iriser and
better eiîpped fort the undertaking stiudy the
itîtîf tel' in anly or tîll of these aspects. If they
tell uat ny(ing specially prol'tind and inter-
o-tîing iwe sihall be gtd. For ourselves we pre-
fir to jot tdown what we kno' and leave the
re-t for th> ie who kitow better.

Suppose, then, we ask and try to ansier titis
queqiion, What, according to tie Bible, is the
re'ligios signiflcance of hard tintes ? What iii-
siruetion ais to God's purpo es and our own con-
duet do sucih times iipart ?

1. We are bcing taught patice. As a peo-
pIC We are tle most inpltient in the worli. ie
do verything witlh a rush and a feverisi r'est-
leisness. In liard times wne lea to "go silow,"
to watch and w'ait and be caruîl. A lo ire learn
eronony. As a people ie are iwastefu. It is
saidt the Frenci couli live on wvhat we tiroiw
awam'ay. The stern pressure of ihese evil diays
wrill teach us as nothing else can the value of
econiomîy and the folly of extravagance. Also
stclh timie brings out muttal helpfulness, for-
berance and sympathy. There i always suf-
f'ring, God only knows how nuechu, vei in the
best of times, but then wne do not notice it. The
wmell-to-do go on making ioney and tiking care
of themsclves. They are too busy to notice the
eceasional ery of suffering. But hiere cones a
wiide spro d reduetion cf prices, a lowering of
wages, a loss of' labor, tl crash of mhany private
and publie enterpisus, which, to a certain ex-

tnt, is tolt everywhere. Then the siweet sym-
pathies of htuian nature are called forth. Gcod's
children lenrn self-sacrifiee. Greed and selfish-

Uess get rebuked and the people are chastened
into suber considerate beings.

Above ail, God, by those times, is telling us
to think about our sis. Hfe punishos nations as
well as individuals. He would have us remem-
ber not only the crimes irhich are a reproach
to our nation, but ic many failings whbich be-
set is as respectable meibers ot' socioty, prde,
strife for eredit and position, boastfulness, want
of roal faith, insincerity, spitefulness and self
indulgence. lie is telling.us that great as is
the poiver of mony it cannot do eroytliing. It
cannot buy health or strength ofmind nor can
iL do aught in the purchase of» tat priceless
possession, a good conscience. It may give us
Axnunster carpets to walk on and drbs is in
velvets. and diamonds, but it cannot bribe- the

King of Terrois nor destroy his cold mansion,
the grave. Least of all it can it purchase a title
to heaven-no not even if yeu could lay a street
of folid gold from here te the gates of the celos-
tia.l city.

And God by these times is telling us these
things and calling us te him, to think of him, to
drawr noar to hin and te believe in and serve
hima. And when ire obey, his blessing, just te
that extent whieh ire can riglitly use and ap-
preciate, vill surely' comle.

BROTHERHOOD OF ST. ANDREV
NOTES.

There is a chapter in The Church of St. John,
Dresden, in connection with the American
Cluthreh there.

The Ohio chapters, 40 in nunber, wiill hold
their Convention in Columbus on the 30th of
April and lst of May.

IL is estinmated thait of the total number of
young 'men in the Unided States three-fourihs
er 11,000, 000, never go to church at al].

Lawyers, phylielans. manufaîcturers, clerks,
tailors, iron workers and clectricians, and an ar-
ehitect and reli estate agent are amongst the
members of' T rinity chaptor, Pittsburgh, Pa.

Twî'enty-nine of the forty days of Lent, wmere
uised for Brotherhood services by the District of
Columbia Local Council. In Cach of the three
churches there was a coirse of services lasting
a Yeek ; in each of six others services were held
on wo, fthree or four eensective evenings and
lte Brotherhood men of the District were much
ncuouragced by tue result and intend holding si-

muilar meetings next Advent.

It iras docided early in the winter te hold the
annual Convention of tho Brotherbood in the
Uuited States at the same time as the Church
Congres Loe hb ielid in Chicago in Saptember
next. It has now' been desided to limit the Con-
gress to the one day allotted to the Church by
the Worlld's Congross Auxi liary, and under these
cireumstances the Council of' the Brotherhood
consider it fair to re-open and re-consider the
question of holding the Convention in Chicago.

A new chapter in an Eastern city bas anong
it's inembers a judge, who is also, by the way, a
deputy te the Genural Convention. The first
workli the chapter took up was that of visiting
strangers who liad cone to church. The judge
took lis list of names iwith the rest and one
evening started out to work. The first man bu
caiieti on was a newspaper reporter wlho had
sat for yeir in lis court, but with iwhon ho
never hid exchanged a word. The judge says
tat the reporter was the more surprised man of

the two. For many years lie hai looketd up at
lis Monor with nîothing te remove the barrier
betiwecn theim, and nowi the Brotherhood had
enme in and broken itdown.

The extension and growth of the Brotherhot
appears te suf'er no diminution. There are now,
aceording te the "St, Andrew's Cross" for
April, 960 chapters in the 'United States. 10
being reported as new chapters since March.
In Canada thore are 114 chapters, 12 appearing
as noir chapters in this month's magazine.

There are noi 12 chapters and over 140 memi-
bers in the Australian Brotherbood.

A Provisional Council has been formed in New



April 12,1893.:

South Wales, which met on December 6th, at
Sydney 7 chapters being reprosented. At this
(ooncil.it was decided to admit persaons under
eighteen as probationers but not as full mem-
ber. It was also decided to publisi as the or-
gan of the Brotherhood a paper called "The
Brotherhood." The " St. Andrew's Cross" ne-
knowledges receipt ofthe first number of "Tie
Brotherhood." Its motto is "Neither Christ
witout the Church nor the Churci ivithout
Christ." Its purpose il to proclaim " The Bro-
therhood of Man " and the " Brotherhood of the
Church " and to teach clirchnen that it is
tieir duty to act upon society as a Churclh and
not nerely as individuals.

PRACTICAL IINTS FOR THE USE OF
T H E 'PRAYER BOOK.

nY WLLIAM LEvERINo DEvRIES,

WNhen a main .sets ont upon the work of get-
tinîg the iimi next to 1im to use the Prayer
Book, lie will scon run tiponi a number of diffi-
culties for whic!b if lie woull do good service le
mstbforeairmed.
He will soon mîeet the man whîo does anot

lbelieve in prayer at all. " What is the use of

prayer ?" he say-s; " Ali things were arranged
and sett led to liappen just se, long before I was
borni. My prayers can't avail anything in
altering. even in the minutest particular, the
course of the worldl. No; I have ne lise for
Vouîr Prayer Book."

Tien lie will oftei run across the itan who
doces not, lelieve in forais of prayer, It is easy
engh to dispose of a case snch as one the
writer once lad to dent with. '-Oh, yes,' said
this good Baptist, "I have your Prayer Book ;
1 like iL in publie worship ; I often use it in mny
private devotions; but L should net w'ish to be
obligedi, as yo are, te use it always in y
private lrayers, for my oi-n words are niost
helpftl tO Imle then 1" Poor mani 1 It did flot
take long te disabuse his mind of his erroneous
impression that our book of public prayer is
also Our obligatory manual of private devotion.
But we often icet more difficult cases thai
that.

And again it will net be long before that
familiar friend of ours turns up vho does not
bolieve in going to church, for lie think a fellowv
can b jnst as good if ho stays at honie. IL
other ivords. ho does not sce the use of public
prayer.
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And it may be the brother's luck to chance
upon a case like one the writer heard of the
other day-that of a person who insists upon
sitting up straight in the Litany, because she,-
it was a sister, not a brother cf ours,-does not
consider herself in any sense a " miserable sin-
iDer" 1

Sow, the practical question is, low are WC
to be prepared to meet such cases as these?
Plainly by knowing the Prayer Book. Of
course ve who are communicans of the Ch ureh,
anîd who love lier Liturgy, know how to find
Our places, andi are fiuniliar with its principals
and with the neaning of its chief services and
pravers. But suppose you were visiting friend
in great anguish of mind, and he wished you
to read some passage of the Paslms, wouid you
know just what psana ta select ?

Or, suppose you wished to pray with ila friemîui
trying to recover from an impure life; wouil
yon know vlat coliects to use. and to recon-
mend for bis lue ?

Or, in case you wvere askod why flie Churci
lias two forms of the Creed, two ftorms of public
confession and of absolttion, coutld yo tell
why ?

And do vou know what moral aimîî iii life the
Prayer Bock sets beibre us ?

And why ?
These are questions that even the veterai

(huirchmîîan, faliliar with Ihe Culirch ani lier
ways from childhood, cannot always answer.
Anid they Can only bu answered by a a systei-
atie stuily of ti book.

" Bult am u busy inan ; I oan't fin lime for
suchel tudy(,)."

I thiik 'ou Cau. Much Can be done in odd
moments. Learn the collect for the day every
Suniday ; you will often find lime to do it while
sitting in your pew waiting for thle service to
Legin, or during the off'ertory. Repeat it m'orn-
ig and evening througiout the enasuing veek.
TIlhe substance, if iot the language, of that collett
ivill becore i permnanent possession that will
prove of' service again and again. When you
know the collects, you can fiîmiliariza yourself
with other portions of t he book.
Two cases that have come under the iwriters'

obervations are suggestive ofwhait cau le done
in oid moments. A fanous London physiciani
learnud by heart the whole of Ilomier, in G reek,
mor than 27,000 verses, while being driven i
his gig froin ouse to hoiuse. The comnmitting

ai nemory of the whole Prayet Book wouId iot
be ancre diftleUlt than that. A young si udîen t,
aifterwaurds a fhmous bishop in the Ciurel, read
St. Pauls Epistles througlh in Grek, while
wliking, wien lie was off on a suimier tour of a
few weeks for recreation. Another young mian
iear(ed hie Odes of'Ilorace by heart while going
Io and from his work in New York, The Pasiter-
woîîli be aI lighiter task than that. Ad lin-
deed the writer knows froi personal experience,
that maîuich catn be donc, ani in a quiet, unobtru-
ive vay, while riding on the cievated trains, on

tlie firries, and even vhen walking. lfyou haire
tle book, a small one, ia your pocket-as Bislop
Nichols advised at the last Brotherhood conon-
tion-you need only refer to it occasiottliy. A
little donc each day in this way would soon
ainount to a great deal.

But, besides studying the text it is important
to knov something of te history of the book, of
the exiilatationî and significance of its various
services and offices, as mnany questions ivlil
arise eoncerning these. Any Church bookstore
hias a aurnuber of useful nianuals on these suubjects.
Blut's "Key te the Book of Conunon Prayer "
is very brief and handy, and costs but a trifle.

is " Annotated Book of Common Prayer " is
an invaluable book of reference, but costs six or
seven dollars. And lere again Un hour or so of
reading cneh Sunday vili give, in time a large
anounf of heipftt information.

Now thait the character of difficulties ta be
met lias been touched ipon, and the generaul
incis of meeting them siuggste, wimy pro-
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perly show some of the uses to which the Prayer
Book nay be put.

Ii the tirst place, it is very helpfnl itself in
disposing of the difficulties. When ai nxaîi nvon't
pray because he believes that God forearranged
everything, and that it is now too late to pray fbr
a change, don't enter upon a discussion wvith
hin ; even an experiencedi thoologian wouild lie
apt ta find difliculty iln couviîncing him. But tell
him thait if' God did foreordain events, he could
also foreordain that prayer could have just so
much effeet in bringing those events to pass. Then
point outour Lord's promise : " Whatsover vu
ask in mny naine, that will I do," and uîrge iiimii
to use the colleet at the close of hie Cuom-
munion ofilce "I Ahniglty God, who bas pro-
mised to hear the petitions of theose who asks in
Thw Son's Naie," etc.

Expiaiations of the value and nucessity If set
fornis of worsihip and prayer ire to be fouind in%
almnost aill maiunuils on the Prayer Book and ini
bocks like Bishop Kip's "Double Witness of the
CiiirCi " and Littie's "leasons for teing a
Chchmn." Bishop Thompson plits the case
very forcibly in the March nîber of S'r.
AxNsaw's Catoss.

Whien a man says lie can be juiist s giaiod il' he
stays at home, I think it very perinent to asik
him if' le loes stay at hone, and if' li is as good
as le thinks he ought to be. Then you may ux-
plain to liimii the nature and importance of pub-
lie orship, usiig the Exhortation in Moiiiii
aund E'eing Prayer us a compact stateini'nt of
the object ofth"sc offices and advise him to use
the Prayer ot St. Chrysostom whieli shows lhat
God promises that when two or three are
gathered togetlher in lIs naunie, le will grant
their reiiest, Ani it may he tivisalble lio i'arry
himlion te the Cummiiiiunion office, explaining tIo
iiii the being of this the greatest aclt of wor-
sip , and the peril of taîbsentiig iiiself as set
forth in the second exhortation in the otfice.

Weoften meet mun who don't knuow; how)%r to
pray. I once ieard the bisbop of' Neiw Jersey

rge somemen to pray to God to enable theml Io
prany. Andi formns ofjprayei aire especîial iu tsetïl
fir siuehi men, ieachinig themi how to framie
tiicir unexpressed lesires. 'Tlie collet,
" Almighty God, the Fountain of Al Wisdom,"
at thue end of the Communion oflice, lias Ibeeni
funid helpfil by imîei in this position. 'l'h e
collect f'or the lotih and 1thi Siundhay aItir
Trinity are aise useful for this purpoSe.

IL is often diflieult wien îvisiting ai niiî to
bring up Ile suibject of prayer and the Prayer
Book. But you Cai usty ta speaik
of his difficulties anud troubles. Sippose, flor
inst ance, le hasîa very diflicult t question t odlecide
and des not know what course ofactiin ol ta lu.
Take out your' Prayer Bock, 1 oiuit ouit to luimli
the colleat for tho First Sundayîifter t le Epiph-
an, anud ask him te use it. Tell hii Io ke'p
the book, and the chiances are that le will accept
and read it and make use of it. At.any raie
you have gotten him to take it. Siiiila'ly v>n
iiay give a Prayer BoOck oCi at an tlaprouniiate
pailam to) IL manî in aflIietion, ainid wili thulis get
hhn to taite and kiaep the book.

I have ben speaking of' the Book of Comion
Prayer chiefly aIs a mnanual ofdevotion. But it
is mhiieli more, and is useflîl iu other ways. For
instance, it often makes the practical applicatiom
to us and our nleeds of the great doct vines of the
fitith. On the Incarnation. read the clileet fin
Christmas day, and that for the A uinciation ;
on the Resurreclion, those for Easter' Day and
bir the 1st Sunday after Easter ; on iaptisia, the
collet for Evaster Een.

And then our Catechismn cuntaiiia" in wondur-
fully brief space clear and adequate stateients
of the cardinal points of a Christiuin's belief,
practice and means of grace. We muîst also not
forget that the Thirty-nine Articles aire bLund up
with the book, and that they contain an excellent
explanation of many points of the belief 'tai
practice of our communion. Not long ago the

The graduating clas or
grade 3, Academy, consisted of 7 pupils, 6 of
whom took their A. A. with credit, and 5 were
ut the time of the Report, teaching and 2 attend-
ing McGill College.

The fact was that
this iras not a mure instinct of propriety, or
crafty measure of success in his office; it was at
constant answer of his believing and humble
heart te the solemn sentence 'The Lord is iii
his holy temple.' What a eontrast to the clumsy.
fussy, heavy shod brother in a rural sanctuary
I remenmber who was sure to start up two or
thiree times in the nidst of prayers, sonetimnes
'wlien the preacher w-as doing lhis best te get
or iold the attention of lis hearers, marci
arouand fron bis seat te the fire, swing epen aI
stridulons stove door, punch the sticks with a
poker, and toss in an additional suppIy- of fuel.

WHY DO NOT MEN ATTEND CHURCI ?

It is very frequently asserted that men as a
rale do not attend religious services, but leave
church-going to wonen and children; and that
the Church and the ninistry have ceased to have
any influeneo over them. Varions reasons have
been given for this state of things, the principal
one being that the average pulpit teaching is not
of a robust manly character, but is weak and
etfeminate, and therefore does not appeal to
strong, vigoothinking men. Now a
statement of this kind evidently opens up twu
questions. First: 1s it a fact ? and second
Why ?

It is related thiat for a long timne a very renark-
able question troubled the minds of cert ain scien-
tic ittei " 'h is it that if an egg be placed in a
vessel fall of waiter, flcutitil does nîot run over ?"
They puzzled their brains, but noue coud an-
swer. Finaly an inconoelastie individal askcd
the q1uietion: " Is it a fact ?" The cgg was
dropped in, and-thc water ran over. So we
ask of this non-attendance of min upon Divine
worship, " Is it a fact ? Do fewer men attend
now than in former times ?" Wre have not roon
for figures in this brief article, but statist ies are
easily accessible which show that this is not tc
case. The percentage of atteadance is mtich
larger in tiis country now then it was twenty-
five or fifty years ago. Again-is it the strong-
minded, tltinking, educated class ofmien wvho ab-
sent themselves from public religions services;
No; for carfil observation las shuw that a
uarger proportion of suchi mon attend than of un-

eduiated, unthinking men. Statesmen of world
wide reputation lik<e Gladstone or Eldmunds are
churchmiembers, while cross-road politeatiis
niay not be. G-reat jirists liie Lord latheriy
:atd Jere Blaeic are believers, while miei of in-
linitely snialler mentai calibre set up for local
teiers of infidelity. Scientists ilke Newtion
nd Faraday are deeply religious, while inot

with a srattering of scientifie knowedge thiik
it a great thing to bc skeptical. But having satid
i is nmuch we mutst candidly admit thiat more
woin titan tien attend religions services ; ni-
tiougli the disproportion is not so great. as is
usuaill asserted, id wre must furth eradnmit thal
a great îtmany imn never enter Chureb, and a
great mnanly more only rarely. This brings us5 to
the second questin-why I 'ie question is
answered lin lthe most dognatie way : " Because
tI preatching is not nanly and does not suit
men." WThat is "manly preaehing,'' then ? Ls
il of a kind that ministers not ontly mtay, but
ouglht to adopt ? We ail Icnow that it is quite
p>sisi ble to preaci in sucli a way as to draw a
erowd of mien, and if getting thiem to church were
1t e object in view, il would of course be the duty
of every clergyman to preach in that way; or
i i he object of the churebes were to get as muitli
mïoney from eceh attendant the course would be
sîinpIC-preaeh ini such a way as to draw. The
caterers for publie ainusement understand this;
antud the Shakesperoan drama is rarely put on1
the stage becatuse it does not draw. AI] admîit
t lat it would e the best fer the publie, but the
Iiject of the imanagers is to make noney, aid

tlhey can do thtat by giving lie publie the trasi
t IaUt is usually presented. If au instruetive lee-
titre is annonrucd, the speaker is Iikely to ad-
dress enpty benches, but if a foale burlesque
troupe appears the house wili be packed with
ineni ; presunably mianly nen," who vill not
liIlcn to modern preaching. We are truly glad
(aund we dare say these nen are) that our womcn
do not yet poefer ]Rentz-Santley to serinons. We
repeat, the object of preaching is not eit ler te fil>

the church or to take money, but to lad mîei to
sec that they are not living the pure, noble, hon-
est lives they ought t live ; to inake theit de-
sire something better; thon te mak-e themn be-
lieve on the everlasting Son of God, that they
nay have forgiveness of sins, and spiritial

strength to ,struggle lor the attainment of the
highest and noblest life it is possible for a tnan
to strive for ; tu becoe, not nanly only, but
godly, that is God-like. This is the kinl of
preaching the Apostles uttered. Some men lis-
toned to it thon, Ohers stopped tieir ecars. Th is
is the only kind of preaching wre have any righu t
to atter to-day, becatuse it is the only kiind ihat
ean possibly secure the object of al preaching,
and wvo imust expect that. as thein, s0 itow, somte
will listen and some vil refuse to lieur. ift
preaching of this kind is not " mnily " will
soItme one please tell what it is, If il is not

" uIanly " to be pure, and itobte, antdu upright,
aindi unselfish, what is it? If unyi minister' is
nlot preaching in this way, we will admit that lie
does ntot deserve to be listened to ; but if the is,
w-o submtit that his preching is quite sudileient l'y
robust and manly.---arrodsurg Demuocra.

Àrom Earl Nelson's Home Reunion Notes, in
Church Bells.

Tho onus probandi for giving up Episcopacy
and Apostolie orders rests with those who have
departed from the only forn in wlich Chris-
tianity came to us, for none can deny that whe-
ther through the ancient British Church, or tli
Irish or Scotch Churmes, or through the Roan
and Anglican Mission, headed by Augustiine,
the three orders of the ministry came to us wit i

the Christian faith itself.
And if I am right, as shown in the last t wo

notes, that Christ is the Priest, and Mediator.
and Hcad of the Church, and continues to rile
it through Ris appointed ininisters, the historie
fact that this mode of government cane to us
Englishmen with Christiaaityis a pretty strong
proof that we have the 'mission' fron ou'
HIead. 'As my Father bath sent Me even so
send 1 you.'

To quote again front Mr. lHamnond's C/iar/h
ani Chapel, " And here it must be distinctly in-
derstood tlîat the instructed ChIurchmam liolds
the priesthood of the laity no less thtan the noi-
coniarmists doas; but that does not prevent oui
recognizing a special order of priests amonîg
Christians. The Jewishi people were a kingdomî
of priests, so that every Jew was a priest, but it
liad its ortier of priests noue the less. (St.
Peter is quoting and St. John referring to tlie
words in Exodus. Sec 1 Pet. ii. 9, and Rev. 1.
1.)

" That general pricsthood didi not exclade a
ministerial priesthood then, why should it do so
now, for the priesthood ofthe clergy is ministe-
rial, not vicarious ? It differs fron that of the
laity, not in kind but in function. All nembers
Of the one body, clergy and laity, are priests,
but "ail niembers have not the gane office." As
in the naturail body, se in the body of Chsist,
every member is not ftle hand or the tongue.
Ail that is claimed for the clergy is that among
the priesti meunbers of Christ tliey arc the toni-
guetoteach, and bless, and consecrate; they are
the hand, to ofr, and break, and distribute in the
Nanie of Christ. No, we do not say that other
Christians are not priests, we only say that
they are not iministers.'

This is what is meant by Mission, and whenuî
those bodies who have not Apostolie orders re-
fer to the Bible, and try and eliaimic the Presby-
terian forai of governnent or tha Congregation-
aIl form i government from the New Testament
record beceause they do not find the territorial
Bishop, this bas really nothing to do witlh it.
It is not the naine or the particalar adjunets of
the office, which niay vary froin tine to time,
but th thing itself-the mission of Christ touhis
Apostles, antd through theni to lis other ap-
pointed mîiaisters--vhieh we maintain to be es-
sential to tlhe truc governient of Chirist's
Chureh according to His will,

I have received a very erefuîlly written book,
written in a fair and loving spirit, witnessing ta
what the Bible really does say on the subject.
