Bovrg MissioN. —On Tueaday tast the Good Fa-
1hers of St. Vincent took their final departure from
this town amidst the tears and lamentstions of the
many who gatbered around them oo the platform of
the Railway Station, anxious to manifest their grati-
tude to their spiritunl benéfactors, and, at the sume
time, receive from them a final Benediction.

Well indeed did tse good Missioners merit this tri-
bute of gratitude from the people of our town, a3
well as from the inhabitanis of the neigkboring par-
ishes. During the entire mon‘kL of May, they labored
with natiring zeal, announcing io simple but eloguent
language, the great truths of Religia, which they
had received commission to teach, bringing back to
ihe sheep that had strayed from it, infusing new life
and spiritual vigour inio all who had come to listen

to their discourses, .
1t was indeed, gladdening to the Catholic heart, to

. witness the impression made by the teaching of the

Vincentian Fathers, and to see that the seed scatter-
ed by them, had produced an abundant haivest, even
before their departure from amosg un3. D+y after
day, from the earliest to the lates: hour, the Catholic
Church of our town, was crowded with the people
of all classes and conditions, anxions to hear the
moving impressive disconrses of the Missionkry Fa.
thers, and to receive from them or from the assiztant
priests, the secraments, of Which they were the dis-
pengers. - .

We cannot presume ‘o form judgment of the in-
terior apiritual works accomplisbed among our peo-
ple during the Mission. As this belongs to God
alone, who searches and looks into the hearts of men;
we may, however, form an estimate from the facis
that have come under our consideration.

During the greater part of the mission time, from 26
to 28 Priests were.engaged from an early bour each
day, bearing confessions, and yet each day they found
themselves unable to finish the work pressing on
them. From nine to ten thousand persous approach-
ed the Holy Communion, many ot them fasting each
dsy tofour or fve o'clock, 1hus afording & prac.
tical evidence of their lively faith and sirong religi-
ounf feeling.

The exemplary Bisbop of our diocess, the Most Rev
Dr. Gillooly, assisted at the Mission, from its com-
mencement to ita close, laboring with Apostolic zeal
to forward the good work. Owing to the judicious

| arrangements made by His Lordship, the work of
! each day proceeded with order and regularity, not-

withstanding tbe large crowds of people in atiend-
ance.

His Lordship held two confiemations in our Church
during the Mission, snd seemed much pleased with
the intelligence and pious demeaccur of the children,
to whom, on both occasions be addressed & beautiful
instruction which seemed to maike a deep impres-
gion.

The faithful and zealons Pastor of our Parish,
Very Rev Monsignor M'Tucker, laboured with more
than ordinary zeal and efficiency in discharging the
manifold duties demanding kis attention, particular-
| 1y as Paator of the Parish. 1o fact his labors com-

menced long before the Missicn, 2 on him devolved
the duty of planning and carryisg out sl the yrepa.
ralory arrangements, on the judicious management
of wLich so much depended. We believe, however,
be has already received the recompeuse, which alone
he ambitioned--thsat of witnessing the bappy success
of the Misslon, and being able to aaticipate aad cal-
culate on spiritual advantages to his parish, resulting
from the Mission. - .

Ouns teature of this succens seemed particalarly to

Eaving regard to
the age of Parlinment, and to'the period of ihbe ses-
sion, this proceeding 1a the Dublin Corporation
migh perhiaps; be looked apon as of a purely formal
cberacter, An expression, however, of opinion, even
if it be nothing more, Bpon & grave malter of publie
poliey, coming from so considerable a representative
body as the Municipa! Council of the melropolis, can
never be treated as mers formality. There i3 no
class of citizens, perhaps, more interested in assert-
ing freedom of University instruction than the class
so fitly and emphatically represented by the Dablia
Corporation —the merosntile aud professional ele-
ment of socisty. Itis from this olement, after sil,
that the aspiranis to University instruction sre, in
the main, recruited ; for it 1@ from this element that
the professions are generally fed. In Ireland there
are few, wo regret 1o 88y, who follow, ag i England
g University courae for the sake of mental calture
ouly, or with & view to the distinction which saccess-
ful University stuiies ars properly deemed to confer
upon even the highest soial rank, If superior in-
struction were cispensed with a3 a qualification
for the civil professions, it would bs in smaller re-
quest, we have little doubt, thar the friends of liberal
siudies could desire. It is to become barristers, aed
pbysicisns, and engincere— to discipliae themselves
for thoge careera by a coursa in asts, and to take out
a certificate of high breeding in the several profes-
gions—that the yonth ot Ireland are sent to the lec-
ture-rooms of the Upiversity by their parents, wha
belung for the most part to- what i3 superciliously,
apd, Wwe may be permitted to add, preposterously
called the middle class. Those in.reland who give
University 1nstraction to their children, without a
view to livelihood in the professions, prefer sending
them to England to uclenrn their patiopality, and to
qualify, most likely, for social relations in the coun-
try of their preference. There are not, we believe,
at tkis moment, two sons of peers, nor very many
more of men of fortune, in the University. That in-
stitution is, in the main, a theological preserve for
the foreign Church Establishment. We trust, of
course, to time to turn it into a common for the [rish
pstion ; but meanwhile, and@ without prejudice to
their rights in that portion of the national property,
the [rish Oathalics are determined upon haviog a
Catholic University, and have shown the earnestuess
oi their determination by centributing the necessary
funds for its endowment. They have done thisin
the neme al’ free education, and it is in the name of
free education only that they can -bope to conduct
their eaterprise to s Euccessiul issue., 1t is not
freedom that they should bs compelled to send
theic children to 8 University like that of
Dublin, whers the religion ia Protestaatl; or
to the Queen’s University, where they are pre-
sumed to have no religion at all. They do not
ask for themselves apything that they are anwilling
to concede to others. Nay, more, the right of incor-
poratiog religion—if they think proper—with supe-
rior iostructiou, which the Irish Catholics demand
for all, already exigts g a privilege for some; and
until its enjoyment be suppressed for all—or extend-
ed to all—there iz neither freedom nor equality in
the educational system of the country. Now, the
Catholic citizen has never, as it happens, been known
to seek tke abrogetion of a right in Ireland; hisone de-
maad is its enlargement. The State Protestantis en-
titled, with the hearty good will of his Catkholic conn;
trymaa, to retein his catechetical lectures, his morn-
ing and evening chapels, and his school of theology
even in & Reformed Univergity of Dublin; or else to
resort, if he think fit, to the. neutral halls of ibe
Queen's Uroiversity where we are far from saying he
will be better paid than taught, but where prizes are
more plenty than competitors. The Catholic, again
who has & taste, natural or acquoi.ed, for bumiliation,
with & prospeci of apestacy, and for rubbing skirts
to sacendancy in the garrison Academy in College-
greer, would still be free, after the establishment of

) a Catholic Univercity, to find his way to the iastruct-

ress of his choice ; or, shouid he prefer, for reasons
we do not seek to question, either the teaching or the
si'ence of the Queen's catablichments, the Catholic
Uciversity would put no restraict, and be intended to
put none, upon his liberty of access to Cork or Gul-
way. The Catholic University means for Irish Ca-
tholics the possibility only, not the necessity or com-
pulsion, of religious edncation. Their brethren hare
it in the United States, in Prussia, in most of the
gmaller German Principalities, where there is a mixed
popalatioa ; in Belgium, in Canade,and in Australia
—-every where, in fine, on British or foreign territory,
Ireland alone excepted, where there exists the reality
or even the pretence, of equal povernment. 1t has
beca the policy hitherto of British rule t0 make the
goveroment of Ireland exceptional ioall things—ex-
ceptionsl! jn Church, exceptional in education, ex.
ceptional in the whale structure of society. Our
duty is to bring back the government of Ireland to
common rules and universal principles—to the rule
of right and the principle of equality ; and until this
be done in education ae in everyihing else, excep-
tional government will keep, as it has made, our
country the moit exceptionally wunprosperous on
earth,— Dublin Evening Pust.

Nothing; therefore, can be
betier than the prospects of the country at the pre-
sent time, for not only is the provision for live stoek
moat ebuniant, but the promise of the potato and
grain crops is in the highest degree encouraging.

cemasancad. It provides that a discharge shall not
free the debtor's future acquired property, ualess his
estute pays five shillings ia the pound, or unless bona
fde creditors to the amourt of three-fourtha of his
debts shall, by writing under their hands, consent
20 an nbsvlute dizcharge by which heshall be raised.
But the real value ot this agt will be that it will
retove Lhe disgrace on cur law of debtor and credi-
tor that 8o long existed—mnsmely, thst an hLonest
debtor in embarrassed circumstance could not abp-
proach tha court to make a fair digtribution of his
property amongst his creditord antil he first became
the icmate of & prison. It.enacts ‘ that, after the
passiog of this act, it shall be lawful for any debtor
against whom sny judgment decree or order shall
have been obtained, or made in any ceurt in Ireland,
either befure or atter a seizure of hi goods angd chat-
tala under the sama, to apply to the Court of Bank-
cuptey and Insolvency in [reland by petition, stat-
ing that be i3 unable to meet his engagements with
his creditors, and that he is ready and wiilicg to
bave ail his real aod personal estate and eHects
vested is the official assignee of that court, to be dis-
trivuted amongat big creditore, and praying that he
may be onutied to the beoefit of the act.” 1t gives
the creditor of o trader & right to petition against
his debtor, and malkes the petitioniog creditor’s debt
twerty peuads.  We understand that, as soon as
the act passes, Messrs. Hodges and Smith will bring
it out, with rules sad directions, in the form of &
sapplement to the last editlon of Mr. Levy's woik
oa bankruptey and insolvency. It will be a most
remarkable circumstance that such a law should be
passed at the same time in England, Ireland, and
France, for in France it was bardly necessary, for,
when a creditor there makes up his mind to arrest
his dobtor and put him in prison, be must aiso be
prepared to support him there, and consequenily ar-
rests for debs seldom occur, —Frecman's Journal.

his earnage, the Prince has declined to call at
the Tuslerses since the return of the Emperor
from Algeria. As Prince Plon-Plon represents
the Libera! acd anti-Catholic party in France,
this incident is of more than domestic 1mportance,
smce it indicates a wide divergence betwixt the
views of the French Liberals, and those of Louis
Napoleon on the Italian Question.

‘We have nothing positive yet as to the result
of the negohations betwixt the Sovereign Pon-
tiff, and the Kung of Sardinia. ~ Many rumors
are afloat, and the general opmnion seems to be
that some kind ot understanding will be come to.
Yet 1t is to be feared that no amicable arrange-
ment will be of lopg duralion. Any cegotialions
that leave to the Pope any real substantial autho-
rity, which do not degrade him from the rankefa
sovereign and an independent Prince to that of a
subject, and which do not place the Church be-
_peath the feet of the swine of the Revolution,
will be unfavorably received by that party to
whiuh Vietor Emmanuel owes all bis popularity
and all bus power. To reconcile bimself with the
Pope means, in bis case, to break with the Re-
volution 3 and this he cannot well afford to do up-
Jets he js prepared to renounce his posttion, as
King of Italy. The Continental news by the last
mails 1s of very little general interest.

* In the United States no events of importance
bave occurred. The evidence and finding of the
Military Commssion bave been submilted to the
Prhsident ; but the latter, with a return to con-
stitutional sestiment, for which we could scarce
have given him credit, besitates to confirm the

The Railroad that s imperatively
needed 10 a military poiat of view, if Canada 15
to be defended, is 2 Railroad on the North shore
connecting Montreal with Quebec, Any system
of defence which does not comprise this North
shore railroad, as well as aa entire system of
canals betwixt the lakesand the ocean, all on the
left bank of the St. Lawrence, is sheer bun-
combe; for as the Official Reports of the En-
gineer officers especially charged with the task
of reporting on the Defence of Canada clearly
state, the whole of Canada on the Yaokee side.
of the river would bave to be abandeped to the
enemy, seeing that it is destitute of all defences
natural, or artifictal.  Under all eircumstaaces
the defence of Canada would be difficult, and
would mvolve great sacrifice ; but that defence
18 impossible—and every one not an idiot must
admit it to be so, until all parts of the Province
are put in communication with one another by
means of railroads and canals, al!, without excep-
tion, and throughout therr entire course, coo-
structed on the left or Canadian bank of the St.
TLawrence. This isa condition sine gua non
and as 1t 13 not provided for, or so mucn as hiat-
ed at in the Morning Post, we do not see that
p a military point of view any good to Canada
has resulted from the Jate conferences betwixt
our Minsterial representatives, and the Imperial
autharities.

For Canada
could nat have many armies in the field, aud but
few reserves from whence to replace the losses
which 2 great pitched battle would under all cir-
cumstauces wfict upon her. Uader all circum-
stances, we say, she would bave to husband her
resources, more especially ber men, since thesc
coutd not easily be replaced; and therefore the
fiest rule to be lawd down for the defence of the
Prowinces is this: That we should npever fight
escept upon ground of our own selection, and
when we could fight with advantage of position;
that we should never in short subject ourselves
to the danger of fghting there and then, where

and when it suited the convenience of the enemy’

that we should fight. But, as we said before,
the projected Intercolonial railroad would, in case
of war, have either to be abandoned or defended.
}f abandoned, i, asd Confederation with the
Tower Provinces, would, from a military pownt
of view, be useless; but if defended, we should
be obliged to fight on the wrong side of the
river, and under circumstances the most propitious
to the enemy, and the most adverse to ourselves ;
under circumstances that would ental the imme-
diate conquest of the entire  Province were
we to meet with a reverse 3 whilst on the other
band, a defeat to the Yankee vaders could by
the latter be easily and promptiy repaired.

By the 2bove we mean pe censure on our
Canadian delegates. We firmly believe that
they bave done thew best for Canada, and we
are also well conviaced that no men could have
done more, If estravagant expectatioss have
been raised by their friends of some great ad-
vantages to be obtained in a military point of
view, lhey have only those Iriends to thank for
any disappointment that may be feit a the small
results of their mission. The fact 15 that since
the defeat of the-Sonth, Canadian independence
of the Umted States must be maintained by
skilful diplomacy rather than by force of arms;
for the disparity of strength betwixt the two
countries, Canada and the United States, 15 so
great, that without a miracle ot devotion on the
part of the people of the frst pamed covotry—
which we do cot expect to witness, its defence in
a military point of view, is almost unpossible io
Canada. Great Britain might fight our batties
successfully on the ocean with ber fleet, but i
the meantime (he enemy would overrun Lhe

Now in the case of the late
Cardinal Archbishop of Westmiaster, even judg-
ing him by bis acts, and by the many trophies of
hes profound learnmg, and zeal in the cause of
Christ which be bas left behind him—it 1s not
pretended that God does actuzlly work such spe-

to anticipate the judgment of the Church, or to:
taice upon himself to declare ihe actval status
the other world, of the departed. But Catho-
lics do believe that,as God is the same to-day as
He was vesterday, so also’ He may employ as in-
struments of good to them the material relics of
one whom they, not without reason, believe to
have been throughout his life on earth a fasthful
and zealous servitor of the Lard.

Tue ProGress or CaNADA AND THE
Unitep Stares.—For some time past we have
been 1n search of statistics by which our readers
could see the real progress Canada and ber rival,
the American Union, are malung in wealth and
population. The official publication of the last
census of the United States supplies the wacet.
From the Globe, we gather full extracts from it,
which we can compare with results ot our own
advancement, and so stnke the balance be-
tween the progress of the rivals. Furst, then,
we learn that the census tables show that the po-
pulation of Upper Canada Is ncreasing at a far
greater rate then the population of the United
States.  In 1850 the population of the
United States and Territories was 23,191,
876. In 1860 it numbered 31,433332 —
an increase of 386 38 per cent in tem years.
In Jaouary, 1852, the population of Upper Cana-
da numbered 962,004, In January, 1862, it in-
creased to 1,456,681 —an iocrease of 53.01 per
cent. . In other words, says the Glabe—* while
the United States have added, in ten years, in
round numbers, thirty-five persons to every hua-
dred of her population, Upper Canada had added
filty-three to every hundred of bers. ’

So much tor Upper Canada. The comparison
daes not, of course, hold so well as regards Lower
Canada ; but even there the States have not so
much to boast of. lIo 1852 the population of
Lower Canada was 890,261, In 1862 it may be
stated to have been 1,138,430—an 1ncrease in
ten years of 27,88 gper cent, agamst the 35.50
per centage increase of the United States. But
taking the increase of Upper and Liower Canada
together agains! the increase of the States, for
the two periods of ten years mentioned, we find
that the increase in population 1 Canada has
been five per cent greater than that in the States !
This is & great result, consilering the gigantic
efforts made by the States to monopolise the
emigration of the world. These figures, it wilt’
be seen, are so far attault, thut they compare the |
progress of the States from 1850 to 1860 against
the progress of Capada from 1852 to 1h62.
But, theo, it must -be borne in mmnd that the emi-
gration to Capada 10 the few years preceding:
1850 was very small, while the emigration to the
 United States for the few years preceding 1862
was large~a state of things which render -total
increased rate of population on the part of Cana-
da all the'mare remarkable.
