The long-expected -Cry: ‘“Drive out
the Hindus!” was heard thiruout the
day and-along the waterfront last night.
The police were' helpless. All authority
was paralyzed, and for hours 500 white
men raided the mills, where the for-
eigners were working, battered down
docrs of lodging-houses and dragging
the Asiatics from their beds «escorted
them to the city limits with orders to
keep going.

The trouble started in a lodging-house
district. .The houses were cleared and
the¢ mob then swept down to the water-
front and mill after mill was vigited,
the white employes joining t moh.
Every Hindu was hustled outside.

Here the police, suggested thaf the
mob victims be taken to jail. This was
hailed with delight, and the Hindus
were hustled along.
few were beaten, the blood-thirstiness
of the mob seemingly bemg satisfled
during the attack on - the lodging-
houses. .

The mob kept up its work along the
waterfront until early this morning,
when Larson’s mill, at Whatcom Lake,
was visited and a-hundred Hindus were
brought in from. there. Four women
were found-:.this morning among the
crowd in the city building. The city

is quiet' to-day, but there is a. strong

undercurrent of opinion which a.ppar-
ently approves the action eof the mem-
bers, and it may be found impossible to
prosecute the leaders.

Racial feeling has played no small
part in the affair. Every day whites
are being replaced in the mills by the
Asiatics. Many instances of women be-
ing' pushed into the gutters .or insuited
on street cars by the foreigners were
also reported. General uneasiness of the
whites is given as a reason for the out-
breaks. The Hindus are all British sub-
fects, and this case is being placed be-
tore the British authorities.

SITUATION IN MOROGLO

This took
pluce about Feb. 1, before Judge M al-
colmson of Wailkerton, when it was dis-
covered that the cross on one of the
ballots had been placed on the line be-
tween “yes” and ‘‘no.” This ballot,
however, was counted in the negative,
or the ground that the cross inelined
slightly towards ‘‘no.” But the inclina-
tion was so slight and perceived with
such difficulty by the ordinary observer
that a magnifying-glass was used to
settle the difficulty. Even then a ma-
jority of precisely 60 per cent. existed
in favor of th A .

| But a very <curious siate of -affairs
was soon after developed. when two
ballot papers, one containing the initials
of the returning officer and the other
the voter's cross, were observed to be
stuck together. It was evident that the
returning officer had handed the voter
two ballot papers so fastened together,
and that neither party was blame-
worthy. The legality  of this ballot,
which voted “yes,” was called in quess
ition and ‘&udge Malcolmson threw M
out, in pursuance of a decision renderp-
ed by Judge McLennan, sitting aséa
single judge as court of appeal in. the
Huron election case.

A Close Margin.

| The result of this ruling was that
!the “bylaw was defeated by precisely
two-fifths of a vote. Sometime subse-
quent the government despatched tele-
grams to the license commissioners
thruout the prevince, requesting them
.not. to {issue licenses whenever' local
option bylaws ‘had  been defeated on
technicalities. “But in this instance the
commissioners granted licenses to three
houses in Teéwater,” with the subse-
quent explanation .that this had been
done before this request reached them.
These licenses will expire on April 30
next, and the deputation wished to ob-
tain from the government, thru Mr.
Hanna, an assurance that no licenses
will be permitted in Teeswater next
vear and afterwards.

They also desired to know whether
the policy of the government in re-
spect to this question generally . was
unchanged.

The deputation maintained that the
Teeswater bylaw had clearly been de-
feated on what was practically a pure
technicality.

In his reply, Hon. Mr. Hanna as-
sured them that this matter would be
cicsely examined.. The complaint made
was really to.the-effect that, altho they
had obtained 60 per cent. of the legal
vote cast, they had been robbed of the
fruite of their victory upon a pure
technicality.

The Government Policy.

The policy of the government upon
the entire question at issue was in no
respect changed. The instructions men-
ticned did not come from his depart-
ment, but were decided upon by the
cabinet as a whole, and altho they had
no power over the commissioners it was
their duty as a government to- replace
any commissioners who might be
citrant by commissioners who
carry out their wishes.

The de-
spatcher said that the regular would
take up more fime in stops.

He said he did not give the train its
running orders between Markdale and
Orangeville. The sheet showed that
the train left Mellville at 9.13, apriv-
ing at Caledon Junction at 9.20, a dis-
tance of five miles. The witness sald
that the figures might not-be accur-
ate. He refused. to be tied up to
these figures on his sheet, saying that
they might be {naccurate. Shown a
time card he said, “You can’'t rely
on those figures, either.” It ' was
shown that all along the line his spe-
clal was beating the running times of
the regular fast train.

The accident was 3.56 miles from
Caledon Station. At Orangeville the
train was ‘ordered to run an hour
late, leaving only five minutes to make
up to reach Toronto, a distance of 45
miles The special made up the five
minutes betwesn Orangeville and
Caledon, leaving Caledon on time.

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. THE CALEDON MOUNTAIN TRAGEDY.

The néwspapers that generally do the work of apologizing for the
' railways are already busy in- connection with the Caledon Mountain acci-
dent. They are advancing theories_and guesses, and finally concluding
that there is no accounting for the accident. = Had not these journals
better wait until the facts are elicited before settling on a verdict or a
clearance? For instance, it has been announced by one railway authority,
and contradicted by another, that the train was running at great speed at
the time of the accident. Which was righta

What the public want, and what the law officers of the country
must insist upon, is the production of the time-table arranged for the ex-
cursion train in question, and also the actyal running of the train itself on
the day of the accident. When did the train actually leave its northern
end; how long was it getting to the next station, and at what speed did it
run; how long was it delayed at the several stations before the accident
occurred, and what speed was made between the several stations, as shown
by the despatcher’s books, and the actual orders in the hands of the men
who were responsible for the train? All these are matters of record—of
exact record—and the coroner and the crown authorities must see that
these records are produced. In a word, the probe must be put good and
deep into the train despatcher’s office and all connected therewith.

Furthermore, witnesses must be produced to give, as far as they can,
their own experience:of the actual delays at each station; and whether the
station agents had any assistance on the day in question to handle the
rush of people, and what was the character of this assistance. Also,
whether the public were able to buy tickets as fast as they wanted to buy
them, ard whether there was any delay in order that the public might

* buy tickets, and whether, in consequence of several such delays, any

kind of order was issued to “hustle the train to make up for lost time.”

We do not want theories, but we want these facts brought out, and
eyery despatcher and station agent and operator along the several points
put in the box to tell his full story. Before these men tell their stories
the whole ground should be gone over by half-a-dozen special officers
detailed for that purpose by the attorney-general. ~ The Ottawa railway
commission and its officers, who are supposed to intervene! in cases of
this kind, ought also to have every detail -of this kind ready for presenta-
tion to Ehe minister of railways and to the coroner’s jury.

The World again comes back to the question, why the two great
railways that have such extensive systems in the Province of Ontario,
and who do such an enormous business in the Province of Ontario, and
whe get the main bulk of their revenues from the Province of Ontario,
see fit to ignore this province altogether in the way of their engine and car-
building and gencral construction works. One would think that in a
province where they got so much business they would be disposed to es-
tablish engine shops and car-building shops and switch-building plants,
and all the other industries that go with railroad management; but, for
some reason or other, this province has been deliberately ignored. Why?

The government of Ontario, the Prime Minister of Ontario, and
every member of the legislature has good reason for asking this question—
and they are well within their rights in asking it in the legislature. If no
satisfactory answer can be given, if this railway policy has been adopted
by way of retaliation, as we have heard it sai than once, it is well
that, the people of Ontatio should know the fact, because the people of

* this province are able, thanks to the sovereign Jowers possessed by their
legislature, to protect themselves. They have a\reat engine of self-de-
fence in the power of taxation, and they have alsothe right of enforaing
the railway and criminal laws of this country.

There is a general impression that the railway magnates in Montreal
regard the people of this province as cranks becausd it is maintained that
the public have some rights, and because we think-that if we have streets
which the railways wish to cross they must only be crossed on conditions
to which the people themselves are a consenting party. In the eyes of
these railway magnates, it is a crime to insist on any kind of: respect for
these public rights. 'We have often been told in Montreal that Toronto
was set apart for punishment because, some years ago, she made the Cana-
dian Pacific/pay for use of the Don improvement. All these are quite
interesting things to know, and if so, they can be brought out quite easily
by the Ontario Government and in the legislature.

And do not let anyone for a moment forget that it is the people of
Ontario who eventually have to pay for these railroad accidents. The rail
Way magnates say that the accidents cannot be prevented; that they are -
an unavoidable part of running a road, and therefore they ought to be
charged up to the traffic. In other words, the traffic, which means the
people, must pay not only for the traffic itself, but also for the destruc-
tion of railway property, trains, engines, tracks and the like, and also that
the people must pay for the loss of life. If, for instance, the companies
have to pay $10,000 for each life they destroyed in the recent accident,
they have a right to charge it up to traffic, and, as a matter of fact, every
loss of this kind is charged to the people.

noon fhere appeared good- prospecti
Of a clearing up, and, tho the after-|
noon was dull and dismal, there was,
né further demonstration ‘of the ele-
ments.

But the truce was broken about 6.30
p.m.,. when the rain started in with
great vigor, and as the minutes pass-
ed, the briskness of the shower in-
creased, until it became evident that
there was little likelihood of the even-
ings performance being carried out.
‘Af the outset the grand stand was;
comfortably filled, but there at once
began a steady exodus, thousands- not
waiting . to learn whether the enter-

tainmment would be proceeded with or:

what compensation the management
might have to offer. The Body Guards’
Band, stationed in the grand stand,
dispensed popular airs .as a means of
staying the outpour, but the rain, chill
air, made the family fireside appear
decidedly attractive, and by the time
the performance .was definitely declar-
ed- off. the crowd had been consider-
ably reduced. However, rain checks
were issued, and the advice .given that
these who wished to get their money
back might do so by presenting them-
gelves at the adnrinistration building.
Many retained these tickets, but many
more, who could not command oppor-
tunity to wisit the fair again, obtained
guarters in exchange.

It was estimated by the management
that the rain lost at least $5000 to the
exhibition in grand stand _receipts,
while the admission fees to the grounds'
would have beén some thousands of
dellars. heavier., Not for years, when
Lord Strathcona opened the fair, had!
it heen necessary to ‘take such action,
and the showing for 1907, while muca
ahead financially of previous years,
will suffer materially.

Despite " the depressing atmogphere,
the grounds presented an animated
appearance during the- afternoon. Our
cousins from beyond the border were
present in goodly force, and iheir ex-
uberance of spirits, which is their na-
tural birthright, was superior to: cli-
matic conditions.

The administration building was a
__decidedly busy spot up to about 9.30
p.m. There was a great rush to ‘‘cashj
in,” and the scene was reminiscent of
a run on a bank.
