No Brewery Licenses Issued.

Sir Henri Joly, In answer to Mr.

Those Telegraph Companies.

Col. Prior brought up the matter of the
Northern Commercial Telegraph Compaiy,

haa granted charters to these companies,
and bad encouraged Mr. Roach, the promot-
er of the former company, Lo go on with the
work, when be applied to the Minister of
Railways last October, and yet had allowcd
the Minister of Public Works to commence
the construction of a Government line to
Dawson, which would practically kl!l both
companies. He also charged the Govern-
ment with supplying part of the,(-m'ms

ndence, as two letters from the Premier,
which he read, were not included in the re-

turn.

. Blair explained that the
Gg":e?'nmxl: was very anxious to have t'ele-
graphic communication established with
Dawson City, and when approached by Mr.
Roach in October he did pot hesitate to en-
courage him, but told him the project must
be taken up in a businesslike way nnd‘
pushed. Nothing more was beard of tht
Northern Commercial Company until n{(e.
the announcement was made that the Gov-
ernment would build the line itself. The
letters written to Mr. Roach were confiden-
tial.and their publication by him in the
London press showed he was untrost-
worthy and no gentleman.

A Vigorous Denunciation.

8ir Charles Tupper, in 2 vefy vigorous
speech, strongly denounced the Govern-
ment’s policy and claimed that action ot
the Government in first encouraging the
company and then starting a line of their
own wonld seriously affect the credit of
Canada in the PBritish money market and
deter investors from embarking in Cana-
dian enterprises.

The Premier Rends the Letters.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier explained that the
twn letters omitted from the return were
private letters from himself, but he bad no
objection to reading them and he did so.

Dealing with the merits of the case, he
gaid that the idea of the Opposition seen-
ed to be that the public interests should
have been sacrificed for the henefit of the
company. He tbought otherwise. He de-
tailed the circumstances of the case, say-
fng that Mr. Roach’s scheme fnvolved the
laying of a cable, which would land on
what was claimed as United States teryi-
tory and he thought the people of Canaila
would support him in preferring an all-

Mensles Not New,

This matter of measles Is not new to a
camp of instruction, as The World ascer-
tained yesterday, The dnfection is conveyed
by means of the Government blankets, that
are issued, a pair to each man. It is a/
strange, but real fact, that measles have
broken out in every camp for years past,
and presumably from the same cause.

The tradition Is that the blankets of omne;
camp are sent to Stanley Barracks, and
there washed out on the broad common.
The solution used is sulphur.
every medical man knows, is not efficaclous
in destroying measles ﬂeﬂns: though thon-
sands of housewives all over Canada set
zgoat store by the supposed virtues of sul-
dhur, :

Proper Disinfection Needed.

If the health of the volunteers and of
their relatives is to be safe-gnarded, some
stringent measures must be lnstltuted. The
most radical and wisest, though doubtless
expensive mode, would be to burn the
blankets, hut.t‘!u would not meet with
general approval, ‘There is another mode,
1t is to wash the blankets in bi-chloride of
mercury, and to wash them thoroughly.
"his poison will suddenly put an end to
the germ’s career, and ectually stop his
devastating course.

The experiment has been tried in this case
with success. Forty or 50 blankets, takea
from the tents where the infected soldicrs
were found, were washed in a 1-in-2500
golution of bi-chloride of mercury. The
tents thems lves were fumigated with sul-
phur. These 40 or 50 blankets are ef-
fectually r*d of the measles, but what of
the others?

Who ean tell if some of the blankets used
in other tents of the 31st, and of the 39th
Batt. are not saturated- with mensles
germs? The blankets used by the first camp
are now belng used by the present camp.
They had not been washed during the in-
terval, and no one will accnse the measies
germs of being shortlived. Would it be sur-

rising to. find them hop u ifn other

lankets, in other battalions, in this camp?
Where Did They Come From ?

Then comes the question, Where did these
measles germs come from? Did they enter
ecamp during the first eamp for the first
time? It is thought not. It is suppo
that they have becn lying Inactive, and for
o]l iIntents and pu s dormant for
years., 'They have gone through, perhaps,
three or fonr traditional washings, and bob-
bed np serenely every time, only to get thely
work in during the last camp. This is
not their first camp, by a good deal.

It takes hut a moment’s reflection to per-
celve how far-reaching this matter 1s. The
soldler who gets sick in camp 1is easlly
taken eare of; but, suppose one does not
feel the work of the germ till he gets home:
then there ix a whole family, psrhaps a
whole community. exposed to the disease.

In view of these facts, more caustic mea-
sures are required fo smmr out the germs
that have heen having it all their own way
for now a long time.

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THE RAILWAY PASS ABUSE,
The Winnipeg Tribune of the 17th inst.
comments favorably on the working of the
anti-pass law of the State of Wisconsin.
1t thinks the outlook for similar legislation
io Canada need not be regarded as hope-
less, “There is an awakening the country
over,” says The Tribune, “on the question
of this doubtful influence, and an auti-pass
law such as that submitted at this ses-
sion of the House of Commons will not al-
ways be refuted by an overwhelming major-
ity of the members.” The editor of The
Tribune, Mr. Richardson, is a member of
Parliament, and on the pass question he
knows whereof he speaks. It is to be
boped he will personally follow the good
example advocated in his journal, and re-
fuse to accept passes from rallway corpor-
ations, He certainly is not obliged to
violate his political consclence by accept-
ing them. We notice that he sneers at
Sir Charles Tupper as being a loyal friend
of the corporations. If Mr, Richardson
will look up the debates that occurred in
the House three or four years ago in cou-

while accepting rallway passes, he will
find Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Sir Richard
Cartwright, who were then in Opposition,
put themselves on record as favorable to
abolishing the rallway pass abuse, Now,
when they are in office, however, they do
nothing to give effect to their views, The
abuse is as rampant as ever,

The distribution of passes to members
of Parliament is not confined to the big
rallway corporations, Suburban electric
and city street rallway corporations have
favors to ask occasionally from Parlisment,
and a book of passes is supposed to be a
fitting introduction between these corpora-
tions and the members of Parliament who
have it in thelr power to grant or refuse
such favors. A most contemptible species
of petty bribery was the distribution to
members recently of a book of passes by
the Ottawa Electric Kaflway Company,
which controls the street rallway franchise
of the Capital. Each mewmber was given
a little book, bound in leather, containing
82 tigkets of admission to the Auditorium
at Vietoria Park, and 64 tickets for trans-
portation to and from the park.* The Otta-
wa Electric Rallway Company has been a
frequent applicant for legislation from the
Dominfon Parliament eithér on its own ac-
count or to prevent other roads from get-
ting an entrance to the eity. The Ottawa
Rallway Company may well distribute favor
to the members. It is only a few weeks
ago that the company was successful in
killiug off a rival company, which asked
from Parliament power to construct a
bridge at Bank-street. Not a single argu-
ment could be adduced to show why the
application should not be granted, but the
Ottawa Raflway Company had worked the
members of the committee so effectually
that the application was refused. There
never was a greater perversion of the pub-

lic interest than in the refusal of the com-
mittee to allow this bridge to be built.
The petty bribery resorted to by the Otta-
wa Raflway Company is an insult to the
country. But a greater shock to the peo-
ple is the fact that this petty bribe or
some other inducement seems to have fur-
nished members of Parliament with argu-
ments which otherwise were wanting.

The plebiscites showed
only 44 per cent. of the electors voted, and
21 per cent, of those who voted were
against the proposed, measure, One impor-
tant Provipce gave an overwhelming ina-
Jority against prohibition. He did not think
that the Government had a mandate from
the country for legislation of that kind.

Rey. Dr. Lyle sald that it is a question
whether prohibition legislation at present
is advisable, and It is a'so questionable
whether there is Scriptural teaching to sup-
port the prohibition argument. It Is one
thing, he said, for a professing Christian
to refrain from the use of liquors, lest the
encouraging of drinking might become a
stumbling block to some person else, but a
different thing to legislate as to the free
will of a large section of the community.

The Government Condemned.

Walter Paul of Montreal sald the com-
mittee did not censure the Government
severely enough, but he did not blame Mr.
Charlton for trying to shield the Laurier
Govermment, of which he Is an ardent sup-
porter, as an ardent prohibitionist, a strong
Presbyterian and a stannch Reformer,
