duty on some styles of rails, but he had .

been assured that wnen those styles
were made the duty would be imposed.
He had spent $10,000,000 on his rail
mills. These mills necessitated a daily
expenditure of $25,0C0 to vield a daily
product of 500 tons of rails. When
these mills resumed he would be able
tuv pruduce all the rails Canada would
need.- At present, however, he had not
sold a ton of rails. Could he keep the
mill going, it was as well equipped as
any mill on earth, but he had to fight a
wage scale that was three times as
great as that in existence in Great
Britain and Germany.

WHERE SCOPE OF COMMISSION I8 LIMITED.

Inquiry among ‘.Consm'va.'ivcs shows a gcod deal of dissatisfaction with
the terms of the commission issued by the government. In the first place
the recital of Mr. Gamey's charges is not regarded. as complete. Gamey
charged not only Mr. Stratton but other members of the adminisiration
with a guilty knowledge of the corruption to which e referre¢d. He als»
said that there were three means of corruption employed: the money; the
offer of patronage, and the withdrawal of the election petitica. 'The view
fjiken by the opposition is that there i(fould be a special act of the iegisla-
tures authorizing the issue of the commission to enquire into the Gamey
chatges. It is felt that the statute under wh.ch the government is procfed-
ing is not wide emough and will result as'crie gentleman said, in a hobbled
commissibn. The commission as framed declares Uiat no witness shall be
excused from answering incriminating questions, but it is probable that this
section is uiira vires. It would be an act of legislation by the government
instead of by the legislature.

The act should provide for the appointment of three judges instead of
two, so that upon any question relating to the admissibility ¢f evidence or
any other matter there would be no danger of disagreement.

The commission should be armed with all the powers possessed by the
High Court of Jurtice in regard to enforcing the attenrdance of witnesses,
ccmpelling the production of documents, issuing commissions to examine
witnesses abroad and vnunishing contempt of court.

But even these powers are not regarded as wide enocugh to cover the
necessities of thé case. It is felt that the commissioners ought to have 23
ample powers as are vested in tie Committee of Privileges and Elections.
Generally the feeling is that no testimony relevant to the case should be ex.
ctided on technical grounds.

There should be very strict provision to compel the attendance of wit-
nesses and to compel them to tell all they know. No witness should be ex-
cused from answering any questions put to him on the ground that the answer
would tend to ineriminate iim, but on the other hand witnesses should be
protected by a declaration that no incriminating evidence could be used
against him in any criminal proceeding. Of course witnesses guilty of per-
jury before the judges ought not to be protected in this way. '

Another thing which might probably prevent a full inquiry would be the
raising cf the point that Ministers of the Crown or heads of ihe departments
are not obliged to produce privileged documents. Such an objection might
be taken on the ground that the production of state papers wculd be preju-
dicial to the public interest. The commissioners should be empowered to
compel the production of such documents, but they gfiould also ve all@wed
to prevent anv greater publicity being given to them than is necessary for

Dr. Goldwin Smith, the eminent
British autherity on all things par-
linmentary, last night discussed the
terms of commission laid ou the
table of the House by Premier Ross.
Dr. Smith in his statement to The
World was much opposed to the
course of procedure  proposed by
the Premier.

The table—covered. of course, with
green baize—marked off by gold lines
into 36 squares, each square being
stamped with a numeral corresponding
with the compartments of the wheel
The player wishing to back a certain
number places his coin on that num.-
bered square on the cloth. Or, if de-
desired he can put his coin on the line
between two numbexs, and thus back
both; or on a line of three, backiig
all three; or even on a column of a
dozen' at once. He may also bet’ on
whether the winning number will he
red or black; pair or impair (equal or
unequal); and manque or passe .(be-
low No. 18 or above No. 18).

If the player has backed a single
number and that number wins, he re-
ceives 36 times his stake. In backing
two numbers, ore of which wins, the
player receives 17 times his stake.
And so on. Obviously,the chances are 336
to 1 against any single number turning
up. So none but the reckless gambler
backs one number at a time. The
safest things to bet on are the
‘‘chances simples” (red or black. etc.),
in which, if he win, the playerfgets
back twice his stake—that is to say,
he bets at “evens.”

Six thousand franes (£240) is _the
highest bet accepted by the administra=-
tion. Obviously this “upward !mit”
rule safeguards them against ruin, for
a reckless millionaire might otherwise
break the bank any day. As it is, the
stories of breaking the bank are all
myths. Once or twice a table has run
sHort of money and a few minutes’
delay has occurred hefore a further
supply of gold and notes could be
brought up from the strong rooms in
the basement. But the Casino, as a
whole, has never had to close its doors.
Nor is such an event-ever likely to
take place in the future as long as the
gambling is run on its mathematically
perfect lines, and as long as fools con-
tinue to patronize the place at all.

Trente-et-quarante, the only other
game played at Monte Carlo, is an
entirely different method of-gambling.
The croupier deals out two rows of
cards—called respectively the ‘‘noire”
row and the ‘“‘rouge” row—and that in
which the pips, when added 1p,
amount most nearly thirty wins.
The lowest bet accepted at the trente-
et-quarante tables is 20 francs, and
the highest is 12,000 francs (£480).
All stakes must be divisible by 20. The
players bet at evens.

A curious point which must strike
every visitor to the Salles des Jeux is
the presence of hanging oil lamps as
illuminants immediately above each
table. These were”originally fitted up
in consequence of a daring attempt at
theft awhich was perpetrated by a gang
of men, who arranged to turn off the
gas at the metre, and plunder the
rooms and their occupants in the lark-
ness. The plan was partially success~
ful, and the Casino officials have
eschewed gas ever since. Oil iamps

Their: Belief in
“luck” and “inspiration” is =0 deeply
rooted that they twould sooner stake at
haphazard than follow rules, Conse-
quently, they nearly always lose their
money.

They everyone betted systematically,
which resulted in the bank's gains be-
ing reduced to a minimum.

But is it really possible ‘to invent a
satisfactory *system” of playing such
a game of sheer chance as roulet?
Well, that is a matter of opinion. The
bank, as has been proved by math&-
matical . calculations, has 37 chances
to the players J36. This is, after all, a
small margin. Obviously, a very large
i business must be done before there is
any appreciable profit. Further, the
bank works under the disadvantige
of being compelled to. accept every
stake offered it—within the limit—
whereas the player néed not bet at
all, or can alter the size of his bets at
{ will. The experienced gambler reduces
| his stake if he loses, and increaSes it
if he wins.

Yyou a brief review of the situation fronf
the standpoint of our Association.
‘“Permit us‘to preface these remarks
with a word regarding our organization
and its attitude towards the question at
issue.
Represents Enormous Capital,
“With a inembership of 1218, repre-
Benting as many factories, with an in-
vested capital of more than $400,000,-
000, and employing many thousands of,
amechanics, we are entrusted with lay-
ing before you the interests of the
manufactufing industries of . Canada,
which have now become so important a
part of our Dominion. In presenting
these, we have in view one cnject, viz.,
the advancement of the welfare of our
country by the arrangement of a fiscal
policy that will prove beneficial alike
o the Canadian manufacturer, farmer
and workingman, and to the general
elfare of the whole Dominion.
Non-Political Organization,
.. “We are a national, non-political,
business organization. Your govern-
ment has had opportunity during recent
years for observing the important work
which has been carried on through our
offices, affecting almost every impert-
ant trade question of the day, and how
the thought and experience of our
members have been brought to bear
upon these important questions in the
earnest desire that we might assist the
governing bodies in our Dominion to-
mwards keeping pace with the needs of
wur country. :
Sphere of Tariff Question.
“For some time past we have urged
that in the iriterests of Canada, her
tariff question should be removed en-
rirely from politics, and be viewed as
@& national business problem. As time
passes, and the tariff wars of nations
enultiply, we are more than ever con-
winced that in this we are correct; and
wwe believe it to be the duty of the

®overnment. of the day, irrespective of |

mny party watcnword or tradition, to
@mmediately adopt that policy which
will best defend the interests- of our
witizens, and not only secure for Can-
wda the development of her vast resour-
wes, ‘but preier\'e and foster within our
bordersg theke great industries which
wrovide - industrial opportunities for
sher people. :

“In recommending an immediate and
®eneral revision of the tariff, this is our
®ole purpose, and we believe we need
wo other.

General Revision Necessary,
* *Six years have now elapsed since a
general revision was made. During
that time Canada and her resources
have come to be better known, and
the rapid development of a young
wountry such as ours, démands n
weriodical revision in order to
meet the changes in our Iindustrial
conditions, which are becoming
more marked with emch succeeding
year, And further while we appreciate
the importance of tariff stability, we
are certain that you will agree thag
our own invested capital, the interests
of our employees, and our desire for
the general prosperity of our country
wid forbid any recommendations on
. our part which might prove detrimental
to the. welfare of all concerned.

“Permit-us then, to call to your at-
‘tention, in addition to what we Zave
already pointed out, a few general con-
ditions which are affecting us seriously
at the present time, and which afford
mnanswerable arguments for general
gariff revision.

United States Domination.

“Our most natural market, gecgraph.
Ycally—the United States—is meeting
us in every branch of industry, and
at every opportunity with a clos:¢
door. Even in products
svhere we might expect to produce for
their consuming millions, they pur-
chased from us last year enly $8,000,-
000 worth, while our scattercd
less protected population of 1-15 their
number, patronized their -farmers to
the extent of $25,000,0(). Nor does
khe difference in our tariffs affect us
#n this respcet alone.

Tarifi Too Low,

“The Canadian tariff, in many items,
Is so low, and the methods of competi-
#tion and undervaluation of our United
States competitors are s> successful |
that they are able to supply a large!

i fering to-day from the competition of |
the British manufacturer, with his tre-
mendous output, and his cheap.r cap- !

“This grievance is aggravated by the
fact that the preferential provisions ave |
taken advantage of by manufacturers
of Germany and other count:ies, who
have their goods practically trans-
shipped from Britain, and thus obtain
a preference in our matkets, which |
they are not entitled to—a preference
which is nothing short of an inju tice
to the manufacturers of this country.

Prefer Sister Colonies,

“We are desirous that Great Britain
and our sister coloniés should still be
glven a preference in this market, but
who will defend. the Canadian govern-
{ment in continuig that preference |
i to the detrinent of Canadian capital |
and workingmen, especially when the
| Canadian producer receives no compea= |
sating preference in the markets of |
Great Britain?

Our Position To-Day,

From this brief outline, the whole
situation in Canadian Industrial -~ de-
| velopment is apparent. Many of our
|industries have been comparatively
prosperous during recent years. Thi !
has been due largely to the abnormal |
prosperity which the world at large has
enjoyved, the partial protection afforded !
by the present tariff, the growing ¢x-
cellence of the products of Canadian
’fa('torics. and specially to the fact that |
| the demands of the United States
market, where industries are encourag-
ed have taxed the output of the 17nit-
ed States manufacturers to its fullest
capacity. This home demand has heen
S0 great that recognizing the import-
ance of their own market they have |
| sacrificed their export trade, and speak=

| tention largely to their own country.
' It is a Porsistent Straggle.
But even in spite of this, it is quite
":lear that any ground gained by the
manufacturers of Canada has been
only by persistent struggle, and in face
of the keenest competition from the
United States, Great Britain, Germany
{and other countries. If such has been
| our experience during a period of pros=
perity, what may we. expect when
’depression comes and our manufaciur-
| ers are forced to compete against those
[guiganuc aggregations of capital which
l control the specialized industries of the
| United States, and which, as our im-
| ports prove, have aready changed the
trend of business in many lines of
! manufacture. It is quite true that .
some of our most important industries
lare suffering to-day; but even those |
| which are enjoying a measure of pros=- |
| perity look into thé future with zrave '
apprehension, knowing by experizn.-e
i the ruin which will certainly sweep
| over us when the wave of prosperity
| begins to subside and the first signs
of a depression are felt in the great
republic to the south.
Signs of the Time. 1

“That this change is not far distant |
has already been pointed out by some |
of the highest commercial :\uthorltiesl
and some of the keenést minds in the
United States. |

“In view of all these facts, we believe |
it our duty to sound the note of warn-.
ing in Canada, and we believe that
only a careful revision of the tariff
can protect in any degree, the industrial
interests of our country, if such (cn-
ditions arise.

Defence of Home Industries,

“While the reasons already cited re-
fer more specifically to the needs of |
the manufacturing industries of our
land, it is the earnest desire of our
association that those tariff items af-
fecting the products of our farms, cur
| mines and our fisheries, shculd also
| be revised from the same national
| business standpoint, and such changes
i made as will insure to Canadian pro-
i ducers the adequate defence of their
industries in the home market.

““We then humbly pray that your
honorable government will give to us
Your worthy assurance that this most
important question will receive vour |
valued attention during the coming
session of parliament and that you will
take such steps as are necess: 'y to-
wards bringing about the changes |
which are so necessary."” :

His medical
examination proved that he was In perfect
physical health; but he was obliged to sub-
mit to vaccination before being admitted
to the contingent. He had a sore arm
until he returned, and his physical condi-
tion was In [no way improvea by the in-
troduction of the lywmph.
