OT‘I‘AWA, May 14.—(Special.)—The
finance minister tabled to-day the ab-
stract of statements of insurance com-
panies in Canada for 1907. |

It shows that the total amount of
life insurance effected in Canada dur-
ing the year was §$90,854;482, a de-~
crease of $4,1568,723 as compared with
1906, but a falling off nearly ten mil-
licns as compared with 1905.

To the decrease for 1907 as compar-
ed with the preceding year Canadian
companies contributed $179,937; British
companies $970,683, and American com-
panies $4,158,723. i

The premium income of the life in~
surance companies shows, however, an
increase of $782,586, the total being
$23,147,042, as against $22,364,456 In
1906.

The increase of premium income of
the Canadian companies was $873,804,
while the income of British companies
from their Canadian busineéss decreas-
ed $13,910, and that of American com-
panies decreased $75.298.

TRe net amount of 'life ihsurance 1in
force at the end of the year was $689,-
324,506, an increase of $33,063,606 as
compared with 1906. 2To this net in-
crease Canadian companied contribut-
ed $29,708,877 and British| companies
$688,242, while the insurance ‘'in force
in American companies shows a fall-
ing off during the year of | $1,252,659.

Canadian companies paid|during 1907
in death claims $4,690,000, and in ma-
tured endorsements $1,168,085. British
companies paid $769,330 in death claims
and $527,425 in endorsements. Ameri-
can companies paid $2,520,389 in death
claims and $1,116,952 in enddrsements.

"The fire insurance companies receiv-
ed 88,595,041 for premiums, and paid
for losses $5,894,959.

COPENHAGEN, May 14.—The com-
mittee having the matter in hand to-
day presentad to Kiung Frederick a re-
port containing its recommendations

for the regulation of the future rela-
tions between Denmark and Iceland.
The committee is composed of mem-
bers of the Damish and Iceland par-
llaments, and it was appointed at the
time of his majesty’s~visit to Iceland
last year. The report is accompanied
by a draft of the new law to govern
these relations. The bill to bring this
law into being, which must be approv-
ed by both parliamen.s, constitutes Ice-
land “a free, autonomous and inde-
pendent country united to .Denmark
by a common king and common inter-
est, and forming with Denmark a state
federation—the United Danish Em-
pire.”
If the bill passes King Frederick will
be entitled to call hivuself King of Den-
mark -and King of Iceland. Various
concessions have been granted to Ice-
land, giving a greater degree of inde-
pendence.

Hunter Brings Motion Before
the Management Committee.

HEAVY INSURANCE LOSSES.:

$200,000,000 Went. Up in Smoke
3 United States Last Year.

NEW YORK, May 14—Speaking of
the burning of the schoolhouse at 'Col-
linwood, . a. suburb. of Cleveland, In
which . nearly 200 children lost their
lives, President ' Burcheil--of the  Na-
tional Board of ‘Fire Underwriters, to-

day said it is but another of many
instances where the -interests of the
underwriters are linked with the pub-
lic welfare.

“Such examples as that and the burn-
ing of the Iroquois Theatre at Chica-
go,” said he, ‘‘make It nothing short
of criminal for municipalities to go on
under the old methods when the rem-
edy lies ‘in adequate building laws
rigidly enforced.” .

The underwriters met in annual con-
vention here to-day. Statistics pre-

FEWER ACCIDENTS—AND WHY

When Traffic isi Reduced, the Casual-
ties Are Lessened.

WASHINGTON, * May 14.-In its
quarterly bulletin on railroad accidents
for the months of October, November
and December, the interstate commerce
commission ‘has -discovered - that the

way to reduce the number of casual-
ties is to reduce the traffic.

To the falling off in freight and pas-
senger movements, ‘“which began last
autumn on practically. every railroad
in the country,” the commission as-
cribes the reduction in deaths, acci-
dents, derailments, etc. .The list of
train accidents notable by their mag-
/nitude, the commission finds, which
has heretofore been 0f considerable
length in each quarter, is “now happily
reduced.”

The total number of casualties re-
ported_for the three months stated,
ending ‘Dec. 31, 1907, is given at 20,465—
1099 killed and 19,366 injured. This
shows a decrease of 338 in the num-
ber of killed and 148 in sthe number
injured, as compared with! the number
reported during the same period one
year ago.

The total number of. collisions and
derailments in the quarter now under
review was 3964—2094 collisions and 1871
derailments, of which 337 collisions and
202 derailments affected passenger
trains. The damage to cars, engines
and roadways by these accidents
amounted to $2,962,470. i

CROP CONDITIONS IN YORK CO.

Much of the Seed Unsown and Farm-
ers Grow Anxious.

Thruout the length and breadth of
York County the feeling at the prese;nt
time is, among the farming community
at least, not one of extreme optimism.
The almost unprecedented lateness Of
the season, coupled in many parts with
the great scarcity of fodder, is giving
ground for serlous.misg'ivings. Thru
the Townships of Scarboro, Markham
and York considerable graip yet re-
mains to be sown and the heavy rains
of last night will still further greatly
delay seeding operations. Not- in a
score of years has vegetation of 'all
kinds been so gackward;_and while no
especial alarm “is felt with respect to
the final outcome, the immediate out-
look is ‘not generally regarded as re-
assuring. , 5 :

The heavy rains within thé past fort-
night have on the high. lands caused
‘heavy washouts, while the lower fields,
where under draining was not followed,
out were flooded and;in many.  coSes
were, when practicable, will  be Te-
sown. .

Fall wheat, tho very rank, has for
the most part -come thru the-winter
well, 'as  have the spring seeds, - and
these only require fine warm weather
to ensure a rapid growth. /

But. it is the comparative scarcity of
grass which is. ca the greatest
concern. The grain Cfrop of last year
was in the yield of both grain and
straw notably small, and it was only
by most rigid economy in’ feeding that
the average farmer, thruout York Co.
was enabled to make ends meet. That
no real serious hardships have so far
been brought to light speaks volumes
for the thrift of the farming commun-
ity. Up thru the higher lands of Whit-
church, King, Georgina and Gwillim-
bury Townships seeding is rather more
adyvanced, but the vegetation there as
here is backward in the extreme.
