Trus-
tee Hodgson also opposed the appoint-
ment and said that a position should
be given to-a ratepayer. He also stated
he believed her husband was a teacher
and her son in the employ of the board.

This was an action on a pro-
missory. note.-in.which the bank and
the trustee of the creditors were suing
under pledge. He quoted the follotv-
ing sectfon from the Bank Act of Can~
ada: “A bank shall not either directly
or indfrectly purchase or deal in ‘or
lend money or make advances upon
security or pledge of any shares of-
its own stock.,” It was, therefore, ins
stead of being a question of " dltra
vires, one of absolute statutory prow
hibition against dealing ‘with stock,
thus making it an illegal contract.

In answer to a quéstion from' his
lordship, Mr. Nesbitt “said 'the bank
could recover from Mr. Stewart, who
put the money out illegally, and those
directors who authorized the advance
of the money He maintained, how-
ever, that the directors’ story was the
only censistent one.

“Take the case of Mr. Allan,” he
said, “whe is an old man and who was
treated so cruelly. To my mind that
was a wicked transaction. He comes
home from England in a delicate state
of health and is induced to sign these
notes, and one cannot help but belleve
his story was true and that he did not
wholly realize what he' was doing.”

He further asked, “Why should these
unfortunate directors, having no know-
ledge of what was done, be mulcted
for $60,000 each unless a proper case
is «nade qut against them of guilty
knowledge and payment out in breach
of trusteeship.”

Mr. Bicknell, counsel for the plain-
tiff, Curator Stavert, claimed in argu-
ment that Mr. Stavert was the bona
fide holder of the notes and that the
directors. committed a breach of trust
in buying its own' stock, and were,
therefore, responsible for the amount
of the money sc diverted.

“None of these individusls can  sef
up that they bought the stock for-the
bank,” said 1. F. Hellmuth; acting for
the bank. “They created the transac-
tion; they cannot now plead it was an
illegal one. .THe instant they took the
stock in their name they became the
owners and beeame liable on the notes
they gave. They knew the stock was
being bought and they cannot now dis-
claim responsibility, because it was
never disposed of in the way they in-
tended and expected it would.”
