Egga-rCare is necessary in the handling ef eggs, 
as the spoiling is partly doe to andean handling, the 
shells being mere or less porous. It is best to wash 
them as soon as you get them home. When only the 
yolk of an egg is used, the white mmy be kept in a 
cup or glass, covered with a damp doth fastened 
with an elastic band; or, if only the white is need, 
the yolk can be kept in the same way.

Butter—Butter should be kept well covered and 
in a cool place.

Cooked Meat and Fish will keep muefc better if 
they arc well covered before placed in the iee-box-

The foods that can be kept a long time with proper 
care are flour, salt, coffee, tea, all dried groceries, 
spices and chocolate. All these should be kept dosdy 
covered to keep out dust and dirt. Coffee, tea and, 
spices will lose their flavor if left uncovered.

Cheese should be kept in a cool dry place. It 
should be wrapped in a dean doth moistened with 
vinegar. This will prevent the formation of mould.

Unwrap it as soon as you get it home and wipe it off 
with a clean doth that has been wrung out in cold 
water. The meat will keep better and the juices will 
remain in it longer, if you will wrap it in wax paper 
until you are ready to use it.

Uncooked Fish—Never put uncooked fish into 
the ice-box unless the fish is ^closely covered. You 
will find a tin lard pail useful for this purpose. 
If the fish is not covered other food in the ice-box 
will absorb the strong odor from it and be made unfit

How to Care for Food
19 I food may contain sufficient nourishment to give 

it high value as a food and yet if proper care is not 
taken of it the food may become unfit for consump­
tion.
Foods may be divided into three classes: Those that 
spoil easily ;t those that do not spoil so easily ; those 
that may be kept a long time with proper care.
The foods that spoil easily are
meat, uncooked fish, certain fruits, such as peaches 
and plums, and vegetables that wilt easily, such as 
lettuce and spinach. ' ^ _

Milk and Cream—Milk and cream bottles are 
usually dirty on. the outride when’ delivered to you.
Wash tl.em carefully, particularly the top of the 
bottle, before opening, so that no dirt can possibly get 
into the milk or cream.

Uncooked Meat—Do not keep your meat in 
the paper in which it is wrapped when bought.

Fruits—All fruits should be kept in » cool, dry 
place, and spread out, if possible.

Vegetable* — Vegetables that are to be eaten

to preserve their crispness. Lettuce should be care­
fully picked over and washed at once.
The foods that do not spoil so easily are eggs, butter, 
fruit such as apples, oranges and lemons, cooked 
went, and cooked, salted and smoked fish.

MUST PAY LICENSE FEE

Government Moves to Protect 
Workers and Employers 

From Extortion.

A food campaign has recently been 
inaugurated by the food controller, 
its object being the conservation, by 
means of substitution and in other 
ways, of the food supply of the coun­
try. Nobody of right principle would 
willingly s^ry a single word to ham­
per or hinder this campaign in any 
way. Its object ts entirely right and 
necessary? But there are other mea­

sures in connection with the food situ­
ation which are necessary too. And 
it is to such other measures that 
"The Public Be Damned,” the stu­
pendous and sensational photoplay to 
be seen at the Strand Theatre for 
the whole of next week, points with 
unerring finger. In the United 
States and In Canada, there is food 
in plenty. But (‘The Public Be 
Damned" shows that in ..the former 
country the food trust is grinding the 
common people in its demand for ex­
orbitant and extortionate profits. Who 
shall say that Canadians a*e not 
suffering similarly at the hands of 
food monopolists in this country ?

As a fact, rightly or wrongly—and 
those who see “The Public Be 
Damned" will swear by .all their gods 
that it is rightly—the majority 
of the people are convinced 
that they are the victims of the pro­
fiteers.

JOH1 There may be objection taken in
A new set of regulations have just 

been issued by the trades and labor 
branch of the department of public 
works that will affect the private em­
ployment agencies tlhruout the city.

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M20First Shipment Expected to Reach 
Toronto 'Market Next 

Thursday.

It is announced that toy Thursday 
next, Toronto will have a supply of 
fresh water fish, direct from Lake 
Nipigon, controlled by the Ontario 
Government, with the profits of the 
sale of the fish going into the pro­
vincial coffers.

plifies conditions in the large cities in 
the United States. But, in good 
truth, one may well aak whether con­
ditions in any of those cities are any 
worse than they are in this fair City 
of Toronto. In Chicago, at all évents, 
they do iy>t seem, in many respects, 
to be as bad. There is one particular 
brand of bacon which is a great fav­
orite among those people in Toronto 
who are wealthy enough to afford It. 
and that bacon commonly sells at 
fifty cents a pound. The same bacon 
was being sold by the Adolph Market 
Company in Chicago last week, for 
twenty-eight and a half cents. The 
same company was also selling beef 
tenderloins for twenty-one and a half 
cents a pound, sirloin roast, rolled and 
boneless, for twenty and a half cents 
a pound. Five pound bags of sugar 
are sold in Chicago for thirty-eight 
cents each. Rib roasts of youfig and 
tender beef are sixteen and a half 
cents a pound. Why, in Toronto we 
pay more—and vastly more—for 
Hamburg steak than they need do in 
Chicago for the very best sirloin 
roasts.

What is the reason of all this? "The 
Public Be Damned” hints—and more 
than hints—that the reason is to be 
found in the fact that tbe public in 
the United States is not getting a 
square deal from those engaged in 
the distribution of food. Yet if the 
public does not get a square deal in 
Chicago, and if prices in Chicago 
^re miles below the prices In Toron­
to. what sort of deal are the people 
in Toronto getting? A pretty raw 
one, is it not? x

R. B. Bennett informed the house 

that the department of national ser­
vice had ceased to exist and the vari­
ous officials had handed in their re­
signations.

It would demand .extra care of the 
ground in front of the green, but would 
out down the expense of the greens, 
an expense tha t has been growing rapidly 
in proportion to the generosity of their 
size. I love the old game, just as it 
was handed down, and I hope some time 
to be beaten by a golfer who does not 
win his match on the putting green. 
Clock golf is interesting, so is croquet, 
but neither call in play the big strokes 
of the game

concern'ng the premium placed on put­
ting in golf, and while I do not think 
that any of the suggestions of the agi­
tators will ever be adopted, their thoughts 
upon the rubjec make interesting read­
ing. Today 1 desire to add my mite to 
the ideas advanced, for if any one has 
felt the inconsistency of the game in re­
spect to putting more than I have I 
should be glad to meet him.

One writer suggests that the cup 
should be made larger, and I, too, think 
that this would aid in the elimination of 
the disproportionate value placed upon 
the work of the putter. I think it was 
Travers that figured out that putting 
was 45 per cent, of the game. 1 think 
it probably is about that proportion, but 
surely tt was not Ihe idea of the old 
Scotch rollers that such should be the 
caser Very likely, however, larger cups 
would permit occasional approach putts 
to be hcled, and badly hit shots would go 
in, and scores in the sixties would be 
easily possible. .

It would eliminate the accuracy of the 
putting stroke, and give more importance 
to She second shots—the real master 
stroke of the game. It would make tho 
play of tiie best golfers and would take 
away the i eally beautiful silence that 
envelops the putting green at critical 
moments The delightful uncertainty of 
the game—the gallery tension, the de­
feat of the expert by the inferior player 
who has developed unexpectedly 
derful putting streak, and other happen­
ings of like nature would all be gone.

These things, these thrills, are all a 
part of the game, and strongly as I feel 
that there is too great a premium op 
putting, I, for one, prefer to bear the 
ills we have, and keep the game that has 
been banded down to us. Let us retain 
the fascination of the old uncertainties 
and try our best to triumph over the 
cruel fates of the putting green. Whe* 
could we golfers talk about—and golf Hi 
a very conversational game when <v round 
is once coded—if the strange, the freak- 
isn happenings on the putting green were 
taken from vsï The missing of rtiort 
putts has driver, many a man to a con­
dition bordering on Insanity, and it has 
given me many a deep wound, but I 
must confess that It adds to the interest 
of the game.
