The test on the.span
was the greatest since it left the
pontoons, as it swayed an inch and a
half, Tonight Quebec is celebrating
the completion of the bridge that is
to put it on the diréct route of trains
passing over the Transcontinental
figllwa.y from the Atlantic to the Pa-
cifle.
The pinning up of the central span
to the hangers that are to permanent-
ly support it marks the successful ac-
complishment of an ‘engineering feat
without equal. in the annals of canti-
lever bridge building and gives to
Canada the credit of possessing a
structure the largest of its class in
the world. :

Necessity for Drafters As-
) sisting Doctors.

NO EXEMPTION RUSH

Glyn Osler, Provincial Regxs-
trar, Has Had Few %

Enquiries. :

Referring to reports that the med-
‘lcal examination conducted "“by ' the
medical staff at the Toronto mobiliza-
tion centre is too rapid to admit of
careful and correcty diagnosis. of: 2
man’s physical capabilities, Major.
Christie 'yesterday stated that much
of the blame for the passage of appli-
cants who claim to be suffering from
various defects, lies at the door of the
applicants themsealves in failing to in-
form the individual doctors who ex-
emine them, and the medical board,
which subsequently and ap-
proves of the examination, of jlinesses
they have hitherto experienced.

The medical board is composed of
reputable and experienced practition®
-ers, who, in their sehiority of me&-
ical experience, supervise the work of
the individual examiners. ‘Wh the
applicant is undergoing examination,
the examining physician 'asks perti-
nent questions regardin ‘the past
health of - the subject. Forearmed
with the answers to these questions,
the physician pay particular atten-
tion to the spot where the weakness
has been, to see if it is still apparent.
The applicant mnext goes before the
medical board, which peruses his cer-
tificate, and asks similar questions to
those asked by the individual doctors.
To the failure of the applicant to
make known his particular disability,
in most cases, is due his acceptance
for a class higher than he anticipated.

Case in Point.

A case in point is that of a young.
man who applied some time ago. He
had hitherto suffered from hemorrhage
in one lung, but during the course of
years this weakness had, to some ex-
tent, disappeared, SO that when ex-,
amined for the army, the defect was
not apparent, and he-was accepted.

That so many men are amelpted is
principally due to the fact that there
are more classes, Or categories, open
for the applicant under the present
system than under the voluntary en-
listment plan. -~ )

Every man is given a thoro examina-
tion by four doctors before being sent
on to the medical poard for confirma-
tion. No pains are spared to agcer-
tain that the appiicant i¢ fit in every
particular for the class to which he
will ultimately belong.

According _-to Capt. Ferguson, ;the’
senior medical officer, 0o man will be
sent to the trenches unless he is ab-
solutely fit. The men will all be ex-
amined when notified to Join their
units. After that they will have tne
usual monthly examination.

«There is no pronounced rush to se-

o military exemption,” stated Glyn
Osle™ \-provinc.ial registrar, yestenl-day,
to The World. “I have had a few en-
quiries from various people regarding
the matter, but the decision does’ no't
rest with me, but with the tribunal.”

| Exemption Rules. .

Applications for exemption, contin-
ued Mr. Osler would not be recognized
unless contained on the form Dpre-
seribed by the government, and ob-
tainable at all post offices, following
the proclamatian of the
vice Act.

If an applicant wishes to lay be-
fore the tribunal'a claim for exemp-
tion, he must do so at his own risk
and expense. But for a draftee, when
he responds to the call for service
after the issuance of the proclamation
calling him to the colors, it is expect-
ed provision for reimbursement will
be made in the case of men living at
a distance from the headquarters of
his unit, 3

As far as. is yet known 1no provision
has been made for the presentation of
the claimant for exemption before the
tribunal. According to the English
system, the tribunal consists of a
committee whose business it is to de-
cide for or against exemption, com=
patible with the respective arguments
of counsel for army and counsel for
claimant.

It is becausc they are not subject to
military service in war time that they
are unsuitable electors for a war time
election. Would it not be absurd’ for
people but vecently arrived from the
enemy countries to take part in shap-
ing Canada's opolicy during the war?
Mdny of thesc people have sons and
brothers fighting in' the kmiser's army.
‘They would he less than human if
their sympathies were not divided.
Perhaps in some cases they really hope
to see the Prussians victorious.

A gvreq.t many people run away with
the idea that naturalization confers
the right to vote. That is not the case,
bLecause many naturalized British sub-
jects living in Canada have never Ros-
sessed the franchise. There are many
male British subjects 21 years of age
‘and upwards born in Canada who, for
one Teason or another, do not vote in
fthis, that or the other prowince.

Then, after all, our Liberal friends
should remember that we only have a
war time elections act because we are
forced to hold a me clection. Sir
Robert Borden tried prevent this by
coalition. . He offered the Liberals half
the government without & contest. It
wag up to them to prolong until after
the war the lifetime of parliament. But
nothing would do the Liberals bnut to
have amn' election in war time, and now

_they would be only too glad to recall

the past three months and be able to
arrange for an extension of tb‘g par-

In short, the Liberal members of par-
liament acted rather like a lot of
spoiled children, bent upon defying a
good-natured, easy-Boing | teacher.

The Food Situation.

Lord Rhondda, food controller for
Great Britain, asks for 10,000,000 tons
of food. This is the real crux of the
tood control problem on this side of
the Atlantic. ‘Wie may .not like to pay
high prices. nor cut down our allow-
ances, nor eat unfamillar dishes, but,
the war, which many people still fail
to realize as the biggest fact in life
at present. has created a condition in
which we must place restraint upon
ourselves, or we may lose the war
and others will constrain us.

A food campaign ‘has recently been
inaugurated by the food contreiler,
“its object being the conseérvation, by
means of substitution and in other
ways, of the food sSupply of the coun-
try. Nobedy of right principle would
willingly s3y a single word to ham-
per or hinder 'this campaign in any
way. Its object is entirely right and
necessary. But there are other mea-
l-sures in connection with the food situ-
ation which are necessary too. And
it is to such other measures that
“The Public Be Damned,” the stu-
pendous and sensational photoplay to
be seen at the Strand Theatre - for
the whole of next week, points with
unerring finger. In the TUnited
States and in Canada, there is food
in plenty. But “The Public Be
Damned” shows that in .the former
country the food trust is grinding the
common people in its demand for ex-
orkitant and extortionate profits. Who
shall say that Canadians ate ' not
suffering similarly at the hands of
food monopolists in this country?

As a fact, rightly or wrongly—and
those who see “The - Public 'Be
Damned” will swear by .all their gods
that it is - rightly—the ‘majority
of the people are convinced
that they are the victims of the pro-
fiteers. They may know little of
economie doctrine.  -They may not be
able to parry all the plausible pre-
tences which. are so freely put for-
ward by those interested and instru-
menu‘xl in keeping up the cost of food.
But fyou can't fooi all' the people all
the time.” And:in their heartd.they |
know, that they.are being -victimized'

nty that admits of no dispute.

“The Public &e Damped” exem-
plifies  conditions in the large cities in,
the United' States. But, in good
truth, one may well ask whether con-
ditions in any of those cities are any
worse than they are in this fair City
of Toronto. In Chicago, at all events,
they do not seem, in many respects,
to be as bad." There is one particular
brand of bacon which is a great fav-
orite among those people in Toronto
who are wealthy enough to afford it,
and that bacon commonly sells at
fifty cents a pound. The same bacon
was being sold by the Adolph Market
Company_in Chicago last week, for
twenty-eight and a.half cents. The
same company was also selling beef
tenderloins for twenty-one and a half
cents a pound, sirloin roast, rolled and
boneless, for twenty and a half gents
a pound. Five pound tags of Bugar
are sold in Chicago for thirty-eight
cents each. - Rib roasts of younhg and
tender beef are sixteen and a half
cents a pound. Why, in Toronto we
pay  more—and vastly more—for
Hamburg steak than they need do in
Chicago for the wvery -best sirloin
roasts, :

What is the reason of all this? “The
Public Be Damned” hints—and more

EMPLOYMENT AGENCIES =
MUST PAY LICENSE FEE

Government Moves to Protect
Workers and Employers
From Extortion.

A-new set of regulations have just
been issued by the trades and I!abor
branch of the partment of public
works that will affect the private em-
ployment agencies thruout the city.
Each private employment bureait rmust.
pay a license fee of $26 and deposit a
bond of $200 in' addition 'to payirig any
municipal license fee that may be
charged. .

One of the most important of the
new rules is that one that states that
not more than $1 fee is to be charged
for securing ‘empiloyment for any per-
son or any employer a larger fee than
$1. Further, an employment agency

must not charge for trapsportation an |

amount greater than the actual cost
involved. 'Many lumbering interests
have been held up for $3 for every man
that has been sent them. and ingaddi-
tion to this some agencies have even
charged as much as $256 a week for the
men’s board, whereas the dctual cost
has been much less,

GOVERNMENT BRINGING
IN FRESH-WATER FISH

First Shipment Expected to Reach
Toronto ‘Market Next
: Burt‘day’.

It is announced that by Thursday
next, Toronto will have a supply of
fresh water fish, direct from Lake
Nipigon, controlled by the Ontario
Government, with the profits of the
sale ‘of the fish going into the pro-
vinecial coffers. By this new plan it
is expected that the, present cost of
fresh water fish will be cut- down
about 6 to 8 cents a pound.

The Hon. Finlay G. Macdairmid,
minister of public works, told a re-
porter for The World yesterday that
on Tuesday 'the first shipment of
trout, whitefish, sturgeon, and picker-
el will leave Lake Nipigon, and will
be placed on the ‘market in Toronto
about  Thursday. The fish will be
sold by.the retailers at a profit of two
cents a pound. ; .

“C. A. M. Phillips, who went to
the United States with Foreign, Sec-
retary Balfour, has returned to Eng-
land and been appointed by the war
cabinet, as a channel of communica-
tion between the government depart-
ments and the British mission in the
United States.” ~

Baron Rhondda also announced that
Sir Joseph White Todd, a member of
the British sugar commission, and J.
R. Drake, a London  broker, were go-
ing to New York as the British mem-
bers of Mr. Hoover's sugar commit-
tee.

Mr. Hoover has ‘informed Baron
Rhondda that the United States would
not be a competitor in the Java mar-
ket. The formation of an inter-allied
council to deal with the allocation of
all war supplies required in the Unit-
ed States is rapidly progressing.

To Win War.

“I hope the exportable surplus of
Canadian and American primary food-
stuffs will be much larger than the
present estimates, as the results of

~ food economies by which the United
States and Canadian homes are help-
ing to win the war just as surely as
is the production of munitions,” Baron
Rhondda said. .

“Unless the entente allies are able
to import the supplies necessary, for
the armles and the populations, vic-
tory may slp from our united grasp.
In regard to prices today, we are pay-
ing the United States and Canada
more than double the range that ex-
isted before the war. I have heard
it asked, ‘What does that matter as
long as the purchases are financed by
tite United States?

-
Burden on People.

“My answer is that unless prices
determined- upon are fair, ®n unneces-
saxy burden is placed on the backs of
the allied government, European con-
sumers, American and Canadian tax-
payers, and, reactively, on every food
consumer in America for the sole
beneflt of a small section of the. com-
‘munity.

“I now am able to limit the profits
derived by those engaged in the food
industries of the United Kingdom
We examine the books and apply a;
system of cost and expense. [ expect
to hear that Mr. Hoover and Mr
Hanna -have taken similar steps so
that we will be able to assure the
people that the existing high prices
of imported foods does not represenf
profiteering.

“In this connection, I am anxiously
watching the price and the available
supply across the water, of foodstuffs
for cattle, upon which depends large-
ly, the price of meat and bacon. Un-
less the existing high levels are re-
duced, the poorer classes in the Unit-
ed Kingdom, France and Italy, are
faced with many privations.”
