"Here are the facts in a nutshell," 
said the veteran manager of the ex- 
service men's publication: "What the 
«-service man believes, himself en­
titled to is the difference between the 
61.10 of 1914 and the 61.10 of 1916- 
17-18-19. We may safely assume that 
tl^e dollar alonje has decreased In value 
at least 105 per cent, since 1914. That 
Is to say, the dollar of 1914 is worth 
about 48 cents today at the most con­
servative estimate, and was worth 

.more than 80 cents in 1916-17-18-19. 
We believe and have no hesitation in 
saying that the demands of the ex- 
service men, in this matter merely 
form the basis of afi agreement which 
tire --government should carry out, the 
payment in full to every 
woman who served with the colors.of 
the amount stipulated in the contract 
undertaken upon enlistment.
'‘It must .be borne in mind," con­

tinued Mr. Howe, “that the value ' of 
the dollar was low in 1916, but that 
it was certainly lower in 1918. And 
those whc£ enlisted in 1916 and 1917 
faced a similar situation to those who 
enlisted in 1914 apd 1915. That is to 
say, there was considerable deprecia­
tion in currency, or rather, in the ex­
change, between 1916 and 1918, and 
most of those who enlisted in 1916 
remained in service until 1918. Again, 
there is the added factor of marked 
depreciation of the franc while the 
men were in France. To gome pf 
them, notably those who remained in 
France two, years and more, the franc 
had depreciated to much less than 
half its value. What did that mean? 
Simply this, thpt five francs in 1914 
was’ worth $1. but eight francs in 1017 
was scarcely worth a Canadian dollar 
of 1914. Yét, the men were paid al­
ways on the same 'basis of five francs 
to a dollar.

Mr. Howe then dwelt upon the 
moneys paid over to the dependents 
of the men. These remained the same 
until the close of 1917, despite the 
fact, he said, that the dollar had de­
preciated more than 90 per cent, in 
value. And, in many instances i 
the dependent réceived the extrif 65 
added to the separation allowance, the 
Patriotic Fund, deducted the 
amount from its payments.

For all of these reasons, said Mr. 
Howe, the ex-service man was de­
manding a bonus of 61 a day for each 
day of service with the forces, irre­
spective of where carried out 
further stated that a large mass meet­
ing of ex-service men of all classes 
and representative of all organizations 
would be held in the near future to 
take definite action in the matter.

States they cannot be bad in Canada 
When times are good in the United 
States capital comes to this country 
an! If we have any surplus labor here 
it finds employment across the bor­
der. By the same token hard times 
in the United States are bound to re 
aot on Canada. The panic of ’73 lasted 
for about five years, and those five 
years, 1873-78, were pretty tough years 
1er this country. The panic of ’83, 
which lasted for about four 
(•1888-87), was paralleled by financial 
depression in Canada. We are there­
fore much interested in learning what 
the outlook for the coming winter may 
be, and a reassuring forecast is fur­
nished by Hon. Franklin K. Lane, a 
Prince Edward Island boy who became 
U. 6. secretary of the interior, based 
upon a far-flung survey of financial 
and Industrial conditions in the United 
State s'made by the Fidelity & Deposit 
Company of Baltimore.

We have not unbounded faith in 
these ’’surveys" consisting mainly of 
questionnaires mailed broadcast thru- 
out the country, but the reports re­
ceived by the. Fidelity & Deposit Com­
pany are fairly unanimous, and they 
are supported in the main by reports 
received by the Federal Reserve Board 
from the various zones Into which the 
country is divided. Briefly summarized 
Mr. Lane’s conclusions from the data 
before him are:

1. The United States is on a sound 
economic basis, having an abundance 
of raw material, plenty of labor and 
unlimited capital.

2. Wages have increased from ten to 
fifty per cent, during the past year, 
but the productivity per man shows 
no increase whatever. There has been 
a shifting of labor from industry to 
industry, but as yet there is little or 
no unemployment.

3. Banks .are pretty well loaned up 
and money is tight, but lower interest 
rates are expected ae a result of the 
liquidation bound to accompany a fall 
in prices.

4. The consumer is waiting until

The other industry of any consider- 
able importance is mining. This in­
dustry, when gold and silver camps 
predominate, its always precarious 
and ephemeral. Southern British 
Columbia has many deserted camps 
and towns. Greenwood once a pro­
sperous town of four thousand, has 
not four hundred. British Columbia 
is rich in minerals, and what is 
wanted is free mining machinery and 
greater enoounagememt in smelting, 
and in assistance from the federal 
government, either by tariff 
tection or bounties.

But around the great native 
du stries has grown a number of sub­
sidiaries. The fruit grower must 
have boxes, the fisherman boats, the 
lumberman machinery, ard the miner 
facilities for repairs, 
has developed the condensed milk in­
dustry. and in Vancouver -has arisen 
many others from sugar refining to 
the textile -trade. Whether 
should be here or not is a matter of 
judgment, but to remain here they 
must have protection. The 
lumber industry and fisheries might 
survive without protection, but the 
mountain mills, fruit growing and 
the subsidiary industries cannot. It 
is these industries and protection, or 
free trade and their disappearance.
British Columbia’s weakness as an 
industrial field is the lack of steel 
production. This province has coal 
and iron ore, but so far no capital 
for developing of steel which enters 
so greatly into all industry.
