Question of Itlmernney.
In the a ftenioon the temporal phase 

of the undertaking was discussed and 
the quest on of Itinerancy provided 
pabulum for a number of divines. The 
Methodists were not quite sure that 
their system of a fixed period was the 
best. Sometimes * congregations ware 
disappointed th having a minister taken 
from them against their wish, to con­
form with the rules of the stationing 
committee. Yet this rule nas its advan­
tage^. A Methodist minister, once he 
fa ordained, is sure to be stationed, 
somewhere. Not so the Presbyterian 
minister. He must be called. Of course, 
some received more calls than others: 
but a Presbyterian minister must labor 
until he is called, and is not qliite so 
fortunate as. the .Methodist minister in 
being placed in .charge of a Congrega­
tion from the start. In the mission 
field, both these denominations station 
their ministers, It wa$ generally felt 
that an invitation system, with a modi­
fied itinerancy would be the best to 
adopt and would be agreeable to 
all. A Presbyterian minister seldom 
stays more than six or eight years in 
a parish. He usually gets a call to 
some other church and . makes the 
change-of his own free will. Ministers, 
like other people, grow old, and their 
days of usefulness diminish In advanc­
ed years. This is sometimes a reason1) 
for congregations, desiring a change. 
The cal Hug system, especially among 
the urban and suburban parishes, is 
largely assented - to in the Methodise 
church., A congregation invites a min­
ister subject to the sanction of the sta­
tioning committee, and the stationing 
committee seldom objects, alt ho it has 
the power to. To this extent the calling- 
system is practically a part of an throe 
church systems, so that with a modified 
itinerancy with powers, to prolong the 
term vested in an elective Imard an 
arrangement agreeable to all churches 
could readily be arrived at.

Many -Obstacle*.
Nothing was done at the joint ses­
