LAWS AND REGULATIONS

OF THE

MONTREAL AUXILIARY BIBLE SOCIETY.

I. The Society shall be denominated THE MONTREAL AUXILIARY 
BIBLE SOCIETY, the object of which shall be to co-operate with the British 
and Foreign Biblk Socikty, in promoting the distribution of the Holy Scriptures 
both at home and abroad.

II. Conformably to the principles of the Parent Institution, the Bibles and 
Testaments circulated by this Society shall be without note or comment.

III. All persons subscribing two dollars or upwards, per annum, shall be 
members oft.is Society ; or forty dollars at one time, shall be members for life.

IV. The business of this Society shall be conducted by a President, Vice- 
Presidents, Treasurer, two Secretaries, and it Committee consisting of not less 
than twenty members, with power to add to their number ; five members of this 
Committee shall form a quorum.

V. No lay member of the Society shall be eligible as a member of the Com­
mittee unless he be a Life-member, or pay an annual subscription of at least four 
dollars.

VI. The Committee shall have the power of nominating such persons as shall 
have rendered essential services to the Society as Honorary Governors for life.

VII. The Committee shall meet 
to be fixed by themselves.

VIII. The whole of the Subscriptions and Donations received by this Society 
and not required for its own operations, shall, from time to time, be remitted to 
the Parent Society.

IX. For the purpose of giving full effect to the benevolent designs of the 
British and Foreign Bible Society, in their grants of the Scriptures for distri­
bution among the poor, the Committee shall make it their business to inquire 
what families or individuals are in want of Bibles or Testaments ; and it shall 
be the duty of the Committee to furnish them therewith at prime cost, reduced 
prices, or gratis, according to their circumstances.

X. A general meeting of the subscribers shall be held annually at Montreal, 
when the accounts shall be presented,—the proceedings of the past year stated,

a new Committee appointed,—and a Report agreed upon to be printed under 
the direction of the Committee, and circulated among the members.

XI. No alteration shall be made in these Laws, except at a general meeting 
of the Society, called by special notice, to be advertised in two of the Montreal 
newspapers, one month previously.

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REPORT FOR 1867.

It is with much thankfulness and satisfaction that your Committee 
"have to report that the operations of this Auxiliary, during the year now 
dosed, have been marked by steady growth and success. This fact affords 
gratifying proof that the Society enjoys the increased confidence and 
co-operation of its numerous Branches throughout the country, and that 
the importance of its work is more deeply felt and its value more highly 
appreciated.

Your Committee have the painful duty to report the death, early in the 
year, of Mr. John Greenshields, a member of this Committee, and an old 
and tried friend of the Bible cause. For many years Mr. Greenshields 
took an active part in the management of the affairs of this Society, and was 
one of the most regular and successful of its collectors in this City. It 
is, therefore, due to his memory that this acknowledgement should be 
made of the value of his services, and that the appreciation of them by 
those with whom he laboured so long should hereby be recorded.

BIBLE HOUSE.
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The business of the Bible House and the General Agency has been 
conducted by Mr. Muir with care and diligence, and with satisfaction to 
your Committee. The premises are jointly occupied by the several 
Religious Societies of this city and are found to be commodious and 
convenient.

COLPORTAGE.

During the year, there have been employed, either wholly or for parts 
of the year, six Colporteurs who have laboured in various sections of the 
field. The Rev. George Purkis, for many years a most conscientious 
and efficient worker, has resigned his connection with the Society, partly 
owing to impaired health, and also to enter upon the higher work of the 
Ministry. He carries with him the esteem and best wishes of your Com­
mittee for success in the new sphere of labour upon which he has entered.

In accordance with the recommendation of the last Annual Report, 
careful attention has been given to secure additional aid for the work of 
Colportage. From numerous applicants, your Committee have selected 
three, who are now permanently employed. Of these, one speaks Eng­
lish and French ; another, English and Gaelic ; and the third, English. 
They are labouring in those districts for which their knowledge of these 
languages qualifies them severally. The Colporteur among our French
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Canadian fellow-subjects gives pleasing and hopeful reports of his 
labours and of the kindness with which he has been generally received. 
Owing to many circumstances, peculiar to the country, the work oi 
Colportage is attended with many difficulties and discouragements ; but 
the necessity that exists for it is as strong as ever, and, therefore, the 
efforts of this Auxiliary in this department of work must not be relaxed, 
but rather augmented. Careful attention is invited to the reports of the 
Colporteurs given in Appendix, as these furnish details as to the localities 
and character of the work which cannot be given in this place.

BRANCHES.

ittee
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These have been visited by your Travelling Agent, Mr. Green ; and 
meetings have been held with his usual regularity, and many cheering 
indications of strength and efficiency, on the part of the Branches, have 
been afforded. In this connection, it may be instructive to present a 
few facts and figures, taken from Mr. Green’s report, illustrative of the 
extent and character of the field occupied by this Auxiliary. In the 
Province of Ontario, the Society has eight counties, with an aggregate 
population of 171,996 souls; 120,427 Protestants, and 51,569 Homan 
Catholics. In Quebec, it has thirty-six and a half counties, with a 
population of 674,571 ; of these, 546,292 are entered in the census as 
Roman Catholics; 5000 as of no creed; and 123,279 as Protestants. 
In the whole field, therefore, there are, in round numbers, 243,000 
Protestants, and 598,000 Roman Catholics. What an argument is 
furnished by these figures for increased zeal and liberality ! Mr. Green 
reports the operations of the past year among the Branches as presenting 
many features of encouragement, some of which cannot, perhaps, be 
very easily enumerated, but are still very obvious to one minutely 
acquainted with the work. This work is becoming yearly better known, 
and its claims more generally recognized. This gives hope and 
agement to its old and long-tried friends, and their attachment is 
strengthened, and their zeal intensified. The result is, that every year 
bears witness to an increasing liberality. The amount returned by the 
Branches during the past year is $5,906.51, against $5,709.54 for 1867 ; 
being an increase of $197.03 over a year whose receipts were the largest 

received from the Branches by this Auxiliary. The receipts from
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the Branches have increased three-fold within twenty years, and fully 
one-third within the past ten years, although the country population 
has been very nearly stationary. Here, then, we have matter for devout 

gratitude and encouragement.
During the year, the Committee of the Ottawa Auxiliary Bible 

Society has made formal application, by correspondence and deputation,
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to have the counties of Russell and Lanark, with part of Ottawa, trans­
ferred from their connection with this Auxiliary to that of Ottawa. In 
answer to this, a majority of your Committee resolved to grant this 
request, provided the Branches concerned in the transfer (sixteen in 
number) agreed thereto. A circular reciting these facts was sent to each 
of these, with a request for a decision and answer, in order to final action 
thereupon by this meeting. Seven have answered,—out of which five 
resolve unconditionally to retain their present connection with this 
Auxiliary; one, to connect itself with Ottawa; the other awaits and 
accepts the decision of the other Branches. As the business is not ripe 
for your decision, it is recommended that no action be taken therein, at 
present.
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ISSUES.

During the year, there have been sent forth from the Depositary 7203 
Bibles; 7390 Testaments; and 1332 Portions in all, 15925 copies, 
being an increase 2324 over the number for 1866.

GRATUITOUS DISTRIBUTION.

The number of copies of the Scriptures gratuitously disposed of is 
472 Bibles, and 1234 Testaments; total 1706; value 8517,46. Of 
these, two-thirds have been in the French language. Your Committee 
have made a visitation to the hotels and public institutions of the city, 
in order to ascertain whether or not they were 
the Bible, and to those which were found not supplied, and were willing 
to accept them, free grants were made.

The standing rule fir Free Grants is here inserted for the information 
of applicants and recipients of Grants:—

“ That grants of Scriptures shall be made only in such cases as shall appear 
to the Committee to be really necessitous ; and there shall be further required 
from the recipients of such grants a report of their distribution, and the pay­
ment of any moneys received by the sale of any copies from said grants ; in any 
case wherein these two conditions shall not have been complied with, no appli­
cation for a second grant can be entertained.”

FINANCES.

The increase in the amount of the Free Committees from the Branches 
has been already adverted to.

The statement of the Treasurer shows the state of the Finances.
The total Receipts amount to 816022,39, and the Expenditure to 

11913.71, showing an increase of receipts amounting to 81586,57 as 
compared with the year 1866 ; and 8678.42 increase of Expenditure.
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The thanks of this Auxiliary are tendered to the U. C. Bible Society 
for its liberal donation of $621.33, for the circulation of the Scriptures 
among the French Canadians.
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BIBLE-WOMEN’S EFFORT.

The mission of the Bible-womcn, in connection with the Ladies’ Asso­
ciation, has been prosecuted with assiduity in the past year ; and the 
effort is constantly being made to make it more essentially a Bible work, 
as contrasted with a mere mission for the relief of indigence. The sales 
of Bibles are not large ; but the reading of the scriptures in mother’s 
meetings and from house to house, constitutes a great part of the work 
of the Bible-woman, and has proved highly useful and acceptable. During 
the year five Bible-women have been employed ; one of them only foi a 
few months. The French Bible-woman still pursues her work, and three 
of the others arc employed in the city districts. One was employed for 
a short time in two of the regiments, but owing to her removal to Quebec 
this part of the mission was discontinued,—there is the prospect, however, 
that another may shortly take her place.

There is reason to believe that the interest felt in this work has exer­
cised a beneficial effect on the collections of the Association, and, as here­
tofore, all the means expended in aids to the poor, have been given by 
special subscription for that purpose.

THE PARENT SOCIETY.
An abstract of the Sixty-third Report is given in Appendix. The 

past year surpassed all preceding years in success and prosperity. Its 
results are thus summed up by the Committee :—

“ It is ihe great privilege of your Committee to appeal to the incontrovertible 
logic of facts for convincing demonstration that the British and Foreign Bible 
Society, now in the maturity of its manhood, has lost none of the vigour and ex­
pansive activity of its youth ; that its resources, so far from contracting, were 
never more abundant ; and that its range of operations was never so vast and so 
promising as at the present moment. In every department of work there has 
been enlargement as compared with the previous year, and to an extent which 
has filled your Committee with emotions of surprise and thankfulness. There is 
no wish to indulge in the language of exaggeration, or to paint in colour-» too 
glowing the progress of the past year ; but it is not possible for your Committee 
to observe the solution of perplexing difficulties ; the sweeping away of oid bar­
riers which have strenuously resisted the entrance of the Holy Scriptures ; the 
translation of the Word of God into new languages ; the great increase in the 
actual circulation of the Bible, especially on the continent of Europe ; and the 
marvellous extent to which the funds have been multiplied in a period of great 
financial embarrassment, without reverently acknowledging the good hand of 
God which has been upon the Society from the opening to the close of the year, 
and rendered it an instrument of power and blessing in the world.

IN CONNECTION WITH THE

LADIES’ BIBLE SOCIETY.

The Tenth Report of the London Bible-women’s Mission begins by 
stating, as the character of the Mission, that it consists in the “ bending 
down to the poor and lowly, to the hungry and thirsty of soul, the fruit­
ful branches of the tree of life, whose leaves are for the healing of the 
nations." This most beautiful simile, brought before us as we were re­
viewing the work here for the 8th year of this Mission, brings before us 
much of the same mixed experience as our friends have had in London 
—some who have plucked from the bent branches spiritual food, which 
gives life for evermore—some promising ones nigh plucking, then turning 
aside—the mass overwhelmed with the cares of this life, or delighting in 
sin. Yet we must encourage each other to go on. It is a life-work this 
bending down of the branches. Some of our cases this year lead us back 
to the beginning of our bouse to house visiting in this city. Several 
women, who from the first have apparently resisted the entrance of truth, 
have, in the providence of God, been brought to a deciding point by 
sickness and other sore calamity, and now confess that these Bible warn, 
ings and promises have all through these years been working in their 
minds and troubling their consciences, and they now enjoy them as tho 
bread of life ; but each lady gives an account of this part of her experience 
in her own district.

It is an unobtrusive work that has been carried on during the past 
year by the same band of ladies and women, bound together as living 
branches to the living head—not to increase denominations or fill parti­
cular schools, but, we honestly believe, to bring in one by one, degraded 
poor men and women into Christian life. After this, they choose for

Cases of sickness ore met with whore it is 
evident the care given at the hospital is needed if there is to be hope o 
recovery. Arrangements for children being clothed and sent to school, 
with man, other circumstances, are apt to enlist the sympathies and time 
never too much for the spiritual work. One of our ladies, who both 
superintends and bears the expenses of her district, has at the kcgi.mm 
of this year resolutely disentangled her Bible woinan from many of these 
cares, and added them to her own, in the hope that she will n a y 
friend to share with her the labour she finds too much for one. VI ould 
that we could enlist more voluntary helpers ! . ,. ,

Wo have had pleasant evidence that those once engaged in this kind 
Of service desire to hold it to the end, in the case of one ot our Bible- 
women, whose failing strength, some years ago, rendered it impossible o 
visit a whole district, but who now visits the soldiers wives in one of the 
regiments, engaged privately by the wife of one of its officers. We have 
also had an offer of service from a person of much piety and experience, 
whom we hope in the coming year to engage in the work, and who is 
willing to leave a comfortable home in the country to enter on this ar­

duous sphere of labour.

Yet, there are many ofwoman.
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fulness, tand acknowledge how much more they know of a Saviour and of a 
God than hey once did. Some fathers and mothers have learned to read and 
pray for themselves who never did before. Many ask the Bible-woman to pray for 
them that they may be kept from falling back, and some of these are sober 
people now who once were very intemperate.

The young, too, are more willing to listen to the Bible and go to Sunday 
School or Church. They often thank the Bible-women for the trouble taken with 
them ; and in many cases the Lord has heard prayer for them. One young 
said it was the best spent hour of his time, and he felt glad that he had followed 
the advice given him at these little cottage readings, adding “ I once saw no 
need of prayer meetings or Bibles, but now my delight is in both ; for they 
a comfort to me.” One young woman has professed her love for Christ, who 
said it was the private prayer meetings and reading of the Word that brought 
her to think about her soul. She feels she is still a babe in Christ, but she has 
faith that her Heavenly Father will keep her to the end.

As regards Temperance, 32 have, during the year, taken the pledge, and, so 
far, have kept it. We can say with truth that there is less drinking year by 
year. We almost fear to make these statements ; for but very lately one fami­
ly has given way that for four years had been doing well. The wife was com­
ing regularly to the Mothers' Meetings and paying to the Provident Fund, and 
for different articles of clothing received, and was not in debt, for she was able 
to earn nearly $3 a week by washing. She was tempted to drink by a neigh­
bour, and her husband, who seemed to be a dying man, was led away by her 
example. They are truly penitent now, and we trust this may be a lesson not 
soon to be forgotten by them. Such a case is very discouraging, and makes 
speak tremblingly of all.

Mothers’ Meetings are held weekly, though during the summer months they 
were given up, owing to the absence of the Superintendent and the lady 
ciated with her in the work. We trust to make better arrangements for the 
future, as the summer is the time in which the people can best lay by money 
for the winter.

The women are beginning to understand better the advantage of getting 
clothing, &c., as they pay by instalments. It is this which seems to draw them 
to the “Mothers' Meetings,” where a portion of the word is always read and 
explained, and we trust that He who has said- “ My word shall not return unto 
me void," may vouchsafe His blessing, and we believe there are some who come 
from love to the Word itself, who have long known the Saviour’s love. Gene­
rally, there are about ten women present, and they have paid in for clothing 
materials, and to the Provident Fund, $27.

We have to acknowledge with very grateful thanks large donations in Sam­
ples, Pattern Books, &c., from Messrs. Sutherland, Stephenson & Co., Gault 
Brothers, And. Robertson, Jns. Baillie & Co., Lewis, Kay & Co., Gibb & Co., and 
J. G. Mackenzie & Co. Also a piece of woollen stuff print of 38 yards from 
Mr. A. Laurie.

A Sewing Class of girls has also been kept up, upwards of 20 in attendance, 
and often more, which is going on now very happily, kindly undertaken by two 
ladies who attend every tveek.

as in former years.
No less than five disreputable houses have been closed since last January- 

two large houses adjoining each other, each with 3 flats, and 3 small ones.
One woman who kept one of the small houses has been visited almost from the 

first. She had been well brought up, but she was determined to have her own 
way. It was a long time before she could make up her mind to break off from 
all • but now she abhors the very name of the life she lived. Two girls died in 
her house during the summer, which helped greatly to turn her away from her 
sinful life. She was married to the man who had been living w th her, and her 
father came from the country to be present at the service. Before this the man 
had earned his living by driving a carriage and pair of horses. He sold off 
everything to break away from his old associates, and fora time he got employ- 
ment in another part of the city, but since he has gone to the States and his wife 

is to follow. She came once to the Mothers’ Meeting, unknown to every one 
but the Bible-woman, and she was in great dread lest she should be discovered. 
They seem really to be changed beings. The Bible is read daily. She said she 
hoped for forgiveness for her past life, and then she knew that God would not 
forsake them. Another who was induced to give up her house died about the 
end of the summer. She had been visited from the beginning, and had 
opposed the visits of the Bible-woman, though a reluctant consent was at first 
given, and only sometimes would she come into the room to hear the reading. 
As she began to lose her health, she was earnestly spoken to, and no doubt God s 
Spirit had long been striving with her. While she was on her dying bed those 
who had been in her house gathered there to hear the Word read, and when she 

she sent for them out of different places, and she warned 
“ Look at me,” she said, and telling them
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was very near her end, 
them very solemnly of their danger, 
what she had been, “ I am going to die, I might have lived longer had I lived 
differently. You are following my footsteps, and it is an awful thing to die 
not prepared to meet God. Take warning by me and turn from your sinful life. 
This was said with great difficulty, for she was suffering great pain, and she had

scarcely breath to speak. ... , T
She died, as might be expected, not rejoicing, but she said : I think if I » as

not afraid of angering God, I could say I feel Christ is with me I am not afraid 
to say His blood is all-sufficient, though I am so utterly unworthy.

In visiting these places the Bible-woman always meets with kindness and at­
tention, and is often told “ Don't be long in coming back, for we like to hear

^ “upwanls"'of'forty girls have been sent to their friends, or to places out of 

Town. This of itself is quite sufficient to employ the Bible-woman s w hole time, 
for a great deal of arrangement has to be made before each one can be sent away. 
Clothes have to be obtained for them, their passages paid, relatives made wil­
ling to receive them back again, or places found for those without friends. One 
of those sent away was met in the street by the Bible-woman, who offered her 
a tract • when she understood what her mission was, she said “ My prayer is 
answered,-I came out this morning to see if God would direct me to some one 
that would keep me from being lost.” She was taken by the hand. Her father
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was written to, and he replied that he was ready with open arms to receive her 
back again. He had sought her but could not find her. He had prayed and 
God had answered his prayers on her behalf, adding,—May God bless your 
labours, and prosper you in your good work, and send many prodigals to their 
sorrowing parents, and spare you long to work in His vineyard.”

This girl, like many others that have been rescued, was here but a very short 
time.

The Bible-woman has been interrupted in her wrok by frequent illnesses 
during the past year. She feels that her strength is failing, she is not able to go 
about as constantly as she did—late and early—often down in the District after 
10 o’clock at night. She pleads earnestly for a home for those despised
tures, as she takes them by the hand and leads them from their sinful ways.__
How to provide for them is her anxious thought by day and night. Hitherto 
God has helped her wonderfully, but it has been through many difficulties, and 
much anxious work, a great deal of which would be removed by the establish­
ment here of a Female Home.

SECOND DISTRICT.

This district contains about 400 families, English, Scotch, Irish, German and 
French protestants; many of whom have been, and too many of them yet are* 
negligent and ignorant of their best interests. And to those thoughtless ones, 
the Bible-woman reads the words oflife and truth ; of comfort and sal vation—-prays 
with them, and for them, advises them, and helps them ; and in every possible 
way, tries to raise them from their temporal and spiritual prostration.

In this large district, all are visited as often as possible; but a much 
frequent visitation is given to a number of hopeful cases, and also, with anxious 
zeal, to some of the more hopeless ones.

The superintendent and Bible-woman have kept up during the year the 
mother’s meeting and sewing class, under the great disadvantage of 
small for the purpose. Notwithstanding this, it is hoped that they were profit­
able, though not numerously attended ; a larger room has now been obtained, and 
no fears are entertained but that a larger attendance will follow. In the girls’ 
meeting, the wish to come is so strong, the probabilities of good results 
parent, the benefits so diffusive, that both Bible-woman and superintendent 
greatly encouraged in the work.

The actual number of visits paid can hardly be ascertained, they average at 
least 20 daily—the Bible-woman reading the scriptures, whenever it is possible,and 
quoting from memory, when circumstances hinder the reading. In addition to 
this, she visits various public institutions; for instance, the hospital, especially 
when any from her district are there, visiting the sick at their homes, some of 
them daily, of whom there has been a large number this year, which, with walks 
and calls of appeal for help to societies and churches,resulting from her calling, 
makes an amount of work which only great zeal, much energy and help from 
on high, could enable any individual to accomplish.

Under the direction, and, in many of the cases by the Superintendent, 290 
tickets for food have been given during the year; as usual, only to the most 
destitute, the sick or the aged—each ticket being usually of the value of 9d, to
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enable them to get a small quantity of tea, sugar, or oatmeal, in addition to a 
small loaf of bread ; thirty tickets for wood (.only a few sticks each) have been 
dispensed in the latter part of last winter and the beginning of this ; twenty 
articles of new clothing have been given-nearly 200 worn garments, five quilts, 
thirty pairs of boots and shoes—some of them mended before giving-and eight

Bhe called all her family, and put by her work, lo listen to the word of God;
subscribed for a Bible. Mrs. M------ also subscribed for a large family Bible, I
am pleased at this, as there seemed a stop put to the selling of Bibles, from the 
high prices of food, much sickness, and other causes ; I have got several of my 
little class to subscribe, in their own names, and to pay me a penny occasion­
ally. A:-d Mrs. T——, who first said she could not afford to subscribe and had
several Bibles, when she saw the Bible I brought to Mrs. S------ , ordered one
too.
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Called on Mrs. L------formerly she could never find time to listen to reading,
to-day, her child was sick, and she took it on her Ian, and listened with attention, 
and even asked me to pray. Thus does God afflict for good, and to draw us to 
Himself.

On Friday, Mrs. X------told me at the meeting, of a poor woman living near
her. I went after the meeting, and found her in a very destitute condition, de­
scried by her husband, lying on a little straw, in one corner of a cold room, no 
better than a shed, with a baby of two days old ! The little bedclothes she had 
were supplied by her neighbours, and part of what she was lying on wa« frozen 
to the floor. I gave her some present aid ; and will get her further help.

Called at the Hospital, to see poor C------ , who is dying of consumption, yet
pleasing herself with the hope of a speedy recovery. I tried to direct her to the
great Physician for both body and soul. Mrs. M------was also there, having
met with another accident—and two other, that I met before—they all gladly 
listened to the word of God. There was also a little woman from the Isle of 
Bute, a stranger to me, also a patient, but making herself very useful to the rest 
of the sick of every persuasion, smoothing the pillow, wetting the lips, giving 
the cooling drink, and by many acts of kindness, obeying the command, “ Be 
ye kind one to another.” This active though aged Christian, 80 years of age, 
has recently died, it is believed in the full enjoyment of that faith of which her 
deeds were the fruit.

^Vas told by Mrs. II------when I called, of a iamily living in a cellar near
her, very poor, and very disorderly in their habits ; I called, but the woman saw 
me, and ran away through some back passage. I left some tracts with the 
children, and a friendly message, and will try and see them again.

Went to see the German family. The man of the house bade me welcome, 
and even the man who used to scoff, was to-day in a better mood, and listened 
to the reading and conversation without making any noise. I gave him a tract 
in his own language, with which he was pleased.
, ^ext went to Mrs. A’s—, met there a decent looking man, making strange 

signs and noises, she told me he was deaf and dumb, but that his intentions were 
friendly, and that he could read. I wrote on a slate some of the rich promises, 
to which he quickly responded. I likewise gave him some tracts, and we parted 
goods friends.

August.—I was pleased to-day to see some flowers I had given making a pleas­
ant shade in the window ; flowers teach many a good lesson of God’s care— 
besides the window must be kept clean, or the flowers will suffer; they likewise 
create liabiis of thrift, and a love for home ; I have been sent some flower pots 
by a lady who wishes to encourage this movement, and will give them to as 
many as I can—upon the whole I am getting more encouragement ; the people 
mostly welcome me, and I see some improvement, where I had not much hope.

In the Provident Fund I have got the promise of seven new subscribers, 
which is almost a wonder, from the great prices of provisions.

THIRD DISTRICT.

On reviewing the past year it is difficult to decide whether it is best to give 
prominence to the appalling weight of misery, ignorance, vice and indifference, 
which it seems almost impossible ever to overtake, and to the disproportion 
between our efforts and the object at which we aim—the weakness ofthe instru-
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ment compared to the task to be overcome, the inefficient discharge of duty under 
so great a weight of responsibility—or on the other hand, to declare what God 
hath wrought with our feeble labour—how many tokens of encouragement after 
all he gives us of his blessing, and how many grounds of hope and gleams of 
light we have even in the dark and clouded field of city suffering and sin. I may 
begin the somewhat imperfect record of what we have been doing, by remarking 
that we have received several interesting letters from soldiers, who have left 
the city expressing their gratitude for the blessing which has attended the 
labour of the Bible-woman amongst them, in directing them, when stationed in 
Montreal, to our mission-room, where the truth as it is in Jesus had been brought 
home to them, and who are now rejoicing in grace and have made profession of 
their faith in Christ. Several, both men and women, have been brought to Christ 
in the mission-room, who were strangers to the truth when the Bible-woman 
found them. Several couples have been induced to marry who till lately had 
been living in sin, and who now attend the various meetings, with regularity 
and apparent interest. Much has been done in finding shelter for the homeless 
and wandering. We have had to care for many children whose parents, one 
or both were in jail, or have entirely forsaken them, and we greatly feel the 
want of a Home or Refuge where we could place these poor forsaken ones, where 
they would not be exposed to the contaminating influences of the jail, and where 
they might be trained to habits of industry and usefulness. The Sabbath school 
gathered originally through the instrumentality of the Bible-woman, averages 
over 100 children of both sexes, and we are informed that the outward change 
m the demeanour of the elder rough Arab boys, on and in the street and neigh­
bourhood, is quite marked, and instead of the former ribald song of profanity, may 
now be heard the lovely air and pleasant chorus of the Hymns learnt at the 
Sabbath school. The conduct of the children of the families connected with the 
mission, and the interest taken in the temperance, singing, and other meetings, 
is also very gratifying. The day school mentioned in former reports is continued, 
in numbers from 30 to 40 children, with the Bible as a class-book, besides the 
rudiments of ordinary education. The number of families who are regularly 
visited is over fifty, besides a number of transient individuals, often found in 
these families, to whom the Bible-woman addresses words of counsel and 
warning. We have not had so many families amongst the military, since 
last autumn, as before, owing to the changes in the various regiments, but it 
may be expected that the Bible-woman will obtain others who have taken 
their place. During the year we have distributed over 300 garments. Sixty 
dollars worth of new materials has been purchased by the mothers, and also 12 
pairs of blankets, food and medicine have been supplied to the sick in 
of destitution. Stoves have been lent, and at Christmas, a number of the children 
of the day school were supplied with boots and shoes, these, with many other 

Bible-woman is called upon to perform. Mt ny who have 
have followed, and given them in charge of others who 

engaged like ourselves, and who will take a kind oversight of them, 
are lost to us, but we trust the good seed sown may one day spring up and bear 
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We add an extract from one or two of several letters addressed to the Bible- 
woman by soldiers who have received life from above through her 
and who have been removed to distant places. “ The regiment is here with us ; 
there are a few Christians in it. We have had meetings in the woods, but have 
been obliged to give them up on account of so many insects that used to torment
us so much. They used to draw our attention from Jesus. Captain___ , told
me to find a room in the village, and he would rent it for three months, so that 
we can hold our meetings every evening without being disturbed. I am going 
to-day to try and rent one ; I pray that the Lord may direct my steps. Yesterday
I went to----- and met with the dear Christians of the------regiment.” Another
writes : “ I found it hard to part with the dear Christian friends I got acquainted 
with while in Montreal. I sincerely pray that God may bless your labours of 
love in his service, and keepyou close to Jesus. The Christian soldiers here 
earnest and loving. I was at their meeting on Saturday night, and surely I 
could say the Lord is in this place. It was a precious season. Three or four 
spoke.”
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FOURTH DISTRICT.

Since we have adopted the plan of giving an account of the work of our Bible- 
worn n in districts, to avoid some evils which would arise from giving 
and localities, we continue to call the French Bible-woman’s field “ The Fourth 
District” butas mentioned in last year’s report we found it impossible to restrict 
her to a district for as she became known in that part of the town chosen for 
her, because inhabited chiefly by French, she was often openly insulted and 
steadily refused admittance from door to door, all having been warned by their 
priests and nuns to refuse her visits, and many acting as spies upon their neigh­
bours. So she continues to go to any part of the town where an open door is 
found, and it would gratify those who have faith in the power of the living word, 
and desire that every creature should hear the good news there revealed, to know 
how one here and one there, listens while she reads of the way, the truth and the 
life. The lady superintending this Bible-woman writes, that she has been, 
as usual, active and zealous in visiting both far and near all those who are 
willing to receive her; adding, I find her very faithful and devoted in the dis­
charge of her duty, in which she seems to take her delight. During the 
she spent a week at Grande Ligne, where she paid twelve visits and spoke of 
the gospel. She also sought opportunities to converse with people on the 
wharf, and on the ferry boat to and from Longueuil. On one of those occasions 
she entered into conversation with a group of men returning from market, and 
taught them as much as she could of Bible truth, when one said, “ Why you 
must be very learned ; you speak good sense. Where did you learn it all ?” She 
was only too happy to be able to tell them, that until she was thirty years of 
age, she was as ignorant of these things as any of them, but that she learned all 
that was precious to her soul in a book which she was sorry to say their priests 
kept from them, because it was the word of God. Sad, too, is it to find that 
amongst this class very few can read, so that, should they desire knowledge 
secular or sacred, they are in a great measure shut out from it.

Quoting from the Bible-woman’s journal, she says:—“ On the occasion of a visit 
to a woman with whom I had had several conversations on the way of salvation,
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her priest, for, said she, that is not forbidden by the Church. In another part.

whose kind and gracious Providence has again protected and kept me safely 
through all the dangers of the way.

My first tour was begun on the second of January, and was directed through 
counties of Ottawa, Prescott and Russell, and I am pleased to say was much 

prosperous than the one through the same section the year before.
The two first meetings, one at St. Eustache and the other at Grand Frenier, 

were both good. I found the officers Rev. Mr. Allen, J. H. Marshall and Wm. 
Inglis Esq., active as ever, and the collections up to former years.

At St. Andrews and Luchute, two of the most important Branches in the 
section, the cause was prosperous ; I cannot laud too highly the zeal and effi­
ciency of the officers and Ministers, and the returns were correspondingly good. 
Rev. Mr. Henderson I was pleased to see still presiding at St. Andrews, and he 
was supported by all the ministers, his colleague Rev. Mr. Paterson, Mr. 
Manning of the Baptists and Mr. Sim of the Congregationalists, and the meeting 
was one of the right sort.

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I came in contact with another Catholic woman who informed me that her 
husband was of the Church of England. I asked, of course, if they had the Bible in 
the house ; she said they had, shewing me their Bible at the same time, and 
saying she could not buy any of mine to-day for want of money. I spoke to her 
on the claims of the Bible upon man, being God's unerring truth, which alone is 
able to make us wise unto salvation. I spoke to her concerning regeneration, 
and the danger of being deceived when acting without the study and guidance of 
scripture. I further endeavoured to set before her mind the fearful state and 
disappointment of those who ore deceived. At this she appeared considerably 
impressed, for she did not oppose anything I said throughout the whole talk, but 
had some apparent interest in what I said. May the Lord of the harvest give 
the seed sown abundant fruit.

I called upon a Catholic family, but all were out in the harvest field, except an 
old lady whom I found in the house. I asked her if she would buy one of the 
Bibles, but she said no. I offered her the loan of one, but she declared she did not 
want to have anything to do with the Bible. I spoke to her of the necessity of 
being born of the Spirit in order to inherit the kingdom of heaven. To this she 
listened more for the sake of getting through than for any interest she took in 
what I said. She imformed me that among other calamities that happened to 
her, she got a great deal of trouble and sorrow with a (to use her own words) 
snipp of a daughter that she had who married a Protestant, and turned with 
him to the Methodist Church. This, of course, had a very bad effect upon her, so 
there was no hope of leaving a Bible with her, for she declared she would not 
read their own, although she had it, lest she would understand it differently 
from the teaching of the Church of Rome. I left a few tracts which she promis­
ed to read ; so I went on my way leaving the result with Him who is able to use 
small things to accomplish great good.

Another very pleasing circumstance came under my notice as I travelled 
among the Catholics. I called in a house one day and showed my books as 
usual, and handed some of them around to the family. An old lady of about 
seventy years or thereabout, took one, and reading a few verses aloud declared 
it to be a good book and worthy of all acceptation, and without asking the price 
she said if she had the money she would buy one of the Pica Testaments, the 
print was so large and it spoke of God. A young woman asked what kind of 
book it was ? I told her Bibles and Testaments. The second question was, is it 
a Catholic Bible? I then told her, as she could not read herself, that it was a 
Protestant version of the Bible, and should be read by every person who could 
read, as it was God’s word for man, not for one sect or Church, but for all men 
alike, without respect of persons or parties, fothis she gave no heed,but urged the 
old lady to have nothing to do with these books, as they were not Catholic books. 
So when I saw that the old lady was both destitute and penniless, I informed 
the old lady of the rules of the Society in giving Bibles to the destitute ; and if 
she wished to have one I would be most happy to leave one with her. To 
this she replied with thankfulness, that she would keep one and pay me for it 
the first time I came that way again. At this the young lady appeared rather 
ill tempered at both the old lady and me ; when, as I talked and reasoned with 
her, a gentleman slept out of an adjoining room who heard all we said, but acted

EXTRACTS FROM JOURNAL OF COLPORTEUR SADL1ER, 1807.

To the Committee of the Montreal Auxiliary Bible Society.

Gentlemen :—I give you a summary report of my labours during the three 
months in which I have been in the service of your Society.

I have visited Rawdon, Chertsey, Kildare, St. Ambrose, part of Grand Coteau, 
Grand Rousseau, part of St. Julienne, Beauport, Kilkenny, and parts of St. 
Jacques. Number of families visited during the three months, 1460. I have sold 
52 English Bibles, and 59 English Testaments ; lent 37 English Testaments and 
23 English Bibles. Sold 1 French Bible and 3 French Testaments ; 3 French 
Bibles”loaned and 24 French Testaments ; making a total of 196 copies cir­
culated. More might have been lent had I thought it prudent.

I find the Priests are on the alert, trying to hinder the people from reading 
the Bible. Several persons have told me that they are publicly warned against 
it on the Sabbath day. More is to be expected from the young and rising gen­
eration than the present. The old people, generally, are uneducated, and many 
of them never saw a Bible or Testament in all their lifetime.

I wish to record my grateful acknowledgments to Almighty God for His

He said they had their pastor to preach to them and that was sufficient. I told 
him I could not agree with him in that, that I did not think it prudent to risk 
my salvation on the word of any mere man, while I had God’s own word to 
guide me. Hi- said we Protestants could not have the true religion, that 
too late, and that their church was the first church, and infallible. I held forth a 
Testament and Said, friend, here is a test whereby you may try your Church— 
that Church which was planted by our blessed Lord and His Apostles must be 
the true Church, it is described in this book-I advise you to buy and read for 
yourself, and if you can see in this, that your church agrees with what is here 
written, you may then conclude that your Church is a true Church ; if otherwise, 
it is a false Church. He said we had no sacraments in our Church, and that the 
way we partook of the Lord’s Supper made it no sacrament at all. Said I, my 
friend, if you will make a bargain with me I will try to defend myself, if not, I 
would rather not speak much more on this matter. Said he, what is the bargain 
you would like to make ? It is that neither you nor I get angry. You shall be 
welcome to say anything you please to me—call me a heretic, or what you 
please—only allow me the same privilege, each to speak their minds freely. He 
said that was fair.

we came

Well, you said, awhile ago, that we Protestants had no Sacraments in our 
Church. Let me tell you that you are misinformed ; and as to the manner in 
which we partake of the Lord’s Supper, you will find it in this book, the same as 

blessed Lord gave to His disciples. I quoted the passage. Now you see 
from this that it was distributed in both kinds (Bread and Wine). Remark, also, 
that He said drink ye all of this ; now let me tell you that you have but a
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half sacrament at best. The priest administers to you the bread, if I may so call 
the little wafer, but the wine he drinks himself, contrary to the words of our 
blessed Lord : “ Drink ye all of this.”

Yes ; but that book says, “ except ye eat the flesh of the Son of Man, and 
drink his blood, ye have no life in you.” I said, “all that is true ; but our 
blessed Lord said also, “the words I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they 
are life." Our blessed Lord had a spiritual meaning in what he then said, and 

more to understand or take his words here in a strict literal sense in
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my hand on the door, that this piece of wood was Christ. He said No. 
Then, said I, you might as well believe the one as the other ; besides, our 
blessed Lord has said, “ as often as ye do this, do it in remembrance of me,” and 
again, the Psalmist, in prophesying of Christ, says, he will not leave his soul 
in hell, neither will he suffer his Holy One to see corruption, which would not 
be the case to take the sacrament in the manner in which you take it ; for then
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he would see corruption every day ; “ for that which goeth into the belly is cast 
out into the draught;” and now, I think I have proved to you from God’s Word 
that we have it as he gave it to his disciples, while you partake of it every way 
contrary. Said he never heard anything like that before. I said reason itself 
would tell him it is absurd to take the sacrament in the way in which the 
Church of Rome gives it to her people. Said don’t you think the C od we 
worship is omnipotent, omniscient, and omnipresent, he is everywhere, and fills 
Heaven and earth, do you think then, that the priest, a mere man, can confine 
him in his hand ? A woman in the house said, don’t" listen to him ; he is a 
blasphemer. Told her I was only defending myself. Said, you believe the 
evidence of your own senses ; of these God has given us fire, the sense of seeing, 
hearing, feeling, smelling, tasting ; you believe these in every respect; so do I. 
For instance, I would not walk into the river, because the sense of seeing tells 
me it is water, and not land ; and if I handle anything, I can tell whether it is 
light or heavy, hot or cold ; if I taste anything I can tell whether it is sweet or 
bitter, palatable or unpalatable ; so with all the five. I believe them in every 
respect. So do you. Now, you look on the wafer ; the priest tells you it is flesh 
and blood, soul and divinity ; your eyes, and all the five senses God has given 
you, tell you there is no flesh or blood about it ; and which do you believe—the 
priest, or those senses that God has given you ? Sir, that man is worse than a 
fool, who takes the sacrament as you take it. A woman said, If he had the 
priest to talk to him he would not have so much to say. He is a heretic, and 
does not believe in the Virgin Mary, nor pray to the saints. And I have seen 
these Protestants pass by the Cross without making the least obeisance.

I said, dear madam, I assure you I would rather talk with the priest than 
with any one here ; for, of course, he is a man of learning, and would be 
ashamed to advance the nonsense that ignorant people would ; and as to my 
being a heretic, I assure you I am trying to get to Heaven as well as you, and if 
faith in the merits, death, and atonement of a crucified but risen Saviour, makes 
me a heretic, I rejoice in being counted one.

And I assure you, the Virgin Mary was the chosen vessel of God, and is a 
happy saint in Heaven, but needed the merits of her son to get there ; and as to
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praying to saints and angels, the Word of God tells us that there is but 
mediator between God and man, the man Jesus Christ.

I talked some more

on bowing down to images, until finally they said that was enough ; they would 
hear no more. I said I was sorry, as I had plenty more to say. At this my 
antagonist laughed, and we parted good friends.

Called at the house of a French Canadian, and was surprised to find, in the 
heart of a French Canadian county, a prepossessing young American lady 
ried to a French Canadian. Asked her to buy a bible, in French. Answered in 
English that she would like to buy an English Bible, if I had any. I said yes, I 
would bring her in some, and she might make her selection. She chose

mar-

one
with rims and clasps, at 55c. Said she would go to the barn to her husband, 
and try to obtain money from him, but said he was very stingy, which proved 
to be the case ; for she returned without any. Offered to lend her one. Said 
she would not have one without paying for it. Told me sh'e was married to 
her husband in New York; that he owned some property here, and consequent­
ly they came to inherit it. Asked her if she was not brought up under protes­
tant. influences. Said she was, but that her husband was a bigot d Roman 
Catholic, and, notwithstanding previous promises, he gave her no peace when 
he got her here, and would sometimes have two or three priests about her, until 
finally she had to consent to become a Roman Catholic. Said I was sorry she did 
not show more firmness, and not consent to them. She said she was left a poor 
orphan when only four years of age; that God had bountifully provided for her 
up to the present ; that the parish priest had treated her with much kindnees, 
and she thought he would not hinder her from reading the Bible, and were he to 
try, she would soon let him see his mistake.

I told her I would lend her one of the Bibles left placed on the table. Thanked 
me ; said she would not have one without paying for it. Told her she might 
pay for it when I came again. Said she might not have the money then. I said, 
even if you don’t. When urged, said her husband might burn it when he 
in, and she would not gratify him or the priests to burn the Word of God ; said 
she would prepare the way, and try to have one when I came again ; asked an 
interest in my prayers, shook hands, and hoped I would call every time I 
passed.

Travelled all day in Beauport, and improved every opportunity of speaking to 
the people. Lent five testaments in all in this parish. Some promised to pay 
me when I returned, if they liked the books. In most cases the people are com­
municative, and I find that the majority of them are taught to believe that 
Protestants have no religion, that they never pray in their homes, nor teach 
their children to do so,—and seem quite surprised when I inform them to the 
contrary. Some of them are very inquisitive where I stop overnight, and want 
to know the faith of Protestants ; and sometimes, from speaking, I have to go 
to bed at a late hour. This I find a privilege.

While labouring between the division line between Kilkenny and New Glas­
gow, I stopped at a house. The inmates were very poor ; and while in the 
act of lending them one of the cheap editions, and talking with them, two carts 
passed near to where my horse was tied. There were two French Canadians in 
each cart. They snatched my buffalo robe from my waggon, and drove off at

without my robe, which I find a great loss.

Had a discussion with the village blacksmith, while his man was shoeing my 
horse on the merits of the Virgin Mary and the saints. Offered to sell him a 
Bible. Said the priest would not allow it. Told him the priest was but a man 
like himself, and would have to stand at the bar of God and give an account of 
the deeds done in the body ; that it would be a fearful account to give to his 
Maker that he had kept the Word of God from the people; that we were all 
accountable beings, and ought not to pin our consciences to any man’s sleeve ; 
that the word of God was the only sure guide to heaven ; that it ought to be in 
every house, and treasured up in every heart ; that what our Saviour and his 
apostles said and wrote when on earth must be true; that we needed its light 
to guide us, its warnings to caution us, its precepts to counsel us, its promises 
to cheer, encourage, support and comfort us in passing through the trials, crosses 
and difficulties of this present wilderness world. He said what I said had good 
sense in it ; that if I would lend him a Testament until the next time I would 
pass, he would read it, and if he liked it he "would pay me for it. Prayed that1
God would bless His own Word to him.

Was received kindly in most places. Several persons were very willing to 
hold conversation with me, and when urged to buy the Word of God, invariably 
replied, they were afraid of the priest. Surely the fear of man bringeth a snare. 
One young man asked me to lend him a Testament. I told him I would call to 

he had made. When I came again he seemed very glad.see what progjess 
Shook hands and left.

Three days finished canvassing the parish of Beanport; and although I sold 
no books, yet I hope, by God’s grace, I have made impressions on many minds 
that will not soon be worn off. Oh 1 when shall the day dawn, and the light of 
the glorious gospel of peace rise on this dark and benighted people ! Lord, take 
unto thyself thine own power, and go on from conquering and to conquer, until 

bigotry, superstition, and idolatry shall fall before the brightness of the 
Amen and amen.

Visited the parish of St. Jacques, where I 
in several places to allow them to put up my horse, which I did, in some places, 
for the sake of having an opportunity to converse freely with the inmates.

This day, in one of the houses which I visited, the man, welcomed me 
said he was very glad to learn that I was employed in distributing the Word 
of God. I have been looking for you to come to this part for some time.

In presenting this our Annual Report of the Ormstown Branch of the Mon­
treal Auxiliary Bible Society, we would gratefully record our gratitude to the 
Author of all good for the honour conferred upon us in making us instrumental 
in advancing the cause of His own word. To Him also we feel grateful for the 
measure of success which, during the past year, has attended our humble and 
imperfect efforts,' and confidently hope that our successors may be equally 
instrumental in forwarding the good cause.

Our field of operations is small, being only about eight miles in length by 
about five in width, but we are happy in being able to state that the people 
therein is a Bible-loving community. We held several meetings during the year, 
and appointed Collectors for the different sections into which we divided the 
ground allotted to us, and here, with pleasure, we record our appreciation of 
the cheerful and successful manner in which these Collectors, viz : Misses 
Taite, Angus, Wright, McEagle, Moore, Russell, Mills, Cairns, Woodrow, 
Kilgour, Campbell, Cross, McEwen, and McCunloch, discharged the duties we 
imposed upon them. They collected, in sums varying from two dollars and 
under, the very satisfactory aggregate amount of eighty-two dollars and fifty-two 
cents, which was duly forwarded as acknowledged in the Annual Report of the 
Montreal Auxiliary Bible Society, lately published, which we believe to be the 
largest sum ever collected at one time in this section for the same cause. Of this 
we do not boast, but refer to the fact merely to indicate what united and cheer­
ful co-operation will accomplish. Upon enquiry it was found that nearly all the 
Protestant families, at least, were abundantly supplied with the word of God. 
We gave, gratuitously, by order of our President, one copy of the Bible to each 
of two poor families who had none ; we are happy to state that no other demands 
were made for gratuity. Our Depositary’s Report will speak for itself, but we
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For the information and satisfaction of the friends of this Society, your Com­
mittee heg leave to render the following report of their operations for the past 
year, and also of the condition of this Branch at this its 9th anniversary meet­
ing.

Before doing so, however, they would desire to express their heartfelt gratitude 
to the Almighty, for whatever measure of success may have crowned their 
feeble efforts in endeavouring to assist in disseminating the truths of the Word 
of God among the poor and ignorant.

We are happy to congratulate the worthy Agent of our Parent Organization 
Rev. Mr. Green, upon this his annual visit to us, to whom we would now res­
pectfully submit this report.

During the past year your Committee held but two meetings, at which the 
ordinary business of the Society was transacted in the usual manner, viz:—the 
appointing of Lady Collectors for each district within our jurisdiction, to solicit 
contributions in behalf of this noble work, and the nominating of office-bearers 
and Committee for the current year.

We take much pleasure in being able to state that the Ladies, whom we ap- 
' pointed for this work, cheerfully consented to canvass their respective districts,

This I 
think is mainly to be attributed to the frequency of similar calls upon the people 
of this vicinity for other charitable purposes, although we are sorry to say, that 
there seems to be quite an indifference on the part of a good many, about the 

I eternal interests of our fellow creatures, who do not enjoy the benefits and
blessings of an open Bible.

The following statement of the amount collected compares very favorably with 
that of previous years :—

INSTRUCTIONS TO COLPORTEURS OF THE MONTREAL AUXILIARY
BIBLE SOCIETY.

1. Your duty in the service of this Society is, to visit every family within the 
district assigned to you, and to supply every family destitute of the Scriptures 
with a copy. Every family not possessing a whole Bible, is to be considered 
destitute of a Bible.

2. When you find a family destitute, endeavour to sell a Bible ; if they cannot 
or will not buy, give one of the cheap editions. If a considerable part of the 
price is paid, one of the higher priced ones may be granted.

3. Sell as many Bibles and Testaments as possible; but you are not to sell on 
credit to those who are not destitute, except in extreme cases ; and in deciding 
which are extreme cases, you must be careful to exercise good judgement. 
Nothing short of the invoice price is ever to be taken in selling to families who 
are supplied, The price will always be marked on the Books.

4. Visit Roman Catholics, and offer them also the Bible. If they will pur­
chase, sell to them ; but if not, lend a Bible to every family that will give their 
name, and promise that the Book shall be kept in safety as the property of the 
Bible Society, and returned when demanded.

5. Receive donations and subscriptions from all who offer so to aid this So­
ciety, and keep a careful account of the same ; but do not ask for money, since 
it is the duty of the Travelling Agent rather than of the Colporteur to collect, 
funds.

6. Wherever you go, seek the countenance and co-operation of Ministers of 
the Gospel, without distinction of denomination. The Society you act for is 
eminently catholic.

Extracts from the Sixty-Third Report of the British and Foreign Bible
Society.

FRANCE.
There is much in the present state of France to awaken the profoundest solici­

tude of all who are interested in its religions condition. That evils of appalling 
magnitude are actively at work, diffusing a most disastrous influence, will 
scarcely admit of a question. The tendency to atheism, which was so marked a 
feature of the great Revolution at the close of the last century, and which sought 
to obliterate every trace and memorial of Christian Truth, is re-appearing in cer­
tain circles, and acquiring a strength and an audacity which seem to assume an 
easy conquest over the religious faith of the people, and the speedy arrival of a 
period when the very idea of a God shall be banished as the idle dream of a puerile 
and worthless superstition. Such sentiments are propounded in no doubtful or 
cautious phraseology, but with startling emphasis in the orations of scientific 
men and through the channels of popular literature. Men designating them­
selves the apostles of materialism are labouring with ceaseless activity in a cause 
which, if successful, would crush out the noblest hopes of humanity, and plunge 
society into a chaos of disorganization—an abyss of infamy and degradation 
fatal to all truth, virtue and goodness. Nor is this the only evil of a portentous 
character which afflicts France at the present moment. Whilst there is the 
manifest growth of a boastful aud daring scepticism amongst the masses of the 
population, both of the higher and lower grades, the Protestant Church, which 
should be a citadel for the defence of the Truth, has those within her pale who 
betray the dearest interests of the Gospel, and, by a system of cold and cruel 
rationalism, eliminate from the Bible the very features which impart to it all its 
value as a revelation of love and grace to fallen man. And yet further, it must 
be remembered that ignorant and servile superstition is still rampant in many 
parts of France. Popery is honoured as the only religion that bears the impri­
matur of heaven ; the priests are revered as the representatives of infallibility, 
holding in their power the eternal salvation or perdition of the people ; and Pro­
testantism and the Bible are anathematized as the direst enemies of the human race.
In the face of such acknowledged evils, it is scarcely to be expected that the 
operations of your Society can be conducted without serious resistance and much 
obloquy. Yet your excellent Agent, M. de Pressens/;, who, from his long and 
intimate acquaintance with the Bible work in France, is surely competent to give 

trustworthy opinion on the subject, affirms that the year just closed, in all that 
constitutes real and abiding success, has proved a period of labour which he can 
review with unmixed satisfaction, and in which he can clearly discern the guid­
ance and blessing of Almighty God,

The introductory sentences of M. de Pressensé’s Report will discl.ose his im­
pressions as to the general result of ihe past year’s operations :—

‘ It is my full conviction—and when expressing myself thus positively, it is 
because I have proofs in band which warrant my so doing—that the year which, >
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as far as your Paris agency is concerned, terminated on the 28th of February 
last, was one of the most favourable through which we have ever passed, as it 
respects the most precious of all results for which we look in connection with 
the work of disseminating the Word of God. In many localities, the number of 
which is now larger than ever before, and even in the midst of vast centres of 
population, and by hosts of Roman Catholics, whose numbers are increasing 
from year to year, the Bible or the New Testament has been purchased with a 
correct and just appreciation of the value of the acquisition thus made. Every 
one of the distributors of these precious volumes conveys to me, each in his own 
way, an intimation something like the following :—“ That with respect to every­
thing relating to religious thoughts and wishes, the minds of 'multitudes are so 
influenced as to incline them to give a willing ear to the explanations or appeals 
which may be addressed to them by those who believe in the truth of the Bible." 
Undoubtedly the feeling thus manifested is far, very far from being what it 
ought to be or what we could wish it to be. Nevertheless, I feel assured that, 
with myself, you will regard this fact as an indication of progress, and of real 
progress too, if we compare this new state of things with that lamentable indif­
ference which was formerly encountered among all classes of the French people. 
Our Bible Colporteurs now no longer hear in all directions, “ Leave us alone ; 
we have no wish to change our religion, for thereby we should only get trouble 
and annoyance or, perhaps, “ Don’t trouble us ; we have something better to 
do than to bother ourselves with matters which concern the priests alone ; what 
we have to do is to work for our living." In the present day, impelled doubtless 
by instigators of a detestable character, by those apostles ofatheism, who are now 
to be found in the most isolated nooks of the country districts, and in all the work­
shops of the land, where they sow broadcast their poisonous writings, which are 
so much the more dangerous because they are penned in a simple, clever, and 
eminently popular style, the question of the existence or non-existence of God 
has seized hold of men’s minds. Without rejecting altogether, as could be 
desired, the varied theories which emanate from the most abominable impiety, 
and without accepting them either at first sight, they still examine them ; and 
everything that is brought before them, for or against religion, is eagerly dis­
cussed. All this arouses inquiry ; and notwithstanding the many dangers which 
this involves in a certain sense, it is decidedly to be preferred to the stolid 
apathy, or I might almost say to the real intellectual and moral death, in regard 
to everything appertaining to religion, which prevailed informer days. And let 
us not forget that this was, for a protracted period, the chief of all the obstacles 
in the way of the dissemination of the Word of God in this country. So far as 
I am concerned, even in the contemplation of this frightful propagandism of 
atheism, and although sharing the opinion of those who anticipate the success, 
for how long is uncertain, of these principles of disorder, or rather of utter con­
fusion, I cannot avoid perceiving in all this is in all the events taking place here 
below, that God will, in the exercise of His infinite mercy, know how to educe 
good out of evil.’

Proceeding to actual issues, your Agent states that the Paris Depot has sent 
forth :—
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92,465 copies

On these issues it is remarked : —
11 can certify that not one of the above-named copies was issued without the 

certainty having been proved beforehand that it would be brought into profitable 
use, for now 1 am most careful to prevent the possibility of any accumulation of 
stock in any locality. Each Sub-Depôt is simply provided with the supply of 
books which is indispensably necessary ; and the same is the case with each
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Colporteur. But there is one matter which cannot but be regretted, and I must 
needs acquaint you with it. It is as follows In order to be able to submit to 
vou results of a positive nature, I was under the necessity of closing all my books 
on the 15th of February. Now, from that date to the end of the month, upwards 
of 9,000 copies were sent out of the Depot, which were absolutely required o 
supply the demands of the Colporteurs to enable them to continue their work ; 
and if this number be added to the total of the issues reported above, we shall see 
that the real total of the copies sent out from your Paris Depot, during the thir y- 
fourth year of my agency, is 101,465 copies. I have deemed it of importance for 
you to know this encouraging fact. Be this as it may, however, I now give you 
the mode in which the issues reported in my account were appropriated :

Colportage.—M. de Pressensé devotes a very considerable portion of his Re­
port to Colportage, which has always been the mode preferred by himself for get­
ting the Scriptures into all parts of France. The success of this agency as to its 
spiritual results, must always depend to a great extent upon the character and 
special qualifications of the persons employed. Indeed, Christian character can 
be the only guarantee that the duties of the office will be faithfully and conscien­
tiously discharged. The mere hireling, who under false pretenses succeeds in 
entering upon the work, soon becomes faint-hearted and disgusted. Exposure 
to great fatigue and self-denial, limited remuneration, and abuse heaped upon 
him and his work, make him weary under the burden of his difficult vocation, 
and having no real love for the Scriptures himself, he is destitute of that heart- 
logic by which some of your Colporteurs succeed so marvellously in inducing 
persons to purchase the Bible. There is reason for much thankfulness that there 
have always been sufficient candidates from which to recruit your staff with effi­
cient labourers. M. de Pressensé had eighty-five men, for longer or shorter per­
iods, in the service of the Society last year, and with rare exceptions they satis­
fied all his requirements. Of those recently engaged nearly the whole were con­
verted Roman Catholics, who, having received blessing through the study of the 
Scriptures, were zealous for their dissemination.

BELGIUM.

The position of your work in this country remains essentially unaltered. 
There are no legal obstructions to encounter, nor any attempt on the part of the 
Authorities to interfere with or suppress your operations. But with the utmost 
possible freedom of action in the dissemination of the Scriptures, 
supposed that your agency meets with a universal welcome amongst a population 
so widely influenced by the extremes of superstition and infidelity. On the one 
hand, Popery inveighs fiercely against the Bible as a dangerous book, likely to 
poison or subvert the faith of the people, and has recourse to every species of 
misrepresentation and calumny to impart authority and influence to its dictum ; 
■and on the other hand, an increasing class, composed of those who claim to be-

The Colporteurs bave succeeded in selling 651 New Testaments more than in 
the preceding year, but their sales of portions have been reduced. There have 
been seven Colporteurs employed for different periods. Each has given much 
devoted labour to his duties. Success in sales has varied, but it should be borne 
in mind that some districts are more fanatical and immoral than others, thereby 
rendering the sale ot the Scriptures more difficult. It is necessary that your 
Colporteurs in this country should be men of streng religious convictions, and 
not easily intimidated by the angry menaces of opponents. The treatment they 
occasionally experience would daunt a timid and irresolute heart; but none of 
your agents have thrown up the work by reason of the hardship and self-denial 
it involves.

HOLLAND.

The work which the Society has undertaken in Holland proceeds without any 
. material variation, or incidents of an extraordinary character. The year just 

closed has proved nearly equal in visible results to its predecessor, and the usual 
modes of operation have been in force. Like other countries, during the past 
year, Holland has smarted under Divine dispensations. Both man and beast have 
been smitten, and in such a way as to challenge the acknowledgment of a mys­
terious and omnipotent Power, in the presence of which all creatures are as 
nothing, and less than nothing and vanity. The cattle plague desolated the

120

long to the élite of society, the educated and the refined, hold up the Bible to un­
sparing ridicule and contempt, and would consign the whole nation to a state in 
which there should be an utter and desolate negation of all religious truth. 
These two sections of society in Belgium embrace the vast majority of the popu­
lation ; and whatever may be said as to the position and prospects of the Romish 
Church, there seems to be little doubt that scepticism is fast multiplying its 
converts and extending its triumphs. It is very natural that in contemplating 
the labours of the past year, your agent, Mr. Kirkpatrick, should refer to the two 
gigantic evils which come daily under his observation, and constitute the chief 
impediments to the future development of your work. Yet the Bible is the very 
weapon—and the most potent weapon—with which superstition and unbelief 
must be combated ; and the more these two conditions of mind prevail, the more 
strenuous should be the efforts put forth to diffuse that which is the only effec­
tual antidote to their growing influence. Such is the policy which your Society 
has pursued, and while standing aloof from all controversies which agitate the 
public mind, it has sought by all available means to place the Scriptures in every 
part of Belgium accessible to its agency.

The issues from your Dépôt at Amsterdam have been 24,183 copies. . Of these, 
13 975 have been disseminated by seven Colporteurs, and 10,208 disposed of 
through other channels. In addition, 6,475 copies have been supplied to distant 
Depots, so that the entire issues effected have risen to 30,658, or upwards of 
2 000 in excess of the previous year. Since 1844, when operations commenced, 
648 619 copies have been disseminated in Holland through the agency of your

GERMANY.

If in former years the Committee have given utterance to emotions of surprise 
and thankfulness when announcing the remarkable development of the Society’s 
operations in Germany, they have on the present occasion the gratifying duty of 
stating that all antecedent results have been surpassed by the work of the year 
now to be reviewed. In no country to which the labours of the Society are ex­
tended, has there been such a wonderful increase in the circulation of the Scrip­
tures, as in Germany during the last ten years. This remark applies not to one 
section merely of the German field, but to the whole; and although your Com­
mittee have not the slightest wish or intention to supersede the efforts of German 
Christians to provide for their own population, it is very evident that if your 
operations were withdrawn, there wou:d be a grievous famine of the Word of 

fatherland of the Reformation, and multitudes would be left destitute
God in the
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of that volume with which Luther waged such successful war against the man of 
sin, and shook the whole fabric of Popery to its foundation.

The year now closed was marked by peculiarities in the state of Germany 
which demanded special measures on your part It is not the province of your 
Committee to enter into any discussion respecting the war which involved such 
mighty issues for Germany. If the subject should be referred to in the course 
of these pages, it will only be in relation to that aspect of it which concerns the 
operations of this Society. It would be equally irrelevant to venture any opinion 
as to the ultimate results which may spring from the recent adjustment of affairs 
in Germany. It will be enough to state that not only did the war furnish an 
occasion for a large and most beneficial distribution of Scriptures in a season of 
urgent need, but that the territorial arrangements now accepted and recognised 
are far more likely to facilitate than impede your work.

It will be seen by the statistics now to be supplied, that the circulation of the 
Scriptures by your agency during the past year, has approached a grand total of 
nearly 600,000 copies. It may be presumed, therefore, that the period has been 
one of unusual activity, and that very weighty and laborious duties have de­
volved upon your Agents in Germany.

It will now be desirable to give some brief statement of what was effected for 
the dissemination of the Scriptures during that memorable war, which has gone 
far towards giving reality and substance to the long-cherished hope of German 
unity. The past year afforded a practical illustration of the immense advantage 
possessed by the Society in having its own responsible agents fixed in convenient 
centres, with large stocks of Scriptures available for sudden emergencies, and 
provided with a staff of Christian labourers who can be despatched in any direc­
tion where their services may be urgently required. When the war actually 
broke out in Germany, though fears of hostilities had been previously rife, the 
crisis culminated so swiftly, that little could have been done to promote the 
diffusion of the Scriptures, unless your Agents had been on the spot with all the 
appliances for immediate action within their reach. Mr. Davies, in anticipation 
of what might occur, displayed much sagacious foresight, and arranged his plans 
for speedy execution at the proper moment. Your Committee will allow Mr. 
Davies to describe his course of action in his own words :—

“Of the 1,200,000 men under arms in the short, but great war just ended, 
218,000 were at one time or other engaged in the district of your Frankfort 
Agent. These latter constituted his field of labour. On the results of that 
labour, it is his present duty to report. The 218,000 men fall into the follow­
ing groups ;—93,000 were Prussians or North Germans, 62,000 were South 
Germans or Austrians, 50,000 were Bavarians, and 18,000 were Hanoverians.

“ The war may be said to have begun on the 15th June, the day on which 
the Diet of the late Germanic Confederation determined to mobilize the Federal 
Army, and to have ended for the district of your Agent, with the final with­
drawal of the Prussian troops from their temporary occupation of Bavaria, 
Baden, and Grand Ducal Hesse, and their subsequent separation in the latter 
half of September. Geographically the district of the Frankfort agency was 
cut up into two great divisions, one of which was in the power of one party, 
the other in the power of the other. During the progress of the war, the 
boundary line kept moving, now to the north, now to the south, until with the 
occupation of Frankfort by the Prussians on the 16th July, the seat of your 
agency fell definitely into the tract of country in which the power of Prussia 
was undisputed.
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« Until the 16th of July, your Agent was cut off from all communication, and 
from all possibility of personal action farther North than the lands occupied by 
the Federal troops ; after that date from all communication and action farther 
South than the lands occupied by the Prussians. But arrangements had been 
made before the outbreak of the war in the North and in the South, by which 
the work of the Society could be carried on in all eventualities. Your Agent 
believes that in no part of his district were your operations suspended for more 
than eight or ten days during the whole period of the war. In the North, his 
Colporteurs when cut off from their own Depot, could draw from your Agent 
in Berlin (to whose promptitude and kindness we are greatly indebted) ; and 
in the South, while our communications were still open, supplies were sent, 
from which the Stuttgart and Carlsruhe Colporteurs, as well as our own men, 
were able to draw, when they were cut off from access to all your German 
Dépôts.

“ To give a full history of our work, would be to write a history of the move­
ments of the Prussian army of the Maine, and of the 8th corps of the Federal 
army ; for where they were, we or our fellow-labourers were. These, and trom 
the 28th of July till the latter half of August, the 2nd Prussian Reserve Corps, 
under the Grand Duke of Mecklenburg-Schwerin, were substantially the entire 
field of our direct operation. Among the Bavarians we could only work directly 
through such of the army chaplains as found it more convenient to draw their 
supplies from us than from Nuremberg, and through our own Colporteurs, when 
the troops were out of their native land. The 18,000 Hanoverians had in a 
single fortnight either fallen in battle or capitulated, and had thus vanished 
from the scene before our men could reach them. Perhaps, I should add, that 
two Colporteurs worked among the troops in garrison on the Rhine.

“ The direct work of your Society among the troops was carried on from the 
following centres— Frankfort, Wiesbaden, Neudietendorf, (Duchy of Gotha), 
and Cologne. .

« Had friends called at our Frankfort Depot on the Monday mornings follow­
ing the outbreak of the war, they would have found, up to the date of the entry 
of the Prussians, eight men assembled for morning worship, in addition to those 
usually employed in the Depot. Three of these men were Colporteurs who have 
long been in the employment of the Society ; two more were brethren from the 
College in St. Chrischona, placed for the duration of the war at the disposal of 
your Agent; and the remaining three were also Chrischona brethren, but in 
the employ of the Bible Societies of Stuttgart and Carlsruhe. These were our 
Frankfort staff of military Bible-men. In the week they went out, generally in 
companies of two. On Saturday night they returned for their Sabbath rest, 
and to report on their labours. On the Monday morning we met for prayer. 
Before noon, having received their week’s instructions, they again dispersed to 
resume their holy toil. Such were our circumstances up to the 16th of July. 
On that morning the three brethren of the Stuttgart and Carlsruhe Societies 
took their departure with the Federal troops ; in the evening the Prussians en­
tered. The next morning our five men began their work among the soldiers of 
the army of the Maine.

“ Senior Colporteur Gartner, with two fellow-labourers, had received general 
instructions to act independently of the Agent, should circumstances render it 
necessary, with the Duchy of Nassau, Mayence, and the left bank of the Rhine 
from Mayence to Bingen, as his sphere of operation.

« Senior Colporteur Wick had a similar commission for Thuringia ; and when 
intelligence was received of the intended invasion of Bavaria by the 2nd corps 
of the Prussian reserve, under the Grand Duke of Mecklenburg, Wick was sum­
moned to Frankfort to receive special instructions, and then returned to Nurem­
berg along with Lessig and Wettig, where they remained until the Prussians 
left Bavaria on the conclusion of the peace.

« Other Colporteurs in the Frankfort district fell in occasionally with detach­
ments of the Federal and Prussian armies, and did not allow these opportunities 
to pass unimproved.

« in the Cologne district Mr. Beyerhaus stationed Colporteurs in Coblenz and 
Cologne, who worked among the troops in garrison, and subsequently sent a 
Colporteur to Wesel, who laboured among the troops in garrison, and among 
the prisoners of war. In addition to this, he gave general orders to bis Colpor­
teurs to work among the troops who might be passing through, or occupying 
their respective districts.

« Such are the general features of our direct operations.
« Our indirect work consisted in supplying individuals and Societies with the 

Scriptures they needed, in order to enable them to share with us this department 
of Bible work. These Societies were Bible Societies, such as those of Stuttgart, 
Carlsruhe, Elberfeld ; and the individuals were army chaplains, ministers, or 
simple believers, who, without any official character, felt their spirit stirred 
within them by the spiritual necessities of this special class of our fellow-men. 
We were not alone in our work. The churches of Germany were thoroughly 
alive to a sense of their responsibilities in this crisis of their national history, at 
least this was the case in Western Prussia and Southern Germany ; and with 
gratitude to God we can with truth affirm, that neither for ourselves nor for our 
fellow-labourers were the resources of our Society inadequate to meet the wants 
of this great occasion.

“ But what, it may be asked, were the numerical and spiritual results of the 
efforts of your own agents, and of our numerous fellow-labourers ?

“ Numerically the results have been as follow

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SWITZERLAND.

The circulation of Scriptures in Switzerland, as in other parts of Mr. Davies’ 
district, has been marked by progress.
Bibles, 13,482 ; Testaments, 28,211 ; Portions, 6,645 ; Total, 48,338. There has 
been an increased issue of 799 Bibles, and 483 Testaments ; but a decrease of 
787 Portions, leaving a gross increase of 495 copies.

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AUSTRIA.

Mr. E. Millard, wbo holds one of the most responsible positions in the service
most extraordinary and eventfulof the Society, describes the past year

reriod It is not astonishing that such emphatic terms should be employed, 
when it is recollected that your Agent writes from the capital of the Austrian 
Empire and after a series of crushing reverses had struck the whole population 
with terror and dismay, as they beheld the tide of military defeat rolling forward, 
almost to the very gates of Vienna. But it is not simply in reference to such 
events as these that M#. Millard describe the year as extraordinary and event- 
ful He rises above the region of worldly politics, and looks beyond the fierce 
struggle of contending nations. His thoughts are busied with higher matters ; 
—matters which carry with them more vital and momentous results in regard to 
ail that affects the truest and noblest welfare of man. It is chiefly in relation 
to the remarkable dissemination of the Holy Scriptures, and all the blessed in­
fluence which may be expected to flow from it, that Mr. Millard considers the 
period now reviewed as one of special interest and importance, well deserving 
the closest attention, and the most devout praise of all who desire the spiritual 
enlightenment of Austria’s vast and mingled population.

In the Report of your Society for 1853, when the ineffectual efforts of Mr. 
Millard to secure a permanent position in Austria are described, the following 
significant statement is recorded Your Committee refer to Austria and Hun- 

in order to state that the requisition of the Austrian Government, alluded 
to have all the Scriptures in the Dépôts at Giins, Pesth,
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and Vienna sent out of the country, was rigorously enforced. Two hundred and 
four bales and one hundred and twenty-fivc cases, containing, either bound or 
in sheets, 58,087 copies of Bibles and Testaments, were, under the charge of a 
detachment of gendarmes, conveyed beyond the frontiers of the Austrian territory, 
amidst the unavailing tears and sighs of tens of thousands of the people, wait­
ing for and anxious to possess the precious volumes of which they were so merci­
lessly bereft. Strange infatuation, surely, on the part of the rulers ! involving 
a fearful responsibility 1” But what a happy contrast your Report of this day

, more enlightened policy in 1866. 
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The issues reported by Mr. Millard include 43,235 Bibles, 70,056 Testaments, 

43 105 Portions ; total, 156,396 copies ; that is more by 96,052 copies than 
circulated in the previous year. These sacred volumes have been scattered over 

large extent of the Austrian dominions, and many have found their way into 
dark, priest-ridden spots, where previously no effort had been made to introduce
the Word of God.
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NORWAY.

The Committee turn to this country with considerable satisfaction, as the as­
pect of your work is full of encouragement. An impulse has been given to
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Bible circulation, which, year by year, seems to act with increasing force. The 
cold and apathetic temperament of the Norwegians is well known, and it 
supposed that this characteristic of the people would prove a formidable diffi­
culty in attempting to create any general desire for the possession of the Scrip­
tures. But, through the blessing of God resting on the plans pursued in the 
spirit of faith and prayer, a far greater measure of success has been experienced 
in awakening aneager inquiry for Divine Truth than had been anticipated. Nor 
has this success been confined to any one particular part of the country, but has 
been diffused alike over every district, so that the concurrent testimony comes 
from all your correspondents, assuring the Committee that your labours 
everywhere hailed with gratitude, and that the number of Scriptures circulated, 
so far from diminishing, exhibit a very striking increase. To the more general 
possession and knowledge of the Bible in Norway, many important improve­
ments in the habits and tastes of the people are traced ; and the growth of religion 
amongst all classes of the population, has of late years been apparent to the 
most casual observer.

The report of the Agency for the past year states, that although no thrilling 
incidents can be presented similar to those which frequently come from other 
lands, yet it can be affirmed with positive truth, that the great work of Evan­
gelization is progressing in all directions, and that the inhabitants of the remote 
mountains and valleys are being daily taught, through the instrumentality of 
this Society, the incomparable value of the Word of God. The issues of the 
year have comprised 7,057 Bibles, and 18,662 Testaments, or an aggregate of 
25,719 copies. This result shows that the Christiana Depot issued 5,586 more 
copies in 1866 than in the previous year.

RUSSIA.

St. Petersburg.—The past year has seen Russia with steady purpose making 
fresh advances in all that pertains to the effective civilization of the Empire. 
Law and liberty are rapidly becoming familiar realities in the country. Through 
the new courts, with their public trials, justice is administered more economi­
cally and more rapidly than before. The relaxation of the laws of the censor­
ship, and the enlarged freedom conceded to the press, are changes greatly contri­
buting to the peace and stability of society, and reflect honour on the sagacious 
counsels which preside at the helm of the government. Education is likewise 
spreading, and working changes amongest classes greatly needing its elevating 
influence. If an adequate supply of teachers could be secured, more in number, 
and higher in qualifications, the national progress would be accelerated. Some 
additional facilities need to be provided, if all the opportunities which the late 
emancipation movement offers are to be really accepted and improved. The 
wicked attempt upon the Emperor’s life, which roused universal indignation, has 
been made the occasion of certain beneficial acts and suggestions. At first, a 
degree of alarm was mingled with lively gratitude at the Monarch’s merciful 
escape from the designs of an unscrupulous assassin ; but as the feeling of agi­
tation subsided, the gratitude of the nation began to take a practical effect. 
New philanthropic and educational institutions were founded,aud those already in 
existence received an accession of fundsand sympathy. Closely identified with the 
development of education is the progress of Bible distribution. As soon as 

schools are brought into operation, the Scriptures are constantly and sys­
tematically introduced, and thus a religious element .is imparted to the educa­
tion which is supplied. In the army and navy the officers are reqiured to give 
regular instruction to their men ; and it is found that as soon as the rudiments
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of spelling are overcome, the first reading book generally adopted is the New 
Testament, or the four Gospels. When libraries are formed for the benefit of 
the people, the Scriptures have a prominent position. It is impossible to con­
template the many changes taking place in Russia without admiration of the 
policy which has dictated them.

In regard to the dissemination of the Holy Scriptures, it may be observed, that 
the Synod of the Russo-Greek Church continues its printing operations with con­
siderable vigour, and thousands of the Gospels, New Testament, or Psalms, in 
Slavonic and Modern Russ, are dispersed through the vast Empire. These 
editions are issued at comparatively cheap rates, to place them within the reach 
of the poorest classes. The 32mo. Testament, of which large editions have been 
struck off, is now stereotyped, so that applications can be met with, much more 
despatch than formerly. Your Society is necessarily dependent upon the presses 
of the Synod for all the Modern Russ Scriptures distributed, through its agency,

There is now a growing circulation of God’s Word in the country, and the 
work may be expanded far beyond its present limits. There are devoted men 
and women who are engaged in Colportage, bearing the Scriptures from house 
to house and even offering them in the streets. Some extracts from their jour­
nals will be sufficient to show that the Bible is very precious to the Russian po­
pulation.
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PORTUGAL.

The work of Bible dissemination in Portugal, is now passing through an or­
deal which it is believed will finally settle the question of its legality, and estab­
lish it on a firm and recognized basis. It was hardly to be expected, that in a 
country where popish supremacy had so long been acknowledged, and priestly 
influence had imposed upon the ignorance and credulity of the people, your 
work would be tolerated without a fierce and protracted resistance on the part 
of those emissaries of the Romish Church, whose fears and passions are always

The commencementstrongly excited in the presence of a free and open Bible, 
of your operations in Portugal struck terror into many a circle of opponents, 
and it was determined, if possible, to crush your efforts, and save the country 
from the supposed disaster with which it was threatened. The printing of the 
Scriptures in Portugal, it was clearly ascertained, could not be prevented, and 
the policy of the priests has been to defeat the sale of the Sacred Volume, by 
heaping abuse upon the Colporteurs, and condemning the books as spurious and 
prescribed by the Church. More than this, the action of the Colporteurs has, in 
some instances, been arrested on the ground of its alleged illegality. A trial 
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Oporto, a bigoted ecclesiastic, was the prosecutor. One of your Colporteurs 
had been cast into prison, and all the Scriptures found in his lodgings seized by 
order of this Prelate. The point of legality was the only question reserved for 
the decision of the civil courts. Much vexatious delay arose before the proceed­
ings could be brought to a termination. Judgment, however, has now been 
delivered, and the committee are happy to say in favour of the free circulation 
of the Scriptures. It was declared, that to offer the Bible openly for sale, when 
the copies had been printed in the country, was strictly within the limits of 
constitutional law; and that as the question was one purely of civil law, the 
priests had no right of interference. This important point having been gained, 
the next step was to demand the surrender of the Scriptures which had been
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As this reasonable demand was declined.Illegally confiscated by the Bishop, 
an appeal was made to the court having jurisdiction in such matters ; and an 
order was issued, requiring the Bishop to restore the copies he had seized. This 
latter decision caused deep mortification, and a threat of further proceedings 
was made, but the threat has not been carried out ; and it is believed that there 
is so little probability of reversing the judgment given, that the Bishop will sub­
mit to his defeat with the best grace he can. Your Committee are very thankful 
that such a result has been attained ; and it may be presumed that the effect 
will be to give your operations a freedom and security, which will go far to ensure 
their success. But it is not to be expected that all the advantages of this legal 
decision will at once be secured without difficulty. Opposition will continue to 
be manifested, especially in the country districts, where the population is fana­
tical, and easily stimulated to violence, and the administration of justice is in 
the hands of timid and time-serving men. By degrees, however, the conviction 
will spread, that the men who are engaged in the circulation of the Scriptures, 

onlv exercising a vocation which involves no offence whatever against the 
constitution of the country, and are therefore entitled to all legal protection. 
Your Agent, the Rev. P. H. Rougbton, in adverting to these circumstances, con­
siders that a triumph has been won for the Bible, and that henceforth he will be 
able to act with greater freedom and confidence. There are some other cases 
yet to de disposed of in the courts of law, but there is little reason to apprehend 
any reversal of the decisions already pronounced. These proceedings have en­
tailed much expense, but the committee deemed it their duty to exhaust every 

of legally vindicating their right to disseminate the Scriptures ; and had
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they hesitated, there would have been no other alternative than to abandon the 
efforts so auspiciously commenced in Portugal.

The circumstances, thus explained, have had their influence on the circulation 
of the past year, for until the trial of the Colporteur was closed, it was not pru­
dent or safe to continue Colportage in some parts of the country. It is with 
gratitude to God that your Committee can state that, during the year, 8,778 
copies have been disseminated in connection with Mr. Roughton’s operations. 
The plans pursued have been formed with sound judgment, and carried out in 
such a way as was best adapted to accomplish your object, without exposing 
the Colporteurs to unnecessary danger. On several occasions the Colporteurs 
have been arrested at the instigation of priests, but they have been speedily re­
leased when the civil power has been invoked on their behalf. In the prosecu­
tion of their labours, they have had to face the rage of ignorant bigots, and they 
have not been strangers to the frank and friendly welcome of those who look for 
truth beyond the teachings of the Romish Church. Mr. Rougbton gives very 
full extracts from the journals of the Colporteurs. As a measure of precaution,
they usually travel in couples.

. ITALY.

This country has made further progress towards reaching the goal of her fer­
vid political aspirations ; and, as the constitution distinctly embodies and 
solemnly guarantees full religious toleration, with all its legitimate results, the 
enlargement of territory is coincident with wider scope for the operations of
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your Society. The recent struggle with Austria, which drew forth the enthu­
siasm of all patriotic hearts, had an issue in favour of Italian unity; and two 
millions of people, who had long groaned under the yoke of foreign despotism, 
now exult in afreedom of which they had been so cruelly deprived. The Commit- 
tee have endeavored to meet the new responsibility cast upon your Society, 
have employed their best efforts to occupy the important province of Venetia, 
now, happily, open to the circulation of the Scriptures. It is matter for thanks­
giving that the whole of the Italian peninsula is accessible to the agency of your 
Colporteurs, with the exception of the very limited territory sti'.l subject to the 
rule of the Sovereign Pontiff. The policy of Rome is immutable ; and there 
be no relaxation of the decree which dooms the Bible to exclusion from the seat 
of the great apostacy. With political predictions your Commltee have nothing 
to do ; but seeing what marvellous changes have occurred in Italy during the 
last seven years, it is not indulging in a fanatical dream to anticipate the speedy 
arrival of a period, when the last barrier to a free Bible shall be swept away.

It is the privilege of your Committee to announce a larger circulation of 
Scriptures during the past than in any preceding year. The circumstances al­
ready adverted to, will in great measure account for this, and the special efforts 
made on behalf of the military pending the war, will supply additional explana­
tion. The total number of Scriptures which your Agent, Mr. Bruce, reports 
having been issued from the various depots of the Society, amounts to 43,618 
volumes, which gives a clear increase of 15,566 as compared with the year 1865. 
The proportions have been as follow :-Bibles, 6,217 ; Testaments, 23,108; 
Portions, 14,293. It will be seen, therefore, that the large increase relates chiefly 
to Portions, which were liberally distributed amongst the regular troops and
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the volunteers who served under General Garibaldi, 
circulation may be placed even at a higher total than that already mentioned ; 
for the Committee have made grants to Correspondents, who are earnestly la-
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bouring for the spiritual regeneration of Italy ; and these grants
tially Included in the returns from the Depots.

The average number of Colporteurs has been somewhat smaller than in the 
previous year, and included thirty-two agents-mcn, it is believed, worthy of 
their calling ; and, while zealously attempting to fulfil the great objeef of their 
mission, commending their work by a truly Christian demeanour. Their sales 
have amounted to 22,034 copies. Fewer Bibles have been disposed of than 
usual The fact, though greatly to be lamented, is partly accounted for by two 
circumstances touched upon by your Agent, namely, the very large sale of com­
plete Bibles in former years, and the increasing difficulty experienced by the 
working classes, amongst whom the Scriptures have received the most cordial 
welcome, in providing the necessaries of life. The sales of the Colporteurs vary 

Some of your excellent labourers possess higher qualifications 
tact and energy in their work. In other cases

considerably.
than others, and display more 
the localities traversed may, by the sparseness of their population, or the pecu­
liar condition of the people, render it extremely difficult to ensure 
moderate degree of success. It is the constant aim of your Agent to select the 
best candidates that offer for the service ; but it is not an easy thing, notwith­
standing the progress the Gospel has made in Italy, to obtain an adequate staff 
of men altogether adapted to your work.
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INDIA.

British India has received a more than usual amount of attention and assist, 
during the past year. The operations of the several Auxiliaries are foundance

to be susceptible of vast extension; and the resources of your Society must 
mainly be relied upon to furnish means adequate to all practical enlargement. 
The Committee have long urged the policy of progress, and have pledged the 
Society to sustain, by its funds, every judicious measure adapted to promote a 
wider dissemination of the Holy Scriptures amongst the millions of that idola­
trous land. If, therefore, the desires so often and so earnestly repeated, are 
receiving at least a partial fulfilment, the intelligence should excite the deepest 
gratitude, and stimulate the zeal and liberality of the Christian Church, so that 
the Bible cause in India may never languish for want of symyathy and support, 
or be compelled to retire from territory which had been claimed for the God of 
Truth. If there be one country in the world under British sway, to which more 
than another England is solemnly bound to extend the benefits of Christianity 
that country is India. The responsibility so obviously manifest cannot be 
evaded without incurring the charge of inconsistency and enormous guilt. 
There has been the most laudable zeal displayed on the part of the English 
Government, in developing the material resources of India, and drawing her 
population into habits of industry and self-reliance. But has there been equal 
care and anxiety to convey to her teeming millions that Gospel which we recog- 
nisi, as the chiefest of all our national distinctions, and the root and source of all 
our national power and greatness? May not the fear of rousing the prejudices, 
and offending the idolatrous preferences of the people, have led our statesmen 
to act too much as if Christianity, with all the vast blessings it conveys, was a 
matter of comparatively subordinate importance ? The practice so long main­
tained, of excluding the Scriptures altogether from the schools sustained by the 
public funds, is indeed so far relaxed, that the Bible is now placed in the lib­
rary of educational establishments, free for the use of any pupils who are anxious 
to examine its contents. Money grants have also been made to a limited 
extent, towards the support of Missionary and Christian vernacular schools. 
But this’toodification will not accomplish much, and is but a very partial and 
inadequate approximation -to that bolder policy which has been strenuously 
advocated by the Christian people of this country. Making every allowance 
for the difficulties connected with governing the Indian races, it is nevertheless 
held to be an imperative duty to introduce the Scriptures, for general reading, 
into the schools of India, so that a Christian element may be infused into the 
education that is imparted. This course, however, has not been pursued, and 

India herself is beginning to protest against the injustice she has received
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in relation to Christianity. The complaint is loudly uttered in certain circles, 
that the English Government has established a system of secular education, 
which necessarily strikes at the faith of Hindooism, and demonstrates the per­
nicious character and influence of caste, but presents nothing to supply the
place of that which it has demolished. The bitter reproach of cruelty, even, is 
levelled against the conquerors of India, because they forbear to give her youth 
the opportunity of becoming acquainted with the principles of that religion,
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which, in its spirit and practice, is frankly admitted to be infinitely superior to 
all the native superstitions, whose degrading effects are palpable enough. These 
sentiments are receiving distinct and emphatic utterance, and the language of 
energetic and touching remonstrance is .being heard from many thoughtful 
Indians, who, seeing their old idolatries drifting away, do not wish their chil­
dren so to be educated as to leave them no other alternative or refuge than a 
dreary and appalling atheism.

The question of special agency for India has frequently been discussed in 
these pages. The Committee entertained the conviction, that it might be prac­
ticable to establish Colportage organization, rather extensively, beyond the 
limits of the Auxiliaries, and without clashing with their regular operations. 
It was at length determined to make an experiment, and so ascertain whether 
there was any feasible prospect of permanent and effective enlargement by such 
a process. This conclusion led to the appointment of Colonel Lamb, who went 
to the Bengal Presidency in the summer of 1864. That gentleman applied him­
self to his difficult and responsible task with much energy and steadfastness of 
purpose. He has gone over the Presidency to visit the various Mission stations, 
in the hope of enlisting a band of workers in the service of the Society; but 
your Committee regret that his most diligent efforts have failed in this respect, 
and that the results have necessarily fallen below the expectations that had 
been formed. There is a demand for native agency, in relation to strictly Mis­
sionary purposes, far beyond the supply ; and all the applications of Colonel 
Lamb for the kind of men he wanted were comparatively unavailing. The dis­
appointment of your Agent was very great, as be saw that the object of his 
appointment could not be realized ; and after correspondence and full consid­
eration of the difficulties that had to be encountered, the Committee thought it 
desirable to allow the agency of Colonel Lamb to cease at the termination of 
the period for which his services were originally engaged. Colonel Lamb has, 
therefore, left India on his return to England. The Committee fully believe 
that the experiment has not been without its advantages. It has served to 
clear up several points which may be helpful for their future guidance in 
regard to India ; and an additional proof has been given, that the Society is 
prepared to make any sacrifice calculated to advance the cause of Bible circu­
lation in that country.
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CHINA.

China was uever more open to receive the Word of God than at the present 
moment, and never was Christian duty in relation to that vast Empire more 
clear and impressive. Year by year there are decisive indications that the 
stern abhorrence of foreigners, so long a serious barrier to friendly intercourse 
with the natives, is fast fading away, and that the prejudice which scorned to 
listen to Christian teaching is losing the iron stubbornness by which it was 
once distinguished. In all directions there is a growing disposition to receive 
the Scriptures with respect, and those who have borne the Sacred Volume far 
into the interior, have been enabled, not only to prosecute their labours free 
from molestation, but in some instances have been surrounded by thronging 
multitudes, who become eager purchasers of the Word of God. There has been

no year in which less of outward hostility has been manifested to your work, 
nor one in which that work carried a brighter promise of success and useful­
ness. The matter of deepest regret is, that in a territory so immense, with a 
population numbered by hundreds of. millions, a more widely ramified agency
cannot be established for the diffusion of the Scriptures. Your Committee have The sun
done what they could. Never ceasing to realize their responsibility, they have its benevo

given every assurance to your Agent, Mr. Wylie, of their readiness to bear the 
cost of any enlarged system of operation he may find to be practicable. The 
field, however, is large, and the labourers comparatively few, and till the native 
converts become more numerous, the work must be prosecuted under many 
limitations and disadvantages.

The Committee attach an increased importance to the circulation of the 
Scriptures, now that the principle of sale is very generally acted upon. So long 
as the copies could be obtained without charge, the Chinese, judging Christians 
by their own selfish standard, entertained but a low and degrading conception 
of the value of the book, and had not the same inducement to read it as when 
deliberately purchased. Now that the Bible must be paid for, it may be fairly 
presumed that they only are likely to buy it who will make themselves ac­
quainted with its contents. No difficulty is experienced in effecting sales when 
new districts are explored, and, in the course of time, the same practice will 
probably be adopted at all the centres of missionary work in China.

Mr. Wylie has rendered very important and laborious service during the 
year. His journeys have been various, and extended to parts of the country 
far beyond the present range of missionary operations, and where the face of 
the foreigner had never been previously seen. The particulars which will be 
furnished of Mr. Wylie’s movements cannot fail to inspire much interest and 
much hope.

It will be remembered that your Agent has the assistance of two Europeans, 
who act as Colporteurs, and to whose Christian character and efficiency the 
highest testimony is given. There are also several converted natives employed 
in the same capacity, and acting under the immediate direction of Mr. Wylie. 
By this staff of labourers, 63,564 copies of the Scriptures were disposed of dur­
ing the year, being more by 15,370 than were circulated in the previous year. 
The actual sales have been much greater than these figures indicate, as the re­
turns of one of the European colporteurs have not been made up, in consequence 
of his distant travels, since the early part of August, and these must include 
several thousand additional volumes. The Committee view this growth with 
special satisfaction, and they feel assured that Mr. Wylie has not omitted any 
menas likely to have a favourable influence on the circulation of the Scriptures.
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FUNDS.

The Committee bave next to glance at tbe state of the Society’s finances, and 
they do so with no ordinary satisfaction. In almost every item of income, which 
tends to illustrate the deep interest felt in your work, and the wide range of 
sympathy it commands, there is an increase of receipts, and the total amount 
which has been paid into your treasury during the year is larger than at any 
former period. The Receipts from ordinary sources have reached the sum of
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£171,923 12s. 8d., being £10,094 17s. 5d. in advance of the previous year. But 
the special funds must be added to the foregoing amount. They are as follows : 
—China, £454 14s. 10d.; India, £61 9s. 6d.; New Building, £14,096 15s. lid.; 
Paris Exhibition, £972 4s. 8d. ; making a grand total of £187,508 17s. 7d.

The sum applicable to the General Purposes of the Society, or that by which 
its benevolent operations are sustained throughout the world, is £87,760 16s., 
being £7,235 3s. 2d. more than was received under this head in the preceding 
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The receipt from the sale of Scriptures have been £84,162 16s. 8d. thus 
divided :—

This amount shows an increase on the sale of Scriptures for the year, of £2,- 
859 14s. 3d.

If the receipts have been large, the expenditure has been much larger ; and 
apart from payments made to the contractors for the new building, the ordinary 
operations of the Society have involved an outlay of £202,318 5s., being £19,- 
916 Is. 7d. in advance of the previous year, and £28,906 3s. 4d. more than the 
ordinary receipts of the year. This very heavy expenditure will show that the 
Committee have not hesitated to advance, when opportunities have occurred for 
the enlargement of operations.
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ISSUES.

As the sole object of the Society is to promote the wider diffusion of the Holy 
Scriptures, in our own and all other lands accessible to its agency, the actual 
issue of the Word of God is the grand test by which the efficiency of the Society 
must be determined, and every increase which is reported will be hailed as fresh 
evidence, that God is pleased to employ its instrumentality for the manifestation 
of His Truth in the world. The total circulation of the Scriptures during the 
past year has amounted to 2,383,380 copies, being an increase of 87,250 over the 
circulation of the previous year. Some words of explanation may illustrate the 
special value to be attached to this increase. On analyzing the figures subjoined, 
it will be seen that the issues from the Home Depot have fallen below those of 
the previous year by 77,068 copies, while the issues from the Foreign Dépôts 
show an increase of 164,318 copies, 120,114 of that number being complete 
Bibles and Testaments. That there should be some reduction in the demands 
for the Scriptures in our own country can scarcely excite surprise, in view of
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the enormous issues that have taken place for many years past in'immediate con- 
n-ction with your own operations, irrespective of the efforts of kindred Socie­
ties, and the immense sales constantly effected through the ordinary channels 
of the book trade. The Committee, however, deem it a matter of special con­
gratulation that there has been so very large a growth in the foreign issues, as it 
is a striking proof that the Society is gaining ground where its agency is most 
required, and carries the promise of greatest usefulness.

The total issues of the Society now amount to fifty-two millions, six hund­
red AND SIXTY-NINE THOUSAND AND EIGHTY-NINE COPIES.

The financial engagements of the Society at the close of the year were £109,-
