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Remarkable days. Cucumber Seed.—Some 
people do not know how to 
cleanse the cucumber seeds 
which they save from their 

gardens. They cut the 
cucumbers open, dry them, 
and dig out the seed with the 
dried mucilage adhering to 
the seeds. A better way is, 
when the cucumbers are 
ripe, cut them open, and 
scrape out the seed with all 
the mucilage, into an iron 
or tin vessel large enough to 
contain them. Put water 
into the vessel, and set it in 
a place moderately warm.
