sold with the announcement. Mr, Prestwick was not surprised, but confessed
himself at a loss to understand such an attitude in relation to home products.

NIAGARA STAIRS ARE
T0 BE REPLACED

Modern Elevator P’lanned to
Succeed Steps 98 Years
Old.

NIAGARA FALLS, N. Y. ,Oct. 8—
A shaft and tunnel, tapping the “Cave
of the Winds” has been completed and
the historic Biddel stairway over which
the feet of millions of sightseers for
four generations in the last 98 years
have tread their way, will shortly be
abandoned.

Through the heart of the towering
cliff of solid rock, over which tumbles
the water of the-cataract, a tunnel 200
feet long has been bored to meet a
shaft 167 feet deep, which has been
sunk straight down from the surface of
Goat Island.

Hereafter those who experience the
thrill of the mighty surge of the Niag-
ara from the “Cave of the Winds” will
pass through the tunner and shaft.

Work on the new subterranean pas-
sage was started nearly a year ago.
In the tunnel solid concrete passage
way has been built. In the shaft a
tower, surrounded by spiral stairs, has
been constructed and two electric ele-
vators installed.

Construction of the tunnel and shaft
as a picturesque and safe means of
passing from the ‘Cave of the Winds”
and viewing the bottom of the cataract
and the whirlpool at close range was
decided upon because it was feared the
old Beddel stairway, erected entirely
of hewn oak in 1327 might become
dangerous within the next few years.

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A WELCOME NOTE.

There was a welcome note in most
of the speeches delivered at last
evening’s banquet of the Retail Mer-
chants’ Association. While the ‘speak-
‘ers squarely confronted some of our
business difficulties, acknowledging that
‘thany conditions demand sturdy efforts
“toward betterment, much that was said
%4as constructive and self-rellant in
‘tone, and was charged with a fine spirit
.of co-operation, of recognition of exist-
ing opportunities, and was indicative
of roads of advance for this city, this
province and the Maritimes generally.
.. Noteworthy among the utterances of
“the evening were those by Premier
Baxter, referring to the deecrease In
stumpage charges on soft woods,
which affords needed and direct en-
douragement to the lumber industry,
P,ivhich has been suffering from grave
depression, and the good words of Mr.
J. D. McKenna, Mr. W. 8. Fisher and
Bthcrs, pointing out the need for united
effort in our own behalf, the putting
‘aside of merely partizan politics and
devoting our energy to constructive
lines of expansion. »

The Retail Merchants’ Assoclation,
which at no time In its history ever did
better work than it is doing at present,
is to be congratulated upon the quality
of last evening’s function. What was
gaid there must have a distinct and
healthful effect upon: public opinion
and upon our provincial outlook. In
striving to secure justice at the hands
of any federal government we need
nothing so much as Maritime unity
and co-operatton; but, outside of
federal questions altogether, united
effort to develop our own resources,
to create a larger market at home for
our products, as well as to increase
their sale beyond our boundarles, 1s
most vital to our welfare.

COOLIDGE ON PEACE AND WAR.

. In a speech which he delivered last
Monday before the American Legion
gt Omabha, President Coolidge dis-
c¢ussed peace and war. American re-
viewers are saying that some of his
atterances were intended for considera-
tion in Europe and Asia as well as at
home. Mr. Coolidge paraphrased the
Wilson statement about making the

world safe for democracy. According:

to6 Mr. Coolidge the governing reason
which led the United States to partici-
pate in the great war was this: “We
thought the question was involved of
whether the people of the earth were to
tule or whether they were to be ruled.”
As bearing upon warlike preparations,

the President said: “No nation ever|

had an army large enough to guar-
antee it against attack in time of peace
‘or to ensure its victory in time of war.
No nation ever will.”

" ‘Perhaps he disappointed both the
militarists and the pacifists of his own
country. While expressing his belief
in adequate military preparation ae
made it clear that he did not intend
to be stampeded into undue expendi-
fure on armament. The real question,
ke said, “is whether spending more
money to make a better military force
would really make a/better country,”
adding: “I can see no merit in un-
necessary expenditure to hire men to
build fleets’ and carry muskets when
international relations and agreements
permit the turning of such resources
into the making of good roads, the
building of better homes, the promo-
tion of education and all the'other arts
of peace.” He says it is impossible to
believe “that any nation now feels that
it could better itself by war.”

Should war come, however, the
President would favor the censcription
of materials as well as men. He real-
ises that under_ modern conditions
whole nations, not merely their armies,
are engaged in war, and he says that
“unless the people are willing to de-
fend their country becausec of their
belief in it, their -country cannot be
defended.”

He made an appeal for mental dis-
armament. It is the duty of all, he
asserts, to “demobilize the racial an-
tagonisms, fears, hatreds and suspi-
cions, and create an attitude of tolera-
ation in the public mind of the peoples
of the earth.”

The speech ig interpreted as meaning,
ainong other things, that Mr. Coolidge,
if the security conference now . being
held in Switzerland results faw;orably,
will either summon a general disarma-
ment conference or will be prepared to
send American representatives to such
& conference If it is called under the
auspices of the League of Natlons. On
this last occasion; as on some previous
ones, he said a word of rebuke to those
elements in his own country which are
.pressing for excessive military prepara-
tions bhecause of alleged threats of for-
eign attack, saying that “any organ-
ization of men in the military service
bent on inflaming the mind for the
purpose of forcing government action
through the pressure of public opinion
is' an exceedingly dangerous undertak-
ing and precedent.”

If Messrs. Dempsey and Wills ever
meet ‘it will be for purely social pur-
poses. There are two or three plaus-
ible reasons which the New York ex-
pert advances to support his thesis.
The first is that if the men really
wanted to fight they would not choose
an inconspicuous town in Indiana for
the site of their meeting. They would
fight either in New York or New Jer-
sey, where alone the promoter might
reasonably calculate upon the million-
dollar gate that would be necessary to
satisfy the pecuniary demands of the
principals. In other words, they could
get three or four times as much for
fighting in the neighborhood of New
York City as they could by fighting in
Indiana, even though they staged sep-
arate bouts in every city in the state
with a population of more than 20,000.

Another reason for believing that
the fight will not take place is that
Dempsey has a manager in New York
named Kearns who has already signed,
as his agent, for a fight to.be promoted
by Tex Rickard of New York. Tex
Rickard is also understood to have an
agreement with Dempsey. If an at-
tempt were made to carry out the ex-
ercises in Indiana either Kearns or
Rickard or both of them would be on
hand with injunctions and other legal
weapons to prevent it. A third rea-
son is that the law of Indiana forbids
prize fights. It does permit boxing
matches, but Dempsey and Wills are
not the sort of citizens who engage in
boxing matches, They are prize fight-
ers. What then is the motive that in-
spires Dempsey to go through the In-
diana gestures? In the first place, he
is understood to be financially inter-
ested in a moving picture about to be
released. As the champion non-fight
fighter, his popularity is on the wane.
It might be enhanced, to the great ad-
vantage of the picture, if the public
generally believed that he was about
to re-enter the ring with a formidable
opponent and risk his title. On two
or three occasions recently when he
appeared in public he has been hooted
for his persistent dodging of Wills. His
signing of articles is calculated to dis-
pel that hostile attitude. He can now
say that he is ready to fight Wills, is
indeed yearning to fight Wills, and
that if he is not permitted to fight him
the fault lies with Kearns or Rickard
or the law of Indiana. Thus he cal-
culates to regain the popularity in-
herent in an active fighting champion.
Dempsey’s motives are thus revealed.
But what of Wills? Well, probably
the truth was revealed to the Sene-
gambian that in no possible circum-
stances would Dempsey give him a
chance at the title, and that he might
just as well derive whatever was ac-

Million Dollar Factory to be
Erected at Fort
Leavenworth.

A million dollar factory within the
prison walls of the Fort Leavenworth
federal penitentiary will begin making
shoes for the men of the U. S. army
and navy and federal institutions.next
January, reports The Associated Press
from Fort Leavenworth, Kan. Warren
F. Goldthwaite will be its superin-
tendent.

_ One of the serious problems with
which Warden W. 1. Biddle has had to
contend is that of finding employment
for his prisoners. The shoe factory
will put to work 700 convicts whose
time now is idle The men will be
taught a trade; a small remuneration

“ will go partly toward the support of

., their families and partly into a fund
'at interest, to be pald them oa their
release. The government will take a
profit from production.

The plant is expected to turn out
from 2,500 to 8,000 pairs of shoes daily
when operating at its capacity, but
this will not be possible until skilled
labor has been developed among the
prison laborers. When the peak of
quality’and quantity has been attained
the penitentiary will begin manufac-
turing footwear for the army and navy,
and later a work shoe in additicn, for
other institutions maintained by the
government.

USED MAN POWER.

EARLY HARD WINTER

Massachusetts Onmithologist Sees
in Southern Flights Signs of

BOSTON, Oct. 8—It’s going to be a
wild, wild winter, according to the
feathered weather prophets of the bird
“amily, Edward Howe Forbush, State
Ornithologist, so reports.

Reports he is compiling from bird
Jovers throughoyt this section of North
America, he announced, show that the
strange instinct” of the birds is telling
them to prepare for an unusually early,
long and hard winter.

QUITTING FAR NORTH.

Migrating birds and wild fowl ap-
pear to have received an inside tip and
they have started their southward
flights much earlier than usual. Hawks,
owls and other feathered creatures of
the far North who usually consider
Labrador quite warm enough for their
winter home have already penetrated
as far south as Northern New England
this fall, Mr. Forbush says.

FRONTIER

By DAVID DIETZ.
Solentists have known for many years
that the earth is a magnet, having a

corresponding to the poles of any ord-
inary magnet.

The Carnegie Institution has spent
much time stpdying the magnetic -prop-
erties of the earth, maintaining a num-
ber of dbservation stations and using
& ship, the Carnegie, which contains no
fron or steel in its entire comstruction,
to study magnetic effects at sea.

But still the reason why the earth is
8 magnet remains one of the mysteries
which the pioneers upon the frontier of
sclence must solve,

There are a number of things which
come to mind as being the sources of
the earth’s magnetism. But calculations

For example, it ig a2 well known fact
that the earth’s surface possesses an
electrio charge.

If an electric charge is put in motion,
a magnetic fleld is produced. That is
why a wire is surrounded by a mag-
netic fleld when an electric current
flows through it,

Now the earth is rotating on its axis.
Therefore thia electric charge on the
earth is in motion and ought to produce
a magnetic fleld as a result,

But calculations show that the mag-
netie fleld which would be produced in
this way would be only one hundred-

millioneth of the magnetic fleld which
the earth doeg possess,

Another factor to be taken into conm
sideration is the matter of which the
earth itself is composed.

The ultimate particles are the protong
and electrons which compose the atoms
of matter,

Now the proton is the unit of positive
electricity and the electron is the unit
of negative electricity.

Therefore the rotation of the earth
means that all these units of electricity
are rotating and therefora ought to pro=
duce magnetic fields.

However, each atom contains the sama
number of protons as it does electrons,

As a result, the fleld created by the
positive units ought to balance tha}
created by the negative units.

Professor W. F. G. Swann of Yals
University suggests a possible explan~
ation of the mystery.

He suggests that it is likely that when
in rotation positive and negative elege
tricity behave differently. He has come
plicated mathematical reasons to supe
port thig view.

According to this view, the amoung
of positive electricity is being slowly dee
creased as a result of the rotation.

Therefore there is an excess of negam
tive electricity and as a result of this
the earth’s magnetic field is produced.

IRISH DEPUTATION';

TELLS OF MISSIONS

Addresses Are Given by Visitors
at Meeting Held in Centenary
Church.

| m———

A mass meeting attended by several
hundred people was addressed last
evening in Centenary church by three
members of the missionary deputaton
from the Irish Church Missions, now
commencing a tour of Canada and the
United States in the interests of the
work being done by the society. Rev.
R. G. Fulton acted as chairman and led
in the opening devotions, being as-
sisted by Rev. E. E. Styles.

The first speaker- was Dr. J. John
Long, superintendent of the Limerick
medical mission. He told of spending
thirty-three years in medical mission
work in Ireland, starting in Dublin.
After he had been there for six years,
he said, he had been asked by the
Irish Church Missions to open a mis-
sion in Limerick. .

He declared that they had had a
great deal of trouble in getting a
foothold in that city, which was es-
sentjally a Roman Catholic centre, but
had succeeded after some time. He
paid a tribue to the Free State Govern-
ment, which he sald was given fair
treatment to all in Southern Ireland
and was doing a great deal to preserve
peace. The Protestants in County
Clare, where he was, were only one per
cent. of the total population, he said,
and they greatly needed assistance.

E. Clyde Parsons sang a solo.

Rev. R. Mercer-Wilsch, M.A., secre-
tary of the Missions, was the next
speaker. He said that the welcome the
delegation had received in Halifax and

.| Saint John alone had repaid them for

their trip.

Ireland was having many troubles,
he saild, and had passed through a
great many wars, some of them real
and some “maxke-believe,”” He went
on to outline the work of the Misslons,
which had been founded seventy-seven
years ago to carry the simple message
of God’s word to the people.

He was followed by Tom P. O’Con-
nor, who declared himseif a former
Sinn Feiner converted by the Missions.

GOVERNMENT IS BUSINESS.

Dr. Baxter, on rising to reply to the
toast “The Province of New Bruns-
wick,” referred to the message contain-
ed in the remarks of Mr. McKenna.
“It rings true and gives straight facts

in a straight way,” added the Premier. |

He wished to remind the people of this
province that the governing of New
Brunswick by the present admikistra-
tion was essentially a business proposi-
tion pure and simple and was not a
political question in any shape or form.

The Premier reiterated his stand
taken on previous occasions that he
would not mix federal and provincial
affairs.

“Nao provincial government can hope
to succeed by an appendage to any
federal government no matter who or
what it may be.” The best results can
be obtained by standing for the inter-
ests of one’s own province against the
whole world ‘and all political parties,”
reafirmed Dr. Baxter.

HOPES FOR CONFIDENCE.

It was too early, he said, to say any-
thing about the new government. He
expressed the hope that it would have
the respect and confidence of the prov-
ince at large as “we hope to introduce
a little something new.” The Premier
said that he did not intend to discuss
the wholesale expenditure’ that had
been made in thge past;’'lie would not
say whether, he stated, it was wise or
not but there had been wholesale ex-

| penditures by governments in the past

regardlesg of party. People as a rule
had asked much and perhaps they had
not gotten much, but there was one
point he was certain of and that was
“that you can’t expect to get- something
unless you are ready to pay for it, but
the outgo must not exceed income or
else you will not be long in business,”
declared the Premier.

PEOPLE MUST PAY BILLS.

“There is one thing I am assured of,”
said the Premier, “and that is that the
people of New Brunswick must pay
their bills and we must create condi-
tions to pay those bills more easily.
The policy now must be to keep peo-
ple here that are already here; we
must create employment for those al-
ready employed and we must retain
this employment.”

Speaking of the tourist traffic in
New Brunswick the Premier said that
efforts must be made to bring peo-
ple to our province, all must pull to-
gether towards this end, every man
must become an advertiser for New
Brunswick and in this way the pres-
ent obligations of the country in a
measure would be met.

The lumber
industry, he said, found itself today in
a desperate state. The late govern-
ment had the lumbermen before them
many times during their tenure of
office and he stated that there was no
bigger interests in New Brunswick
than those which filled the dinner pails
of those who work in_the forests.
The stumpage question in New

carried an expenditure of $1,500 had
also been done away with.

Premier Baxter, continuing, said that
a change did not necessarily mean de-
struction. The saw mill as far as New
Brunswick was concerned had gone
back to the stump and there was a
perceptible transmutation going on in
New Brunswick today and within an
almost definite period he predicted that
the saw mill industry in this province
would form a small part of otir busi-
ness which would, however, be replaced
by the pulp and paper industry. This,
he declared, would mean more money
and he suggested a working along this
line in the immediate future.

Coming to the question of the devel-
opment of Grand Falls, Premier Baxter
stated emphatically that he did not
wish to enter into any political or con-

| the possibilities of this province and

in doing so urged that charity begin
at home, for, all things being equal, he
strongly favored a policy whereby
Maritime goods would be shown pref-
erence by local merchants. The prog-
ress of New Brunswick, he ‘declared,
meant the progress and prosperity o
the New Brunswick merchant. He
pleaded for more co-operation in this
province among its people and there
would be less cause for complaint.

SASKATCHEWAN CITED.

In regard to markets for which
New Brunswick is clamoring, he
cited the case of Saskatchewan, from
which province millions of pounds
of butter and cheese were being
shippped yearly while New Bruns-
wick, even with the advantage of
freight rates, was letting this indus-
try slip by. Cheese in New Bruns-
wick was selling for 23 cents a pound
while about one-tenth of the cheese
available was being produced in this
province today.

The speaker declared that New
Brunswick had a hard road to travel
in regard to its lumber industry.

MUST DISCARD PARTY.

“These economic lines must be busi-
ness lines as well,” said the premier,
“the same as one would exercise in
undertaking a smaller or less import-
ant development which meant results
of which one might seek some good or
benefit from. Something might have to
be risked but lines will be followed
that.will mean no loss. Party politics
must be discarded in the development
of Grand Falls, the control and ad-
ministration of which must be placed
in the hands of capable business men.
New Brunswick must get away from
the idea that its chest is big enough to
give a job to anyone who might seek
or want it. The job must seek the
man to have it done successfully.
Usually the man who seeks the job
cannot as a rule do it properly. My
policy will be to persiiade the right
man to take the job.”

$4,000 SAVING EFFECTED.

Dr. Baxter declared that a saving of
$4,000 had already been effected in the
administration of the New Brunswick
Hydro . Electric Commission, inasmuch
as the services of a vice-chairman had
been dispensed with, which meant a

This province was<up against the
keen competition from the west and
the high rail rates, but still 51 per
cent of the freight in the Maritimes
was supplied by the.lumber indus-
try. He expressed the conviction
that the time was not far distant
when New Brunswick would cease
to be a lumber centre and the pulp
and paper industry would take its
place.

SARDINE PLANT VALUABLE.

Mr. McKenna took occasion to re-
fer to the local sardine plant, which
was regarded as the largest in the
world, and which manufactured over
20 million tins a year, with ship-
ments to all parts of the globe. He
took sharp objection to the fact that
in Ontario there was no sales tax
on canned beans and peas while here
in New Brunewick the tax on can-
ned lobster was exacted.

Touching on the tourist traffic he
said that some of the local merchants
claimed they had experienced their
best summer’s business this year due
to the heavy tourist trade. Here, he
said, was another line for d¢velopment,

MARITIMES AID CANADA,

The speaker declared that the Mari-
times were spending a great deal more
money as their proportionate share on
the railways of Canada than they wers
receiving, so that the East did not have
to apologize to the West.

Mayor DeWolfe referred to the great
respect he had always held for the
Saint John retail merchants. - Their
reputation for integrity and honesty
was never questioned, and this he had
found to be a fact after a business
cxperience of twenty-five years.

MR. SCLANDERS SPEAKS,

Mr. Sclanders declared his belief
that business “'was slowly and steadily

improving. Its very. slowness was
hopeful, he said. He thought the coun-
try had reached the end of a depression
of seven years and was on the thresh-
old of better times than had been
known for a long period.

One thing that must be borne in |-

mind, he said, was that the people of
New Brumnswick must get away from
their consistent negative attitude to
the things in their own province. He
believed that- this = was the greatest
province in the Dominion, but en pha-
sized that all our gifts were potential
gifts and must be developed by our-
selves. The fish must be caught, the
lumber must be taken from the for-
ests, the minerals must be sought and
mined, and the soil must be cultivated
before ‘the fruits could be enjoyed, he
pointed out.

WEALTH SNEERED AT.-

New Brunswick had a great poten-
tial wealth, but the people had done
nothing but sneer at it. The province
had never been properly prospected
for minerals, he declared, everyone be-
lieving the geologist who had, many
years ago, said that the deposits here
were of no value. He ventured to as-
sert that New Brunswick was on the
eve off a great mineral development.

The wrong attitude of mind of the
people was attested by what had oc-
curred when an Englishman had
gone to a point on the Saint John
River to buy a farm. He had regard-
ed it as one of the finest places on
earth, the speaker declared, but the

neighbors for .some distance had|

dropped their tools in a busy season
and ‘had ‘rushed to tell him he was
making a mistake.

FARM REVIVAL NEEDED.

He did not think that there was
any place on the American conti-
nent where the business man had
less interest !n agriculture than in
Saint John. What was needed hex;e,

he asserted, was an agricultural res-
toration. If the province produced
the amount of food needed 'for itself
he thought prosperity would follow.

He believed that New Brunswick
was the greatest province in the Do-
minion, that it had the ‘greatest peo-
ple in the country and that, if they
were imbued with a proper degree of
sane ‘optimism, it ‘oulﬁ have the

greatest future of any province in
Confederation.

MR. FISHER SPEAKS.

W. Shives Fisher, speaking as a
member of the Canadian Manufac
turers’ Association, was the next
speaker. He declared that he had

intended to give an address entirely
different from the one he was golng
to give. He had been 80 much in-
spired by the nature of the meeting
and by the addresses that he thought
the message to be taken away by all
was one of courage and determin-
ation to make the most of the oppor-
tunities presenting themselves.

The people wanted more enthusi-
asm, he said. They should not get
into that pessimistic frame of mind
where they believed themselves
worse off than those in the other
parts of the country. !

The leaders in business or industry
had no easy path, he said.

He thought there -were great op-
portunities in the Maritime Prov-~
inces. He found it hard to separate
New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and
Prince Edward Island, he said, and
he hpoped that the near future would
see a greater degree of co-operation
between thes provincs.

MARITIMES IMPORTANT.

The Maritimes, with their position
right on the seaboard and with their
control, for five months of the year,
of the outlets of Canadian trade on
the Atlantic coast, had an important
place in the country and he thought
the rest of the Dominion was coming
to realize this.

He paid a tribute to The Telegraph-
Journal and The Times-Star and to

They had been successful in getting
an act to prohibit false advertising bit
thought it was not enforced strictly
enough. Tt was the idea of the asso-
clation that the provincial governments
should be made to realize that it was
the duty of the crown prosecutor to
prosecute cases of violations rather than
that of the assoclations.

WOULD STOP SMUGGLING.

The assoclation had asked the Gov-
ernment to more strictly. enforce the
smuggling regulations in order to pre-
vent dutiable goods being brought in
free and sold in competition with those
coming by the regular channels.

In regard to the question of credit
defaults, where a debtor moved from
one province to another, he told of a
.change in the law which the asoscia-
tlon was trylng to bring about. At
present it was neecssary to get a judg-
ment against the creditor in the prov-

ince to which he moved. They wished
the law changed so that registration
of the judgment obtained in the prov-
ince where.the goods were bought In
the court of the province to which the
creditor had moved would be sutficient.
The matter of the sales tax had been
taken up with especial reference to
printers and confectioners. When first
put on it had affected a great many
manufacturers who ‘were really retail-
ers. It had been removed in many
cases but the two classes mentioned
were still liable. The association was
now moving to have them 'freed also.

EXPLANATION SOUGHT.

The Dominion Board was making
every effort, the speaker continued, to
have the business principles of profit
and cost of operation explained in or-
der to correct the impression in the
minds of many that difference be-
tween the buying and selling prices
was the profit. .

They were also working on the au-
tomobile luxury tax réfund question

and their records were about ready:

for preséntation to the Government.
The matter of contracts had been dis-
cussed and an earnest effort was being
made, to have the retailers take special
pains to make sure their contracts were

cuff with two

falr to themselves as well as to the
other parties.

FREIGHT RATES.

The retailers had a great interest in
the matter of freight rates, he declared,
and felt they should be represented on
the frefght classification committee and
allowed to make recommendations to
the Railway Commission.

The matter of price cutting on trade
marked goods was discussed by Mr.
Douglas. He declared that many re-
tailers were giving the impression by

reducing their .prices for these stand-

ardized goods that all their prices were
lower, whereas they were making up
the difference on other lines. This was
destroying confidence between buyer
and seller, he said.

The retailers were to blame for this
rice-cutting error, he ,declared, because
hey had not properly/co-operated.

There were more than 150,000 retail-

ers in the country and the organization
could be the most representative on the
continent. With the interest in the life
of the community and of the country
that it would have, he continued, it
would make for the greater prosperity
of the Dominion. It was not an or-
ganization for self-profit or self-pro-
tection, but for the good of the people
as a whole.

The aim of the assoclation, he sald,
was to try to make possible for the
individual store the margin of remune-
ration it fairly earned by its service
to the community.

A standing vote of thanks was taken
to the speakers of the evening on mo-
tion of M. E. Grass and Alex. Skene.

Mathewson had the misfortune to
'lose two of the most important games
of his career, the play-off contest with
the Chicago Cubs for the pennant in
11908 and the deciding game of the
'world’s series with the Boston Red Sox
in 1918. Breaks of the game played a
{big part in both defeats. Misjudgment
'of a fly by “Cy” Seymour, Giant out-
fielder, was blamed for the defeat by
_the Cubs while a costly error by Fred
'Snodgrass turned the tidé against the
| Giants and Matty in the struggle with
-the Red Sox.

Mordecai (Three-fingered) Brown, of
the Cibs, was Matty’s greatest rival on
| the mound and the two had many stir-
ring duels. Brown was Matty’s oppo-
nent when the latter pitched his no-hit
game against the Cubs.

Mathewson responded to the call to
war at the close of the abbreviated
season of 1918 and served with distinc-
tion overseas. He returned to become
a coach with the Giants, holding that
post until 1920, when he became seri-
ously ill from the effects of being
“gagsed” during the war and faced a
battle for his life with tuberculosis.

Displaying the courage which won
him many diamond victories, Matty
fought and won the battle for his
health during nearly three years of
treatment at Saranac Lake, N. Y. Pro-
nounced practically cured, he returned
to New York in the fall of 1922 to
witness the world’s series triumph of
his old team-mates, the Giants, over the
New York Yankees.' .

Restored in health, Mathewson was
eager to get back into the game and
when early in 1928, an old friend and
|admirer, Emil E. Fuchs, prominent
New York syndicate obtained control
of the Boston Braves from George W.
Grant, “Big Six” was perstiaded to
take the club presidency.

Mathewson thus took his place
among the few playing stars who rose
to executive power in the game, a list
which included Charles Comiskey, of
the Chicago White Sox; Clark Griffith,
of Washington; Branch Rickey, of the
St. Louis Cardinals; John McGraw, of
the New York Giants; Jimmy Mec-
Aleer, A. G. Spalding and John M.
Ward. :

Mathewson, baseball experts agreed,
possessed all the attributes of a bril-
'liant moundsman as well as those of a
great athlete—natural skill, keen know-
ledge of the sport, generalship and
! coolness under fire. One of the most
popular figures in the history of the
game, among players and fans alike,
“Big Six” also was a hero and idol to
the army of youthful followers of the
national pastime.

“Matty was without a peer, either
before or since the days he was at the
i height of his greatness,” declared Mc-
Graw at one time in paying tribute to
the pitcher.

«He had a greater varlety of stuff
than any pitcher I ever knew or
‘handled,” he continued. “His fast ball
was the equal of Walter Johnson’s or
Amos Rusie’s; his curve rivalled Nap
Rucker’s; he had the ‘fadeaway’ down
to perfection; and he utilized his
knowledge of batsmen with greater ef-
fect than any twirler in the game. He
possessed wonderful control, remark-
able flelding ability and was one of the
finest sportsmen the game has ever
known.”

NEW YORK FACES
RECORD BUDGET

Total of $425,000,000 Seen
as Increases Pour
in

Some Slashes Made—Many Em-

ployes are Seeking Raises
in Salary

NEW YORK, Oct. 8.—That the 1926
bidget will be at least $25,000,000 more
than the $400,000,000 budget o f this
year was indicated by the tentative
schedules of expenditures presented to
the committee of the whole of the
Board of Estimate. The committee met

‘| behind closed doors to consider the

various departmental requests for next
year. The estimate of an increase of
$25,000,000 in the new budget was held
conservative by some members of the
committee. )

The 1926 budget must be adopted by
midnight on the last day of this month,
three days tefore the city election, and
the Tummany memlers had hoped to
hold the big total to this year’s level
for political effect. Indications, however,
were that, with the utmost pruning,
there would be at least the $25,000,000
increase. This would make the nw
budget the largest :o he history of the
city.

Hylan Sidesteps

Mayor Hylan was not present at the
committee meeting. He announced after
his defeat for the mayoralty nomina-
tion in the Democratic primaries that
he would let the Tammany members
of the board of estimate take all the
worry and responsibility for the 1926
programime. :

The large increase foreseen was at-
tributed chiefly to mandatory pay-
ments, compelled by legislation at Al-
bany, and the necessary payments of
interest on special revenue bonds and
corporate stock issied for some of the
projects ‘of the Tylan-Tammany ad-
ministration. How much of this can
be provided for within the figures of
the present budget by economizing in
the departments was not disclosed. Vir-
tually all of the city departments have
asked for large increases. Petitions for
salary raises for hundreds of city em-
ployes have been filed with the board.

Some of the Tammany members said
that they expected to save their faces
by keeping the tax rate where it was
through the increases in realty values.

Fire Department Cut

Examiners of the board of estimate
are endeavoring to cut down the de-
partmental requests as much as pos-
sible. In the case of the fire depart-
ment, where an increase of about $148,-
000 over 1925 is sought, the examiners
cut the increase to $10,598. They ap-
proved an increase of $329,619 for the
department of street cleaning; one of
$118,848 for the teachers’ retirement
system and one of $199,617 for Bellevue
and Allied Hospitals.

The Police Department’s request for
1926 is $5,600,000 more than the allow-
ance in the budgét this year. If the
increase is permitted the police depart-
ment bidget alone will amount to
$43,615,322. It was sald that the exam-
fners expected to .cut this increase to
about $2,000,000.

An increase of $107,000 was allowed
for the Department of Health.

$608,000 Increases Asked

An illustr:ntion of the salary in-
creases sought by city employes is the

petition of officers of the fire depart-;

ment, filed with the board of estimate
last month. The total increase sought
is $608,000. The chief officers are re-
questing an_increase of $750 and the
captains and lieutenants are requesting
an added $650 each. :

There are 918 officers joined in the
petition for more pay. They include the
chief, twenty-one deputy chiefs, tfe
chief medical officer, eighty-five bat-
talion chiefs, 807 captains and 498
lieutenants. The officers state that they
have received no salary increase since
1920, while ranks below that of lieu-
tenant have received increases of 10

per cent. in one grade and 16 per cent.

in another.
