North Sydney, N. S., Jan. 22—The 

loss of three lives was narrowly avert­
ed in a Are which wiped out $175,000 
worth of the business section of North 
Sydney early today. Seven buildings 
are totally destroyed with all their con­
tents and three other buildings are 
more or less damaged.

Mrs. Charles White and two child­
ren, who occupied part of the upper 
portion of the Rudderham building, 
totally destroyed, were trapped by the 
flames from exit through the lower 
floor and were rescued In an almost 
suffocated condition by Fire Engine 
Molorman Charles Coleman and Police 
Officer James Maddock, who were the 
first to answer the fire call.

Other buildings were threatened and 
the firemen found the water from their 
streams freezing In the near zero wea­
ther. The fire was brought under con­
trol after a stiff fight.

Shu 
lold him she had received $150 back 
from the Purity Ice Cream Company 
and after paying a lawyer’s fee, de­
posited the money in the bank. He 
had visited her on Sunday, Decem­
ber 9.

The afternoon before Christmas he 
took a parcel out to the house. He 
found the storm door open and after 
closing it tried to ring the bell, but 
there was no response. He then 
pounded on the door and called his 
sister’s name, but did not receive any 
reply. He then tried tlie cellar door, 
but it did not open from the pressure 
of his hand.

On a request of Mr. Ryan he then 
sketched a plan of the house. He told 
of going to the bedroom window, where 
lie found a sort of a platform already 
built up. He was unable to see clearly 
into the room because the blind was 
pulled down. He then looked into the 
kitchen and saw a chair over the trap 
door. He had not noticed any disorder 
in the kitchen. Before leaving he left 
a parcel at the front door.
The Discovery.

On Christmas night he, in company 
with his brother Fred and Mr. Emer­
son, went to the house. He tried to 
get In the front door and, being unable 
to open it, went to the bedroom win­
dow, but could not see any sign of his 
sister. He then went to the kitchen 
and found that it was in disorder and 
quite different from its appearance the 
day before. He also saw a small step 
ladder there, flower pots were upset 
and general disorder.

He looked Into ti.e living room win­
dow, but everything seemed in order. 
He then kicked the cellar door and it 
swung open.

Both he and his brother then entered 
and they went up the cellar stairs. 
They switched on the lights and looked 
in tlie bedroom and then opened the 
door Into the hall. There he saw his 
sister lying. Her head was covered 
\with a puff and there was a quantity 
of blood on the floor. He then went 
and brought out the coroner and the 
detectives. The coroner expressed an 
opinion that her skull was fractured. 
There was a bad wound in the fore­
head and two farther back on the head. 
His sister was holding a purse tightly 
In one hand. This was produced and 
identified by the witness.

He told of finding a basin nearly 
full of water in the kitchen; it was 
not frozen. He identified a cane as one 
his sister used. In answer to Mr. 
Ryan, he said his sister had done con­
siderable painting. He had never seen 
the defendant before his arrest.

He did not know how much money 
his sister had in the house, but thought

Paralysis of 
the respiratory organs was apparently 
the cause. The body will be brought 
to Moscow tomorrow and will lie in 
state until Saturday.

An official statement Issued 
by the Russian government says that 
tlie Soviet Government will continue 
to carry out the will of the workers- 
and peasants in accord with Lenine’s 
last wishes. .

EVOTE ORPHANS’ COLLECTION.

At the meeting of committees from 
city lodges at the Knight of Pythias 
Castle last evening, it was unanimously 
agreed to give the gross receipts of the 
collection at the anniversary service 
this year to the Protestant Orphanage 
fund.

The Society of Chemical Industries 

which makes the proud boast of hav­
ing the largest English-speaking mem­
bers Hip of any society in the world 
has embarked upon a crusade to check 

-the forest fires that ravage the Do­
minion. It would be difficult to sug­
gest a sphere of action in which a 
society of such prestige and power 
could more usefully operate.

Statistics gathered by the Society 
rhow that during the last five years 
the number of forest fires in this pro­
vince has averaged 5,779 per year and 
that the loss to the province by these 
conflagrations has been about $14,600,-. 
000 eativ year.

Ten million acres of forest destroy­
ed in Quebec during five years is a 
startling figure, but the pity and the 
shame of the waste lies in the fact 
that 90 per cent, of these fires were 
preventable. One of the greatest au­
thorities on Canadian forestry after 
long and studious investigation has just 
made the alarming prediction that if 
the present rate of loss by fire is not 
checked there will not be a stick of 
standing timber within this province in 
twenty-five years’ time.

Not so many years ago the forests 
of America were supposed to be inde­
structible. Today more than three- 
fifths of the timber of the United 
States has disappeared. Three-quart­
ers of the great forests of New Eng­
land are wiped cut and New York, 
Pennsylvania and Massachusetts im­
port from 25 to 80 per cent, of the 
lumber they need today.

Lumbering is second only to agril 
culture, in importanct in Canada and 
millions of dollars of Investment in in­
dustry are dependent for their life on 
the raw material of our forests.

When the forests go the streams 
dry up, the fish and game perish, the 

wither, the herds and flocks dis­
appear and the soil becomes barren. 
Then follow the dread phantoms of 
the ages—Drought, Famine and Pesti­
lence.

The picture may be a gloomy one, 
but the reality will be abundantly 
more terrible. The Society of Chemi­
cal Industries deserves the thanks of 
the community for their rational en­
deavors to save the Dominion from 
the great despoiler—Fire.

Elghty-one years ago today, says The 
Toronto Telegram of Saturday, Dr. 
Thomas Mulock, an Irish physician, and 
Ills wife, nee Mary Cawthra, became the 
parents of a little son and the stage 
down Yonge street that night bore tid­
ings of the stork’s arrival to the Toron­
to relatives.

hoys, but grown people congregated to

market station at 20 miles an hour,

statutory labor on the roads, young Wil­
liam Mulock earned enough to send him 
to Toronto University. While studying 
for his Arts degree he lived In rooms on 
Melinda street, cooked his own meals 
and eked out a living as study master 
at Upper Canada College. A gold med­
allist In modern languages, he took his 
degree In 1863 and was called to the bar 
at Oegoode Hall In 1868. Oddly enough 
Just when young Mulock was determin­
ing to become a disciple of Blackstone, 
Henry Blackstone, a grandson of that 
famous English Judge, was In success­
ful practice at Newmarket. .Was It co­
incidence or an Inspiration?

sent William Mulock to Parliament in 
1882, where, among other things, he 
moved in 1894 for a reduction of the 
Govemor-Oeneral'e salary from $50,000 
to $95,000 a year, and in 1895 did his 
best to stop the pernicious practice of 
members of Parliament accepting rail­
way passes between their constituencies 
and Ottawa. When the long years of 
opposition were past and the sunshine of 
Laurier's premiership burst upon the 
Liberals in 1896, the faithful fighter from 
North York was rewarded with a 
knighthood and the Postmaster-General­
ship, which office he retained until the 
end of his political life. Sir William 
was also first Minister of Labor. He, 
too, was the father of Imperial Penny 
Postage. *Twas In 1898 that the late 
John Roes Robertson, then M. P. for 
East Toronto, dropped the first letter 
bearing the Mulock-designed map and 
the legend "We hold a greater empire 
than has been” into the box at the Gen­
eral Post Office in Toronto.

New York, Jan. 22. — (United 
Press.) — Figures made public here 
show that the port of New York made 
an increase of $849,061,889 in imports 
in 1923 over 1922. The total for 1923, 
with a part of the year estimated, 
was $1,833,874,636, as compared with 
$1,484,822,747 in 1923. Domestic ex­
ports increased from $1,339,712,890 to 
$1,498,445,500. Foreign exports de­
clined from $35,718,979 to $32,389,546.

Total customs receipts for the year 
were $336,338,461, a gain of $56,678,582 
over 1922.

Gold and silver imports increased 
from $269,021,423 to $283,906,212. Do­
mestic exports of gold and silver 
totaled $36,596,948, contrasted with 
$14,497,673 in 1922.

Although the animal was about 40
