London, Aug. 26—The text of the
statement follows: (

“At 8 o'clock this morning our troops
attacked in the Scarpe River section and
are reported to have made good progress.
On the southern portion of the battle-
front we have advanced our line slightly
along the Somme and by a succesful
operation carried out yesterday after-
noon have made progress in the direc-
tion of Maricourt.

“Yesterday evening the enemy launch-
cd strong counter-attacks south and
north of Bapaume, in the neighborhood
of Eaucourt L’Abbaye and Favreuil. In
both localities the attacks were re-
pulsed. North of Favreuil our troops
met the enemy with the bayonet, inflict-
ing heavy casualties upon him and tak-
ing prisoners.

“Another counter-attack attempted by
the enemy later in this latter neighbor-
hood was also unsugcessful. Favreuil is
in our hands and we have made progress
beyong the village. North of this point
we have improved our position south-
east of Mory and west of Croisilles.
Heavy rain is falling on the battle-
front.”

CUNARD LINE NOT LIABLE
FOR DAMAGES FOR LOGS
 OF LIFE ON LUSITANIA

Judge, How;ver, Says Surely The
Allies Will See That There
Shall be Full Reparatien

New York, Aug. 26—The Cunard
Steamship Company, cannot be held
liable for loss of life and property in
the torpedoing of the Lusitania by a
German submarine, according to a de-
cision ban down in the admiralty
bench of the United #Sates district court
by Julius M. Mayer. .

“The cause of the sinking of the Lusi-
tania was the illegul act of the imperial
German government, acting through its
instrument, the submarine commander,”
declared Judge Mayer, who held that
“the fault,” therefore, must be laid upon
those who are responsible for the sink-
ing of the vessel in the legal as well as
moral sense.”

In dismissing suits against the Cun-
ard Line aggregating nearly $4,000,000,
brought by heirs of persons who perish-
ed with the Lusitania, on May 7, 19154
Judge Mayer asserted that “it is not to
be doubted that the United States of
America and her allies will well re-
member the rights of those effected- by
the sinking of the Lusitania, and when
the time shall come, will see to it that
reparation shall be made for one of the
most indefensible acts of modern
times.”

GEEMANS REPORT THE
BOMBING OF KARLSRURE

AmsterGam, .\ug. 26—A telegram
from Karlsruhe on Friday.to the Frank-
fort Zeitung says that ten British air-
men bombarded Karlsruhe that morn-
ing. Most of the bombs fell in the open
country doing considerable damage to
private dwellings in one place. Nine
persons were killed and six injured. Five
of the attacking airplanes, according to
the telegram, were destroyed.

CASUALTIES 74,500 IN 1917.

Much Lower in Present Year as
Germans Shied at Attacks on

Under M. S. A.

Millbrook, Ont.,, Aug. 26—Hon. N
W. Rowell, in an address to his constite-
ents here on Saturday evening reviewing
the work: of the government during the
last ten months, gave some interesting
statistics regarding the reinforcements
provided for the Canadian corps since
the Military Service Act came into force
and of the casualties sustained during
the last year and a half,

“Since the act came into foree,” said
Mr. Rowell, “19,514 men have voluntar-
ily enlisted and are enrolled in our
forces; 59,496 men have been enrolled
under the provisions of the Military Ser=
vice Act, making a total of 79,010 since
the act came into force.

“Since January 1, 1918, we have sent
overseas 66.542. Our corps and cavalry
brigade have been kept up to strength
ever since the act came into force,

Owing to the situation on the western
front and on the advice of our corps
cammander, we have strengthened the
corps both in personnel and equipment,
so that today it is the most formidable
single fighting unit on the western front.
To meet the situation we have increased
the strength of our fighting forces in
France by 20,000 men.

“Our casualties for the calendar year
1917 were 74,500. Our casualties this
year, with larger forces in the field have
been_very much lower than at any time
since our forces went to the front. For

only 14000, whereas the casualties in
the British and Freneh  armies for the
same period were very great. Our light
casualties have been due to two main
causes: “Our divisions, unlike those of
Great Britain, France and Australia,
were always up to strength and with
the admirable auxiliary service provid-
ed constituted such a formidable fighting
unit that Germany never attacked the
front held by the Canadians although
they did attack on either side; and
three of our divisions were taken up the
 line during the spring offensive largely
because they were up to strength and
constituted such an efficient force to
form part of a strategic reserve to be
used in any critical situation which
might develop.’”

London, Aug. 26—At the request of
John Dillon, chairman of the Irish Na-
tionalist party, T. P. O’Connor, has sent
to the Utlited States a reply to the re-
cent address forwarded to President
Wilson by Sir Edward Carson, the

committee.

Having traversed some of the histori-
cal statements contained in the Carson
address, Mr. O’Connor complains that
while mentioning the alleged Sinn Fein
pro-German plots, Sir Edward omits to
mention that he and his assistahts be-
fore the war, in speeches and in news-
papers, declared that they would prefer
the rule of the German emperor to home
rule and that he and his friends were
supplied from Germany with 50,000
rifles, which they “still hold for the pur-
pose, now as before the war, of making
war upon an .act of “the British parlia-
ment.”

Mr. O’Connor further charged that it
was Sir Edward Carson’s rebel move-
ment which precipitated the war by
creating in the German mind the mis-
calculation that England would be too
embarrassed by the Ulster rebellion to
enter the war.

Behixid British Lines in France, July

' 22— (Correspondence of the Associated

Press)—The British aviation communi-
que frequently contalns a brief line to
record that “direct hits were obtained
upon an enemy dump at “some peint
behind the German Ines. This color-
to the
reader nothing more than the record of
a dull piece of routine; but the deed itself
is different from its record.

American airmen attached to the Brit-
ish squadrons have long since found out
that the business of bombing “dumps”
often is exciting and spectacular “work.
Moreover, the importance of its effect
upon enemy plans and operations can

hardly be exaggerated. A well-aimed

hit on a store of German ammunition
may destroy the work of many months
in the munition factories, and .cripple
numerous batteries for many long days.

A British airman, Lieut. W. A. Barnes,
has given the Assoclated Press the fol-
lowing account of a recent 58-minute raid
on a German dump as characteristic of
this form of wctivity:

“Qn. this particular night there was
not enough moonlight for a long raid,
so the target given us was a German
ammunition dump. We welcomed the
change for, naturally, the strain of long
distance raids into Germany, night after

night, becomes a bit wearing. Dumps f
"are, of course, situated as near as possible

to the firing line, and so mean short
raids. :

“Dumps are by no means easy targets
to find at night, for they are seldom

.situated near any definite landmarks,and

are usually well camouflaged. By the
study of maps and photographs, how-
ever, we had pretty well located the
position of this one, and started out on
the raid with high hopes of success.
“We flew\ almost due east from the
aerodrome. At the end of the fifty
minutes we could just make out the out-
line of sheds. This was good, but we
let out a parachute flare to light up the
ground, and make sure we were over the
target. ‘This promptly dispelled all
doubts, for the Hun searchlights opened
up at once, and a hail of machiné gun
bullets leaped up from the ground. Anti-

aireraft guns had been firing for some | )¢

time, but the shells were bursting well
above us, and giving no trouble.

“The- parachute flare proved a real
friend, because both searchlights and
machine guns concentrated upon it, giv-
ing us just sufficient time to dive swift-
ly, release our bombs, switch on the en-
gine, and start climbing.

“When we turned to observe results,
we witnessed the finest firework display
I ever saw. Ammunition was cracking
off at record speed,dense clouds of smoke

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Canadian Ways In The Army

Net Genetally Known That Our Men Have Been Growing a
Big Lot of Vegetables In France

(By Lacey Amy, Sped;l.06mspmdeme

With the Canadian Forces, France,
July 27—Canadians everywhere. Never-
theless it is somewhat surprising—and
evidence of the complete co-operation
between the branches of the British
army—to walk into' an imperial mess
and find it composed solely of Canadians,

of their undying Canadianism and of im-
of them

One of the two was an engineer. A
few short years ago he was handling
men and levels and measuring rods out
in the northern Rockies on construction
for the Canadian Northern Railway.

Now he is in
charge of the defence work of an area,
with hundreds of white and Chinese
labor to do his bidding, to develop un-
der him the bulwarks against further
German aggression.

Less than a year ago the Canadian
force evolved the idea that the army
need not be entirely dependent on im-
ported food. Close to the front there
were hundreds of thousands of idle
acres fit for production. Vegetables
were one of the greatest needs of the
army, and really fresh vegetables were
procurable only from the farmers further
back at prices which limited the avail-
able quantities.

A plot of this land was handed over
to the new department. The organizers

‘utilized salvaged implements and made

|

others, borrowed horses, borrowed men
unfit for the front lines, borrowed offi-
cers with expert knowledge of ugricul—

| ture. Result: The Canadian force alone

was growing one-third of all the vege-
tables produced by the armies on the
western front. In one farm there are
870 acres of potatoes—and potatoes that
at this time might do credit to an ex-
perimental farm—and 300 acres of other
vegetables, including carrots, cabbage,
vegetable marrows, beets, celery and let-
tuce. - And there are other farms. So
‘that the little group that started as ten
men is now a large department with a
numerous staff. It is estimated that the
potatoes alone will be worth $125,000.

When the Canadian force moved to
new areas the farm and the farmers
were left behind.. At the moment their
position is somewhat indefinite—but the

| vegetables are a very tangible .and ob-
! vious asset which will be invaluable in

‘a2 month or two. The officer in charge
‘may be seen any day moving up and

down his farms, inspecting his plants
almost as individually as a company of-
ficer his men’s rifles.

APHASE OF THE
COAL STTUATION HERE

To the Editor of The Times:

. Sir,—Observing some hundreds of tons
of hard coal on Reed’s Point wharf be-
longing to the Consumers’ Coal Company
I presented myself at their office and
asked to place an order. I was informed
that they were not booking any more
orders. I offered to deposit $50 for two
tons to be delivered any time within two
months, and was refused. I next spent
an interesting ten minutes with the fuel
controller. He told me there was no
law that could compel one man to sell
another anything he did not want to

sell. ‘

Now, Mr. Editor, I would like to know
if there are not some rules or regula-
tions governing the distribution of the
available coal supply, and, if so, why
& certain class can fill their cellars and
another class can get none. Furthermore,
if there is a coal shortage as the dealers
claim I would like to know how a manu-
facturing company ecan import several
carloads and sell it to their workmen
and friends at a lesser price than the
dealers. I know of another instance
where friends clubbed together and im-
ported a carload for their own use.

The great trouble is, as 1 pointed out
to the fuel controller, ‘there iy a-greater
margin of profit in unloading soft €oal
on the poor people at an exorbitant fig-
ure and import just emough hard coal
for the favored class,

Springfield, TlL, Aug. 26—Speed up the
war, prepare to defend ourselves after-
ward and make ready to solve the indus-
trial social problems which will come
with: peace, were the demands of Theo-
dore Roosevelt expressed in _an address
he delivered here today at the centen-
nial celebration of the admission of Il-
. linois to statehood.
“The two great needs of the mo-
ment,” he said, “are to insist upon
thoroughgoing and absolute American-
ism throughout this land, and to speed
up the war; and secondarily to. these
needs come the needs of beginning even
now to maks ready for the tasks that
are to come after the war, the task. of
préparing so that never again shall war
" tind us helpless, and the task of prepar-
ing, for the social and industrial prob-
lems which this earth-shaking conflict
of - giants will leave in its ruinous wake.

*“I'o insist upon thoroughgoing, 100 per
cent Americanism among all our people
is merely another way of saying that we
insist upon being a nation proud of our
national past and confident of our fu-
ture ‘as the greatest ‘of the nations of
mankind, for if we permit our people to
be split into a score of different nation-
ulities, each speaking a different langu-
age and each paying its real soul homage
to some national ideal overseas, we shall
not be a nation at all, but merely a
polyglot boarding house; . and nobody
feels much loyalty to a polyglot board-
ing house or is proud to belong to it.

“We are not internationalists. We are
American nationalists. We intend to
do justice to all other nations. But in
the last four years the professed inter-
nationalists like the profound pacifists
have played the game of brutal German
autocracy, the game of the militaristic
and capitalistic tyranny which now ab-
solutely rules the Prussianized Germany
¢f the Hohenzollerns. American paci-
fism has been the tool and ally of Ger-
man militarism, and has represented, and
always will represent, deep disloyalty to
oar beloved country. -

But let us never forget that any promise
that such a league or other piece of ma-
chinery will definitely do away with
war is either sheer nonsense or rank

“Therefore by next spring we should
have thousands of our own field guns,
and scores of thousands of our own air-
planes at the front, and an enormous

men at the front, not counting non-com-
batants and reserves. The age limits for
the draft should be greatly increased
and the exemptions greatly diminished.”

Colonel Roosevelt enumerated some of
the industrial problems that must be
solved. He advocated co-operation
among individuals and control by the
government to help business men suc-

,feed but demanded a fair division of

profits among all concerned. Working-
men, he said, should have their right
insured to collective action, including col-
Jective bargaining. In a very real sense,
he said, they should be made partners
in the business with a share in the profits

in the control. But there must be no
limiting of production, no reduction of
the efficienéy of the skilful and hard-
working men to the plane of the shift-
less and inefficient.

Insuring the rights of the farmer, he
declared, should be a cardinal feature of }
the national poliey.  The farmer should
be enabled to own his own farm. The |
national - ggricultural department, he
urged. should be completely reorganized |
and its activities made more productive. |
Legislation to make the working farmer i
a land owner should be at once enacted.

“Drastic action should be taken,” said

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' THE WAR AND EDUCATION.

No less an authority than Dr. Eliot,
president emeritus of Harvard Univer-
sity, would have medical inspection and
the school nurse in all schools, rural as
“ well as urban, and would also have some
measure of vocational training, both for
girls and boys, in every school.

The necessity for universal adoption
‘of this policy, Dr. Eliot holds; has been
made painfully clear by the great war.
Dealing with* physical defects, he says:

“The sporadic medical inspections of

/' school children and the medical exam-
inations of young men drafted for the
national army have revealed in children

* and in young men between 21 and 31 a
large percentage of serious bodily de-
fects, which in many cases impair the
capacity of the children to work effi-
clently in school and of the young men
to serve satisfactorily in the army or
navy. The percentage of defective bodies

i in both school children and young men
drafted for military and naval service
has surprised and mortified the Ameri-
can public. It is some consolation that
many of the defects and disorders in
the school children are remediable, but
thus far the organization and enforce-
ment of remedial processes are by no
meéans sufficiently general to cope with
the existfng evil. Most of the attempts

. at remedy are municipal only. The na-
tion and the states have not yet attacked
the grave problem in earnest.”

This is the remedy advanced by Dr.

' Eliots

“The remedies for the large percentage

. of abnormal and diseased school chil-

" ! dren and young men of the draft age

%

{ are, of course, medical, including all the
agencies grouped under the head f pre-
! yentive medicine and public health. The
medical examiner, the school nurse, and
the district nurse should be regular
members of every school system in the
| country, rural as well as urban, and

. their work should go on incessantly, not

for a few days out of the year, but all
-through the year. The first duty of
these permanent officials should be fol-
‘lowing up the children to their homes
and instructing their parents as to reme-
dial action. Since it will not be possible
to obtain permanent improvement in so-
ciety, as a whole, in respect to the, bod-
tily defects of children and adolescents
until the whole community has been en-
lightened“in regard to nutrition, housing,
community cleanliness,.and the medical
means of controlling epidemics, this
medical instruction, to be given through
, physicians and nurses employed at pub-
! lic expense, i8 the most legitimate kind
| of public instruction in a democracy be-
come heterogeneous.

“The expenditure involved is neces-
, sary to the accomplishment of an indis-
| pensable reform. The beginning should
' be made at once and the national, state
and municipal governments should take
, part in the work.”

Dr. Eliot woudl also have-a system of
universal physical training for the chil-
dren and youth of town and country,
and would have the national government
bear a portion of the expense. With re-

' gard to the need of vocational training
he is not less emphatic. He says:

“There is no such general provision
or expectation now, but the lesson which
the war so plainly teaches must not be
‘Jost on any of the authorities that con-
trol or influence the programmes of ele-
mentary and secondary schools. The
demands of the army and navy illustrate
this feed, but the demands of fthe in-
dustries of the country are not less ur-
gent. It is not to be expected or de-
sired that all pupils should acquire the
same sort of skill. On the contrary,
variety among the pupils is highly de-
sirable, but it is indispensable that every
pupil should acquire some skill. Every
child, whether boy or girl, should learn

" mechanical drawing and the elements

of free hand drawing. Every girl should
learn to sew and cook, and every boy
should learn, when he is strong enough,
to use the tools of the carpenter, the
' mason and the plumber. Every child

should study the elements of chemistry, |

physics and biology in an e{;perimenta.l
and concrete manner, partly for the rea-
soning of these sciences, of course, but
also for the training of the senses which
comes through proper study of them.”
Dr., Eliot would have in every school
in the country “so much instruction in
chemistry, physics and biology as is nec-
essary, first, to the comprehension by
every pupil of the different welemen'ts
which make up a complete diet for in-

fant, child and adult, and secondly, to

the mastery by both sexes of the process
of cooking and serving food in whole-
some ways.” !

Dealing with the deplorable extent of
illiteracy, Dr. Eliot insists that state and
national governments must take a larger
share in public education, since “it ap-
pears that it is not safe to leave to the
local authorities of cities, towns and
counties eéxclusive charge of the element-
ary and secondary schools.”

A German official statement says
British attacks on a certain part of the
line “collapsed with heavy losses,” but
that the German posts “withdrew, ac-
cording to command.”

AUTOCRACY AND BOLSHEVISM.

The Kaiser has not broken silence for
some time. His invincible armies have
somehow got the habit of being beaten.
We do not read that he and the admir-
ing recorder of his sayings and doings
stood on any hill to watch the British
or French taking back lost ground and
sending German prisoners back of the
line that was constantly being pushed
farther ahead. Perhaps the Kaiser is
puzzled, and does not quite know what
he should say. He has the same gen-
erals, and the same military organiza-
tion. The wretched habit of the Allies
in persisting that they are not whipped
when the Kaiser says they are, and in
fighting like trained veterans when he
knows ‘they are only raw levies who
should not be dignified with the name

cording to the nules of the war game as
he understands them and has interpreted
them to the German people. By all the
rules of the game as he reads them he
should now be reviewing troops on the
Place de la Concorde, in Paris, or fram-
ing his terms of peace at Versailles. On
the contrary his armies are not on
parade, but on the run, with the excep-
tion of the rear guards who fight and
die to enable their comrades to get away.
“Onward with God for the Emperor
and the Fatherlarid” has changed to
“backward with the big guns for a place
of safety.” We do not know’ the plans
of.. Ludendorff, or where Hindenburg
may be; but there is a growing sus-
picion that they do not themselves quite
know where they are at, or where they
will be when Foch has that additional
one or two million Americans to help
play the game. As for the Kaiser, if
may be that he has visions which sus-
tain him in the present crisis in his for-
tunes, but they are of the texture of a
madman’s dreams.

Consider also Lenine and Trotsky.
Before the war they and the Kaiser were
at opposite poles in their views of Di-
vine purpose in human government. A
Hohenzollern dynasty was the last pana~
cea they would offer for the political
and social ills of Russia. Given power,
however, they adopted at once the Prus-
sian method. It was not directed against
foes of Russia, in a war of aggression,
but against those of the Russian people
who refused to welcome Bolshevism as

whereabouts is somewhat is doubt, and
they are reported to be ready to save
their dwn skins by becoming guests of
the Kaiser in Germany.

The world will be well rid of the ex-
tremes represented in the one case by the
German ruler and in the other by the
‘two men who have misled the Russian
people and brought greater calamity to
that unhappy country. The war las
tested the autocracy of Germany and the
Bolshevism of Russla, and both must
go to the scrap-heap of discarded fal-

lacles.

sian Silesia on the east. The Slovaks
live in the upper regions of Humgary,
adjoining the Czechs 'to the east and
southeast.

The two peoples are in effect the same
race, their language has only slight dia-
lectical differences; the political divis-
jon between them was erected only in
1867, when to divide the energies of the

garian rule. Czechs and Slovaks have
worked together with absolute harmony
for unity and independence. The Czechs
are one of the most highly civilized
peoples in the world, and econdmically
the most prosperous in the Austrian
Empire. Their country includes most of
the coal and iron deposits of the empire,
the principal manufactures and the
most prosperous agricultural districts.
The Slovaks have been held back by
Magyar repression ,but elsewhere, as in
the United States, have shown that their
natural capacity is as great as that of
the Czechs. The area of the Czech
countries is about 80,000 square miles,
and of the Slovak region 18,000. 1t is
estimated that there are approximately
8,000,000 Czechs and 38,000,000 Slovaks
in the two countries. In addition there
are more than 2,000,000 Czechs and Slov-
aks in the United States.

EVIDENCE IN LIQUOR CASE

Further hearing in the case of Dr. |
George O. Baxter, charged with havingj
liquor in his office illegally, was taken |
up in the police court this morning. |

Kenneth A. Wilson for the prosecution.

Murray Baxter, son of Dr. Baxter,
gave evidence that he had seen liquor
bottles about his father’s premises prior
to seeing a case which was seized by
the police.
