WEATHER WAS DULL

Canadians Finished Second inTwo
Heats of The 5,000 Metres
Running Race — Too Many
Entries in the Wrestling Com-
petitions :

(Canadian Press)

Stockholm, Sweden, July 9—The fourth
day of the athletic section of the Olympic
games began today in dull weather and
with rain in prospect. Several thousands
of running enthusiasts assembled for the
principal event of the morning, which was
the decision of the first three trial heats
of the 5,000 metres flat race. Canadians
were well represented on the spectators’
benches, and had the satisfaction of seeing
their men finish second in each of the
heats.

Wrestling proceeded simultaneously with
the running, but slow headway was made
with that part of the programme. The list
of competitors runs into the hundreds, and
In some quarters it is said that the bouts
will not be finished until it is time to be-
gin again at the Olympic games in Berlin
ir. 1916.

The principal events this afternoon in-
clude the finals of the javelin throwing and
the 400 metres relay race, two more trial
keats in the 5,000 metres flat race, and,
if time permits, all the trial heats of the
1,500 metres flat race, for which there is a
big field.

THIRTY YEARS
IN PRISON FOR
CAMORRISTS

One of Them Cuts
Court on Hearing Sentence
Pronounced

Throat In

Pandemonium Reigns as Judge Declares
Their Fate — Prisoners Shout, Pray
and Weep—Backbone of the Terror-
izing Organization is Broken

(Canadian Press)

Viterbo, Italy, July 9—The verdict of
yesterday, finding the Camorriets . guilty,
after two years’ trial, as a whole, proved
somewhat of a surprise and all are agreed
that the severity of the sentences is the
last blow to the Camorra, which has
practically been annihilated eince the ar-
rest of its leaders. . .

The verdict found Corrado Sortina guilt,
of both murders; Nicolo Morra, Antonio
Cerrato and Maritano Di Genera, guilty
of the murder of Cuccolo and Giuseppi
Salvi guilty of the murder of Cuocolo's
wife, Enrico Alfano, the alleged leader of
the Camorrists, Giovanni Rapi, Di Mari-
nas and the others are convicted of being
instigators of the crime, and members of
a criminal organization.

The, president of the court immediately
sentenced the condemned men, Sortino,
Salvi, Morra, Di Gennaro, Alfano, Rapi,
Cerrato and Di Marinas were sentenced to
thirty years’ imprisonment, and to ten
years’ pglice surveillance; Di Mattio to
ten years and six months’ imprisonment,
and ten years surveillance; Ascrittore to
ten years' imprisonment and three years'
surveillance; Vitozzi, the priest, seven
years’ imprisonment and two years’ sur'\'eil-
lance; the others to five years’ imprigon-
ment and three years surveillance.

One Cuts Throat

When the aceused men were placed in
their own cage to hear the verdict, Di
Marinas drew forth a piece of glass and
cut hie throat, he fell to the floor of the.

.

cage in a pool of blood, and general pan-
demonium broke loose. The other prison-
ers screamed like wild animals, shouting
investives and imprecations.

Rapi shouted: “This innocent blood is
crying for revenge.” Alfano raged around
and recalled the death ‘of his brother, who,
he cried, “was a victim of injustice and
a man who had suffered the martyrdom
of innocence.”

Vitazzio knelt weeping and praying. All
the prisoners acted like maniacs, and the
carbineers had difficulty in forcing their
way into the cage to maintain order®and
carry out the wounded Di Marianas.

The pronouncement of sentence was re-
ceived with uproarious protests from the
condemned men. One of them shouted:
“We are innocent; this is legal assassina-
tion.” Some ot them shook their fists
at the judge and others tore at the bars
of the cage. They attempted in concert,
to harangue those assembled in the court.

In addition to the police and carabineers
within the building, a battalion of troops
with fixed bayonets were drawn up out-
side. It:was fearsed that some attempt
might be made to rescue the prisoners.

Di Marinas is in a serious condition.
There is a gash four inches long and half
an inch deep in his throat. The glass with
which he attempted suicide, severed an ar-
tery. It was tied, but Di Marinas, the
moment_he was left alome, tore off the
bandages and re-opened the wound, sur-
geons again dressed hie injuries, but the
wounded man declgred he was determined

toidie.

M. E. Agar, commissioner of public
works reported that tenders were called
for paving King street and Charlotte
street, and recommended that the tender
of B. Mooney & Sons and The Caritte
Paterson Mfg. Co., Ltd., be accepted as
follows:—

in Charlotte street from Union street to
south side of King Square:—
Vit. block pavement, $4.44¢ a sq. yd.; new
curb stones, $1.25 a lin. ft.; old curb
stones reset, etc., 60c. a lin, ft.; recon-
struction of one catch basin, $95.00 repair
and regulation of old catch basins, $65.00
per basin; sheet asphalt pavement, $2.90
per sq. yd.

Contruetion of granite block pavement
on track allowance King street, from Char-
lotte to Prince William street:—

Granite block pavement, $4.25 a sq. yd.;
new curb stones, $1.25 a lin. ft.; old curb
stones redressed, 60c. a lin. ft.; conmstruc-
tion three new catch basins, $95.00 each;

ment, $1.85 per sq .yd.

New York, July 9—A cable despatch
to the New York Times from Paris this
morning eays:

The St. Petersburg correspondent of the
Echo De Paris, reports that Prince Ar-
thur of Connaught, only son of the Duke
of Connaught, will soon marry Princess
Irene Alexandrovna, daughter of the
Grand Duke Alexander Michaclovitch, who
is a cousin -of the Czar.

It is said that the marriage was decided
upon last August but no official announce-
ment was made owing to the youth of
the pri.:\cess, who, however, is now just
about to reach her seventeenth birthday,
when the bethothal will be announced.

The marriage, it is added, will be cele-
brated in St. Petersburg and it is expected
that King George will attend the cere-
mony.

Apropos of the mnaval discuesion, it i
interesting to mote that the Paris Figare
and Matin are publishing, with favorable
comments, the statements originating .in
the dominion, pointing out how identical
are the interests of France and England
in the face of German naval augmenta-
tion.

It ie probable that Mr. Borden will
participate in some functions in his honor
in Paris, before he returns to Canada.

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Kaiser Takes to Raising
Ostriches—The Uptons—
Andrew Carnegie to Un-

veil Burns Statute

Emperor Wililam has just embarked in
the business of raising ostriches on his
100,000 acre ranch in German South-
West Africa, with a view to furnishing
plumes to the home trade. He has done
this on the advice of Carl Hagenbeck, the
greatest wild animal dealer in the world,
and on the recommendation of German
colonial officials, as the best means of
making his ranch pay. Hagenbeck, who
has a big ostrich farm in the colony him-
self, has undertaken to stock the emper-
or’s estate with birds and to organize the
breeding establishment for him.

It seems that the soil of the - Kaiser's
property is particularly favorable to the
scheme. The emperor expects that the
success of his new venture will encourage
men ‘of wealth to follow his example, and
vesult in the development of a profitable
trade, ‘'which may make a hitherto unre-
munerative colony pay for its up-keep.

William and his famtty are very fond of
iold Carl Hagenbeck, who is one of the
greatest characters in the empire. At the
instance of his sovereign he took charge
some time ago, of the creation of a' great
zoological garden on the so-called Jung-
fernhaide, in the outskirts of Berlin. “The
park is to be organized much in the same
way as that of Hagenbeck at Stellingen,
near Hamburg. The animals, “birds”and
reptiles are to have enormous space at
their disposal and the safeguarding iron
fences will be so concealed by the art.of
the landscape gardener that they appear
to be at liberty. The work upon the park
is already under way, and its opening to
the public is looked for towards the end
of next year. When completed it will
be one of the principal attractions of the
German metropolis, and will be superior to
anything else of the sort in Europe.

The appearance of Captain the Hon.
Eric Upton, of the King’s Royal Rifles,
son and heir of Lord Templetown, in the
divorce suit of Archdeacon Colley’s gun-
ner son, serves to recall that his ancestor,
Clotworthy Upton, first Viscount Temple-
town, was the grantee of 20,000 acres in
what is now the State of New York, the
tract being known as "*Upton’s Patent,”
about the middle of the eighteenth cen-
tury.

temporary infatuations for various other
women.

Curiously enough there is no mention of
this marriage of Lord Templetown to the
King of Prussia’s daughter in the stand-
ard “Peerages,” such as Burke’s, but it
is recorded in the March, 1793, number of
the “antleman’s Magazine,” (at that time
the pMncipal organ of the British aris-
tocracy), as having taken place in the
preceding month, and it is also recorded
in various German standard works of the
period, it being intimated that she re-
ceived a very large fortune from her royal
father by way of dowry.

Countess Christine von Litzenberg died
after three years of marriage, without is-
sue, and a month or so later, Lord Tem-
pletown led to the altar Lady Mary
Montagu, only daughter of the fifth Earl
of Sandwich, and by whom he had a large
family. The Uptons come from an an-
cient family, which is setill represented in
England by the Uptons of Ingmire Hall,
Westmorland, and which furnished in old-
en times many members to the sovereign
order of the Knights of Malta. The first
to settle in Ireland was Henry Upton
(one of the commanders of the forces of
the Earl of Eseex in Queen Elizabeth’s
day), who received a large grant of land
in County Antrim for his services in re-
pressing the Irish. His property included
an ancient castle, to which he gave the
name of Castle Upton, in memory of his
ancestral home, L'Upton Castle, in Devon-
shire.

The present Lord Templetown is a prom-
jnent Freemason, and an ardent Unionist.

much so, that they all assumed the pat-
ronymic of their lord. Thus, all the clans-
men of the Duke of Argyll style them-
selves Campbell, those of the Duke of At-
| holl are the Murrays, and all those of the
Earl of Southesk have from olden days
been Carnegies. His own name is James
Carnegie, and he is also Lord Carnegic in
Scotland, by virtue of a peerage created
by James VI. just before he succeeded to
the throne of England as James I.

The prescnt Lord Southesk, while a cul-
tured and agreeable man; has not suc-
ceeded so far in achieving any of the dis-
tinction in art, letters and science, in which
others of his family have won fame. His
father, the late ear], -as Sir James Carne-
gie, sixth baronet of that creation, trav-
elled extensively in the United States,
and wrote several pleasant books about
the place at a time when it was less famil-
iar to Europeans than today. Afterwards
he devoted much time to the exploration
of the more remote districts of Canada.
In fact, there are several towns on both
sides of the dominion border that bear
the names of Southesk or Carnegie in his
honor—and not in that of the author of
“Triumphant Democracy.’

He was a great favorite with Queen Vic-
toria, through whose good-will he obtain-
ed a reversal of the parlismentary attaind-
er of his family honors, and thus became
eighth Earl of Southesk. The Carnegies
date their origin from the fourteenth cen-
tury, when David II. of Scotland made a
grant of the lands and barony of Carpe
gie, in Forfarshire, to the founder of the
family.

It was in recognition of the devotion of
a Lord Carnegie to the ill-fated Mary
Queen of Scots that he was advanced te
the Earldom of Southesk by her son
James. The fifth Earl of Southesk na-
turally sided with the Stuarts in 1715, and
had his honors attainted by act of parlia-
ment. He died without issue and his next
heir and third cousin, David Carnegie,
managed by means of valuable gervices to
the Hanoverian dynasty, especially in
America, to recover the"ancestral estates
of his house;, and to win ‘a -baronetcy.
David’s grandson and namesake, the
fourth baronet,. married’ the daughter of
of Andrew . Elliott, Li¢utenant-Governor
of New York.

A: younger son of the second baronet,
George Carnegie, took part in the Jacob-
ite rising of 1745, was an officer of the
Young Pretender’s body-guard, and after
the disastrous battle of Culloden fled to
Sweden, where he founded, in Gothen-
burg, the mercantile firm of Carnegie &
Co., which exists there to this day.

STATEMENT ON CROP
CONDITIONS OF WORLD

(Bulletin of Agricultural Statistice—June
1912).

The Bulletin of Agricultural Statistice
for June has just been issued by the In-
ternational Inetitute of Agriculture in
Rome.

The bulletin contains tables showing the
area under wheat, rye, barley, oats, maize
and rice, and the estimated production in
a few countries for the first four of these
crops. ‘

The weather was not, in general, very
favorable for the crops during May, on ac-
count of the heavy raing and late frosts.
The production of wheat is estimated in
Spain at 31,943,600 quintals, i. e. 79 per
cent. of last year’s production; in the,
United States it is estimated at 98,794,-|
080 quintals, or 84.3 per cent. of last|
year’s outturn (winter wheat only); and;
in India at 90,709,722 quintals or 97.7 per|
cent. :

The statistical service of the institute, |
which was lately extended to include flax |
and cocoons, has, with the present issue |
of the bulletin, been still further enlarged,
and now also embraces tobacco and sugar-
cane. Tables are given showing the latest |
official information available with referencc |
to these two crops, and also in regard to!
vineyards and sugae-beet.

A table concerning the sericultural cam-
paign of 1912 gives the estimated produc-
tion of cocoons as smaller than that of
last year in Spain (1,175,000 kilogrammes as |
against 1,250,000 kilogrammes in 1911), and |
in Japan (92,206,000 kg. as against 96,711,- |
885). A poor crop is also predicted in Bul- |
garia and Italy, though more satisfactory
accounts have been received from Austria
and France.

The general condition of the sugar-beet
and tobacco crops, and of the vines is
given as good; the vines are flowering,
for the greater part, under favorable con-
ditions.

Somewhat unsatisfactory accounts have
been received from Egypt, Japan, Tunis,
and the United States with regard to the
cotton crop. In the latter country the
condition on May 25th is given as 78.9 per
cent. of a normal condition, as compared
with 87.8 per cent. at the same date last
year.

The notices published with reference to
the preparations for autumn sowings in
Chile and Australia, state that unfavorablie |
conditions for field work prevail, and that,
the work is less advanced than usual at|
this date.

Final returns of area and production of
the various crops in 1911 are given for
Servia and Japan, as well as the final re-
turns of area cultivated in British India
for the same year.

The bulletin closes with the results of
the live stock census in Luxemburg in 1910.

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PROOFS OF PROGRESS

The first question that will be asked by
‘visitore to the province during this Old
Home Week will be:—What evidences of
progress has the ‘province to show? They
will perhaps be aware that there has not
been a satisfactory increase in population,
and that the lure of the west has drawn
away a great many of our young people.
One of the sure evidences of progress
would be a growth in population, and if
the showing in that respect is not satis-
factory, what else is there to be said?

Speaking generally, there has been dur-
ing the past few years a development of
resources which is of great importance.
Take, for example, the development of
natural gas and oil wells in the county of
Albert. Natural gas has been found in
great volume, and new wells, as they are
sunk, make more and more of this gas
available. It is now piped to the city of
Moncton for industrial and commercial
purposes, and also to the town of Hills-
boro. The president of the company has

_ declared that he has no doubt whatever
that eventually when a new district near-
er the city has been opened up the gas
will be piped to St. John. W'hut' this
means from an industrial standpoint is
quite apparent.

Consider next the coal fields in Queens
Co. Millions of tons of good coal are eas-
ily accessible in that portion of the prov-
ince, and as soon as the branch railway
now being constructed from Fredericton to
{Minto is completed, before the end of the
present year, the shipment of coal from
these mines will be greatly enlarged, and
a very important industry will be develop-
ed. There is reason to believe that pro-
"ducer gas generated from the slack coal
at the mines can be piped to St. John, and
sold at figures which will make it profit-
able for industrial use.

In the northern part of the province, in
the county of Gloucester, are enormous
deposits of excellent iron ore, which is
now being mined by the Canada Iron Cor-
poration and shipped from Newecastle to
the United States market. We are. told
that the supply is practically inexhaustible,
and this iron ore has been frequently men-
tioned of late in connection with the pro-
posal to establish a great steel plant at St.
John.

There has been a growing development
of the plaster industry of the province,
and the experiment of manufacturing
lmy;cr ae well as pulp in mills in the prov-
ince has been successfully made. The
provincial premier has stated that the pol-
icy of his government during the present
term will be to encourage the develop-
ment on a larger scale of the pulp end
paper industry, and there is practically
no doubt that a large paper mill will short-
ly be establiched at St. John.

With regard to industries in general, the
opening up of western Canada has been
taken advantage of by manufacturers in
*New Brunswick, and quite a number of
them ship products of their factories not
only to Quebec and Ontario but to Maji-
toba and the far western provinces, even
to the Pacific coast. It is found that
they can compete for this western busi-
ness, so far as freight rates are concerned,
with the manufacturers of Montreal, and
as the market expands the opportunity
for New Brunswick industries must stead-
ily improve. It is pointed out that when
the Panama Canal is finished, products of
our factories can be shipped by the water
route to the coast cities of British Colum-
bia cheaper than those of Ontario can be
sent by the rail route. From the indus-
trial standpoint, therefore, the outlook in
New Brunswitk is excellent.

During the past year or two consider-
able attention has been given to the ques-
tion of developing water powers in differ-
'ent parts of the province, but as yet not
‘very much has been done of a practical
character. There can be no doubt, how-
ever, that the development of hydro-elec-
tric power on a very considerable scale
must come in the near future, and have
a distinct effect upon industrial condi-
tions. :

The greatest.need of the province has
been and is, of course, capital for invest-
ment. That want is gradually being sup-
plied, not only from Canadian but fromi
British and Unitéd States sources. Men
with capital seeking eafe investment are
becoming better acquainted with the con-
ditions end the prospects in New Bruns-
wick, and are putting money into indus-
_tries and the development of‘ resources.
Not only so, but the people of the prov-
ince have themeelves received a new in-
spiration, and are taking a practical part
in the forward movement which is mow so
much in evidence.

One of the most important changes that
has taken place in conditions generally is
that of the new relation into which this
province and this city have entered with
regard to the great transportation systems
of Canada. St. John, for example, as the
Times has before pointed out, is on the
main line of one of the great trade routes
of the empire. This means not only
‘growth and prosperity for the port of St.
John, but it affords to the producers of
the province exceptional facilities for
reaching outside markets, and to the manu-
facturer it means the easy assembling of
the raw materials which he requires.

The advertising committee of the Board
of Trade about a year and a half ago pre-

pared a number of comparisons showing |,

the growth of business in St. John during
ten years. Statistics of trade, bank clear-
ings, the building record and various other
salient features were considered, and the
raanlt was eonclusive. Therm h&. been

}

growth of the most satisfactory character.
The like would have been true in a com-
parison made in other cities and towns
in the province. Since those comparisons
were made, however, events have occur-

red which have made progress very much
more rapid, and have given the assurance |
of continued expansion.

No reference has been made in this}
article to agriculture which, after all, isg
the great basic industry; and that subject
will be discussed tomorrow.

Woodstock, N. B., July 9—(Special) —

Friends
hope he will turn up and return with the

In the first heat of the 5,000 metres flat
race, George V. Bonhag led the field
throughout, except for a brief moment in
the middle of the race, when G. N. Hill,

mile. Bonhag was fifteen yards ahead of
Docteau, a Canadian, with F. N. Hibbins
of England another fifteen yards behind
and the two other starters 100 yards back
when they entered the last lap. The Can-
adian, with a fine burst of speed, drew up
and finished only six yards behind Bon-
hag, with the Englishman twenty yards
behind, and the Australian 100 yards far-
ther back. The Swede Lundstrum gave
up a quarter mile from the end.

Second Heat

The second heat virtually duplicated the
first. The representative of -the United
States made the pace for two-thirds of
the race, the two English runners, E. W.
Hutson and C. H. Ruffell, following closely
on the heels of Louis Scott and Edward
G. Fitzgerald. Joseph Keeper, a Canadian
and the two Swedes, B. Modig and M.
Persson were only a short distance away.
The real fight came early in the third
mile, when the Englishman Ruffell took
the lead for a few yards, but then drop-
ped by the way. Fitzgerald came up to
the front but soon fell back, and Louis
Scott reached the tape with a lead -of
four yards over Joseph Keeper, the Can-
adian, who was two feet ahead of the
Englishman Rutson. The Swede' Persson
finished a lap behind but his compatriot
Modig withdrew during the first mile.

The United States showed very poorly in
the third heat. Garnet M. Wickhoff,
Uriversity of Ohio,, withdrew béfore he
had covered two-thirds of the distance.
The Englishman. E. Glover and C. H.
Porter led most of the way, keeping to-
gether all the time. The Swede Karls-
#on ehallenged them in the last 1,000 yards.
Coming to the-front with a rush, he then
stehdily gained and finished 200 yards
ahead of E. Glover, while C. H. Porter was
another 100 yards behind. The Finnish
representative, A. Lindoholm, and a Rus-
sian runner were outdistanced.

The Typhoon Presented in Excel-
lent Manner by the King-Lynch
Company

A strong dramatic story of Japanese
intrigue, honor and traditions was -por-
trayed in the Opera House last evening in
“The Typhoon,” the opening play of the
King-Lynch Co., who will remain in the
city for a fortnight at least, coming from
Worcester, Mass., where they have been
playing in permanent stock.
