years ago this Institution was established. It was 
much needed. There had been founded some time previously 
that excellent and well managed Industrial School for boys with 
which the public have happily become familiar of late, and in 
which they manifest so deep and practical an interest. But there 
was no such place of safety and instruction for girls. Their 
condition however demanded quite as much sympathy and 
active benevolcncq. A large numlier of them were most un­
happily situated in the city of Halifax, growing up without 
education and surrounded with vice in all its phases. Some, 
the children of parents who almost discarded them, or at least, 
left them to manage for themselves ; others the children of those 
who had abandoned themselves to drink and cared little or 
nothing about their daughters provided only they were success­
ful beggars ; others the children of widows who perhaps would 
gladly bring them up respectably, but whom proverty prevented e ' 
them from clothing or feeding their children, so that tney were 
forced to spend their time in the streets seeking from door to 
door their daily food. In seeing all this and the sad conse- 

.. quences to which such baneful influences would lead, a few 
persons determined, to try and found an establishment which 
would in some measure meet the evil. They resolved to begin 
on a small scale and with special regard to economy. With tLe 
blessing of God their efforts have been successful. The institu- 
tion has now been maintained for four years—a good number of 
girls have been well instructed and not one penny of debt has 
been incurred The Committee desire to let the supporters of 
the House of Industry know what has taken place during the 
year and how the funds have been expended, and for this 
send out, according to custom, this Report. J

In the early part of the year it was decided, after much 
deliberation, to make a change in the mode of conducting the 
Institution. A Matron hitherto managed the work of the H
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House of Incfustry, and a Teacher daily attended to instruct 

the girls in reading, writing - and arithmetic. Past experience 
convinced the Committee that it would te\id to the better ma­
nagement of the establishment to have a Matron who would also 
teach the children the elementary branches above named—and 

* to employ a woman who could instruct the children in the ge­
neral work of a household servant. The plan was adopted and 
is found to succeed well.

Upon the resignation of Mrs. Parker, Miss Gossip, who had 
taken great interest in the children, as their Teacher, lent her 
valuable aid to the Committee by taking whole charge of the 
Institution for some weeks. She remained until Miss Beeton 
accepted the situation and entered upon its duties. This assis­
tance was very important at the time, and was so well rendered 
as to merit the thanks of the Committee. The House of Industry 
has since been going on smoothly, the new Matron affording 
every satisfaction. During the year eight girls left; the school— 
some went to service, one went home, and two have found ex­
cellent homes in the houses of Christian people in the country. 
One, in particular, hifts been adopted by residents in Pictou and 
writes of her happiness. Another is just on the eve of going to 
a very nice family in me same county. We feel great satisfac- 

; tion in being able to make this annonneement and we hope to 
send many others in the same way from the school.

Six new children were taken in thro’ the year ; at one time 
nineteen were inmates, now there are fifteen. Their health has 
not been so good through the yetfr as through the three prece­
ding years, although the diet has been equally simple and varied. 
Lately a few of them had scarlet fever of a very mild type ; from 
this they have now recovered. We are, however, informed by 
the Surgeon, that a change of locality would be desirable, by 
which more room would be afforded for exercise and recreation. 
The Committee feel that this step can only be taken by the com­
bined effort of the Parishioners, and they earnestly request them 
to give the matter of the purchase of a site and the erection of a 
building their serious consideration.

As an industrial occupation that of muffin making has been 
very successful ; a large number are sold every week, and give 
quite a handsome return. In the sale of these we have been 
greatly aided by Mr. W. D. Harrington, who most generously
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allows them to be sold at his place of business in Hollis street,
and the Committee take this opportunity of thanking him for
this kindness. In closing our year we have much to be grateful
for and render praise to God for the measure of success which •*
has attended our labors. » *v
