WINTER PORT TRADE.

AN INTERESTING INTERVIEW WITH
MR, H. P. TIMMERMAN OF THE
C.P.R.

He Explains the Positton of the C. P, R,
in to the L

oints Which
Show How Much §t. John is Losing
for lack of Proper Facilities for
Handling the Lumber, Cattle and
Grain Export Business of the West.
It will be remembered that when the
secretary of the Board of
Trade fJwas enquiring by letter
recently of the heads of the C.
P. R. why arrengements could not be
made for shipping via this port, the
Ottawa lumber now being handled by
American ports, he was referred by Mr.
Olds, the C. P. R’s traffic manager, to
Mr. H, P. Timmerman the general
superintendent of their Atlantic Division
here, who was left to explain tbe
position of the C. P. R. in the matter.
A Gazerte reporter had an interview
with Mr, Ti y day bearing
on this lamber shipping and also on
other matters which bring up the old
subject of terminal facilities. The infor-
mation gained only adds a few more
points to the general knowledge of what
this port is losing in the way of bnsiness
through the lack of proper terminal
facilities for handling the lumber, the
grain and the cattle exports of western
Capada.
Speaking of the Ottawa lumber busi-
ness Mr. Timmerman said that the con-
trol of it concentrates at Ottawa, and for
the C. P. R. to get the handling of the
lumber for shipment here, they would
have to compete with the lines running
to Boston and Porfland which have a
shorter rail haul of 180 to 200 miles than
the haul via the C. P. R. to St.
John. Asthings are at present, however,
nothing can be done by St. John in this
lamber business because of the lack of
proper wharf accommodations for vessels
where the lumber can be handled direct
from the cars to the vessels, Mr. Timmer-
man stated that wharf room for several
vessels was needed where they could
load direct from the cars. If the proper
facilities are provided for handling the
lumber here with despatch and if through
rates of freight to Liverpool and other
points could be obtained which would
make it possible to compete with the
lines shipping from other ports and yet
make the business fairily renumerative
to the C. P. R. he believed that the Cana-
dian Pacific Company would much pre-
fer to handle the business here as they
would then have it all within themselves.
Do you think that such through rates
could be arranged? asked the reporter-:
“That is not for me to say ;7 said Mr.
Timmerman, “But I should expect that
they could be. Shipping people, how-
ever, favor the ports where there are
t;ncilities for loading ocean vessels with

*“What do you think of the grain shute
scheme?” asked the reporter.

“Well, I would not discourage the idea
of handling grain by gravitation” said
Mr. Timmerman, “but you know no rail-
way would assume the expense of keep-
ing a large number of cars standing load.
ed waiting for a vessel or for a chance to
unload at the shutes. Wherever grain is
shipped at a port there must be storage
room for a large quantity of it

Mr. Timmerman further stated that
in the shipment of wheat a very small
reduction in the cost of handling it
which would tend to cut down the
through rates of freight would be suf-
ficient to turn the business from one
port to another. He said that an ele-
vator p i many advant The
value of a car was about equal to the
value of its contents when it was loaded
with wheat, that is about $550, or $1 a
bushel for the 550 bushels of wheat,
while the cost of an elevator is equal to
only about 25 cents for every bushel of
wheat it will contain. It was thus much
cheaper to put wheat in an elevator as
soon as it arrived at the seaboard than to
keep it standing in the cars for any time.
Besides the value represented by cars it
they had to be kept standing, there would
also be extra expenses incurred for
shunting and other handling, besides
the expenses of keeping up the sidings.
It often happens that when a shipper of
wheat starts a large quantity to-
wards the seaboard for export that
the pricc of wheat on the
other side of the ocean takes
a sudden drop before his shipment arri-
ves at the port of shipment. Insucha
case the shipper simply orders his wheat
into the elevator at the intended port of
shipment, and keeps it there till prices
come up sufficiently to make it satisfac-
tory for him to ship it. 1n this way the
elevators make considerable in storage
fees, and for the reason of their being
enabled to thus hold the grain at
port of shipment to await
an opportunity of getting good prices
shippers always prefer sending their
wheat via a port where there is & good
elevator. In a case where their would be
no facilities for storing a large quantity
of grain the shipper would have to for-
ward his wheat as soon as it arrived at
seaboard, no matter whether the prices
on the other side were high or low. Mr.
Timmerman believed that an elevator
was much needed here.

Before leaving, the reporter asked him
if the Canadian Pacific company in-
tended making any more improvements
on their own hook at their terminus in
Carleton.

“The matter is in abeyance,”’ replied
Mr. Timmerman, “and I don’t think any
thing more will be done, until all the
arrangements, connected with the trans-
fer of the Carleton branch railway are
completed. I cannotsay anything more
just now in regard to what the company
may do there.”

RUSSIAN OFFICIALS BLIND TO

Loxpox Dec 24.—The 8t. Petersburg
correspondent of the Telegraph says that
there has been an enormous falling offin
the government revenues from the fam-
ine-stricken provinces. The passport la-
bor and other restricting laws have been
removed 80 as to enable the peasants to
migrate.

Reports of the merciless repression of
outlawry are constantly being received.
Upon the merest pretext the civil authori-
ties summon the military, evidently with
the intention of overawing the people.

The correspondent also says the rich
merchants of St,Petersburg refuse to sub-
scribe anything for the relief of their
starying countrymen. The collection
boxes placed abont the corn exchange
were found, when removed, to be filled
with bits of tin and paper. In numerous
cases, after receiving exorbitant prices
for their grain, sent to the famine strick-
en provinces bags, the contents of which
were mostly grass sand and bran.

Corruption is widespread among the
office holders, and they are little affect-
ed by the sights of distress, sickness and
death. Many town officials refuse to en-
roll starving peasants on the relief list
unless they first receive a bribe.

A Government Grant to the Duke of

A Counter Petition Asking for a Disso-

Warm Christmas Weather,

This month bids fair to beat the rec-
ords in the way of warm weather. So
far the mean temperature on the aver-
age is higher than for many years past,
and for the past three or four days the
warmth of the temperature has been
such as has not been known before in a
great number of years. Since the 2lst.
the mean temperature each day has ran-
ged from 34 to 44, and the average mean
tempersture hag been higher for the first
23 days than has been known in a long
time. The nex{ warmest December to
the present one upto the 23rd of the
month was that of 1889. The average
mean temperature for the first 23
days of December in that year
was 26.8. The average mean for
this December up to the 24th has
been 322 or 5. 4 warmer than
the same period in 1889, In the latter
part of 1889, however, the temperature
dropped  rapidly after the 23rd,
80 a8 to greatly reduce the average,
the ¢oldest day, December the Sist, hav-
ing the mean temperature of 11 degrees.
The December of 1888, however, taking
the whole month throngh, was the
warmest that has been known in the
last 30 years, the average temperature
for the month being 27.31. The coldest
of December since 1860 was that of the
year 1867, when the average temper-
ature was only 15.46. The temperature
of yesterday was 44.3, and of the day
before and to-day 42, The highest mean
temperature recorded in any one day
since 1860 was 51. These figures are
furnished by Mr. Gilbert Murdoch C. E.
and are therefore reliable, They show
that if the remaining days of the present
month keep anything near as warm as
the portion of it already past this Dec-
ember will beat all records for the last
30 years in the way of warm weather.
Today has seemed like a beautiful day in
the spring of the year, instead of the
day before Christmas. The streets have
been thronged with people seeing the
sights and making their Christmas pur-
chases, and the men of the street depart-
ment have given the pavements an
extra brushing up for the holiday. While
this paragraph was being written Dr.

Mute Evid of a Terrible Tragedy
Porremours, N. H., Dec. 23.—This

The contest was declared a draw, al-
though Burns appeared to have the best
of it. Burns defeated Fitzpatrick a year
ago.

Tug of War.

New York. A .very large crowd wit-
nessed tonight's tug-of-war contests at
Madison Square Garden.

Two of the teams defeated last night
the Canadians, and the Danes were the
first to contest this evening. The Danes
easily won. The Norwegians beat the
Scotchmen, and the Swedes pulled the
Americans off their feet in 34 minutes.

An Ancient El Dorado.

On the identical spot where King Solo-
mon procured “golddust, peacocks and
monkeys,” & synicate with $5,000,000
capital stock issued and a ten-stamp
mill erected, has just pounded out $56,-
000. Mount Ophir, of scriptural renown:
is close by. The old rocks, which were
too low-grade for King Solomon’s
reduction processes, are being ground
up and they average half an
ounce to the ton. This gold field of Sol-
omon’s which has been idle all of the
centuries until now, is on the Malay
Peninsula. Phe people who have gone
in to develop it havehad to cut seves
miles of road through the jungle and
clear sixty miles of river. They are
just beginning to realize on their invest-
ment. The company with
the big capital has a conces-
sion on twenty square miles of this gold
field. 'The formation is black slate. A
shaft sunk 100 feet on the lode has un-
covered enough ore to keep the mill go-
ing a year. The ore will yield two ounces
to the ton. In one place on the con-
cession there is a hill 250 feet high and
half a mile long. The Company has
tunnelled into this hill about half-way
from the bottom and found ore
ranging from seven pennyweights
to seven ounces of gold.

Even the loose rocks acattered a-
bout on the hillside yield half an ounce
of gold to the ton: The Superindent said
to the American Consul recently: g §
did not think there was anything of this
kind soextensive intheworld.

THE STATE OF OUR PORT.

When Othelloy after he has killedhis
wife, is disarmed by Montano, he ex-
claims pathetically :

“] am not valiant neither,
But every puny whipster gets my sword.
But_why should honor oatlive honesty ?
Let it go all.”

Othello deceived, befooled and tempted
by a villain still thought that he might
claim to be a valiant soldier, and is was
only when he found himself disarmed
and atthe mercy of his enemies that
he learned even in this particular, he
had been claiming too much credit for
himself. Something like this feeling
will be experienced by the people of
St. John when they read an inter-
view with Mr. Timmerman, which
we publish in another part  of
this paper. The people of this city
have been under the delusion that al-
though it might not have facilities for
any other kind of trade it was still able
to ship deals. If Mr. Timmerman is to
be believed this opinion must now be
revised. It appears that we have not
facilities even for the shipment of deals
and that in consequence of this, deals
must go to Boston or Portland from the
upper provinces to find & place of ship-
ment. We do not know what our citi-
zens will be disposed to say to thisstate-
ment.  Some of them. may question it
and possibly it may be affirmed that Mr.
Timmerman is speaking of a matter in
regard to which he is not well
informed.  Yet the fact remains
that deals from the upper
provinces are being sent over the Canad-
ian Pacific Railway to Boston for ship-
ment, and that the excuse given is that
St. John bas no facilities for handling
them. We commend this matter to the
attention of our Board of Trade,our Com-
mercial Exchange and our Common
Council. We ask them to pronounce upon
the justice of this verdict against St.
John. We ask the members of these bod-
ies individually and collectively to read
Mr. Timmerman’s remarks and to see if
something cannot be done toimprove the
position of this port. Let us if possible

- | get at the root of the difficulty in regard

to our business, and then we will be in &
position to apply a remedy. As matters
are now no one appears to know what is
required ; everything is at sea. The
Canadian Pacific Railway people profess
that they cannot build wharves here,
until the title of the property, which is
to be given them by the city, has been
vested in them. So the casestands. The
one great fact that every one can see is
that St. Jobn is losing its trade, or at all
events is not gaining any new trade,and
that even the shipment of deals has be-
come a business which is thought to be
beyond our capacity to undertake.

CONCERNING ELECTION PETITIONS.

We have little or no experience in
election petitions in the city and county
of St. John. In these constituencies:
after the fight is over, people are not%if;
posed to enter into & crusade against the
successful candidate on the ground that
he has been guilty of bribery through
himself or his agent. A good deal is
said about the election having been
gained by corrupt means and this kind
of thing may be kept up for & week or
more after the election, but so far there
has been no election petition tried in the
city or county of St.J ohn, since the elect~
ion law was passed.  On the whole
this seems to be a reasonably
wise decision on the part of
our people. It may be assumed that
at elections both sides will use all the
money and influence they can command
to win the contest, and this statement
applies not o St. John alone but to
every constituency in Canada. After
the unsuccessful candidate has expend-
ed thousand of dollars in endeavoring to
purchase his way into a constituency, it
seems rather absurd that he should, the
moment he is defeated file a petition
against the successful candidate and
seek to unseat him for bribery.
That is why the provision in
the provincial election act was
inserted, requiring the petitioner to
show that he had come into court with
clean hands. This provision was much
censured at the time and Mr. Blair re-
ceived a vast amount of abuse for it, but
it cannot be denied thatit rests ona
sound principle. The dominion election
law is so constructed, that a very slight
thing is sufficient to unseata gitting
member. In Halifax for instance the
sitting members were unseated because
a man in the public hospital was driven
to the polls to vote for Messrs Kenney
and Stairsin aconveyance hired by their
agents. Everyone knows that the petit-
ioners, Messrs Jones and Farrell filled
Halifax county with money at the last
election, and yet they are able to go in
and unseat two men who were elected by

more that a thousand majority on

such a trivial cause as this. It would
seem that in this particular the election
law might very properly be changed or
else it should be enforced so strongly that
persons infringing it in tho small-
est detail shall. be themselves
punished criminally for a breach
of 'it. As the law stands it
is quite possible for a person who is
hostile to a candidate to veid his election
if successful, by having previously pur-
chased a vote on his behalf. This is
proved by the unseating of Mr. Dickie,
who was not in the country at the time
of the election, and did not guthorize
anyone to act as his dgént; yet be loses
his seat because a mnan'wag paid to vote
for him by an agent, hom he had
never seen and whom he did not appoint
to act for him. These are some of the
humors of the election law as at present
constituted. No one can deny that
bribery is a monstrous evil which ough?
to be puttsdewn with the utmost
rigor, but it{"does not appear that
the present system of working the elect-
ion law is calculatéd to accomplish that
end. It simply unseats a member who
has been duly elected, .and puts him to
a great deal of additional cost and in-
convenience without touching the real
offenders, the persons whose acts have
made the election void. The unfortunate

thousands of dollars to win his election,
is not the only person who ought to be
made to suffer when a seat i8 voided for
bribery. The mean spirited creature who
sells his vote and who afterwards gives
information for the purpose of unseating
the man for whom he has voted ought to
be dealt with in some way.

British Trade Holding its own.
[Boston Herald]
For months our Republican contem-
poraries have been exulting over the de-
crease in the foreign trade of the United
Kingdom. To listen to them, you would
think that British commerce ha d fallen
into a hopeless decline. But when you
tarn to the official figures fora true
measurement of the reduction you find
very little justification for the dark pict-
ure drawn by protectionist pens. The
British trade returns for eleven months
of the year have just come to hand; let
us see what kind ofstory they have to
tell.
No doubt the retarns for the present
year compare unfavorably with those of
last year, both in the total values handl-
ed and in the exports of British goods,
but it must be remembered that on both
points the foreign commerce of the Unit-
ed Kingdom reached in 1890 the highest
level ever attained. This level was not
only unexampled, it was unnatural. The
preparation for the McKinley tariff in
this country and the expansion of South
American credits preceding the Barings’
collapse gave & giddy impxlse to British
business last year, and carried it to figu-
res which could not possibly be maintain-
ed. The removal ofthe stimulus has
evidently been followed by & reaction.
But if you put aside the exceptional
development of last year, and compare
the returns of British trade for eleven
months of 1891 with those for the corres-
pondlnéX months of 1889, you find that
the present year bears the comparison
very well.
