STORM CENTRE.
OF NEAR EAST

SERVIANS CLAMOR FOR
WAR WITH AUSTRIA

Want Rights of Bosnia and
Herzegovnia Restored—
Greco-Gretan Union.

Belgrades, Serviz, Oct. 8.—The clamor
for war with Austria-Hungary because
of the occupatien ‘of Bosnia and Her-
zegovina is growing here continually
and scenes of wild enthusiasm are be-
ing witnessed on the streets of Bel-
grade.

This morning a mob of demonstrators
forced its way to, the precincts of the
palace and demanded to see King Peter.
The attitude of the crowd@ was SO
threatening that troops and gendarms
finally had to be called out, They sur-
rounded the palace and charged several
times before the mob would disperse.

The patriots are greatly dissatisfied
with the tone of the protest of Servia
against the occupation of Bosnia and
Herzegovina, They declare it lacks
vigor and does not represent the feeling
of the nation which weuld rather go to
war than acquiesce in the act of Aus-
tria-Hungary. There is a steady flow
of telegrams from the interior assuring
the government support in the shape of
money, men and armis in the event of
hostilities. ;

The Servian government in its pro-
clamation protesting against the an-
nexation by Austria-Hungary of
Bosnia and Herzegovnia, expresses the
hope that' the powers:will respond.to
the appeal addressed to them for pro-
tection and justice,

“This new flagrant wiolation of the
Berlin treaty,” the proelamation de-
clares, ‘has been effeeted by force to
satisfy selfish interests and without re-
garg - to_the greviops Blow thus dealt
to the feetings; inte y
the>Servian people. y - 3

“*Servia cannot ln_jtﬁs present ;case
obtain full satisfaétion, by otherighan a
complete restoratien of the situwation
with regard to Besnia and Herzegovnia
éstablished by the treaty of Berlin. If
this solution 'is regarded as absolutely
impossible, the Servian government,
appealing to the sense of equity of the
powers, -demands corresponding ‘com-
pensation for Servia. The guarantees,
indispensible to her existence as an in-
dependent state, must be- maintained
and the general condition of existence
assured. Servia by the treaty of Berlin
must, at least in a measure be re-
stored.”

Guerilla Warfare.

Vienna, Oct. 8.—Information has
reached the government that Servia is
planning the organization of a guerilla
warfare in Bosnia and Herzegovina. It
is purposed to flood these two provinces
with armed bands. Austria is taking
précautionary steps :to proteet her
frontier. The railroad tunne]l near the
fortress of Peterward in Hungary is
now held by troobps.

The Fremdénblatt, the mouthpiece of
sthe Forgign office, declares that the pro-
posed conference of the powers to dis-

LORD MILNER GIVES
IMPRESSIONS OF CANADA

Formed Very Favorable

Opinion of Country---He Expresses His

Views on South

African Affairs

Lord Milner, who is a guest in the
city at the present time, is enjoying
his stay to the fullest and he has kind
things to say of Canada as a whole,
is delighted with what he has seen of
British Columbia and in particular
thinks Victeria must be a most delight-
ful place to live. As is to be expected
from a man of Lord Milner's stamp,
his praise of the city lacks everything
of'a fulsome character. Interviewed at
the Empress hotel last evening by a
Times reporter he expressed the pleas-
ure' that ‘he had had on his trip
through British Columbia. His only
lament was that he could not stay
longer and see more of it.

“I should have liked to have spent
considerable time on Vancouver Is-
land, especialy,” he said. “I have to-
day seen some of the timber near to
Victoria, but I suppose it is not like
the-virgin forest. I should like to have
had time to see a section of virgin for-
est on Vanecouver Island.”

Vietoria’s Charms.

Then drifting naturally to Victoria
in particular the distinguished states-
man said: “You have a most delight-
ful city here. It must have great at-
tractions as a place of residence.”

The question of forests is a live one
with Lord Milner. His residence in
South Africa, he says, has taught him
the great neéed of the preservation of
foregts. The aridity of a large part of
that country is attributable He believes

to the destruction. of the torgsts."'l‘his‘é 2
was the Work of the hiatives ages dgn|

There are vast areas in South Africa
he says that can never be covered with
forests: again. The soil lacks the fer-
tility necessary to produce trees.

On the other hand there is a-large
portion of ithe country that can be
made to produce forests. The work
is being tried now and with good re-
sults, the soil producing a rapid
growth. In time, therefore, there will
likely be a good area set out in trees.

This brought Lord Milner teo the
need of forests in the Canadian prai-
ries.

“I should suppose,” he said, ‘that
the growing of trees would be a neces-
sary -thing in the prairies, as mixed
farming becomes popular. The plant-
ing of trees, I should think, would be
for the purpose of protection largely
and no so much for the purpose of pro-
ducing timber.”

Visit Was To6 Short.

Asked what his impressions of Can-
ada were in general, Lord Milner re-
plied: “My visit has been altogether
téo short to allow me to properly study
a country of such vast extent. Seven
weeks is all that I am giving to Canada
and it {8 altogether too short a time
to properly cover it. It is impossible

|

to comprehend all that is necessary
in that time.”

Canada in his opinion will always be
a more desirable place of residence for
the Britisher than South Africa. There
are conditions in South Africa that
make it less desirable as a place to live |
in than this country, and he thinks
that the British population will always
be limited there,

Chinese in South Africa.

The country is settling down, but not
as rapidly as he would have liked to
have seen it. There was a misunder-
standing, he thought, prevailing gener-
ally in connection with the introduc-
tion of Chinese labor into South Africa.
It was unfortunate, hé said, that the
question had been made one of party
politics in England. The result was that
the situation had been misrepresented.
It has been reported that the. Chinese
were introduced to displace white la-
bor.: This was not correct, said Lord
Milner. On the contrary, the introduc-
tion of -Chinese would have increased
the number .of whites. There is a lot ‘of
work ‘in South Africa that has to be
done by cheap labor., That was what
was aimed at in providing -for the
bringing in of the Chinese. With the
carrying on of the work the mumber
of whités would have had to be in-
creased. There was a provision made
that all the Chinese were to be repatri-
atgd. This has been done in nearly
every case.

the Canadian constitution. It seemed to
be admirably adapted to serve the best
interests of ‘the Dominion. The' distri-
bution of power among. the various
provinces, which differed to a consider-
able extent, was a wise one.

‘When reminded that South Africa
was also working along the lines : of
federation, he stated that he beMeved
the power then would be more central-
ized.

In concluding his interview Leord
Milner reverted to the advantages pos-
sessed by Canada. “You seem to have
great advantages; you have the fullest
measure of freedom, and at the 'same
time the laws -are fully respected,” he
said. :

Lord Milner is being informally en-
tertained at' the Union Club ta-day at
noon. He will leave for Vancouver to-
night.

Winnipeg, Man., Oct. 5—The strike
of Canadian Pacific mechanics came to
an- end yesterday.

.The representatives of the men are
to wire. the labor department at Ot-
tawa this morning accepting the ma-
Jerity réport of the board of concilia-
tion. The strike is to be called off sep-
arately for the eastern and western di-
visions.

GOLD-REEF ONE
HUNDRED MILES LONG

Body of Ore-Existant in B. C.
is the Largest in the
World.

Although not generally known, thera
is in British Columbia a body of gold
ore which in point of size is the largest
in the world, far discounting the great
reefs of South Africa, says the Omin-
eca Herald. Tales of this enormous
body of ore have been told as a ro-
mance in the mining camps of the
northwest where miners gather for
gossip. It was no secret among the
earliest séekers of placer gold. Some
one of the men who made the journey
into the Omineca “river diggings 30
or 40 years ago may have been the
discoverer of the great lode and since
he first told the tale of its extent it
has been the subject of dreams. Was
there not somewhere in the miles of

richness, or at lease of such value
that it could be worked at a profit?
The question is unanswered. Except
for a short distance along Bear lake
nothing like prospeeting has ever been
attempted. But in that region, where
the outcrop has been described as a
mountain of quartz, it has been sam-
pled & good many times and at least
one well equipped expedition has gone
in to explore and prospect the deposit.
In years past many claims have been
staked, but the locators, overcome by
the tremendous difficulties presented
by the transportation problem and the
low grade of ‘the ore,. were compelled
to let their claims lapse. Some of the
men are hére in the country still, ready
to restake their claims whenever there
is any movement in that direction.

Beginning away up north near Bear
lake, and some say still further north,
this most gigantic of all lodés_extends
southwards, passing to the east of
Bear lake, where it erops out in bold
bluffs, standing three, four and even
five hundred feet high. On southward
into the watershed of the Driftwood
river, which it crosges, and still on till
at last it terminates 25 miles south-
west of the head of Talca lake. The
known distance between the farthest
croppings is over 100 miles and the
lowest assay that is known _to have
been made yielded one dollar and
eighty cents to the ton in gold. Most
of the assays have shown a value of
about three dollars to the ton. There
are ‘streaks which it is claimed will
return from six to tem dollars to the
ton and one man reports an assay of
thirty dollars. Three years ago an ex-
pedition went in to prospect, taking
with them a cyanide outfit. They did
not attempt to secure any holdings,
as the values were considered to be
too low. One other expedition that
went in took their samples to Van-
couver for tests, which appareéently
were satisfactory, as on telegraphed
instructions claims were located. The
head of -this party, Mr. McKinnon,
died in Vancouver the day he was. to
have left for the north, which put a
stop to operations.

The lode itself is a conglomerate
and from what is learned from pros-
pectors is .apparently the remains of
what was once a placer deposit, cov-
ered up by the tremendous lava flows
which once. inundated this country,
and again brought to the’surface by
an upheaval of nature or by glacial
erosion. 4

As remarked above,  there are
streaks  which are. known to be of
greater value than the general run of
rock. With the completion of the G.
T. P. and the consequent steamboat
gservice to the head of Tacla lake, min-
ing in that country would not be too
expensive for even a low grade ore.

VIOLATION OF
TREATY OF BERLIN

BULGARIA’S ACT WAS
ABSOLUTELY LAWLESS

European Powers Considering
Latest Phase in Perplexing
Political Situation.

Constantinople, Oct. 6.—The council
of ministers held a session this morn-
ing to consider the action ‘of Bulgaria
in ‘declaring her ' iridependénce <from
Turkey at Tirnova yesterday. It was
decided that it was ‘impossible to ac<
cept any proceedings that violated éx-
isting treaties, '‘and that Turkey should
address a circilar note to the powers
pointing" out’ the ' hecéssity of taking
measurés to enforce respect for the
treaty of Berlin.

Replying to the telegrams sent to the
Turkish government by Prince Ferdi-
nand, in which he said that in declar-
ing the (independence of Bulgaria he
had been compelled to respect the voice
of the nation, and expressed the hope
that the friendly relations between the
two countries would continue. Turkey
says she has invited the powers to con-
fer on the situation, and as her rights
are guaranteed by the powers, she will
look to them for their defence.

The Yena Gazette, the organ of the
Grand Vizier, says to-day: “We are
ready to defend our rights with all our
strength, as the action of Bulgaria is
not only directed against’ wus, but
against all the powers. We should ask
the powers to defend their intérests and
protect the ‘interests of the treaty of
Berlin.”

Anger in England.

London, Oct. 6.—“The act is absolute-
ly lawless from every point of view,
and an audacious violation of the
treaty of Berlin,” says the Times on
the Bulgarian declaration of independ-
ence.

After lecturing Bulgaria soundly, the
Times says that she may yet remember
that her rulers have forfeited the re-
spect and good-will of the British peo-
ple. The Times cautions the Young
Turks to takeé no risks of war, and ac-
cuses Austria of entering into a con-
spiracy with Bulgaria against Turkey.

“If Austro-Hungary persists in tear-
ing up that part of the treaty“of Berlin
which she  dislikes,” says the paper,
“Russia will also persist in tearing up
those parts objectiorm@ble to her, In par-

-ticular those provisions which relate

to the Dardanelles.”

This is the typical position taken by
the English ‘newspapers ' which are
greatly angeted by what they call a
conspirdcy, because England and. her

‘King, by a recent warm telegram, have

been sponser for the Young Turk move-
ment, and it is now felt that the gove
ernment has been ‘duped by Austria
and Germany.

Neither the Times nor its colleagues

propose a policy for the British govern-,

ment, because they are awaliting the
announcement from the foreign office
which is consulting with France and
‘Rusgia, As yet no course of action has
been decided upon beyond refusing to
recognize Bulgaria’s action.

The Bulgarian charge d’affaires, M.
De Breefe, to-day officlally informed
Great Britain of Bulgaria’s declaration
of independence, The Bulgarian gov-
ernment instructed its representative
to say also that in proclaiming her in-
dependence Bulgaria had no desire for
war, and that her aims were eminently
peaceful. All the Bulgarian diplomatic
representatives abrosd are taking simi-
lar action,

Gain Nothing by War,

Paris, Oct. 6.—~The Paris newspapers
are inclined to take a hopeful view of
the Bulgarian situation which they
consider serious, but by no means
desperate., Bulgaria and Turkey, they
believe, must soon realize that they
will gain nothing by war. The negotia-
tions ¢onducted 'at Paris yesterday are
viewed with great satisfaction, as
promising well for peace.

The Bulgarian diplomatic agent here
received a telegram from the Bulgarian
foreign minister instructing him to pre-
sent the proclamation to the French
government, The dispatch concluded:
“Bulgaria will do all’possible that will
conform Wwith her dignity to avoid over-
throwing peace In the Balkans, at the
sdme time, If events necessitate it, the
whole nation is ready .as one man to
defend the blessed work accomplished.”

The hope that hostilities may be
averted in the Balkans is growing in
Paris. The latest advices received here
from Consténtinople séem to indicate
that the Podrte, for the moment, is not
disposed to go further than a formal
protest against Bulgaria's proclama-
tion of independence,

Foreign Minister Pichon is confinu-
ing his conferences in this city. This
morning. he_talked with Mr. Iswolsky,
the Russian minister of foreign affairs,
who is at present imn Paris, and M.
Stancioff, the diplomatic agent of Bul-
garia, and this afternoon he will con-
fer with the British, Turkish and Span-
ish ambassadors.

France believes in the necessity of a
new conference of the signatories of the
Berlin treaty for the purpose of clear-
ing up the situation and safeguarding
the interest of all the powers concérned,

until the principle of a new congress is |
approved, France, in accord with Great i

Britain and Russia, will abstain from
recognizing the independence of Bul-
garia and the selzing of Bosnia and
Herzegovina by Austria-Hungary. This

Berlin, Oct. 6.—~The guestion whether |

These reservists total about 120,000
men, It is explained officially that this
step is taken because many timé-ex-
pired soldiers weré to leave the ranks
on October 14th, and in view of the
situation in the nelghboring Balkan
states, especially the inflamed state of
Servia itself, it has been deémed ad-
visable to fill up in advance thé vacan-
cies thus to be created.

Telegrams received here from the
provinces show great enthusiasm for
a war against Austria-Hungary, as the
Emperor Francis Joseph’s proposal to
annex the occupied provinces of Bosnia
and Herzegovina threatens to hem in
Servia and the west. Furthermors, the
majority of the population of Beosina
are Servians, are bitterly opposed
to annexation.

Proclamation by Young Turks.

Salonika, European Turkey, Oct. 6.—
The committée 0f union and progress,
which organjgzed .and carried out the
recent successful rewolution in Turkey
on the part of the Young Turks, has
issued a proclamation in which it is set
forth that the committee regards the
decldaration of ‘Bulgarian independence
and the /intentign of Austria-Hungary
to annex the occupied provinces of
Bosina and Héfzégovina as a violation
of the rights of Turkey. It, therefore,
solemnly protésts ih the name of hu-
manity against the unfavorable atti-
tudes of AustrfaiHungdry 4nd Bulgaria
toward a’‘peeplé wHich is progressing
in the 'direction of llberty.

"“Emperor” Ferdinand.

Philippopolis, Eastern Roumelia, Oct.

LABOR UNION
MAKES PROTEST

A. R. SHERK’S LETTER
BEFORE CITY COUNCIL

-

General Business Brought Up
at Last Night’s
Meeting.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

At the meeting of the city council
held last night a letter was read from
the Laborers’ Protective Union protest-
ing against the action of the council
in summoning A. R. Sherk before a
committee of that body to explain’ why
he had written a letter to the Yorkshire
Post criticising the City of Victoria in
what was claimed to be an unfalr man-
nef. The letter claimed that the -city

‘had no right to interfere with what an

employee did during his leisure hours.
Ald. McKeown expressed the opinion

'that the council had not done what the

letter represented, and that it be re-
ceived and filed.

Ald. Fullerton expiained that he had
retired from the committee meeting
c¢omplained of, as a protest against the
action of the council. He thought the
aldermen had no right to summon an
amployee before them for such a.pur-
pose. He understood that it was done
at the instance of the mayor; and he
hoped that official would be able to ex-
plain his conduct.

Mayor Hall explained his part in the
transaction. He was, he said, just leav-
ing for Vancouver when he was ap-
proached by Water Commissioner Ray-
mur, who drew his attention to the
lettér and suggested that it would be
well to give Mr. Ssherk an opportunity
to explain, as his action had caused
much comment. This the mayor agreed
to, and the result was that Sherk met
thé committee and explained that he
was simply acting as the secretary of
the union.

‘Ald. McKeown again moved that the
communication be received and filed,
as he understood that this was a sort
of warning to the council not to do it
again,

This brought Ald. Hall to his feet, He
denied having any previous knowledge
of the summoning of Mr. Sherk to ap-
pear. Hé Knew absolutely nothing
about the matter, It was his epinion
that anyone who was dissatisfied with
the conditions of living in Victoria
shoulG leave the city rather than give
ft'a bad name. At the same time he
objected to being blamed in any way
in this matter.

Mayor Hall said that as he recom-
mended that Sherk be given the posi-
tion he now held, it was not jlikely that
he would have anything agdinst him.

Ald. Pauline also' said he had riothing
to do with the, summoning of Sherk to
appear. At the meeting Sherk read an
explanation. It wag his opinion that
this was quite a proper subject for the
consideration of the city council

The letter was then received and filed.

A letter was read from Captain
Curtis, R. N., complaining of a collie
dog which was kept at the corner of
Beacon street and Beacon Hill, and

which contiftually annoyed his daugh-

ter by following her. He had called at
the house and complained about the
dog, and had also notifled the pound-
keeper and the city police, but so far
nothing had been done to relieve the
situation.

Receives  Usual

After Bite From Dog, But
Succumbs.

Elizabeth, N. J., Oct. 6.—After suf-
fering with convulsions at intervals
for two weeks, Mrs. Harvey- Day, of
this city died of hydrophobia to-day.
Her husband, a woman neighbor, and a
mail carrier, who were bitten by the
dog which caused Mrs. Day’s death,
are being carefully watched by physi-
cians, fearful of the development of
hydrophobia symptoms.

Mr. and Mrs., Day and two others
were bitten by Mrs. Day’s peéet dog.
The first indication of the dog’s mad-
ness was its attack on a mail carrier
who entered the vard of the home of
Mr. and Mrs. Day to deliver the mail.
A scientific analysis of the dog’s brain
gave evidence of hydrophobia and all
the victims received the usual treat-
ment for prevention of inoculation.

KETTLE VALLEY FRUIT
SHIPMENTS GROWING

Forty Carloads Will-Be Sent
Out During Present
Seasqn.

pe——

Grand Forks, Oct, 5.—The shipping of
this season’s crop of fruit from the
Kettle valley is now at its height, about
one-half having béen sent out. This is
the first year that a systematic mar-
keting of the products of the orchards
has .prevailed here, this advancement
having been brought about by the or-
ganization this summer of the Grand
Forks Fruit Growers’ Association. A
large ‘packing house has been erected
by the association at the west end of
the valley and another one will be built
at the east end as-soon as conditions
call for it. To this packing house all
of the members of the assoclation bring
their fruit, and fifteen to twenty men
are employed in packing the fruit and
loading it on the cars, This ensures
more ‘uniform grading ‘and packing
than has heretofore prevailed,

While the greater portion of this sea-
son’'s crop is being shipped to the prai-
rie provinces, the superior quality of
the Kettle valley apple appears to have
become khown to the Australians, and
twelve cars will be shipped there this
fall. Three cars of fall applés have al-
ready left for that country. The next

boat will carry nine carloads of winter

apples. The association had orders for
eighteen cars of appless for Australia,
but owing to prior sales, ls only able to
ship the twelve,

The total amount of fruit to be ship-
ped out of this valley this fall will be
about forty carloads. All the winter
fruit is still on the trees, and it is
stated that the shipping season will last
for ‘another month yet. An average of
a car a day .is as present being sent
out from this point. Last season the
total shipments from here were in the
neighborhood of eleven cars. The forty
cars that will be shipped by the asso-
ciation this fall by no means represents
the entire production of the valley, as
two of the largest growers, Messrs. M.
Burrell and A. Traunweiser, have dis-
posed of their crops locally, and numer-
ous small shipments have been made
to the neighboring towns and the local
market supplied as well. A conserva-
tive estimate of the fruit crop In this
valley for the year 1908 places the total
vield at sixty car loads. With al] the
new orchards which have been planted
in this section, and which will come
into bearing next season, the shipment
next year should be in the neighborhood
of a hundred and fifty cars.

Dual Monarchy Annexes Bos-
nia and Herzegovina--Treaty
of Berlin Broken.

London, Oct. 7.~There Is no con-
firmation of the assassinations of the
King of Servia and the Crown Prince
of Greece, rumors of which were cur-
rent in New York this morning.

London, Oct. 7.—The second and cul-
minating. step in the Austro-Bulgarian
programme for aggrandizement to
themselves at the expense of the status
established by the treaty of Berlin,
was consummated last night when Em-
peror Francis. Joseph formally pro-
claimed the practical annexation of
Bosnia and Herzegovina to’ the dual
monarchy. The present situation is as
follows:

Turkey. calls upon the powers to
preserve to her what they guaranteed
by that treaty. Austria and Bulgaria
strongly declare their determination te
keep what they have taken. Servia is
protesting belligerently against being
hemmed in more strongly between two
unpopular neighbors, and against hav-
ing Servians in Bosnia absorbed into
the Austro-Hungarian nationality. The
other powers concerned in the treaty
are discussing the holding of an inter-
national conference, a mere prelimin-
ary, to consider matters of which the
present is one of the most delicate pro-
blems. Turkey's unexpectedly re-
strained policy minimizes the possibil-
ities of war, which is now considered
out of the question.

The English papers unite in prais-
ing Turkey’s moderation and in de-
nouncing Awustria. The Standard, in
a typical utterance, says to-day: ‘“We
are sorry for the aged Emperor. We
regret that so late in his long and
honorable career he hds chosen to sully
his name with a deed which will go
down to history alongside of the par-
tition of Poland.”

Several of the London newspapers
question whether or not Emperor
Francis Joseph is acting against his
will. A conference of the powers is ex-
pected to be held within a few. months,
if it can be. arranged, but no one
imagines that it will undo this week’s
work. Austria declines even to dis-
cuss annexation and the most that is
expected is some arrangement that will
save Turkey’s pride.

Turkey to Protest.

Constantinople, Oct. 7.—The e¢ouncil
of ministers has decided ' to protest
against the annexation of the prov-
inces of Bosnia and Herzeégovina by
Austria-Hungary. " The protest will be
made through the "Austrian 4mbassa-
‘dor. In- an  interVview ' here to-day,
Tewfik Pasha, president of the coun-
cil of state and minister of foreign af-
fairs, declared that the govérnment
had protested agsainst the declaration
of independence and had posted a no-
tice to the.signatories of the treaty.
The minister sald that Great Britain,
France and Russia disapproved of ‘the
conduct of Bulgaria. In.a reply to a
question he said that Turkey desired
peace ‘in -the interests of internal re-
form and counselled -calm and moder-
ation.

Servia May War on

Paris, Oct. 7.—Official advices re-
ceived in Paris indicate a great de-
gree of popular excitement in Servia.
Further mobilization orders have been
issued and the number of reserves
called to the colors is said to be 150,-
000. It is feared that the Servian gov-
ernment, in order to save itself will be
driven to embark on a desperate ad-
venture against Austria-Hungary.

It has not yet been decided which
power will take the formal initiative in
inviting the powers to a conference to
consider the Tevision of the RBerlin
peace treaty, or whether the invitation
will be sent out jointly by France,
Great Britain and Russia. M. Iswol-
sky, the Russian minister of foreign
affairs, will leave here on Friday for
London to take up the matter,

The diplomatic situation is briefly as
follows: Turkey has virtually agreed
to refrain from final measures against
Bulgaria and Austria-Hungary, pend-
ing action by the powers. In the
meantime the cabinets of Paris, Lon-
don and St. Petersburg are engaged in
efforts to formulate a programme for
submission to the powers.

Besides being head of the Inland

Revenue Department, Mr. Templeman
is also Minister of Mines and it |is
shrewdly suspected that, as a British
Columbian, he derives more satisfac-
the newly created
branch of the government service than
as Minister of excise. When the
Prime Minister decided upon the or-
ganization ef a Department of Mines
he thought it eminently fitting that
its head should be a representative of
this province. British  Columbia pro-
duces a third of the entire mineral
output of the Dominion and it is only
partially developed along this line.

It was quite natural, therefore, that
Sir Wilfrid, in looking around for 3
minister for the department, should se-
lect the representative of British Co-
lumbia in his cabinet, the Minister of
Inland Révenue. Mr. Templeman took
as his nupcleus the Geological Survay
Department, which has long occupied
an honored place in the history of the
country and for the administration of
which Mr. Oliver was responsible, anrd
also the mines branch of the Depart-
ment of the Interior under the direc-
torship of Dr. Haanel. Of these he
formed the Department of Mings,
which, therefore, has two branches
with distinetly different functions. At
the head of each he placed a directur
and over both a deputy minister. A
comprehensive programme of mineral
investigation was prepared and already
a great deal has been done. Geologists
are dispatched to all parts of Canada,
making explorations and geological
examinations, while mining engineers
from the mines branch deal with the
economic aspect, reporting upen min-
eral fields and conducting experiments.
In British Columbia a very aggressive
campaign of field operationg was un-
dertaken. The number of Geological
Survey parties was doubled and last
season there were as many.at work in
this province 4ds in the rest of Canada.
These included 2 party which operated
at Mount Sicker and vicinity. Next
year it is the intention to still fur-
ther enlarge the British Columbia pro-
gramme. .On his recent trip through
the mining regions of the province,
Mr., Templeman was warmly thankéd
by the heads of the big companies and
boards ef trades for the attention de-
woted by his department to this prov-
They spoke very highly of the
Geplogical Survey- and
were deeply gratified to learn of the in-
creased scale of operations which the
Minister proposges to earry on in Brit-
ish Columbia.

plexing matter. The Minister of In-
land Revenue went into the question
very fully, and gave a frank, explicit,
and we believe satisfactory, explana-
tion of the difficulties encountered by

the department in endeavoring to

reach an understanding with the sur-
vivors of the once strong Songhees
tribe. The culmination of exhaustive
negotiations was a most liberal, nay,
a most generous, offer to the Indians,

involving the surrender of their pres-
ent reserve and establishment upon a
tract of land more suitable for the
purposes and requirements of the fu-
ture of all concerned. It has been
found impossible up to the present
time to extract a statement from the
leaders or responsible heads of the
tribe as to whether they are agreeable
to transfer under the conditions pre-
seribed. The offer is still open, how-
ever, and it may be that wiser coun-
cils will prevail.’ The government of
Canada has in the past treated its
wards with even-handed justice and
the very highest consideration. It has
always found the Indians reasonable
and tractable, and, on the other hand,
it has lived up to; in its relations with
them, the very letter of its treaty ob-
ligations.

But, at the same time, it is evident
that in the growth of the population
of a country which is now rapidly fill-
ing up, new conditions are being creat-
ed which must be met in a spe-
cial manner. The case of the Song-
hees reserve may be taken as an ex-
ample of what is transpiring else-
where, calling for extraordinary treat-
ment. Here is a reserve right in the
midst of a growing city. It represents
conditions which cannot be tolerated
in the interests of the Indians them-
selves or in the '‘interests of their
neighbors. If the tribe will not listen
to reason and accept the most attract-
ive terms offered by the department—
terms exalted at the Instance of the
Minister of Inland Revenue as the
representative of Victoria—then other
measures must be resorted to, much
though such a course would be re-
gretted by the best friends of the In-
dians themselves. The reserve must
become, and as speedily as possible, &
portion of the city of Victoria. The
march of events renders such a con-
summation imperative. It is -quite
useless for the Indians te set them-
selves against the inexorable forces of
progress.

In the event of the Indians remain-
ing obdurate, two courses are open.
as indicated by the Minister in his
statement last.evening. One of these
courses involves an amendment to an
Act of Parliament. The leaders of the
tribe can accépt our assurance that ag
a last resort the government will not
hesitate to adopt such an extreme
measure.  If they are wise, let them
accept Ehe councils of wisdom, agree
to the.terms proposed by the depart~
ment, and yield with grace to the in-
evitable trend of evenis. We sympa~
thise sincerelywith the sentiments of
the Songhees—if sentiment be the
sole motive which animates them—

but they have an opportunity of doing
an excellent stroke of business, and
they would be well advised to yield to
the inevitable with good grace.

TIMBER COMPANY IS
SUING FOR DAMAGES

Vancouver, Oct. 7.—A suit for $28,-
968.51 damages was commenced in the
Supreme court hefore Justice Clement
yesterday afternoon. The plaintiffs
are W. L. and T. F. Paterson, of the
Paterson Timber Co., and the defend-
ant ig the Canadian Pacific Lumber
Co., of Port Moody. Joseph Martin,
K, C., and C. W. Craig are appeéaring
for the plaintiffs, while the company
is represented by E. P. Davis, K. C,,
Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper, K. C,
and Martin Griffin.

The case arises over a contract en-
tered into between the plaintiffs and
the defendant company in January,
1807, by which the plaintiffs being log-
gers agreed toe supply the sawmill
company with the output of lctqs from
the four camps they were operating.
The logs were to be supplied at $12 per
thousand for cedar and fir, and $9 per
thousand for hemlock, though there
wag a provision that should the price
of lumber drop or the markets fall the
defendants might caneel the contract
by giving due mnofice. In October of
that year the defendants failed to take
delivery of the logs sent down, and the
plaintiffs then gave notice that they
would sell them for what they could
get and hold the Pacific Lumber Com-
pany responsible fdr any loss below
their contract price. There was a
heavy loss in the sale, which is in-
aluded in the bill for damages which
further includes the cost of logs lying
in the water ready for shipments at
the time the defendants refused to
take delivery, the amount appreximat-
ing $29,000 aitogether.

Fielding at Owen Sound.

Owen Sound, Oct. 8.~Onece again the
tremendous popularity of Canada’s
financé minister was attested at a8
monster meeting in the town hall here
last night. The auditorium was jam-
med to the doors and cheer after cheer
rang out as Mr. Fielding expounded
his sound and wholesome commercial
policy and at the same time vigorously
battled with the arguments of his
opponents. There was a refreshing
warmth in the heartiness of the wel-
come Owen Sound extended to the fin-
ancier from Nova Scotia,

The arrangements for the meeting
were excellent. There were only two
other speakers besides Mr, Fielding.
The Hon, A. G. MacKay spoke for
about fifteen minutes, telling of the
work done by the member for the rid-
ing, W. P. Telford, and also eulogizing
the federal administration., Mr. Tel-
ford, in whem the Libera] hopes of the
constituency are so atvantageously
centred, admitted that he had not
spoken in parliament as much as the
Hon. Geo, E, Foster,-for instance, and
in this connection he mentioned - that
the lattergentieman was the real lead-
er of the Conservative party and that
he had filled about 630 pages of Han-
sard &s against 430 for R. L. Borden
during the last session.

Mr. Fielding said: “We have given
you twelve years of good government,
not perfect government; not angelic
government, but just good human gov-
ernment.” He occupied some time in
refuting the scandal talk and showing
that no charges had been made against
any member of the present cabinet.
All the seandal talk, he said, when
aggregated, was very little when view-
ed in its proper proportion. The Con-
servatives, he commented, took their
“ounce of soap and manufactured it
into the proverbiai hogshead of lather.”
Yet he thought the general public
viewed the things in their proper pro-
portien,

To the applause of the entire audi-
ence Mr. Fielding told of Censervative
deficits and Liberal surpluses, and of
this made an argument for support.

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GENEROUS OFFER MADE
TO SONGHEES TRIBE

Hon. William Templeman Outlines the Situation
Showing Where the Trouble Lies in
Settlement of Question

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

A payment of $2,000 to each head
of the forty-two families on the Song-
hees Indian reserve;. their removal to
another: reserve of egual area and as

good or better in quality, at the cost
of the Dominion government; valua-
tion of and payment for improve-
.menta to enable the band to erect
equally good dwellings on the new re-
serve, or construction by the govern-
ment of residences as good or better
instead of paying for the improve-
ments on the old reserve; and the
funding of the balance of whatever
is received for the old reserve for the
benefit of the band. {

This is the offer the Dominion gov-
a'nment'ha.s placed before the Song-
hees Indians as an inducement to sur-
render theifr title to the present re-
serve, and which has been before the
band for.a year. Action by. them has
been delayed on one excuse Or an-
other, although Hon. Wm. Templeman
has been steadily pressing for an ans-
wer and it is still a case of ‘‘to-mor-
row” awith the Indians. Under the
statutes governing the relations of Can-
ada to its Indian wards it is abso-
lutely necessary that they consent to
surrender their title. They cannot be

evicted.

If the Songhees remain inactive or
refuse to accept the government’s of-
fer the ultimate alternative is the
amending of the Indian Act so as to
give the government power to act in

this or similar cases as the best inter-
erts of Indians and whites demand
ghould be done here.

Such, in brief, 1s the position of the
famous Songhees Reserve question, as
outlined 1dst evening by the Minister
of Inland .Revenue in Victoria West,
that section of the capital . ‘which is
most nearly ‘touched by 2a situation
which affects the entire city. Speak-
fng in Semple's hall to a large and
deeply attentive audience, Mr. Temple-
man went into the history of the re-
serve, the law governing the matter,
the attitude of . the Indians towards
the offers made them, and his own
persistent efforts to effect a settle-

entuisy sixis . i pukd
# A great part of “what he''said was
news to the audience, Wwhich, was
greafly impressed by the recital of
the facts and expressed its satisfac-
tion with Mr. Templeman's explana-
tions.  The records quoted showed that
all efforts made, whether under the
late or the present government, had
been rendered abortive by the Indians
themselves, who have steadfastly
clung to their homes and refused to
consider any propositions.

There is before the band now an of-
fer, the generosity of which the aud-
ijence last night expressed its sense of,
which has been awaiting their action
for a year or more, but no meeting has
yet been held by the band to consider
it. Repeated requests that a meeting
be held have been met with charac-
teristic Indian procrastination.

The alternatives, which will have
to be considered if the band does not
gocept the offer or takes no action on
it were placed before the meeting by
Mr.-Templeman and met with their ap-
proval. The dominant feeling of the
electors present, as expressed by their
comments afterwards, was that the
city’s member héis done more than any
other man to bring about the result s¢
much desired and that the blame for
failure is not to be laid at his door.

The chairman, Major A. W. Currie,
voiced the feeling of the meeting when
he said that after the recital they had
|2stened to no one could accuse the
'minister of neglecting Victoria’s in-
térests. 3 !
‘Not a Political Issue.

: ““Phe text I have taken for my re-
|marks to-night is: ‘What I know of the
Songhees reserve,’” said Mr. Temple-
man, in opening. “It is not an issue
{in this campaign. It is not a political
question at all, and should not be, but
twithin the last year an attempt has
fbeen made to make it an issue. I need
inot name the papers that have in-
‘dulged in such questionable and petty
/attacks on me for my many alleged
'shortcomings and negléct of Victoria,
and particularly—which interests this
western portion of the city—because the
Songhees have not yet been removed
from the reserve.

“It is not a political question and I
am not going to make it one (hear,
|hear), but I refuse to permit any Con-
servative journal or politician to place
on my shoulders responsibility I have
no right to bear, to blame me and con-
demn me for taking no interest when
Y have taken a great and a continuous
interest and used all my efforts to ef-
fect a settlement of this long-pending
question.

“I am here to give you some his-
tory and perhaps Some history you
may not already .possess. I know there
is in the mind of the average Victorian
a belief that by some means or other
the Dominion or provincial govern-
ments or the eity council can walk over
to the reserve and put these Indians
off it without as much as by-your-
leave, There seems to be an impres-
sion that the Indians have no rights
the white men is bound te respect. Now
T want to impress on the people of
Victoria West and, through them, on
the whole city the utter and absolute
fallacy of that impression. I will give
you a whole lot of hard facts, and
every statement I give you and quota-
tion from the large file of papers and
correspondence I have with me will be
absolutely accurate and true.

“I know this is a local question, af-
fecting your civic interests. There is

nothing more  interesting to Victoria
West; in fact, no local question inter-
esting 'the whole city more than that
of the Songhees and the possibility of
their removal €6 another reserve.
What the Law Demands.

:‘I first want to give you the law, as
laid down in' the Indian Act. Dealing
with the mattér of the surrender of re-
Sserves to His Majesty in trust for the
Indians, section 38 of the act says:

“'No reserve or portion of a reserve
shall be sold, alienated or leased until
it has been released or surrendered to
the crown for the purposes of this
act, excepting that in case of 'aged,
sick and infirm Indians and widows
and children left without a guardian,
or in the cases of Indians engaged in
the practice of any one of the learned
professions, or in teaching schools, or
in pursuing a trade which interferes
with their cultivating land on the re-
serve, the superintendent-general shall
have the power to lease, for their sup-
port or benefit, the lands to which they
are entitled.’

“Section 39 says: ‘No release or sur-
render of a reserve, or portion of a re-
serve, held for the use of the Indians
of any band, or of any individual In-
dian, shall be valid or binding, except
on the following conditions:—The re-
lease or surrender shall be assented to
by a majority of the male members of
the band, of the full age of 21 years,
al a meeting or council thereof sum-
moned for that purpose, according io
the rules of the band, and held in the
presence of the superintendent-gen-
eral or of an officer dquly authorized to
attend such council unless he habit-
ually resides on or near and is inter-
cs‘ted in the reserve in question.’

‘And in section 40 it is declared that
no release or surrender of any reserve
or portion of a reserve shall be valid
or made to anyone other than His
Majesty. There is only one way to get
Indians off a reserve ang that is by a

majority vote to surrender it to the
government.

Early History of Reserve,

“I do not think many people know
'the history of the Songhees.
the old, residents of Victoria will be
familiar with the early history of the
reserve. The Songhees tribe, I béueve,
when the Hudson’s Bay Company came
here forty years ago, occupied the
whole of the southern portion . of the
Isla_n;d,_a,l[, Saanich peninsula and prob-
ably to the east and west of where
Victoria stands, Their village was near
Cadboro Bay. They were brought in by
Sir James Douglas and put on the re-
serve, where they now are. Some time
in 1850 they entered into an agreement
with Douglas, representing the com-
pany, by which they transferred to the
company all that portion of this coun-
try, other than what is now the reserve,
forever for a small consideration, In
their agreement is this clause:

“ ‘The condition of our understand-
ing of this sale is this, that our vil-
lage sites and enclosed fields are to be
kept for our own use, for the use of
our children, and for those who may
follow after us; and the land shall be
properly surveyed hereafter, It is un-
derstood, however, that the land itself,
with these small exceptions, becomes
the entire property of the white people
for ever; it is also understood that we
are at liberty to hunt over the unoc-
cupied lands, and to carry on our fish-
eries as formerly, We have received, as
payment, fifty-two pounds ten shillings
sterling.”

‘“Now the land that was excluded
and that was not transferred, is what
is now known and occupied as the
Songhees reserve., You will see by this
that as a matter of fact the Songhees
were never given the reserve; they had
it. As I want you to appreciate the
efforts that have been made, the diffi-
culties met with, I desire to give you
briefly a review of the many efforts
made to induce them to remove, as
summarized from the records of the In-
dian department. This agreement was
made in 1850.

Efforts Made to Remove Indians.

“In 1859 efforts were made to remove
these Indians from the reserve at Vie-
toria, which by that time had grown
into a town of considerable importance,

the land included in the reserve having .

greatly increased in value, being much
desired for building sites, and especially
so on account of its frontage on the
harbor.

“The legislative council of Vancouver
Island presented an address to Sir
James Douglas, then commissioned by
the Imperial government as governor
of the colony, inqulring whether the
government had power to remove the
Indians from this reserve, and suggest-
ed that if this could be done the land
so heid under reservation should be
sold and the proceeds devoted to the
improvement of the town and harbor
of Victoria.

“The reply of the governor was in
the negative, and to the effect that, as
a solemn engagement had been entered
into_ by himself as the agent of the
Hudson's Bay Company on behalf of
the crown, setting aside this reserve,
especially for the use and benefit of the
Indians, it would be unjust and im-
politic to remove them summarily, but
that he intended to lease portions of the
reserve and apply the revenue obtain-
able therefrom for the benefit of the
tribe.

“From 1859 down to the present time
several attempts have been made to
secure the removal of the Indians from
the present reserve, with comparative-
ly slight success.

Question Revived,

“In 1873 Indian Commissioner Powell
revived the question of removal and
was instructed”to take up this matter,
and was informed that the superintend-
ent genera] would be prepared to con-

Some. of,
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sider carefully any scheme he might
submit,

“Mr, Powell recommended on the
24th August, 1874, that S$Sallas Island,
situated on the Straits of Haro, about
20 miles from Victoria, should be pur-
chased for the Songhees Indians, This
recommendation was approved by the
governor in council, but, the Indians
having refused to surrender, nothing
further was done.

“In 1881, after some further corres-
pondence with Mr, Powell, he stated
that a majority of the Indians had
agreed to move to Cadboro Bay, their
ancient camping grounds, provided
suitable lands could be secured for
them at that place. Correspondence
with this in_ view resulted in the Hud-
son’s Bay Company agreeing to sell the
property desired by Mr. Powell for the
Indians and containtng 1,125 acres, for
the sum of $56,250. -‘Mr. Powell recom-
mended the acceptance of this offer, es-
pecially in view of the fact that an
offer of $60,000 had been received from
one Mr, P. C. Dunlevy for the Songhees
reserve. It was considered, however,
that the amount offered for the reserve
was not sufficient,

“In 1884 ‘instructions were issued to
Messrs, Powell and O'Rielly, the latter
being the Indian reserve commissioner,
to confer together and- ascertain ‘on
what terms a’ satisfactory location
could be purchased for the Indians of
the Songhees and Esdquimalt reserves,
and were informed that the site'to be
chosen was to contain from 500 to 1,000
acres, and. was not to be less than 20
miles from Victoria.

Report of Commissioners,

“A report was received from Messrs.
Powell and O’Reilly on the 10th April,
1886, recommending the purchase of two
lots of land in the Metchosen district,
in the vicinity of Pedder bay, about 8
or 9 miles from Victoria by water and
15 or 16 by land, These two lots to-
gether totalled 1,635 acres, Purchase of
these lots was recommended, but the
deputy superintendent general report-
ed agalnst their purchase until a sale
had been made of the Esquimalt and
Songhees reserves, or until the consent
of the Indians to sale had been obtain-
ed, This report was concurred in by the
then minister, Sir John A. Macdonald.

“The correspondence with reference
to the removal of the Indians to the
Metchadsen district was. continued up to
August, 1888, but led to little further
being done. In the meantime an offer
was made for.the Songhees reserve by
Mr, R. Dunsmuir,’acting for the Esqui-
malt & Nanaimo Railway Company.
The price offered by the company was
$60,000 for the whole. reserve, or $20,000
for one half of it. Mr. Dunsmuir was
authorized to negotiate with the In-
dians for the sale of the reserve, but
failed to secure their consent to its sale.

‘““Between the years 1887 and 1893 con-
siderable correspondence teok place be-
tween the department, Mr. Dunsmuir
and also the ‘provincial government
(whose claim to a reversion to the lands
had been advanced), with the result,
however, that the settlement of this
matter seemed to be.about as far off
as ever - Several interviews had been
held with the Indians, but they were
not prepared to.give their consent to
sale. ; .

“It" was  during ‘the 1 period above
méntioned that thé request-of the city
of Victoria to have “the “Indians re-
moved ‘and the reserve ¢onveyed to the
corporation upon certain conditions
formed part of the corréespondence in
the negotiations for a'settlement of
this ‘question.

“The Indian stiperintendent at Vie-
toria was informed on 17th September,
1891, that if the reserve were sold to
the ¢ity none of ‘the money derivable
therefrom would be used for the im-
provement of Victoria harber, as had
been suggested, but all should be
utilized for the benefit of the Indians.

Another Offer Made:

“On the 26th August, 1891, & telegram
was . reeeived from the Vancouver Isl-
and Land Investment Company offer-
ing $350,000 for the reserve and to deed
15 acres to the Esquimalt & Nanaimo
Railway Company. Following this of-
fer a meeting of the Indians was held
to consider the question of surrender
upon terms as to desirable location,
buildings, etc., and investment of bal-
ance of funds for their benefit. This
looks to me an extremely large sum
and more than could be got to-day,
and it seems to me it could not have
been a bonafide offer then.

“In 1893 the superintendent reported
he had interviewed the Indians several
times, but that they declined to sur-
render.

“On the 9th March, 1895, the deputy
clerk of the executive council of Brit-
ish Columbia forwarded an approved
minute expressing the views of the
government as to the best method of
effecting a settlement of-the ques-
tion of the removal of the Songhees
tribe from their reserve to a suitable
locality, and, after stating claim of
the provincial government to the re-
version of the reserve, he intimated
that the Songhees Indians would be
willing to treat for removal to another
lccation on the following basis, name-
ly,—the obtaining of 946 acres, more or
léss, in the Metchosen distriet;  pay-
ment of three-fifths of the value of the
improvements on the reserve after val-
uation and removal in cash, the bal-
ance to be used for the purchase and
delivery of lumber on the new reserve;
that the funds at that time at the
credit of the band should be utilized
for the -purchase of live stock, imple-
ments, the erection. of a school, etc.;
that in the case of several Indians who
had shown themselves to be thrifty by
steady labor at a trade in the city a
suitable lot or more should be ob-
tained for each of them in the neigh-
borhood of Rock .Bay, the Dominion
government to pay the taxes, and that
provision should be made for the re-
moval of the Indian dead from the
present reserve.

“The provincial government was to
bear the whole cost attendant on the
removal of the said Indians with the
exception of the taxes and to provide
a new reserve in consideration of the
reledse of the present Songhees re-
serve to the province. This arrange-
ment was not accepted.

Commission Suggested.

“On the 81st January, 1896, the Lieu-
tenant Governor of British Columbia
forwarded an- approved report of a
committee of his executive council em-
bodying a resolution of the legislature
of British Columbia requesting that
the question of the fremoval of the
Songhees Indians should be referred to
a special commission of three com-
missioners, one to be appointed by the
Dominion government, one by the Lieu-

tenant-Governor and the two so ap-
pointed to choose a third, and, in the
event of the two so appointed being
unable to agree upon a third, some
member of the Supreme court of Brit-
ish Columbia to be the third commis-
sioner. This was. agreed to by the Do-
minion government by an order in
council passed on the 1st April, 1896,
agreeing to the proposition without
prejudice “‘to the claims of the Domin-
ion government as-to all other re-
serves in the provinece of British Co-
lumbia, and that the title ‘of the lapd
which may b2 ~eccupied as a reserve for
the Songhees Tadiang in lieu of their
present resccrye be conveyed in: fee
simple 1o the Dominion government
as the trustee of -the .Indians. Mr.
Peter O’Rielly, Indian reserve commis-
sioner, was namegd as the commission-
er for the Dominion.

“The principal difficulty of arriving
at an agreement as to the points to
be submitted arose from the objection
of the provincial government to ac-
cept a provision for compensating the
Indians for the difference in value be-
tween the present reserve and the new
reserve which might be set apart for
them. The provincial government in-
timated in effect that.the new reserve
should be taken as 'a .fair equivalent
for the old one. This proposition was
not acceptable to the Dominion gov-
ernment.

Proposals By Dominion,

“Up. to June, 1896, these propositions
had been entirely to a Conservative
government. In 1897 'thé Hoh. Mr.
Turner, then premier -of British Co-
lumbia, visited Ottawa and -discussed
with the Hon.. Mr, Sifton,. then super-
intendent general] of Indian affairs, the
question of the removal of the Song-
hees Indians. Following this discus-
sion two proposals were made by the
Dominion government; the - first of
which is not relevant .and. the second
that the local government should agree
to the Dominion’s” proposal of dispos-
ing of the whole reserve on the under-
standing that the Dominion govern-
ment ‘should procure a new reserve, re-
move the Indians thereto and.rehabili-
tate them, the proceeds of the sale of
the present reserve less the cost of a
new reserve and the expense of re-
habilitating them to be capitalized for
the benefit.of the Songhees Indians.

“The provincial government declined
to agree to the first proposal and. on
the second proposal being ’‘submitted
offered to agree to the Dominion gov-
ernment’s disposing of omne-half of the
present reserve, namely, 56 acres, on
the condition of its procuring a new
reserve and bearing the expense of the
removal and rehabilitation of “the In-
dians, the provincial government to
take the other half of the present re-
serve unburdened.

“The Dominion government did not
see its way clear to aecept the pro-
vincia] government’s proposition and
the negotiations in connection there-
with ceased.

“In February, 1901, the Hon. James
Dunsmuir, then premier of British Co-
lumbia, submitted a proposition for the
removal of the Indians, namely, that
the government of the Dominion would
surrender absolutely to the province
two portions of the reserve, one con-
sisting of 17% acres, and the other con-
sisting of 25 acres, the remainder of
the reserve to be sold. The money in
the hands of the department amount-
ing to $9,820.20, and a further amount
of $2,409, which should be paid in a
short time for  leasing privileges, to-
gether with the proceeds of that por-
tion of the reserve to be sold, estimated
to be worth from $100,000 to $125,000, to
be utilized in removing and rehabili-
tating the Indians upon’'a new reserve,
such reserve to be.furnished free of
cost in return for the:land to be re-
ceived by them.

“The Doéminion government would,
under this arrangerrient, absolutely own
the reserve, but if there were any sur-
plus moneys after rehdbilitating = the
Indians as proceeds of the old reserve
the province would retain its reversion-
ary right to such surplus.

Receives Assent of Minister.

‘“This proposition received the assent
of the minister on the 7th June, 1901,
and Mr. Dunsmuir was informed that
the Indian superintendent had been
asked to take the necessary steps to
have the arrangement carried out if
possible.

“It would appear that no selection
of a new reserve was ever made under
this arrangement, although the Indian
superintendent and Mr. Dunsmuir made
severa]l attempts in this connection.

“In addition to this the Indian sup-
erintendent laid the matter before the
Indians and in 1904 reported that there
was little hope of obtaining their con-
sent and nothing further appears to
have been done with this proposition.

Negotiations Resumed.

tendent of Indian affairs, Mr, Pedley,
came out here, I feeling that if the
Indians were dealt with directly by an
officer of the department it might lead
to more success. In order to leave
the department unhampered in its ne-
gotiations Mr. Pedley consulted with
the local government to secure a
waiver of any claim it might set up to
a reversionary interest in the lands
when no longer used for Indian pur-
poses, In September, 1906, Premier Mc-
Bride gave an understanding that the
province would not immediately press
its elaim in this case, but that its re-
versionary interests, if any, would at-
tach to the proceeds of any sale, and
be dealt with in the same way and for
the same time as if the lands had re-
mained a reserve, His government also
agreed to the deduction from their re-
versionary claim of the total expense
of removing the Indians and placing
them on a new reserve, Premier Mc-
Bride’s letters show that at that time
the provincial government were very
desirous of trying to help Mr. Pedley
to obtain a settlement.

“Mr. Pedley met Chief Cooper and
was informed that owing to the many
attempts made to settle with them
without material result, the Indians
were tired of the whole business and
did not care to reopen negotiations. At
his request, however, a meeting was
held on October 6th, when, after much
discussion, Mr. Pedley made this pro-
position:

“ 1 “The Indians will be paid at the
time of the surrender $10,000 in cash,
and $5,000 cash upon being settled on
the new reserve,

* ‘2, The owners of the improvements
on the present reserve will be paid for
these in cash, or will be given in their
place improvements on the new re-
serve, as the Indians may desire,

“ A new reserve will be provided
before removal from the present one.

““‘4 The cost of removal of the In-
dians from the present reserve will be
paid for as well as any permanent band
improvements on the new reserve.

“ 5, The interest on the band fund re-
maining in the hands of the govern-
ment after deducting the amounts
necessary to carry out this proposition
will be paid to the Indians annually,
or funded for their benefit.’

Offer is Amended.

“At this meeting the Indians declined
to express an opinion upon the merits
of the proposition, but intimated their
intention of talking it over amongst
themselves and meeting Mr. Pedley one
week later; when they would communi-
cate their views. He met the Indians
on the 13th of October, a large major-
ity of the voting members of the band
being present.

“After considerable discussion he
amended his original offer, agreeing to
pay $10,000 in cash upon surrender be-
ing given, $15,000 in cash a week or ten
days afterwards, $5,000 on settlement on
a new reserve; to pay the cost of re-
moval, provide a new reserve and set
aside a fund of $10,000 to be spent for
the purchase  of implements, boats,
tools, horses, cattle, etc., for use in the
business of the applicants upon requisi-
tion to and certificate by the agent or
superintendent, and to pay semi-an-
nually interest on balance remaining
to the credit of the 'band, and further
agreeing - that if any member entitled
to share in the distribution wished to
remain in the city his share could be
used as he saw fit in providing himself
with a new home, and he would still
retain his interest in the band property.

“When, Mr. Pedley made this amend-
ed offer to the band there were some
at least who appeared to be willing to
accept, but the majority were unwill-
ing, and the chief intimated that the
band did not wish to sell and would not
accept any offer. He met the Indians
again on the 20th October at their re-
quest and heard from them what they
were prepared to accept as settlement
of this question. They intimated they
were willing to take $1,000 per family on
a fasis of 42 families and a reserve at
Cadboro Bay. This proposition meant
an additional cash payment of $2,000
over his previous offer, and to this he
agreed, the money to be distributed as
indicated before, with the éxception
that the extra $2,000 was to be paid on
removing to a new reserve.

“Mr, Pedley took the chief and two
others to see a property adjoining the
Hudson’s Bay Co. land at Cadboro Bay
and the chief to see a property at Por-
tage Inlet. Neither would be accept-
Mr. Pedley applied
to Chief Commissioner Chipman, of the
Hudson Bay Company, in regard to the
Cadboro Bay land and was informed
it wag mnot for sale and if it was it
would be at something like $1,000 an
acre, I wrote Lord Strathcona
and he replied that the property
had been otherwise disposed of. I think
the Hudson Bay Co. was not prepared
to sell their land, even for an Indian
reserve. Since then, I believe, a large
portion has. been sold to real estate
speculators at a high figure.

“While desirable to get the Indians
off it would not be desirous to put
them at Cadboro Bay, which is a beau-
tiful suburb of Victoria, tHerefore it
was not possible to carry out the pro-
posal at that time and this close ap-
proach to a settlement failed. This is
the conclusion of the efforts made by
Mr, Pedley to settle the Songhees
question.

Made Earnest Effort.

“Ag an earnest of the good faith of
the government I may tell you that
on Oct. 17, 1906, an order-in-council was
passed authorizing the government to
spend $100,000 to settle this question
and that sum was at Mr. Pedley’s
credit here while he was negotiating.

“At this point I tried my hand, with
about as much success as Mr. Pedley,
and others who tried. I might here
mention that at the time of his visit
and after many people criticized him
for not having enlisted the co-operation
of local friends of the Indians, and it
was particularly said he should have
obtained the influence of H. Dallas
Helmecken, a Conservative and a friend
of the Indians, through whom he would
It was sug-
gested that I should enlist the good
services of my friend, Mr. Helmcken,

and after conferences and correspond- |

ence, he promised me all the assist-

ance he could in inducing the Song-|
hees to accept any reasonable and fair
During .my visit here a year

terms.
ago, I had a conference with the band
in Mr. Helmcken's office, and discussed

“During the summer of 1906 I first |

said they wanted better terms than
Mr. Pedley’s. I promised to consult my
colleagues and on my returnito Ottawa
I wrote, on Nov. 26, 1907, to Mr.
Hélmcken. I have here a large file of

Chief Cooper myself.

correspondence with Mr. Helmcken,
but not having his consent I am un-
able to read any of his letters. I may
say, however, that he kept me very
fully informed of the feeling of citi-
zens, the attitude of the Indians and
every ‘detail relating to this matter.

An Amended Offer.

“The offer I made the Songhees band,
through him, was to pay them $13,000,
on their agreeing to surrender,
about $300 per family, procure a new
reserve, bear the cost of their removal
and pay for all improvements, or in-
stead of paying for these the govern-
ment to build residences for each fam-
ily as good as, or better than, their
present homes. On settlement on the
new reserve each family would be |
paid, in addition, $1,200. The offer of |
the year before was $32,000 cash, $10,- |
000 for implements and $10,000 esti- |
mated value of improvements, so that |
my offer was better by $13,000. The‘
balance of the money obtained by the |
government would be used in payingl
for the new reserve, what was over be- |
ing funded for the benefit of the
band.

“Under date of December 10th, T}
learned from Mr. Helmcken that at a |
meeting of the band, eighteen being
present, the chief said the feeling was |
there should be no further negotiation.
That has been the character of the ne- |
gotiations ever since. In writing m!
me Mr. Helmcken pointed out the |
objections of the Indians, their reluc-'
tance to remove, the, absolute impos-|
sibility of their getting together to
give an answer and the danger of
spoiling the work we had done by too
much hurry.

“I suggested I could give better terms
if that was any further inducement,
and on December 20th I increased the
offer of the amount to be paid each
family to $2,000, $300 on their agreeing
to surrender the old reserve and $1,700
on settlement on the new one, The In-
dian Act gives us power to pay the
Indians fifty per cent, of what their
reserve will bring, and In agreeing to
pay them $84,000 I thought it as far as
the value of the reserve would justify
me in going.

‘““That is the offer as it stands to-day,
neither accepted nor refused by the
band, and from that time to this—as I
have a mass of correspondence here to
show—which would be much more easy
to understand if I had Mr. Helmcken’s
permission to read some of his letters—
the band has never met legally to take
this matter into its consideration. There
have been many very reasonable and
fair and proper excuses given for this
delay; there have been many reasons
given which appear to me childish in
the extreme. We must remember we
are dealing’ with Indlans, and some-
times it is not always wise to judge
them by the same standards as our-
selves.

“I want to read one letter I wrote
Mr., Helmcken—you will have to supply
the context, but as I told you he kept
me thoroughly informed on all phases
of the matter—which opens thus:

“‘I have read the item in the Colon-
ist of the 18th inst. It is a nasty-tem-
pered article and will do no good; but
no living person. can stop Lugrin’'s
mouth or give him ordinary common-
sense, I imagine he does not want the
matter settled.’

“‘At the same time the mere faet
that such an article will have a good
many sympathizers should be proof to
vou that the reserve question is be-
coming a dangerous. one, I have mo
doubt, insofar as'you are concerned, it
will be settled very soon if you can
bring it about; but ‘I am afraid the
Indians may take too long to make up
their minds one way or the other.
There is not, you say, any politics in
this matter. I have certainly never
thought there was, and I do not know
how there can be. You and I are act-
ing in the interest of Victoria, and
while I am at present getting the cen-
sure of meddlers and busy bodies for
the long delay in coming to terms, it
will be your turn later if you fail, be-
cause there are a good many who think
that your influence with the Indians is
sufficient to command success. But in
the bright Chinook lexicon I imagine
there is no such word as “fail.”’

“Replying to me sometime later re-
garding the increased sum offered the
Indians, Mr. Helincken wrote: ‘I think
that the result of the meeting will be
the approval of the financial aspect,
that i§ to say, that your offer will in
all probability be accepted.” Up to the
present, however, it has neither been
accepted nor rejected.

Capilano Worked Mischief,

“Among the excuses,” resumed Mr
Templeman, ‘‘which. the band had to
offer, was one connected with Chief
Capilano, who had been to see the King
and. on his return had gone about
through the tribes at Cowichan, Saan-
ich and other places. booming himself,
giving the idea that the Indians were to
get more reserves, greater fishing rights
and all that sort of thing. The result
was that many Indians, children as
they all are, thought Capilano was
going ' to get some concessions. He
and some twenty-five others went
down to Ottawa, spent ten days there
very pleasantly, and saw, no one in
authority but Sir Wilfrid the day
they left. Their visit was really but a
holiday outing and had no special ref-
erence to the Songhees reserve, but it
was taken by the band as an excuse for
delay.

“There is one paragraph in a letter
from Mr. Helmeken to me of April 6th
last which I think I may read with-
out any breech of  confidence. He
wrote: ‘No doubt, and I appreciate
your position very much, you consid-
er that already altogether too much
time has been consumed in carrying
these negotiations on, and that not
very much progress has been made in
the matter, but I must again place be-
fore you the position of the Indian and
say, as I have said before, that great
tact, good temper and patience must
be exhibited to an unusual degree. On
the one hand I feel quite confident
that the Indians will not be averse to
accepting your fresh terms; on the
other hand if you force them to assem-
ble at a meeting called by the agent
and present your ultimatum it will pro-
bably turn out that they will give you
no answer at all, and thus the benefi-
cial results of your patience will be-
come lost and fruitless.’

‘9 wired Mr. Helmcken May 18th
that T must have an immediate answer
and that Chief Cooper should call a
meeting of the band and advise Mr.
Vowell of it.

“On my return to the city I saw
I did not make

much of him. I told him I wanted my !
offer answered, yes or no, accepted or

I
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rejected. He said they could have a
meeting as soon as the Indians got
back from hop-picking, which would
be along about now.

“I have read you this correspondence
at length to show you that as far as
I have been concerned I have been as
energetic as it is possible to be in this
matter. I have not been dilatory, I
have not been inactive, I have done
al] T could. I cannot force the Indians
to meet, ‘I cannot force them to sur-
render their reserve; I can only in-
sist on getting an answer and I in-
tend to insist on getting one. (Hear,
hear.)

‘“There is no question about the ne-
cessity of the Indians going soon. If
they are more favorable to an offer of
fifty per cent of the value of the re-
serve than $2,000 a family that offer is
made them to-day.

The Alternative Courses.

“If they refuse to accept there is an-
other alternative. Under the law the
Indians can be enfranchised. That
meang the cutting the reserve apart
from ‘Indian lands and dividing it up
among the heads of familles; they
get deeds to the land, which mere
fact enfranchises them. They then
become to all intents and purposes
white men; they pay taxes and can
sell their land. Or instead of that
it might be possible to place them.on
part of the land and enfranchise them
or keep them as a tribe on part, they
surrendering the remainder.. However,
I have grave doubts that if they do not
accept the offer now before théem they
will not accdept any of these alterna-
tives.

“If they will not thcre is only one
other alternative, and we may as well
face it.now as later; that is, ‘amend
the Indian act.”

The audience was quick to see:the
implication of the minister’s words and
applauded vigorously.

“No Indian has ever been forced off
his reserve in Canada or compelled to
leave it. So you see that to ameénd the
Indian act with a view to*using force
shall I say will create a pretty difficult
position. There i no other reserve that
is situated within a city as this is, al-
though Vancouver has a case just out-
side its limits which is pretty bad. A
reserve in the centre of a city is a nui-
sance and a menace—a menace to wWhite
people, a menace to the prosperity of
Victoria, a menace to the Indians
themselves. g

“I belleve power should be taken by
the government; power given to it;, un-
der the Indian act, to deal with this
or any other special case that may
arise in _Canada. (Applause.) My
anxiety for a definite answer from
the Indians, even a refusal, was so
that at last session I could have in-|
duced the government to consent to
an amendment -but the constant pro-
crastination, the disposition to leave
till to-morrow, and to-morrow, and to-
morrow, which is the record of this
whol}a Songhees question, prevented
that”

“I say here and now—and I want to
speak guardedly and without suspicion
of a threat, that if a reasonable offer
of fifty per cent of whatever the re-
serve -may bring, paid to the Indiams,
will not induce them to surrender the
reserve then the Indian dct must be
amended and the Songhees compelled,
in  the interests of themselves and of
the city of Victoria, to occupy another
reserve. (Applause).

“There ig the story of the Songhees
reserve as I know it. These files of
correspondence I have here would tire
any one to read, and I have arrived
et the stage when I do not propose to
have very much more delay. (Hear,
hear). To some extent we can sym-
pathize with the standpoint of the In~
dians, who do not want to leave their
Lome, and there are some whom re-
moval from the present location might
deprive of remuneratrve positions. But
the question’ must be settled, and set-
tled soon.

“What I have read you will inform
the people of Victoria with respeét to
the reserve and should impress them
that so far as I am concerned I have
done all that was possible. (Applause).
I am not very sanguine as to the ac-
ceptance of our offer by the band, but
they must take whatever action  they
intend to take very shortly. I have
told - you all this so that the people
will not think, as the Colonist sug-
gests, that I have been negligent of
the interests of Victoria. There is no
politics in this except insofar as the
Colonist tries to place upon my should-
ers the blame for the failure, up to
the present, of all negotiations.

“I am exceedingly,h desirous of set~
tling this matter and I hope you will
give me an opportunity of settling it.
(*“We will”’). I can accomplish it, I
am sure, for pertinacity and stick-it-
out and never-say-die are features of
my character. I believe that ulti-
mately, and in tne mot far distant fu-
ture, the Songhees reserve question
will be settled satisfactorily and 'in
ihe interests of the people of Victoria.”
{Cheers).

A Chronic Interrupter,

For the third time within a week J.
Staples was prominent as a questioner.
He was very angry last night because
he had been criticised in the Times re~
port of the Spring Ridge meeting,
angry with that meeting for having
cried and sung him down, and angry
with Hon. Mr. Templeman for not re- -
plying to a long and involved gquestion
about the fall of the Quebec bridge. The
moment the minister was called on last
evening Mr, Staples jumped up with
his three-fold complaint, and in spife |
of the chairman his question, which he
®_gan to put again, degenerated into a
stump speech., There was no closing
him off. He went, on, sliding from the’
Quebec bridge to China, and back to
the marine department. The audience
began to get décidedly impatient, and,
when Mr, Staples would not take good
advice and let Mr. Templeman have a
chance to answer, to make suggestions
of forcible removal.

TRANSPORTATION IS
SERIOUS PROBLEM IN U. 8.

Prsbiem of ,Canal' From Great
Lakes to Gulf of
Mexico.

e

Chicago, Oct. 8.—A picture of days
when stately ships shall carry the rich
products of the central states from the
Great Lakes to the Gulf of Mexico
through a deep waterway, returning
with products of no less value, was
conjured up to-day before the visitors
to the third annual convention of the
Lakes-to-the-Gulf deep waterway as-
sooiation, by Wm, H. Aflec. Yesterday’s
utterances were authoritative, for they
came from Secretary Saunders, of the
association, President Vankaugh, head
of the organization and Wm, H, Taft,
The need of such a waterway was in-
sisted upon by  every speaker. The
quéstion of transportation, it was de-
clared, is one of the most serious ques-
tions that this country has to deal

with,

Mr. Taft's insistence that the deep
watéerway and the - conservatiom: of
natural resources were related subjects
which c¢alled for immediate action,
elicited loud applause. His statement
that the waterway was not a project
but a policy found a ready response in
the cheers of his auditors,

If there had been any doubt as to
the need of a Lake-to-the-Gulf water-
way among the thousands of delegates
and visitors gathered-from all parts of
the country, they were dispelled when
Mr. Taft said: “We find that during
the ten years ending with 1905 the in-
terna] commerce of our country in-
creased 118 per cent., while railroad
transportation facilities during the
same time only increased 20 per sent,
It has been pointed out that to supply
this deficiency by the construction of
additional railroads and necessary ter-
minals would require a capital invest-
ment of $56,500,000,000, and the construc-
tion when completed would make no
provision for further increases of our
commerce.”

IS CONCLUDED

LOCAL CHURCHES TO
SUBSCRIBE LARGE SUM

Menibers Will Raise Five Dol-
lars Per Head for Next
Year.

As the outcome of the laymen’s mis-
sionary movement conference, held
here this week and brought to a con-
clusion last night with a grand rally in
St. Andrew’s church, the representa-
tives of the different denominations
have now practically pledged them-
selves on behalf of their congregations
to a $6 per head contribution from each
churech member and communicant per
annum towards the evangalization of
the world. The committee formed on
Tuesday night, yesterday returned
thelr report through the chairman of
the committee, G. L, Beckwith, who in
a short address moved its adoption. The
report is as follows:

‘1. That we heartily approve of the
motive and spirit of this great unde-
nominational movement, which has as
its grand object that Canada should do
its share in the evangelization of the
world, and therefore we bespeak the
cordial sympathy and whole hearted
support of our respective churches,
and of all our fellow Christians in Viec-
toria and its vicinity in the endeavor
to carry out &.'s great, inspiring and
truly national Work.

“2. That the financial objective of the
churches of this city towards the ac-
compilishment of this work be a contri-
bution of not less than an average of
$5 per church member or communicant
for the year 1909, and that the aim of
all should be in 1910 to increase this
amount so that an aggregate sum of
at least $25,000 be raised.

3. That as the best means of accom-
plishing this end, and to co-ordinate it
with our system of giving towards the
support of the local churches, we
recommend the adoption of weekly con-
tributions.

‘“4, That a missionary committee of
from three to fifteen men be appointed
in each congregation to promote the
spread of missionary intelligence and
to organize a tHorough personal canvas
g0 as to secure some systematic offer-
ing for missions from every member

1and adherent of the congregation.

“B. That in all cases, where possible,
the date for finishing theé active canvas
of the churches be November 30th, 1908.

‘6. That 'a permanent co-operating
commiittee of the laymen’s missionary
movement be appointed for Victoria
and its vieinity, consisting of three lay-=
men from each of the various com-
munions. The following are the names
of those forming this committee: Dr.
W. Russell, Thos, Weod, J. L. Beck-
with, A. Lee, A. B, Deaville, J, Baker,
H. BaynessReed, H, S. Crotty, H. O.
Litchfield, R. 8, Day, A. T. Frampton,

Prior to the presentation of the re-
port several speakers addressed the as-
semblage, Dr. R. P. McKay general
secretary of the-missionary movement
opening the evening, He told his au-
dience they had now the idea of the
movement plainly before them™ and
were able from the previous meetings
to thoroughly understand what the
movement called for, The remaining
thing required he said, was enthusiasm,
which once established in work coyld
not be killed. “You can tread down the
flowers,”” said the speaker ‘but you
cannot kill the aroma, and enthusiasm
is the armoa of this great work, which
is moving under the glorious watch-
word of ‘The world for Christ in the
generation.” Christ, John the Baptist,
Wesley, Whitfield were enthusiasts, he
said, adding “You can answer a man
with intellect but not with enthusiasm,
for enthusiasm carries all before it.
Christ is with the laymen’s movement
and clvilization will be given to the
world in this generation or not at all
Many cannot become missionaries, but
they can do equally as valuable work
in the cause at home. We have the pri-
velege of interesting ourselves in this
work which is the greatest of all work
and will bring the greatest reward.
Put enthusiasm into your efforts and
the results will surely be ours. I hope
you in Canada wil] all do your share,”

Rev, Mr. Kent likened the proposal
to a big joint stock company in which
the most valuable dividends of any en-
terprise were to be obtained. The stock
issue, he said, was unlimited, all could
take as much as they wanted and the
rewards and profit were equally abund-
ant, The opportunity was given to all.
He called for the best there is in men
and said the province benefited more
and more through the opening of trade
with the Orient, and as the Orientals
were evangelised the trade relations
would extend and add greater profits
io those already obtained financially.
Geographically ne said Canada was
called on to support the movement to
the utmost.

J. E, Campbell White thought that ,a
discussion should take place on e
question. ‘“We are ready now,” he
said, “for the frankest kind of an in-
terchange of views on this matter, We
recommend without hesitation to this
city the enlargement of its missionary
contributions. I feel that you at home
can now speak better on the matter
than I can. Canada provides for 300
missionaries but we want 1600 from
you. The $600,000 now annually given
must be increased to $3,000,000 which
will be $5 per head per church mem-
ber.”

Mr. Ryrie of Toronto, Rev. F. H.
Russell of India, and A. J. Brace also
spoke.

The representatives of the different
denominations present then supported
the movement and urged the adoption
of the committee’s report; The Anglican
church representative said that on the
return of Bishop Perrin the matter
would be taken up in the Anglican
church. The report was adopted.

YOUNG BOYS BROUGHT
BEFORE MAGISTRATE

Remand Granted and Accused
Released on Heavy
Bail.

(From Saturday’'s Daily.)

Robert Gibbons, aged sixteen and a
half, and Paul Medina, aged fifteén,
were charged in the police court this
morning with robbery of jewelry val-
ued at $350 from the residence of Wil-
liam Mead, 664 Dallas road, on about
the 3rd of September. Seated along-
side the boys in the dock was the
thirq lad of the trio arrested Tuesday
right, James Watson, aged sixteen.
Watson was, however, not included in
the first charge read this morning but
is implicated in several other robberies
with which the boys are charged,

THe three were remanded until Sat-
urday in bail of $2,000 and two sureties
of $1,000 each. All three were repre-
sented at the barrister’s table, Watson
and Medina by W. Moresby, and Gib-
bons by a relative, The - prosecution
asked for a'remand_ which was opposed
by legal representatives of the boys.
Both thought that the confinement in
jail would tend to harm the lads mor-
ally and would give agonizing thoughts
and hours of pain to their relatives,
who would be presented with the
thought of the children behind jail
bars at night.

Mr, Moresby said without prejudice
that the cases under his direction
would probably be takeén on to a high- |
er court for the purpose of obtaining
the utmost clemency for the boys. He
offered on behalf of the parents of the
lads full restitution of all the missing
goods and thought with the boys out
on bail an effort could be made to more
successfully recover the goods stolen,
the value of which it is wundeérstood
from the police, as near as a computa-
tion can at present be made amounts
to close to $2,000.

In all there were five charges read
against the prisoners, three against
Medina and Gibbons and two against
Medina, Gibbons and Watson., It’'was
put forward that the boys have already
helped the police in tracing the stolen
goods and Gibhofi’'s mother is stated to
be in. a state of prostration through
the arrest of her son.

When the court opened there was a
rush by a large crowd to gain places
of advantage in the court room. These,
however, were disappainted in their
attendance as the court was ordered
cleared of all except those interested
in the case and the relatives of the
prisoners.: The boys were brought into
court after, the clearance and placed in
the dock, where they sat, until called,
in a perfectly composed manner, ap-
parently unaware of the seriousness of
their positions. &

The list of goods enumerated in the
five charges read this morning con-
tained an abundance of valuable jew-
elry of all kinds and several revolvers.
The five charges, which are but a por-
tion of the robberies reported, account-
Qd for goods to the value of over $500.
Detéctive Palmer wishes a public an-
nouncement made that the police hold
a gold monogram watch, a portion of
the recovered goods, which so far has
been unclaimed and lies at the police
station awaiting the owner’s appear-
ance.

CONFESSES MURDER OF
HER BROTHER-IN-LAW

Inquest Into Death of Well-
known Philadelphian—Wife
Lodged in Jail.

Philadelphia., Pa., Oct. 8.—It iz ex-
pected that there will be a speedy
trial in the case of Mrs, Catherine
Beisel of this city, who is in the Dela-
ware county jall in Media, charged
with the murder on Tuesday night of
her brother-in-law, J. Clayter Erb, one
of the best known men in Philadelphia.
The dead man’s wife ig also in the
jail but no charge has. been lodged
agalinst her.

In the testimony brought out at the
inquest last night at which Mrs. Beis-
el was formally charged with commit-
ting the crime, she owned that Erb
had been beaten before he wag shot.
There was a deep cut on his head made
by a vase that is believed to. have
been hurled at him.

The most important testimony was
that of Thos. Simpson, the constable
who took Mrs. Beisel to jail. Accord-
ing to the constable, Mrs. Beisel said:
“I shot Capt, Erb, I am sorry for it,
but I couldn’t help it. He pointed the
revolver at me and I took it away
from him and shot him.”

The trouble which preceeded the
shooting is said to have been due to a
legal paper served upon Mrs, Beise] to
keep off the Erb premises.

Colonel F. B. Gregory.

Lt.-Col. F. B. Gregory was ha first
speaker of the evening and dealt with
Mr. Barnard's criticisms on the
policy of the government.

Taking up the statement of Mr Foster
and others, echoed by Mr. Barnard, that
taxation had been increased, Col. Greg-
ory gave facts and figures to show that
this was a deliberate misleading of the
people. He cited Sir Charles Tupper's crv
when the Fielding tariff was introducer
that duties had been reduced so n
that Iindustries were going to be rui
Taking the amount of duty paid per do
lar on all imports there was a reduction
of $3.09 between what was paid under the
Foster  tariff and the Fielding tariff
which replaced it. It was quite true that
a greater sum was paid in duties to-day
than was paid in 1896—the revenue ha}i
greatly Increased—but it would be abso-
lutely absurd to say that, because a man
was able to buy two suits now where he
was hard put to it to buy one under the
Conservative regime, he was being taxed
more. Thanks to the prosperity the coun-
try was enjoying people - were able to
spend more, and naturally their contribu-
tion to the revenue was more than in the
hard times of the Foster tariff.

Increase in Trade.

In the matter of expenditure the reck-

less charges of extravagance made by
Conservative speakers and papers, Col.
Gregory said, were ‘equally absurd. Tt was
not extravagance to expend seventy-
seven millions with a revenue of ninety-
nine millions, but it certainly was un=
wise and extravagant to spend more than
thirty-six millions with a revenue that
fell short of that figure. The result of
the latter practice, which was that of the
Conservative government, was inevitably
the borrowing of money to keep things
geirg, the borrowing adding sixty-two
million dollars to the national debt. The
large surpluses at the command of the
government had/very properly been spent
on the development of the country. If
these had been salted down in the bank,
as critics of the. government evidently
thought. should have been done, how did
they expect any development was to be
effected?
“If the people are being hled white and
taxationn has been increased,” ‘aid 'Col.
Gregory, ‘‘vou would expect to find them
poorer to-day. You know they are not
as a matter of fact and the records
prove it. Deposits in chartered banks
have grown from $201,000,000 to $546,000,000,
and those in the government and post
office savings banks from $49,000,000 to
$60,5000,000. (Cheers.) The total trade of
Canada has increased from $239,000,000 to
$659,000,000, and as an outcome of the pref-
erential tariff our trade with the mother
country has grown from $66,000,000 to
$229,000,000.”” (Cheers.)

In 1883 the Conservatives had divided up
among themselves, ministers and mem-
bers, some ten thousand odd square miles
of timber lands—equal to a belt three
miles in width all the way from Halifax
to Vancouver. Giving away 22,000 acres
a day it would take the government every
working day in one year to dispose of it.
The list was a long one and included some
familiar names. Hon. John Haggart got
100 square miles, Hon. David Tisdale,
Hon. Dr. Montague and Mr. Bergeron
got 50 square miles each. D. H. Macdow-
all, who to-day is assisting the Conserva-
tive candidtes in Victoria and elsewhere,
got a nice little block of fifty square
miles, all for himself. Strange to say Mr.
Foster got nothing. The records showed
that he had applied for a share like the
rest but someone else wanted the same
tract he was after and he withdrew hils
application.

The immigration and railway policy of
the government were dealt with and a
telling comparison made with the record
of the Conservative government on these
as on every other line of policy.

“T am proud to stand here and tell you
what Mr. Templeman has done for British
Columbia,’”” said Col. Gregory in closing.
“Although a minister for but two and a
half years he has been able to accomplish
a great deal. He has made the west and
northern coasts practically safe for all
competent navigators. He has done that
by the construection of lighthouses, bea-
cons, buoys and things of that kind. This
has cost money and is part of the ex-
travagance the Conservatives talk of. Do
you think money expended on these very
necessary works is spent extravagantly?
(“‘No; not a bit of it.””) He has had that
great work for humanity, the west coast
trail, constructed and a motor lifeboat
stationed at Banfield. He has sent a par-
ty of surveyors into the interior of the
jsland—a thing the Conservatives never
thought it worth while to do—with a
view to getting an accurate knowledge of
jts resources, and with a strong probabil-
ity of the establishment of important and
highly valuable steel industries on Van-
couver and Texada islands. (Cheers.) He
should certainly be returned to parlia-
ment and to office for another five
years.”

NEW BY-LAW PASSES
ITS THIRD READING
No Undesirable Businesses to
Be Conducted in Thickly
Settled Districts.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

The trouble the eity council has had
cver the refusal of the inspector to
permit the erection of a building on
vates street which it was thought
would lower the value of surrounding
property has stirred it to bring for-
warqd a new by-law dealing with the
whole subject. TUntil the last gession
of the legislature the city had very
little restrictive power, but during that
session additional powers were given
tbemi which have not as yet been put
into force.

The new by-law, which was intro-
duced last evening, does not repeal the
powers already possessed by the build-
ing inspector but simply gives that of-
ficial additional powers, and makes it
binding on him so that in most cases
there may be no appeal to the coun-
cil which may embarrass the members
of that body, ¢

The following 1§ the text of the new
by-law as it passed its third reading
Jast night, after “being amended in
committee of the whole:

“3 (d) No plan for any erection to
be constructéd or intended to- be used
for any industry, manufactory, busi~
ness or calling which by any -statute,
by-law or -regulation, is prohibited,
whether throughout the city or in any
particular location or area, shall be
at any time hereafter approved by the
building inspector.

“3 (e) Notwithstanding anything in
any by-law of the council heretofore
passed, premises intended fof use as
or for  breweries, blacksmith shops,
boiler shops, bowling alleys, public
billiard or bagatelle rooms, blood or
bone boiling, chemical works, cabins,
dance halls, foundries, fishmongers,
fish curers, fish canneries, hide ware-
kouses, or hide dressing, laundry and
wash house buildings, livery stables,
oi! refining or extracting, paint works,
piggeries, poultry dealers (alive or
dead), stables, saw mills, soap works,
soap boilers, skating rinks, saloons,
tanneries, tallow melters and tripe
boilers, shall not be located, construct-
ed or used in closely settled residen-
tial” streets, a8 defined by the
Nuisance By-law, 1907, No. 501. Pro-
vided always that the word ‘stables’
in this section before used shall not
mean and include & private stable on
land held with any private residence,
or a stable wheréin not more: than
four horses are kept by the resident of
any dwelling house in the same or ad-
jacent block or street, or a cow byre
on -the land held “with any private res-
idence wherein not more than four
cows are kept by the resident of such
private residence, or by the resident
of any dwelling house in ‘the same or
adjacent block or street.

“3 (f) No stable and no cow byre
with the exceptions in the next. pre-
ceding subsection hereof shall be lo-
cated, constructed or used within ten
feet of the street line, or five feet of
the rear line, or ten feet of the side
boundary lines of any lot. Stables and
cow byres, both existing and future
shall be connected with the existing
public sewer and properly drained and
connected with the existing surface
drain. The floors shall be kept per-
fectly water tight and shall have a
proper fall. Stables shall be thor-
oughly ventilated. Cow byres shall
have not-less than five hundred cubic
feet air space for each cow, as well as
be thoroughly ventilated.

“3 (g) Existing stables. or cow
byres -situated within a closely settled
residential block or closely  settled res-
idential street, as defined by the MNui-
sance By-law, 1907, No.. 501, which do
not now conform: to the requirements
of the
shall, as from the first day of April,
1909, cease to be used unless the same
ccnform  to the regulations  in . this
section and subsections contained, and
the owner has obtained. a certificate
from the building inspector that the
sald regulations have, in respect of
such premises, been complied with,
which certificate if Wwithheld by the
building inspector may be granted by
the council on appeal taken.”

Considerable discussion took  place
over the proposal to place butcher's
shops, under the ban. The city solici-
tor suggested that the word might be
qualified in order that it might not in-
clude meat salesmen. This, however,
did not meet with general approval and
it was finally decided to drop the word
butcher from the list as it was already
covered by another by-law. At the
same time the poultry seller must not
ply his trade, even if there be a butcher
next door, nor may a fishmonger con-
duct a business, these last two being
not considered essentials.

The matter of allowing the erection
of stableg an' the street lines was dis-
cussed at great length. It wag shown
during the discussion that at least two
of the aldermen had stables on their
premises which were already built on
the fence line.

Alderman Hall was of opinion that
no building should be allowed to be
erected on the boundary line, not even
s house, It was very unfair to the
owners of the adjoining property t»
have-a high building, or one like a
stable which would be a nuisance,
built on the fence line, simply because
they built first. He knew of a num-
ber of cases,in which a great injus-
tice had been. done to neighbors from
such action. ;

Alderman Henderson thought it a
hardship where a person had only'a
forty-foot lot that they should have to
Leep ten feet away from either of the
side lines and five feet from the back
of the lot, There would be little room
left for the stable. The clause which
compelled people to connect with the
rublic sewer would also work an in-
justice and in a good many placés there
was fo public sewer.

Aldéerman’ Cameéron suppofrted _the
by-law ‘and explained that therg was

subsection No. 3 (e) hereof

justice to anyone, If there was no
sewer, of coursé, they could not econ-
nect with it. The provisions were
meant only to apply to the thickly set-
tled residential parts of the city, not
to the business section or to the sub-
urban districts. This legiglation had
been brought in as the result of a long
experience in the past in dealing with
these matters,

A clause, making it compulsory to
build a concrete or brick tank for the
manure where a stable was erected and
tc have it covered, was allowed to drop
after a vigorous protest from Alder-
man Mable.

The by-law will come up for recon-
sideration and final passing at the riext
meeting of the council.

DETROIT BEATEN IN

Race for Big Baseball Pen-
nants—New York Defeats
Boston.

In
the National league New York won the

Workers Urge
Activity.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

‘At the suggestion of J. Campbell
[ White in his address before the Lay-
{ men’s Missionary Movement banquet
last night a local committee of twelve
' was named to consider what the Vie-
| torla churches could do in the matter
jof providing funds for the support of
| foreign missions. THe committee
!mamed was E. Baynes Reed, -H. O.
Litchfield, Capt. McIntosh, D. Mec-
{ Laurie, George Carter, J.- L. Andrews,
! J. L. Beckwith, A. J. Clyde, D. Spen-
cer, J. Baker, R. S, Day and A. T.
{ Frampton. The committee was ap-
pointed to meet to-day and bring back
| to .the convention the results of their
' deliberations.

The principal speaker of the evening
I gt the banquet given in St. Andrew’s
'Church schoolroom was J. Campbell
White, who announced that he had
spent ten years in Calcutta -working
among the students under the British
flag and that ten years he said had|
made him wish the flag waved over a
larger portion of the world than it did
to-day.

He wished to be allowed to correct
the impression that he was the father
of the Laymen’s Missionary Movement.
It was born, he said, in Nashville,
Tenn., in February, 1906, at a students’
convention where Mr. Conyers, the
president of the Baldwin locomotive
works in Philadelphia, realized that if
the business men of the United States
would only see the matter as those
students saw it the great work in hand
would soon be completed. It was he,
said the speaker, who took up the
work of foreign missions in a practical
businesslike manner and contributed
$50,000 to the enlargement of the work.
From that ‘union the officers got into
touch with all the other missionary so-
cieties in the world and moved to-
wards one big union.

If the work of the evangelization of
the world were seriously undertaken he
said that its completion would be seen
in twenty years. He agreed with Mr.
Conyers thdt when Christian business
imen see the evangelization of the
world in the same manner as they see
itheir own business and brought the
'same business intelligence to bear on
'God’s work then the spread of thé Gos-
pel throughout the whole world will not
take a great time. Mr. Conyers, heé
said, went personally to Mexico and
there saw room for enlargement of the
missions where £50,000 could well be
used.

-The object of the movement he ex-
plained was to get the men of all the
churches together and try to evolve a
combined harmony in the - werk. - It
was too great a task for any one
!church to attempt and the desire of the
movement was that they should each
report back to their separate denomin-
ations.

“We cannot keep looking into the
future,” he declared, “Christ meant his
people to preach the Gospel in every
age and there is no chance of our obey-
ing the great commission in China or
¥t‘ the Chinese hearing the Gospel un-

ess we do it now. I spent ten years
in Calcutta and I know the situation
there better than you can possibly
know it here and I have found that the
great difficulty is not in China, Korea
and India, but it is here at home. If
We g0 on as We are going at present
and the grand work that is taking
place is continued it will .be but ten
or fifteen years when the Gospel will
have been carried into the uttermost
parts of the Orient. I say that every
man must be given his opportunity to
acecept Christ for it is Christ’s com-
mand laid upon us. When we have
given Him a fair chance we have then
done our share, but not till then and

we must do it. If it is to be done now | LUl

or in any other generation it must be
done.

“Any one church individually cannot
do jt. Co-operation is essential and
the combined efforts of all the churches
are needed for its accomplishment and
that is the sole object of the Laymen’s
|{Missionary movement. India is one of
Ithe best worked missionary fields in
'the whole world, but it is found neces-
sary to quadruple the work at present
being done. Several of the church
bodies throughout the TUnited States
‘have decided this year to quadruple
their work.”

The speaker here quoted figures in
|connection with several unions which

e e+ OB €0Vered the saving of 500,000,000

souls. He then asked would Canada do
her share in the work, saying: “We
have carried the question from Sydney,
N. 8., 4,000 miles away, and we are go-
ing to carry it back across the contin-
‘ent again for the consideration of all.
All Christian ministers are sharing in
the conference. Through belated trains,
however, there are many who have
been unable to come, but Canon Tuck-
er-and others may arrive any day.
‘““T'wo thousand church people in
ISydney last year gave $4,000 to the
(work and this year they have decided
that this sum should be increased to
35 per head. Other cities are making
equal advances. The denomination
matters not in this work. The total
contributions to missions last year was
$22,460,000, of which England gave $9,-
361,000, the United States and Canada
$9,459,000 and other countries $3,640,000.
That total] must support the workers
among a thousand million.. We are
supporting 13,000 missionaries now
abroad and these can probably evange-
lize 325,000,000 during this generation.
There are yet #77.°00,000 millions not
yet provided for. There are 27,000 dis-
tricts of 25,000 people each. We only
ask for one man and one woman to be
put over .each 50,000 people. The 13.000
missionaries I have mentioned contain
less than 6,000 ordained men and this
is the colossal proposition we are faced
with, If they reach the 325,000,000 there
are yet the 675,000,000 millions who are
not provided for. 'Such a fact stares us
in the face to-night. Canada a8d the

United States js doing forty-two per
cent of the work ‘but in comparison to
size is not doing as wel] as Great Brit-
ain, .

“Now the question is will the people
of Canada do their share? To-day the
humber to be reached is not less than
forty millions.”

The speaker made a strong appeal
for support for- the foreign missions
and hoped that the Laymen’s Move-
ment would have the desired effect in
raising the necessary funds for the
purpose of spreading the knowledge of
Christ among the uncivilized . popula-
tions of India, China and Korea. He
sald the present opportunity offered
the finest investment in the world to-
day and that while there were thou-
fands. giving in large sums the average
was yet pitifully small. He asked for
quadrupled subscriptions,

Reading the local church figures for
the closed year he said they did not
represent the ‘strength of the city. He
thought an average of $5 per head was
a low and conservative estimate of the
amount that could be contributed from
Victoria,

The policy of the movement, he:said,
had been to form local committees to
sive the matter consideration and re-
port back to the Laymen’s Movement
before the close of the session. He an-
rounced that the daily average of con-
verts was four hundred and that a mil-
lion had been aflded in the last six
years. . Concluding, he said: “If you
want 10 be successful in your life find
out where you can help in the work of
God and in the spreading“of the Gos-
pel. Fear not; we cannot fail for Christ
is going to win in this campaign.”

Other speakers at the meeting were
Rev. Dr. McKay and James Ryrie, of
Toronto.

‘Dr. McKay said it was a pleasure for
him to look into the faces of so many
business men who were sufficiently in-
terested in the movement as to come to
hear about it, and the report that so
many business men were present would
be joyful news for the board,

Speaking on the work in Korea, he
said the religious awakening there was
remarkable. He told of the improved
conditions of living under the dominion
of religious instruction and of the
eagerness of the population there to
grasp hold of salvation. Among other
changes there were now in place of
ignorance, civilized conditions of living
and labor, and in the same way there
have been changes in the churches and
a great growth in church work in which
the regular day’s work now was 23
baptisms, 51 members enrolled and 17
applicants for enrolment, Twenty-five
years ago he said a missionary’s life
was in danger in Korea, There are now
125,000 - Christians, and hundreds who
are learning the doctrine, He had found
in Korea that Christianity tended to-
wards refinement among the popula-
tion, He told of the commencement of
the revival in 1906, and of its spread
since that time in detail, and said that
the laymen’s union was going to bring’
about the union of the churches,

James Ryrie in a short address urged
the continued and additional support of
the: missions by the people generally.
He said the movement was not a char-
ity one, but a duty, and all that was
asked was for the people to pay their
just debt. He challenged anyone pres-
ent to mention one good that had come
to them that had not come through'
civilization, He told the gatherfilg that
those who had been thinking. of the
proposal in $5 and $10 sums were taking
a wrong aspect of the matter. Fifties
and hundreds were what was expected
from them. When they had given it
they would find an added zest in life.
Christianity he said stands for unsel-
fishness, and to give was more joyful
than to receive.

To-night there will be a closing rally
of the union at St. Andrew’s, when the
speakers will be Rev. F. H. Russell,
Dr. McKay and Mr. White. Music will

FOUR-MASTER SIMLA
WILL BE TOTAL LOSS

Fire Reduces British Ship to
Hulk as She Lies at
-Acapulco.

The big four-masted British steel
ship Simla will be a total loss as a re-
sult of a fire in her coal cargo, accord-
ing to advices brought by the Paclfic
Mai] steamer Newport, Captain Russell,
which has arrived at San Francisco
from Mexican and: Central American
ports,

‘When the Newport left Acapulco, the
Simla, which had been burning there
for several weeks before, was rapidly
falling prey to the unquenchable fire
which ‘burned - sullenly in the after
bunkers. The plates on the vessel's
sides were warped with the heat of
the fire within, and the jigger mast had
slowly - toppled until it fell across the
decks. The crew of the ship were still
living forward and making efforts to
get out the coal in the bunkers into
which the fire had not yet penetrated,
but were on the point of abandoning
the vessel.

The Simla sailed from Cardiff, Decem-
ber 16th, of last year, and had a slow
passage, remaining at Falkland islands
for some time. From there the voyage
to Acapulco was one of constant mis-
fortune. There was a feeling of mu-
tiny prevailing among the crew and
Captain Casam had difficulty in main-
taining order.

The fire was not discovered until the
Simla had anchored at Acapulco. It
had started in the after-port bunkers
and quickly ate its way until it reach-
ed the bunkers amidships. There wera
not proper facilities for pumping water
into the hold and even that would have
had a contrary effect. All the crew
could do was to lighter as much of the
coa] that had not been reached by the
fire. The decks aft were red hot with
the heat and a dense column of smoke
issued from the hatches. The Newport
could lend no assistance to the burning
vessel, and when she left it was report-
ed that the big ship would soon be a
hulk,

The Simla is owned by G. M. Stevens
& Co of Liverpool, being built by Rus-
sell & Co. at Glasgow, in 1890. She is
of 2087 tons net, 278 feet in length, 41
feet in breadth and 24 feet in depth.

SEVERAL ORIENTALS
BEING DEPORTED

Watchful Officials of Dominion
Government Rid Country
of Undesirables.

(From Wednesday's Daily).

The Dominion government officials
are keeping a watchful eye on immi-
grants, and when any of them become
charges on the community or in any
way undesirable they are immediately
deported. This applies more particular-
ly to the Oriental peoples, who some-

mes come this way. They are always
shipped back to their native country at
the expense of the steamship company
which brought them here, leaving on
the next boat following the decision to
deport.

There are at the present time three
of this-class of people awaliting depor-
tation. One is a Japanese who arrived
in this country on the steamer Mont-
eagle on September 1ith of last year.
Since. arriving he has developed a form
of insanity and will return to the land
of his birth on the Empress of Japan
this evening or to-morrow morning.

On January 7th of this year a Hindu
came over from the Orient on the Tre-
mont, one of the Boston Towboat Com-
pany’'s steamers. He has since develop-
ed an illness which has left him a
charge upon the public and so he will
return on the Kumeric,

Even those who are convicted of
crime and thus become a public expense
and also show that they are undesir-
able citizens are returned at once. One
such is now serving time in the pro-
vincial jail in this city, having been
transferred here from New Westmin-
ster. He arrived in this county in Octo-
ber, 1906, on one of the Nippon Yusen
Kaisha steamers, so he will return on
the 13th of this month on the Iyo Maru.

‘With regard to the work above the
bridge, Mr. Pike’'s dredge has been se-
cured and the intention is to send this
up the river as soon as it is possible
to get it up the stream. Unfortunately
the condition of the river just now is
such that even the snagboat Sampson
cannot get up there. It is intended 'to
cut a way by means of the dredge it-
self, and this done, the river chanmnel
will be cleared and improved from
Chilliwack to Simpson’s Landing. The
numerous snags that have gathered in
this part of the river will also be re-
moved. After this ‘the dredge will be
taken up to the Harrison river. Other
work of an important character will
be carried out and the chances are that
the Pike dredge will be kept busy unti}
the close of the fiscal year.

Engineer Keefer is very anxious to
be pushing along the work of deepen-
ing the main channel, and only awaits
definite news about the new dredge to
complete his plans.

YOUTHFUL ROBBERS
PLACED UNDER ARREST

Boys of This City Charged With
Long List of Of-
fences.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

Three youths, none of them over 17,
all sons of respected Victoria families,
are to-day under arrest on charges of
burglary, and with their capture it is
expected will end the series of mysteri-
ous robberies which have been going on
for a month past.

The detectives and police force have
been at work on the case ever since
the first robbery in the long series, and
as soon as it became evident that the
criminals were boys the net began to
close around them, The robberies al-
ways-took place in the afternoon, the
absence of the inmates from a house
being taken advantage of to enter it,
ransack it and carry off all the money
and small articles of jewellery. All the
available men have been patrolling the
residential sections of the city in the
afternoons, and while the boys were not
detected in the commission of any of
the robberies suspicion began to fasten
on a small group of boys, and the ar-
rest of the offenders became a question
only of time.

The authorities had sufficient evidence
pointing to one of the trio yesterday to
warrant his arrest, and at 5 o’clock he
was taken in charge by Detectives Per-
due, Clayards and O’Leary. He made
no attempt at concealing his part in

the crimes, but rather appeared to be’

proud of his exploits, He told who his
comrades were, and stated that they
had gone to Vancouver., A wire to the
police of that city was sent immediate-
ly, asking for the: arrest of the boys,
and this was effected last evening. De-
tective Perdue has gone over to bring
them back.

The youth told the detectives a com-
plete story of the robberies, and took
them out on the Foul Bay road to
where the booty was hidden. At the
foot of a large tree, tied up in a hand-
kerchief, most of the stolen articles
were found, less a few which the pair
who are in Vancouver took with them.
The money stolen had all been spent.

According to the story told the boys

had entered into a regular agreement
to go into this thing, binding them-
selves by oath to be true to each other,
and also agree to allow a search
to be made after each robbery so that
all the “swag’’ should go into the com-
mon pile and a fair division be made.
In spite of this they cheated each other
by evading the search and holding back
part of their individual stealings.

The greater part of the property
taken has been recovered, and forms a
large collection which taxes the re-
sources of the safe at police headquart-
ers. It is a strange medlay of articles,
but all of value, and several probably
of more than the mere intrinsic value to
the owners,

The first of the robberies was from
the residence of Wm. Meed, 664 Dallas
road, and this was also the most exten-
sive. Several watches, rings and
brooches and other Jjewellery were
taken, and numerous small articles.
Among the property taken was a mar-
riage certificate and other papers.

For a week the youngsters lay low
and finding themselves wndetected two
of them took part in a highway rob-
bery on the evening of September 10th,
when Mrs. Johnston, 1117 Fisguard
street, had her handbag and purse
snatched out of her hand.

Another week passed, and from that
on the depredations were of almost
daily occurrence. Deput Attorney-Gen-
eral Maclean was one of the victims,
his house on Moss street being entered
and a watch and a considerable sum
of money being taken. Thé children’s

Exposure of Practice Only Too
Common on American
Side.

Port Townsend, Wash,, Oct.’ 7.—The
prosecuting attorney’s office of Jeffer-
son County court won a decided vic-
tory in the case of State vs. Hickman,
securing a conviction, The decision is
of - specific importance in view of the
fact that it was impossible in ‘this
county to convict boarding house run-
ners who habitually mal-treatéd sail-
ors. The trial was the outcéme of an
assauit made by Hickman upon Fred
Hamoringa, a sailor to be s>hipped
through the office where Hickman was
employed. When the case was called to
trial at the last session of the court
and in the customary manner, the jury
disagreed owing to the influence the
boarding house exercised, notwith-
standing the strong evidence presented
by the state. Prosecuting Attorney
Gnaguey insisted upon the case being
tried at yesterday’s session of the court,
and presenteéd the state's side, again
pointing out the disrepute the practice
of maltreating sailors has brought upon
his county.

NEW COMBINATION
ENGINES FOR LINER

Experiment to Be Made With
Steamer Otaki, Recently .
Launched.

The Otaki, which was launched re-
cently at Dumbarton, is in many re-
spects the most interesting of steamers,
built lately in Great Britain. She is a
twin screw ship built to the order of
the! New Zemland Shipping Co., Ltd,,
London. :

The machinery for the vessel con-
sists of a combination of reciprocating
engines and turbines. The principle of
the experiment is that the steam is

first admitted to each of the triple

expansion engines, which -drive the
twin screws, and then passes to a cen-
tre turbine driving the centre screw
before reaching the condenser. In this
way fuller advantage is taken of the
expansion of the steam. The Otakl
will be placed on the service between
London and New Zealand, being in-
tended for the owner's extensive frozen
meat trade.

The dimensions of the vessel are:
Length, 464 feet 6 inches; breadth, 60
feet; and depth, 34 feet. A feature of

her equipment is the Trefrigerating ap-
paratus, enabling variations of tem-
perature to be obtained suitable to va-
rious classes of perishable cargo,

Although not primarily intended for
passenger service, she will take a board
of trade passenger certificate. Colonel
Denny, chairman of the builders, said
that the Hon. C. A. Parsons, the invent-
or of the turbine engine, had conceiv-
ed the idea of a combination of recip-
rocating engines and turbine engines,
and the Otaki, the New Zealand Ship-
ing Co., had decided to give the idea
trial. The Otaki was the first vessel
yvet launched for this kind of engine.
From the departure a very consider-
able economy was expected, and scien-
tifiec calculations were so accurate now-
adays that he had no doubt these ex-
pectations would be realized. If so, the
New Zealand Shipping Company, which
had the pluck to go in for the experi-
ment, would deserve all the credit and
profit attached.

There
was the revulsion against. opium,
against foot binding., Education was
spreading, Colleges were being estab-
lished. Unfortunately there were not
the teachers for all the scho6ls, There
was a great work for the Christian
people to educaté these teachers.

If the present opportunity was not
embraced then difficulties might later
arise, China needed knowledge, and
above all things the knowledge of re-
ligion, The country was in a transition
stage, and the opportunity presented
itself to-day that might pass if not
embraced.

GETTING UNEASY ABOUT
POLAR EXPLORER

Nothing Heard of Dr. F. E.
Cooke Since Last
May.

New York, Oct. 6.—Is Dr, Frederick
E, Cook, the well known Brooklyn ex-
plorer and the conqueror of lofty
Mount McKinley, lost in the Arctic?
This question Is so distressing the
friends of the venturesome Brooklyn
physician that they are seeking his
financial backer, John R. Bradley, to
get bim to fit out an expedition to
search for Cook.

Dr. Cook started about a year ago on
a daring attempt to reach the North
Pole. The last heard of him since he
left the last point of ordinary com-
munication was on May 7th, when .an
Eskimo who had accompanied him in-
to the iceberg wilds returned to a point
south with a letter from the doctor
stating that he had reached Cape Hub-
bard, western Ellsmereland. This point
is about 500 miles from the pole, and at
the time he was preparing to push
northward.

It appears from what his friends in
Brooklyn have learned about the plans
of Dr. Cook that he has set for himself
what they view as a quite impossible
task. ‘Dr. Bradley accompanied Cook
into the north on a hunt for polar bear
and walrus. Cook left Bradley at a
point in western Greenland, intending
to cross Smith’s Sound, Ellsmereland
and the trackless region beyond in an
effort to reach the pole. It was his
plan to return by the same route and
then 'cross over an unexplored stgetch
of central Greenland and reach the
Danish settlements on the coast.

"Labor Legislation,

The labor legisiation of the Laurier
government was reviewed by Dr. Hall.
Fair wages and conditions on public
works and government contracts were
aasured, in marked contrast to the
days, under Conservative regime, when
women- were found to have worked for
2%ec. -an hour. ‘The Lemieux act was
the latest addition to. the long list. of
legislation passed in' the interests of
labor by the Laurier government, un-
der which some forty-six disputes had
Peen settled, the acceptance of the set-
tlement in the C. P. R. case being the
latest victory for the act. The Con-
servatives, on the other hand, had but
one act to their credit, and that an
abortive one, the act to establish a
labor bureau. b

On the-side of moral reform the gov-
ernment had enacted the anti-opium
legislation, had legislated to protect
boys and young men from the terrible
cigarette habit and passed the Lord's
Day act, which ensured to working-
men one day’s rest in seven. The good
of that act was balked here by .a Con-
servative government and attorney-
genera] which said that the. working-
man should have no rest day.

Between the Laurier and Bowser meth-
ods there was no comparison. When
Sir Wilfrid effected a settlement which
effectually kept out the Japanese lab-
orers without endangering the good
feeling between Great Britain and
Japan, and at the-same- ti preserv-
ing to Canada all the commercial ad-
vantages accruing to this country uu-
der the treaty, no:one could deny it
was a settlement far better than total
exclusion. (Hear, hear).

~Japan’s. Good Faith, -

There was no doubt in his mind, Mr.
Drury said, nor on the part of the Im-
perial or. Canadian governments, that
Japan ‘would observe gopd faith. . It
would be to-its material advantage to
do so, as it knew Canada would abro-
gate the treaty otherwise, and it did
not want to lose the Canadian market
for Japanese products. Another incen-
tive would be the objection of a proud
nation to be guilty of a ‘breech of
honor. Voluntarily ‘Japan, ‘at his sug-
gestion, had offered to furnish monthly
returns of passports issued, so as to
afford a check on those presented here.
The machinery put into operation both
in Japan and on the part of our of-
ficers was so complete that the treaty
could not be evaded.

F. H. Shepherd stood
for total exclusion and the Colonist
said it was ready to make this the
issue of the campaign. But there cou’d
be no ‘issue until Mr. Borden said
what he stood for. The Colonist could
not settle the question. If the’ Colon-
ist would wire him for a statement of
his position and Mr. Borden would say
he was for total exclusion it was a
tolerably ' fair assumption that he
wquld carry out this policy, but that
statement the country had not got.

Hon. Wm, Templeman was given a
rousing reception, and expressed his
pleasure at seeing such.a representa-
tive meeting, one of the largest he had
ever addressed in that hall. As it was
only .the opening meeting of the cam-
paign it was indicative of the-strength
of the feeling of the people towards
the Laurier administration and its can-
didates. As.a life-long supporter of the
Liberal party and as a minister of the
crown he accepted full responsibility
for their acts and was ready to defend
them on any platform. Both candi-
dates here were well-known and there
was nothing personal in_ the fight, It
was a straight issue as between the
two parties and their principles, How
were the electors going to decide which
side was best?

1In the
twelve years previous to 1896 the Con-
servatives had gnnual deficits averag-
ing half a million.- For the last twelve
yvears the Liberal government had had
an annual average surplus of over nine
millions. Was it not quite redsonable
to deplore the expenditure of the gov-
ernment when it had to borrow, and
quite consistent to spend the surpluses
which now accrue for the benefit of the
country? (Hear, hear.) Taxation had
been reduced; mnotwithstanding what
Mr. Martin ‘had said in Victoria a few
nights ago. On every $100 spent on im-
ports, free and dutiable, the people
paid $2.40 less than they did in 1896.
Were. the electors of Victoria going to
vote against him because the govern-
ment had reduced taxation and spent
the surpluses in developing Canada?
(Cries of “No.”) He was sure the peo-
ple of Victoria would do nothing of
the kind. Mr, Foster argued that be-
cause the revenue has, say, doubled the
rate of taxation had doubled, An an-
swer to this was the case of the post
office, the revenue of which had in-
creased from three millions a year to
seven millions, while the rate of taxa-
tion, of postage, had been reduced by
forty per cent. on the whole.

Record of Trade,

Before 1896 the Liberals condemned
the Conservatives for the falling off in
the trade of the country. There was a
steady increase of course, but only on
an ‘average of $3,500,000 a year for
eighteen years of Conservative rule. In
the last twelve years the increase of
our foreign trade had averaged $34,-
000,000 2 year. Who was going to vote
against the Liberal government be-
cause of that?

The policy of the
government in putting in a population
of millions wenld alone inure to Brit-
ish Columbia as much as any portion
of Canada. This policy would not be
condemned by Victoria on October
26th; even the Conservatives admitted
it was one of the best features of the
government’s work,
Land Policy.

Prior to 1896 the timber lands policy
was one which Liberals denounced.
To railways had been given by the
Conservatives in eighteen years 32,-
000,000 acres of land, while only 10,000,-
000 acres went to settlers. In twelve
years the Liberal party had not given
one acre to any raflway. (Hear, hear.)
In the same time 35,000,000 acres had
gone to settlers. In eighteen years of
Conservative rule thére were 62,000
homesteads granted; in the last twelve
years there had been 222,000. (Ap-
plause.)

The Laurier government was con-
demned for giving railway subsidies,
and Premier Roblin in Ontario was de-
nouncing the ‘Globe and its president
and editor becayse that paper had ad-
vocated the giving of a subsidy of $3,-
600,000 to the Crow’s Nest Pass line.
But the Laurier government gave sub-
sidies without land. If those 32,000,000
acres were taken at their present value
of at least $10 an acre it could be seen
how much better it was to give a cash
subsidy of $3,200 or even $6,400 a mile.
The value of the land the Conservative
government gave away would pay off
the national debt and build the G. T.
P. The Conservatives and Mr. -Bar-
nard criticize the government for giv-
ing the land to the settlers and not to
the railways.

The timber policy of the Conservative
government had been denounced, be-
cause in eighteen years 29,322 square
iriles had been practically given away.
There was a bonus paid, it was true,
of an amount that averaged $4.13 per
squars mile! In“eleven years the Lib-
eral government had leased 6,456
square miles and got an average bonus
of $81.92 .per mile. (Applause.) Prev-
dous to 1889 there had been no compe-
tirion for limits, The systemn adopted
in 189 had remained in force until ‘a
year agc, so that all this criticism of
tte government was as much a critl-
eism of the Conservative policy, Under
that system & man who wanted a limit
suneyed it, described it to the crown
land agent and tenders were called for.
Th2 man who wanted. the limit had
most knowledge dbout it and in some
cases there was little competition, Dur-
ing the eleven years the system was in
force under the Liberals not one square
mile had gone to any but the highest
bidder. (Hear, hear.) The government
had changed this and now sent cruisers
over the land, had it surveyed and
valued, put an upset price on it which
was Kkept secret and then offeréd -the
limits to public eompetition. In ali the
so-called scandals raised by the oppo-
sition mot one case had been adduced
in which the man putting in-the high-
est offer did'not get the -timber for
which he bid. It might be that some
men got timber cheap; others paid
fully enough for it. A

Attention to Province.

Previous to;1896 British Columhbia had
been neglectedialtagether -by the Con-
servative part¥. The only public bulld-
ing in the pfé#vince was Victoria post
office and.perhaps that in Varcouver.
At the quarantine station ‘almost the
whole “expenditure had been by the
present government. A station ‘which
was in a disgraceful condition in 1898
wag, to-day . one'of the best on, the
continent. Were the government to
be ‘condemned because they had spent
five times as much in the last five
years on the. marine service as the
Conservatives spent in an equal perlod?
Or for having spent fifteen times* as
much on fisheries? ~Were the Conser-
vatives of Victoria on these grounds
going to vote for Barnard?

In aids to. navigation. the govern-
ment had spent large sums and had
now between 200 and 300 lighthouses
on this coast., Those at Pachena and
Estevan were the best on this con-
tinent. Yet the department was crit-
icized because of this expenditure. He
did not think large expenditures on
such account -would lose the govern-
ment many votes here. (Hear, hear).
The Liberals had enly expended the
revenue, putting the surpluses into
canals, harbors, aids to navigation, ex-
tension of the Intercolonial, opening up
southern British Columbia by subsi-
dizing the Crow’s Nest Pass railway,
sending a contingent to South Africa,
making increased expenditure on mili-
tia and payjnig bounties to the steel
and lead industries.

Those who condemned the Crow's
Nest subsidy should remember that
in a country wheére there was not
more than fifty people before the line
was built there were now half a dozen
flourishing towns and the price of
coal was assured at $2 a ton by the re-
tention of 150,000 acres of ceal lands by
the government. No sensible British
Columbian could vote against the gov-
ernment gn that policy or on the pol-
icy of bonusing lead and steel indus-
tries. All this had been done, it must
be remembered out of the revenue, and
the debt had not been increased more
than five millions in twelve years,

A Strong Claim.

“I have been trying to see wherein
the Conservative are going to vote
against me,” said Mr. Templeman,
“but I cannot. I do not know where
Mr. Barnard’s friends can vote against
me because I got a bonus for the E.
& N. and the Vancouver “Island &
Eastérn, to give direct railway connec-
tion between Victoria .and .the main-
land. Is there a Conservative going to
vote against me because I Secured
wireless stations on the Island on the
West Coast trail. or because I have
done so many good things for Vie-
toria?” (“No.”)

Sought a Scandal.

“There are a number of issues on
which Mr. Barnard can not recommend
hig friends to vote against me,” said
the minister. ‘“There is one thing on
which he probably would advise them
to do so. There was a whaling com-
pany, composed of local men, which I
am glad to know is in a prosperous
condition, which made application for
a license. Another company made ap-
plication for the same place, a com-
pany to be financed by a Norwegian. I
had to decide between the two. The
priority of claim was in favor of the
Victoria Whaling Company and I was
glad to be able to grant them the li-
cense, Mr, Barnard was the private
attorney of the Norwegian company,
and he sent the documents down to
Mr. Borden, who sought to make a
rublic issue of it. He thought there
was something wrong because, when I
had to decide, I decided in the interests
of Victoria stock-holders.” (“You did
quite right,” said two or three voices).

The minister asked if anyone wanted
to vote for the Halifax platform. (‘“No,
no.”) The only plank in it which was
original was that of government own-
ership of railways. Instead of that
the Liberal policy was one of govern-
ment control through the railway com-
mission, a policy which was working
splendidly and which had the confi-
dence of the people. No Conserva-
tive favored government ownership.

“I prefer to give my faith to gov-
crnment control and regulations
through the railway commission, one
of the most useful, powerful and in-
fluential "bodies in Canada,” said Mr.
Templeman. ‘“Last year, on a com-
plaint made to it, the commission or-
dered a reduction of the  passenger
fares in Alberta and Saskatchewan
from 3%%c to 3¢. In British Columbia
the companies charge 4c as a rule and
it is up to somebody to ask the com-
mission if it is not about time that
British Columbia travelers paid 3c a
mile and no more.” (Hear, hear).

The civil service commission was
now a reality, thus putting into oper-
ation a policy outlined by the Liberal
party and discussed long before the
adoption of the Halifax platform.

Feeling sure that I have
been of some benefit to the province as
a whole, knowing that I can be as to
the future of still greater benefit, I
come with the greatest confidence ask-
ing the people of this city to support
me, to elect me and to do so by a sub-
stantial majority on the 26th of this
month. (“We'll-do jt.””) I do not think
I -am asking too much.

“Our city has a magnificent future
before it. I want to help accomplish
that future. For one thing we have a
splendid harbor and we have a dredge
here now. The harbor, and the upper
harbor also, is going to be dredged to
twenty-five feet depth, or whatever the
board of trade thinks needful.

SIR WILFRID’S WELCOME
IN HIS HOME RIDING

Great Demonstration at Quebec East--Premier Tells
How Liberals Found Canada a Colony
and Made Her a Nation.

Quebec, Oct. 6.—The Laurier de-
monstration by the electors of Quebec
East shows the riding is still faith-
ful to him.  He was welcomed by
thousands. Sir Wilfrid made it plain
he wanted at least another five
years. The reply was evident, that
so far as Quebec East is concerned,
the mandate will be renewed.

During the meeting Sir Wilfrid
Laurier was presented with a large
volume bound in red leather and faced
with golden plate, duly inscribed. In-
side the volume was an address and
a requisition to the premier signed
by over 3,000 voters, asking him to
again become their candidate. Sir
Wilfrid consented to run once more
in Quebec East, despite his engage-
ments in Ottawa.

From the time the premier entered
the riding " until he left it he was
greeted with acclaim that was a strong
tribute to his personal popularity in
the constituency he has represented
since 1877.

The streets were lined with people
and several times during the premier’s
progress to the hall his carriage was
so surrounded with people he had to
rise and bow his thanks before going
any further. Most.of the way the pre-
mier was drawn by a pair of horses,
but when the carriage reached in prox-
imity to the hill the band of naval
students took the places of the animals
and drew the vehicle to the door.

Sir- Wilfrid Lourier spoke for over
an hour and was obvieusly touched by
the warmth of his reception and
opened with reference to the long
vears during which he had represent-
ed Quebec East and the pleasure he

still had in the fact that he r«
the confidence of the people
“When I came to East Quebcc he
said, “it was not with a crown of
tory, but fresh from a defeat :
thabaskaville, but I long had to t
the voters of Arthabaskaville f
defeat, since it has given me the ¢
and support of East Quebec.
“Sir Wilfrid then proceeded 1o
sketch the course of the Liberal party
since 1877, particularly emphasizing
its efforts ' to produce harmon:
amongst the various people 6f Canada
which, he declared, had been his life
work. He then referred to the defeat
of the Conservative government in
1894 and the Manitoba school ques-
tion. From this he argued that the
Liberals found Canada a colony in
1896 and made it a nation by securing
treaty-making power, increasing in-
ternal trade and garrisoning its own
military depots. The premier pro
ceeded to claim credit for the advance
in Canada’s per capita trade and then
spent ' some time in denouncing the
Conservative party as having no policy
or principle save an explanation of the
scandals, dealing with this along the
lines made familiar by him during the
past few weeks with regard to himself.
Sir Wilfrid raised a cheer by declaring
he never personally profited by office
nor unfairly attacked an adversary,
but had done his duty as his ability
permitted.: He also dealt with the
improvements to the ‘St. Lawrence.
In conclusion he declared that the
present big demonstration be a mes-
sage to Ontario. Quebec was still un-
der the Liberal flug and he assured
his audience that from recent experi-
ences in Ontario he felt sure the prov-
ince would do better for the Liberal
party than it had done since 1896.

LOG-PIRATE TOWED TO
HARBOR BY HIS PREY

B. C. Fishermen Unwittingly
Offer Help, But He Cuts
Adrift and Flees.

-Bellingham,  Wash.; "'Oct. 5.~Drdgged
into the very harbor area of Victoria
by the looted section of timbers he
was endeavoring to tow to a place of
concealment, a log pirate from . the
American side last week barely es-
caped capture by the irate British
Columbia loggers whose property he
wag making away with. The boli
bucaneer’s launch was only a sixteen-
foot craft, and not blessed with over-
mich horsepower, and the loot picked

two heavy sections of tilmbers of a size
to make the head-saw groan. ‘A heavy
tide was running and the daunchman,
with full steam ahead and swearing to
stay by his capture *till the big freez-
over” was pulled backward until he
was almost in Victoria.

Just as he was determining to leave
the tow and “beat it,” a crew of Brit-
ish Columbia fishermen unwittingly of-
fered their assistance in making way
with their countryman’s property, but
by ‘this time the persevering pirate
decided it was moving time, and cast-
ing adrift his unwieldy tow he make for
the American side and safety. The
fact that the logs were looted was not
discovered unti] he was well away and
beyond pursuit.

The exploit of the man over-powered
by his own prey was the clmax to
what is declared by residents of the
isiands to have been a carnival of log-
piracy  that surpassed for boldness
anything seen in Sound waters for a
long time. A big boom of logs, break-
ing loose somewhere on the British
side, was swept by the tide into the
Straits of Georgia. When it was sight-~
ed in broad daylight, a small fleet of
launches sprang up from apparently
nowhere and grappled onto’'the prey.
No one is willing to make outright al-
legations of theft, but it is certain that
the float when finally recovered by its
owners near the open sea, was consid-
erably smaller than when it broke its
moorings and' started on an indepen-
dent cruise. It is declared that some
thousands of dollars’ worth of logs in
all were detached from the main float
and towed ashore to varfous island
points.

The owner, brand and number of the
logs has, for the best of reasons, been
carefully concealed. So far as can be
ascertained the original possessors of
the plundered sticks have not yet
started an investigation looking to the
recovery of their erstwhile property.

KILLS WIFE; THEN SUICIDES.

Double Crime of Retired Hotel Keeper
Thought to Have Been Outcome of
Melancholia.

Scranton, Pa., Oct. 6.—Andrew Zydusa,
a retired hotel keeper, at Jessup, near
here, to-day shot and killed his wife, and,
turning the revolver on himself, commit-
ted suicide. Zydusa had been melancholy
for several days past, and he is believed
to have been in one of these moods when
he committed the double ‘crime.

Los Angeles, Cal.,, Oct. 6.—There was a
scene of riotous disorder in Justice Aus-
tin’s court yesterday, in which several
persons were injured in their attempt to
lynch Edward Martin, the negro who as-
saulted Miss Edith Ralston, a concert
singer, at College Grove, on Friday night.

Martin was spirited away to Superior
Judge Wilbur’s court, where he pleaded
guilty and was sentenced to life imprison-
ment.

‘Whereas the Corporation of the District
of North Saanich propose to extend and
continue Third street, Sidney Townsite,
northerly through Sections Twelve (XII.),
Thirteen (XIII.) and Fourteen (XIV.),
Range Four (IV.)

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TRADES AND LABOR
DELEGATES REPORT

C. Siveriz and W. H. Gibson
Outline Business Done at
Halifax.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The Trades and Labor Council met
last evening when the principal busi-
ness consisted of the receiving of a
report from the delegates of the local
body to the Trades and Labor Con-
gress that met in Hialifax. The dele-
‘gates were C. Sivertz and W. H. Gib-
son,

The council also took up the question
of the resignation of A, Johnson as as-
sistant caretaker of the post office. In
"view of the fact that there were some
delegates who held that the resigna-
tion had not been volumtary, a special
committee was appointed to go into the
subject.

On behalf of the labor day audit
committee a report was presented verb-
ally, Secretary Argyle. of the labor
iday committee, handed in & financial

rt giving in detail the receipts and
exXpenditure.

It was decided that with the consent
iof the donors the tombola prizes un-~
claimed should be divided between the
Orphans’, the Old Ladies’ and the Old
Men’s Homes.

Several other items of business of a
routine character were transacted.

The report of the two delegates to the
Trades and Labor Congress, C. Sivertz
and W. H. Gibson, was as follows:

To the Officers and Members of the
Trades and Labor Council.

Friends and Fellow Workers,—I1 here-
by wish to submit the following report
on behalf of myself and Mr, Gibson
as your representatives to the twenty-
fourth annual convention of the Trades
and Labor congress, which met in the
city of Halifax on the 21st day of Sep-
tember, 1908, I take great pride in stat-
ing that, by their efithusiasm and de-
votion to the labor movement, the
unionists of Victoria carry off, by all
cdds, the honors in representative
strength in the congress, when com-
parison is made of size and distance,
our city having sent two - delegates,
while the proud commercial metropolis
of our province was represented by one
delegate only. From a representative
point of view the gathering was a com-
plete success, the maritime provinces
being obviously strongly represented,
while the western provinces sent a
strong and influential contingent.

Lasted Five Days.

Besides the address of welcome by
the Hon. J. Murray, premier of Nova
Scotia, and R. Crosby, mayor of the
city of Halifax, the convention was
addressed by Rev. M. Shearer, sec-
retary of the Moral Reform Council of }
Canada, and J. Keir Hardie, M, P., who
attended the sessions of the congress
as honorary visiter. H, Frayne, fra-
ternal delegate from the American Fe-
deration of Labor, delivered a splendid
address, dealing largely with the edu-
cational and humanitariap aims of the
labor movement on the North Ameri-
can continent. His exhaustive exposi-
tion of the benefits conferred on the
people at large, both in and out of the
trades unions is another link forged in
the chain that binds us in a common
international brotherhood.

The deliberative work of the con-
gress was completed in nine sessions,
distributed over five days, the attend-
ance of delegates being full and even.
The writer of this had the good for-
tune of attending’all the sessions, be-
sides acting on the committee on
credentials,

The tone and character of the dis-
cussions throughout the convention
were fully up to the mark of previous
congresses, and sustalned, in a marked
degree, the reputation the leaders of
‘the labor movement in Canada have
already established, namely, a con-
spicuous ability to make a brilliant and
statesman like exposition of the labor
cause,

. Motion Defeated.

The subjects on which our delegates
were instructed by the council were
duly introduced in the form of reso-
lutions, with the exception of the mat-
ter relating to an independent legisia-
tive action, which was proposed in the
following motion:

Moved by C. Sivertz of Victoria, B.
C., “That a special committee be ap-
pointed for the purpose of considering
ways and means by which the Trades
and Labor congress of Canada can best
strengthen the growing sentiment in
favor of independent legislative action
on behalf of the working class.”

The motion was duly seconded and,
after a short debate, defeated, the con-
vention taking the view that, accord-
ing to resolutions passed at the Vic-
toria convention, political action on
behalf of, or by the working class, so
far as the congress 1s concerned, is in
the hands of the working people, sep-
-arate from and outside of the trades
union movwement, which 1is the only
sphere within which the actions and
activities of the congress lie, as a non-
partisan body, seeking and influenc-
ing regform legislation from any party
in powWer, regardless of its political
names or affiliations.

Membership Growing,

The report of the secretary-treasurer,
| MY, Draper, showed an increase in the
membership of 7,781; the receipts from
per capita tax showed a membership
of 40,728, representing 628 directly af-
filiated unions; the wevenue has grown
from $611 ten years ago to $8,906.44,
with an expenditure of $7,442.09, leaving

financial year. Twenty-two interna-
tional trades unions are now paying
per capita tax to the congress on their
Canadian membership,

The election of officers took place
at 2 pm. on the fourth day of the
convention and resulted in the re-
election of the executive council,
namely, president, Alphonse WVerville;
vice-president, James Simpson; secre-
tary-treasurer, P. M. Draper. The
election of the executive for British
Columbia resulted as follows: Vice-
president, R, P. Pettiplece, Vancouver;
W. H, Gibson and C., Sivertz, of Vic-
toria, and R. A. Stoney, of New West-
minster. P. M, Draper, of Ottawa,
secretary-treasurer of the congress,
was elected fraternal delegate to the
American Federation of Labor, while
the city of Quebec, P. Q., was selected
as the place of meeting.

Resolutions Introduced.

In accordance with the instructions
issued by the courcil previous to our
departure, your declegates introduged
the following resolutions, the conven-
tion deciding as noted below:

Introduced by Delegate Gibson, in-
structing the executive council to in-
troduce into parliament legislation
providing for same. Carried. Change
in the name of the congress, intro-
duced by the same delegate, to that of
the “Canadian Federation of Laoor.”
Inasmuch as the National Trades
Congress of Canada had by a resolu-
tion to that effect changed its name
at the annual convention held by that
body in the city of Quebec, aboyt a
week previous to the holding of. the
Trafles and Labor Congress, adopting
the very name that your instructions
embodied, the committee on resolu~
itions  reporting unfavorably., Your
delegates accepted the report.

Delegate Gibson also introduced the
amendment to paragraph 9 of the
platform of principles, making same
read: “Exclusion of all Asiatics,”
which was = carried unanimously.
Resolution declaring In favor of total
exclusion of all Oriental races, as well
as one condemning the policy of as-
sisted immigration, Introduced by the
writer, were, in common with a num-
ber of other resolutions on the same
subject, embodied in a substitute,
draftéd by the committee on resolu-
tions,- which was ‘deemed satisfactory
by the several movers. Needless to
say "that-the covering resolution pro-
nounced strongly in favor of the views
presented by your delegates.

A resolution regarding free school
books was unanimously carried, with
an amepdment in reference to land re-
serve that, same should be asked for
where such provision would apply.

A’ resolution recommending that steps
be taken to establish closer relations
between organized labor in Great Bri-
tain and, Canada was also introduced
by the writer. The committee on reso-
Jutions requested explanations as to
what specific steps were desired. Your
representative stated theg intent of the
resohition to be to have any steps taken
that $romised fuller paricipation in,
and better understanding, of our com-
mon gobd. Any step that, consistent
with the international trades union au-
tcnomy, would promise greater har-
mony amd the drawing together of-the
working people of Great Britain and
Canada. The chairman of the com-
mittee, by way of reply, informed your
delegate that the executive council
purposed to continue Mr, Trotter in
his present position as a special agent
to” the people of Great Britain. The
reply was accepted as entirely satis-
factory, on which understanding the
resolution was reported favorably and
carried.

‘Subsequent to the arrival of yeur
delegates at Halifax a telegram was
received containing a resolution which
the council desired us to submit to
the convention, to the effect that the
executive council be instructed to urge
the government to appoint as local
correspondents only persons that were
indorsed by the central bodies, where
such exist, or by the labor unions in
the respective localities, Same was duly
introduced by the writer and was,
after short explanation, carried un-
animously.

Salvation Army Immigration.

By a special arrangement, at their
request, Colonel Lamb, Superinten-
dent of emigration in Great Britain
and Colonel Howell, superintendent of
immigration in Canada, appeared be-
fore the convention for the purpose of
explaining to the delegates the system
of immigration in Canada, as well as
the methods used in selecting prospec-
tive emigrants in the TUnited King-
dom. Accordingly, at the opening of
the second session, pn the first day of
the convention, the two gentlemen re-
ferred to appeared before the con-
gress. Mr. W. R. Trotter, special rep-
resentative of the congress in Great
Britain for the past several months,
asked leave to read his report. before
the representatives of the Salvation
Army were heard, giving a reason for
this request that certain important
references of the two distinguished
gentlemen in the statements and ques-
tions that followed was something re-
markable and at times quite dramatic.
Every argument, explanation or excuse
they attempted to give in defence of
the Army’s immigration and coloniza-
tion schemes, so far as Canada is con-
cerned, was prompily met with refuta-
tion and carried away, as the morning
mist disappears before the penetrating
rays of the sun in June, so all the
propositions and claims of the Army
officers were dissolved to nothing be-
fore the enthusiastic and- overpower-
ing logic of the delegates, both on eth-
ical and economic grounds. The whole
enterprise was condemned as an un-
justifiable traffic for profits that re-
flected unfavorably on the religious
mission the Army, as a denomination,
had set out to fulfi] in its original in-
ception. = The general condemnation
was in every particular supported by
specific proofs, Mr. Trotter’'s report
furnishing such undeniable data and
proofs of a general emigration and
booking business that little, if any,
seemed to be lacking. It is only just
to state, in connection with this, that
Mr. Trotter has given proof of excep-
tional qualification for the great and,
often delicate task that he has accept-
ed for and on behalf'-of the working
people of Canada. The laber move-
ment in this Dominion of ours can, and
ought to be congratulated on having
secured the services of such a con-
scientious, tactful and energetic am-
bassador to represent us among the

British working people, and who will,
if giyen an opportunity to do so, suc-
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ceed in establishing relations of fra-
ternity, based on a recogaition of a
community of interests.

The Lemieux Aect.

The act providmg. for the establish-
ment of a boamd of investigation and
conciliation, and commonly referred to
as the Lemieux Act, came in for ear-
nest and lengthy consideration. Dele-

| gates representing trades directly af-

fected by its provisions, with few ex-
ceptions, made a peremptory demand
for its uhconditional repeal, character-
izing it as a failure and delusion. A
substitute for the resolution to repeal
the act was finally agreed upon, the
parties for and against the act accept-

ing same as satisfactory all round: the |

substitute providing to the following
effect:

1. Amendments to the act may be
proposed and forwarded to the execu-

tive council by any organization in [

affiliation. with the congress and af-
fected by the provision of the act:

2. The executive council will embody
the several proposed amendments into
a properly arranged amendment and
submit same to the government, urg-
ing its acceptance:

3. In the event of the government
failing or declining to -accept the
amendments, the executive council
will refer the matter of repeal to a
referendum vote of the entire. member-
ship of organized labor, as represented
in the affiliated or chartered bodies.
‘The majority of such referendum vote
to be an instruction to the executive
council. s

The Strike on C. P, R.

A special committee was appointad
during the convention to consider the
strike on the C. P. R. The committee
drafted a telegram, which was ap-
proved and forwarded to Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, expressing the regrets of the
congress at the continuance of the
strike and the hardships caused there-
by, and recommending the appoint-
ment of a committee for the purpose
of endeavoring to bring the parties to-
gether and effect a settlement. The
prime minister, in his * reply, pointed
out that a board of investigation and
conciliation had already been appoint-
ed; that full investigation had been
made; that while he deeply regretted
the strike with the losses and hardships
it meant to the men, the company and
the public, yet he had no power to refer
the matter to a committee or commis-
sion as suggested by the congress,
without the consent of the parties to
the dispute; that he had forwarded a
copy of the telegram  containing the
views of the congress on the matter
to the parties at interest and was
awaiting their reply. A telegram to
the same effect was sent to  R. L. Bor-
den, a reply to’ which had 'not been re-
ceived before the adjournment of the
convention. A motion endorsing the
position taken by the employees of the
C. P. R. in the present crisis, and re-
commending all affiliated organizations
to render such moral and financial sup-
port as they can, was carried. :

The eonvention decided, by a unani-
mous vote, to invite al affiliated organ-
izations to pay an amount, equal to ten
cents per member, for the purpose of
défraying the expenses of a special
agent to Great Britain. The decision
of the Winnipeg convention having
met with such remarkable success as
to fully justify the cost.

Express Indignation.

The telegrams referred to elsewhere
in this report relating to a resolution
re local correspondents to the Labor
Gazette, also contained a requést from
the council to the effect that your del-
egates nominate and promote the elec-
tions of Mr. Wm. McKay, the presi-
dent of this ‘central body. The tele-
gram was officially confirmed by a let-
ter received the day before the election
of officers, simultaneously a letter to
the same effect was received by the
secretary of the congress and read out
in the conventien. A third letter was
also received by an influential delegate
from Ontario, requesting him to nomin-
ate Mr. McKay. Your delegates were
at first disposed to do what they could
in compliance with: the request, But
the letter to the convention, and es-
pecially the one to an individual dele-
gate, commissioning him to nominate
vour choice, convinced your represen-
tatives that they had been judged and
condemned without a hearing. That,
without any good reason, you had
withdrawn your confidence from them
and appointed an agent from another
province over their heads, to cham-
pion your cause, branding your own
delegates as not possessed of suffi-
cient common honesty as to be trusted
to make known at least your expressed
wish. In view of which they did not
feel bound to exert themselves in favor
of your nominee.

The social functions in connection
with ‘the convention were as follows:

Monday evening; the first day of the
convention a reception and social gath-
ering in the city hall

Tuesday afternoon, an excursion on
the Northwest Armi and harbor, under
the auspices c¢f the proprietors of -one
of the daily papers of the city. In the
evening a public meeting, under the
auspices of the local branch of the
Canadian Labor party, in the largest
theatre, addressed by J. Keir Hardiz
and others.

Wednesday afternoon, a proposed car
ride through the city was abandoned
cn account of the pressure of work. In
the evening delegates were entertained
by the union of their craft.

Thursday, a banquet in Hotel Hali-
fax.
