A GATHERING OF KINGS.

Impressive Scene at the Opening of the
New Canal at Orsova.

Orsova, Sept. 29.—The kings of Servia
! and Roumania have arrived here to at-
| tend the ceremony on the opening of the
iron gate canal. They were warmly
greeted by Emperor Francis Joseph, of
Austria, who arrived yesterday accom-
panied by Count Gloluchowski. The
members of the Austria-Hungary cabi-
net and representatives ‘of " Germany,
Great Britain, Italy,” France, Russia
and other countries’ are also in attend-
ance. The Emperor of Austria, the
King of Servia and King of Roumania
embarked on board a steamer at 9:30.
The vessel was towed from the quay
down the river.amid a continuous fire of
salutes and the cheers of the thousands
of peopie upon the banks of the river,
which were lined with troops.

At the entrérce te the iron gate canal,
about four miles from the -city, the tug
cast off its line and the steamer upon
which were the 1zonarchs, snapped the
flower-laden, cord across the mouth of
the canal, thus formally opening the
work. :

Ovations by the multitudes were re-
ncwed  vs the imperiad party returned
to the station. The sovereigns then re-
turned to Kerkulsbad, where there was
a banquet in the cursalon, after which
the royal*ies bade farewell and depart-
ed. The towns were brilliantly illumin-
ated at night. .

THE RICH LE ROL

Old-Timers’ Reminiscences' =~ Connected
With ‘the Famous Mine.

E. J. Kelly and Oliver Durant were in
4 reminiscent mood ‘while dining together
at the Hotel Allan one -evening this
week. Their conversation turned upon
the days of 1890 when the first develop-
ment work was done on the now famous
Le Roi mine, when indeed the first work
was done in the Trail Creek camp. It
was in November of that year that Dur-
ant sent Kelly up from Spokane to the
Le Roi claim on Red Mountain’'with sup-
plies for the winter. ;

The Spokane Falls and Northern rail-
road had been completed as far as Mar-
cus and Mr. Kelly got pack horses
from that point up to the mine. Cold
weather was coming on and several days

of rain did not add anything to the com-
i fort of the journey. The first day out

from HMarcus ‘Kelly reached the cabin of

an Indian known as Sammy St. Pierre,
at the mouth of Big Sheep creek on the
| Columbia river, a little above and on
the opposite side from where the town
of Northport now stands. Sammy did
not have much room as he did ‘not offer
| & very cordial welcome. Durant had
given Kelly a bottle of fine whiskey
when he left Spokane and he proceeded
to make Sammy more agreeable by of-
fering him a ‘drink’ which was accepted
with that avidity characteristic of the
red man. Kelly himself had drank very
little from the bottle but now that he
was ecold and wet after a hard day’s
‘ride he was ready to do full justice to
 Durant’s gift. But Sammy, instead of
handing thé bottle back to Kelly, when
he had taken his drink, passed it on to
hi§ sqdaw who seized it and drained it
6, 'the ' last ,drop. The expression of
surprise, not to say disgust which spread
over Kplly's face may be better imagin-
ed 'thdn described.

Kelly arrived at the Le Roi the follow-
ing day, which was the 14th of Novem-
ber, and immediately commenced prepar-
ations to commence the incline shaft
now used for the mine. He had brought
some of his miners with him and found
others here. There were 18 inches of
snow on the ground and winter had be-
gun 'in éarngst. A .cabin was built on the
Nickel Plate flat and it stands there yet
just at the point of the Le Roi and War
Eagle road where it turns west to go
up the hill. Tt Wisa pretty hard win-
ter. Fresh beef was, packed in now
and then by the Ind#ns and occasion-
ally a deer was killed. Deer were plen-
tiful and there were some cariboo on the
flat' above Blue’s saw mill. - .

By the following spring the incline on
the Le Roi was down 37 feet and the
first shipment ;of  ore. was. made in the
summer of 1891. The ore was packed
on horses down to the Columbia river
and there loaded on the boat. It was the
first ore ever shipped from the camp
and yielded $80 a ton in gold. Both
Durant and Kelly are full of interesting
reminiscences of these early days of the

Ottawa, Sept. 23.—Yesterday was an-
other field day in the house of commons.

The sitting of yesterday had ‘bee.n
an. argumentative duel between Sir
Charles Tupper and Mr. Lauriér; yester-
day it was Mr. Foster and Sir Richard
Cartwright.  The subject was the fiscal
policy of the new administration.

One bill was introduced in the com-
mons yesterday. It ,came from M}',
Rogers, the Patron candidate, and it
proposes to amend the law respecting
the senate and the house of commons.
Mr. Rogers explained briefly. The bil!
proposed stopping members of parlia-
ment from: accepting and using passes
from railivay companies. A railway
did not grant favors without expecting
something in return.

Whatever it might be, Mr. Rogers said
the Patrons wished to put a stop to the
practice and to accomplish that he had
brought down the bill now introduced.

tection and attacked what appeared to
him to be the extreme points of the sys-
tem. But in 1887 there was a further
change enunciated in  the Malvern
speech in which the principle of protee
tion was practically accepted
Then came the day when the
Tiberal party, no longer content to en-
ter a simple negation to the system of
protection, began to cast ahout for a
policy to set up against it. Then com-
menced the search for a Liberal poliey.
Mr. Foster reviewed the progress of
that search. First it was commercial
union with the United States. and next
nnrestrieted reciprocity, settled down up-
on in 1888, Tn supnort of this Mr. Fos-
ier again quoted from Sir Richard.

Liquor on Sunday.

A fine of $35 and $2 costs was this
morning imposed upon. Henry Hutton,
proprietor of the Albion saloon, \\T‘.m
pleaded guilty to the charge of sell%ng
liguor on Sunday. In imposing the fine
Magistrate Macrae warned salooqkeep-
ers of the risk they were running in Of_—
ferding against the law.

“Whenever the holder of a license shall
be convicted of a statutory or crimix}al
offense the board of licensing commis-
sioners may upon proof of the fact of
the conviction of such license holder be
ing furnished them, cancel or revoke
the said license.”

But little information can be learned
of the matter here. he officials have
had no dealings with the men, the whole
thing having been engineered from the
east. The Free Press has, however, as
certained that the- demand of the men
is that there shall be a uniform mini-
mum wage to be fixed at $;'-0 per month.
This is° $§6 per month more than the
lowest paid operator on the western div-
ision, and.$15 more than is paid in some
parts east. At present wages are paid
on the line according to a man’s abili-
ties, the amount of work he has to do,
and such like circumstances. The cost
of living, climatic conditions; ete., are
also taken into consideration, fixing the
operator’s salary. Station masters, who

{ also do telegraphing at their stations,

are said to be concerned in the present
demand, as well as the men who are en-
gaged exclusively as operators. It 1s
also said that the men asked to be paid
extra for Sunday work and have a
month’s holidays every year.

Yesterday the following circular was
sent out to stations on the Waestern
division, from the. general superinten-
dent’s .office here:

“Sce thai all concerned, outsiders as
well as employees, understand that the
sole and only reason for the strike of
operators, if this one can be called that,
is that the management at Montreal de-
clined to deal with™ the grievance until
they had taken it up with the divisional
officers, and they had failed to adjust
them. So. far as I know no grievances
have been reported to-any officer on this
division. No employee has made ap-
plication for leave of absence or trans-
portation for the purpose of attending
the meeting at Montreal, nor is any em-
ployee representing the Western divi-
sion at the meeting.

The Umatilla is one of the finest
[coasting steamships on the Pacific coast:
{She'lis "owned by the’ Oregon Improve-
ment compan¥.and leased to the Pacific
Coast Steamship Company, and is worth
about $200,000, fully covered by insur-
ance in San Francisco. It was in the
spring of 1881, just preceding. the weil
remembered Villard boom, .. when ' the
Umatilla and a number of other steam-
ships, including the Willamette, Walla
Walla and Bernard Castle, “were brought
out to the coast. In the same year she
had been built in Chester, Pa., and was
intended for the Pacific coast coal trade,
plying -between San Francisco and
Puget Sound, sailing from New York in
command -of Capt. Frank Worth, who
is well known along this coast and par-
tieularly on Puget Sound, where he is
now pilot on the Lydia Thompson, run-
ning between Seattle and Whatcom.
She arrived in Portland, Or., on October
2, 1881, affer an uneventful voyage of
63 days. -John O’Brien, now .captain of
the steamer Utopia, was second officer.
Urnder command of Worth she remain-
ed in the-coal trade until February 9,
1884, when she ran on a reef near Cape
Flattery during: a blinding snow storm,
and afforded - a test of the metal in
O’Brien: She.commenced to fill, and the
captain . and : officers left her. Second
Officer Greenleaf, now a resident of Se-
attle, got away 'in ithe first boat, ‘and
the captain and the rest, with the ex-
ception, of O'Brien; .who was then first
officer, and Seamen: Hanlin and Hard-
ness, followed in the second boat. The
three mentioned left 6n a light raft,
lost sight of the captain’s boat before a
landing had been made and then return-
ed to the ship. On boarding her they
set the head sails, getting her off shore,
and at 7 p.m. the steamship Wellington,
for San Francisco from Departure Bay,
towed ‘her into Esquimalt bay, B. C.,
where she sank in deep water the next
morning. The steamer was afterward
raised , and found to be comparatively
unipjured. She. was repaired and put,
il At an inyestiga-
tion ‘held by the government inspectors
in, Seattle, Capt. Worth was exonerated
and ,First Officer O’Brien was highly
cojrmended for his bravery and skill,
Later. Capt. Holmes took her to San
Francisco. In 1889 she was taken out
of the coal trade, and after considerable
expense was converted inte a passen-
ger steamer. -‘She was then put on the
Puget Sound, Victoria and San Fran-
cisco route, where she has since safely
carried many thousands.of passengers.

“ANOTHER INJUNCTION,

Applied for to Prevent the Building of
¢ a Pile Bridge.

Just as it was thought the Point El-
lice bridge difficulty was settled, the
Consolidated Street Railway Company
have entered an objection to the comple-
tion of the pile bride. Yesterday the
company applied to the court for an or-
der to restrain the corporation from
pfoceeding with the bridge. Counsei
were to have been heard in the matter
at 11 o’clock this morning, but it was
adjourned for three days. The company

C.E., and G. E. Jorgenson, C.E., de-
claring that the proposed pile hridge is
rot, suitable for tramway trafie, and
from J. B. MeKilligan, manager of the
street raliway, who declares that :the
public are inconvenienced and the eom-
pany put to serious financial loss
through the condition of the bridge.
The company also have entered an ac-
tion for damages against the city. The
endorsement of the writ reads: “The
plaintiffs* claim is against the defendant
corperation for damages for breach of
contract and for wrongfully interfering
with the plaintiffs in the exercise of
their franchise and for an injunction re-

The amend-
ment to the resolution, asking that the
matter be deferred to a special meeting,
when a full and ample discussion of
this most important subject couldr have
been_taken ap in all its various aspeets,
was défeated; and T have since learned
that Dr. Davie, who has been from the
inception of the hospital, the most act-
ive, prominent snd best friend of the in-
stitutien, -has declined to take part in
the method adopted by the board.

I would draw your attention to a re-
solution instructing the building com-
mittee of the operating room to have
Drs. Davie and Richardson select the
recessiry furniture. Dr. Davie has told
me that notwithstanding his efforts to
have Dr. Richardson meet him in this
connection, that he has failed in his en-
deavors. Dr. Richardson, however,
sent in a 1eport without having consult-
ed Dr. Davie in the matter, and the
building committee has, therefore, had
much extra labor in the matter. I am
afraid that Dr. Richardson has become
a partisan in disagreements among the
medical men, which may result in a de-
+riment to the hospital. 1 beg to re(:ord
my objections to the recommondatl(_ms
of Dr. Richardgon, for the following
grounds: That the method does’ mnot
commend itself to me as being the pest
for the medical men, for the hospital,
nor for the patients, and I am prepared
to give my reasons when the board re
solves itself into a2 committee of the
whole. ;
