The Tea Duty.

The adjustment of the tea duty under
the revised tariff bill does not commend
itself. As the clause now stands
importation can be made via England
on through bills of lading as part of
cargoes for the English market, but
purchases cannot be made from bond
in England. Unless a great change
has taken place of late in the channels
through which the great bulk of our
teas reach Canada, the new provision
will be a soarce of considerable revenue,
for, after all, London may be called the
great tea emporium of the world. The
greater part of the tea crops from eastern
Asia are exported to London and there
sampled and sorted, and tea merchants
on this side of the Atlantic depend on
London grading and prefer buying in
bond in that market to importing
direct from Ceylon, China or Japan.
The duty of ten per cent. on teas from
bond in England may, therefore, be
viewed chiefly as a means to influence
direct tea importations by the big
Canada\Paciﬁc liners.

—&&smm Parliament.

Last Wedrieaday was.a day of great
interest in' parliament, inasmuch as it
brought the general debate on the taviff
to a close; and also the vote which de-
fined the strength of the respective
parties in the House. Mr. Laurier
made one of his excellent speeches early
in the afternoon, in which he eloquently
denounced and argued agaiu;‘t the pro-
tective tariff, but of course failed
to make any converts because he, at the
same time, was forced to admit that the
principle of protection must characterise
our tariff for a good many years to come.
It was an hour after midnight when
the division bells rang, and when the
vote was taken two hundred of the two
hundred and fifteen members were
present. The division was on an
amendment by Sir Richard Cartwright,
which received 72 votes,while 128 voted
againstit. There were four pairs, while
three members were absent, unpaired
on the government and two on the
opposition side. The Speaker, ot
course, did not vote, and Gloucester
had no representative present, owing to
the vacancy existing there. There was,
thus, an actual majority for the govern-
raent of 56 on this division, whereas,
with a full house and counting the
Speaker the government
would be 59.

Gloucester County.

The writ for the election of a mem-
 ber of the House of Commons for the
Courty of Gloucester to fill the vacency
caused by the resignation of Hon. K.
F. Burns, appointed to the Senate, was
issued on Saturday last. Nomination
day will be Saturday, 28th inst., poll-
ing day Saturday 5th May, and declar-
ation day, Thursday 10th May. '

Our advices from the County under
Tuesday’s date are as follows :—

There are two candidates "in the
field, viz :—Theotime Blanchard, Esq.,
our present M. P. P., and Laman R.
Doucett, ex-Sheriff of the County.
Both aspirants are actively engaged in
the canvass of the electors, but if we
are to judge by the expressions which
come to us from all parls of the elec-
torate, Mr. Blanchard is by long odds
the favorite. In the lower end of the
County, where he is best known, he is
very popular and even his enemies will
agree that he will have a majority.
That he will take in the northern por-
tion a fair vote is readily conceded.
‘With these admissions in view, it is
not to be wondered at that his friends
consider his election reasonably sure.
When we add to this the fact that he
is supported (and when I say supported
I mean it in its full sense) by all the
prominent persons who for a number
of years, have stood to each other and
been eminently successful against all
comr s for the past twenty years, we
are led to the conclusion that his
majority will be so great as to result in
his opponent’s losing his deposit.

" Since his return from Fredericton
Mr, Blanchard has held meetings in
St. Therese, Belledune, and preen
Point and was heartily greeted By his
Acadian friends. At St. Therege the
defeated local candidate sought to pre-
vent a good hearing for Mr. Blanchard
and his friends, but that was frustrated,
and there iy no doubt Blanchard will
receive a majority of votes in {hat dis-
trict. At Belledune and Green Point
yesterday there was a very large at-
tendance of electors and no Doucet
opposition was heard of. '

Mr. N. A. Landry is taking no part,
up to this time, having been cast off,
not by his friends, but by some of
those he has ably assisted in the past—
those whose ingratitude to him will be
remembered by the true friends of Mr.

Landry when they cast their Lallots on
5th May. Mr. Blanchard is still in
the parish of Beresford and will hold
" meetings there to-night.

A self-appointed Instructor.

We observe that the World is
worrying itself over the bill sent to
the legislature authorising the issue
by the Municipality of Northumber-
land of bonds to provide improved fire
facilities for the Town of Chatham.
Like even more reputable agencies
which never attempt to assist in the
promotion of public improvements, but
exhaust their powers in carping at the
work of those charged with public
management, the World sets up im-
aginary difficulties and proceeds to
knock them down again, thus showing
activity, if not intelligence. If the
World, bad taken the trouble to apply
for information to the Warden of the
County, who prepared the billin question
for the Assembly, or had enquired of
the gentleman who introduced it
in the Assembly at Fredericton, he
would have found that it contains a
much better provision for the econom-
ical redemption of the debentures
than is proposed by that paper. As to
the advice so impertinently tendered to
““our four representatives”,they will pro-
bably think the World would be better
employedinimparting instruction nearer
home. Neither our representatives
nor their constituents have heretofore
shown either need or disposition to act
upon advice from the quarter indicated,
nor are our municipal affairs conduct-
ed in such a primitive way as to make
them susceptible if betterment by any
process which the editor of the World’s
experience would enable him to propose.
It seems ridiculous forone to under-
take the role of teacher before he has
himself became even a learner. :

What Next?

Mzr. Pitts, Mr. Powell and other oppos-
ition leaders at Fredericton now propose
to do away with the publication of banns
of marriage, thus compelling everybody to
bay licenses. There are two most serious
objections to this proposition.
surprising that Mr. Pitts wishes to abolish
the publication of banas, for it is in the
general line of his policy, and the fact
that no other oppositionist repudiated
his proposition shows that he is the
virtual leader of that thoroughly reckless
organization.

Their Iaconsistency.

Mr. Blair caught the opposition very
neatly last Friday aftcrnoon whea the
resolution relating to the consolidation of
the ststutes was under consideration in
the Assembly. He showed they
were now admitting that the legislatien
promised in the speech from the throne
was of the greatest importance, wheress
they had claimed, during the discuasion of
the address, that it was of ne importance
at all. Mr. Pitts made no reply, ror did
any of his followers.

The Place for Pitts.

Many of Mr. Pitts’ admirers seem to
think that he is too good for this world —
that heaven is his home. We incline to
the belief, however, that he is better
adapted to Newfoundland, where his
talents in journalism and politics would
have full play. Our view of the matter
is founded on what we see in a paper of
“The Ancient Colony” respecting ex-
premier Whiteway.

‘‘Money-bag Whiteway ; the knight of
political shreds and patches ; the knight
of the rueful countenance ; the man of
founder shares notoriety ; the man of
mining, dock and railway bribes ; the man,
above all others in the colony, who has
not hesitated to wade through slaughter
to political prominence and to shut the
gates of mercy on the penple of his adopt-
ed country : an embezzlor of -the public
money ; this glaring beacon of consummate
crime.

It couldn’t be more Pittsonian if Pitts
himself had written or spoken it.

A New Horror in the Province.

People connected with the public life
of the province are brought face to face
with a new discouragement, the effects of
which are more manifest, perhaps, at
Fredericton than elsewsere. If they are
on the government side they can endure
the results of midnight opposition prowl-
ings and hunts with scavenger-hooks
about private dwellings of the celestial
city for szaudals to be set afloat ; and
they can sustain with eqnanimity the
cyclone verbosity and fakirism of leader
Pitts ; if they are on the opposition sffle
they can find comfort in the fact that,
although they have exhausted the patience
of the country and scared spectators from
the Assembly galleries with the dulness,
insipidity and ineffectiveness of their
session’s campaign, they can still

but both government ani opposition
sides, and society leaders as well, feel
that an insidious monster is abroad, ready
to fall upon them without warning and
with an effect worse than a nightmar» and
more nerve-shattering than the horrors of
the D. Ts. The proverbial pestilence that
walketh abroad in the noonday, and the
grippe, which leayes ilsvictim a semi.
paralytic, are not more to be dreaded
than this insidious enemy. The fall of
the sword of Damocles was not a
greater terror, a Malay running amuck
not to be less depended upon for the
lacation of his deadly attentions. There-
fore, it should be proposed that the
chirches pray and the Assembly enact,
that, hereafter, no person other than
criminals or insane persuns shall be the
victims of illustration by the St. John
Telegraph’s engraving bureau the
columns of that otherwise excellent
journal.

; Blshop Medley's Life Work.

This review of the life- work of Bishop
Medley is from the London Guardian and
was written by Mr. Geo. R. Parkin, an old
friend of the Bishop, who knew him well:

Churchmen #hose memory runs back
half a century can recall a period in the
history of the Church of England when, in
tae selection of missionary Bishops, the
best that England had to give was not
deeined too good for the wants of the in-
fant colonial Church. With the deepen-
ing of spiritual_life and earnestness at
home had come a decpened seuse of re-
sponsibility in respect of the new founda-
tions which was being laid abroad, and
men practically assured of a great career
if they remained in the mother land, men.
such as the Church in England would
hesitate to spare to-day, were freely given
to the work of building up the Church in
the new lands beyond the seas. That it
was a wise liberality is proved not only by
the striking expansion of the Church in
the colonies, but still more by the pre-
vailing allegiance in these new fields of
acrivity to the best traditions of the
Church at home. The vast growth of'
population which has tuken place in
Euglish centres, necessitating the.enlarge-
ment of the Episcopate, and the increased
demand for the ablest adminisiration as
the Church occupies new ground and
indentifies itself with new interests, make
it increasingly difficalt for Eungland to
spare men of this type now. Fortunately,
the necessity is not so great; the founda-
tions have been firmly laid and average
men are more easily able to carry on the
work of completing the structure. -

The impoitance, however, of the fact
that exceptional men were sent out in
those early days can scarcely be exagger-
ated. It was seen in the career of Bishop
Selwyn in New Zealand; it will now again
be made clear to these who read Dr.
Ketchum’s record of the life and work of
the late Metropolitan of Canada and first
Bishop of Fredericton, which has lately
appeared in Canada. As a simple record
of devoted work and far-sighted wisdom in
Church government, the Bishop’s Life
deserves to become widely known through-
out our Anglican communion, and it as-
suredly will yet come to be recognized as
nosmall addition to the noble anuals of
the Church. Ragret will be felt by mary
that little use has been made of the
Bishop’s correspondence, which, from-his
close connection with leadérs of thought
in England, would doubtless have thrown
interesting light on Church movements.
The material for a much fuller biography
must exist, but ina comparatively small
volume something is to be said for the
reserve whicl directs its attention chiefly

Itis no mere tribute of personal de-

votion which connects John Medley with

the great names of the church andAes-

cribes him as an exceptional man. Work-

ing on quiet lines in & distant diocesa,

with no ambition that his doings should

stir the echoes of the euter world, Bishop

Medley was little kaown to the younger
generation of Churchmen in England.

Most of his English contemporaries he
had outlived, but a few survive who knew
his weight and worth. Lord Coleridge,

in a latter quoted in this volume; mentions
Mr. Gladstone’s opinion that_‘‘his was
the wizest head that wore a mitre,” and
adds for himself, ‘‘his goodness, his
accomplishments, his noble simplicity,
I have seldom known approached in the
experience of what is now a long l.fe.”
Jchn Keble admitted him the inner
circle of his friendship, and proposed to
devote the profits of an edition of the
““Lyra” to the work of his friend’s diocese.
Twenty years ago at Oxford Dr. Pusey
said that, before the call to Fredericton,
he “‘had often wondered for what Tgreat
work God was preparing Medley by his
long discipline of thought and suffering.”
In the years immediately before his
acceptance of the bishopric his mother had
been killad by his side in an accident,
and the deaths of a son, of his tirst wife,
and his eldest daughter had previously
followed each other in rapid succession.
| Such were the friends and such the out-
look which Bishop Medlsy gave up to go
to New Brunswick, then from lack of
communication , much more of a land of
exile than any colony could be considered
now.

Something is taken from the form of the
biography bsfore us, and much added to
its value as a diocesan record, by the fact
that the first five chapters are devoted to
a study of the condition and history of
the Church in New Brunswick prior to the
Bishop’s arrival. 7T'hat study is necessary
to an unders’anding of what was accom-
plished afterwards. The diocese hag just
been separated from that of Nova Scotia;
its missionaries, though zealous, wera
totally inadequate in number; it had re-
ceived littls Episcopal supervision; there
wag no cathedral, church architecture was
unknown, music neglected, few joined
in the responses at the public worship,
and the church depended almost entirely
for support upon money grants from
Eagland. To change all this came the
Bishop, his heart full of the revival of
Church life and thought at home. But
that very fact exposed him to vehement
opposition and deep distrust. Extreme
Low Church views prevailed in parts of
the province, and the party which held
them were strangely suspicious: their case
at the moment was strengthened by the
shadow thrown over the Hign Church
movement by secessions to Rome.
¢ Puseyits” was the term of reproach and
full at the time of passionate meanings
that seem etrange envugh now "in the
Jight of later knowledge and calmer judg-
ment-— with which every strong expres-
sion of Church truth, every reform in,
church architecture or music, every at-
tempt to foster reverenée in worship, was
met and denounced.

How the Bishop used the diet of holy
living and taaching and zealous werk to
effect his remedies instead of the physic
of religious controversy; how he suffered
misrepresentation in silence till at last his
bitterest opponents became his loyal sup-
porters; how he completed his cathedral
(the first undertaken in the colonies or in
Ameriza), and after years of anxious effort,
making it an example of architectural
excellence which has radically changed
the ideals of church construction within
and far without the borders of his diocese,
and among other religious bodies as well
as his own, how the building of the spirit-
ual temple on the lines of almost Aposto-
lic prudence went hand-in-hand with ‘the
rearing of the physical structure; how he
lavished his own means for the service of
the Church and trained his people to the
habit of giving; how he saw his clergy and
churches multiply; how in his later years
he found himself surrounded by a love and
Ioyalty such as few Bishops have won, and
which of itself held party feeling in singu-
lar restraint—all this and more may be
gleaned by the careful reader from the
pages of this volume.

to

One feature in the book as a biography
is wanting. By confining himself chiefly
to picturing the Bishop as the wise ruler
of the Church the author teems to have
erred by an excess of reverence. Who
that remembers him will not wish that a
special attempt had been made to give a
vivid picture of the curiously interesting
personal.ty of the man? who that recalls
the Bishop’s own delight in personal re-
miniscences, and Gescriptions even of the
foibles and peculiarities in his heroes—a
Wellington, or a Johnston, or a Hooker—
would doubt his own approval of such a
memorial? The contrast between his gruff-
‘néss and curt replies in moments of
abstraction and the exquisite gentleness
and courtesy of his manner at times
when his mind was free; the firmness of
‘will, not to say obstinacy, with which he
carried out any plan, however slighit,
that he had once determined on; his child-
ish simplicity in the smaller affairs of life;
his-extraordinary interest in military his-
tory and accurate -knowledge of the Napo-
lednic wars especially; his keen sease of
numor; his fund of amusing anecdote
drawn from the actual experiences of life;
these and other characteristics of the man
might furnish abundant material for
a more complete purtrait without detract-
ihg in the least from the primary impres-
sion of greatness and goodness. Of his
personal . appearance, ton, some gmaphic
remembrance would not be amiss: the
stern features and often cold expression,
which had yet such a wonderful facility of
lighting up into a glow of sympathy
and benevolence; the slight limbs sar-
mounted by a sturdy chest and massive
head; the alert steps ; the quaintness given
to his short figure by the episcopal attire,
which drew upon him in his travels in
out-of-the-way places notice or remarks
which he would narrate with appreciative
humor. Sometimes his anecdotes were
the best of all comments on hisown
peculiarities of temper or habit, as, for
instance, his account of the stable boy,
asked, with an abrupt impatience, why
tne carriage ordered half-an-hour before
had not appeared, spiringing up inio the
loft and, in the Bishop’s hearing, rousing
the sleeping and neglectful coachman with
“Jump, Bill, here’s the little Euglish
Bishop cussin’ and swearin’ all round the
yard.” Or the open-mouthed wonder of
the Somersetshire lad, fresh from hume
conceptions of dignitaries, at finding him-
self riding along to church in an old farm
wagon, over a rough country road, side
by side with the Bishop who was about to
contirm him.
His preaching had about it s pecnliarity

in manner and eff:ct siogularly impressive,
The preliminary
prayer (many will remember the Collect for
the Seventh Sunday after Trinity as an
especial favorite with him) seemed of itself
by the tone and manner of utterance to
rivet at once the attention and arouse the
expectatiou of hearers. But when a crowd-
ed congregation had listened with rapt
attention from the first word of & sermon to
the last, it probably never occared to a
single listener to thiok of him as an accom-
plished orator.  Scarce a gesture reneved
his delivery; from time to time his eyes were
raised from his manuscrip with a strangely
solemn and searching look., but that was
all. The power seemed to lie partly in the
absorbed and anconsciovs earnestness of the
preacher, partly in a singular intellectual
sincerity which instantly appealed t» com-
mon sense_and reason, and partly to a fal-
ness of knowledge, a breadth of view and a
variety of terse expression which never failed
him and never failed to instract and edify
Men went away feeling not that they had
listened to a splendid sermon, but that had
got a new grip of living truth.  **Your ser-
mons are as easy asan old shoe, sir,” was
the comment of a peasant among his Devon-
shire congregation ia early curate days.
The remark naturally passed into currency
as a test of effective preaching, and forty
years later it was quoted with apocryphal

tion in his pr among a distin-
guished partly (I think at Caddesdon), when
he was delighted to establish his right to be
considered the original of the ‘‘old shoe.”
The preaching of forty years fad only con-
firmed his claim toit. It would ba well
if his instruccions to his own clergy on the
art of preaching and the duty of doingit
well, given by Canon Ketchuam in extracts
from the Bichop’s primary Chérge," could it
in these days be widely réad and intelligently
carriedout. They lsnd themselves to
quotation: —

“‘Preach the Word,’ is the etproal com-
mand; and what must be done in obedience
to (God ought to be done ic the best possible
manper.  Oae of the great fanlts commonly
found with sermons is that they are dull.
Preachers do not snufficiently study variety
and copiousness of information. They
‘bring’ not ‘forth out of their treasure things
new and old.”  Either they dwell on single
points of doctrine in every sermon, in almost
the selfsame words, or confine themszlves to
the same round of moral duties, or preach
about nothing but the Church, or else they
never mention it. If we take the Scripture
for our guide we shall find ia otherwise,
Continual variety 1s fonnd in the Word of
God. History and exhortation, precept and
parable, sententious proverbs, simple narra-
tives, holy and comforting doctrines, sup-
ported by weighty arguments, and followed
by practical exhortations, are interspersed in
rapid eucession in its sacred pages. I would
advise my younger brethren not to confine
themselves to single trite texts, divided into
three regular parts, with the same kind of
conclusion for all. It is useful often to ex-
pound a longer passage of Scripture, as, for
instancy, a parable, a Psalm, or one Gospels
or Epistles of the day; and by following in
the work of the Church throughout the
year we are sure to obtain a variety of
useful and interesting  subjects, Thus the
lives of the saints, the sayings of our
Saviour, the Christian spplication of the
Jewish Psalms, the principal avents in our
Lord’s life, the prophecies of His first, the
signs of His second advent, the doctrines and
duties contained in the Creed and the Com-
mandments, prayer and the sacraments, the
nature, constitution, and progress of the
Church, will all in their turn furnish matter
for instruction. Decies repetita placebit.”

In his visits to Eagland, to the United
States, and to the remoter provinces of
Canada he was much sought after as a

preacher, but it may be doubted if his ser-
mons ever produced the profound impression
abroad which they never failed to do at
home. There the character of the man,
his single-mindedness, sincerity, transparent
honesty of purpose, his simple nobleness
of life, seemed to be behind every sentence
and every argument, giving them multiplied
force and meaning. His cathedral town was
the legislative, judicial, edueational, and
military céntre of the province, and the con-
gregations which gathered to hear him usu-
all included numbers of able or caltared
men and women. Distinguished visitors were
noteseldom heard in the cathedral pulpit,
but his people, whom he had instructed so
long, often confessed to a feeling of dis.
appointment when any other took his wont-
ed place. For keeping alive a sustaine.i in-
terest through a long series of years few
men in the Church bave sarpassed or
equalled him. This was partly due to his
own perernial interest in fresh thought and
literature, maintained till the latest year of
his life.

Two or three special features of his work
and views should be referred to. He aimed
at having every seat in every church in his
diocese absdlutely free and unappropriated,
setting the example in his cathedral, and in
the parish charch built at his own expense
for Fredericton. and urging it wherever
church-buiding was undertaken. To him
the Church of England failed wherever it
did not make itgelf the Church of the people,
and especially the Church of the poor. In
one of his charges he speaks of exclusive
property in church seats as *‘alike forbidden
by Scripturs and unsanctioned bythe cus-
tom of the purest ages of the Church.’
He lived to see his ideal carried out in fully
80 per cent, of the churches of his diocese,
though scarce one had been quite free when
he came. To the development of synodical
government for the colonial church he
gave his hearty sapport. While feeling
that the Establishment at home had
struck its roots too deeply into the soil
to be uprooted without the gravest dan-
ger, he yet regarded the absence of
any [Establishment as an unqualified
advantage to the Church in the colonies.
He used to speak of the curse of respecta.
bility which tne Church - in his diocese had

inberited from the exclusiveness of the
Crown Colony days, and by word and ex-
ample he did the best to break it down.

While slow to judge any man or any in-
dividual case, he held very strong views
about the harm done to the Church by the
too ready acceptance of colonial sees, fol-
lowed by an easy and eariy resignation.
No claims of wife, or children, or friends,
nothing but .absolute incapacity for work,
seemed to him to justify such acourse. A
translation might eccasionally serve to
mark the unity of the Church, but such
cases were rare and exceptional, A Bishop
going to a colouial see was as an officer
going on a campaign—rarely justified
in withdrawing from the post of difficulty
by any personal consideration, In his own
case he counted the cost and from the first
was fully resolved to live and die in his
diocese. Not merely in later life, when he
expressed it amid tumultuous applause in a
great London missionary gathering, but from
the very first the thought of his heart about
his diocese was ‘““The Lord doso to me,
and more also, if ought but death part
thee and me.” Even in the case of his
dear personal friend, Bishop Selwyn, he
always questioned, at least in private, the
wisdom of the change from New Zealand
to Lichfield, thinking that there might
well be ahigher command than thatofa
sovereign. For the great issionary
Bishop to have died under the southern
Cross at the post which he had so adorned
might, he thought, have consecrated
missionary effort as it had seldom been
before. It was with no little warmth that
he himself contradicted in the Zimes,
about ten years before his death, some
reports that he intended to resign. Yet no

one loved England better than he, or had
more reason to do go. There he had gathered

around him all the assoications of a happy

childhood. There he had mingled freely

i one ofthemnat cultured, as well as the
most spiritually minded, circles of his time,

or of any time. There he had won affsction
such as falls to the lot of few. A distin-
guished public man, a stranger to him,

after nearly fifty years, recalls the fact that,
led by chance to attend the eervice at
which he parted from his people at Exeter
in 1845, he saw no dry eye of young or old

in that ‘crowded congregation. To an old
Oxford friend he once said that he never
landed on the shores of Eogland without
feeling an inclination to kneel down and
kies the ground. It is no wonder that,
when offered the see at Fredericton,
asked for a month in which to consider
the proposal. Butit was with an equally
deep and sincere affectioh that he . told his
own people, on parting from them to attend
the last Lambeth Conferance, that the
happtest day of his visit to England would
be that on whicl he started to return to
them. His natural resting.place is where
he lies, under the shadow of the cathedral
which he built, and near the altar where he
served 8o long. There his grave will
become a place of pilgrimage to thousands to
whom his teaching made clearer the vision
of a higher life.

Abolish all Prohibitive Liquor Laws.

So much for the visitor’s stomach ;
now for his self-respect ! As a native of)
the State most strenaous in its policy of
prohibiting the sales of liquor, I have
veen now and again a curious collecton
of the divers and sundry ruses resorted
to in evasion of the statutes by its best
citizeus, and I am able to note the latest|
as experienced during the present sum{
mer. At a certain watering-place hoter’
within its paternal jurisdiction, guests
who desired wine at dinner, or stimulants
at other times, were invited to purchase
a keg of an interesting compound known
as root beer. A price for this alleged keg
was charged to them on their hotel bill,
and they were at liberty to visit the wine
room, or to order from the waiters any
liquors desired, until this price was
exhausted, when another keg of root
beer was charged to them, and so on!
This, of course, is only one of hundreds
of 'such devices, which are the rule and
not the exception in the liguor-prohibit-
ing States. And I beg to ask, wha
respect a State can expect its citizens to
nave for its laws, or for themselves, when
forced to hibitually resort to a deceit
which deceives nobody, in order to
live as they see fit and as they
have an inalienable right to live ?

Liquer has always propeily been, and
always properly will be, a subject o
revenue, or, as it is called, excise, and
this excise is most conveniently levied
in the shape of licenses. Of licences,
nigh and low, high license is doubiless
the best for all concerned, as providing
clsaner and more sumptuously sppointed
drinking places, with that modulation
and betterment of manners and of speech
to which elegance of surroundings will
always conduce. But prohibitive 1quo
laws - should be diseontiuued, - because
sixty years of certainly faithful teial
have shown them to bhe fallures; danger-
ous to the public peace, the public health,
and the public morals; against public
policy as tending to bring all reasonabl.
laws into bad repute, and against absolute
rght as an interference of the law mer-
chant with the jurisdiction of the criminal
law ; enac:ed, as criminal laws are anact-
ed, by those who are not supposed to
come under thewr operation. *

Much of what has been said of pro-
hibitory liquor lawa in this paper might
a!so bhe said of the usury laws,* which are
of the family of crime-creating statutes,
which are always peadily evaded and
which interfere with the market value
of the commodity protected. But - there
is this difference, that usury laws are
demanded by the protected class, whil
prohibitive liquor laws are not and neve
can be.

Admittiog freely all that can be said
about the horrors which liquor can work,
sociologists as well as Samaritans know that
no public evil can be dealt with abstractly—
dragged up by the roots and extermimated
in a single ewoop of virtue. Sinful as the
liquor industry may be, its absolute and
sudden anaihilation would throw millions
out of employment, and put starvation into
the room of competence 1n countless homes,
to remain until, by the slow labor of econ-
omists and publicists, capital and labor ‘had
readjusted themselves to the new condition.
Aud the literal interpretation of statutes
at present upon the statute-books of certain
American, States would send fathers ot
families to State prisons toserve out terms of
sixty or a buadrel yarrs —uador ennn!stiv:
sentences which more tiau cover tus nacuia.
lives of men., Fortunately, however, the
drioking of liquor does not dastroy either
the body or the soul. The best evidence
obtainable by medical industry intimates
that, while, as everybody knows, the
temperate outlive all other classes, even the
habitually intoxicated man may, and does,
outhve the rigid and inexorable total ab-
stainer who refuees to his organism the
stimulant which overworked or overstrung
human systems sometimes insist upou.t

Ido not know what evidence can be
subpoenaed as to the loss of souls. But,
admitting the occasional loss of a soul, the
question might arise as to whether a soul
could not be saved at too high a price.
Should an entire community like the State
of Vermont, or of Maine, or of Kansas, or
like Boscon, or the city of New York, for
example, imperil its sanitary existence to
save any one given human soul? Or how
large or how small a community should be
allotted to peril per soul? It requires a
strong stomach and a tranquil nervous
system to absorb ice water, and dyspeptics
and excitable persons are not always de-
serving of death at the hands of the State.

I know that the easy-going humanitarian
answer to this is, that all prohibitive liquor
policies carry within themselves the seeds
of their own dissolution, since thev are
only agitated in sparsely settled localities,
from which, as populations thicken there,
they gently disappear.i But, meantime,
if the traffic in liquor is dangerous, these
policies are working an enormous harm to
the communities where they are tolerated.
All history proves that there is no institution
or system inthe world which it has ever
been attempted to stifle by legislation which
is not to-day astixed and immutable as
the hills. The efforts of the Eaglish Puari-
tans to abolish the theater made theatrical
performances parcel of English civilization.
The attempts of thé middle” ages, the
Icquisition, and the Index, to destroy the
printiug press made the printing -press a
necessity of life everywhere. If liquor is
dangerous to the United States of America,
philanthropists and patriots should be
careful how they pass laws against 1ET\

News and Notes.

The Executive Board of the Patrons ot
Industry, which met in Toronto last week,
has determined ' to make representations
to the Government with 1eference to the
proposed subsidy to an Atlantic steamship
line. They will urge that the bonus be
only granted on comdition of sufficient
accommodation for freight and reasonable
rates therefor,

A few days ago the Bank of Eagland pre-
sented a return to the House of Commons
showing that there were notes of theirs to the
amouat of nearly $10,000 that were issued
more than forty years ago and had never
been presented for payment, Bank notes,

like other slips of paper, occasionally get
destroyed by accident. The Bank of England
has always proudly declined to take, advan-
tage of any accidents befalling their »-notes,
provided they can be assured of “the good
faith of those who appeal to them. Among
the curiosities of Threadneedle street they
have, or they had, not a great while ago,
w a little glazed frame displayed on the wall,
the charred remains of a note that had been
taken out of the fire of Chicago. As a note
1t had been completely burned, but the
material of which Bank of England notes
are made is of such a character that it was
sull possible to establish the facts that it
really had been a bond, and the number and
value were still discernible. It was there-
fore cashed.

NEW BSUN SWIOE LEGISLATURE.

Ia the legislature on Wedaeaday afternoon,
11th, Mr. Pitts, in moving that the report
of Judge Fraser and the evidence in the
Bathurst investigation be referred to the
committee of the whole, said he had every
respect for the opinion of Judge Fraser,
but he thought hie honor was astray in
tindiog that there was no truth in the
complaints made by the Protestant minority.
He (Pittd) wished to say that ' he was fully
satisfied"with the way in which the evidenee
was taken at the inquiry. It had been a
most full and exhaustive inquiry, and the
Protestant minority could find no fault with
it in that respect. Mr. Pitts then proceeded
to show that the allegations in the complaint
had been proved, aud said the Protestants
of this country would never be satisfied as
long as the public money went to maintain
sectarian schools, as long as public schools
were maintained in religious buildings and
ander ecclesiastical control. They would
never be satisfied while sisters of charity
were allowed to teach in the public schools
wearing “their peculiar garb. It was the
nterference of the Catholic clergy with
the schools that was producing such
organizations as the Protestant protective
association and the American protective
association, and unless they stopped this
po'icy serious results would follow. The
present agitation in this province would
continus until some government obtained
the reins of power that would -have the
stamina to stand Ly the school law as it
had been passed by the will of the people.

pression that the Protestants of Bathurst
head a real grievance. What were the facts ?
That from the passage of the school law
down to 1889 the public schools existed in
Bathurst towo., Doring that time the
QOatholics maintained their own schools, and
notwithistandiug that they were largely in
the majority and paid most of the taxes, the
Catholics allowed the Protestants to have
full swing in the runuiog of the public schools.
Previous to 1889 the cost of the public
schools had been about $1,100.- Since the
Catholics came under the law there-has been
an additional cost of about $350, the number
of pupils since then attending the public
schools having nearly doubled. Protestant
children have in every respect all the
privileges they enjoyed previous to 1889,
and the same condition of things exists to-
day as previous to 1889, regarding teachers in
the grammar and pablic schools, aad as
regards grades.
COMING TO BATEURST VILLAGE,

Dr. Stockton said the bill should be re-
vealed altogether. It was practically a dedd
letter.

Hon. Mr. Blair eaid the law worked well
in many parta of the province. In St. John
particularly the registrar (Mr. Jones) did bis
work most efficiently and the change pro-
posed was at his suggestion. It took time
to have such a law properly carried out, but
he had no doubt of its ultimate success.

Mr. Pitts said the returns from some
districts of the province were very inac-
carate. The law should be amended 80 as
to do away with marriages by publication
of banns.

Hon. Mr. Blair—Under the treaty of Paris
we have no such powers, as under that treaty
Acadians were given the right to marry by
pablication of banns.

Mr. Pitts said penaltics under the act
should be imposed. If that were done,
better returns could be had.

Hon. Mr. Blair—If we were willing to pay
more for the returns, no doubt they would
be more accurate.

Mr. Powell said the treaty of Paris did not
apply to Acadians of'the lower provinces.
Hon, Mr. Blair said it had always been so
interpreted. .

Mr. Powell read returns under the law to
show the inefficiency of the act. He moved
io amendmeut that all laws on this snbject
be repealed except so far as relating to regis-
tration of marriages.

Mr. Phinoey said the feeling was that the
law should be made mere effective.or be re-
pealed altogether.

FrepericroN, April 16.—The Bathurst
school case (ex-parte Johnson) came up in
the Supreme court, shortly after noon,
Saturday, Richard A. Lawlor, of Chatham,
appearing to show cause against an order
nisi for certiorari, granted by Judge
Palmer to move the school assessment of the
town of Bathurst with the view to quashing
thesame. C. N. Skinner, Q. C., and Geo.
W. Fowler appeared tosupport the order,
and Grand Master Kelly and Major
Armstrong, of the Orange Association, were
present to watch the proceedings. Mr,
Fowler opened the case in behalf of the
applicant, stating the ground as follows : —

Section 102, chapter 5, Con. Statutes
(the school act), provides as fol!own s
¢All schools conducted under the provisions
of this chapter shall be non-sectarian.” He
submitted that the trustees by doing the
following things made the' schools sec-
tarian :— = .

(1) Employment of Sisters of Cnarity as
such and contioning them teachers.

Sixty Miles an Hour at Sea.

The Glasgow Evening News of ﬁle 23rd ult
says:—Sixty miles an hour at sea is the'
startling proposal of a Welsh engineer. This
is & huge leap forward fiom the best that
can be done by the fastest of our ocean grey-
hounds. The cania, which his just
eclipsed all her/ previous performances.
averaged on her passage barely 22 sea~
wiles an hour, and 1t cannot be denied that
every additional mile per hour can only be
attained ‘at an enormously increased cost.
The proposed express . passenger steamer to
attain a speed of sixty miles an hour dis-
cards the screw propeller, and reverts to the
old-fashioned principle of paddle wheels.
But instead of having the number limited to
two and placed on each side of the. vessel,
the new ship would be fitted with a dozen
or more, working one behind the other, in
a water chaonel running fore and aft just
above the ship's bottom, The paddle
whesls are of a pecular construction, the
paddle always maintaining a perpendicular
position, and always entering and leaving
the water at exactly the same point. The
vessel to be thus . propelled would be flat-
bottomed, 550 teet long, 50 feet beam,
wedge-shaped at each end for 100 feet of
her length, and would have a displacement
of about 14,600 tons, Such a wvessel, fitted
with sixteen wheels driven at 170 revolutions
per minute, it is claimed would progel the
ship forward at the rate of one mile in a
minute. This would indeed be ‘“‘beating the
record‘* with a vengeance.
