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•In a moment we were oat upon the main 

Une, on the down grade, and gathering head, 
way under fall pressure of eteam.

‘•Bat the gravel engine had the a tart, ■ and 
was the hdavler of the two locomotive*, 
though mine ran on the higher wheel*. On 
thl* latter clroumetance, alone, reeled my 
chance of overtaking the gravel engine; and 
it teemed a doubtful chance at beat. It U a 
reckless butine** to give an engine fuU steam 
on a down grade. But all depended on the 
first few minutes, and I gave my machine a 
heavy headway at once, and bade Henry, my 
fireman dump hie oil and kindlings into the 
fire box!

“In half a minute we were going at sixty 
mile* an. hour!

“The rooky orags and ledges beside the 
.. lins fie* behind ns in long etreake; and the 

trees below seemed blended into a confused 
patch of green, as we tore along.

Instinctively now I closed the throttle; 
for no engine could carry steam down such a 
grade and Uvel Ahead was a sharp curve. 
We swayed round it like lightning and then 
oanght sight of the forward engine, still sev­
eral hundred yards ahead. But we were 
gaining; I could see that we Were lessening 
the distance. But could we overtake it in 
time? The passenger train could hardly be 
more than three or four miles away.

“Catching sight of ns bearing down upon 
him, I saw the convict run out on the ten­
der, and look about as if trying to see a 
smooth spot to jump off; but the gravel en­
gine had gotten up such a terrific speed that 
he was evidently afraid to leap.

“ ‘Point your rifle at him, and call to him 
to stop,1 I shouted to the guard, but the 
guard, terrified at the rate we were running, 
bad dropped his carbine on the coal heap, 
and wss crouching and holding on, the most 
abject picture of fear I ever saw.

“My fireman, Henry, was a mere slip of a 
boy then, but a pluckier lad never opened a 
fire door. Bidding him to ‘give her the 
road,’ I caught up the rifle, and getting out 
on the ‘running board,’ pointed the weapon 
at the scoundrel In the forward engine, mo­
tioning him, at the same time to reverse the 
lever. But either miiunderelanding my 
mot ons, or frightened by the awful speed, 
he jumped off the tender the instant he 
the rifle raised, and was instantly hurled 
headlong Over the ledges—down the steep 
mountain side, below the track. I caught a 
glimpse of him, whirling heels over head, as 
we shot past.

“He had left the ‘gravel’ running free; 
and I now knew that I mutt myself atop it, 
If it was to be stoppedwt all.

“We were gaining upon it, but slowly; 
and I scarcely dared to give my englue 
mere steam. But I oonld not tell how far 
down the passenger train was. If our high 
wheels would but keep the track 1

“The engine careened from side to side, as 
we darted around the sharp curves. Every 
moment I expected to feel it plunge into the 
gorge below; and there was no hope that the 
lew-wheeled ‘gravel* would jump the rails. 
I must catch it or the passenger would be 
lost. Several times I pulled the whistle, 
hoping the passenger engineer might possi­
bly hear me. The trouble was that, owing 
to the curves, the latter could not» see us at 
all; and the rattle and roar of his own train 
would most probably prevent his hearing.

“ ‘Hit her a little, Henry ГI shouted bauk, 
for I knew now that what we did must be 
done Inside of another minute and a half; 
and in my desperation, I determined that if 
there must be a collision, it should be in an 
effort to overtake the runaway, e

“The locomotive now scarcely touched the 
rails as she bounded forward under the fresh 
pressure of steam. We'were within thirty 
yards of the gravel train now, and we 
would oatch up to it in half a minute more, 
if my engine could keep the track. At this 
point a rooky cliff rose on one side of the 
lice; and on the other the steep mountain 
leaps abruptly off into a gorge hundreds of 
feet, in a sheer precipice. Looking down 
across this ravine, we seemed to be literally 
flying in mid air.

“Meantime, I had run forward upon the 
pilot-frame, ready to leap to the tender of 
the ‘gravel,’ the instant we came close 
enough. Then for an instant the runaway 
disappeared, as both engines plunged into a 
cloud-bank that lay piled against the mount­
ain side. For a second or two nothing was 
visible; but for the roar of the wheels as 
they spun along the narrow shelf I could 
have thought we had jumped from the bill 
and were plunging down through the clouds 
into the valley.

“When, an instant later, we emerged from 
the fog, the tender of the gravel train was 
only a few feet before my pilot. I dared 
wait no longer. Even now I fancied that I 
could hear the roar of the passenger train 
from below. Measuring the distance well 
with my eye, I stepped back on the running- 
board and straining every muscle for the 
dangerous leap, spiang across the interve­
ning space, caught upon the rear of the ten­
der, hung for a moment, then with might 
and main struggled to get aboard it—a feat 
that could not have, been accomplished had 
not the trains had the same relative speed 
and motion.

“Tiuly, that was a spring for life! Not 
for my own life merely, but for hundreds of 
others on the coming train. I barely made 
it. For the jerking motion was frightfully 
strong. Had the distance been a foot 
greater I should have missed—and been in­
stantly ground to pieces. But I dared not 
wait for the engines to touch, for there 
would then be a recoil.

No one seems to care about asking use of 
an excellent stone of a black color and very 
close grata, of which one finds more than 
300 tolsee on the place all ready for u«e and 
which during the last siege were detached 
from a rook which would still afford ten 
Ік®61 as much more if it were worked. It 
Oapnot be told whether the French had 
undertaken to break up this rook with the 
intention Of using the stone In some fortifi­
cations, or to remove from the besieger» a 
mesne of approsoh to the place, from which 
it was at some distance.

After having visited, with a sentimental 
grief, all the remains of interest which 
Lonisbourg offers to a reasonable curiosity, 
the bishop end hie companions knelt down 
and reoiied a De projundiaiot the faithful 
dead of that city aad thought only then of 
regaining their schooner before evening.

' Old teachers, I presume, go on in the old 
way, following nearly upon the lines of the 
Old oonrse; but In the case of now teachers 
there is a difference. They have no copy of 
theuld oonrse or no authority to use it і 
they do possess it; and they have no other 
oonrse except as each may frame It for him 
or herself. Under these circumstances there 
can be no uniformity, as regards the instruc­
tion given on the different subjects, in the 
different schools of the province.

The “collective wisdom” which assumes 
that the mill at Frederioton can take an 
inexperienced youth of eighteen or 
maiden of sixteen from some quiet 
country place and in five months 
convert lum or her Into a fully qualified 
teacher, seems also to assume that tne same 
teacher can decide without heeitation what 
should constitute a year’s work, and what 
are the relative values of the various sub­
jects taught. In the face of the fact that 
ihe late course of instruction, carefully pre­
pared by experienced educators, and ap­
proved, I believe, by the chief himeelf, then 
principal of the Normal school,— In face of 
the fact that It has proved unsatisfactory, 
the last assumption seems rather broad If 
not nn warrantable.

The oonrse of Instruction referred to in 
the circular to teachers has not been planed 
in their hands, and probably exists only in 
the imagination of the chief.

That the school! of the province are rapid­
ly passing into the hands of young, inex­
perienced and half-trained teachers Is not a 
pleasant thought. That even these are 
without the guidance of a carefully pre­
pared course of Instruction makes clear tne 
necessity of action on the part of those who 
have the power to remove from office one 
who, In many ways, has shown himself un­
fitted for the task he has undertaken to per­
form, Old Teacher.

. Towards the evening sa we approached 
Lonisbourg, which is 14 leagues distant to 
the east of Artohat, the wind ceasing to 
favor ns, Cipt. Foret dreading least it 
might increase during the night, as It was 
neither possible for us to keep out to see 
nor to anchor along a shore covered with 
rocks, and which Is extremely dangerous to 
approach, decided to enter Into this harbor 
in order to pass the night there tranquilly 
in an excellent roadstead. He could not 
have taken a part more conformable to the 
desires of the bishop and his companions to 
see a place singularly celebrated in the his­
tory of Canada. Lonisbourg was the ancient 
oapitsl, or rather the only town which the 
French had in Cape Breton. Its position 
was extremely advantageous either as an 
entrepot for the commerce of the islands of 
the Gulf of Mexico, or as the key of Canada.

Tbe English knew its great importance, 
and henoe arose their multiplied efforts to 
make themselves masters of It, and In this 
they succeeded in 1744, but having been 
obliged to restore It In the same state as 
when they had taken It by the treaty of 
peace in the following year, it continued to 
give them disquietude which wss the cause 
of the renewed efforts which they made to 
seize upon it in the war which broke 
ont between them and Franco In 1755, 
This town, eitnated at the southern extrem­
ity of a harbor of little depth, but very wide 
at its further extremity and very narrow at 
its entrance, was protected not only by con­
siderable fortifications, bnt by rooks, by 
little Islands, and by capes running out Into 
the sea covered by artillery. Protected by 
theie fortifications as well natural as artifi­
cial, a solitary vessel once within the harbor 
oonld defy a whole fleet to come and take 
her.

COOKING A TURKEY.

Boiling —Take a nice, plump hen turkey 
which has been -hung a few days—a week, 
if the weather will permit—pluck, singe, 
and draw; fill with foroe-meat, veal, oyster 
qr chestnuts. Trass for boiling, remember- 
fag tp draw the Jege well up into the body, 
and bind it securely with tape. Dredge 
floor all over, and put It into a large ssuoe- 
p»n,i with just 
cover it. Add a teaspoonful of salt, two 
small carrots, one onion, stuck with three or 
four doves, a dozen pepper-corns, a bunch 
of parsley, and a few outer sticks of celery. 
Brtog the Whole slowly to boiling point, 
•him the liquor very carefully, and let it 
simmer gently till, the turkey Is tender. A 
bird weighing ten pounds will require to 
slmmsr for two hours, counting from the 
timetthe water reaches boiling point. When 
inefficiently cooked, take up the turkey, 
drain it for a minute, and serve it on a very 
hot dish. Pour a little good melted butter 
or white sauce over It, and send parsley 
butter, celery sauce, oyster sauce, chestnut 
sauce, Dutch sauce, or even good melted 
butter, flavored with horse-radish, to table 
with it. All these sauces are suitable ac­
companiments; but the one ohosen must 
always bo to keeping with the foroe-meat 
With which the turkey is stuffed. Garnish 
the dish upon whloh the bird is served with 
Itttie rolls of belled bacon, or ham; thin 
siloes of tongue, or small force-meat ball»; 
on If preferred, with sprigs of fresh parsley

A TERRIBLE CHASE.
In some states of the Union, particularly saw

in the southwest, convicted criminals are 
not kept confined in State prisons, bnt are 
either employed on public works, or “farmed 
ont” to contractors, who employ them in 
digging canals, building railroads, or other 
enterprises requiring msnnalj labor. The 
system has certain advantages, and many 
disadvantages, one of the latter being the 
liability of the prisoners to escape, to spite 
of the vigilance of guards who have con­
stantly to watch them while at. their work.

In conversation with a veteran locomotive 
engineer a few days since, on the varions 
perils to which an engine-driver’s Ufa is ex­
posed, he related a thrilling incident con­
nected with the eoBvlot labor system which 
I will attempt to reproduce.

He said,—
“The mast dangerous ran I ever made was 

down the Blue Ridge, on the “Western Car­
olina” line. This road crosses the mountains 
at a grade of two hundred feet to the mile. 
Throughout the long ascent up the Ridge, 
it winds about the foothills and along the 
mountain sides fa spiral curves, often quite 
sharp, and actually in one place passes the 
same point, at different elevations, as it 
works up the mountain.

“Near the top of the mountains is the fa­
mous “mud out” which has so puzzled all 
the railway engineers. Soft mud at that 
place la being continually forced up into the 
road bed by the pressure, probably of the 
strata on esoh side of the out, so that a 
gravel bain and corps of laborers la constant­
ly required to keep the track clear. For 
this service the company has for some time 
employed a gang of the State convicts.

“I was st this time in charge of the aid, 
or helper engine, which assists the trains 
to climb the heavy mountain grade; and on 
the day to question, I had pushed np the 
morning freight, as usual, and then side­
tracked in the out, to alio* the early pas­
senger and express train to pass, on US way 
to Asheville.

“From this elevated situation a wide 
view is commanded down the mountains, 
and already the smoke from the passenger 
locomotive could be seen to tbe distance, as 
it slowly ascended the foothills and drew to­
wards the spiral grades (np the side of the 
main ridge.

“Meanwhile the gravel train, with its 
gang of shovel men, bad moved on the main 
track In the ont, and the eonviots were busi­
ly engaged in throwing the soft mad upon 
the ‘flats.’ The work had proceeded for 
some minutes fa silence, and the engineer of 
the gravel train, for some cause, left his oab 
for a few minutes, when one of the prisoners, 
unobserved by the guards, stealthily slipped 
the conpllng.pin behind the tender. The 
fareman was «ut by the cylinders, oiling the 
bearings. Seizing this chance, this bold 
convict suddenly sprang into the engine from 
the opposite side, and before either ef the 
guards or the trainmen realized what was 
happening, had pulled the throttle -wide 
°P®n; ■*“ a° instant the engine started np, 
and In less time than it takes to say, lc was 
m^Dg05raPidly nnder » foil head of steam.

The fireman’s shout was the first intima- 
tion that anything was really wrong. Then 
the guards waked up. Bang! bang! went 
their rifles all around, but their bullets 
were too tardy for the desperate rogue; he 
ducked nimbly down behind the tender. 
The balls rattled harmlessly against the 
sides of the engine. Had they hit and 
killed the reckless fugitive, the condition of 
affairs would hardly have been improved, 
for the locomotive was out and away, rat- 
tltog down the grade toward the approach­
ing train. Evidently the convict had intend­
ed to jump off when at » safe distance, and 
escape during the confusion of » wreck. 
That heavy ‘gravel’ engine would naturally 
crash into the other train, like a bolt from a 
cannon.

“The trainmen and the guards stood, sta­
ring after the receding engine, as though 
paralyzed.

“What, indeed, oonld they do!
“Then the thought flashed to my mind, 

oonld I give chase with my own engine, and 
catch the runaway?

“It was the only chance to save the pas­
senger train from the horrors of a collision 
on that winding, perilous grads; apd desper­
ate as the chance looked, И must be taken 
instantly.

“ 'Change that switch!’ I shouted ahead, 
and threw the lever over,

“As my engine moved, one of the guards, 
scrambled into the oab; and my fireman 
jumped on the.(pilot as we dashed past the 
•frog.'

The town could scarcely be even perceived, 
much less bombarded, from the sea, because 
It was situated, not on the sea coast, bnt on 
the harbor itself; besides, it wss much less 
considerable in extent than is generally be­
lieved In Canada. It is evident that it oonld 
not contain as many citizens sa the half ai 
the enceinte of Montreal, such as it was 
when bounded by its old walls, and how 
oonld it have become populous ? having bnt 
few establishments around it, the most at a 
very considerable distance, with scarcely 
any communication by land, and this email 
number of Inhabitants occupied far less with 
the cultivation of the land than'in fishing 
cod, by which they made their living, 
their successors still do, whose lands are. ! 
hardly touched, a thing whloh. one may ex­
pect on all the coasts where fish abound.
It is natural that fishing should be preferred 
there, where the profit Is always certain, to 
a cultivation which, by a thousand and 
known Inconveniences, often deceives the 
hopes of the most industrious laborer.

Accidents are still more to be dreaded on 
the sea shore, where fogs are so frequent, so 
thick end so injurious to grain, thus the 
olty of Lonisbourg having no market and be­
ing obliged to look to France for all of Its 
provisions, it may be Imagined that It eonld 
sustain bnt a small number of inhabitants. 
From this it resulted that with the excep­
tion of the families attsohed to the garrison 
the remainder must have been very few, as 
the smallness of Its enceinte which contain­
ed all proved, for it is evident that it had no 
suburbs, yet all the old Inhabitants agree in 
saying that it enclosed three churches, and 
it is moreover oertalq that there 
vent of Recollects on this Island and a mis­
sion of slaters of tbe congregation of Notre 
Dsme. Whence must it be concluded that 
the town contained much people ? No, bat 
that the bishops of Canada took care to ото- 
vide there religious establishments for'thq 
sanctification of an isolated people, which 
could not find these succors elsewhere.

Notwithstanding this vigilance of their 
first pastors, the citizens of Lonisbourg werp 
very inferior as regards morale and piety to 
the poor fishermen of their neighborhood. 
Amusements of every kind were greatly fa 
favor, luxury dominated there, the vanity 
and immodesty of the women bad reached 
■noh a crying pass that it was perhaps that 

' which drew upon the oity the unfortunate 
lot which it experienced in 1758. At the 
end of May a numerous fleet with troops to 
effect a landing, under General Amherst,left 
Halifax to present themselves before the place. 
Baron Roncour commanded there a garrison 
of 4,000 men of the regular troops, he ex­
pected to be attacked, all the habitante scat­
tered over the different parti of the island 
were ordered to came and give their services 
as militia men. War supplies and food were 
abundant. The first attacks of the enemy bnt 
served to show them how useless it would 
be for them to attempt the reduction of the 
place from the aide of the ses. The English 
general had recourse to another expedient 
which was teland secretly troops and artil­
lery at Gabarne, a hay which la bnt a league 
from Lonisbourg to the south or southwest. 
This artillery promptly drawn to the hillodk 
which terminates the head of the harbour,of 
Lonisbourg, and not more then a 
shot from it, commenced to play upon the 
place on the least fortified side, with an 
effect which ao surprised and disconcerted Its 
defenders, there was no longer any ques­
tion about capitulation. On the 26th of 
July not only the olty bnt all of Isle Royale 
(Cape Breton) surrendered to the British 
forces, and this conquest decided that of 
Canada.

Quebec succumbed the following year and 
Montreal the year after. The English re­
penting of not having destroyed the fortifi­
cations of Lonisbourg fa 1744 (5) because 
It had been restored to the French as was 
mentioned above, believed that It would be 
better to do it this time, which they repent­
ed of since because by the treaty of 1762 it. 
was ceded to them.

It was in this state of destruction and rain 
that the Bishop of Quebec and his four com- 
panions found this place after 67 years and 
mourned over its rains and rubbish, Alas, 
what solitude I what gloomy alienee fa a 
place where so many men have successively 
existed ! what a heap of stones I

The places where the walla once stood osn 
yet be traced and the foeses, the glack and 
the cellars of the houses and the bottoms Of 
chimneys, the remains of magazines, ships 
and ease mates can yet be noticed, bnt no­
thing whole, nothing which one can recog­
nise with certainty. Some Irish families to

■ Boiled Tvbkby.—Take a plump young 
turkey, out It down the middle into two 
parts, and remove the bones without Injur­
ing the enter skin. Lay the pieces flat on 
the table or the chopping board, akin down­
ward, and spread over each a layer of good 
foroe-meat—of any kind which may be de­
sired—about an inch thick. Roll each piece 
up separately, like a sausage, cover with 
thin siloes of bacon, and tie these on secure­
ly with twine, or very narrow tape. Place 
toe rolls to a stew-pan, cover with geod 
stock, and add the following ingredients : A 
bunch of parsley, a sprig of thy me, one good- 
sized carrot, one large onion out in quarters, 
two or three cloves, a blade of mace, and a 
little pepper end salt. Pat on the lid of the 
pan and allow the whole to simmer gently 
until done enough,skimming the.liqnor occa­
sionally, Boiled turkey may be eften either 
hot or cold. If the former, take np the rolls 
when sufficiently cooked, put ‘them on a 
very hot dish, and remove the twine with 
which they have been tied. Strain and 

. thicken the liquor for sauce; pour part of it 
over the rolls and send the rest to table in a 
tureen or sauce host. If the tnrkey 
Is to be eaten cold, let the rolls lie to the 
liquor half an hoar after they are cooked, 
before removing them from the pan. The 
rolls fa either case will need to simmer about 
an hour and a half. When quite cold,brash 
the meat over with glaze. This glaze Is 
very tieeful, indeed, for improving the ap­
pearance of many cold dishes. It is made 
from clear stock, boiled down until it forms 
£ sort of meat varnish, or strong, savory 
jelly. If not convenient to make it st home, 
it can easily be purchased. When the 
tnrkey rolls are to be served oeld, place 
them on a dish covered with a napkin, and 
ornament to the usual way, with sprigs of 
fresh parsley, out lemon and beet-root boiled 
till tender, and cut fa pretty devices—stars, 
diamonds, hearts, eto. If these varions 
colors are blended with good taste, this 
forms a most attractive dish, besides being 
one easy end pleasant to carve.

Braised Turkey.—We are not always 
'fortunate enough to obtain a young turkey; 
and when an old one has to be dealt with, 
it will be found most satisfactory to braise 
it. Everybody does not possess a proper 
'bralelng-pau; therefore, we will suppose that 
the tnrkey hr« to be cooked in an ordinary 
saucepan. I ck and singe the bird, out off 
the neck and the lege, and empty it, reserv­
ing the liver, heart and gizzird. Cover the 
bird all over with slices of bacon, ont very 

. thin; then bind it securely with twine. The 
shape of tbe.turkey mast be preserved se 
correctly as ' possible. Put a few siloes of 
fat bacon st the bottom of the 
pan ; lay the bird upon these, with 
the giblets and trimmfags ; a calf’s 
foot, split In two ; two or three onions, 
stack with Jives ; two carrots, a bunch of 
parsley aw sprig of thyme, with salt and 
pepper to t to, Pat some more slices of 
bacon on tl * top of the tnrkey, and nearly 
cover It wt 4 good stock, Pat the lid on 
the pan at A. gently simmer the contents 
from four V- six hours, according to the size 
of the bird ’ If this dish is to be eaten hot, 
place the turicey on a dish, surround It with 

. the best vegetables, and pear ever it pert of 
the lihuor in whloh it has been stewed, freed 
from fst, and thickened with a little brown­
ing. If it has to be served cold, dress it

I left Calgary on 
November 19th and arrived to St, John on 
December let, on which day the court of ses­
sion sat to Calgary on the voters’ list, and ad­
judicated on a number of names, after which 
Judge Travis aupunoned the town clerk to 
appear before him with the voters’ liet, which 
he retained. On my arrival home I was sum­
moned, with the other members of the council, 
(although I had been over three thousind 
miles away when the court sat) to appear in 
open court to answer to the charge of corrupt 
practices as a member of the said court. Our 
solicitor did not defend ш at all, as he held 
that the court being final on voters’ list, the 
stipendiary had no jurisdiction. Dating the 
examination two witnesses, both rival candi­
dates for the mayorality, named Reilly and 
Dick, swore that they had heard one of the 
councillors say on the street that I had instruct­
ed him to have some names put on the voters 
list when the court eat All of the councillors 
swore.at the examination that I had nothing to 
do with the matter; that names handed fa by 
me were considered by the board just the same 
as those handed in by any other agent, and 
that I had never instructed them or even re­
commended that such names be placed on the 
list—simply that they be handed to for con­
sideration by the court.

The judge, however, chose to rale ont all evid­
ence to my favour, and knowing that my mis­
sion east was not for his special good, decided to 
disfranchise all the council and fa addition fine 
the members who sat on the list $25 esoh; and 
as I had been so far away when the al­
leged corrupt act was done, I should pay a 
fine of $.00 with costs and counsel fee of pro­
secuting attorney.

The elections next came on and the citizens 
decided to make toe war cry: “Travis or no 
Travis 1” The old councillors were re-elected 
by a large majority, and I as mayor was also 
returned by an overwhelming majority, my 
opponents receiving between them 27 votes, 
although the Tribune, whloh The Sub says so 
vigorously supported Travis, issued two extras 
abusing me and landing Dick up to the skies. 
But Travis, Tribune and the handful of other 
toadies eonld not procure for poor Dick more 
than nine votes. I tell yon that the people 
are very pronounced fa this Travis question 
and toe people by their votes have shown It,

Greece is fully entitled to the 
whole of Epirus. England is interfering with 
the rights and Uberties of Greece. I am con. 
fident that the Greeks can whip the Turks at 
У4-. *9 a land.conflict, the moment war is
declared Macedonia and Albania will be set in 
names, thus cutting off the land communica­
tions of .the Turks.
. London, Jan. 25.—The Greek government 
in reply to the note of tbe Marquis of Salis­
bury says that the representatives of England 
infringe international and diplomatic ubserv- j 
ance and declares that Greece reserves perfect ЛГ 
freedom of action. Tha answer further says Щ ) 
that Greece has not declared war nor has she 
«Wen cause for England to Interfere regarding 
her attitude. Bulgaria having violated the 
treaty of Ber io under the aegis of England, 
Greece is justified in using every means in her 
power and even to resort to arms If necessary 
to obtain the concessions the treaty of Berlin 
gives her. Greece will maintain her claim to 
Theesaly and Epirus no matter what the cost 
may be, and Is prepared to take the field at 
the earliest moment and fight to the bitter 
end in support of her rights. She is confident 
of success. The first movement of Turkish 
troops against Greece will be the signal for a 
revolt in Albania end,MacedonIa, and Europe 
will not look placidly on.

The Vienna correspondent of the Times re­
ferring recently to the ambition to annex 
Epirus, said ; "It is certainly an illusion 
for the Greeks to imagine if they begin a war 
against Turkey the powers will take care that 
they shall be Indemnified for having broken 
the peace. The time for Greek and Servian 
aetion was three months ego when Turkey had 
not more than 80,000 soldiers in Europe. If 
an insurrection had broken ont throughout 
Macedonia in September, it might very 
possibly have been admitted by Europe that 
Turkey was unable to hold the province in 
peace, but there were no Insurrections and 
now the Perte has 200,000 men In Europe and 
is well able to preserve order. This la a fact 
which the Greeks must face, asking themselves 
what power could now interfere to stop the 
Turks if they exercised their undoubted right 
of quelling the insurrection.

“M. Delyannb, Greek prime minister, is 
doubtless aware of the danger, but the great 
fear is that his government may feel bound to 
do something in response to popular clamor, 
and it is against this contingency that 
Greece's friends are justified in raising a warn- 
ing voice.”

London, Jan. 25,—Admiral Lord John Hay, 
commanding the Mediterranean squadron, 
consisting of the Alexandria, Neptune, Thun- 
derer, Dreadnanght, Irish, and Helleon, has 
received instructions as to tbe course he shall 
pursue in the event of it becoming .necessary 
for him to take action on England’s demand 
of Greece to disarm.

Smyrna, Jan. 25 — Great activity exists in 
Turkish military and naval circles, troops and 
horses being hurried off for Salonics. The 
transportation department is using extraordin­
ary efforts to expedite the despatch of troops 
and munitions of war to the Greek frontier.

Berlin, Jan. 25.—A despatch from Wil- 
helmshafen, one of the principal German naval 
stations on the North sea, says that the iron- 
clad Prinz Frederick Carl is being rapidly 
fitted ont for sea. Her destination is the port 
of Athens.

London, Jan, 25,—The liberals will prob­
ably propose that the government be censured 
for coercing Greece. The cabinet will meet 
tomorrow. Despatches are frequently ex­
changed between London and Athens, but so 
far without result The supporters of the 
ministry maintain that the danger of the situa­
tion justified the coercion of Greece. Greece 
has completed her preparations for war, and ia 
now seeking a plausible pretext for a conflict, 

Athens, Jan. 29i —Other diplomatic repre­
sentatives have presented to the government a 
note identical with that presented by the- 
British minister. The government has made a 
reply similar to the reply to tbe British note. 
Frequent warlike demonstrations are taking 
place in this city.

Greece la blood thirety and land hungry 
Though the little kingdom hae been far from 
unfortunate in thelaet twenty-five years so far 
as the acquisition of territory is concerned,ills 
not satisfied. The Ionian Islands were handed 
over by Great Britain when the Greeks took 
the British nominee for their king. Since 
then large territorial acquisitions have been 
made In the north. If the Greeks would 
bide their time and trust to an appeal to the 
powers in case the enlarged Bulgarian state 
becomes aggressive it would no doubt Jbe 
as successful and much safer a method of 
procedure. More than oneunavailing attempt 
ta acquire possession of Thessaly and Epirus 
by force has already been made by Greece. 
At the time of the Crimean war the Greeks 
aided with Russia against Turkey and her
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The Minister cf Justice last week made 
his first political speech outside his 
province. It was at the famous Chapleau 
meeting at St. Jerome. Mr. Thompson 
made a favorable impression, though, speak­
ing to an audience whose mother tongue 
was French. The Montreal Herald, 
ferring to the eomewnat wild and 
turbulent state of affairs which prevailed at a 
late stage of the meeting says “that the fact 
must have revealed In clearest light the Im­
propriety of taking judges from the bench 
and plunging them in the muddy waters of 
political strife.11 The Herald then contrasts 
Mr. Thompson as judge with Mr. Thomp­
son as minister. In the first case he must allies and invaded the territory which 
according to the Herald, weigh impartially Greece ia now claiming. The Greek force* 
every argument addressed to him. He must 
be wise and fair, and be governed by the 
law and nothing else. Bat, according to 
the Montreal authority, Mr. ТЬощрвоп as 
party politician is a different being. He 
mvst dispense with the equities and fight 
for office and salary. He must be prepared 
to say black is white. He must misrepre­
sent his opponent, “must get away as far as 
possible from the judge and the judicial 
view of things and sink Into the partisan.”

The above may be the view of the politi­
cian who controls the Montreal Herald, but 
It la wrong. It la Mr. Thompson’s duty as 
Minister of J notice to render the law as effi­
cient as he knows how to make It. It ia hie 
duty not to defend the Government for doing 
wrong but to do right himself and guide his 
colleagues into right courses. Such 
as Mr, Thompson Is not compelled to “fight 
for his salary” seeing that the income from 
his law practice in Halifax would be greater 
than his income as minister, while his expen­
ses would be much less. If it is partisanship 
for him to defend the mansgement of the de­
partment which he himself maneges he must 
be a partisan. But this doss not prevent 
him from takiog a fair judicial view of things, 
for he should take that view of every case on 
which he is called upon te act, before he 
takes aetion. In fact there is a career before 
Mr. Thompson as ^Minister of Justice not 
only calling for all the qualities which die-' 
tinguished him as judge, but for which his 
judicial training ought to be a good educa­
tion.

This much being said as to what Mr.
Thompson should be, we авЦ any fair person 
to read the following from the report of Mr.

THE JLUMBBJK BUSINESS.

The New Brunswick lumber business Is in 
a bad way. In no other province in Can­
ada and, we believe, in no othef lumber pro­
ducing country in the world ia the business 
■0 near extermination. Last year there 
was a large decline in shipments; this у gar 
the falling off continued, and the prospects 
are that the sales next season will show a 
larger decrease than In either of the previous 
years. Meanwhile, Nova Sootla’a lumber 
shipment la larger than that of either of the 
two previous seasons. The shipment from 
Montreal to Great Britain and South 
America Is more than one-third larger than 
In 1884, and is fifty per cent, larger than In 
1883. In New Bannawiok alone la there a 
collapse of the trade. The cause of this 
state of affairs has been already pointed out 
in our columns editoririly and by 
pendente. The following from Mr. J. B. 
Snowball’s circular ia an additional corrobo­
ration:—

The extreme depression ip the trade and 
heavy losses sustained, have naturally led those 
interested to question the policy of the local 
government of this province, in increasing the 
tax on our timber supply. About a fifth of our 
provincial revenue is derived from this source, 
and as funds were required taxes on this indue- 
try have been steadily increased. While the 
tax in 1874 represented only about 20 cents per 
thousand superficial feet, or one shilling and 
sight pence per St. Petersburg standard, it is 
now increased until the direct tax and land tax 
(“the tax is levied in two forms) amounts to one 
dollar and forty cents per thousand superficial 
feet or twelve shillings (12/) sterling per St. 
Petersburg standard. Without dwelling on the 
enormity of this tax, we feel the government 
will have to grapple with the diffi ulty with a 
view to reform.

The government muet deal with this mat­
ter at the coming eeeelon.

HE BELITTLED HIMSELF.

The Sun is taken to task by the Telegraph 
or “belittling” Mr. Blake’a speech, which 

speeoh according to our contemporary hae 
been greatly praised. The Telegraph quotes 
from -other journals various remarks, 
commending the eloquence, ' eome other 
special J features of the speeoh, and scolds 
The Sun for daring to differ from the 
authorities.

We want it understood that The Sun 
does not depend upon other anthoritiee for 
lte opinion. Our view of Mr. Blake’s speech 
Й, we believe, sustained by the text of the 
speech, and we have placed our readers In a 
position to decide that point each for him- 
self. We have not said that Mr. Blake was 
not eloquent and brilliant, nor that his 
speech was not “a powerful arrignmentof th 
government, ” But his eloquence, brilliancy, 
and power are beside the question. The 
only part of the speech which has the least 
interest for the public was about Riel and 
the Quebec agitation. It was the duty of 
Mr. Blake, and he knew it, to speak hie 
mind on that subject. He should have been 
man enough to say whether he justified or 
condemned the Quebec movement and 
whether he approved or disapproved of the 
execution of Riel.

On those points Mr. Blake’s position, as 
The Sun has already shown, la as follows .- 

Mr. Blake blames the Ontario "Tories” for 
their denunciation if the Rielite alliance.

He does not approve of the indictment upon 
which Riel was tried.

He considers the tribunal which tried Riel 
to be “unsuited for such a case as Riel’s.”

The choice of the judge is open to criticism. 
He has some fault to find with the jury when 

he can get hold of another fact or two.
A quantity of evidence was withheld by the 

provocation. 1

The charge that Riel was mercenary is in­
consistent and const quentiy untrue.

Mr. Blake wants to know why the recom­
mendation to mercy was disregarded.

He would like to know what grounds the 
Government ha«e for supposing that any good 
would come of the execution of Riel.

He wants to knew whether the Riel party 
are right in claiming that Riel was hanged to 
conciliate the Orangemen who "thirst for ven­
geance in respect of the Scott murder,” and 
that the Government were moved thereto not 
by the principles of justice, but by political 
motives.

Eloquence Is good. It Is pleasant to win 
applause from thousands of political par­
tisans, but the man who, In Mr. Blake’s 
position, with his record, however brilliant 
he may be, speaks to this effect needs no 
belittling from others.

Schooner H. 8. Bridges Wrecked.

The American schr. H. 8. Bridges of Port-

pened of importance until Tuesday night about 
ten o'clock when off Cape Spencer, a heavy 
gale with snow set in. The night was dark and 
with the heavy storm and btindiog snow Part­
ridge Island could not be seen nor the whistle 
heard, but the captain shaped his course for 
the island. He gave the island too wide « 
berth and as a result the schooner ran against 
the extreme end <Jf the breakwater at eleven 
o’clock Tuesday night The vessel received a 
little damage and the captain, when the vessel 
bounded back, came to anchor. At four o'clock 
yesterday morning, the gale had increased and 
the schooner broke her anchorage and in a 

■ short time was swept ashore among the rocks. 
The crew succeeded in effecting a landing, but 
lost all their clothes, the captain losing the 
greater part of his charts and instruments. 
Shortly after the crew abandoned the schooner, 
she began breaking up and In the course of a 
few hours nothing but a pile of timbers re­
mained. The Bridges was 150 tone and owned 
by Daniel Gallagher of Portland, Me.

A Drawn Battle with the Armed Police..

Pittsbubg, P»., Jan, 20.—A despatch from 
Mount Pleasant tonight states that Sheriff

this afternoon, and succeeded in arresting 
thirteen.

At this point a negro, with­
out provocation, fired at the Hongarians with 
a shot gun, but failed to hit any one. 
They surrounded his house, dragged the 
negro out, beat him fearfully, and 
left him for dead wiflt his skull fractured. He 
will probably die. At three o'clock the strikers 
passed up to ward Morewood. flourishing every 
manner of weapons from revolvers to case- 
scrapers. }Tbey were headed by Stefan Stannix, 
the main agitator in the strike.

There were 63 petitions presenled 
to the Governor General, thirteen of which 
were for the appointment of a medical commis­
sion and the remainder for commutation. Of 
these latter fifty.four were from Quebec, three 
from Manitoba, one from Ottawa, and one 
from Essex county.

Tobonto, Jan. 20.—'The annual meeting of 
the board of trade was held this afternoon, and 
President Darling in his address in reviewing 
the condition of trade and commerce, said :
Of the trade of 1885 generally it may be said 
the close of the year found It in sounder con­
dition than at the beginning. The volume of 
trade was probably less in the aggregate, com- 
petition greater and profits smaller. The term 
unremunerative or unprofitable rather than de­
pression would mote accurately expreee the 
tendency tf trade and its present condition.
The extent to which home manufacturée have 
displaced what in former years was imported, 
and the continued reduction in vaine of com- 
modities generally, will account in part for the 
reduction in imports. Statistics in regard to 
failures show considerable reduction in the 
estimated amount of liablliUee, comparing 1885 
with 1884, but the reduction in the actual 
number of failures is not so marked. There 
are not wanting indications that a 
healthier and tolerably active bueinees- will 
be done in 1886, the cash returns 
from which are likely to be more promptly 
made th^n heretofore. There is a general 
agreement that payments latterly have materi­
ally improved, purchases have been made with 
exceptional caution, and stocks and liabilities 
have been well kept in hand. There is, how­
ever, nothing in prospect to warrant any 
license with these two important aids to sta­
bility and success. The board has now a mem­

What Some American Politicians Have to
Say.

(Special to The Sun. )
New Yobk, Jan. 24 —The Tribune, the

It» 
correspondent says : The interests of American 
fishermen may receive greater consideration 
at the hands of congress than they did from the 
present head of the state department. One of

Washington early last summer to protest 
against any farther arrangement with Great 
Britain and Canada to relation to the fisheries 
they were denied a hearing by Secretary 
Bayard who refused even te see them.

•'In the middle of the fishing season,” said 
representative Dawes of Massachusetts, “I 
have given the subject a good deal of personal 
attention and have recently visited many of 
the ports from which our fishing fleets ate sent. 
A great deal has been said about the value 
of the inghore fisheries in the Bay 
of Chaleur. I am informed by ex­
tensive fishermen that out of a total 
catch of 18,000 barrels by New England fisher- 
men, In 1885 only 500 barrels were taken In 
that bay; that during the past season only 
600 barrels ont of 12,0<>0 were caoght inshore 
in Canadian waters, and that during the last 
ten years not more than ten vessels annually 
of the entire New England fleet have been 
employed to fishing in the Bay of Chalenr.and 
all of them uniformly made disastrous and un­
profitable voyages.”

All this information, of course, was easily 
accessible to the state department. Moreover, 
It appears that at tbe suggestion of a New 
England representative, Professor Baird, the 
United States commissioner 6f fish and 
fisheries, who fa a recognized authority on such 
subjects, laid certain information before the 
state department showing that the value of the 
privilege of fishing in Canadian waters has de­
clined greatly within a few years owing, first, 
to the fact that the habits of the fish 
formerly caught in great numbers
‘b® shore have changed and that they are___
found farther off shore; and, second, that with 
the new and improved appliances now in use 
deep water fishing fa more profitable and to 
generally followed. Another phase of the fish­
eries controversy which has not received at­
tention in congres» thus tor at this session 
relates to the lake fisheries on Ihe Canadian 
border.

of Michigan said: The lake fisheries form an
important industry to which many _
employed and a large amount of capital in­
vested. ' Our treaty relatione have been such 
as heavily handicap this indnstry, and 
fishermen rejoice that they have been relieved 
at last. They have labored under peculiar 
difficulties on the Canadian shore of Lake 
Huron. For example, citizens of the Domin­
ion acquired from their government individual 
exclusive rights or privileges to fish with­
in ' certain limits, tbe boundaries of 

#vhich are vaguely defined and never 
marked. Theee rights extend from the 
Canadian shore to an imaginary boundary 
line between the United States and Canada in 
the middle of в lake, and it should be remem­
bered that deep water fishing far from the 
shore fa most profitable. If au American crew 
fa caught fishing within or near one of these 
private grounds arrests are made, the boats and 
tackle reizsd and the parties mulcted in a Can. 
adian court for trespass on private rights. On 
the other hand the Canadian fishermen, who 
pay their hands lower wages than are paid by 
onr own, are free to. fish where they' please 
unless they invade riparian rights. If the 
market is better on the American side than in 
Canadian ports they take ad vantage of it. as 
there fa no duty on fresh fieb, while if Ameri- 
can citizens desire to take advantage of a better 
market on the other side he is compelled to pay 
a duty to the Dominion government. The 
American fithermen on the great lakes do not 
desire to have their interests made the subject 
of farther negotiation» by an international 
commission.

The wordt of Gladstone he declared were an- 
ewerable for many Irish evils. Gladstone had 
not spoken with sufficient firmness concerning 
the integrity of the empire.

IN THE HOUSE OP COMMONS.
London, Jan. 21 —In the honse of commons 

Mr. Connolly, nationalist member for Long­
ford, gave notice that he would aek leave to 
introduce a bill to amend the Itieh land act. 
This announcement was received by lend cheers 
from the home rule members.

GLADSTONE
said the conduct of Lord Salisbury in the 
Roumellan matter was honorable to him and 
worthy hfa name, and was a credit to England. 
The opposition wonld render Lord Salisbury 
every assistance and grant him every indul­
gence in connection with the settlement of 
the Roumellan and Burmese questions. 
In regard to Ireland, Gladstone said 
he wished the Queen’s speech had been more 
explicit. He was convinced that only gentle 
and conciliatory handling of the Irish question 
wonld be effectual. He had always striven te 
eliminate the elements of wrath and paseion to 
discussing Ireland. The exercise of candor and 
justice could alone afford the smallest hope of 
solving the difficulty. “Whatever,” he con- 
tinned, “it may be necessary to do for Ireland 
should be done promptly. In the name of 
heaven let ns maintain the union. We have 
been maintaining it for eighty.five—yea, six 
hundred years—let us not deviate from the 
path of good temper and self command, but • 
forgetful of every prejudice let us strive to do 
justice to the great, the gigantic interests 
mitted to our charge. (Loud cheers )

London, Jan. 22.—The address in reply to 
the Queen’s speech was agreed to to the house 
of lords.

London, Jan. 25.—la the house of commons 
this afternoon Sir Michael Hicks.Beach said, 
in answer to a question, that the government 
had no intention of abandoning control of the 
Irish constabulary.

Lord 
Hartington, Mr. Goschen and iieonard Court­
ney, liberals, voted with the government on 
Barclay’s amendment Chamberlain, La- 
bouchere, Herbert Gladstone and the Parnel- 
lite members supported the amendment. 
Gladstone, Sir Wm. Vernon Harconrt and 
Mr. Trevelyn did not vote.

The Speech Kefnses Home Bale, hat Pro­
misee Coaaty Government Reform.

The Debate on il» Qaeen's Speech,

Lord Salisbury and Gladstone on the Irish 
Situation.

London, Jan, 21.—The weather today 
was inauspicious for the appearance of the 
Queen in publie. It was a dull, heavy day, 
and the streets were covered with snow and 
slush. Promptly at 1.30 p. m. the royal 
party left Buckingham palace for the house 
of lords. The route of the roysl pageant had 
been covered with gravel. Her Majesty 
rode in su open carriage drawn by eight 
hones. The Household" Cavalry acted as 
the escort to the Queen. Large crowds lined 
the streets through which the royal pro­
cession passed, and Her Majesty was greeted 
with hearty cheers all along the route. The 
scene In the house of lords was very brilliant. 
Peers and peeresses, judges, ministers and 
bishops were present in lsrge numbers to 
full court dress. Gaslight "was used In the 
chamber, owing to the absence of sun. This 
enhanced the beauty of the scene, as it 
showed more fully the brilliancy of the 
jewels and the splendor of the dresses 
by those present.

Her majesty, to her speech, said her re- 
lations with other powers continue friendly. 
Differences with Russia regarding the Af­
ghanistan boundary had been satisfactorily 
adjusted. She trusts that the work of the 
Rusio-Eoglish frontier demarcation commis­
sion, already far advanced, may tend to 
secure the oontinujinoe of peace In Central 
Asia.

Referring to the rising in eastern R<m- 
melia, her majesty says her intention in 
negotiations which followed the outbreak 
had been to bring the inhabitants of that 
oountry, according to their wish, under the 
Prince of Bulgaria’s rule, while maintaining 
unimpaired the essential rights of the Sal­
tan.
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The Queen regrets that she had been com- 
pelled to declasa war against King Thebaw 
of Barmab,‘owing to acts of hostility by 
himself and subjects. The gallantry of the 
forces under Gen. Prendergast had rapidly 
overthrown the Burmese forces, and she 
decided that the most certain method of 
ensuring peace was to be found in the per­
manent incorporation of Burmah with her 
empire.

The negotiations respecting the rights of 
the French on the coast of Newfoundland 
had been satisfactorily concluded. With 
Spain also an agreement had been reached, 
giving the British the same commercial 
rights as Germane in the Caroline Islands.

Parliament would be asked to adopt 
tain measures rdtodered necessary in the con­
vention relative to international copyright, 
to which the Queen has agreed.

Turning to ieternal affairs, the Queen said: 
I regret to say that no material improve­
ment can be noted in the condition of trade 
or agrienltnre, I feel the deepest sympathy 
for the great number of persons in many avo­
cations of life who are suffering under a 
pressure which I trust will prove transient.

I have seen with deep sorrow the renewal, 
since I last addressed yon, of the attempt to 
excite the people of Ireland to hostility 
against the legislative union between that 
oountry and Great Britain, I am resolutely 
opposed to any disturbance of that funda­
mental law, and In restricting it I am con­
vinced that I shall be heartily supported by 
my parliament and my people. The 
social no less than the material

of that country engages my 
anxious attention. Although there ha» 
been during the last, year no marked in­
crease of serious crime there is In many 
places a concerted resistance to the enforce­
ment of legal obligations, and I regret that 
the practice of organized intimidation con­
tinues to exist. I have caused 
tlon to be used for the detection and

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iahment of these crimes, and no effort will 
be spared on the part of my government to 
protect my Irish subjects in the exercise of 
their legal rights ana the enjoyment of in­
dividual liberty. If, as my information 
leads me to apprehend, the existing pro­
visions of the law should prove to be inade­
quate to cope with these growing evils 
I shall look with confidence to your willing­
ness to invest my government with all 
neceesary powers.

Bills will be submitted for transferring to 
representative oounoils in counties of Great 
Britain local business which is now trims- 
acted by the courts of quarter sessions and 
other authorities.

A measure for the reform of county 
government in Ireland Is also In prepar­
ation. These measures will involve the con- 
Sidération of present incidence of local 
burdens.

A bill for facilitating the sale of glebe 
lands in a manner adapted to the wants of 
the rural population will also be submitted 
to you, as will also bills for removing diffi­
culties which prevent easy and cheap trans­
fer of land, for militating the distressed con­
dition of the poorer classes In the western 
highlands and Islands of Sootland, for the 
more effectual prevention of accidents In 
mines, for extending the powers of the rail- 
wsy commission, In respect to the regulation 
of rates, and for tho codification of criminal 
laws.

I trust that results beneficial to the cause 
of education may issue .from the royal 
mission which I have appointed to inquire 
into the working of the edacatlon acts.

The prompt and effective despatch of the 
important business which, in an evsr-grow- 
iag proportion, falls to you to transact, will, 
I donbt not, occupy your attention.

The Parneliites 
were masters of the situation, and before the 
end of the year Ireland would have it» own 
parliament. William H. Redmond, member 
for North Fermanagh, said England bee 
enemies everywhere, and the first blow struck 
at Ireland would fire a train perhaps leading to 
a successful Indian mutiny and the lighting of 
Russians into London to stable their horses in 
the honseof commons. No power on earth 
conld prevent the retaliation ol the Irish. The 
Parneliites are resolved to persevere in the de­
mand for home role. Kenny, member of par­
liament, said any government attempting to 
interfere with the national league would be de­
prived of office in a few weeks.

Rebels Daily Gaining in Strength—British 

Reinforcements Needed.

Mandalay, Jan, 18,—The flying columns of 
British troops sent out on a reconnoiteriog ex­
peditions have returned to Mandalay. They 
lost several men killed and wounded in a 
skirmish with dacoita. The lose of the Utter 
U unknown. Reinforcements are needed here. 
Much uneasiness prevails regarding the situa­
tion. The Bnroneans long for the arrival of 
Lord Dufferio, Viceroy ef India, when it is 
hoped a firm policy will be adopted. The 
Mandalay correspondent of the London Times, 
In a despatch, says that the forces under the 
rebel prlncee are daily increasing in strength. 
Their troops no longer plunder villages, 
this fact showing that the movement is 
developing from brigandage into insurrection. 
Prince Hteitson, son of the late “war prince,” 
who has proclaimed himself king, is at Fabain, 
to the northwest of Mandalay. He has 10,000 
armed men. A body of hie troops, under his 
younger brother, is threatening Tsagain, seven 
miles to the southeast of Msndalay. Another 
body of Hteitaon’a troops is expected to cross 
the Irrawaddy to the north of Mandalay and 
to threaten the city from the northwest.

SERIOUS STRIKE.
Pennsylvania Coke Miners Raising a Riot— 

A Serious State of Affairs.

Ритввиво, Pa., Jan. 19.—'This evening a 
carload of police was despatched from this city 
to the scene of the riotous disturbances in the 
coke regions. The police were sent in res Donee 
to a telegram from Col. Fryek of the Moore- 
wood and Standard Coke Works, asking for 
aid. Gov. Pattison has been called upon for 
military aid, but he has not as yet responded. 
The situatfon of the coke strike today may be 
summed np as follows : In Connellsvllle dis­
trict 766 ovene are idle; in Mount Pleasant 
district, 1,094; In Stoneyville district, 397; in 
Scottdale district, 758; in Broadford district, 
148, making in all 2,772 ovens, |or about one- 
third of the ovene in the region. Sheriff Stew­
art failed to make any arrest, thinking it best 
not to make any attempt at arrest with his 
small force. The Huns, numbering about 800 
in the Mount Pleasant district, are hard to 
handle, the women being worse than ihe 
men. They are very revengeful and 
will fight to the death before they will be cap­
tured. The American element claim the 
Huns are alone responsible for what they do. 
This morning the strikers proceeded In a body 
of about 200 and drove the men from the yards 
at the Alice mines. They blew np the tipple 
with dynamite and drove the superintendent 
from the grounds, threatening his life. The 
committee are waiting on the laborers in 
Broadford regions to inauoe them to come ont 
and the prevailing opinion la that the men will 
all go out In that district tomorrow. (

The cabinet, mayor and mem­
bers of the city council and eeveral associations 
met him at the station and escorted him to the 
city hall, where, In the midst of » large as­
semblage that greeted him with many cheers, 
addresses of welcome were presented by the 
Liberal Conservative and Yeung Men’a Lib- 
oral Conservative Associations, the Working 
Men’s Association, and the Cercle La Fon- 
talne, the latter a French clnb in Ottawa, 

am john,
who looks remarkably well and was aocom- 
panied by Lady Macdonald, replied as fol-
lows

Mr. Mayor, Ladles and Gentlemen—This 
reception on my return home must, ol course, 
же you can well understand, be In the 
highest degree satisfactory and gratifying 
to me. To be greeted thus by those with 
whom I have lived for years, and who know 
or ought to know me so well, to be greeted in 
this way is sufficient for my services, be they 
great or small to the country. I am glad to 
state, as you all take an interest in it, that my 
health has never been In better condition than 
at this moment. (Applause ) The last word 
that my fellow, traveler, Lady Stephen, wife 
of our friend, 8b George Stephen, eald to me 
•*we parted this morning, was that I should 
tell my wife that she returned me in a vigor* 
ons state of health, (Rsnewed applause.) My 
sojourn in England was short, but satisfactory 
as far as it well could be. • When we arrived at 
Mo vile we found elections were progressing 
rapidly; borough elections had just been 
finished and oounty elections were about to 
commence. The ministers, therefore, were all 
out of town, all engaged in the great political 
struggle, and I had to wait for some weeks 
without having made much progress, or, in­
deed, without having an opportunity of com­
municating with the Colonial Minister or the 
premier, Lord Sellsbmy, and others whom I 
wished to see. When I did see them they con­
veyed to me at once regret that they had been 
so long absent, and intimated to me, which I 
knew too well, of course, that theb position as 
a ministry was very uncertain and future 
events could only show whether they would 
be a ministry for long. However, they 
expressed the greatest sympathy for Canada 
and the Canadians and astonishment and ad­
miration at the rapid development and pro­
gress our country has lately made. I do not 
think I can exaggerate the wonderful progress 
that Canada has made in public opinion and in 
the press. Among the people of all classes I 
met with, and the leading statesmen, they 
seemed to be all particularly struck with the 
marvellous completion of our great trans-con­
tinental road, and it was gratifying to find that 
everywhere and especially among the ministry 
of the day, as well as all the leading statesmen 
who are out of office, theb united appreciation 
of this great work not only as a colonial work 
but as one of the highest imperial im­
portance. They were united in stating that 
it placed England in a much stronger position 
than she had been for many years before. 
They all felt, and recent experience hsd in fact 
shown, that the route by the Suez Canal to 
India and Australia was an uncertain one, in 
case of war with any European nation it might 
easily be blocked and that mode of communi­
cation with Eogland’s distant colonies and de­
pendencies might be obstructed. Now that 
route was comparatively of little Importance, 
always of course an important route but com­
paratively much less important than it was be­
fore the completion of the Canadian Pacific 
railway. They recognize the fact that now 
England has an unassailable means of 
munioating with her distant depend­
encies and means of sending troops and 
munitions of war to India, Australia, China or 
Japan, or in fact, wherever she desires to 
direct her military or naval forces, over a route 
entirely in British territory. I had occasion 
to see the authorities with-respect to this road 
and its importance as a great national work,
I have aroused theb attention to the necessity 
of building or aiding in the establishment of a 
first-class line of steamers for transport pur­
poses aa ships of war, with such speed and 
capacity ae would be the means of at once 
developing the Asiatic trade by way of the C. 
P. R. Of course I could get no spedfio 
answer, because it was only a week 
or eo that I was able to see them 
all and press the subject upon them 
in the manner that it ought to be pressed. 
From Premier Salisbury down they all express­
ed theb strong desire to aid in the immediate 
development of the C. P. R., and they agreed 
with the expression of the president of the road 
that the termini would be Liverpool and Hong 
Kong. But in order to make this great road 
what it ought to be, there must be a first class 
unsurpassed line on the two great oceans. That 
subject to now before the administration. In 
seeing the military authorities they all express­
ed theb wonder and admiration at the success- 
sul means adopted and carried oat by the 
militia department in putting down the out­
break in the North West, 
spoke highly ol the 
transport service, and they did not under­
stand how 6,000 men could be carried 
thousands of miles without obstruction, with 
great speed and not in any way subjected to 
the hardships which usually accompany 
tary campaigning, such ae the went et 
and want ot transport. Some ot the leading 
men, such as Lord Wolseley and General Boi­
ler, say that the imperial service could not 
have been eo well performed ae in Canada. All 
this has a tendency to increase the 'apprecia­
tion in the British nrtnd of the great value of 
the Dominion to the empire aa a whole. They 
are proud of Canada and believe now that it is 
a source of strength, instead of weakness. 
When any of yon go home to England you will 
be gratified to find the high esteem and regard 
with which Canadians are held In the mother 
country.

I thank the working men for theb having 
alluded to my services with respect to toe 
working classes. I have certainly, during my 
long career, attempted to do justice to all men 
and I have felt, as a statesman should feel, un- 
less the working classes have their full right 
and share of public favor and public protec­
tion there to a great wrong somewhere in the 
legislation of the country and the administra­
tion of affaire. I cannot close my few im­
perfect remarks without thanking from 
the bottom of my heart the kind and warm 
hearted address of my Frenoh-Canadian blende 
of the Lafontaine club. Recent events to 
which I need not farther allude render such an 
expression of kindness towards myself of the 
greatest value to me. I thank them cordially 
and heartily for their kindness and I assure 
them that I shall not forget it. (Applause.) 
Again I return my sincere thanks to all for the 
kind reception to myself. (Applause. )

We were asked to discharge that duty, 
and we did It with pleasure and with 
decent warmth. But, sir, am I to compare 
for an instant the feeling of the people of the 
country on the ennoblement of the Governor- 
General's blood with the feeling that was 
evoked by the spilling of the blood of one of 
eer eons. No, sir, we have learned here to 
value the lives of the people. We recognize 
the truth of the poet’s words : -

“The king may make a belted knight, 
ж marquis, duke, snd a' ihat;

But an honest man's aboon his might,
Quid faith he manna la' that ’’

It is true that we have solemnly recorded 
enr satisfaction beoaueo the blood of the 
Governor-General has been ennobled; and as 
the Mood of one of our sons has been spilled.
It to our duty, it to our privilege, it is our 
right to express our sorrow and Indignation 
at that event. I hope that we shall show that 
we are bound to one another by a tie as men 
c* Ontario, bound by the tie of kinship, that 
we shall show that our province is dear to u«, 
that our pet pie are dear tl us, and that the 
men of Ontario have but one feeling on this 
subject. Let us join our sorrow to the sorrow 
el his kinsfolk. To them has been denied the

I 
am authorized and directed on hto behalf, but 
without prejudice to hto defence, to make the 
council the following offer with the view of 
saving further law costs and ending litigation : 
To pay the eum of $2,000 and the costs in the 
foil .wiog manner : $500 In cash; $500 on 1st 
November 1886; $500 on May 1887, and $600 
on Nov. 1887'—to be secured by good endorsed 
notes and an insurance policy on Mr. Tapley’e 
life for $1600. Payments, if you desire, can be 
made in monthly instalments. The munici­
pality to withdraw the suit and on payment of 
the amount due the policy to be retransferred 
to Mr. Tapley.

Will yon be kind enough to give the matter 
your serious consideration and make such dis­
position of this offer as will best serve the in­
terets nf all parties.

Coun. Sears said the question hsd been 
up at previous meetings and the communi­
cation now submitted wae practically the 
same as that previously considered, and In 
view of that he would move that this com­
munication be filed.

The motion was seconded by Coun. Bas­
kin.

Conn. Lee moved as an amendment that 
the oommnnioation be referred to the finance 
committee with power to settle.

Coun. Peters in seconding the amend­
ment took exoeptlon to the grounds ad­
vanced by Coun. Sears in regard to the 
communication. He took the position that 
snoh a resolution as offered by Conn. Lee, 
waa the proper one for the council to adopt. 
They all knew, perhaps some from bitter 
experience, that law coals much money. 
There le only one of the lste commission 
that the council really oould еоще on. Aa 
bueineee men and men who had the beat 
interests of the municipality, they should 
accept the offer of $2,000 and ooets. He 
oared not for one man more than another, 
but was simply acting in what he believed 
to be the best interests of the county.

Conn. Sears wanted to know if the com­
mittee, on the commleeionere’ affairs were not 
yet In exietonoe.

The warden replied that they were, but 
eald they had no power to effect a settle­
ment.

Conn. Baskin would vote for the amend­
ment If It was merely a matter of dollars 
and cents, hut there wae a moral principle 
involved. He was never able to fix the 
blame on any one of the late oommlssoners— 
they must all share the blame alike. The 
people he represented did not wish a settle- 
ment by dollars and cento, and therefore he 
did not see why he should change Me opinion. 
The offer was a better one than they had pre­
viously received, but he felt satisfied If they 
would hold out they would get a better one. 
(Laughter.) ф

Coun, Sears referred to the opposition 
that the oounoll had received from the com­
mission in its endeavor to clear the matter 
up, and, although the publia press called on 
the commission to resign, they held out to 
the very last. There 1s not one of the com­
mission who comes before thto board to ask 
clemency, nothlog but a communication 
from Mr. Tapley’e legal adviser. Mr. T. 
had been treasurer for some fifteen years 
and should give the oounoll Interest for the 
money he bad on hand, besides the large de- 
fiolenoy. He contended the commission hsd 
brought themselves within the juriedlotion 
of the law, and he trusted that the salt 
would be allowed to go on, and If we cannot 
get counsel to prosecute, the sooner the 
public know It the better.

Conn. Baskin said that one of the late 
commission told him that over $1,000 of old 
bills had come In since they had resigned, 
and this sum should be added to the de­
ficiency.

These overseers 
must know that the law did not authorize the 
sale of paupers,

Coun. Fowler said the law left it to the dis­
cretion of the overseers as to how the paupers 
should be taken care of, The sale of paupers 
was really putting the matter of daring for the 
poor up at public tender,

Coun. Bonnell said it was for the overseers 
to say whether the ban pen should be sold or 
not, but even when they were sold the paupers 
did not suffer. He believed that it would not 
be found necessary to establish any alms 
house.

Coun. James S. Kierstead did not believe 
any pauper oould be supported at sixty-five 
cents, as stated by Coun. Bonnell yesterday. 
He (Kierstead) was willing that any parish 
should have a poor house, but he objected to 
the establishment of an alms house for the 
paupers of the county.

Coun. Bthmell claimed that the alms house 
at Chatham was self-sustaining and the paup­
ers were well fed.

Coun. J. 8. Kierstead said he had been an 
overseer of the poor for eight years for Rothe­
say and during that time there had never been 
any complaint as to the treatment of the paup­
ers. A few years since he had sent several 
poor people to the poor house in St John and 
they ran away. These people complained that 
they were not properly fed there, and although 
they were sent there several times they would 
not remain in the institution. In the Parish 
of Rothesay an alms house was not required.

Coun. D. S. Sinnott supported the amend­
ment. He stated that the poor of the Parish 
of Studholm were well taken care of.

Conn. Bonnell contended that the paupers 
of Sussex were just as well taken care of as in 
any parish in the county.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

K When the council opened after dinner,Conn. 
Bunnell stated that he desired to make a few 
remarks with reference to the building of an 
alms bouse in Kings county.

Tfle Old Testament the Charter of Be- 
ligion.

Some Believe Man Must Hate His Brother 
and Sister to be a Christian.

And there went great multitudes with him. And 
he turned and said unto them : It any man oome to 
me and hate not his father aid mother, and wife 
and children, and brethren and slaters, jet, and his 
own life also, ha cannot bo my oisdple. And who- 
sector doth not bear hla cross and come after me can­
not be my disciple.—Luka, xlv, 26.

Mr. Beecher said : There never wm an 
Men more void and foolish than the idea 
tfant Christ, In his style of thought and ex­
pressions,- was simple and liberal. Hie 
style is the most profound and difficult to 
bo understood of any that ever expressed 
itself in human language. It ie the poverty 
of the spiritual kingdom that it is obliged 
to express itself in some gradation of words 
that originally were framed to express 
physical ideas. And eo it Ьм oome to pass 
that m civilization Ьм gone up, and wo need 
new wordi to express gradations of develop­
ing feeling, we are obliged to give secondary 
meanings, and so in a long line of words the 
вате word expresses not merely differing 
shades of the primitive feeling, bnt frequent­
ly reverses It, and oomee to ехргеи a very 
different and even opposite one. Now,

They fear lest popular pardon shall 
be excited by the tory cry of “ the Empire In 
danger,” and the liberal party overwhelmed. 
This dread keeps Gladstone’s late colleagues 
silent spectators, while on his single shield he 
bears the brnnt of the fight It was a splendid 
sight when “ old man eloquent ” rose from 
among his cowering lieutenants to criticize the 
Queen's speech and challenged the right of the 
government to remain in power. In words of 
marvellone beauty and power he declared the 
Irish difficulty must be promptly faced, arid 
clearly announced his readiness to undertake 
the great work of pacification. It was an epoch- 
making speech. The English liberals remained 
cold, they were chary of applause, bat the 
volume of Irish cheers sustained andexolted the 
orator, and rolled through the house, drown­
ing or combating every note of dissent. When 
Gladstone sat down the fate of Lord Salisbury’s 
government was sealed. It is no longer a sec­
ret that Gladstone has been for some time 
educating his party on the home rule question,. 
and that among those won over to bis views 
are Lord Spencer and Lord Granville. Cham­
berlain also has come down off the fence and 
agreed to support Gladstone’s scheme. On 
Friday, after Sexton’s magnificent statement 
of the Irish, the member for Birmingham 
advanced up the, floor of the house and 
complimented the Irish orator in an ostenta­
tiously friendly manner. It was a significant 
incident. The situation is shortly this: Lord 
Salisbury is in office, but not in powef. His 
removal from office is only a question of tactics 
and days. The tory chief manoeuvred to get 
thrown out on some minor question. Glad­
stone can then come into power, propound a 
scheme and secure for it ample discussion be­
fore the dissolution which must follow the in­
evitable refusal of the house of lords to pass 
any home rule scheme. The refusal and dis. 
solution will probably occur in the autumn.

OXO. W. SMALLEY,
correspondent of the New York Tribune and 
a cordial hater of the Irish and Irish preten­
sions, cables: Everybody understood Glad-* 
stone’s speech as a bid for a Parnellite alliance. 
The Irish cheered him warmly throughout 
His denial of responsibility for home rule 
schemes convinced nobody. He did not deny 
his conversion to the principle of home rule 
and while the speech confirmed the universal 
belief In his desire to 
support by creating an Irish parlia­
ment, its tone was one of anxious deference 
to Irish opinion. Nothing marked it so 
strangely as when he besought the Irish to for­
give him for saying that he still warmly sup­
ported Lord Spencer’s administration. The 
Irish members not only forgave him but warm­
ly welcomed the new recruit Parnell with his

It has a tendency 
to propitiate the stronger party and disappoint 
the loyalists.

If. the National League is proclaimed in 
Ireland the central executive of the organiz­
ation will be located in England. The St. 
James' Gazette says It is known that there is a 
resolute body of men behind more peaceable 
members of the Irish National League who 
are determined to resort to violence, unless the 
demands of th# Parnellite party are conceded 
by parliament. It is also known, says the 
■Gazette, that even among Irish members of the 
house of commons there are several employes 
of O’Donovan Bossa. The government is aware 
that these miscreants have elaborated plans to 
perform deeds of violence and that they have 
selected a particular part of England in which 
to ply the knife and pistol, discarding dyna­
mite, which it is alleged the plotters regard as 
a blundering medium.

The News says the government is disappoint­
ed at the attitude of Gladstone, and that Par­
nell hoped that the ex-premier would amend 
the address and that the ministry would be 
ousted as defenders of the integrity of the em­
pire.

The debate in the commons yesterday left 
the impression that both parties are anxious to 
conciliate the Parnelites and have no desire to 
enforce strong coercive measures. At the same 
time it is believed that there is no chance of 
either conservatives or liberals proposing at 
this session any home rule measure likely to 
satisfy the Irish. Mr. Gladstone said that in 
seeking re-election he was mainly guided 
by a wish to proceed with proposals
in regard to both the legislative
and social position of Ireland. Only 
the government, however, was able to act in 
such a mateer. He. believing it would be mis­
chievous to do so, did not intend to introduce 
proposals of his own, but he would reserve his 
opinion. He would also reserve his decision 
whether to alter or to add to proposals em­
bodied in his election manifesto. He pleaded 
for a patient hearing of the opinions of the 
Irish nationalists.

Sir Michael Hicks Beach said it was boycot­
ting, not agrarian crime, that had increased in 
Ireland. The new chief secretary for Ireland 
would consider the question whether the ordi­
nary powers were sufficient or whether special 
powers would be needed to suppress boycot­
ting.

Mr. Gray will sit for Dublin and Healy for 
Londonderry.

Mr. Parnell said that he had always believed 
that if the principle were admitted that Ire­
land was entitled to some form of self-govern­
ment, the settlement of details would not be 
found a formidable task, and that there would 
ba no great difficulty in securing the empire 
against separation. He himself, although a 
Protestant, feared no danger to the minority 
in Ireland from the Catholics. The whole 
question was one of reasonable or exorbitant 
rente. He denied that the national league en­
courages boycotting. The nationalist mem­
bers, he r aid, on seeing manifest the desire of 
England to weigh the Irish question calmly, 
had resolved that no extravagance of word or 
action on their part should mar the first fair 
chance Ireland ever had.

Neither liberals nor Parnellites appearing 
inclined to challenge the government, Lord 
Randolph Churchill, secretary of state for In­
dia, proposed that the debate be adjourned. 
He wished the house to understand, however, 
that it would be impossible for the present 
government to sanction an Irish parliament 
He added that the government would be pre­
pared, when the proper time arrived, with a 
scheme to improve local government in Ire­
land.

Lord Kilmorey, in the house of lords, and 
Mr. Heneage, in the commons, will move that 
the Lord Lieutenant of Ireland be abolished.

Charlottetown, Jan. 25.—The trial of 

Alex. Gillis for the murder of Patrick Cal­
laghan, a cemetery keeper, in May last, was 
commenced in the supreme court on Thursday 
last. Hodgson, Q. C., and Morson appeared 
for the crown, and Peters & Peters for the de­
fence. A number of witnesses for the crown 
have been examined and it has been proven 
that the murdered man was last Been on Wed­
nesday, 20 th of May, at four p. m. His re­
mains were discovered in the cemetery lodge 
on the 27th of May, lying in a pool of blood, 
covered with mattresses and bedding which 
were damp. Wednesday, the 20th, was proved 
to be damp and rainy. The witnesses who 
visited the cemetery on 20;h May found the 
lodge closed, the back door, usually used, 
fastened from the outside leading in. 
It is to be supposed that on the 
20 th of May the murder was’ committed. 
The murdered man pallaghan was seen on Sun. 
day, 17th May, wearing a chain similar to the 
one produced in court and found in the posses- 
eion of the person to whom the prisoner Gillis 
sold it about the 25Lh or 29th of May last. It 
has also been proved c by the crown that Gillis 
left Harmony, about forty-five miles from 
Charlottetown, on the 18th of May. He was 
seen at Mt. Stewart, about eighteen miles from 
Charlottetown, on the same and following 
day a. He left Mt. Stewart and on Tuesday, 
19 ih May, he having shaved off his moustache, 
it is proven he arrived in Charlottetown on 
Wednesday. 20th May, and gave his name as 
Mclunle. It ie also proven he left Charlotte­
town the following day and was seen at Mt. 
Stewart on Friday, 22nd May, where he 
changed a piece of gold which is supposed 
to have been attached to the watch chain of the 
murdered man. He arrived at Harmony on 
Friday evening by regular train and within a 
few days after bis arrival sold a watch chain 
alleged to have been Callaghan’s. Gillis was 
arrested at York station ..nine miles from 
Charlottetown on 20th June. A watch proven 
to have been Callaghaa’s within two years past 
was in his possession. The case for the crown 
will close tomorrow. The line of defence baa 
not yet transpired.

If defeated on that they would not be 
seriously damsged in the country, They could 
not carry coercion ; but against strong 
opposition inside their own party, it 
is equally hopeless for the government 
to propose new concessions. Turn Which way 
tney will defeat us inevitable.
