In an article
on “The New: Mounted Army,” a Lon-
don paper sayw:—

“Lord Kitchener's new mounted force
is oné of the finest armies ever put
dn the field. Its strength is about 80,-
000 men, composed, in the main;, of
hard, seasoned eoldiers. The Regular
Cavalry number about 14,000 men,
with 10,000 Mounted Infantry. The
Royal Artillery are 12,000 strong, with
300 guns, and the Colonlal contingent
is 50,000 all told. The Imperial Yeo-
manry number about 8,000, but in a
few ‘weeks their total will reach 20,-
000, which will still further increase
the mounted men at Lord Kitchener's

disposal.

The colonies have been divided into
districts, and a strong' column will
operate within each area, clearing the
country of supplies, and keeping fresh
by means of the limited theatre of
operations. Thus a commando being
pursued will have a bad time of it,
as they will have to meet relays of
fresh troops from time to time so long
as they are on the move. Thus the

« THE NEGRO PROBLEM.

" ez

Bishop~Tutner of the colored 'Me-
thodist church argues that the nagro
problem in the United States should
be solved by the transportation of
millions of colored pedple to Afriea.
A New York paper discussing this re-
mark, agrees with the well-known col-
ored advocate. Mr. Booker T. Wash-
ington, that it 48 now altogether foo
late to relegate the megro problem to
Africa, and that it must be solved on
American soil. This journal declares
that the problem is one of assimila-
tion. It takes care to explain that it
does not mean amalgamation, but an
assimilation to the American type of
civilization and industry, and express-
es the view that the problem is with-
in the reach of practical statesman-
ship. It is suggested that Bishop

LISBON, April 19.—~The stardling an-
nouncement is made in court circies
here that Queen Marie Amelie, wife of
Don Carlos, king o Portugal, hes re-
solved to become a nun.
