GOVERNMENT MAY AID THE
MANUFACTURE OF AERODROMES

{Special to The Standard.
OTTAWA Ont, March 28.
{ . Dr. Graham Bell, inventor of the tel-
|ephone, addressed a crowded meeting
of the Canadian Club here last night
on the subject of ,avitation. Earl
Grey, Mr. Fielding,. Mr. Fisher, Sir
Frederick Borden -and Mr, Patterson
were present, and the accommodation
was taxed by attendance. The prac-
ttlcnl result of the meeting is that the

grant by the Canadian Government to
assist in_carrying on the experiments
18 almost certain as Dr. Bell made
{the case for such assistance with
overwhelming force. The impression
in the corridors is that the grant will
be about the sum already paid by Mrs.
Bell towards the carrying on of the

& Discussed Its History,

After ,reference to the invention of
the telephone, Dr. Bell discussed the
‘Mnory of aerial locomotion and point-
ed out that the earliest experiments
{Which were exceedingly numerous,
{were in tne direction of heavier than
alr flying, to which the inventors were
turning again, they were thrown into
the back ground by the invention of
the balloon, with which experiments

I’huve been made since the time of
‘Mongolfier in 1783 to recent periods.
| “For a hundred years,” he said,
"‘the balloon led men away from what
I believe to be the proper line of in-
' vention. It is only within recent
lye-ru_that the balloon, which is neces-
'urny lighter than air and therefore
i necessarily at the mercy of the air,
{ was made dirigible. Dirigible balloons
ihave their great function carrying
heavy welghts in the air.

“Count Zeppelin’s balloon carried
up something like twenty men the
other day and could make a speed of
over thirty miles an hour and go a
mile high Dirigible balloons have fea-
tures that should make us pause. It
is a thought, it seems to me, for the
British nation, supreme upon the wa-
ters, to consider that the balloon such
as Zeppelins could float over London
and all the British fleet could not

revent it. Of course, we do not

now what Great Britain is doing.

Means Much To Britain.

But the success of such machines
8s that means more to Great Britain
than to any other power, because
when these machines are used for
purposes of war, sea power becdfnes
secondary to air power. The nation
that controls the air will be the fore-
most nation of the world, so the suc.
cess of the dirigible balloons, even
though to my belief, they are on the
Wwrong basis, being lighter than air,
‘kal t;t'the greatest importance to man-

nd.”

Dr. Bell's Principle

Dr. Bell then told of the return to
heavier than air principle and de-
scribed at length the work of Dr.
Langley, whose friend he was. On
Langley’s death he took up his work
in earnest, basing it on previous ex-
periments with tetrahedomal kites.He
then described how he had associat-
ed with himself Douglas McCurdy, of
Baddeck, F. W. Baldwin, grandson of
the famous Robert Baldwin, both
young engineers from Toronto Uni-
versity, Glen Curtis, a young American
expert in motors and Lieut Selfridge
of the United States army, who prac-
tically represents' the American War
Department. This group formed an
aerlal experimental association.

Aerial Association |

“80,” he said, “there we were liv-

ing in my house, myself, an elderly
man surrounded by brilliant young
men, each an expert in his line. We
became very friendly. My wife became
very much attached to them all. Be-
side property that my wife has coming
from my inventions, she had property
that d have nothing to do with.

“Now, ‘our funds are out and this as-
sociation dissolves by time limitation
on the 31st of this month. We have
gone a little beyond the experimental
stage having bullt four dromes that
have flown and a fifth that is flutter-
ing its wings, while we have a sixth
that is not completed.

“Our fledglings having proved their
ability to fly, we are going to let
them fly. I do not care about commer-
cial matters. I will 80 on with my ex.
periments in tetranedonal structures.”

“Mr. Curtis intends to carry on
the manufacture of aerodromes in
Hammondsport, N. Y. He has capital
behind him. Mr., McCurdy and Mr.
Baldwin are a little different. They
say they are Canadians, and they
want to go into practical manufact-
ure of these machines. But they say,
“Cannot we do anything for the Can-
adian Government? I told them I did
not know, but I would be glad to help.
I said: “I am going up to Ottawa to
talk to the Canadian Club~and I be-
lieve it probable I shall have a seat
at the same table with His Excel-
lency and Mr. Fielding and other
members of the Cabinet. Perhaps
something will turn up. We can’t tell
(laughter and applause). i said to
those young men, “I don't care to gO
into this thing, but what do you
want?  Their answer was ‘We are
Canadians. If we can do anything for
the Canadian Government, we want
to do it. If not we want to do it for
the British Government, or if not that
then we want to go.in for ourselves
and treat with any other govern-
ments, because governments must be
in the market for these machines.
And now I have come here. I have
talked to Mr. Fielding and have put
a.few new ideas into His Excellency’s
mind and something may come of it.”

His Excellency’s Remarks.

The applause was exeeedingly hear-
ty and long. Lord Grey after refer-
ring to the importance of the sup-
remacy in the air, said: “The ques-
tion is, who is to have the credit, hon-
or and glory to give to the British
Empire that machine? I think that
there is but one hope that animates
us in this matter, and that is that
Canada will be that country. (Loud
Applause.)

The. Governor General referred to
Canada having had to do with the in-
vention of the telephone and wireless
telegraphy and said, “It only remains
for Canada to compete her services
to the British Empire and to ecivili-
zation by giving to the world the best
aerodrome.”

Mr. Fielding, referring to Dr. Bell's
suggestions,said, “I do not know what
may happen. Of course we have.
made our pious resolves against ex-
penditures. But after the address that
we have heard today I fear Sir Fred-
erick Borden will have dangerous in-
tentions upon the finance depart-
ment.”

HEAVY DOWNFALL OF RAIN
ACCOMPANIED BY HIGH WIND

——

Yesterday's heavy rain storm,
which was accompanied by a gale of
wind has done much toward moving
the last traces of snow and ice. As
& result the sidewalks are bare in
the greater part of the city. The total
rainfall reported at the meteorologi-
cal observatory was one and a quart-
er inches. During the day the rain
was heavy enough to make it unpleas-
ant for pedestrians but during the
evening the rising wind drove the
sheets of wind along the streets,
flooding the gutters in many places.At

9 p. m. the velocity of the wind which
was from the southeast, was 34 miles
an hour. The storm was accompanied
by a fairly high temperature the ex-
treme range being from 34 to 40 de-
grees.

Rough in the Bay.

On the bay the full fury of the
storm was felt by the vessels bound
fo?hln port. The pilot who brought
thé C. P, R. steamer Lake Champlain,
reported bad weather with very hea-
vy seéa.

Went to Restaurant.

The three St. John young ‘men
came here Friday evening on the
8.10 train, apparently to have a good
time, and it is supposed that they
had arranged to meet the*young wo-
men on their arrival. At any rate
a party of six met, Miss Duncan be-
ing accompanied by Miss N. Toner
and Miss S. Lynn, and a little later
adjourned to Wallaces restaurant, on
Queen street. As to just what hap-
epned in the restaurant nothing de-
finite can be learned. as Mr. Wallace,
the proprietor, refuses to talk, and
the members of the party have noth-
ing to say. It is known, however, that

when Miss Duncan left the restaur-
ant, accompanied by McKinnon, she
was able to walk, and was apparent-
ally allright until the corner of Carle-
ton and Queen Sts. was reached,when
she suddenly collapsed. The others
had gone on ahead, and McKinnon
bodily dragged his companion as far
as an alleyway on King street, be-
low Carleton, known as Elliott's Al-
ley. Just as McKinnon was about to
take the girl into the alleyway, two
young men named McConaghey and
Atkinson happened along,and through
curiosity inquired as to what was the
matter and followed the couple. Miss
Duncan in the meantime had been
vomitting violently and when the two
young men came up to where they
were in the alleyway. McKinnon said
tiat he was going to get a board on
which to lay the young woman to
keep her out of the snow, saying that
his friend had taken sick and that he
did not want her vomitting in the
street. The occupants of the house
nearby, hearing the commotion had
McConaghy and Atkinson, who were
standing near by, take the young
lady into the house. She was then
in an unconscious condition, and her
mother was sent for. McKinnon, in
the meantime, had gone for a coach
from a livery stable, and when he
returned, demanded that the young

lady be handed over to him. This, of
course, was not done, and McKinnon
finding a rather strong feeling
agalnst him for his part in the affair,
was springing up among those who
were present, soon disappeared. Miss
Duncan was later removed to her
home in a still unconscious condition.
and Dr. McGrath was summoned and
administered the necessary medical
assistance. The young woman’s con-
dition was most serious. She was un-
conscious and remained so practical-
ly throughout the entire night and
morning.

Police Capture Them.

McKinnon and hjs two companions
from St. John, were rounded up by
police Saturday morning, while at-
tempting to get away to St. John u{-
ter an all-night search had been
made for them. Their arrest was of
a somewhat sensational variety.From
shortly after the event occurred until
long after midnight a large party of
young men spent the time assisting
Patrolman Foss in locating McKin-
non and his companions. They had
registered at the Barker House, but
a search of the hotel failed to re-
veal them.

TORONTO, March 27.—By an or-
der-in-council and upon the recom-
mendation of the Minister of Public
Works the Provincial Government
has enacted that no person shall act
as guide for hunting or fishing par-
ties without a license for which a fee
of $2 shall be paid.

It is provided also that such guides
shall be responsible for the exting-
uishing of fires kindled by the party
employing him and that they must
report any violations of the game and
fishery laws within one month after
their commission Failure to comply
with these regulations will result in
the reversing of the license.

try.
Do It Thamselives.

Americans fly iheir flag every-
where thioughout the British Empire,
ana nobody thinks of asking for its
removal to a less honored position
than that in which the Americans
themselves may place it.

In Great Britain may years ago,
shortly after the American Civil war
bad come to an end, an American cit-
fzen made a wager with another of
the same nationality that he could
carry the American flag throughout
the length and breadth of the land
and recelve no insult either to him-
self or to the nation represented by
his flag. Net only did he win his
~bet, but he and his American flag
were accorded a hearty welcome ev-
erywhere. He was feasted and ‘“‘ad-
dressed” wherever he went, and this

As a result of his changed con-
ditions, Blijah waw able to once more
enter into the activities of life. 8o in
the case of ordinary existence it was
much better to be up and doing rath-
er than be bewalling our fate.

The alm of every-
one should be to press forward leav-
ing on the sands of time footprints
ﬂfl'l! may encourage those who come
after.

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' New York, March 27.—Queensboro
ﬁ-ldn constitutes the main topic of

conversation In Long Island City just
now, and its opening to traffic next
week is looked upon as the approach-
ing signal for a great boom in the
little city across the Hast River. The
bridge will be the third connecting
Manhattan with Long Island and a
fourth  structure—the Manhatan
bridge—{s now well under way,

It is now twenty-five years since the
Brooklyn Bridge was completed and
presented to the world as one of its
‘wonders. It occupled thirteen years to
complete it. During the first year of
its use it was estimated that 100,000
persons crossed it daily. In 1898, the
year of the consolidation of Brooklyn
and New York, this number had grown
to 300000, and the figure has since
been increased to about 600,000 a
day.

The threatened exodus to Brooklyn
and the suburbs of Queens County
was observed a decade ago, and after
the consolidation municipal attention
was insistently urged to a recognition
of this anticipated distribution of pop-
ulation and the growing necessity for

viding additional bridges across the
ﬁt River, with the result. that the

lliamsburg Bridge was opened sev-
eral years ago. Although its capacity
s 30,000 persons an hour, it has not
stopped the increase of traffic over the
Brooklyn Bridge.

Between the Willlamsburg and
Brooklyn bridges the Manhattan bridge
was started in 1901, With its phenom-
enal capacity of 82,000 persons an hour
and 660,000 a day, this bridge is plan.
ned to be the largest of them all.

With 7,424 feet to its credit, the new
Quensboro Bridge is the largest of the
bridges now erected in point of length
from end to end. Ite longest span is
that over the river west of Black.
well's Island. The length of this span
i8 1,187 feet.

The bridge was planned for the
sccommodation 6f heavy traffic, and al-
though estimated to cost $13,000,000 it
has already exceeded that figure by a
large amount. Although its daily car
rying capacity has been stated to be
500,000 persons, it is more probable
that 600,000 persons will be able to
use it each day.

The westerly approach to the bridge
is at Second Avenue, Manhattan and
occuples the blocks between Rifty.
ninth and Sixtieth streets to the Rast
river. Its easterly approach faces a
splendid place in Long Island City.

Though the bridge is to be opened
to traffic next week, the official op-
ening and dedication will not take
place until the coming summer, when
it is proposed to hold a monster cele-
bration in honor of the event,

THE P.E.I.
LEGISLATURE

Charlottetown, March 27—The pro-
vincial legislature was prorogued to-
day after a two months’ session. The
measures passed Included bills to re-
peal the commercial travellers’ tax,
to prevent the spread of noxious
weeds by requiring farmers to destroy
them under penalty, and to prohibit
the collecting of orders for intoxicat-
ihg liquors. A resolution was passed
asking the Dominifon government to
place this province in the same posi-
tion as counties throughout Canada
which have adopted the Scott Act
with regard to the importation and

xportation of liquor. There was a

Specting the fisheries. It was finally
decided to ask the Dominion to ap-
point a non-partis#n, independent
commission, on which the Island
ghould be represented, for the regu-
fation and control of Canadian Atlan-
tle fisheries.

Professor Graham Bell has given to the Canadian

THE NAVAL PROGRAMME.

The price of a Dreadnought is about $10,000,000 and
the Imperial Government is contemplating a naval pro-
gramme of four Dreadnoughts a year for three years. In
a great war Britain might easily be called upon to pay
more in‘a month than the price of this whole three year
programme. But it looks like a heavy extra bill in time
of peace The Imperial Government does not offer the
people the delusive solace of a ‘“capital” account, on
which ships and guns may be bought without increasing
the current expenditure An increase of debt does not
go with a surplus in that country. If Mr. Asquith
were a Canadian Minister, he might buy ships, as Sir
Frederick Borden buys Ross rifles, without increasing the
deficit or decreasing the surplus. But British officials scorn
such devices to mitigate the adverse balances. The
worst aspect of the financial situation is always present.
ed in bare and ghastly detail.

If a British statesman could feel sure that when
he paid $10,000,000 for a Dreadnought he had a fighting
machine good Yor even half his lifetime, he would
breath more freely. But in thirty years, he has seen
introduced four or five new classes of ships, each consid-
ered a pertect achievement He has heard each of
these in turn declared to be obsolete within ten years
after it was placed in commission. Everything that is
now said of the Dreadnought class was said a few years
ago ‘of the Majestic, and a few years before that of the
previous types. If we reason from experience, we shall
conclude that within a decade after the Dreadnought
programme is completed, it will be declared that these
magnificent vessels are practically obsolete as primary
war ships.

This problem did not torment the Admiralty in the
days when PBritain acquired the mastery of the seas.
Wooden ships that Nelson handled might have been half
a century in the service. Queen Elizabeth built ships
which were fighting under Cromwell, and one craft of
Henry the Seventh was in action after the Restoration.
A wooden ship in the days of Britain's naval glory out-
Mved many admirals. An admiral of today sees many
generations of battleships arrive with much sound of
trumpets, and reach the scrap-heap.

It is not, therefore, a question of nuilding eight or
ten Dreadcoughts, but of continuing the succession of
types, each larger and costlier than the last, each doomed
to oblivion Lefore it has even begun to depreciate in in-

trinsic cifectiveness, Many classes of ships have ap-
peared, cujoyed their brief period of confidence and re-
spect, given place to new types, passed from first to

second, and from second to third class, and been strick
off the list, without having met an enemy.

What Great Britain is doing today she will have to
It is an an-
fmul insurance that has to be paid, and will be paid so
long as other European countries establish and maintain
navies of their own. 'Britain does not attempt to match
the standing armies of the other powers. The navy is
her reliance.  Every part of the Empire is equally with
Greal Britain dependent on this fleet, and no part of the
Empire will look with indifference on the present situa-
tion.

THE CHIEF SUPERINTENDENT.

The Superintendent of Education, in closing his last
report, adds a personal note suggesting that in the or-
dinary course of events, ¢he time is approaching when he
shall retire from the active duties of his office. In this
connection Dr. Inch makes the surprising statement that
in a few months he will have completed sixty years of
continuous educational work in this province. To those
who did not know that Dr. Inch began teaching at an age
when most boys are about entering high school, this an-
nouncement would imply to an age of fourscore or more.

NO HURRY.

The Insurance Bill now before Parliament is not mak-
ing much headway, though this is the third year since
the Government began to deal with it. In February 1907
the report of the Insurance Commission, with a bill at
tached, was presented to Parliament. The Govern-
ment paid $25,000 to Mr. Shepley, with some $50,000 to
other people, and then took a year to consider. In 1908
a Bill was introduced and referred to a Committee, with
the result that Parliament rose without legislation. This
session brought a third bill, which the Government is not
pressing with much earnestness. Mark Twain speaks of
a man in Turkey, who was publishing a newspaper with
forty subscribers, and getting rich “very deliberately.’

MEN ARRESTED
IN FREDERICTON

Foss was at the C. P. R. station
with the intention of going down the
line to watch developments. At Sala-
manca Station the train was slowed
down and McKinnon, Kelly and Lo-
gan got aboard. They were at once
put under arrest and the train was
stopped at Victoria Mills and the
three young men were marched back
up the track in charge of Officer Foss
and taken to the police station. Mc-
Kinnon did not take kindly to the
arrest and when the train was start-
ed made a successful effort to get
aboard only to have the train slowed
down until he could be ejected.

Were Remanded.

At 11 o'clock McKinnon and his
two companions were arraigned be-
fore Colonel Marsh in the police
court, when the formal charge of ad-
ministering intoxicating liquor to a
young woman of tender years, was
made against each of them. P. A
Guthrie appeared for the prosecution
and R. B. Hanson appeared on behalt
of the prisoners. They were remand-
ed to jail until Monday morning at
11 o’clock, Colonel Marsh refusing to
grant bail on application of their
counsel, which was opposed by the
prosecution, as Miss Duncan's condi-
tion 1s still critical.

The police Saturday were busy
working on the case endeavoring to
get the necessary evidence to sub-
stantiate the charges made and with
a view of laying still more serious
charges against McKinnon and his
companions. From what the police
have learned so far Miss Duncan was
given a drug of a very powerful nat-
ure in a glass of lager beer while
they were enjoying their supper in
Wallace's restaurant, the assortment
of liquor which the party had being
a bottle of cocktails and a number
of bottles of lager beer which is sald
to have been brought from St. John
by the young men.

Logan and Kelly are likely to be
released on Monday, as the charge
against them of administering liquor
to the young women may not be
pressed. Kelly and Miss Lynn have
been friends for years. He is unmar-
ried, but McKinnon and Logan are
both married men.it is said. On Satur-
day afternoon Minnie Duncan was im-
proving, but her condition is said to
show conclusively that she was drug-
ged.

The Girl's Condition

claimed to have been “doped” at a
sporty little gathering at Wallace's
Restaurant on Friday night, has about
recovered from the effects of her ex-
perience and was able to be about the
house today.

EVER CARRIED, SAYS CAP7AIN

The C. P. R. steamer Lake Cham-
plain, Capt. Murray, arrived here
yesterday afternoon from Liverpool,
bringing 145 saloon passengers and
730 third class.

Boat Found

‘Bvidently the men took to their
boat, but never reached shore, for the
little tender, only nine feet in length,
was discovered yesterday on the
beach at Round Meadows, about two
miles from Chance Harbor, without
oars, and with two holes stove in her
bottom.

Sharp watch has been kept on the
beach at the Meadows for the bodies
of Captain Dionne and his crew, but
up to last night nothing had been
heard of them at Chgnce Harbor. Late
in the evening the 'Standard talked
over long distance to Frederick
Thompson of Chance Harbor, who was
one of those most instrumental in
salving the vessel.

Schooner Towed In

Mr. Thompson said that the men in
the motor boats had been successful
on Saturday in towing the Nina
Blanche to a wharf about a mile from
Chance Harbor proper. The vessel her-
self is in very good shape, but no
trace of the men could be found. At
an early hour Saturday morning the
derelict was again sighted about half
a mile off the breakwater at Chance
Harbor. The motor boats for the sec-
ond time put out to her. After some
little work they were able to get the
mainmast out and the schooner right-
ed herself. Her name was then seen
to be “Nina Blanche.” On account of
the sails being set the opinion was
expressed by those who found the ves-
sel that all on board had perished.

Her mainsail was double-reefed and
set, but the stay sail was in the hold,
and floated out when the vessel was
righted. She was on her beam ends
when found, and one of the masts had
to be cut out before she righted her-
self but it was saved.
