The country to the west of Hebu-
terne is quite hilly, with many steep
ridges, which afford admirable defen-
sive positions. To the morth and
northwest, however, the country is
moderately level, with long undulating
ridges which might be stormed read-
ily by heavy masses of troops.

Field Marshal Haig mentions, too,
considerable artillery fire to the north
9t Kemmel, but this has been a region
‘where the cannon of both sides has
been roaring for weeks.

The southern portion of the Brit-
ish front has also been under heavy
ire from the enemy’s guns, and this
may indicate that the Germans are
getting ready for & new effort to reach
Amiens.

Two Miles.

London, May 13—British mounted
troops after capturing Kirkuk in Meso-
potamia, pursued the Turks for a dis-
tance of two miles to the northward,
says an official statment issued today
by the war office. On May 11, the
Turks were driven across the lesser
Zab river at Altyn Kupri. The latter
place is sixty miles southeast of Mosul.
Thirty prisoners and two guns wera
captured.

The following day our airplanes
bombed hostile camps between Altyn
Kupri and Arbil on the Tigris.

Hon. Henri Severin Beland, B. A,
M. D., M. P., for Beauce County, Que-
bec, was born at Louiseville, Que.,!
Oct, 11, 1869, the son of Henri Beland
and Sophie Lesage. He was educated
in the public schools, at Three Rivers|
College and at Laval University, from |
which he obtained his medical degree.
He was mayor of St. Joseph in 1901
He was elected to the legislative as:
sembly of Quebec at the general elec-
tions of 1897 and 1900. He was re-
turned to the House of Commons at a
bye-election in 1902, caused by the ap-
pointment df Mr. Godbout to the sen-
ate. He was re-elected at the gemeral
elections of 1904, 1908, 1911 and 1917.
He was sworn in as privy councillor
and appointed postmaster general
Aug. 19, 1911, holding office until the
resignation of the Laurier government
Oct. 6, 1911,

Being in Belgium, the home country
of Madam Beland (who was Mlle.
Flore Gerin-Lajole, when he married
her June 4, 1895), when the great war
broke out, Hon. Dr, Beland volunteer-
ed for service with the Belgian army
in the field as surgeon, and while serv-
ing in that capacity was made prison:
er of war.

Efforts to Free Him.

Many efforts were made by the pre
sent and past Ottawa governments
to obtain his release in exchange, but
the German officials knowing they had

He expressed his ‘own great satisfaction at the good news,
saying that all who knew Dr. Beland had a very high appreciation
of him, and that much depression had been caused by his long con-
The news was most welcome.

Was on Honeymoon.

Just before the outbreak of the war
Dr. Beland was married to a Belgian
lady. He was on his honeymoon trip
in Belgilm when the Germans over-
ran the country in August, 1914. He
could have got away, but remained to
give succor to the Belglan and Ger-
man wounded. With characteristic in-
difference to his labors of mercy, the
Germans made him a prisoner, and he
remained a prisoner despite repeated
efforts on the part of the Imperial aua

comes now as the result of a recent

The mext morning the
main top-sail blew loose and began
blowing to pieces. ~ ¥ive 6f us wero
sent aloft. he weather was bitterly
cold, and the hall-stones. were flying
like shot from a gun. I remember I
was the third one dn the rigging. he
weather was so cold that three of the
men went down without doing = any-
thing to secure this sail. The man
who remained together with myself.
secured the sail after mheh difficulty,
I being to leaward was forced to keep'
my face to the wind and the halil
stones cut the skin n off my face,
80 that the blood rean down into my
boots.

1
wanted to get back héme, and made
up my mind to stick it ‘out #d the ves-
sel was going back to Halifax.

We got discharged and after a few
necessary repairs set sail with a new
crew for Halifax. We took the morth
channel between Ireland and Scot-
land, got into the runs and the wheel
chain parted. The captain jumped up
and down and declared the ship would
founder, but for my own part I could
see very little danger at that time.
Of course the sea jumped a little, but
nothing to cause anxiety as far as I
|could see. We mended the chain as
soon as possible, and came out all
right,

Sceven days after we had left port
we took a heavy gale. When this was
at its height, a terrible sea boarded
us and swept away all our bullwarks
and boats. The stove remained, as it
was. his sea also carrled away all
our boflers and nearly all the stove
covers, and shook the old brig mak-
ing her leak badly. We were forty
days without fire, and all we had to
eat during that time was raw pork
and the poorest kind of hard bread,
and the vessel was leaking like a bas-
ket all the while,

1 was the only one on deck when
the wave struck us, as the captain
was afraid we might be washed -over-
board, only one man was allowed on
deck at the time, I saw the huge bil-
low coming and ran aft and got hold
of a belaying pin and held on for dear
life. I don't know how deep the water
was over my head.

London, May 1—(Correspondence o
The Assoclated Press.)—When the
story of t'e humble mine-sweeper is
fully told, many stirring pages will be
added to the history of anti-submarine
warfare, for this little craft is sharing
the work of the dashing destroyer and
‘chaser” in running down U-boats.
A mine-swoeper invarfably drops its
accustomed business for the bigger
game and many an enemy submersible
ha# been accounted for by them,
According to official reports, there
are forty times more mine-sweepers in
commission today in the service of the
Allies than in Jciy, 1914,

“Wasbington, May 18—The United
States has b the silk
jtariug centre of the world as a result
of the war, which has stimulated the
manufacture of silk here and in the
Far East at the expense of Europe.

A study of the silk industry, the first
official iuquiry of the kind, has just
been ccmpleted by the Tariff Com-
wmission

Japan continues to lead the world
in the production of silk, while the
United States, first among the nations
in its manufacture, does not produce
8 singl~ pound of the material France
continues the chief European manufac-
turer of slik and the principal source
of American imports, Japan ranking
second.

The annua! requirements of the Am-
erizan silk industry are 20,000 tons of
silk and silk waste, 10,000 tons of cot-
ton and other yarns, and 1,000 tons of
metallic tin for weighing. Most strik-
ing or ail the developments due to the
war. has been the expansion of the
spun-silk industry. The government is
requiring vast amounts of coarse silk
cloth, made from silk noil, for making
powder bags for the big guns.

Many finer varieties of silk manu-
facturers are not made in this coun-
try or else are manufactured in very
small quantities. Switzerland sup-
plies practically all of the silk bolting
cloth needed by the flour millers of the
@erld, Hatter's plush, from which is
made man’s silk hats, comes from
France. Silk lace, silk netting, silk
embroideries, veils and veilings, rib-
bons and handkerchief material large-
ly are imported. In all other branches
of the industry, even fine wearing ap-

consumption.

Habutae, of which silk handker-
chiefs are made, a soft emooth plain-
woven fabric of pure silk, is the larg-
est single item of silk brought from
abrdad. It has been a Japanese spec-
fality for more than 1,000 years.

Artificial horse halr 1s made of silk
in coarse single filaments. Artificial
silk is made in fine fllaments, which
must be combined before use.

Some silk filament 1s so fine that it
measures 3,000,000 yaras, or about
1,700 miles, to the pound.

TO MOBOLIZE ALL CANADIANS.

June 32nd has been set aside by the
~ Dominion Government as a day for the
mobilization of Canadians for national
gorvice in the highest semse of the
word. On that day every Canadian,
man or woman, between the ages of
sixteen and sixty, will be required to
register and to give particulars as to
age, social condition, occupation, and
other data that may be deemed neces-
sary or of value. The idea, which is
to take an inventory of Canada's man-
power, is a most commendable one
and will mark the most important step
in the way of national organization
that has yet been undertaken.

There is little doubt that our man-
power could be utilized to better ad-
vantage than it has been In the past
or at the present time. Thousands of
men and women are engaged in un-
necessary occupations from which the
state derives no benefit, and in which
they are practically wasting thelr time.
To win this war and to adequately pre-
pare for the period of great develop-
ment to come after the conclusion of
peace, to grapple with the mighty prob-
lems that will present themselves, it is
necessary that Canadian men and
women shall apply themselves as
never before, not only with energy but
in the chanuel of effort for which they
are best fitted. It is to provide as far

If Bel-
glum were in league with England and
France, with design to make war on
Germany, would she not have been
warned by them not to leave her
weapons in German hands? If Bel-
glum had had any inkling of war, is it
probable she would have left her guns
with the Krupps?

Germany's entire record in this war
has been an unexampled series of ly-
ing and wicked deceit. Not content
with ravaging and pillaging her weak
neighbor, she would have filched Bel-
gium’s good name and stained her with
dishonor.

THE AMERICANS IN FRANCE.

Prompt denial from officials who
should be in a position to speak with
authority followed last evening’s news.
paper report to the effect that the
American soldiers will not be used in
France until they have arrived in suf-
ficient mumber to form a complete,
powerful, self-supporting army.

The inference to be drawn from the
despatch is that the British and
French armies are strong enough to do
without American assistance until our
newest ally can muster a powerful
army of its own, and, despite official
denials, it is quite probable that this is
the real condition of affairs. Ameri-
cans have already been used in the
fighting in France and with good effect,
and this is the point made by officials
who deny the report.

But the fact that they have been
used, and are today fighting with Brit-
ish and French troops under one cen-
tral command, does not of necessity
indicate that a different plan may not
be followed as soon as they have a suf-
ficient number of men to form a dis-
tinet fighting force of their own. And
this may not be long delayed for one
report is to the effect that at present
the Americans in France number half
a million men. That, in itself, is a
much larger army than the British had
in the battle of the Marne, or for many
months thereafter.

But whether the Americans fight by
themselves or brigaded with British
and French troops, we may be assured
that the new army will grow in size
and power just as speedily as is
humaunly possible. The United States
engaged in this war with a deadly
earnestness that dally become more
apparent. Preparations are well un-
der way, and while, for obvious rea-
sons, it is not possible to give details
of the spl work lished
from Washington it can be predicted
that, before the summer is over, the
strength of Uncle Sam's arm will be
exerted with a punishing force that
will set a new mark even for this al-

ready unprecedented world struggle.

UNITED STATES TO
AID SLAV PEOPLES

Capt. Laguardia Tells Con-
gress of Bohemians, Serb-
ians and Other Slavs to
Break Away from Hapsburg
Dynasty.

Rome, April 12—(Correspondence of
The Associated Press.)—Get togeth-
er, break away from yoke of the Haps-
burgs, establish your great Yougo-Slav
confederation and we will be glad to
welcome you mot only as sister but we
will play fairy godmother who runs to
your rescue,” saild Captain Fierello H.
Laguardia of the American Flying
Corps, addressing a Congress of Bo-
hemians, Roumanians, Serbians and
cther Slavs, held here this woek.

Captain Laguardia, on his w.y to
the Itallan fromr, remained n Rome
Just long enough tc address the as-
sembly. He surprised the delegates
by speaking in the Serbian language.

In the presence of Italian senators,
deputies and diplomats, assembled
with the allSlav delegates to decide
upon common action with Italy against
Austria, Captain Laguardia said that
the American people were unfamiliar
with the intricate politics of the Bal-
kan states which were so complicated,
L. added, that only a few natives un-
derstand them thorougnly themselves.

“Make it simple,” he went on. “All
unite into one big people, one powerful
nation, that i{s the sort of politics we
understand and that is the way we
want to help you. We will provide for
you, help you until you are strong
enough to look after yourselves, I am
sending your resolutions to the House
of Representatives and they will be
read by millions of Slavs in America
living as free citizens in a free coun-
try.”

Outling broadly the views of the
British government on the Irish Home
Rule question, Premier Lloyd George
wrote to Sir Horace Plunkett as fol-
lows:

“Questions of which there is an acute
difference of opinion in Ireland and
Great Britain must be held over for
determination until after the war."
The Premier considered the control of
the Irish cusfom and excise one of the
problems which must await the con-
clusion of peace, for he added:

‘“The government suggest that, dur-
ing the period of the war and for the
reriod of two years thereafter the con-
trol of customs and excise should be
reserved to the United Kingdom Par-
liament; that as soon as possible after
the Irish Parllament has been estab-
lished a Joint Exchequer Board should
be set up to secure the determination
of the true revenues of Ireland.”

He explained to Sir Horace in the
letter, “that it would be practically im.
possible to make such a disturbance
of the fiscal and financial relations of
Great Britain and Ireland in the midst
of the great war,” as would result in
an attempt to transfer of the Irish Par-
liament control to the Irish custom.

“The government considers,” wrote
the Premier, “that during the period
of the war the control of all taxation
other than customs and excise should
be handed over to the Irish Parlia-
ment, “but he stipulated that Irelana
should contribute an agreed proportion
of the annual expenditure of the United
Kingdom.

Main features of the customs plans
approved by Mr, Lloyd George, were
adopted in a majority report of the
Irish Convention. Whetker they will

in the sinking of the Vindictive in
Ostend harbor. But the former will
have ten times more influence in the
course of the war.

New York, May 13—General rise and
fall in stock market prices depends
basically upon supply and demand of
securities. If the supply is small, fav-
orable news effects a rise. If the sup-
ply is ample and the demand light,
good news is ignored; the market de-
clines and what unfavorable news or
prospects, even far-ahead prospects,
there are, are dragged in to give rea-
son for the fall.

Supply and demand is indicated by
the size of brokers’ loans. If the sup-
ply is large, the size of brokers’ loans
indicates it. If it is small, these loans
show it by a low-volume level. At the
present time brokers’ loans are com-
paratively low. Consequently, favor-
able conditions tend to produce a rise.

The favorable conditions have been
the eminent success of the third Lib-
erty loan and the fact that.pressure to
place it has ceased and the matter is
out of the way. It has, of course, still
to be paid for, but that is for the
future, and besides much of the neces-
sary provision has been made.

Another favorable influence is de-
rived from the situation at the front,
and the failure thus far of the German
offensive. From the point of view of
the war, we have also evidence that
the ship programme is at last in strong
hande and moving forward with grati-
fying results.

Other favorable features are large
earnings shownn quarterly reports of
some concerns and the reasonable
conclusion that those mot reporting
are doing equally well.

Tomorrow Night.

The Canada Food Board calls public
attention to the fact that the clause
providing for the seisure and forteiture
of holdings of flour and sugar in ex-
cess of the amount prescribed by the
board comes into effect at midnight on
Wednesday.

After that time flour and sugar in ex-
cess of the quantity prescribed in the
fdod board's orders of April 26 and 26,
may be seized and forfeited. In addi-
tion any persons holding excess quan-
tities of either flour or sugar is liable
to & fine of not less than $100. Reports
just’ received from different parts of
Oanada show that large' supplies of
both flour and sugar have already been
turned back to dealers, in compliance
