Roads’ Arrogance
Blamed By Stone

Engineers’ Chief Reviews
Wage Dispute Leading to
Strike Order.

Cleveland, Oct. 20.—~Warren Q.
Stone, president of the Brotherhood
of Locomotive Engineers, this evening
set’ torth in a signed statement the
reasons for the “Big Five” transpor
tation organizations authorizing a
strike to begin October 30. He sald:

“The men's position and their rea.
sons for striking are in part as fol-

lows:

“When the transportation act of
1920 became a law it was hoped by
the employees that all disputes would
be adjusted and decisions rendered
by the board wiuld be complied with
by the carriers and employees. In.
stead of complying with the decisions
of the labor board, the rallroade soon
began to disregard or flout its de-
cisions. Flagrant cases of this be
ing the action of the Atlanta, Blrmf
ingham and Atlantic, the Krle, the
Pennsylvania Railroad and many oth
er cases that could be cited.

It is well known and admitted by
all that the railway men were the last
to receive any increase during the
During August, 1919
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Engi-
neers submitted to President Wilsun
a statement setting forth that a de
crease in the cost of the necessities
of life was necessary or an inerease
in wages was imperative.

“Decision Long Considered.”

“From that time on the question of
wages was discussed on different oc
easions and was finally submitted to
the Labor Board. In July, 1920, the
board handed down a decision which
based on all the facts they declared
wae just and equitable and further
stated that these oconclusions were
réached after long consideration  of
all the facts as evidenced Hy the
testimony before that board.

“Later Mr. Atterbury of the Penn
sylvania Railroad appeared before the
board and in a spectavular presenta
tion demanded an immediate reduc
tion of the wages of all railroad em
ployees, notwithstanding the carrier
bad been granted a material increase
in treight and passenger rates in or
der to meet the increased wages
granted by the board. This was de
nied on technical grounds because the
carriets had not properly created »
dispute in accordance with ihe trans
portation act.

“The raliroads thenm began to serve
notice on all their employees demand
ing reductions in pay, thereby legaily
creating a ute which was veferred
to the labor board, resulting in a 12
per cent. reduction as of July 1, 1921

M. E. MINISTER
CHARGED WITH
KILLING PRIEST

Alleged to Have Shot Him
Because of Anger Over
Daughter's Marriage to a
Spaniard.

Birmingham, Ala, Oct. 18—Belief
that the fate of the Rev. Bdwin R.
Stephenson, Methodist Minister,
charged /with the murder of Father
James H, Coyle, Catholic Priest, would
ba in the hands of the jury some time
Wedneeday, grew tonight, as all speed
records were broken in the examina-
tion of witnesses. The big seurprife
of the day came when the State an-
nounced its case closed after five
witnesses had been examined.

Father Coyle was killed on the
night of August 11, as he sat on the
front porch of his home. Stephenson
charged with murder in the second
degree, pleaded not gullty by reason
of temporary insanity. Father Coyle
was shot & few hours after he had
married Ruth Stephenson, daughter
of the accused maun, to Pedro Guse-
man, a Spaniard. Previous to the
marriage hér parents had made stren-
uous effarts to keep her from jaining
the Catholie Church and marrying
Gussman,

Direct attacks upon the character
and past life of Stephenson were
made by the prosecution whem wit-
nesses for the defence were cross-
examined. ' Questions ay to whether
Ya had been mixed #p iy other ghoot-
Ings; whether he had embezzled mon-
ey from the Barbers’ Union; whether
he had been asked to leave the Meth-
odist Episcopal church ot the South.
whether he was a vagrant afid wheth-
er he was a minister in good standing
were asked by the prosecuting attor-
neys. All witnesses’ denied know-
ledge of any of these things.

BSeattle, Wash, Oect. 20—~Captain
Hanold Noice, known as one ot the
youngest of the subspolar explorers, is
shortly to retun to his home after
six years of exploration and adventure
along the Arctic Coasts of Alaska and
Canada, according to & cablegram re-
ceived from him from Teller, Alaska,
recently.

What Lord Nelson's influence
in inepiring men to perform brave
deeds has been ever since 1805 can
never be estimated. It is not alone
thé glorfous victory which we won on
that day that we cherish, but the im-
perishable memory of the Admiral who
gave the famous signal to the fleet:

“England expects every man to do :

his duty;” and who in his dying mo-
ment turned to his friend and sald:
“Kigs me, Hardy. Thank God I have
done my duty.”

Nelson’s Caimness.

The story can never be too often
repeated. With dawn of the morning
of October Ziat, the Allied fleet could
be sedn from the deck of the *“Victory™
and Nelson’s long-hoped for opporium-
ity had come at last. Nelson was on

deck early and in spite of the fact|.

that he knew that his Mfe would be
deliberately aimed at, was in good
spirits. Captain Blackwood, who came
on board at six, found him contemplat-
ing a decisive victory. '

In speaking of Nelson's calmness be-
for the battle, W. H. Fitchett says:
“# Nelson was cool in-his plans he
was terrible in his stroke, and Trafal-
zar is the supreme example of a battle
slow in the infall, Joud, swift and ter-
rible fn the actual fighting. Nelson’s
standing signal in battle was ‘Engage
more closely,” and he took his ships
into the fight with amazing fire and
decisiqn. The first shot at Trafalgar
was fired at 12,15;. at five o'clock it
was all over, 'The sea power of Spain
and France was wrenched; the proud
est fleet that as yet had sailed the
sea was in flight, or lyipg dismasted,
a ragged line of shot-torn hulls.”

The Battle.

When the “Victory” wenmt into ac-
tion with “studding” sails set, Nel-
son was on board in full dress with
the four stars of the orders he hal
recelved blazing on his breast. At
11.30 the signal to prepare to anchor

the close of ‘the day was made.
After talking over the wording with
Lieutenant- Pasco; the signalling offi-
cer, flags of the immortal signal were
run up.” . m

The “Victery” went into action amid
complete silence; By the time she
was two and onehalf cables’ léngths
from the “Buocentaure” her sails were
in shreds, heér mizzen topmast cut in
two and her wheel knocked to pieces.

As she passed the French flagship,
the “Victory” raked her. The
French “Neptune” in turn raked the
“Victory.” Then the “Victory”. fouled
the “Redoubtable,” end the tragic
stage of the drama was at hand,
The “Redoubtable” keeping her ports
closed, opened a deadly sm@ll arm
fire. Kor a quarter of an hour this
was_ maiptained, when Nelson who
was pacing the deck with his captain,
stumbled and sank on his knees.

Admiral’s Dying Moments.

“I trust your Lordship ig mot se-
verely wounded,” said Hardy, as he
caught him. 3,

“They've done for me at last,
Hardy,” replied Nelson, and added,
“My back-bone is shot through.”

Notwithstanding the fact that he
was suffering great pain, the Admiral
was quite calm and pulled @ handker
chief over his face so that the sea-
men would not recognize him. He
was carried to the ceckpit, where he
lay, partly covered by a sheet, ask-
ing for water. The sargeon knew
that the wound was mortal. The’ fire
of. the *“Victory” worried him great;
ly and he asked constantly for Cap-
tain Hardy whose duty kept him on
deck. . At 2.05 the British ship freed
herself from her now helpless eppon:
ent and drifted into the battle again,
In the cockpit Nelson listened for
every cheer which would announce
another French ship had struck.

“Well, Hardy, how goes the day
with us?’ he asked as the Captain
came from the deck. “I am a dead
man Hardy; I am going fast.”

About an hour later Hardy return-
ed, and grasping the dying hero’s
hand, congratulated him on his yie
tory, saying that about fifteen of the
enemy bad struck,

wphat's well, but I bargained fof
twenty.” Then Nelson cried resolute-
1y “Anchor, Hardy, anchor!”

Three and One-quarter hours after
receiving his wound Nelson expired,
at 430, his last words being “Thank
God, 1 have done my duty.”
