E. Foster addressed a great public meet-
ing here tonight under the auspices of the

(cal campaign in England, in which he
{ lately took a prominent part.

The Windsor Hall, where the meeting
| was held, was crowded by a representa-
| tive gathering, and Mr. Foster received a
| greatireception. He spoke for more than
'an hour, and was frequently imterrupted
| by applause. Mr. Chamberlain’s name
was frequently greeted with ringing
cheers, and the audience was in thorough
 sympathy with the speaker.
| Mr. Foster, in opening, said he was go-
ing to give his impressions as an interest-
l ed supporter of the great movement at
present going on in England. He was not
| going to undertake the role of a. prophet.
In addressing audiences in Great Britain
 he had made it quite plain to them that
| he held no mandate for the government,
| that he did not have the expressed opin-
ion in black and white of the whole Can-
adian people in his pocket, that he simply
 stood before them as a citizen of the em-
pire, born, for free rights of public speech
within the empire. (Applause).

On the .other hand he had no express-
ed declaration of the people of Great
Britdin as to what they thought on this
great question or as to what they were
going to do. He simply intended to give
them his impressions as one who, to some
extent, had participated in the struggle.

ssumed. Today, in brief, it was the one
great subject that engrossed public at-
tention. It had come in a form to -the
British people, where it commanded their
attention, and where it was forcing itself
to a condition one way or the other.

Mr. Foster then proceeded to review the
operative causes that had forced the ques-
tion to the front. First of all he review-
ed the great changes that had taken place,
not ‘only in the British Isles, but outside,
during the past fifty years. During fifty
years of free trade numerous changes had
taken place in Great Britain itseit. How
great, too, had been the changes outside.

Mz. Foster pointed out that while under
free trade it .was the individual against
the individual and corporation against
corporation, behind the foreigner had
stood the government with his protection,
while behind the British individual and
British corporation, there was no govern-
ment. That was a condition and not a
theory. Not a single foreign power had
been converted to iree trade, but the
national idea had become stronger year
by year. That was a fact tuat bad been
weighing on the minds as well as on the
trade and business of the people of Great
Britain, and now that the lid had been
lifted by a master mind, the movement
bad assumed great proportions. °

Under such conditions, was the Britigh
Empire to keep its place? Could it do
so until it drew closer its different parts
and made itself a great consolidated em-
pire? These had been the principal oper-
ative reasons that had lead up to the
present powerful agitation.

Positions of Great Parties in Britain.

Mr. Foster then reviewed the position
of the great parties in England on the
question, and then proceeded to Tevi
the position of the colonies. He drew at®
tention to the fact that all the colonies,
led by Canada, had adopted the principle
of a preference and that all with the ex-
ception of Australia which was also pledg-
ed to it, had embodied it in 1eglslat19n.
This action had arisen out of successive
colonial confrences.

He also drew attention that at the
last colonial conference when the golomal
premiers had met Mr. Chamberlain who
was then colonial secretary, a Bseries of
resolutions had been adopted which urged
the promotion of trade between the-em-
pire and the colonies and the strengthen-
ing of the empire thereby. These were
the two great underlying principles of the
whole movement. The colonies, too, had
not only given a preference to Qreat Bl:lt-
ain, but had asked Great Britain to give
a preference in return. \

Mr. Chamberlain was not now a mem-
ber of the government because in these
resolutions he had taken up the cause of
the colonies and the empire and had
pressed it to the full extent of the mean-
ing of the resolution. He was told that
the government had no mandate to meet
these resolutions. It was then that Mr.
Chamberlain had decided to go out of
the government and devote the rest of his
life to having these resolutions canvassed
and, if possible, adopted by the British
Empire. (Tremendous applause).

Canada Can't Get Treaty-making Powers.

Regarding the demand for tfreaty-mak-
ing powers for Canada. Mr. Foster said
it. was absolutely impossible for a country
to have treaty-making powers unless it
assumed the treaty compelling power, and
that they could never obtain from Great
Britain unless they were prepared to be-
come independent. Mr, John Charlton's
programme, Mr. Foster remarked, meant
that we should turn our back to the
mother country and sister colonies in
favor of our neighbors to the south.

Mr. Foster, in concluding, referred to
the advantages that would come to Can-
ada from a preference on food stuffs. It
would prove a stimulus to production,
it would stimulate immigration from the
south of the line, it would result in a
larger proportion of British immigration
to Canada and the increase population
would mean a larger market for the man
ufacturer.

MANY NOTABLES PRESENT

Messrs. Fielding and Murray Un-
able to Attend -- Speeches by
Prominent People--Exhibits More
Plentiful Than Last Year, and of
a Better Class.

Ambherst,. N. 8., Dec, 14—The third
Maritime Winter Fair was opened to the
public this morning under the most favor-
able conditions as far as weather and roads
are conmsidered, and judging from the
first day’s attendance this year promises
to far exceed that of any previous.

The entries in all classes, are, with the
exception of cattle which while smaller in
number exceed in quality, in execess of
last year, especially is this the case in the
live poultry. There are about 800 birds en-
tered. Mr. Landry, of the Model Farm,
Truro, and Mr. Hazard, of P. E. Island,
are the efficient and obliging managers of
the department.

A new feature introduced this season is
the fruit exhibit in which a splendid show-
ing is made. The prizes for apples are for
county collections of ten varieties, five of
each, and in ‘this department there are
forty-two entries. The section from the
provinces - includes the following coun-
ties, some of which have several lots. Cum-
berland, Colchester, Pictou, Queens,Kings,
Hants, '‘Annapolis, Yarmouth, Antigonish
and Richmond in Nova Scotia, Westmor-
land, Kings, Synbury, York, Victoria, in
New Brunswick and the three counties of
P. E. 1. Altogether entries have been made
for the fair by 149 individuals, a number
of whom are represented by many en-
tries.

In fat cattle as uspal the short horns
and Hergtofords predominate. The sheep
and swine are equal if not better than
last season while the dairy under the
superintendecy of Mr. Mitahell, of Sussex,
ig far better. Mr. Wood, of Halifax,whose
experience in exhibition matters makes
him a valyable man, has been in Amherst
for some time assisting the management.

The honey exhibits are much larger
than lasgt-year, their being four entries.

The Messrs. Fawcett, of Memramcook,
have a 700 pound cake of solid honey,
which is attracting considerable attention.

Several makes of cream separators are
being shown among the specialities. T. 8.
Peters who has a fine exhibit has very
kindly placed one at the disposal of the
Women’s Hospital Aid Society with the
result that the first sweet cream is one
of the attractions at their tables.

As last year the Women’s Hospital So-

_ciety are providing meals at all hours in

the building and considering the crowded
state of the hotels and cafes this is a great
boom to strangers as well as adding to
the funds of this noble cause. This after-
noon the judging of swine was commenced
by J. H. Grisdale and A. P. Ketchum.

150,000 Will- Get from Five to
Twenty Per Gent. Less Pay After
January 1.

New York, Dec. 14—The statement was
made today by a leading official of the
United States Steel Corporation that be-
ginning January 1, 1904, about 90 per cent.
of the employes of the corporation will
suffer wage reductions ranging from five

to twenty per cent.

This reduction will affect about 150,000
workmen in the various grades of the
subsidiary companies.

The remaining ten per cent. of employes
are members of the Amalgamated Asso-
ciation of Iron, Steel & Tin Workers,
whose wage schedule runs to July 1, 1004.

EX-CIVIL SERVANTS
NOT ASSESSABLE.

Judge Decides That Ottawa Cannot
Tax Superannuation Incomes.

Ottawa, Dec. 12—Important decisions
on Ottawa assessment appeals were hand-
ed down yesterday by Judge Liddell. The
first case arose from the appeals of a num-
ber of superannuated civil servants against
the assessment of theit incomes from
such superannuation.

The judge holds that the allowance of
retired civil servants of the Federal gov-
ernment is not taxable for local municipal
purposes. This judgment applies to the
appeals of Col. Tilton, Cel. White, R. Sin-
clair, and others. Another point decided
by the judge is as regards the income ag-
gessment of Ottawa residents, whose in-
comes are earned in l. In respect to
this point the judge holds “that the in-
come of a resident of Ontario, wholly de-
rived from earnings outside the province,
is not liable to taxation for local muni-
cipal purposes under any act or authority
of the local legislature.”

Important Degition Rendered at
Montreal, Whereby Ten Mongo-
lians Got Out Writs of Habeas
Corpus.’

Montreal, Dee. 14—(Special)—A. decision
was rendered in the practice court today
holding that Canadian courts haye no
right to interfere with the agreement be-
tween the United States government and
the Canadian Pacific Rulwny Company,
whereby the railway carries back to China
all its Chinese passengers denied admis-
sion across the border.

PASSING OF THE FRENCH HALF-
- BREEDS OF THE RIEL REBELLION,

A Strong Passlonate Race Who Have Disappeared —The
- Land Over Which That “Little War” Was Waged—New

Light on Some

of Its Phases.

Duck Lake, N. W. T, Nov. 17—Ger-
mans, Hungarians, Poles, Galicians, Meno-
nites, Doukhobors, Scandinavians, Scotch,
Jrish, English, Americans, Canadians, even
a.few Hebrews, all in great coats of fur

nonites. Approaching Duck Lake, a vil-
lage of some 600 people, mostly Ontarians,
Quebecers and Metes, a few brick houses
were seen.

The ptoblem at Duck Lake was to get
trustworthy news of Gabriel Dumont. He
was wot in the village itself, to which he
has resorted frequently since his return
from touring the world with Buffalo Bill's
Wild West. Some of those who knew him
best believed him to'be at Batoche, others
at his home five miles beyond the crossing
there, others at a mneighboring domicile
which he often prefers to his own. All

necessary. There my driver refused to
grust either himself or his team to the ice.
He would await my A lightly
marked footpath, that might have been
made by children, led over the 3.. yards
of roughly massed cake ice. Fortunately
the bridge of cakes bore without one ad-
monishing creak. Indeed, a ton-laden
wagon crossed there later in the afternoon.
Beyond the steep’ slope of ascent on the
southeast side stood Grant’s store, crowd-
ed with blanket Indians and furclad half-
breeds and Galicians. The owner and the
natives all ‘agreed that Gabriel had gone
gway hunting two weeks earlier. He
might be fifty or 100 miles distant. No-one
knew when he would return. So the
hope of holding high pow-wow witn the
Mebes hero had to be abandoned.

In a disused log building, long ago the
stere of ome Fisher, a half-b , his som
shewed me many bullet marks and two er
three holes made by seraps of shell fired
by General Middleton’s field pieces Dbe-
twesn May 9 and 11, 1885. “I was a boy
then,” eaid Fisher, im broken English.
“We kept the store open nearly all the
time there was fighting. People would run
in and out to buy. When the firing was
worst we went down into the cellar.”
On the low hills, from half a mile to a
mile distant, the Canadian volunteers had
their rifle pits and a small, low redoubt
or fortification, all still to be seen. Much
intervening scrub poplar, now from ten
to thirty feet high, afforded cover for
sharpshooters on both sides. There is uttle
or mo appearance of strong defensibility
in the position of the hamlet. In fact, it
was taken in half an hour or so when the
volunteers, becoming weary of the auatory
tactics of General Middleton, who wished
to spare life as much as possible, rushed
the place while their commander was at
dinner. Dumont escaped to the north-
ward and slowly fled to the States. Riel
was taken by Robert Armstrong, now an
ageing man of Rosthern.” He savs the
Metes chief “gave up his gun just as any-
body else would when he saw he must.”

Probably nobody who has seen some-

they were too proud to surrender prompt-
ly, and Riel had a fanatical confidence
that somehow the Deity would deliver him
and them. “It was all foolishness,” say
the half-b: now, but their counten-
ances and/ their tones indicate that their
memories of the time are sore.

The 1885 rebellion of the Metis, or peo-
ple of mixed blood—a term which the
French among them prefer to half-breed,
because it denotes that many of them
were less than half Indian—arose from a
complication of negligences and misunder-
standings. In 1870 Louis Riel bad headed
forcible resistance to a transfer of the
old Rupert’s Land territory by the Hud-
son Bay Company to Canada. He and his
Metis then contended that they possessed,
as the Indians also did, some vague title
in the soil over which they bad long
roamed. Throughout that vast territory
the Hudson Bay Company had been en-
abled to operate by means of laws which
T i in the half-breeds a certain
rude form of representative institutions.
Riel formed a provisional government, but
hoisted the British flag. Disturbances en-
sued. Many of the knglish, Scotch and
Canadian settlers in the region roundabout
Fort Garry (now Winnipeg) refused to ac-
cept the provisional government. Some
of these Riel captured, and one of them,
an Orangeman named Scott, he put to
military execution for attempting Lo
escape and reviling himself. The circun-
stances of ' the execution, or “murder,”
were shocking, but the Ottawa govern-
ment of Sir John Macdonald wisely amnes-:
tied all ‘concerned in the rebellion, except
Riel and one or two others, after having
been aided by government money to es-

.cape, were banished for some years. The

claims of the Metis to a share in- the
aboriginal title were also admitted, by
granting a stated area of land, or secrip
to cover such area, to every half-breed in
the Province of Manitoba.

From this judicious settlement arose a
logical claim of the Metis of the Saskatch-
ewan, who had not participated in the
Manit-ba cettlemnt to the river-front, lots
which they occupied about Batoche, as well
as. to land or equivalent scrip for every
individual of them. It whs difficult for
the government at Ottawa to concede
the e ciaims, because many in Ontario dis-
diked ‘‘the Manitoba eettlement,” and be-
ocause the opposition of the time were in-
clined to agitaté against its repetition m
the farther west. Moreover, some .of the
Batoche Metis appear to have beem peo-
ple from Manitoba, whose ehare in the

_aboriginal title had :already been extin-

guished. For about seven years the Sas-
kutchéwan Metisimplored Ottawa by-peti-
tion and deputation to eecure them im
their river-front holdings, concede. scrip,
etc. Then, their patience goue,.they gent
Gabricl Dumont and others ito the States
for Low's Riel, whose term of banishment
had expired. By public meetings he be-
gan a strictly comstitutional agitation for
redress of grievances. This excited hos-
tile opinion among the neighboring whites
and officia’s. Some of these, late in the
winter of 1884, seem to have told the Metis
that their agitation would be quelled by
armed fopce. There were rumors of troops
to be sent against them from Ontario.
At this they began to think of provision-
ing themselves for defence. In March
they eeized some atores at Duck Lake.
From Fort Oarlton, some twenty-five miles
distant, a force of ninety-five men, about
half mounted ‘police and half civilians,
moved againat them. Three miles from
Duck Lake the mixed force of law, com-
manded by Major Crozier, was met by the
men of Riel and Dumont. During a par-
ley the interpreter for the police shot one
of the Metis, who had, according to old-
timers at Rosthern that were present,
“made a grab” at the interpreter’s gun.
Shooting began on both sides. Crozier
lost eleven men killed, in a few minutes.
The better-posted Metis lost four. An ex-
policeman who was present tells me that
some of his comrades became ‘“rattled,”
and, in trying to charge the seven-pounder
they brought along, rammed. the shell in
without powder. Rectreating hastily to
Fort Carlton they left their dead on the
field. On the same evening “Bill Drain”
now—like Robert Armstrong and ‘“‘old
John Naps, of Greece”—ready to collogue
with all comers.on important events, was
sent for the bodies of the white men, he
being then a teamster.

The ex-policeman says that Riel had
not ‘more than 150 men with him, and
that few of these were efficiently armed.
It ia hie opinion, and apparently that of
many others, that the “rebeliion” would
have ended then and there by the dis-
persion or capture of the Metis had Cro-
zier's men not fallen into one of those
panics to which even seasoned troops are
liable when they suddenly lcse a consider-
able proportion of their number. As things
turned out, many of the Indian tribes, in
aympathy with the Metis, began moving,
plundering, taking white prisoners and
kxlh’ngapriem and officials. Consequently
Canada had a costly “little war” to wage:
The a'acrity and efficiency of her volun-
teers was evinced in an amazing degree.
Batween the beginning of April and the
end of May some 8,000 of them had oper-
ated at a distance of from 1,000 to 2,500
miles from their regimental headquarters,
made great marches in bad, cold, wet
weather, and brought the whole, rad busi-
ness to an end. How unnpecessary it all
was may be known from the fact that Sir
John Macdonald’s government promised
the Metis practically everyvthing thev had
asked for, soon after they took the field.

Riel, brought to trial at Regina, was
defended on the ground of ineanity, but
woe found guilty and hanged. The French-
Canadiane 'generally pctitioned for mercy
to him. Their agitation roused a strong
contra agitation, led by the Orangemen
of Ontario, who could mot forgive the exe-
cution of Scott. The question of mercy
became a political onme; the opposition
playiiig- a discreditable waiting game,ready
to attack the government for either exe-
cuting Riel ot eending him to an asylum.
Placed between the devil and the deep
s°a, Sir John let the sentence of the courts
take effect. e

For this resume there might be little
excuse were it not designed to bring in
some observations on the present position
of the Metis. They are a scattered and
disheartened people, so the good bishop
of Saskatchewan, Monseigneur Pascal,tells
me. Few of them have geriously taken to
agriculture.

northward advance. This is a consequence,

partly of that aliepation from the Catho-
e priesthood, to whom they were in ante-
rebeilion days most obedient children. By
reason of accepting Riel’s pretemsions to
divine inspiration, and by the attempts
of the Catholic missionaries to restrain
them within the bounds of law, they then
broke loose from the church. Ever gince
that time they have been inclined to, re-
gard the clerzy, who alone could have di-
rected them well, as baving gone against
them when they stood in the gap.

While the Metis were devout they were
not unprogressive. By them and their
rude forms of law and government North-
west civilization was formerly consider-
aby advanced. They were emincntly fit-
ted to.act as intermediaries between the
whites and the Indians. -~ Better manage-
ment by the old government of Canada
might have eaved them to become a usc-
ful, laborious race. The Scotch and Irish
haif breeds, akin to the dominant people
in blood and language, gradually advance
and merge with the whitca by intermar-
riage. -Many of them ‘are good. farmers
and_ehrewd business men. Hope is in
them, But the French Metis, formerly
probably as good as their ‘English-speak-
ing congen:Ts, are apparently dishearten-
ed, weak of w11, amenable to all the temp-
tat:ons. Unlces some’ well-directed special
cffort be soon made to put their feet in
the path of progress they ‘must soon be-
come irreclzimable, and figure in history
only as one more of the fine races over
which the British roller has gone with
annihilating effects.

To confine them on reserves does not
seem to be the best place. Father Lacombe
has tried it in this region, nmot wholly
without success. But his flock grumbled
at being somewhat deprived of their lib-
erty and dislike being ranked apparently
with Indians.

To wark on their peculiar pride of race
would seem the most promising piaa, but
how that may be effectively done is what
none of their devoted friends seem able to
contrive. Canada certainly owes them a
good deal for ther serviess of old in hold-
ing the plains against the savage tribes.
It might not bé beyond the ingenuity of
her singularly efficient interior department

Lofficials if they were given a free hand to

golve the problem of reclaiming the Metis.

Everts Shaping, Declares Hon. teorge E. Foster—Chamber-
lain's Schem Popular With the People—The Educational
Campaign of Ex-Colunial Secreta'y ~ill Let Masses
Know. the Vast Possibilities of Colonial

T Posg: ssicns.

The Montreal  Star - publishes the fol-
loying account of an intgrvxpw‘with'ﬁon.;
George E. Foster on his arrival in. New,
York last Friday: .

In reply to the queéition; “What in,
your opinion are the rigst important re-
sults that will follow from the Chamber-
lain campaign?’ Mr, Foster replied:

“One great result will be the thorough
wwakening of the British people to the
importance and possibisities of the over-
sea dominions of the empire. Though the
knowledge of their existence has been long
possessed in a dim sort of a way by the

‘majority of the British people, it is only

fair to say that with the exception of a
very small number of the travelled, the
commercial, and the official classes, no
adequate conception of their _resources,
their capabilities, or their possibilities has
been grasped by the mass of the intelli-
gent people of the British Isles.

“The discussion now going on brings all
these points into relief, and impresses the
insular Briton with the vastness of the
colonial possessions, and throws into pers-
pective their relative importance—great
now, but greater far in coming years—
when their- rich resources are developed,
and their wide territories more thickly
populated. The concepFion of empire is
thus ‘enlarged, and ‘the{absolute necessity
of ‘these possessions to Britain’s future
greatness and permanence becomes a con-
viction. )

The Seat of Empire.

“Great Britain’s area today is a mere
dot on the map, compared with the area
of her colonial possessions. Her population
is now relatively large; a half century
from this—and though ithe centre of em-
pire may remain the same—the body of
it will be outside the islands in both re-
sources and population.

“A second result will be a pretty com-
plete and thorough commercial stock-tak-
ing, in which the old economic theories
and the new conditions, within and with-
out Great Britain, will be thoroughly
overhauled. The challenge has never be-
fore been successfully given; now the peo-
ple are laying aside all else comparatively,
and devoting their energies to a searching
examination of the fiscal problem, unde-
terred by the old shiboleths and the mis-
called free trade theories in practice. De-
pend. upon it, the whole matter will be
threshed out to the last grain in the sheaf;
and so far as I can see, the old system is
doomed. Something new will succeed it.

“But, it may be asked, will the some-
thing new be the negation of free trade,
and the substitution cf Mr. Chamberlain’s
proposition for moderate protection and
imperial preference? The tendency is in
that direction undoubtedly. How far it
may carry and to what degree, puts one
into the perilous field of conjecture, if not
of prophecy. If it does carry, it will have
far-reaching results.

what Will Happer,

“It will give an immense impetus to
the development and growth of the col-
onies. They will have favored entrance
into the greatest market of the world.
Immigration will be stimulated towards
the preferred countries, and production
and trade will grow apace. The mother
country will have preferred entrance into
all the colonial markets, which will tend
to divert to her the trade now in part en-
joyed by foreign countries. The home mar-
kets of the empire will be largely kept for
the members of the family. The commun-
ity of interest and consequent co-operation
of Britain and the colonies will be greatly
enhanced. Consolidation and unity will re-
sult. In the scope of their great areas,
everything that.is necessary for manufac-
turing, for living and for comfort and
luxury can be produced. and the youth
and energy of the colonies, added to the
skill and capital of Great Britain, will
find the finest of fields for effort and pro-

”»

gress.
Mr, Foster was asked i M. Ghem-

berlain had a satisfactory meuure‘ of cal-

onial support extended to him. e

Support from the Colonies .

“Yes,” he replied, “Mr. Chamberlain
has the colonies behind him, in his pre-
sent effort. His eight years as colonial sec-
retary gave him the intimate knowledge
of their needs, their capabilities and their
feelings. They have met the situation
with promptness and definiteness. Canada,
by satute, gives now a preference of one-
third the duties on imports from the
mother country; South Africa of 25 per
cent; New Zealand, of from 20 to 50 per
cent, and Australia has pledged herself to
follow in the same line. This has been
given without conditions, and more will
be done if necessary, to seal the compact.
So, at least, have the colonial premiers, in
conference, promised, and 1 have no doubt
their people will support them.” :

To a question respecting the chances of
Mr. Chamberlain’s ultimate success, Mr.
Foster replied:

“As to Mr. Chamberlain’s chances of
ultimate success, I can only give an
opinion. I believe them to be good. It may
take some time; it may be speedily ac-
complished. Today, the balance in support
given by the London and Provincial
papers, is largely in his favor. This in
itself is a remarkable thing, considering
that his campaign is not more than three
months old. His appearances before the
public resolve themselves into vast demon-
strations, which no building is large en-
ough to contain;-he has undoubtedly the
sympathy and support of the majority of
the Unionist party, and even Mr. Balfour’s
position of obtaining power to - negotiate
and, if necessary, to retaliate, is an en-
dorsment of the proposals, though falling
short in the extent of their application.
Logically, it leads to the same goal. Every-
where the subject is discussed vigorously,
other great questions are over-shadowed
by it, and as Lord Resebery lately re-
marked, ‘It seems impessible, or nearly
so, to interest the public in any other
question.” ”

Mr. Foster was asked to outline in a
general way something of the temper of
the British audience; something of his
personal experience in coming in contact
with great masses of people in the British
Islands.

“As to the British audiences,” replied
Mr. Foster, “I found them intelligent,
quick to see points, responsive to argu-
ment and appeal, and disposed to take a
broad and serious view of their responsi-
bility in being asked to decide, as senior
dominant partner, what the over-seas part-
ners—juniors though they are—have choer-
fully agreed to, and 10w leave  ‘up to
them.” ”

The Heckler's Chrracteristicss

“The heckler is a British institution, so
far as audiences go, and I fear is not al-
ways moved by an overmastering desire
for information. He flashes a question at
you from almost every point of view, is
delighted when he catches you, and yet,
British-like, is good-natured when bowled
over, and enjoys the laugh turned against
himself.

“I had no more sympathetic meetings
than those in which workingmen predomi-
nated, and if it be true, as I think it is,
that the ultimate decision rests with the
British workman, I, for one, am willing
to trust him. He sees that steady employ-
ment offsets the higher loaf, if indeed
there will be any higher loaf, and he has
fmagination and rises to the imperial con-
ception.

“His sense of fair play revolts against
the injustice of the Russians, the Prus-
sians, the Frenchman, and the man from
the United States, playing at free-trade in
the Briten’s home market, and barring out
any return play by an incidence of cus-
toms tax running from forty to three hun-
dred per cent. Fair play and no favors he
welcomes, and when he sees this denied,
he grows sombative.” . 5 i

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HOW THE ENGLISH GAINED CONTROL OF
THE ST, JOHN RIVER FROM THE FRERCH,

A Memorable Day in New Brunswick’s History —Morckton’s
Expedition to Drive the Acadians from Their Settlements—
Sylvanus Cobb and General Wolfe.

CHAPTER XIIL

The territory north of the Bay of Fundy, which now forms the Provinee of New
Brunswick, was for nearly half a eentury a bone of contention between the French
and -their English rivals. It might indeed be said that from the Treaty of Utrech$
in 1713 to the Treaty of Paris in 1763 the controversy continued to disturb the
peace of Europe. Sometimes the points at issue were warmly debated at the
council board, where the representatives of either nation vainly tried te settle the
limits of Acadia, and sometimes they were yet more fiercely disputed amidst the
clash of arms and bloody seemes of the battle field.

Driving Acadians from St John Riv.r.

But as years passed om, and the growing pewer of the English eolenies bogam
to overshadow that of “La Nouvelle France,” it seemed that the Anglo-Bazon
race must in the end prevail. The policy of the governors of Nova Scotia and
New England became more and more aggressive. In vain did the valiant Mont-
calm, as late as the year 1758, represent to his country that in fixing the limits of
New France it was essential to retain possession of what the English claimed as
Acadia as far as the Isthmus of Chignecto, and to retake Beausejour; also that
France should keep possession of the River 8t. John or, at least, leave the- terri-
tory there undivided and in the possession of ite native inhabitanis: ne such eom-
promise as this would mow satisfy the English.

Louisbourg surrendered to General Ambherst on the 26th July, 1758, and a few
weeks later Colonel Monckton was sent with a body of troops, flushed with their
success, to drive the hapless Acadians from their settlements on the River B8t.
John. The particulars connected with this expedition are found im an unpublished
document, of which the original is in the Public Record Office in London, ea-
titled “Report of the Proceedings of the Troops on the Expedition up 8t. John's
River in the Bay of Fundy under the command of Colonel Monckton.”® ’

As Monckton was the principal agent in am event of sueh historic impertance
to us as the permanent occupatien ef the St. Jehn river, a few words may vewy
properly be devoted to him. :

Who Moncxton Was

Robert Monckton was the second son of Johnm, first Viscount Galway, by his
wife Lady Elizabeth Manners, youngest -daughter of the Duke of Rutland. He be-
gan his military career in Flanders in 1742, where he fought in several battles.
Later he came out to America, and in 1752 we find him in charge of the garrison of
Fort Lawrence, keeping watch over the French stronghold of Beausejour, across the
Misseguash. A little later he was commandant of the garrison of Annapolis Royal.
He commanded the English forces at the reduction of Beausejour, in June, 1755.
The year following he was appointed Lieutenant Governor of Nova Scotia. He
commanded the 4th battalion of the 60th regiment, or “Royal Americans,” at the
siege of Louisbourg, and in 1759 served as second in ecommand to Wolfe at thes
taking of Quebec, on which occasion he was conspicuous for his bravery and was
severely wounded. A year or two later he was Governor of New Yoik. In the
course of time he attained the rank of lieutenant-general in the army, and at his
death, in 1782, was a member for Portsmouth in the British Parliament.

Among those who, in a subordinate capacity, rendered essential service im
the expedition to the River St. John none was more conspicuous than our old -
friend, Captain Cobb, of the Province sloop “York;” a few words may fittingly
be devoted to him. .

syivanus Cobb

Sylvanus Cobb was born in Plymouth, New England, in 1709. Shortly before
the capture of Louisbourg by Sir Wm. Pepperrell, in 1745, he raised a company
in his native town for Colonel Gorham’s regiment and served with credit during
the operations of the seige. Ie was subsequently in command of a small armed
vessel employed by Government to cruise in the Bay of Fundy. After Halifax
was founded, in 1749, he was employed by Governor Cornwallis and his successors
for nearly ten years as master of the Provincial armed sloop “York.” * When at
Louisbourg in 1758 he was selected by Monckton to conduct Wolfe to reconnoitre *
the fortress previous to an assault. As they sailed up the harbor no one was
allowed to stand on deck but Wolfe at the fore-sheet and Cobb at the helm. The
shot flew thickly around them, and Wolfe at length signified that they had ap-
proached as near to the fortifications as was necessary, but Cobb made yet an-
o her tack, elicit ng Wolfe's admiration and the remark, “Well, Cobb! I shall
never again doubt but you will carry me near enough.”  Capt. Cobb lived for
some years at Liverpool, N. 8. He died of fever in 1762 while servirg in an ex-
pedition against Havana, and is said to have expressed his regret that he had
not met a soldier's death at the cannon’s mouth. His desceudants in Queens
county, N. S., are numerous.

The troops that accompanied Colonel Monckton to the River St. John includ-
ed several New England companies of Rangers under captains McCurdy, Brewer,
Goreham and Stark, a detachment of artillery, the 2nd battalion of the Royal
American Regiment** and the 35th regiment of light infantry. The troops em-
barked on board the transport ships “Isabella,” “Wade,” ‘“‘Alexander the Second,”
«Viscount Falmouth,” “Lord Bleakeney,” the sloops “York” and “Ulysses” and
other vessels, under convoy of the “Squirrel” man of war. Vessels and troops
had lately returned from the siege of Louisbourg.

The fleet sailed from Halifax on Monday the 11th Septembef 3 and on the 18th
anchored off Partridge Island sending in Cobb and Rogers*™** with™

nd reporter was connected to the wires
for two minutes, then gave way to the
sécond reporter, who also had a two-min-
ute interval, and so om with the whole of
the ten men in rotation. Then while No.
® was reporting, the first shorthand -writer
who 'had been relieved transcribed his
notes and was ready for another spell of
reporting after the tenth man had com-
pleted his two minutes. In this manner
the whole speech ‘was reported verbatim
g literatim. Then as fast as the short-

nd mnotes were transcribed they were
Banded to the linotype operator, and the
speech was ‘composed and made ready for
printing. To guard against risk of break-
down of the cable, two other trunk cables
were held in reserve, but the first cable
proved sufficiently reliable for the work.
By this the newspaper was enabled to ob-
tain its report and publish it more than
an hour before the first .complete tele-
graphic report was received.

A SOUTHERN WINTER PORT.

New Orleans is the most southerly, as
St. John is the most northerly of the win-
ter ports on the Atlantic coast, and its
wonderful development during the .past
ten years is a matter of special interest
here, where during the same period there
has also been a notable though less mark-
ed enlargement_of facilities and trade.

New Orleans, with dock facilities for a
great number of steamships, its dock con-
veyors operated by electricity, and the
same power utilized for much of the
freight hauling in the yards; with eleva-
tor capacity for nearly 5,000,000 bushels
of grain, and with several great railways
owning terminals at the riverside, has
leaped into prominence and is steadily

The Illinois Central Railroad, with its
eonnection, the Yasoo & Mississippi Val-
ley Railroad, conneets our pert with the
grain region south of the Great Lakes,
also with the Northwestern States, which
are noted for the extent of the grain flelds
and other enormous resources. The route
from this section to the sea is fully 500
miles shorter than by the east and west
railroad lines to the Atlantie Coast.

The Louisville & Nashville Railroad, as
well as the New Orleans & Northeastern
Railroad, is reaching Mobile, Montgomery,
Birmingham, Louisville and Cincinnati.

The Texas & Pacific Railroad, and the
Southern Pacific Railroad, in their turn,
extend as far as El Paso and San Francisco,

| respectively, and the great 'Frisco system
{ and the Shreveport & Red Valley Railroad

Company are building direct lines into
Orleans.

New Orleans trades today with nearly
every port of the world ,and twenty years
and more of steady endeavor are having
their effect in placing our great port in
the front rank of commerce, giving, at
the same time, the South a helping hand
in its task of developing its wonderful na-
tural resources. Not very many years ago
the grain exports from New Orleans were
insignificant, while today she is occupying
the first placé. During the last few years
the packing house products of the West,
which before were shipped abroad through
New York, Philadelphia and Boston, have
poured through this port, and most of the
large Western packers are now established
at New Orleans. The same conditions also
prevail in all other lines of exports, for in-
stance, in flour, and the business of the
port is growing with wonderful rapidity.

Where we formerly had cotton as a
staple article with everything else subor-
dinate to same, the situation is at present
rather reversed, and ' grain, cottonseed
cake, and meal, cottonseed oil, staves, lum-
ber, lard, packing house products, flour, pig
iron, and numerous other items, are, if
anything, in the majority compared with
cotton. In former times the_ business of
New Orleans was almost entirely a winter
business, but now the exports continue ‘all
the year round end comprise every oliss
of merchandise. =

The port of New Orleans extends for
twelve miles along the river, with docks
at intervals on both sides. What is said
of the "Illinois Central Railway docks
illustrates the capacity of the port:

The Illinois Central Railroad has 3,500
feet of wharves with two elevators, of one
million bushels capacity and 1,500,000 bush-
els capacity, respectively, at the Stuyves-
ant Docks. This latter- elevator of the
Illinois Central Railroad is one of the
largest and finest in the United States.
It is erected just above the present site of
the Stuyvesant Docks, and the wharfage
has been extended thereby 2,000 feet, giv-
ing the Illinois Central Railroad a total
of 5,500 feet of river front at Stuyvesant
Docks. The elevator is constructed of the
most modern material and equipment, and
is able to receive 100,000 bushels of grain
per hour. Four steamships ¢an be loaded
at the same time, and the product.of the
great river valley can be poured into. their
holds at a rate of 80,000 bushels per hour.
Besides the wharf facilities at Stuyvesant
Docks, the Illinois Central. Railroad also
controls | Sonthport,: ‘With two “elevators
of a total capacity of 500,000 bushels and
a frontage on the Mississippi River of
soms 1,000 feet. © L

Other railways. already mentioned “have
wharves ‘and elevators, ' and’ additional fa-
cilities -are continually being, _provided.
New Orleans anticipates an enormous de-
velopment as soon as the Panama canal
is opened, for its trade will then be ex-
tended to the orient and the Pacific coast
of Mexico and Central and South America.
The record of its growth is a remarkable
one and it is mow a great competitor of
the Atlantic ports farther north, even as

. far as Boston.

TOURISTS NOT SMUGGLERS

Representatives of steamship lines oper-
ating between the Maritime Provinces and
Boston are to protest today’ against a re-
cent regulation of the United Btates
treasury under which all pasengers from

the Provinces will be required to make
declarations about their pereonal effects
as if they were coming from Europe.
There has been talk recently about a
eimilar regulation being adopted by Can-
ada.

TEACHERS' UNIONS

There are now eight teachers’ unions in

New Brunswick. In Nova Scotia and
Pridce Edward Island there are several
more. ' Delegates from the three provinces
are to meet in Moncton next. week to
effect @ general organization and if that
be done and a vigorous campaign be car-
ried out thereafter it is certain that the
authorities controlling educational mhtters
will be subjected to a certain amount of
“gtirring up.” :
" The teachers have some grievances. The
taxpayers abo have some. Reforms whieh
benefit the teacher should also be such as
will improve the sdbool system. The
teachers protest, and with justice, against
the emall salaries paid in eome instances.
The taxpiyers might protest, with justice,
that' while many teachers earn more than
they receive, some who are in the public
pay ehould be earnng a living in some
other field of endeavor. :

Mr. J. Ernest Estabrooks, President of
the N. B. Teachers’ Union, explains the
aim of the unions in The Educational Re-
view. He says while it is generally ad-
mitted that the salaries paid are imade-
quate the teachers are met at every turn

w:ﬂ; the reply: “We know you are work-

ing for kes than you should re-
ceive, but we can - get others to
do - the esame work for the esame
pay, and we will give no more;” and
he adds: “Teachers, recognizing the ten-
dency of school boards to drive hard bar-
gaine, have underbid one another umtil
at lagt they are the moet poorly paid
cless of Iaborers in our province.”

 He complains that while the cost of liv-
ing has increased, and while teachers are
forced to epend more money and while
more is expected from them than formerly,
their incomes have not imcreased in epite
of the fact that in dther erafits and profes-
#ions ' the remuneration is much greater
then fornierly. “Ie'it’ any wonder #o many
men and: women abandon’the profession?”
he asks. “Ig it any.wopder that with
from 1300 to: 400 mnew- teachers each .yedr
many. of the schoals remsin closed, when
we consider that many of -the men have

to ‘meet these conditions on lesa than $300,

Fortunately Mr. Establbokis' insists- that

the unions have more-in mind than a mere-

increase of pay. If, for instance, it ‘were
£9]md that the unions were composed only
of medjocre teachers whose gole aim was
to increage their income; the movement
would be doomed to failure. If, however,
competent and energetic men and women,
representative of the professicm, give life
to the unions, much may be accomptished.
It is a movement which will be watched
with interest; and one in which much will
depend upon skilful guidance and the con-
stant remembrance that a higher standard
in the schools should be its chief aim.
Judging from what Mr. Estabrooks eays
many of the advanced teachers are in the
unions and the claime of the public as
well as those of the teachers will be kept
in mind.

FOR AMERICAN CONSUMPTION,

Much “information” about Canadian
matters, prepared eepecially for American
consumption, is now being telegraphed

_from Ottawa, Montreal aud Quebec. Sev-

eral New York journals print a despatch
from Quebec which is interesting enough
but which is at variance with the known
gacts. Here is a portion of it:— ' .

“A growing wave of anti-imperialiam is
sweeping over a great part of the Domin-
ion of Canada. The jimgoism, which at-
tended the sending of Canadian troops 6
Africa, and the enthudiasm which marked
the prompt approval of Mr. Chamber-
lain’s scheme of preferential trade within
the empire, are cast into the shade by
the propaganda of the Canadian National
League on the ons hand and the calm cal-
oulation by cool-headed politicians and
business men on the other, of the money
valuz ¢f Mr. Chamberlain’s proffered pre-
ference, as compared with the advantages
of Canada of reciprocity with the United
States.

“The ' very name of imperialism, like
that. of Chamberlain, is detested by the
bulk of the French-Canadian people as
much as it is by their Irish fellow citizens.
These two classes of <Canadians may,
therefore, be expected to unite beneath
the banner of the new league together with
the large element of English and Scotch
Oanadiang, who prefer a policy of Ameri-
can reciprocity to oloser trade relations
with the old world.”

This “growing wave of anti-Imperialism”
has not been detected in these provinces
and if it hae’ “swept over” Ontario, Que-
bec, and the West it has creaited very little
disturbance. This country hae eeen for
@ome time past evidence that some of the
people across the horder are awakening
to the value of our market. Some of them
still make the mictake of eupposing Can-
ada is am eager for reciprocity as dhe was
yeare ago. Thoughtful men on hoth sides
of the line kmow that there are still in
operation at Washington. forees which
were and may again be too powerful to
permit the United States government to
offer terme which thie country would be
justified in coneidering.

An Interview With capt. Anderson
of the Steamship Oriara,

Oaptain Anderson, of the eteamship
Oriana, of the South African service, said
to- a Telegraph man om Saturday that
Canadian shippers ehould look carefully
inlbo ' the quality of all goods they send to
that country. He gave geveral instances of
inferior goods, or goods damaged in tran-
sit, that proved a very poor advertise-
ment for Canada. The captain also in-
sists that care should be taken to give the
people there exactly the kind of goods
they want. It would be a great mistake
to make hap-hazard shipments, trusting
to find a market. He believes Canada can
devrlop a good bueiness in that country.

Captain Anderson ehowed The Tele-
graph. a letter he had received from the
firm of J. A. MacArthur & Co., of Dur-
ban. who wrote as follows:—

“Plear Sir,—Anent our conversalion re
frozin poultry, we would be much obliged
to you if you would put us in touch with
a firm of repute in Halifax or Montreal,
doing business in’ the line, and who would
be willing to be repreeented thoroughly
and intelligently in South Africa. We
have many inquiries for frozen poultry,
which we are unable to meet. Hitherto
we have been representing houses in Aus-
-trelia and New Zealand, in this direction,
and are gtil! reprcsgntnng thm; but for the
last two years, owing to the shortness of
supplies from those countries and to the
high price and the small lots forwarded,
we congider that there is ample room for
good business being done from other
sources; and would be pleased to repre-
sent a Canadian house of good standing.

A Memorable D2y #5 :

We come tow to a day worthy to be held in remembrance—the memorable
90th of September, 1759—when the control of the River St. John passed finally
into the hands of Great Britain and a permanent English settlement was made

Remarkable Proclamation Issued by
General Commanding the British
Forces in Somaliland. -

“London, Dee. 12—Reuter’s correspond-
ent, ‘riting from Sheikh, sends the full
text of the two proclamations to the
Somall tribes. o

The first of these is thé! manifesto from
Lieut. Col. Swayne as H. M.’s commission-
er and consul general.

The second is Major General Egerton’s
proclamationy, in. which he apnounces that
he has engaged the warriors of the tribes
as horsemen, as Illalos, as foot levies, and
as servants to officers, etg. He continues:

“I require no capture live stock till
the Mullah and his warriors have been
dealt with. I shall then call on my troops,
and your warriors with me, to collect a'ﬁ
the live stock of our enemies.

“Should live stoek be obtained by this
means, I shall, according to custom, re-
serve ome-third for the government. I
shall reserve one-third for distribution to
the forces, including those tribal warricrs

_who have taken an active part in the op-
| erations. 1

“I shall reserve ome-third for distribu-
tion, in consultation with the consul-gen-
eral, to those tribesmen who have taken
part in the operations, as well as those
who have remained in their “karias,” both
as rewards for good service and to recoup
those of you who may suffer louv at the
hands of the enemy during the present op-
erations.”

Sta-tling Morals.

Reuter’s eorrespondent adds:. ““The
clauses in these proclamations likely to
have most effect are those in which Sir
Charles Egerton foreshadows the division
of the spcils at the conclusion of hostili-
ties, a division that is, in the main, based
on the tribal custom of the country. How-
ever complete the ultimate victory over
the Mulah may be, and no member of the
force for onme moment doubts that the
roof and crown of this expedition will be
victory final and complete, it is of the
first importance to teach®the tribes who
sided against us that it doesn’t pay to be
disloyal.”

“Unless this lesson is ruthlessly rubbed
in there will be the recurring danger of
other holy men arising to give the lead to
tribes to whom war is the zest and fiavor
of life. Mullahdom will become a' many-
headed hydra, and the British nation in-
volved in a restless series of petty expedi-
tions. _

“On a people who have no cities to de-
stroy, no treasurers to seize, no erops to
devastate, the only method of enforcing
this salutary lesson is by confiscating their
sole asset, their live stock. But in dealing
with uncivilized tribes there is also an-
other lesson, no less necessary. ‘If it does
not pay to be disloyal, it does most em-
phatically pay to be loyal’ The British
government does not forget its friends.
Let then the reward, or, rather, the out-
ward sign ‘of past loyalty, be the happy
present possession of a number of fat-
eating camels, once the property of an
erring neighbor.”

DOCTORS SAVE HIS LIFE.

Was Sentenced to Three Years in
Dorchester But Preferred Death
Instead — Drank Poison as He Was
Being Conducted to a Cell.

 With a vision of three long years in
Dorchester penitentiary witht hard labor
before his eyes, William G. Riggs, in the
presence of fellow prisoners in the county
jail, Friday afternoon = swallowed a
poisonous drug and fell to the floor un-
conscious. Timely assistance of physicians
saved the life of the would-be suicide..

Riggs narrowly escaped going to prison
a few years ago, and to be sentenced on
the old charge was more than he could
stand. .A couple of years ago he was ar-
rested on the charge of theft, was found
guilty, but was allowed to depart on his
own recognizance to appear for sentence
when wanted.

He had received from his brother, John
R. Riggs, of Simonds, $30 for giving. up
certain claims on the old homestead and
promising ‘to go and take up his residence
elsewhere. He accepted’ the half-hundred
and left the old home and brother. He
was not satisfied  to remain away, how-
ever, and some little time ago returned
‘and once more there was trouble.

The brothers could not agree very well,
and William finally produced a gun. and
pointed it at members of the family, and
finally threatened to shoot his brother
John, who had given up the $50 to get
him away.

Being frightened that he might carry
out his threat, John thought the best
place to have a settlement with William
was in the courts, so he laid information
fowtempted assguit.

James Christie, the jail physician, who
had also been summoned, arrived, and
with the stomach pump the two physicians
were not long in bringing the man to his
senses and saving his life. When he re-
gained conscjousness Riggs said that he
had intended to :commit suicide.
