NOTES FROM WESTMORELAND.

[CoNTINUED. |
MEMRAMCOOK RAILWAY STATION

appears to be one of the worst kept stations
on the Government Railways. Although
it is the point at which the people of a
thickly settled district take the cars, there
is but a single waiting room, about 8 feet
square, in which all sorts of people,of both
sexes, congregate,from Monsieur Aubeand
the Aube Family, Vocalists, with their
¢:Great Exhibition,’’ the Wonderful Lamb,
and a pile of trunks containing the cos
tames used by the Family on State occa-
sions, to the rowdy looking half breed,
lyiog prone on his back on the only bench
in the “saloon,”” his hands in his pockets,
his heels in the air, and his broad brimmed
felt hat drawn down over his eyes in the
most blood-thirsty manner. The floor looks
as if it had not been swept for ages.and the
whole place seems utterly unsuited to the
purpose for which it was intended, being
as contracted and inconvenient as can well
be imagined. It is probably not the fault
of the Railway people who now manage
the road that this station is all that it is ;
they might, however,at least keep it clean,
and they should supply another waiting
room for travellers.
THE ADVANTAGE OF HAVING A BROTHER-IN
LAW
in the House of Assembly is in course of
developmentat Moncton. President Grant’s
relatives found many *‘a soft spot’’ through
the agency of their illustrious relative, and
“the Harris Boys,’’ as they are popularly
called, are engaged in milking the Govern
ment through the influence of their less
illustrious brother in-law, Mr. Humphrey,
M. P.P. Mr. Humphrey never opened his
mouth in the Assembly last winter; but
he appears to have kept up a wonderful
thinking, and has certainly aided in bring-
ing about at least two not insignificant re-
sults—he helped to defecat the Bill of his
Orange friends, who elected him, and to
forward the views of his relatives who, at
. the time, disavowed any selfish motive in
putting him forward. He has induced the
Government to consent to make a specisl
expenditure to construct a new piece of
road near Moncton,which will divert trade
from a considerable number of other shops
on the present line of road from Dorches-
ter, and land customors and their produce
plump into the front door of the shop of
Harris Brothers. As a piece of keen busi-
ness enterprise, the schemo redounds to the
credit of the members’ relatives who
broached it before their brother-in law was
elected last year ; at the same time, many
personsin Moncton,especially other traders,
are 8o wanting in ‘‘enterprise’”” and ‘“‘pa-
triotism’’ as not to be very much enamored
of the scheme. They think the Government
of the country should be €0 administered
that there will be fewer cases of the publie
monies being diverted from subsidizing a
steamer to call at a port like Richibucto in
the public interests to subsidizing a tug to
tow ships in private interests in the same
harbor, including the interests of a shipper,
a member of the Government, while the
withdrawal of the passengersteamer throws
mora travel on a stage line in which an-
other member of the Government is inter-
ested ;—fewer cases of using a brother-in-
law’s inflaence to carry trade to a relative’s
shop. While admitting that it is scarcely
human for the sufferers to smile at a “ cut
off”’ which at the same time cuts off one’s
trade and carries it to the opposite shop,
wa must not blame far sighted and honor-
able merchants who, baving won the op-
portunity, are now determined to make the
most of it. The sagacity, pluck and cool-
ness of the leading firm of Mencton are not
to be winked out of sight,—they are in
fact worthy of our admiration. What
these men are likely to accomplish in a few
months, other parties might strive for
years without making the faintest impres-
sion either on Governmeat or representa-
tive. 'The people of Roekland have desir-
ed for many a longyear to get access by
A BRIDGE TO DORCHESTER,
on the opposite side of the Memramcook.
The two localities are only separated by a
mile to & mile and a half of marsh and
water; the negessry hridging of the

est notice has been taken of the griev
.ances complained of. The people
& QUIETLY ACCEPT THE NEGLECT

{ of their interests, and make no determined
| and united effort to secure the rights to
| which they are entitled. Let them learn
| wisdom from the example of pluck and
| perseverance set them in Moncton. Let
| them arouse ; let them hold public meet-
iings; request their representatives to at
| tend ; lay their case before them and the
| Government ; show the losses they sustain,
in time and money and otherwise, in being
. denied their rights ; show what other sec-
| tions are gaining at their expense ; show
lwlml: their enterprise and industry bave
accompliched for the good of the whole
County in expending capital and employ-
ing labor, both in building and running
ships and manufacturingstone ; show what
they contribute to the revenues in one form
and another : and demand that they be put
at least on a par with sections of the Coun-
ty and the Province that have not done a
tithe as much for the general welfare as
this district of Rockland. If they will be
but true to themselves and put forth their
energies and efforts unitedly they will not
fail to secure all they ask in this respect.
And while on this subject we may mention
that the Post Office Inspector fer the Pro
vince has been guilty of :

A SCANDALOUS DIRELICTION OF DUTY

in failing to make proper arrangements for
supplying the quarries and shipyards, and
in fact the whole of the Rockland side of
the Memramcook, with proper mail facil-
ities. Although the business has increased
so much of late, the Postal facilitics are
worse than they were three years ago.
Amendment was promised long ago; an
attempt at improvement was foreshadow-
ed ; and yet matters now remain in a con-
dition that reflects disgrace upon the
Department in this Province. It is not so
in some other parts of the Province. A
grievance there has scarcely time to get
put into presentable shape for perusal,
or to find its way to a newspaper, before
the remedy isapplied. Why there is one
rale for one section and a different rule for
another section, we do not pretend to
know and cannot therefore undertake to
explain :(—we only know the facts, and we
state them in the interests of a much
neglected and most energetic and intelli-
gent body of the bone and sinew of our
Province.

SAYINGS AND DOINGS AT KING’S
COLLEGE, WINDSOR.

[BY OUR SPECIAL REPORTER. |

The Encenia.

On Thursday morning the professors,
graduates and students formed in proces-
sion at the College and thence marched to
the church distant about a quarter of a
mile. To those who have witnessed this
sight, and indeed to all spectators, this
proceeding is very atiractive; the under-
graduates, in full academio costume, the
candidates for the degree of A. B., also
wearing bands, led; next came the Bachelors
with white fur hoods ; then the masters of
arts with crimson silk hoods; then the bach-
elors of law and divinity in their respective
habits; then the doctors of law with velvet
caps and crimson gowns with scarlet hoods
and sleeves ; they in their turn being fol-
lowed by the dootors of divinity, the pro-
fessors, the bishop in full canonicals bring-
ing up the rear, At the church door a halt
was made, and the order of march reversed,
the seniors passing through the opened
ranks and in reversed order entering the
church, A simple but exceedingly hearty
service was there held, and an excellent
sermon on the claims and position of the

Church was preached by Dr. Hensley, and
then all repaired to
THE BEAUTIFUL COLLEGE HALL.

This building which was erected some
seven or eight years ago is of stone and of
the pure Gothic style of architecture. At
one end is & raised dais, wnd on the sides
and other end are galleries where the
library and museum specimens are display-
ed to great advantage ; the interior decora-
tions are simple but very effective, the
walls being painted in pale blue and the
windows and corpices being set off with
tesselated borders in dark color. The hall
was nicely filled when the seniors took
their seats on the dais, and the proceedings
were thereupon opened by the President,
who delivered

A REALLY MAGNIFICENT ORATION.
It would be difficult to do justice to Dr Me-
Cawley’s style of composition or delivery,
but I may state that his effort contained
several beautiful references to the werk
heretofore accomplished by the College ;
several most pathetic references to those
who had passed away for ever from the
ranks of graduates during recent years ;
and, while he remarked with magnificent
scorn upon the efforts of internal enemies.
he pointed with pride to the number of
men from Windsor who were in command-
ing positions in the world and who always
spoke of their Alma Mater in terms of admi-
ration and respect. He referred to the
miserable aspersions which had been cast
upon himself, and when he said that he
wrapped himself in the cloak of his own
virtue, the loud applause which shook the
building told plainly that he had the full
respect and sympathy of every one present.
PROFESSOR ORAM,
an active, clever gentleman, whose services
have only recently been secured, read a
very able, practical and well written essay
on civil engineering, and, if his abilities
only equal his enthusiasm in this branch of
science, of which I think there is no doubt
whatever, Windsor certainly is a capital
school for young men about to engage in
the Engineering profession, which the Pro
fessor stated to be scarcely sufficiently re
cognized as a true professien. Professor
Oram was followed by
MR. ALLAN JACK, A. B, OF ST. JOHN,

who read an essay on * The Aesthetic
Attributes of Acadia,”” in which he pointed
out the impulse and assistance which
literature and art in the Provinces must
derive from traditionary and historical
sources and from the natural beauties of
the country. Then came two Essays in
French, which were very well read by
Messrs. How and Dodwell. After this
the degrees were conferred, and the prizes

1 may explain that the Welsford
Testimonial was established by Dr. Almon,
who gave the College the sum of four
hundred dollars, of which the iuterest is

of the Crimean war. The Akins prize,
open to all comers, outside as well as
within the walls of the College, is of the
value of thirty dollars, and is given an
nually to the writer of the best essay on
the history of some selected County of
Nova Scotia * the suhject for the past year
was the County of Yarmouth.

CLOSING INCIDENTS.

After the close of the regular exercises,
the Bishop and Dr. Cochran made short
extemporary addresses, which elisited lond
applause, and, at about half-past two, af
ter singing God Save the Queen, the whole
company retired to the refectory and par-
took of an excellent luncheon furnished by
the President. It was a very pleasant
sight in this old room, although the mon-
astic prejudices of some of the old bachelor
graduates must have been terribly disturb-
ed by the presence of the muslins and rib-
bons and the pretty faces, all calculated to
disturb genuine scholastic equanimity.
Among the most cheering signs of the oc-
casion, however, was the gathering to
gether of a knot of old classmates who had
not seen each other for years, at a corner
table, where they were renewing old friend-
ships, toasting the College, the Professors
and themselves, and infusing, almost un
consciously, fresh life into the venerable
College. I may mention, in conclusion,
that [ was somewhat surprised at meeting
very few St. John men at Windsor, the
more so, a8 by the system in use there, the
holders of nominations, which can easily
be obtained by application to the Presi-
dent, pass through the whole course of
study without paying nomination fees.

MEETING OF THE GENERAL COMMITTEE.

ANNUAL REPORT.

The report is certainly well filled with
valuable and interesting data, and sets
forth clearly the labors of each individual
missionary, and the record of his success;

terest in any partioular returns, except
the writers; and an occasional larger sub-
scription than usual alonosecures applause.
The Reverend Secretary seemed fully con-

Keans. who is perpetual Auditor to all ac
counts in this district, then stated the
opinion of himself and colleagues on the
condition of the Accounts of the Society in
his usual thorougly satisfactory style, and
the several reports, including that of the
Schedule Committee, were duly adopted.
THE BISHOP
announced that the grant from the.S. P.
G. of £2 325 would be continued to the
end of the current year, and referred to a
letter from the S. P. Clerk, stating that
they had a small fund at their disposal,
which they were willing to expend in
assisting to defray the travelling expenses
of Missionaries to this Province. His
Lordship also referred to the exertion of
Missionaries in India, and recommended
that every Clergyman in the Diocese
should appropriate at least one collection
annually in their aid, and, in common
with mission work generally, spoke in
high terms of a cheap and ex-
cellent periodical, **The Mission ‘Field.”
Mr. Allen Jack gave notice that he would
move that application should be made to
the Legislature to empower the Society to
sell or lease the lands held in trust by the
Society, and Mr. Jeremiah I'ravis gave no-
tice that he would move the Society be
amalgamated with the Synod of the Dio-
cese. The Revs. Canon Lee, George M.
Armstrong und Canon DeVeber, Mr. Jus-
tice Allen and Messrs. G. A. Schofield, G.
S. Smith, S. D. Berton and W. M. Jarvis
were then appointed with the Secretary
and Treasurer members of the Schedule
Committee,and the meeting then adjourned.

Dominion Day in Woodstock.

RACES ON THE PLEASURE GROUNDS—THE
WOODSTOCKERS *‘ CLEANED OUT’’ BY THEIR
YANKEE BRETHREN !

We are indebted to the kindness of Mr.
G. W Day, of the New Dominion, for the
manuseript of his Notes of the Horse
Races in Woodstock on Dominion Day.
We quote :—

¢¢ Several races came off on the Trotting
Park of the Pleasure Grounds Association
on Monday, and were conducted in a very
orderly and satisfactory manner. The
Association have laid out a very fine race
course, but the grounds require consider-
able improvements and leveling off, when
they will compare favorably with any in
the Province. We were a little surprised
to see the President of the Association
sellinz Pools on the grounds. This work
should be left to persons not connected with
the course ; otherwise, parties interested in
racing will be apt to form opinions not
favorable to the Association. The racing
commenced at 10 o’clock, and was kept up
with spirit till near 7, with an intermission
of two hours for dinner. In the morning
the attendance was good, and in the after
noon there werc upwards of 2,000 present,
a smart shower in the afternoon not having
dampened their ardor in the least.

THE FIRST

was a three year old colt race, contested by
William Lawrence’s blk f. Black Princess,
of Houlton; B. N. Shaw’s blk. g. Black
Cloud, of Hartland, N. B.; and Nevers
Shaw’s b. m. Lady Lake, of Jacksontown ;
—half mile heats, best two in three. Won
easily by Black Princessin 1.41and 139;
Black Cloud second each heat.

THE SECOND
& 2.48 race, mile heats, best three in five,
contested by J. E. Burnham’s g. m. Kitty
Clyde, of Houlton; A Gilman’sg. m. May
Queen, of Woodstock ; and A. G. Hunt’s
b. m. Orrington Girl, of Bangor,—was
won by May Queen, taking three straight
heats, the Kitty Clyde coming in second
each heat.

THE LAST RACE

was for swecpstakes $100 and was contest
ed by P. M. Jefferd’s b. s. Abdallah,of
Foxcroft, Me ; A. Gilman’s g. m. May
Quecen, of Woodstock ; and O. P. Brack
ett’s g g. Careless Boy, ot Bangor—mile
heats; best 3 in 5. On going round-the
course the firat time the American horse
Abdallab camein ahead,but owing tosome
informality in driving it was declared by
the judges ‘‘no heat.”” After starting
again, the May Queen took the lead, and
came in ahead, taking the heat in 2.44%.
The next three heats were taken by Abdal
lah in 2 454, 2 44} ,and 2.484—winning the
race. After May Queen had taken the first
heat, her backers ‘““went in’’ pretty freely
with their money, while the backers of
Abdallah were ready to take all that was
offered, and at the close of the race the
Woodstockers found themselves pretty well
cleaned out by their American friends.
