Grant still holds the Chief Magistracy of 
the United States, or it may be postponed 
for years after he shall have been gathered 
to the tomb of his fathers,and until Credit 
Mobilier shall have been forgotten. On 
the principle which forbids us to look a 
gift horse in the mouth, we must take the 
prophecy as we get it, without grumbling, 
and content ourselves witli the recollec­
tion that it proceeds from one who has 
been honored with the degree of LL.D., 
and hence is clearly entitled to credence.
