The Reciprocity Mania.

The present Government of Canada
scems to be willingto sacrifice all things
for the purpose of securing anything
that can be ealled a Reciprocity Treaty.
with the United States. The fishing in-
demnity has been offered, huge expendi-
tures on canals have been promised, our
tariff has been raised for the purpose
of making it correspond as nearly as
possible with that of the United States,
and all for the purpose of giving the
people of the United States the privilege
of buying some of our products with-
out payment of dutles—a privilege they
are asking for, though Boards of Trade
and Produce Exchanges, almost duily.
But our Government does mnot content
itself with making monetary sacrifices
and engagements, for the securing of
privileges for which it offers equal pri-
vileges, but it has actually wiped out,
in a sneaking manner; the Order in
Council that levied an extra duty of 10
per bent on tea imported from the States
so long as the United States continued
to discriminate in a similar way against
tea imported from Canada. The Pre-
mier and the Finance Minister assured
the tea delegations, when the new tariff
was under discussion, that the ten per
cent extra duty on tea from the United
States would be kept up; that the Gov-
ernment had no intention of repealing
it, and, at the last moment, inserted a
clause in the bill under which it is
decided that the extra duty cannot be
levied. Montreal merchants, irrespec-
tive of party, seeing that the importa-
tion of tea will now be confined to the
States, ave very much excited against
the deception that has been practised by
the Premier, and have been holding
meetings and passing resolutions in re-
ference to the matter. The solution of
the Government’s duplicity is that the
repeal of the retaliatory discriminating
tax is another sacrifice in the cause
of reciprocity, and- more than the
merchants of Montreal are asking
whether reciprocity is so valuable that
all things else should be sacrificed for it.
The country has prospered without re-
ciprocity, is prospering without -it, and
why should all manner of sacrifices be
made for the purpose of securing it?
The Grit Government is & narrow-
minded, short-sighted, one-idea conce?,
without a gleam of genius or a particle
of statesmanship, and reciprocity is its
only aim.

The National Convention of Dunkards
has been in session at Girard, Illinois.
The other day it had an earnest discus-
sion on the question of saluting colored
brethren with the holy kiss. Each church
is to make its own rules on this subject.
The propriety of having Dunkards join
farmers’ clubs produced a long discas-
sion. It was decided to be inconsistent
with the religion of the sect. The ungodly
piano or any other musical instrument
should not be kept by any of the church,

though the council could not prohibit

their use About 500 of the preaching
brethern were present, representing an
approximate membership of 150,000
When this sect gets estavlished in New
Brunswick it will, doubtless, demand
separate schools in which the proper
style of bestowing the holy kiss can be
taught the rising generation.

A Fast Frenchman.

The Paris correspondent of the New
York 7imes details the career of M.
Troncin Du Merson, a noted politician,
who had just been arrested for forgery
M. Tronein began life as a doctor; then
he went into commerce; then he specu-
lated on the Bourse as long as his money
lasted, and then he married the daughter
of the playwright, Du Mcrson, with all
the millions left her by her papa. M.
Troncin soon had the finest turn-outs in
the city. He patronized Cora Pearl, and
shared the recreations of princes. But
the hole in the fortune continued to grow
more and more visible, and M. Tronein
became manager of the Folies-Drama-
tique. It was then that he brought
out’ Cora Pearl, who sang ‘Je suis
Cupidon” with a charming accent.
He did not succeed as a manager, how-
ever, and so he turned his attention to
politics, and the Imperial Government
gave him a position which he adroitly
managed to retain under . Thiers. His’
name soon figured at all the fetes, and he
was one of the most important persons
about Versailles. When MaeMahon came
in, M. Troncin lost his place, and, out
of office, he conceived the idca of get-
ting up another universal exhibi-
tion, to be held in Paris in 1875.
He opened an otfice, employed clerks,
and put Chief Commissioner upon
his cards. Butmoney was needed to pay
preliminary expenses, and fluding himself
reduced to extremities, he went to M.
Tassin and presented a note for 10,000
francs, signed by M. Lefebvre, Undersec-
retary of State M. Tassin loaned him
the money, and shortly afterwards the
note was discovered to be a forgery. At
this point political feeling came in. M.
Tassin, who is enormously rich, laughed
at the matter, and refused to take any
steps about it. But the affair came to
the ears of the authorities, and M. Tron-
cin was a friend of M. Thiers. He was
arrested for forgery, and now-lies in Ma-
zas Prison, a ruined man.

A Midnight Marander.

On Saturday night, at about 12 o’clock,
a daring scoundrel who had no fear of
our vigilant police, passed along Orange
street and smashed window glass in the
houses of Messrs. Tannant, Bobinsou,
Hennigar and Smith. Ii is quite evident
that his object was to pilfer any things
he might find lying on the tables near the
windows, as he took from the Tannants’
house a large lamp which was within his
reach. From thc other dwellings nothing
has been missed, but the thief left blood
marks on thé windows, showing he had
cut his hand with broken glass. No ar-
rest was wade or attempted.

The Nomination Speeches.

Mr. Coram followed Mr. Maher, argu-
ing that the youth of the Province should
be educated by assessment, and that the
non-sectarian system was fair to all
creeds.

Mr. Austin said there were errors in
our assessment system that had a preju-
dicial effect on the working of the school
act. If elected he would consider every
measure on its merits, thinking only of
the public good.

Mr. Armstrong, with the air of a man
who was perpetrating & good joke, as-
sured the people that the Government
was corrupt and should be turned out.
He was for Free Non-Sectarian Schools
(derisive cheers), and he believed in hav-
ing religious teaching in schools. (“Oh,
oh”; laughterjand applanse.) The Bible
should be one of the text books.

Mr. Wedderburn made an eloquent
speech in defence of his political record,
showing what he had done in the matter
of Better Terms, and declaring himself
unalterably attached to a non-sectarian
system of common schools. He had de-
voted one hundred and nineteen working
days to the working up of the Better
Terms case, during which time he was
never in his office, and he had about
$1,000, after paying necessary expenses,
to indemnify him for the neglect of his
business.

Mr. Keans spoke briefly, refraining, on
account of the nearness of sunset, from
discussing public questions. He referred
to his years of public service, to his faith-
ful stcwardship when in the Assembly,
and detlared that he would, if elected,
devote himself to the maintenance of
free non-sectarian schools and the pro-
motion of every good measure.

Mr. Marshall said he stood by the views
he had expressedin hiscard. The school
l1aw should be modified so that religious
instruction might be imparted after schoul
hours, and made less expensive than it is.
The County tax is unjust to the City, be-
cause the City pays $12,772 of this tax
and receives only $9,035 of it. If elect-
ed, and asked by the Government to sup-
port a measure that he did not deem for
the public good, the Government would
find, to their cost, that he was not all
things to all men.” The maladministra-
tion of the school act had caused a fall-
ing off in the average attendance of pu-
pils since the first year. And yet the law
was perfect! The Committee on Public
Accounts reported last year in condemn-
ation of the system of beokkeeping in
use in the Sfce of the Board of Works.
It was a system that prevented anyone
tracing the public money and ascertaining
what purpose it was applied to. If elect-
ed he would do his best to have a proper
system of keeping accounts introduced
into the departmental offices.

Mr. Marshall's Hustings Speech.

ELECTORS AND CITiZENS: It is unne-
cessary that I should make a long
spcech on’' this occasion; you all
koow me and know th® circumstances
under which I appear before you as a
candidate for your suffrages. I have
stated them fully in my circulars which I
issued to you, my fellow citizens, and
published in the press of Saint John.

The honor which I seek at your hands,
that of representing you in the General
Assembly of the Province, is a most dis-
tinguished one, and if you can confer it
upon me 1 will endeauor to prove myself
worthy of it, by pursning a straightfor.
ward course and working with zeal for
the interests of the city and province.

You have listened to-day to the gen-
tlemen who have preceded me. Unlike
most of them, I have neither sins of
omission or of commission' to explain
away. Will the Hon. Attorney General
presume to say that the School Bill which
was got up by him, is a perfect law, that
it cannot be amended or improved in any
way, that no judicious modification what-
ever ¢an be made in it? Ifso, it is the
first perfect law ever framed by mere hu-
man ability, and implies absolute perfec-
tion in him who framed it. I am some-
times tempted to think that he really en-
tertains this notion concerning himself,
for he looks [here Mr. Marshall turned
and' peinted at Mr. King] the most
self-satisfied man in the community.
[Laughter. As regards the School
Question, I am one of the strongest and
soundest advocates for free, public education
such as will properly qualify a people for
their relations and duties to each other as
members of the same community. [Cheers.]
1 have, I may say from my boyhood, been
an advocate for such .a system of ifree
schools, and, up to the prescnt moment,
a disinterested advocate. ~All that Thope
to gain is an honorable political reputa-
tion, and having merited that “at the
hands of my fellow citizens, I shall feel
amply repaid.

Before going further into the school
question permit me to remark that there
are other subjects which may-fairly be
supposed to occupy the attention of the
Parliament at Fredericton during the

next four years. If elected I shall not|P

fail to labor, in season and out of seasos,.
to seeure for this Province a more metho-
dical system of accounts in the Depart-
ment of Public Works. I heartily en-
dorse the remarks of the Committee on
Public Accounts, submitted by the Chair-
man the Hon. J. A. Beckwith, and signed
by the whole committee. After stating
amongst other things that expendi-

tures to the amount of over $25,000 re- |

mained unaccounted for at the time the
Auditor General closed his report the
committee (of which Hon. Mr. Beckwith,
late Provincial Secretary, and Mr. Robt.
Robinson, one of the leading shipowners
and most respected public- men of the
Province, both Government supporters,
were members)igoes on to ‘make the fol-
lowing extraordinary statement :

«Although the report of the Chief Com-
missioner of Works may be deemed satis-
factory, and he accounts correctly for the
disbursements of the public moneys en-
trusted to him, still a’ reference to his
books. has convinced your Committee
that the mode of kceping the public ac-
counts therein is defective, likely to lead
to errors and confusion, and calls for a
thorough revision.”

Th's more than justifies fhe statement
which I made in my circular in regard to
this department of the public service,
and. having a fair personal knowledge of
public accounts, I shall not fail, if .clect-
ed, not only to point out the objection-
able features of the system which now
obtains in the Board of Works office, but
will be prepared to submit a new system,
one that will avoid the necessity of mem-
bers of the House taking the risk of
carrying monies around in their pockets
for the accommodation of public con-
tractors or others.

It shall be my aim to secure more
economy in the several other branches of
the public service ag well as in the De-
partment of Education, for, if the pre-
sent extravagance continue, the Local
Parliament will soon have to resort to
direct taxation.

Gentlemen, I beg to again confirm what
I have said in my circular. Iamin favor
of free common schools, giving what is
known as an English education—viz.:
spelling, reading, writing, English gram-
mar, geography, history and bookkeep-
ing. This might be had for less than
two-thirds of what we now pay. This
modification must be made sooner or
later, for the pcople will not submit to
the present extravagant tax. Iwould do
away with the arbitrary division of dis-
tricts, and would make the east side of
St. John one district, the west side
(Carleton) another district, and Portland
another. «I would wipe from the books
the 20th Regulation, and make sach other
reasonable modifications as could reason-
ably be made and would open the schools
in the city to all children without refer-
ence to locality. [Applause.]

Mr. Marshall then took up the follow-
ing statement and went over it, sarcasti:
cally saying that he did not suppose for &
moment that Hon. Mr. King'had arranged
the County school tax for the purpose of
getting votes in the rural districts :

In conclusion Mr. Marshall said he be-
lieved in the school law to a certain ex-
tent, and thought there was sufficient
common sense and love of fair play among
the people to make mutual concessions,
and so make the law generally acceptable.
Mr. King had said that he (Mr. Marshall)
wanted to endow the Roman Catholic
Church. He would nail that statement
as a falsehood. There was no wish on
the part of the Catholics to have their
church endowed. To say so was all bun-
combe. It was said that the law was more
satisfactory now than 1t had been at first.
But what are the facts? Between the
15th of January and 30th of April, '72,
the percentage of pupils attending the
public schools in St. John was 68, and
between the 1st of May and 1st of No-
vember, ’78, the percentage was 61, show-
ing a considerable falling off. Mr.
Keans had said that the cost of the
law was about $6.35 per head. Mr.
March says so -also, but Mr. Rand
puts the cost for teachers’ salaries
alone at $8.10, and the total cost at
$15 per pupil.. He believed the actual
cost, according to the number of children
in daily attendance at the schools to be
not less than £19. When men would be
found to make such statements, what re-
liance could be placed on them? He was
alsu opposed to giving a high education
in the public schools at the public ex-_
ense. He was in favor of a sound Eng-
lish education, so that every young man
might be able to paddie his own canoe,
if it- were only a cake of ice in the month
of June. He would not give the Catho-
lics too much, but would give them cer-
tain concessions, which would make
them accept the law, and peace and har-
mony should be thus restored. (Cheers.)
