ly that themost popularandprofitable 
way to use it is in a dry state—the 
drier the better—as an absorbent 
in the stables, pig pens, poultry 
houses and farm yards. It forms a 
most convenient article of litter, or 
sponge, to absorb the urine and liquid 
parts of manures, and becomes of 
much value in this way as an acces­
sory and adjunct. I think, no far­
mer who can obtain and dry muck 
cheaply will regret its use, or fail to 
find it profitable. The large major- 
ity of our leading and successful 
farmers use muck largely as an ab- 
sorbent, and this is the best of argu- 
ments in its favor. The answers 
they get from the soil are worth any 
amount of theory or scientific demon- 
stration not in consonance with 
them.

Have any of our farmer readers 
any thing to say on the muck 
question ? Muck as a manure, direct 
or indirect, as a fertilizer or absor- 
bent, is used by farmers in New 
Brunswick as well as by farmers in 
Maine. Have they found its use 
profitable, or only to be " a delusion," 
as the Boston journalistic chemist 
says? We will be happy to learn 
their experience, and to publish it 
for the benefit of the agricultural 
world at large.

Cheap Silos. in the milk, are composed almost 
entirely of curd, the atoms of which 
are bound firmly together, probably 
by the mycelium of the fungus which 
has occasioned their formation. 
Those which form in the cream are 
partly curd, but largely cream, and 
do not break to pieces by the action 
of the churn. Some butter-makers 
after the cream is ready for the churn 
strain it to pulverize whatever there 
may be of flecks from dried cream or 
any other cause in it. The instru- 
ment used for this purpose is a cone 
shaped strainer, the pointed end of 
the cone being made of wire gause. 
with a band of tin at the broad end 
as a support. An interior cone of 
wood is made to rotate over the 
gauze and crowd the cream through, 
pulverizing any lumps and grinding 
fleeks or fat to atome, if any there be 
in the cream. But this is a labor of 
doubtful utility. If the flecks come 
from dried cream the difficulty would 
be sufficiently removed by mixing 
and stirring the cream and letting it 
stand awhile before churning. It 
takes but a very short time for dried 
cream to soak so soft as not to be dis- 
tinguished from the rest. If it would 
not do 80, crowding it through the 
meshes of a wire sieve would not 
help the matter much. In case there 
are flecks it would be much better to 
leave them whole, as they would be 
less likely to get mingled with the 
butter than in their pulverized state. 
They never churn in either case and 
their presence in the butter detracts 
from its good quality and keeping. 
Flecks usually come from a faulty 
condition of the milk, and the butter 
made from such milk should not be 
mixed with other butter, as it will 
not keep like butter from sound milk. 
They may be prevented by scalding 
the milk in which they occur to 130°, 
to kill the germs which occasion them. 
When the milk 18 very much affected 
a higher heat will be necessary.

€ Lime as a Manure.

Lime is one of the most important 
natural manures we possess, and the 
value of its application to the soil has 
been known from very early periods. 
The action of lime as a manure is en- 
tirely regulated by the form and man- 
ner in which it is applied to the soil. 
Quick lime should be used for heavy 
and tenacious soils, as well as those 
containing a fair quantity of vege- 
table matter. On the other hand, if 
the soil be light and friable, with 
little vegetable matter in it, caustic 
limo would in such a case do more 
harm than good. Mild lime ought to 
be used, but treated with a mixture of 
earth, and exposure to the atmos. 
pheric air, from which it takes car- 
bonic acid, which takes away a great 
deal of its caustic properties. The 
different circumstances and conditions 
of soil will not allow a uniform prac- 
tie to be adopted; but judgment and 
experience ought to regulate the ap- 
plication of all manures. Every far- 
mer should study his own soii, and 
thereby he would be able to avoid the 
misapplication of good manure. Be- 
fore the introduction of artificial ma- 
nure, lime was more universally used 
than now, which helps to account for 
the poor crops of clover and the diffi- 
calty of raising good turnips. It is 
essentially necessary that a supply of 
lime should exist in the soil to meet 
the requirements of the various crops. 
Every cultivated plant needs a supply 
of lime for the proper building up of 
its structure, and, in combination 
with phosphoric acid, lime forms a 
large portion of the skeletons of the 
animals who feed upon the crops. 
A soil may contain large supplies of 
every ingredient, which a crop requires 
and still be unable to yield them to 
the plant, they being in an inactive 
state, as it is only that portion of the 
soil which is soluble in water which 
is available as plant food. Any analy- 
sis of a soil which only tells its com- 
position is of little value unless it can 
show the active matter ready to be 
taken up by the crop. Lime acts up- 
OD the dormant matter in the soil, and 
performs the important function of 
rendering these active. Clay soils 
generally contain within themselves 
potash and soda, and we know by ex- 
périment that lime liberates these 
inorganic elements. According to 
Prof. Way, lime helps to form a valu- 
able class of salts known as double 
silicates of alumina, which has the 
power of absorbing ammonia from the 
atmosphere. Lime neutralizes the 
acids of the soil and sweetens the 
herbage, besides supplying food for 
the perfect growth of the crops. It 
is thought by some to be a wasteful 
practice to allow lime to come inim- 
mediate contact with farmyard 
manure, thinking it would cause a 
loss of ammonia; but they overlook 
the controlling influence consequent 
upon the action taking place in the 
soil. The action of caustic lime upon 
a mixture of farmyard manure and 
decayed organic matter produces a 
most valuable fertilizer, viz., nitrate 
of potash. Lime, besides being a 
plant food and bringing into a useful 
condition the several organic and 
inorganic matters in the soil, also 
improves its physical character, ren- 
dering stiff and tenacious clays more 
friable and easy to work. However, 
the use of lime renders a supply of 
other manure necessary, and under a 
good system of husbandry the increase 
of crops will increase the quantity of 
manure. Taking into account the 
various functions it peaforms, it is 
one of our best natural manures. 
However, it cannot be expected to 
produce its full effect immediately 
after being applied.—North British 
Agriculturist.

REDONE THLTGI
A writer, who is a strong advocate 

of the ensilage system, says, that 
farmers should understand that en- 
silaging is not necessarily an expen- 
sive process :—
(While a masonary cement-lined 

collar is the most permanent and 
cheapest in the long run, it is better 
to make earthen pits in the soil, or 
wooden silos or bins above ground, 
than to wait longer for money or 
time to build more expensively. For 
earthen pits the only requirement is 
dryness, by thorough drainage, to be 
at least 11 feet wide at surface, and 
half the width at bottom. With oxen 
plow and scraper such a trench can 
be made in a few hours. Stand rye 
and straw about the sides and pack 
the cut fodder closely into it by roll- 
ing with field roller or trampling with 
cattle upon the boards and earth 
covered over it.

In those places where the nature of 
the soil is not adapted to dry pits, 
wooden bins can be used. Sufficient 
strength to bear the pressure is the 
most important thing; it is not neces- 
sary to be perfectly air tight; the 
packed ensilage excludes the air from 
the sides as well as from the top, and 
only the small surface actually ex- 
posed at any crack or knot hole will 
be molded.

The descending weighted cover 
bearing upon a perpendicular mass is 
the essence of this discovery, and 
with the exclusion of water is all that 
is absolutely required to preserve 
fodder, since the prevention of air 
and water from penetrating beyond 
the surface is thus effected.

As soon as farmers shall understand 
this, and also that there is no risk, 
and that it is cheaper and better to 
ensilage than to pasture, and to make 
hay we may expect to see a silo of 
some sort on the smallest as well as 
on the largest farms. Corn stalks 
must be the cheapest to raise of any 
kind of green food. The Southern 
seed produces a very much sweeter 
stalk than any Northern grown seed.

The stalks must be cut. This is 
an expense that cannot be avoided. 
Unless they are packed close, as they 
only can be by cutting fine, they can- 
not be taken from the silo as wanted 
without a larger part of them being 
spoiled while being used. Different 
lengths have been used here, § to 1% 
The heavier the stalk the finer it 
should be cut ; g-inch will do for any 
crop.

Those who have ensilaged clover 
this year without cutting will find it 
better than hay, but not so good as 
fine cut. A drawing cut to tho 
knives of the cutter is the surest way 
to avoid accident from stones, and 
the longer the knives in proportion 
to the width of the throat the less the 
danger. A hooking knife will cause 
destruction when it grasps a stone.
"What shall we do with all our 

land ? " is the first exclamation of the 
farmer as he realizes how small a 
quantity is sufficient to keep a great 
herd by this system. I would say 
that groves of hard wood should be 
planted upon the supplanted pastures. 
That is the need that will be felt by 
the next generation, and will be valu- 
able in many ways.”

soil of swamps, to the sediment de- 
posited at the bottom of ponds and 
sluggish streams, to all boggy for- 
mations, peat, and the alluvium which 
is washed from the hills and deposit- 
ed in low places.” It is over the 
value of muck, as thus understood, 
that science and practice differ. The 
learned ehemist says, that, " muck is 
not a manure, whether it comes from 
a peat meadow, or from silicious de- 
posits of a dried up frog pond. It 
is not a manure ; moreover, it cannot 
be made into plant food by any ex- 
pense of time and labor which the 
farmer can apply to it." Again, he 
says, " the true value of muck is well 
understood among chemists, or, at 
least, it ought to be. It really holds 
no available plant food, though it 
contains some nitrogen and carbon- 
aceous elements. These do not subsist 
in it in available forms, and cannot 
be brought into that state at a cost 
which will, under ordinary condi- 
tions, warrant transportation and 
manipulation. Muck has a certain 
value as an absorbent of liquid ma- 
nure, and it may pay to procure 
and dry it for the purpose, but to 
meet this want it must be convenient 
to the barn and of good quality." 
Some distinguished agricultural 
chemists in the United States do 
not agree with the editor of the J. of 
Chemistry, and have given opinions 
in favor of the value of muck, both 
as a fertilizer and absorbent, and 
the editor of the Maine Farmer 
I agrees with them. " The soil of the 
swamp—swamp muck," he says, € is 
often largely made up of sand and 
may not be profitably used as a fer- 
tilizer to be moved any great dis- 
tance. But, the deposits at the Tot- 
tom of ponds and slug ish streams, 
is made up mostly of vege table matter 
in various stages of decomposition, 
and needs only exposure to light and 
air and the application of alkali in 
the form of wood ashes, or- lime, to 
make it a valuable fertilizer for cer- 
tain situations and soils. The best 
treatment of this kind of muck is, 
undoubtedly composting it with 
stable manure. But, the alluvial de- 
posits are the best of all the mucks; 
they are the richness of the hills 
washed into the valley, and are full 
of plant food.’

The attack on their muck reserves 
and muck piles, has, as we said, 
roused up several honest farmers to 
their defence. They do not fancy 
being lectured by a scientific prig 
out of their belief in the value of 
muck. They see that scientists like 
doctors differ in opinion, and being 
able to set favorable scientific judge- 
ments on muck, against unfavorable

Failure in Making Cider Vinegar.

A correspondent of the New Eng- 
lend Farmer, Mr. J. N. Bartlett, 
Royalston, Mass., in answer to some 
inquiries in an article in that paper, 
on the cause of decay in cider vine- 
gar, relates a little of his own expert: 
ence in the matter of making and 
the preservation of that article. He 
has had forty years experience and 
no other reason for failure in the 
making and preserving it has ever 
been presented to his mind, than 
such as he speaks about in the fol- 
lowing paragrarhs :—
"I have sometimes made cider in Sep- 

tember, and when the temperature was 
quite high, have noticed that small 
quantities of the cider left exposed to 
the open air, either in uncorked jugs, or 
other open vessels, would soon acquire a 
pleasant vinegar taste, and in as many 
days more, perhaps, would have become 
quite putrid. Have also heard of many 
similar cases which did not occur under 
my own observation. In the above 
cases, the aceticfermentation was hasten- 
ed by the excess of oxygen of the air to 
which the small quantity of cider was 
exposed, causing premature change and 
as rapid decay. Have never known this 
result to apply to any considerable 
quantity combined, as in barrels, or 
larger quantities, excepting as herein- 
after mentioned.

Another cause of the failure to make, 
or keep good vinegar, is the use of im- 
pure or ‘doctored’ cider, or the use of 
improper vessels to keep it in, either of 
which may be ruinous in its results, so 
far as the desired end is concerned. 
Cider which is impure of itself, or which 
has been treated with a decoction, or 
mixture of ingredients to keep it sweet, 
can never be made good for vinegar 
only in proportion to the failure of such 
treatment. I have some of that kind 
now, several years old, which has made 
itself ridiculous, so to speak, by its abor- 
tive efforts to become vinegar, which it 
can, of course, never be of itself, but 
only cider ‘ bewitched," and is only fit to 
dilute very strong vinegar with. Casks 
which have been used as above describ- 
ed, are not desirable for the purpose of 
making or preserving vinegar. The best 
vinegar casks are such as have been long 
used for the making and storage of pure 
strong vinegar.

Another cause of depreciation of, or 
decay of good, strong vinegar, is the ex- 
cessive accumulation of mother in the 
vessel. in which it is kept. I have heard 
people remark that they had lost all

Removing Fowls to Winter 
Quarters.

Even if the poultry-house was thor- 
oughly cleaned and renovated in May 
or June, the fall cleaning is quite as 
necessary and essential for the good 
of the fowls. Many fowls have roost- 
ed out on the trees, preferring the 
open air and fresh breeze to confine- 
ment under a roof. Also many of the 
young broods, especially the late ones, 
have followed their example, and 
learned to roost on trees. . During the 
pleasant season the fowls are quite as 
well roosting outside and the buildings 
are kept cleaner, but the trouble is to 
manage them when inclement weather 
comes on. With the older fowls that 
have once roosted under cover, it is 
easy to make a change, but the young 
require great care and perseverance. 
Habit with them is more than second 
nature, and they will cling to it al- 
though suffering severely. This stub- 
bornness must be overcome, for the 
benefit of the fowls. Winter eggs 
and winter poultry cannot be had in 
perfection when the birds are roosting 
on the trees in December, with the 
mercury 15 deg. or 20 deg. below 
zero, and the ground covered with a 
foot of snow, as is frequently the case 
in our latitude. I have seen beautiful 
fowls subjected to just such extremit- 
ies, not from any lack of means to 
furnish comfortable quarters, but 
from negligence; frequently with 
buildings on the premises that, with 
a little outlay in repairs and cleaning, 
would be quite comfortable and accept- 
able, if only patience were exercised.

Few have the firmness to undertake 
the task. The two grand secrets are 
kindness and gentleness; drive with 
caution, and at the right point; then 
coax, and, if the fowls are well and 
regularly fed, they will became tract- 
able and learn what is required of 
them, and may be housed and continue 
quiet and tame. The houses should 
be cleaned beforehand ; for the birds, 
after once housed, must be shut in un- 
til thoroughly settled. Often the 
fowls have to be caught from their 
chosen roosts and removed at night.

This may be done without injury 
if care be exercised not to chose a 
moonlight night, but go with a light, 
throw it strong on the birds, then 
gain a position wherein they may be 
reached, and remove the light. Ap- 
proach the birds at the rear; never 
undertake to cateb them from the 
front. Have an assistant on the 
ground equally as expert as yourself; 
lay the hand on the perch gently, 
grasp both legs at once, and hand the 
bird down. Provide a large basket 
or box to place fowls in, and cover 
with a blanket. Where one is expert 
at catching and moving fowls, the 
forefinger may be moved along on 
the perch and under the hind toes, 
when the bird will cling to it as to the 
perch, and be lowered down without 
discovering the change. After all 
are caught, remove the basket to the 
building, and place each one on the 
new perch, and close the door. If 
the birds are not frightened or hurt, 
they will make no outcry. Dust 
boxes, nest boxes, drinking vesels, 
feed troughs and window protection 
should all be provided before the 
fowls are put in. Tois work should 
all be done before November, and the 
birds settled in their new quarters. 
Fresh eggs and fat birds for the holi- 
days will be the recompense.—C. B. 
in Country Gentleman.

In treating upon this subject Prof. 
Arnold says; White specks in butter 
come from different causes. There 
are at least two causes which seem to 
produce this result. One is dried 
cream, but it is very seldom that dried 
cream produces the specks. for if 
cream is dry when churned, unless 
the butter comes very quickly, churn- 
ing long enough to bring the butter 
will dash the dried lumps to pieces. 
They will become soft and mingle 
with the buttermilk, and, of course, 
no longer remain in lumps. But 
sometimes that may not occur; they 
may not be so broken up but that 
particles of cream stuck together will 
appear. The usual cause of flecks in 
butter is the coagulation of drops of 
milk by the action of germs in them. 
In the fall, when the cows are being 
dried off, and the milk remains some- 
time in the cow’s bag, specks are very 
likely to appear. If a glass vessel 
that can be looked through is used, 
flecks may often be seen developing 
in the bottom. The growing germs 
will curdle a little milk and by the 
fermentation which centres around 
the spot, gas will be formed in the 
fleck and it will become lighter than 
the milk and work its way up to the 
top, where it will be found in the 
cream. At another time, it will de- 
velop in the cream. The germ will 
coagulate a little bit of milk and re- 
main there; and when churned, the 
lump of curd will not be broken to 
pieces. If such milk is scalded the 
white specks will not appear.

These specks are sometimes de- 
veloped by the action of air and light. 
I have taken two pans of milk from 
the same mess and set them side by 
side; one pan would have the specks 
in it, and the other would not. I was 
at first a little puzzled te account for 
this; but after a while I found that 
the light, which shone into a window 
struck one pan and developed the 
germs, thus making the specks. The 
development was not 80 rapid in the 
other pan, because it was in the shade 
so the specks did not appear. I have 
had them appear in one cow’s milk 
and not in another’s, when the milk 
of both cows was placed just alike. and 
subjected to the same influences, in 
every particular. Specks of dried 
cream may not injure the quality of 
the butter materially, but when the 
conditions of milk or cream are such 
as to develop flecks by coagulating 
specks of milk. I do not think as 
good butter can be made. The specks 
in butter may be dried cream, but 
they are oftener floating curd, made 
by the development of germs in the 
milk. A current of air will in a very 
short time produce flecks; it will 
ripen the germs that lie on the top 
of the cream, so that little specks 
will very soen form and be seen float- 
ing on the surface. It will bring 
other germs into the same condition, 
just as one apple rotting in a barrel 
will make half a dozen others rot 
around it. Those which form down

Now that cows are about going into 
winter quarters, a hint about feeding 
hay may not be out of place. Wo 
often hear dairymen talk as if the 
height of skill in taking care of cows 
in the winter was to get all the hay 
down «that it is possible fo cram into 
them. " I give my cows all the good 
hay I can get them to eat,” is the 
boastful remark often heard from a 
spirited and aspiring daiayman, 
though in doing so he is wasting good 
prevender, without promoting the 
best welfare of his animals. It is a 
good thing to feed cows well and to 
be sure that they have food enough 
to sustain them fully, but it is neither 
wise nor economical to crowd them 
with a great bulk of hay of any 
quality. It is not wise to crowd any 
animal with a great bulk of coarse 
food.

Cows should have no more hay than 
they have time to remasticate, and if 
thie is not enough for their necessities 
they should have some easy-digesting 
concentrated food along with it. The 
quantity of hay given should never 
exceed what they will eat up clean, 
and twice a day is often enough to 
give time for properly ruminating.— 
National Live Stock Journal.

Thirty- 
two years ago, I bought the farm on 
which I now live and have used 
muck in various ways, every year 
since," with success as he goes on to 
describe in detail. Another farmer 
maintains that there is much manu- 
rial value in muck. "I took," he 
says, " from a bog some thirty or 
forty loads of this deposit, and mixed 
it with manure substances in the 
shape of rockweed, in twenty equal 
parts, four years in succession, plant- 
ing corn on the same,and was award- 
ed the first premium at our town 
fair for the best corn exhibited every 
year, many of the ears measuring 
over & foot in length. Practical 
farmers, don’t give up the muck, but 
get all you can of it regardless of 
what the J. of Chemistry would say 
against it; there is manorial value 
in it, rest assured."

A Sussex farmer, Mr. John M. 
Kinnear, enters into the controversy, 
and wields his penholder in the de- 
fence of muck. "I have had some 
experience," he says, "in the use of 
what we, here, call muck, or black 
mud, and I have no hesitation in 
saying, that, on light loam or gravelly 
soils, such as abound in our locality, 
its effect is quite equal to a dressing 
of manure. When applied as a top 
dressing on grass land, that particu- 
lar spot can easily be distinguished 
from the surrounding grass by its 
richer shade of green and more 
luxuriant growth either that fall or 
the succeeding summer. When ap- 
plied to roots or potatoes its effects 
are always good, and in some cases 
have proved quite equal to manure."

The opinion of other farmers, and 
this is, we think, the prevailing opi- 
nion, is that the best way to use 
muck is as an absorbent. One far- 
mer, who doubts very much the ad- 
visability of applying muck directly 
to the soil, either fresh from thepit, or

THE BARN-YARD AN IMPORTANT FAC 
TOR IN FARM MANAGEMENT. — The 
barn-yard is of more importance in 
farm economy than the house-yard, 
because out of it are the isse of all 
crops. It is there that the manure is 
made and preserved. Some farmers 
must sooner or later go to the wall. 
The no-barn-yard system of farming 
will answer as long as the virgin fer- 
tility of the soil is not exhausted, but 
after that the farmer who forgets his 
manure pile, or neglects to guard it 
with a covetous eye, is behind the 
age. A proper barn-yard for the ad- 
vanced and progressive farmer, is one 
that is dished—sloping from all sides 
toward the center—with the bottom 
cemented, or in some other way made 
water tight. The animals are fed 
under cover, and the yard is for the 
keeping of the solid and liquid ma- 
nure that comes from the stock. The 
litter should be so abundant that the 
liquid is absorbed by it. To prevent 
the washing of the manure by rains 
a cover for the yard, or that portion 
devoted to the preservation of manure, 
should be provided. Such a cover 
costs only a few dollars, and will pay 
for itself the first year in a larger 
quantity and better quality of manure. 
Look out for the manure, and see 
that none of this valuable material 
goes to waste.

“RAND FALLS.
WHEAT IN MANITOBA,—Lord Daf- 

ferin’s prediction of " multiplying har- 
vests and expanding pastures” for 
Manitoba is already verified. The re- 
turns come from fifty nine settlements 
many of which are still sparsely peo- 
pled, and all of recent origin. There 
are 250,000 acres under cultivation, 
and of this area more than 150,000 
acres are in wheat. The wheat crop 
has been upward of twenty-five bush- 
els per acre, and only in a few in- 
stances has the yield been so low as 
twenty bushels. In many the return 
has been from twenty-five to thirty 
per acre, and even such figures as 
thirty-two and thirty-five are quoted. 
The district of Portage la Prairie, 
lying sixty miles due west of Winni- 
peg, the capital, and which has been 
settled for some time, return an aver- 
age of thirty-five bushels per acre 
over a total area of 12,055 acres. The 
highest yield, however, is from a set- 
tlement lying midway between Win- 
nipeg and the international boundary, 
where "wheat averages fifteen to 
twenty bushels for one sown, or thirty- 
five to forty bushels per acre.”—New 
England Farmer.

The 00- 
cation will be well worthy celebration, and 
the citizens must seize the opportunity to 
make it an event to be remembered in local 
history. In 1883, the Centennial of the 
Landing of the Loyalists, and the founda­
tion of the city of St. John, will be com- 
memorated in a notable way.

Household Taste.
Prof. Walter Smith, Principal of the Nor­

mal Arts School of Boston, lectured (under 
the auspices of the " Micawber Club,”) in the 
City Hell, on Tuesday evening, on " House- 
bold Taste.”: The Lisut. Governor and 

several of our prominent citizens were pre­
sent, but it did not draw the general public. 
It was a greet pity that only an audience to 

smell bad the pleasure of listening to a lec­
ture, which combined according to the clas- 
sic prescription the light with the grave, the 
amusing with the instructive. It was a sub­
ject that went home to the hearts end hearths 
of the people. " Home” Prof. Smith said, is 
the most beautiful word in the English lan- 
guage, end the purport of his lecture was to 
show how the homes of the people could be 
mode beautiful and attractive, and have their 
influence in moulding the minds of the chil­
dren, sad impressing them with e love of the 
good and the beautiful, which would remain 
with them through life. Prof. Smiths lec­
ture abounded in philosophic theory and prac­
tical illustration. A few people are blessed 
with good taste, and, naturally, gather every­
thing that is beautiful around them in their 
homes. Good taste however does not come 
by nature to all, but it issomething that may 
be acquired. We have no doubt that some 
of the audience received hints and sugges­
tions, regarding the decorating and furnishing 
their houses , how to hermonize the colors on 
the ceilings, walla and floors of their rooms, 
how to choose the wall papers which will 
best show off their art treasures, and the car­
pets, of appropriate designs end subdued col­
ours, which will tone well with the furnish­
ing and decorations of the rooms, which .will 
be of practical service to them. The Pro- 
fessor illustrated the difference between good 
and bad taste, by displaying samples of car­
petings, and wall papers, gorgeous flowery 
and staring, aide by aide with others of fine 
design, aud quiet in colour ; also, samples of 
terra cotta placques, and pitcher and basket 
etc., that satisfied the requirements of indus­
trial art in being of the best material, very 
serviceable for their purpose, and pleasing in 
design and form, in contract with an old 
Toby tankard, cow-cream jug, hogbottle, set­
ting hen eggbasket, and worst of all a cruci­
fix candlestick, which showed an ambitious 
desire in the designers to combine fine art 
with industrial art, which ought always to be 
kept separate, and had resulted in making a 
grotesque, and in the case of the candlestick a 
sacrilegious jumble of both. We have not 
attempted to give an abstract of a very able 
instructive and amusing lecture, which was 
greatly appreciated by those who heard it.

These is no keeping a door closed, or a 
document safe, when a Toronto Globe cor- 
respondent ie around determined to give a 
report of a meeting (from which he haa been 
officially excluded,) or get hold of a secret. 
At the Toronto Convention a pamphlet con- 
mining instructions to Officers of Conserva­
tive Associations, relating to organization 
for election purposes, was handed to the dele- 
gates. Tbo intention was, that, as these in­
structions were drawn up for the guidance of 
such officers, the document should not be al­
lowed to pass out of their hands. But a 
secret confided to many always leaks out; 
there is generally, a Judas in every assem­
blage. At any rate some delegate or another 
allowed a copy of the instructions to fall into 
the hands of a Globe reporter, and of course 
it appeared in full in that paper, and now 
they are nobodys secret.

The instructions are drawn up for the bene­
fit of the Conservative party in Ontario, but 
they equally apply to the party in all the 
other Provinces. In brief, the instructions 
are a call to the party to organise itself in 
every constituency thoroughly and systemati­
cally, and to leave nothing to chance.

To go more into detail, these instructions 
contain a draft constitution for Liberal-Con­
servative Associations in every electoral divi­
sion in Ontario, the officers of which shall 
consist of a President, Secretary, Treasurer, 
and one Vice-President for each Municipality 
in the electoral division. The Vice-Presi­
dents have most important duties to perform, 
and they must be men of active business 
habits, and with strong wills, and who will 
insist upon the work being done. “Filling 
the offices with mere figureheads destroys 
the efficiency of many associations." In each 
Municipality there shall be a committee, and 
the Vice-President end Chairman and mem- 
bera of it, shall form an executive committee, 
The duties of the chairman shall be to see. 
that in bis division all Conservatives entitled 
to vote are on the voter's list, and to appeal 
against, and have struck off all names of op­
ponents improperly inserted thereon. Great 
stress is laid on the importance of seeing that 
the assessors do their duty of watching them, 
when they are Grits, as generally they are 
the moot energetic and unscrupulous of par­
tisans ; of revising the assessment rolls imme­
diately after they are completed; of chair­
men of committees being provided with 
voters lists, revised and annotated and of 
submitting the management of appeals in the 
whole Municipality to one qualified and re­
sponsible man. It shall also be duty of the 
chairmen to promote the circulation of Con­
servative newspapers; to see that persons in 
their divisions who take no newspapers sub­
scribe for a Conservative paper; and every 
effort must be made by them to substitute a 
Conservative for a Reform paper ; to see also 
that their divisions are thoroughly canvassed, 
and the vote entirely polled at elections. A 
committee shall also be formed in each sub­
division of a Municipality, whose chairman 
shall report constantly of the political state 
of the subdivision and the work done, to the 
Vice President. When a dissolution takes 
place, a convention of delegates from each 
subdivision must be immediately called, and 
the members must pledge themselves to sup­
port the nominee of the convention, by all 
means in their power. In choosing a nomi­
nee personal likes and dislikes and sectional 
jealousies must not be entertained. The only 
question to be asked is “ who is the strongest 
and most available man of the party ? No 
man must be a candidate unless he pledge 
himself to support cordially whoever may be 
the nominee of the convention. Nomination 
must not jbe offered to a man until it is as-

Washington is excited over the question “who will be Speaker of the House of Con- 
grecs? The names of six candidates are 

mentioned, but the contest will likely be be­
tween two, Kasson, and Hiscock.

We have received a special copy of the 
New York American Dairyman, (and this is 
our excuse for noticing the matter) in which 
there is an article in strong opposition to 
Hiscock, who is a New Yorker, but utterly 
distasteful to the interest which that paper 
represents. He is denounced as a tool of the 
monopolists, and the worst of enemies to 
the farmers of the United States. The arti­
cle contains an extract from a New York 
Truth (which, it is hoped is more to be re- 
lied upon than London Truth) which says, 
that Hiscock’s agents have travelled all over 
the country, East and West, making pledges 
and bargains respecting the formation of com­
mittees, and the selection of committee chair­
men, as well as giving assurances as to tariff 
and other absorbing questions of national 
legislation not forgetting the possible inter­
est of national banka and moneyed corpor­
ations. This seems like a new revelation of 
legislative corruption in the United States. 
Imagine a candidate of the Speakership of 
the Dominion House of Commons, canvassing 
for support among the representatives of the 
commercial and railway interestsby promising 
to pack important committees in their interest. 
This would be to drag in the dirt the 
Speakership which under a free constitution, 
ie a poeition of the highest dignity, the hold­
ers of which should be as free from corrupt 
influences as a judge upon the bench. This

A company haa been formed in Amberst, 
of which Sir Charles Tupper is a member, to 
manufacture a new, and it is said a good 
thing in the line of agricultural labor-saving 
machines.

(it is claimed)’ for the first time made a suc­
cess by Mr. Abell’s invention ot a rubber 
spring, placed back of the lever in the frame 
keeping it soug and in its place.”

87 CASESQuebec Elections.

The electors in the Province of Quebec 
came off on Friday, 2nd inst. On nomina­
tion day, 16 members—IO Government, 3 
Opposition, 2 Independent—were returned 
by acclamation, leaving 50 to stand the 
chances of the ballot. When the elections 
closed and the returns were made, it was 
found that the Government had gained 
sweeping majority. They only gained on® 
of the three divisions in Montreal, and one 
of the three in Quebec, but in the latter city 
of the two remaining members, one ie inde­
pendent. But the independents are counted 
upon as supporters, and even if they do not 
turn out to be such, they can add little or 
no strength to the opposition. The new 
House will consist of 48 government mem­
bers, 12 opposition, and 5 independent. 
That is the government may count on a 
vote of 53, or at least 48, in a house of 65 
members.

The result of the elections show how 
the great body of the electors were quite 
uninfluenced by the charges hurled against 
M. Chapleau's government of corrupt ad­
ministration, of extravagance, of pushing the 
Province towards financial ruin, and of al­
lowing the North Shore Railway to be 
grossly mismanaged by Mr. Senecal. The 
clergy did not seek to influence the voters, 
vet the Liberals gained no strength on that 
account.

Railway and Ship-Railway.

Sir Charles Tupper waa waited upon, when 
at Amberst, by a deputation of gentlemen 
interested in the Cape Tormentine Railway. 
He gave an encouraging reply to their ad- 
dress. As the Government are strongly dis­
posed to carry out the term of the compact 
with P. E. I. on entering the union, that 
stipulates, that, steam communication shall 
be kept up all the year round with the main­
land, and, aa the " Northern Light ” has been 
proved to be a failure, and quite incapable of 
navigating the Straits in winter, the prospect 
of the Capes’ railway is good. Sir Charles 
said he would at once bring the matter 
under the notice of the Government, and 
added, that they would have at the same 
time under consideration the project of a 
ship-railway, and their engineer's report 
thereon.

Articles, very favorable to the ship-rail­
way project across the Isthmus of Chignecto, 
have appeared en the Toronto Mail, Globe, 
the New York Herald, and many other 
papers, only a little less known to fame. The 
projector, Mr. Ketchum, has received letters 
from eminent engineers, expressing confi­
dence in the feasibility of the work, and 
much interest in the prospects of its success. 
Ooe of the features of the ship-railway ie 
the possibility of utilia ing one set of its rails, 
as part of the proposed!

THAT PRINTING CONTRACT. Students’ Pranks.

On the evening of the 25th ult., probably 
the most disgraceful outrage that has ever 
yet occurred in College circles was commit­
ted on the grounds of the Toronto Univer­
sity by students of the College. During the 
evening the regular debate of the College 
Literary and Scientific Society was held, and 
it appears that prior to end during the de­
bate considerable feeling was manifested be­
tween the residents of the College and the 
freshmen. This animosity was further in­
tensified by a song given by the Olee Club 
during the evening, in which the verdancy of 
the freshmen was pointedly alluded to. At 
an early hour shortly after dusk as one of the 
freshmen named Gordon Hunter was cross­
ing the lawn he was accosted by a man who 
informed him that ho was wanted. After 
following his guide a few steps he was seiz­
ed by a number of masked men who tied and 
gagged him, and after handling him roughly 
they conveyed him to a third storey college 
residence room, nailed the door, and left him 
to provide sport for the party after the clow 
of the debate. The party next seized three 
other freshmen named Holmes, Henderson, 
and Duff, and proceeded to abuse them 
shamefully. Holmes was tied, and gagged 
by having a portion of a gown stuffed into 
his mouth, and in this condition he was 
kicked and thrown over a fence, tearing the 
palm of his hand open its whole length by com­
ing in contact with a nail in his descent. 
The three were then locked up in rooms in 
the residence. In the meantime Hunter 
managed to free himself from his bonds and 
made his escape by breaking the windows 
and letting himself down by a rope made of 
the bedclothes. His tormentors, hearing of 
this, held a mock trial on the other three 
prisoners and condemned them to be “ duck­
ed” in the creek. The victims were brought 
out from their place of confinement and led 
down towards the creek, but just as they 
were about to be “ ducked " a deputation ar­
rived with a commutation of sentence. The| 
victims were then compelled to sing the ob­
jectionable song, which they did with a very 
bad grace. It is said that the rioters were

Mr. James White, Engineer of the Steam­
er u Alexandra,” is much annoyed that his 
engine was used in pumping the water from 
the recently constructed tanks, without con­
sultation with him, which, no doubt, contri­
buted towards putting her out of order. The 
last time the “ Alexandra” wae out previous 
to this was al the N. B. Railway Machine 
Shope fire, after which she was put in excel­
lent working order. We should judge Mr. 
White should have been consulted when he 
is held in a great measure responsible for the 
engine’s condition.

The University students propose starting 
a paper about the first of the new year. The 
staff will be composed of Messrs. Keirstead, 
Crockett, Byron, Cliff and Kain, with Mr. 
A. R. Fenwick ae business manager. We 
wish the enterprise success and shall be glad 
to give any aid in our power. There is no 
reason why the University should not sup­
port a paper. Mount Allison, Dalhousie, 
Acadia and King’s Colleges, with others we 
might name, have such an institution and 
our students are certainly not behind them in 
intelligence and enterprise.

Two young men in St. John, James D. 
Lewin Jr., eon of Senator Lewin, President 
of the Bank of New Brunswick, and Chas. E 
Furlonge, of the Bank of B. N. America, 
have got themselves into serious trouble. 
Furlonge is charged with embezzling from 
the Bank a cheque drawn by Mr. Alex. Gib- 
eon in favor of Hillyard Bros., Portland, 
which Lewin, who was a companion of his, 
by some means obtained and had cashed at a 
Banking House, St. John, on Saturday. The 
fraud was discovered shortly after the money 
had been paid out, and the two culprits were 
arrested the same evening. The preliminary 
examination in the case of each has been in 
progress this week. Lewin is committed for 
trial in the Supreme Court, and Furlonge 
will foltow.

Shortly before 1 A. N. yesterday, the en­
gine house of the Fredericton Railway Com­
pany, at the western terminus of York Street, 
wae discovered on fire by the engine cleaner, 
Thomas Ryan, who gave the alarm to J. H. 
Williamson, the freight agent, who resides 
over the Bailway Station, only a few yard» 
off. Mr. Williamson forwarded the alarm 
to fireman B. Yerxa and conductor Hager- 
man, and in a very few minutes there was e 
general alarm sounded in the city, and citi- 
sens harried to the acene in large numbers, 
many thinking it was the Station on fire. In 
the meantime the railway men had got the 
engine, “ Oromocto,” which was directly in­
side the main entrance out of the burning 
building, and ware making efforts, with her 
assistance, to drag out the “Fredericton,’ 
which was in the further end of the building, 
bat the turn table was between the two, and 
the power from the " Oromocto,” by some 
means, palled the other engine off the track, 
and she wae left there to destruction. A The 
flames by this time had almost complete 
possession of the building. The firemen bad 
arrived, and the “ Alexandra" was playing 
through some 2,500 feet of hose from the 
tank near St. Ann’s Church, but the fire had 
too much headway to be stayed. The wind 
was blowing off all other buildings in the 
vicinity, so there wee little danger of the fire 
spreading, but the Hook and Ladder men 
kept the roof of the Station drenched. The 
“ Alexandra " soon became disabled by the 
boiler tubes giving out, end the “Silsby ” 
took her place, Messrs. Edgecombe & Sons 
Hand Engine also doing good work. In 
three-quarters of an hour, however, the build­
ing was levelled to the ground, with the en­
gine, “Fredericton,” a flat car, hand cars, and 
workmens' tools. The engine bouse alto in­
cluded tank house, blacksmith shop, turn 
table, end work shop, so its destruction will 
put the Company to much inconvenience as 
well as loss. The latter is roughly estimat­
ed at $20,000, with insurance amounting to 
$5,000. The firemen were lunched after the 
fire by Supt. Edgecombe.

These Tanks.

At the meeting of the City Council Tues- 
day night, Ald. Wilson presented a verbal 
report from the Fire Committee, in reference 
to the construction of the new tanks, which 
was accompanied by a certificate from the 
inspector, to the effect that the work was 
satisfactory to him.

Ald. Burchill denied the correctness of the 
inspector’s certificate, and reiterated some of 
his former remarks that the work was not 
performed according to specifications, and 
should not have been taken off the contrac­
tor’s hands. He would test the Council on 
the question, and when Ald. Wilson moved 
the adoption of his report, Ald. Burchill 
moved the following amendment :—

Whereat this Council has caused to be con­
structed two water tanks for tire purposes, 
situate on Charlotte and Sunbury Streets; 
and ‘

Whereas, the principle on which said tanks 
are constructed is defective, thereby causing 
the walls to lose their strength and solidity 
which they should possess, and if built for a 
private individual would not for one moment 
be tolerated; also, that there is not as much 
water in the tanks as required by the specifi­
cation ; therefore

Resolved, that this Council do not accept 
said tanks, as completed, until they shall 
have been built in a workmanlike manner 
and according to the specifications.

This was seconded by Ald. Leigh, who 
asserted that in the Sunbury St. lank there are 
only 4% feet of water, when there should be 
six feet. He knew the work was not satis­
factorily done and therefore would support 
the amendment of Ald. Burchill.

The Council divided as follows on the 
amendment :—

Yeas—Alds. Burchill, Leigh, and Mac- 
pherson.

Nays—Alda. Atherton, Wilson, Wheeler, 
Farrel, Hall, and Moore.

We believe the Council have taken off the 
contractera hands a work which most practi- 
cal men will pronounce unsatisfactory. There 
is one fact sure, and our information is from 
a reliable source, that there are only 43 feet 
of water in the new tanks, when the specifi- 
cations required six feet. Is not this an es- 
sential point? And will not property hold­
ers feel that the Council has acted with ill 
judgment, and without regard to consequen­
ces in accepting the work in such a state? 
We should like to hear the Alderman who 
voted down Ald. Burchill’s amendment, ex­
plain their motives.
