The Hamburg police had 
suppressed a poem about a railroad 
employe sacrificing his life to save a train, 
but this Zurich pamphlet was not 1sup­
pressed, though English ladies of high rank 
and a German lady of exalted position, who, 
though cradled in England, has been con­
nected with Germany for weal or woe for 
30 years, were insulted in it. The pam­
phlet had to find a publisher outside of 
Germany in the Socialist press of Zurich 
The Queen of England and her daughter 
could not be insulted in Germany with im­
punity.

The vote on the whole bill was soon after­
ward taken, as the Government abstained 
from any declaration, showing its willing­
ness to accept the bill without the expulsion 
clause. The Conservâtes voted "no" with 
the Progressists, the Center party and the 
Socialists, against the combined yeas of the 
Imperialists and the National-Liberals. 
The bill was rejected by 169 against it to 
98 in favor.

As soon as the vote was concluded Herr 
Boetticher, amid the suppressed excitement 
of the occasion, announced that the session 
was closed, and requested the deputies to 
convene at the Schloss at 6 p.m. The 
Emperor received the deputies in the white 
hall of the Schloss at that hour, and read to 
them his speech closing the session. The 
absence from the speech of all political al­
lusions, and the failure to make any men­
tion whatever to the Socialist Bill sur­
prised every one.

Mann, from Glasgow for New York, which 
put in here Saturday night, had continuous 
bad weather and head winds for eight 
days, during which she made little prog­
ress. The weather then cleared some­
what, but the sea continued very high, and 
on the 16th one lifeboat was carried away 
and two others were smashed, and the head 
officer, on duty on the bridge, was seriously 
injured. Capt. Mann headed for St. Johns, 
Nfld., but ran into the midst of ice fields, 
and saw occasional icebergs, causing him to 
change his course for Halifax. Among the 
saloon passengers are Jas. Wright and wife, 
bound for Seaforth, Ont.

FOUR SEAMEN DROWNED.
LONDON, Jan. 27. —Fierce gales continue. 

The bark Janet Crown has returned to 
Plymouth. She reports that two of her 
crew were washed overboard and drowned, 
and that many were injured.

The steamer Yorkshire at Liverpool was 
flooded, had lier bridges destroyed, and 
sustained other damage. Three seamen 
were blown from the rigging, and two were 
drowned.

MANY LIVES LOST.
Menai Strait, in Wales, is rendered im­

passable by the fury of the gale. Many 
sailors have been swept overboard and 
drowned. The parade at Sand Gate is 
partially destroyed.

A WRECK.
The ship Irex, bound from Greenock for 

Rio Janeiro, was wrecked off the Needles. 
Several of the crew were drowned. The 
survivors clung to the rigging all day Satur­
day and part of Sunday. It was impossible 
to send a life boat to the rescue, as no boat 
could live in the turbulent sea, but a life 
line was finally shot across the vessel by 
means of a rocket, and in this way the men 
were safely landed.

THE UMBRIA’S EXPERIENCE.

Memorial Services in Knox Church- 
Death of an Old Resident.

At the morning service in Knox Church, 
London South, yesterday, the services 
partook of a memorial character. Be­
fore beginning his sermon, the pastor 
(Rev. Mr. Ballantyne), in pathetic terms, 
referred to the harvest which death had 
gathered from the flock during the previous 
week, and many of the large congregation 
present were visibly affected. In the 
course of his remarks, the reverend gentle­
man said:

“During the past week death has been 
very busy among us. First, the Good 
Shepherd took in his arms and carried home 
one of the lambs of the flock—Blanche 
Giving, a child known to many of us and 
loved by as many as knew her. Then the 
call came to one who had reached the three 
score and ten years allotted to man— 
Mr. Macfie. The sadness of the 
call impresses us all the more, as he was in 
his usual place last Sabbath morning. Hi- 
removal is a loss to the community—a loss 
felt especially by this church. This congre­
gation can never forget the part he took in 
its formation, and the liberality with which 
he continued to support it. But I belice 
God will not allow his work to suffer 
1,ecause of the removal of any of us. We 
believe the success of the Lord’s work does 
not depend upon the life of any one man, 
and I have full assurance that any new 
burden that may by laid upon your should­
ers you will not refuse to carry. Alex­
ander Mathieson had just begun his man- 
hood. It was my privilege four yea a 
ago to receive him into the membership of 
this church. He was prepared, I believe., 
to say ‘For’ me to live is Christ and to die 
is great gain.’ Would to God that all 
young men were like Alick Mathieson‘ 
We thank God for his life, and we thank 
God for his death. And now as we mourn 
for him, as we think of him who began his 
manhood with that step, let us ask, lias it 
taken anything away from his manhood? 
Not so. It has added to his manhood. It 
brightened up his long sickness and made 
his death glorious. This morning let us 
remember specially in our intercessory 
prayer those who have been bereaved.”

The sermon was particularly appropri­
ate. It was founded on the experiences 
of the ten virgins, with special reference to 
the passage in Matthew, xxv., 10: "They 
that were ready went in with him to the 
marriage." The preacher dwelt on the 
necessity for readiness in things earthly, 
and specially pointed out the duty of every 
professing Christian to be ready for that 
transition which comes to all, sooner or 
later, and the disaster which may result 
from delay.

Trouble in tho Dominion Printing 
Bureau—A Miners’ Strike Postponed.

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OTTAWA, Jan. 27.—A conflict between the 
Government and the labor unions is 
threatening. A strike in the printing 
bureau is imminent, and the men are de­
termined that if the Government do not 
accede to their demands the public printing 
shall not be done in any outside office. 
The men are very bitter against 
Superintendent Senecal and it is asserted 
that the trouble comes mainly from the 
tyranny of his administration. It is said 
that offensive regulations are imposed upon 
compositors, that the bureau has been 
filled with incompetents, favorites of the 
management, that tons of material have 
been bought whicii can never be utilized, 
and that a thorough inquiry into the affairs 
of the bureau will reveal a precious nest of 
scandals. The men demand that wages be 
increased from $11 to $13 per week. The 
demand will be made under the auspices of 
the International Typographical Union. J. 
F. Keefer, of St. Catharines, organizer for 
Canada, is here to advise the local union.

BERLIN, Jan. 27.—At a mass meeting of 
miners of Bochum, it was resolved, on ac­
count of the general elections, to defer the 
proposed strike until March 1.

The marriage of the Hon. Lancelot 
Douglas Carnegie, second son of the Earl of 
Southesk, and Miss Marion Barclay, was 
solemnized on the 2nd January, at Wood- 
ford, Essex.

The Queen has conferred baronetcies upon 
Mr. J. T. Davies, Llewellyn of Penllergare; 
Dr. James Thomson Mackenzie, of Glen- 
muick, and Dr. William Scovell, president 
of the Royal College of Surgeons.

Three wife-murderers were hanged on 
Dec. 31.

IRELAND.

Mr. Hastings H. Crossley, professor of 
Greek in Queen's College, Belfast, has re- 
signed.

Peace o'er the world her olive wand extend. 
And white robed innocence from heaven do- 

scend.
Have you ever made up your mind by what 

name you will call Christ when you meet him 
in heavens You know he has many names. 
Will you call him Jesus, Or the Annointed 
One, or the Messiah, or will you take some of 
the symbolical names which on earth you 
learned from your Bible? Wandering some 
day in the garden of God on high, the place a- 
bloom with eternal springtide, infinite 
luxuriance of rose, and lily, and amar- 
anth, you may look up into his 
face and say: "My Lord. Thou 
art the rose of Sharon and the lily of the 
valley."

4:15 a.m. 4:35 QUEENSTOWN, Jan. 26.—While the steamer 
from Liverpool was lying in this harbor a few 
hours to-day waiting for the mail many of the 
passengers went ashore. The Rev. T. De Witt 
Talmage, D.D., was among the number, and 
took advantage of the opportunity to preach. 
His subject was "What is in a Name?" and his 
text Philippians, ii., 9: "A name which is 
about every name." The eminent preacher 
said:

On my way from the Holy Land, and while I 
wait for the steamer to resume her voyage to 
America, I preach to you from this text, which 
was one of Paul's rapturous and enthusiastic 
descriptions of the name of Jesus. By common 
proverb we have come to believe that there is 
nothing in a name, and so parents sometimes 
present their children for baptism regardless 
of the title given them, and not thinking that 
that particular title will be either a hindrance 
or a help. Strange mistake. You have no 
right to give to your child a name that is lack- 
ing either in euphony or in moral meaning. It 
is a sin for you to call your child Jehoiakim or 
Tiglath-Pileser. Because you yourself may 
have an exasperating name is no reason 
why you should give it to those WDO 
come after you. But how often we have 
seen some name, filled with jargon, rattling 
down from generation to generation, simply 
because some one a long while ago happened 
to be afflicted with it. Institutions and enter- 
prises have, sometimes without sufficient de- 
liberation, taken their nomenclature. Mighty 
destinies have been decided by

THE SIGNIFICANCE OF A NAME.
There are men who all their life long toil and 
tussle to get over the influence of some un- 
fortunate name. While we may, through 
right behavior and Christian demeanor, out- 
live the fact that we were baptized by the 
name of a despot, or an infidel, or a cheat, how 
much better it would have been if we all could 
have started life without any such incum- 
brance. When I find the apostle, in my text 
and in other parts of his writing, breaking out 
in ascriptions of admiration in regard to the 
name of Jesus, I want to inquire what are 
some of the characteristics of that appellation. 
And O that the Saviour himself, while I speak, 
might fill me with his own presence. for we 
never can tell to others that which we have not 
ourselves felt.

AN EASY NAME.
First, this name of Jesus is an easy name. 

Sometimes we areintroduced to people whose 
name is so long and unpronouncable that we 
have sharply to listen, and to hear the name 
two or three times before we venture to speak 
it. But within the first two years the little 
child claps its hands, and looks up, and says 
"Jesus." Can it be, amid all the families 
represented here to-day, there is one household 
where the little ones speak of "father" and 
"mother" and "brother" and "sister," and not 
of "the name which is above every name? 
Sometimes we forget the titles of our very best 
friends, and we have to pause and think before 
we can recall the name. But can you imagine 
any freak of intellect in which you could 
forget the Saviour's designation? That word 
"Jesus" seems to fit the tongue in every 
dialect. When the voice in old age gets 
feeble and tremulous and indistinct, still this 
regal word has potent utterance.

Jesus, I love Thy charming name,
‘Tis music to my ear;

Fain would I sound it out so loud 
That heaven and earth might hear.

A BEAUTIFUL NAME.
Still further, I remark it is a beautiful name. 

You have noticed that it is impossible to dis- 
sociate a name from the person who has the 
name. So there are names that are to me re- 
pulsive—I do not want to hear them at all- 
while those very names are attractive to you. 
Why the difference? It is because I happen to 
know persons by those names who are cross, 
and sour, and snappish, and queer, while the 
persons you used to know by those names were 
pleasant and attractive. As we cannot dis- 
sociate a name from the person who holds the 
name, that consideration makes Christ's name 
so unspeakably beautiful. No sooner is it pro- 
nounced in you presence than you think of 
Bethlehem, and Gethsemane, and Golgotha, 
and you see the loving face, and hear the 
tender voice, and feel the gentle touch. You 
see Jesus, the one who, though banqueting 
with heavenly hierarchs, came down to break- 
fast on the fish that rough men had just hauled 
out of Genessaret; Jesus, the one who, though 
the clouds are the dust of his feet, walked 
footsore on to the road to Emmaus. Just as 
soon as

THAT NAME 
is pronounced in your presence you think of 
how the Shining One gave back the centurion's 
daughter, and how he helped the blind man to 
the sunlight, and how he made the cripple's 
crutches useless, and how he looked down into 
the babe's laughing eyes, and, as the little one 
struggled to go to him, flung out his arms 
around it and impressed a loving kiss on its 
brow, and said: "Of such is the kingdom of 
heaven." Beautiful name—Jesus! It stands 
for love, for patience, for kindness, for for- 
bearance, for self-sacrifice, for magnanimity. 
It is aromatic with all odors and accordant 
with all harmonies. Sometimes I see that 
name, and the letters seem to be made out of 
tears, and then again they look like gleaming 
crowns. Sometimes they seem to me as 
though twisted out of the straw on which he 
lay, and then as though built out of the thrones 
on which his people shall reign. Sometimes 1 
sound that word "Jesus," and I hear coming 
through the two syllables the sigh of Geth- 
semane and the groan of calvary; and again I 
sound it, and it is

ALL A-RIPPLE WITH GLADNESS 
and a-ring with hosanna. Take all the glory 
of book-bindery and put them around the page 
where that name is printed. On Christmas 
morning wreathe it on the wall. Let it drip 
from harp's string and thunder out in organ's 
diapson. Sound it often, sound it well, until 
every star shall seem to shine it, and every 
flower shall seem to bre the it, and mountain 
and sea, and day and night, and earth and 
heaven acclaim in full chant: "Blessed be his 
glorious name forever. The name that is above 
every name."

Jesus, the name high over all. 
In heaven and earth and sky.

To the repenting soul, to the exhausted in- 
valid, to the snow white octogenarian, it is 
beautiful. The old man comes in from a long 
walk, and tremblingly opens, the doors, and 
hangs his hat on the old nail, and sets his cane 
in the usual corner, and lies down on a couch, 
and says to his children and grandchildren: 
"My dears, I am going to leave you." They 
say: "Why, where are you going, grand- 
father?" "I am going to Jesus." And so the 
old man faints away into heaven. The little 
child comes in from play and throws herself on 
your lap. and says: "Mamma, I am so sick: I 
am sosick." And you put her to bed, and the 
fever is worse and worse, until in some mid- 
night she looks up into your face and says: 
"Mamma, kiss me good-bye, I am going away 
from you." And you say: "My dear, where 
are you going to?" And she says: "I am 
going to Jesus." And the red cheeks which 
you thought was the mark of fever, only turns 
out to be the carnation bloom of heaven! Oh, 
yes: it is a sweet name spoken by the lips 
of childhood, spoken by the old man.

A MIGHTY NAME.
Still further: It is a mighty name. Roths- 

child is a potent name in the commercial 
world Cuvier in the scientific world. Irving a 
powerful name in the literary world. Wash- 
ington an influential name in the political 
world. Wellington a mighty name in the 
military world; but tell me any name in all the 
earth so potent to awe, and lift, and thrill, and 
rouse, and agitate, and bless as this name of 
Jesus. That one word unhorsed Saul, and 
flung Newton on his face on ship's deck, and 
to-day holds 400,000,000 of the race with omni- 
potent spell. That name in England to-day 
means more than Victoria; in Germany, means 
more than Emperor William; in France, means 
more than Carnot; in Italy, means more than 
Humbert of the present or Garibaldi of the 
past. I have seen a man bound hand and foot 
in sin. Satan his hard task master, in a bond- 
age from which no human power could deliver 
him, and yet at the pronunciation of that one 
word he dashed down his chains and marched

A Passenger Train Falls Into a Creek 
—Five Killed and Many Injured.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Jan. 27.-Passenger 
train No. 1 on the Monon route, which left 
Chicago Sunday night at 11:55, was 
wrecked this morning at 7:50 one mile 
above Carmel, sixteen miles north of tins 
city. The train was running at 
a rapid rate and was approaching 
the long trestle across W ilkerson 
Creek when the tender of the engine 
jumped the track. The engineer reversed 
his engine, but before the air brake could 
cheek the speed of the train the locomotive 
and baggage car had cleared the trestle, but 
the sleeper and smoking coach went 
over into the creek, both taking fire 
almost instantly, and were consumed 
in a remarkably short time.

Monday evening a tea-meeting will be held.

—A. McDougall, of Wallaceburg, police 
magistrate, is charged with embezzling 
$2,000 from the county of Kent, which lie 
collected in fines and fees, and failed to 
account for., The hearing is fixed for 
Wednesday.

—It is the intention to erect a new 
Episcopal church at Wingham. Messrs. 
Crowell, Wilson and H. W. C. Meyer have 
subscribed $500 each, and Mr. T. A. Mills 
agreed to give all the bricks required for 
the erection of a handsome building.

—Mrs. Dennis Walmsley, wife of a Til- 
bury East farmer, committed suicide last 
week. She was married four years ago and 
the union, it is alleged, was not a happy 
one. She left behind her two little children, 
one of them being a baby not a year old.

—Mr. Beecher Doan, an employe at 
' McDiarmid’s factory, Aylmer, had two 

fingers nearly severed from one of his hands 
by a circular saw Thursday. Mr. Doan is 
particularly unfortunate, as this is the 
third accident of that nature that lie lias 
met with inside of four months.

—Albert D. Smith, formerly employed on 
the M. C. R. at Windsor, died in St. Luke’s 
Hospital, Chicago, from the effects of 
injuries received while coupling cars in the 
M. C. R. yard at Pullman, Ill. He was 28 
years of age, and married to a daughter 
of Wm. Hall, of Wallacetown. The 
funeral took place at Wallacetown.

—The Lanark Township Council has a 
standing offer of a bonus to farmers build- 
ing wire fences on their property and 
puplic highways, and quite a number of 
farmers have “caught on” to the scheme 
and secured the reward. The object 
of the Council is to do away with rail and 
wooden fences, so as to prevent the roads 
drifting up in winter. Their example might 
be followed in other townships.

—Frank Boughner, switchman in the M. 
C. R. yards, experienced a narrow escape 
from death the other evening. While 
coupling cars, lie caught his foot in a frog 
and before he could free himself the car was 
upon him. He threw himself to one side, 
and the flange of the wheel caught the boot, 
ripping it completely off and releasing the 
imprisoned foot.

The annual report of the Montreal Board of 
Trade says the year cannot on the whole be 
recorded as having been a prosperous one for 
Canada, though in some respects there is cause 
for satisfaction.

port a very unsatisfactory demand, and there 
is not the slightest activity or spirit in bidding, 
even very fine and choice parcels having to be 
forced very much by sellers to be sold at all. 
Poor and inferior fruit is scarcely looked at. 
It has always been our endeavor to point out 
toshippers the folly of sending anything but 
really choice, sound fruit, as any other only 
causes certain loss, but shippers will persist in 
sending poor stock forward, and the conse­
quence is disaster. What really good stock we 
have had hero this week would have sold much 
better than it has. had it not been for the 
amount of badly-packed and inferior fruit for- 
warded, which made buyers suspicious of what 
was really good.

He 
denounced the conduct of people who 
attempted to draw a comparison between 
non-Christians in America and the inhabi­
tants of India, and stated that for every 
crime that they could name that was prac­
ticed by any native of this continent lie 
would place two beside it which were daily 
perpetrated in broad daylight and very 
often in the cause of their heathenish re­
ligion.
