SOME BILLS INTRODUCED

London, June 3.—The first assembly 

of the new coalition British Parliament 
today had no features striking to the 
eye. Premier Asquith was absent and 
Reginald McKenna, chancellor of the 
exchequer, was at Nice conferring with 
the Italian financial authorities, while 
A. Bonar Law, secretary for the col­
onies, and Arthur J. Balfour, first lord 
of the admiralty, and other members 
of the new cabinet from the Unionist 
side, could not take their places on the 
front benches until the passage of a 
bill permitting them to take office 
without re-election to membership in 
the House.

Members Sociable.
Several junior members of the new 

Government on taking cabinet seats, 
were cheered, while members of the 
privy council and prominent Unionists 
outside the cabinet occupied the front 
Opposition seats. The Irish National­
ist contingent took the usual seats they 
had held for many years.

Sir John A. Simon, secretary of state 
for home affairs, announced early in 
the sitting that he would introduce a 
bill which would be passed through all 
its stages today to make temporary 
provision for rendering unnecessary the 
election of members on accepting of­
fice.
H armony and cheerfulness appeared 
to pervade the House. All members 
rising, even for minor business, were 
applauded.

Premier On Business.
The home secretary said he regret­

ted the absence of Premier Asquith, 
who was “on urgent public business," 
and declared that the Premier hoped 
to be in his place on Monday, when he

The great Austro-Hungarian fortress 
of Przemysl, situated between Lemberg 
and Cracow, in the province of Galicia, 
was captured by the Russians on 
March 22 last, after one of the longest 
sieges of modern warfare. In the eight 
weeks which have elapsed since that 
time, however; the Austrians and Ger-, 
mans have made every effort to retake 
the fortress, large forces being divert­
ed from the other great fortress to the 
west, Cracow.

MAY NOT BE SERIOUS.

Mrs. F. Lewin, wife of Pte. Francis 
L. Lewin, who left tnis city with the 
1st Contingent, has received from her 
husband the first German helmet to 
arrive here from the scene of the pres­
ent European conflict, ft is on exhibi­
tion in The Advertiser window for a 
few days.

When the Canadian troops left Salis- 
bury Plains for the front. Pte. Lewin, 
like hundreds of other soldiers, prom­
ised his wife, who was leaving Ports­
mouth for this city, that he would some! 
day send, her a German helmet, and 
now this promise has- been fulfilled af­
ter many months of fighting.

Wife Was in England.
Mrs. Lewin, who had left here for a 

trip to the Old Country, was there 
when Britain declared war on Germany, 
and receiving word from her husband 
that he had enlisted she awaited the 
arrival of the 1st Contingent, and stop- 
ped over with her husband for theI 
months until he left for the scene of 
action.

The helmet is a relic of the battle of 
Ypres, and was secured by Pte. Lewin 
in a German trench after the enemy 
had been routed by a Canadian charge. 
According to the soldier it was evi­
dently left there by a German in his 
haste to get out of range of Canuck| 
bullets. Very few details are given in 
the letter accompanying it.

Clothing Torn by Shell.
In this battle, Pte. Lewin, who was 

engaged in keeping a line of communi- 
I cation open, missed death by a fraction 
of an inch. A German coal box burst 

near where he was on duty and a frag­
ment of it pierced his clothing. also 
breaking his water bottle. He picked

"In the region to the north of Arras 
artillery fighting was continued during 
last night. There was also some very 
violent infantry fighting to the east 
of Notre Dame de Lorette, but the 
positions here on neither one side nor 
the other have undergone any change. 
There was also infantry fighting in the 
region of ‘The Labyrinth, where we 
made some progress.

“We have made a total of 800 pris­
oners since the 31st of May in ‘The 
Labyrinth.’ Of these nine are officers 
and about fifty under-officers. Here 
we also captured two machine guns.

“On the rest of the front there has 
been nothing to report."

Neither the municipal authorities, the 
military, the churches, or the patriotic 
societies held any celebration today in 
honor of the King’s birthday. His 
Majesty having specially requested that 
the usual observances should be sus­
pended this year in view of the fact 
that the Empire is at war. At the 
divisional militia headquarters the flag 
was run .up to the head of the pole, and 
in a few other cases flags were dis­
played, but otherwise the day was not 
observed in any special manner.

At the city hall a group of flags of 
the nations allied with Britain in the 
struggle against Prussian militarism 
was put up on the wall in the council 
chamber. but this was decided upon 
some time ago, and the fact that the 
flags arrived on June 3 was a coinci­
dence only.

Unfortunate Oversight.
Rev. Canon Tucker, rector of St. 

Paul’s Cathedral, stated that the non- 
observance of the King’s birthday by 
the church was, in his opinion, an over­
sight. and an unfortunate one. While 
it was true that the King had asked 
that no celebrations should be held he 
thought a religious service would have 
been appropriate, especially at this 
time. He believed more prayer was 
needed, and this would have been a 
good occasion for a service of praise.

Tent Hospital Will Be in Full 
Swing, It Is Expected, 

By Tomorrow.Already mention has been made of the 
tremendous flow of mail to and from the 
mobilisation camp on Carling’s Heights, 
but a report made by Lieut. F. D. Shar­
man. in command of No. 1 Detachment 
of the Canadian Postal Corps in charge 
of the local field postoffice. Indicates its 
magnitude. Last week strict account 
was taken of all mail-both inwards 
and outwards—and the result of the 
count embodied in a report and sent to 
the headquarters of the local division 
and to headquarters of the Postal Corps. 
This report shows that 15,478 pieces of 
mail were handled by the field postoffice 
in one week.

In this total there appears no record 
of daily or weekly newspapers or peri­
odicals. Several- thousands of these 
are handled each week in addition to 
the other pieces of mail matter.

However, the following tabulation 
will give some idea of the way the sol­
diers write and receive letters, etc. As 
will be noted, both outgoing and in­
coming mall is shown.

Inwards Outwards Total

the soldiers each month helps to swell 
the outgoing total. This, however, 
would not reduce the relative standing 
of the outwards and Inwards mail, for 
while the mail for the 7th C. M. R. at 
Queen's Park comes through the field 
postoffice, that from the mounted rifles 
goes into the regular city delivery 
boxes, since the field postoffice was 
moved to Carling Heights.

The fact that there are almost twice 
as many postcards and parcels sent 
out as received would bear out the 
statement that the boys in khaki are 
more prolific correspondents than their 
friends. It must be taken into con­
sideration that many letters from sol­
diers are mailed outside the camp area 
when they are on pass.

However, be that as it may, the fact 
remains that each man in camp aver­
ages the receipt of more than two let­
ters weekly, which is an exceptionally 
high average.

In addition to the tabulation of the 
week’s business, Lieut. Sharman has 
prepared a statement showing the busi­
ness transacted for the quarter ending 
May 31. This statement shows that 
the postage stamp sales during that 
time totalled 3744, that 32,037.45 worth 
of postal notes, payable in Canada, 
were issued; that 31,468.11 of money 
orders, payable in United- States and 
England, were sold, and that 1,217 reg­
istered letters were handled.‘

Atlanta, May 81.—The fate of Leo M. 
Frank is now in the hands of the prison 
commission and Governor Slaton. The 
hearing in the petition for commutation 
of his sentence from death to life im- 
prisonment as the convicted slayer of 
Mary Phagan came to a close late this 
afternoon, and the commission of three 
took the case under advisement. An- 
nouncement was made that a recom- 
mendation would be made to the gov- 
ernor within the next ten days, probably 
this week.

The outstanding features of today’s 
hearing for the life of the condemned 
man were the letter of the late Judge 
L. S. Roan, written practically on his 
deathbed, in which he emphasized his 
doubt of Frank’s guilt and pleaded for 
clemency for the prisoner; the state- 
ment of Mrs. Leo M. Frank, the accused 
man’s wife; the statement from Dr. J. T. 
Roan, the brother of the dead judge, 
in which he told of his brother’s impres- 
sions of the trial, and the large number 
of prominent Georgians and représenta- 
tives of many other states present to 
plead for Frank’s life.

On Judge Roan’s letter, which was 
written to attorneys for Frank some 
time before his death, and which he 
gave his permission to have used in the 
event he was unable to appear when the 
plea for clemency was heard, the de- 
fence mainly bases its hope of success.

"The execution of any person whose 
guilt has not been satisfactorily proven 
is too horrible to contemplate,” was one 
of Judge Roan’s striking sentences.

Mrs. Frank’s own statement was a 
strong defence of the prisoner as an 
ideal husband, and made a distinct im- 
pression.

Mrs. Frank’s Statement.
Mrs. Frank’s statement follows:
"I am a Georgia girl, having been born 

and reared in Atlanta, and have lived 
in Atlanta all my life. My mother, 
likewise is, having been born in Dalton, 
Ga., and has lived all of her life in 
Georgia. All of the relations of my gen- 
eration, boys and girls, were born in 
Georgia, and from my association with 
them I was accustomed to the deference 
and courteous treatment which is char- 
acteristic of the southerner in general, 
and the Georgian in particular.

"With the ideals I had, and which had 
been inculcated in me from girlhood, I 
expected in my husband nothing less 
than that to which I had been accus- 
tomed, and to which every woman looks 
forward, and which I fully realized in 
my husband.

"When not occupied with his business, 
the only time he spent away from me 
was when he was occupied with his 
charitable work, which took him away 
from home about once or twice a month.

"Married Life Unclouded.”
"Our married life had been exceed- 

ingly happy and never had been marred 
by the slightest cloud. He was regarded 
and loved by my parents as a son, and 
was always courteous, gentle and most 
respectful in his relations with them, 
and our families have always been on 
intimate terms.

"When my husband was arrested on 
this charge and was detained at police 
headquarters on Tuesday, April 29, 1913, 
I hurried to the police barracks, accom- 
panied by my father and brother-in- 
law. I was not allowed to go up to see 
my husband, and remained in the office 
of the probation officer, from whence 
my friends prevailed on me to return 
home.

"Being assured that my husband 
would be released at any moment, I re- 
mained at home, but as soon as it be- 
came apparent that he would be detain- 
ed indefinitely I went to him immedi- 
ately and have been going to him every 
day since, and spend most of the day 
with him in jail.

"On the 26th day of April, 1913 (the 
day of the murder) my mother and I 
had tickets for a matinee of grand 
opera, and in order to get there on 
time we sat at table at 1.10 p.m., be- 
fore my husband came home to dinner, 
and at about 1:15 father came in and 
sat down at dinner with us. About 1:30 
mother and I left the house, and my 
husband and father were left at the 
table eating. Returning home from the 
opera at 6:30 I found my husband al- 
ready there. There was nothing unusual 
in his manner or appearance to attract 
my attention.

Frank Spent Evening Reading.
"That evening after supper a number 

of friends of my mother and father 
came over to the house to play cards. 
My husband and I did not play, but he 
sat in the hall reading. I watched the 
game for a while in the dining-room 
and then would go into the hall and 
talk to my husband, and would then 
go back again to watch the game.

"My husband read in the hall until 
some time after 10 o’clock, when he 
went upstairs to take a bath. I fol- 
lowed him a few minutes later, and we 
retired about 10:30. We were awakened 
about 6:45 by the telephone ringing. 
My husband got out of bed, put on his 
bathrobe and went down to answer 
the phone.

"When he came back again, I asked 
him who it was and he said some de- 
tectives had telephoned him to come 
right down to the factory; that there 
had been a tragedy down there, and 
that they were sending an automobile 
for him. My husband began to dress 
right away, and while he was dressing 
the front door bell rang, and I slipped 
on a bathrobe and went downstairs to 
answer the door.

"When I opened the door both Rogers 
and John Black (policemen) were

what was the matter and they said 
someone had been killed in the factory, 
and they then told me what they knew 
about it.

Her Talk With the Police.
"After a minute or two my husband 

came down and joined us at the front 
door. They asked him if he knew 
Mary Phagan and he told them he did 
not. Then they asked him if a little 
girl had not come to the office to get 
her money the preceding day, and he 
said that he did remember such a girl, 
but that he did not know her name.

"They then said they wanted him to 
come with them right away to the fac- 
tory. I wanted them to let him have 
his breakfast first, but they refused. 
I then asked if they would let him have 
at least a cup of coffee, but they re- 
fused that also. It was I and not he 
that asked for the coffee.

“In the affidavit reputed to have 
been made by Mineola McKnight, the 
statement that I ever told my mother 
that my husband did not rest good that 
night, that he was drunk and that he 
made me sleep on the floor, and all the 
rest of it, is absolutely false in every 
particular.”

Many Plead for Frank.
Among the speakers this afternoon 

were ex-Governor Eugene Foss, of 
Massachusetts; W. N. Bauer, of Chi- 
cago; Mrs. Mary Delany Fisher, of 
Chicago; T. N. Higginbotham, of Chi- 
cago; Dr. J. W. Coughlan, former mayor 
of Fall River, Mass.: Mayor W. F. 
Dorsey, of Athens, Ga.; Judge Joseph 
O’Connor, chief justice of the criminal 
court of Chicago; Paul Donehoe, cor- 
oner, who bound Frank over, and who 
sent a letter asking for mercy.

In the morning there were numerous 
Atlanta businessmen and lawyers pres- 
ent to ask for the prisoner’s life. There 
were also delegations from a number of 
Georgia cities. Among the prominent 
Atlantans who emphasized the doubt 
of Frank’s guilt was a delegation head- 
ed by R. T. Cooney, insurance man.

William M. Howard, who was for- 
merly a Georgia congressman, was the 
leading lawyer for Frank and Harry 
Alexander assisted him. After com- 
menting on the documentary evidence, 
Mr. Howard turned his attention to 
the commission, urging a commutation 
for Frank.

Mr. Howard devoted his efforts largely 
to showing that the State of Georgia 
itself was now overwhelmingly against 
hanging Frank.

The letters he read included pleas 
from Judge Andrew J. Cobb, of Athens, 
stressing the doubt of Frank’s guilt; 
from Major Joseph B. Cumming, of Au- 
gusta, commenting on the atmosphere 
of the trial, and from Rev. M. Ashby 
Jones, pastor First Baptist Church of 
Augusta; H. M. McIntosh, editor of the 
Albany Georgia Herald; Judge A. L. 
Miller, of Macon, and Attorney Alex- 
ander C. King, of Atlanta. Mr. How- 
ard read one written by Jack J. Spald- 
ing, an Atlanta attorney, who said he 
was in Atlanta during the trial, and 
under the circumstances it was human- 
ly impossible to have given Frank a fair 
trial.

Mr. Howard then read letters from 
John D. Mell. Judge Spencer R. Atkin- 
son. Attorney Robert C. Alston, Attor- 
ney Reuben R. Arnold and Attorney Hol- 
lins N. Randolph, of Atlanta.

Trial Unfair, Says Attorney.
Here Mr. Howard suspended to per- 

mit the hearing of a delegation from 
Savannah, headed by Judge Samuel 
B. Adams, as spokesman.
“The trial judge is now dead,” said 

Judge Adams. "I would not impugn his 
honesty or good faith if he were living, 
and certainly I will not do so now. But 
I do say that under his own views, ex- 
pressed by him on the bench, Leo M. 
Frank was entitled to a new trial. The 
atmosphere of the trial was inimical 
to a fair consideration of the case. We 
are here because we believe Frank did 
not have the sort of a trial to which 
every man, be he white or black, rich 
or poor, humble or influential, is en. 
titled."

The plea of the Savannah delegation 
was followed by one from Brunswick, 
Ga., delivered by Col. John E. 
Dubignon, a prominent citizen of that 
city. Colonel Dubignon presented a 
large batch of letters to the commis- 
sion written by prominent Brunswick 
business and professional men.

After the Brunswick delegation came 
Samuel Maddox, a prominent attorney 
of Dalton, Ga., who filed a petition 
signed by a large number of citizens 
of that town. Dr. L. R. Christy, pastor 
of the First Baptist Church of Colum- 
bus, Ga., filed a petition signed by a 
large number of people in Columbus 
and vicinity and accompanied the pe- 
tition with a very earnest address in 
Frank’s behalf.

In closing the Frank hearing, Mr. 
Howard said:

Howard’s Final Appeal.
"You are not asked to set aside any 

law. You are asked simply to change 
a verdict which itself might have 
been rendered by the jury. We are 
asking you simply to exercise a func- 
tior which the jury could have ever- 
cised.

"We believe the evidence we nave 
submitted will at least cause a doubt 
in your mind as to the guilt of this 
man, who, we say and believe, is in- 
nocent. At the trial such a doubt, 
under the law, would have acquitted 
bim.

New York. June 3.—Mrs. Charles 
Becker, asserting her belief that her 
husband is guiltless of having instigated 
the murder of Herman Rosenthal, an- 
nounced last night that every effort 
will be made to save him from the elec- 
trie chair.

"We will carry the case to the United 
States supreme court," Mrs. Becker said 
to a reporter, after she had talked with 
John B. Johnston, who is associated 
with Martin T. Manton, counsel for 
Becker.

"I believe Charlie is absolutely in- 
nocent,” Mrs. Becker continued, "and 
not a stone will be left unturned to 
save his life. He has been unjustly 
accused, not only of the murder, but 
of having been blasphemous in’ the 
shadow of death.

Has Faith in Outcome.
"Mr. Manton and Mr. Johnston will 

conduct the appeal to the United 
States supreme court. They will do 
everything the laws of this country 
allow to save Charlie, and my faith is 
absolute in the outcome of their ef- 
forts."

"Has it been decided on what grounds 
an appeal will be taken to the United 
States supreme court?” Mrs. Becker was 
asked.

"Mr. Manton and Mr. Johnston will 
determine that when they have receiv- 
ed a certified copy of the decision of the 
court of appeals."

"Do you intend to ask Gov. Whitman 
for clemency?"

"I have resolved to do everything that 
can be done to save my husband. I will 
not overlook the slightest opportunity 
that might be of aid in restoring him 
to me.

"There is not a vestige of truth in 
these so-called death house descriptions 
of Charlie," Mrs. Becker continued. "On 
Sunday I talked with him several hours. 
Monday I was with him again, and he 
never uttered a word which could be 
taken as an indication of bitterness. He 
neither spoke disrespectfully of his 
Maker nor did he attack Gov. Whitman.

"Charlie does not bear malice toward 
anyone. No one knows better than I how 
forbearing he has been through the 
worst moments of his life. Charlie had 
hopes and up to the last moment the 
worst was told to him he thought he 
would have another chance to fight be- 
fore a. Jury and urge proof of his in- 
nocence."

Mrs. Becker, as she referred to the 
published statements that Becker had 
renounced his religion, stifled a sob. She 
insisted he had not discussed with her 
any plan for making as a basis of a 
barter for life an expose of graft con- 
ditions when he headed the strong-arm 
squad.

Gave House for Defence.
When Mrs. Becker was asked whence 

the money came to conduct the last trial 
she said it was obtained by the transfer 
of her home on Olinville avenue, Bronx.

"More than a year ago the house was 
deeded to Mr. Manton as part payment 
for his services," she said. "I have 
staked all my hope in Mr. Manton’s 
efforts, and he has assured me that he 
will continue to the last to act in 
Charlie’s behalf."

Mrs. Becker returned yesterday to 
her duties as a teacher in public school 
No. 90.

Mr. Manton, reading newspaper pub-

Murder of Archduke Exploited as Excuse for War, and 
Mediation Declared Useless—No Betrayal of Teutons 

on Part of Italy.

Rome, via Paris, June 3.—“We entered 
this, the greatest war in history, to safe- 
guard the highest and most ancient 
aspirations, the most vital interests of 
our country," was the declaration of 
Premier Salandra in an adddress at 
the meeting held here today to make 
plans for the relief of persons in civil 
life who may be made needy as the re- 
suit of the war.

"Italians of all classes must not only 
have spontaneous and profound feeling, 
but a reasoned conviction of the justice 
of our cause, and the sanctity of our 
war."

Premier said, that under the circum- 
stances Italy was not obliged to help 
Austria, if the latter nation found her- 
self at war ‘with Russia in consequence 
of an act of aggression.

Premier Salandra asserted that on 
July 27 and 28, 1914, the Italian Govern- 
ment raised in clear terms the question 
of the cession to Italy of the so-called 
Italian provinces held by Austria, both 
at Vienna and Berlin.

Mediation No Use.
"We declared," said he, "that if Italy 

did not obtain adequate compensation, 
the triple alliance would be irreparably 
broken. Impartial history will say that 
Austria, having found in July and in 
October, 1913, that Italy was hostile 
to aggressive intentions against Servia, 
arranged with Germany to take Europe 
by surprise by confronting it with an 
accomplished fact. The horrible crime 
at Sarajevo was exploited as a pretext 
a month after it occurred. Foreign 
Minister Von Berchtold told the Duke 
of Avarna on July 31 last that even if 
mediation were employed it would not 
stop hostilities with Servia.

Austria Lying.
It was not true, as Count Tisza has 

pretended, that Austria engaged herself 
to respect the integrity of Servian ter- 
ritory, Kajetan Merny Von Ka- 
pos-Mere, then the Austrian am- 
bassador, told Marquis San Guili- 
ano July 20 that Austria could not 
give such an engagement because she 
could not foresee that, during the war 
she would not be forced against her will 
to retain Servian territory. In addition. 
Count Von Berchtold declared to the 
Duke of Avarna on August 28 last that 
he was not disposed to give any under- 
taking relative to the eventual action of 
Austria in case of a conflict with Ser- 
via.”

CHICAGO WOMAN IS
ARRESTED ITALY;

SPY’S ACCOMPLICE
Alleged to Have Aided Bavarian Of- 

ficer—Poses as An Italian,

MILAN, Via Paris, June 2. —8 p.m.— 
Isabelle Wade, aged 37, of Chicago, was 
arrested here today on the charge of 
being an accomplice of a Bavarian of- 
ficer who is accused of espionage.

A few days ago the police arrested 
a Bavarian officer named Martin Sche- 
hammer on suspicion of espionage. He 
had made several visits to the provinces 
of Brescia and Verona, in the war zone.

Bore Italian Name.
It was learned that Schehammer had 

lived in several Italian towns, Milan and 
Rome included, and had many ad- 
dresses. His close acquaintance with 
Isabelle Wade, of Chicago, a singer, was 
discovered, and the police found the 
woman living in an apartment here 
under the name of Margherita Martello. 
Search of her apartment revealed a 
large package of correspondence in 
cipher, military maps of important 
strategic value in the provinces of 
Alessandria, Udine, Verona and Bas- 
sano. These were contained in a large 
valise, in which also were field glasses 
and a revolver. From another package 
of German correspondence it would ap- 
pear that Isabelle Wade had had deal- 
ings with the police of Berlin.

The woman at first maintained that 
she was Margherita Martello, and had 
found the valise in the street, but after 
spending a short time in prison, she 
admitted her real identity and declared 
that Schehammer had placed the valise 
in her hands, saying that he was 
shadowed by the police and feared he 
would be arrested at any moment, and 
that it was necessary to hide the docu- 
ments.

No Betrayal.
Premier Salandra then viewed the

1914, by the Marquis 
San Giuliano, the late minister of for- 
eign affairs, detailing an interview he 
had with Signor Salandra and Hans Von 
Flotow, then German ambassador to 
Italy.

BRITAIN DEALS WITH
SEVERAL SEIZED SHIPS

Some Cargoes Condemned, as Meant For 
the Enemy.

London, June 3.—The American 

steamer Neches, whose cargo of 3,000 
tons of cotton was detained by the 
British authorities, has been released 
on the promise that the Netherlands 
Overseas Trust would take charge of 
the consignment.

The greater part of the general cargo 
of the liner Lapland, seized on April 10 
and thrown into the prize court at 
Barrow, has been discharged.

From the Norwegian ship Pythia, 
bound from American ports for Sweden, 
293 tons of cotton has been taken for 
disposition by the prize court.

The Athenia, a Greek ship, from 
American to Grecian ports, seized at 
Gibraltar, has been permitted to proceed 
after discharging 400 bales of cotton and 
1,200 reels of barbed wire.

WORK OF ENGINEERS
REALLY WON CARENCY Treatment of Newspaper Correspondents 

Shows Trend of Opinion.

[Canadian Press.]
London, June 3.—The Nieuwe Rotter- 

damsche Courant’s correspondent with 
the German forces on the French front 
says:

"The ill-feeling of the German soldiers 
toward the United States is shown by 
the changed treatment of American 
newspaper representatives visiting the 
German lines. For example, I visited a 
battery of howitzers, and, as was my 
custom, passed around a handful of 
cigars to the artillerymen. To my as- 
tonishment every man refused them. 
This was a thing unheard of before, but 
I put it down to shyness, until I learned 
a few hours later that they had mis- 
taken me for an American.

"At headquarters were several Ameri- 
can newspapermen. The corps com- 
!mander invited us all to dinner. One 
of the Americans sat next a major, 
with whom he discussed the war 
throughout the dinner. When they arose 
from the table, the major said he wished 
to give the American a small souvenir of 
their meeting. Thereupon he carefully 
took from his pocket two splinters of 
an American shell, which he presented 
to the correspondent without comment.’

Enemy’s Burrows and Wire Fortifica- 
tions Blown Up By Explosives.

[Canadian Press.]
PARIS, June 2. — 6 p.m. — The part 

played by engineering corps in the 
fighting in the region of Arras is de- 
scribed in a narrative from an official 
observer attached to the French army, 
given out here tonight.

"In the vicinity of Carency the bat- 
tle has been conducted by use of mines 
since January,” the observer writes. 
"The calm courage shown by our men 
in the face of great dangers is espe- 
cially worthy of mention. In this re- 
gion the galleries and subterranean con- 
necting trenches are more than a mile 
and a half in length, and the quantity 
of explosives used from March 6 until 
May 1 was more than 28 tons.

"On May 9 an attack was begun on 
Carency. Early in the morning the 
attack was prepared by artillery, and 
simultaneously by the explosion of 
seventeen mine fields, which destroyed 
completely a majority of the enemy’s 
barbed wire fortifications and breast- 
works, and demolished the enemy’s 
subterranean passages. German sap- 
pers and miners were killed outright, 
only 70 being captured.

Gives Infantry Courage.
"This gave great courage to the 

French infantry in charging, owing to 
the knowledge that the ground be- 
neath them was not mined, and that 
they need not fear that any minute 
they might be blown up.

"Many other places also were cap- 
tured, owing to the splendid work and 
long preparation of the engineers. 
Their work, was particularly valuable 
at Lorette and Decauville. The work 
of the sappers, in the construction of 
trenches, bomb proofs, platforms for 
guns and superimposed galleries, also 
has been excellent. As son as ground 
has been gained engineers are brought 
up to organize it against counter-at- 
tack.
"A letter taken from the body of a 
German says: French engineers cause 
us to lead a life of infernal damna- 
tion.’”e

"After considering your communication asking that I recommend 
clemency in the punishment of Leo M. Frank, I wish to say that at 
the proper time I shall ask the prison commission to recommend and 
the governor to commute Frank’s sentence to life imprisonment. * *

‘It is possible that I showed undue deference to the opinion of 
the jury in this case when I allowed their verdict to stand. They 
said by their verdict that they had found the truth. I was still in 
a state of uncertainty, and so expressed myself. My search for the 
truth, though diligent and earnest, had not been so successful. 
In the exercise of judicial discretion, restricted and limited, accord- 
ing to my interpretation of the decisions of the reviewing court, I 
allowed the jury’s verdict to remain undisturbed. I had no way of 
knowing it was erroneous.

"After many months of continued deliberation I am still uncertain 
of Frank’s guilt. This state of uncertainty is largely due to the char- 
acter of the negro Conley’s testimony, by which the verdict was evi- 
dently reached.

"Therefore, I consider this a case in which the chief magistrate 
of the state should exert every effort in ascertaining the truth. The 
execution of any person whose guilt has not been satisfactorily proven 
to the constituted authorities is too horrible to contemplate. I do 
not believe that a person should meet with the extreme penalty of 
the law until the court. Jury and governor all shall have been satisfied 
of that person’s guilt. Hence, at the proper time, I shall express and 
enlarge upon these views directly to the governor and the prison 
commission.

British and French airmen 
have repeatedly raided Germany, in­
flicting heavy losses on ammunition 
depots, factories, fortifications and 
shipyards, while the Zeppelins appear 
to have made no attempt to attack 
any of the great arsenals or war 
material plants of the British Isles, the 
destruction or even the partial des­
truction of which would be a heavy 
blow. But if the Germans imagine 
that this particular branch of the 
frightfulness will scare the British 
populace into subjection they altogether 
misunderstand the British character. 
The Britisher does not fly into a panic 
when exposed to Prussian ferocity. He 
sets his teeth the harder and the fury 
of his fighting rises at once. The 
Zeppelin raids will no more weaken the 
British determination to crush Ger-

affairs by the people themselves. In 
Manitoba they looted the public funds 
in the guise of contracts for public 
works.

The very first thing is clearly culture 
of the heart—that exquisite power of 
sympathy that makes itself felt in all 
the outward relations of life. There are 
people—excellent people—good people, 
who would bore me to death if I had to 
live with them. There are people whom 
I would bore to death. We need an 
exquisite realization that that man, or 
that woman has his or her place in life 
just as necessary as ours. I must 
realize that everybody is just as good as 
I am. I must speak to all people, in 
all countries, under all circumstances, 
and in all ways, with the same absolute 
realization that they are just as good 
as I am. You may call it democracy. 
But it is the basis of cultural education.

Religion Greatest Thing.
“Now, having formed your basis, 

what follows? People must be religious 
to have culture. So many people have 
got away from that. And we must re­
member that going to church is not 
religion. Carlyle struck it when he said 
“A man’s religion is the greatest thing 
about him,’ but religion isn’t reciting 
creeds or attending services; it is his 
life. If I take money from a sweat­
shop, it does not matter a bit if I leave 
a million to a church. The day will 
come when that sort of thing will be 
laid bare." Many people of the present 
time loved to dabble with Oriental be­
liefs and strange philosophies, but Mrs. 
Black urged that for the highest, a 
belief in God and in Christ were neces­
sary.

“Then I believe everybody should try 
to learn what they can of the fine arts 
—beautiful painting, music and liter­
ature. It is a time to get away from 
frivolous things during this awful war 
struggle which so many believe to be a 
fight between the God-spirit and the 
earth-spirit—an Armageddon. Of all 
the arts, perhaps music expresses best 1 
the longings and feeling of the human I 
heart, but literature has the widest 1 
appeal of all." ‘‘Mrs. Black urged the 
women present to read less fiction-of-1 
the-hour, and study the world's masters 
more. Milton’s “Paradise Lost" and 
Shakespeare’s plays were especially | 
mentioned. “If you cannot read “Para­
dise Lost’—find it too tedious—then you 
are In bad shape. You are a mental 
dyspeptic." A closer study of nature’s 
beauties was also emphasized by the 
speaker as a necessary step to the fin­
est in education.

As to the place of the imagination in 
cultural education, Mrs. Black' explained 
how she endeavored in her teaching to 
develop the imagination of her students.

3.—Pineapple and Rhubarb: Cut the 
pineapple into thick slices, remove husk 
and eyes, and cut into small pieces. 
Place in kettle over night with half a 
bowlful of granulated sugar to one of 
fruit. In the morning place over the 
fire to boll until clear; have the rhu­
barb ready and out into tiny pieces, add 
this to the pineapple, boil a few minutes 
longer, then seal into jars. The pro­
portions of pineapple and rhubarb may 
be as desired. Four pounds of rhubarb 
to one good-sized pine is an average 
proportion.

To can pineapple alone, follow same 
method, only allow but one-third bowl­
ful granulated sugar to one of pineap­
ple. Some prefer to cook the pineapple 
until clear, in plain water (without 
having it stand overnight), then make 
a boiling syrup, add the fruit, and cook 
for ten or fifteen minutes before pour­
ing into jars.

“About six years ago my pantry and 
kitchen were just alive with those 
large, black ants. They would get 
into everything. I tried three or four 
different things, but did not do any 
good. At last I took camphor gum 
and broke it up in small pieces and 
put it all around on the shelves, and 
on the floor, any place where they 
were. I did that one day. and the next 
day they had all disappeared, and they 
have never come back."

Another method which I know to be 
effective is this: “Remove all food 
from the shelves for a time and scald 
them thoroughly with hot water con­
taining a teaspoon of carbolic to every 
quart of water. When the shelves are 
dry place a saucer containing carbolic 
and water inside the cupboard. The 
ants will not bother you much more 
for a while at least. If you can find 
where they gain entrance to the house 
it might be well to place a saucer of 
the carbolic and water there, or else a

tions to London’s racing carnival, the 
Derby at Epsom, and its omission this 
year brought home to the citizens of 
the British capital with peculiar em­
phasis the serious crisis through which 
the nation is passing.

They point to the fact 
that racing is going on as usual in 
Germany, and contend that its prohi­
bition in England probably will be re­
garded by her enemies as a signal of 
weakness and nervousness.

KINGSTON, June 2.—At the meeting 

of the General Assembly of the Pres- 
byterian Church in Canada, which con­
vened for the fourth time in Kingston 
tonight, Rev. Dr Malcolm MacGillivray, 
of Chalmers Church, Kingston, was 
unanimously elected moderator. Four 
other names were presented, namely.

In bis sermon Rev. Dr. Herridge, the 
retiring moderator, elicited several out­
breaks of applause, notably when, re­
ferring to the war, he said: "We must 
drive into oblivion these who prosper 
upon the wrongs of others. We can’t all 
serve in the trenches, but we can all 
serve in the ranks of national truth and 
honesty," and also referring to the drink 
problem, he said: "We do not believe 
that prohibition will bring the mil- 
lenium, but what Russia has done with 
her vodka, what France has done with 
absinthe, surely we can do with the 
saloons.”

Fight Over Union.
There ig likely to be a hard fight over 

the question of church union, the union­
ists declaring that they are going to 
fight the attacks of the minority to 
the end. So far the committee has not 
decided on the form of resolutions to 
be presented to the assembly. There 
will be no compromise. The question is 
expected to come up this week.

The report on finances which was pre­
sented tonight stated that while some 
congregations had reached, and in some 
cases exceeded, their increased alloca­
tions for 1915, the average rate of giving 
was lower than it should be. The board 
recommended that a budget of $1,500,000 
be accepted for next year. The total re­
ceipts for 1914 are $887,678, as com­
pared with $879,572 the previous year. 
The deficiency on the budget of 1915 
is $612.322.

UDINE, Via Paris, June 8.—8:18 a.m.—The occupation by the Italians of 
Monte Nero, which is at an altitude of 7,000 feet and Ues northeast of Caporetta 
and six miles to the northwest of Tolmino, is taken by military men here to 
Indicate a continuation of the Italian plan to press on the Austrians north of 
Gorizia, on the left bank of the Isonzo River, and threaten them In the rear with 
a view to finding less resistance at Gorizia.

It is believed that the Austrians understood their danger, as it Is asserted 
they did all that was possible to repulse the Italians from Monte Nero, but were 
compelled to retire after sustaining heavy losses.

POUR OIL ON WOMAN 
AND SET CLOTHES AFIRE

[Canadian Press.]
LONDON, June 3.—2:55 a.m.—The situation of the Germans across the San 

River is such that the alternatives are either a brilliant success or utter disaster, 
says the Petrograd correspondent of the Morning Post.

The correspondent explains that Gen. Mackensen has at this point a million 
men dependent upon a narrow neck of territory, not seven miles wide, on the 
San for their only communication with their base. Their front is within eight 
miles of Mosciska, which is their immediate objective, a station on the main 
line of the railway to Lemberg.

Both flanks, the correspondent continues, are being attacked by the Rus- 
sians, who are gradually closing in on the narrow neck of land running from 
Jaroslau to the River Lubaczowka, which alone is available for communication 
with the German rear. .

“Gen. Mackensen,” the correspondent concludes, “has dashed in to gain at 
any cost a point on the railway line behind Przemysl and join hands with the 
Germans operating on the front from Przemysl to the great Dniester marshes, 
and either a remarkable temporary success of the extremely daring manoeuvre 
or a crushing disaster must follow within a brief period. The Germans are fight­
ing on three fronts, north, east and south, with their communications to the 
west seriously threatened. We do not yet know whether the German attempt 
to save the situation by a frontal attack on Przemysl to relieve the pressure on 
the main German forces across the San will be successful."

[Canadian Press.]
PARIS, June 2.—10:45 p.m.—The fol­

lowing official communication was is­
sued by the war office tonight:

“In Belgium the British troops have 
carried at the point of the bayonet the 
Chateau Hooge, near Zonnebeke.

“To the southeast of Neuville St. 
Vaast the Germans have delivered a 
counter-attack in the ‘Labyrinth'; we 
have repulsed them and have made new 
progress, taking some prisoners.

“It is Interesting to note that between 
May 9 and June 1 the French division 
which took Carency, Ablain St. Na- 
zaire, the Malon Mill and the sugar re­
finery at Souchez, have made 3,100 pris­
oners, of whom 64 are officers and 
buried 2,600 Germans, and have them, 
selves lost in killed, wounded, or miss­
ing 3,200 men, of which total two-thirds 
are slightly wounded.

“In Champagne the Germans at­
tempted a night attack near Beausejour, 
but were immediately thrown back into 
their trenches.

“In the outskirts of Le Pretre Forest 
we repulsed two violent attacks.”

Many Facts Brought to His 
Attention Tend to Prove 

Innocence. ADVANCE BEYOND STORO.
ROME (via London), June 2. — 11:25 

p.m.—The following official communi­
cation issued by the Italian war office:

“On the Tyrol-Trent frontier no 
fighting of any importance has been 
reported. Our troops advanced in the 
valley of the Guidicaria and occupied 
Storo, and pushed on until they were 
near Condino, linking up with the 
strong Alpine detachments, which had 
made a descent upon the Chiez River 
from the rugged valley of Caffaro, to 
Valcamonica..

“On the Carnia frontier from the head 
of the Raccolana Valley we harassed 
by an efficacious long distance fire at- 
tempts of the enemy to build a bridge

over an Alpine torrent beyond the fron­
tier, on the northern elope of the Pre- 
dil. The enemy's artillery replied, 
without result. As an outcome of of­
fensive reconnaissances extending be­
yond the head of the Val Dogna, we 
captured) some enemy stores. The bad 
weather which prevailed throughout 
the whole of the day prevented more 
extensive operations.

“On the Friule frontier we have solid­
ly occupied the ridge of Monte Nero on 
the left bank of the Isonzo, and about 
ten kilometres (six miles) to the north- 
west of Tolmino. On the afternoon of 
the 31st the enemy tried to dislodge 
us from the occupied localities by 
means of violent counter-attacks, but 
was everywhere repulsed.”

LANSING, Mich., June 2—After many 
weary months of waiting. Dr. Robert 
A. McGregor, formerly of London, Ont., 
now serving a life sentence in the 
Michigan State Prison at Jackson, in 
connection with the Sparling poisoning 
case at Ubly, has been accorded a 
glimpse of freedom.

Today, acting • under instructions 
from Governor Ferris, who has inter­
ested himself in the case. Executive 
Clerk Austin sent out letters to each 
of the jurors who served at the time 
of McGregor’s conviction asking their 
present views as to the guilt or Inno­
cence of the imprisoned physician.

Renewed interest in the case has 
been awakened largely through the un­
tiring efforts of Mrs. McGregor, wife 
of the former Londoner. For months 
she has written and traveled to vari­
ous parts of the state where she be­
lieved evidence was to be had which 
might clear her husband’s name. Fol­
lowing her visits, petitions containing 
scores of names, many of them of men 
prominent in political affairs, have 
come to the governor’s office here, all 
asking that the chief executive Inter­
est himself in the case.

Before leaving on a short trip east 
today, Governor Ferris announced that 
while it is yet too soon to predict fa­
vorable action in the case, many facts 
have been brought to his attention 
which would tend to establish Dr. Mc­
Gregor’s innoncence. However, upon 
his return he will take up the matter 
again and those in close touch with the 
executive believe that a parole will be 
granted, shortly.

Since 1912 Dr. McGregor has been an 
inmate of Jackson prison. He has been 
a model convict, according to Warden 
Simpson, and in his position as sur­
geon-in-chief of the prison hospital has 
done much to earn the respect of the 
Jackson prison officials.

UDINE, Italy, June 2.—via Paris, 4:55 
p.m.—To check the Italian forces which 
are attempting to invade Austria in 
the Carnia region on the border north- 
east of Trent, the Austrians are con­
centrating troops behind Montecrose 
Pass. This pass lies an open door be­
tween the Zeillonkofel and Coglian 
Mountains, 8,500 feet high on the west 
and the Palpiccolo Mountains about 
6,000 feet high on the .east.

sult of a new disposition of our ad­
vanced troops. The bad weather, which 
continues to create serious dificulties, 
has not had the slightest effect on the 
spirits or health of our soldiers.

“Ancona authorities state that the 
damage to the railroad bridge over the 
Maresoa, near Rimini, on May 24, was 
not caused by enemy warships, but by 
an Austrian dirigible, which was flying 
the Italian flag.

BOMBED MOLFETTA, TOO.
Rome, June 2.—An oficial communi­

cation issued last night says: "The Aus­
trian aeroplane which threw bombs on 
Bari this morning afterward went to 
Molfetta (a short distance northwest of 
Bari), where it dropped more bombs. 
One workman was killed."

VIENNA’S VIEW.
Vienna, via London, June 3. The 

days of Przemysl as a Russian fortress 
apparently are numbered, according to 
dispatches from the front. The action 
to capture the five forte on the north 
front have been mentioned in official 
dispatches. Austrian 12-lnch mortars 
and German 10-inch mortars are now 
pounding away at the forts hastily 1m. 
provised on the west and south fronts 
of the fortress. The besiegers already 
are within storming distance of the 
works on the south.

The capture of the five forts in the 
northern sector brings the besiegers 
before the intermediate girdle of field 
fortifications which the Austrians erect­
ed in the interval between the first and 
second sieges, and which the Russians 
since then have strengthened further. 
This girdle makes skillful use of all the 
inequalities of the rolling, hilly terrain, 
but it is believed here will be able to 
offer only a brief resistance.

Still More Defences.
There still is a third line of defence-- 

the Inner girdle of redoubts, provided 
with guns, machine guns, wire entangle, 
ments and concrete bomb-proofs—but 
Austrians are confident it will be In­
capable of withstanding a bombard-

The British nation was proving 
more and more that its policy of ser­
vice to humanity was appreciated and 
that when grave danger faced the em­
pire each separate country in the vast 
whole was ready and willing to fight 
in a common cause.

During his words in reference to the 
war the speaker said “while fighting 
the Prussians may we not be Prus­
sianized: while crushing militarism may 
we not be militarized; while destroying 
brutes; may we not be brutalized.”

War should cease in the world, he 
said, and when the present conflict had 
finished it was necessary that all the 
nations bind themselves together for 
peace and not war.

Increase of 1,026 Members.
Completed compilations of the sta­

tistical committee showed a total mem­
bership in the conference of 63,001, an 
increase of 1,026. Four new churches 
had been erected during the year, at a 
total cost of $67,000. London, Wheatley, 
Sarnia and Craingorm were the centres 
where the new churches had been built. 
Missionary receipts were $90,981. This 
was an increase of 7,817. The entire 
sum received for all purposes was 
$663,353, an Increase over 1914 of $8,218.

June 2.— “So long as a 
man is left able to fight against the 
foreign despot; in memory of the brave 
Canadian boys who have given their 
lives at the front, for the flag, for dem­
ocracy. for human liberty, for Christian 
civilization. We will give, and give, and 
give until victory is achieved."

With a splendid patriotic outburst, 
N. W. Rowell, K. C., Liberal leader in 
the Ontario Legislature, concluded a 
magnificent address to members of the 
London Methodist conference in the 
First Methodist Church tonight. The 
large building was filled to capacity and 
when Mr. Rowell rose to speak, a hearty 
greeting was accorded him. That those 
present were in sympathy with the 
speaker and what he had to say, was 
apparent immediately after his first 
words had been uttered.

“It is the greatest privilege, and this 
means the added responsibility," said 
the speaker, “to be alive at this critical 
hour in the world’s history, and none 
but the most superficial cannot realize 
that the best in all of us is demanded.

“The present conflict in Europe is a 
conflict of ideals. In Germany, the 
people exist for the state. In the Brit- 
ish Empire, the direct antithesis obtains. 
What our fathers and forefathers died 
and bled for in the gone days is not to 
be lost now to the country whose whole 
teaching means a reputation of the Gos­
pel of the Prince of Peace and Chris­
tianity.

Good Citizenship or Prussianism.
"We Canadians have the feeling deep- 

rooted in our beings that Prussianism 
and the empire which began it is 
doomed, but do you all realize that only 
insofar as we severally live the proper 
life of good citizenship can the German 
idea of the government of a state be 
utterly disallowed in our country? If 
Prussianism ruled in this country, our 
children and our children’s children 
would be doomed to eternal servitude. 
The home demands great men and great 
women. Are we equal to the task con­
fronting us; to the responsibility that 
lives in the home? If ever a time was 
when work of the church was needed, it 
is now. Faith, hope and courage must 
be preached, and the duties and re­
sponsibilities of citizenship urged and 
driven home.

“Democracy only succeed, when its 
capacity to hold to its purity and in­
tegrity in our national civilization is 
maintained. Our Government is a 
great corporative institution and the 
perils of democracy lie in the indiffer- 
ence of citizens.

To Overcome Hay Shortage.
“In addition to other things, the frost 

and dry weather has very materially 
affected the pasture and meadows, and 
as there will be no old hay to fall back 
upon, the chances are that hay feed 
next winter will be short. That being 
the prospect, I advise farmers to take 
time by the forelock and plow up a 
certain amount of their bad meadows 
and pastures and sow Hungarian, which 
makes a very good substitute for hay.

"Hungarian at best is a slow seed to 
start, and the way it is usually sown, 
some of it never starts. When sown 
by a drill or broadcast seeder the seed 
falls and trundles down among dry 
clods and lumps and unless followed 
by rain remains and does not germinate, 
or even if it does, the tiny roots have 
nothing to catch hold of, and die. My 
advice is to get the land well worked 
up. then roll with a good heavy roller, 
which will crush the lumps on top and 
also compact the lumps below, which 
will prevent the seed trundling down. 
Then sow the seed on top and harrow 
it in. Be sure to harrow. The same 
advice will hold equally good in sowing 
grass seed. I believe a cause of failure 
in many cases is that the seed trundles 
down and finds nothing to catch onto. 
The rolling forms a nice mulch on top, 
just what is wanted.

Fruit and Honey Shortage.
"Fruit of all kind this fall will be 

at a premium. The same will likely be 
said of honey, this cold, backward 
spring and the frost having kept the 
bees from developing, and the frost and 
dry weather has almost destroyed the 
white clover, and I fear that the frost 
has also destroyed the blossom buds 
of the basswood trees, from which we 
get the best honey. The question is 
asked, ‘Why is there so little or no 
bloom this year? Well, all posted fruit 
men know the bud which produces the 
bloom is developed in the tree the fall 
before, in case the vitality of the tree 
has not been lowered as it was in many 
cases last year by an extremely heavy 
load of fruit. There was not a sufficient 
amount of vitality left in the tree to 
produce the blossom buds; hence, no 
bloom this year.”

pended. The flying of a few flags, 
therefore, probably will be the only 
way in which the King’s birthday will 
be recognized in Canada today.

During the reign of the late King 
Edward, because of the fact that his 
birthday occurred in a winter month, 
November, a time of year unsuitable 
for open-air celebrations, the monarch 
suggested that the anniversary of 
Queen Victoria, his mother, should be 
made the occasion for the usual obser­
vances instead of that on which his 
own birthday occurred. This sugges­
tion was adopted and May 24, "Victoria 
Day, continued to be celebrated as the 
“King’s birthday.”

The annual custom of observing pub­
licly the birthday of the reigning mon­
arch was initiated in the reign of 
Queen Victoria, Victoria the Good, and 
it seems unlikely that Britishers will 
cease to celebrate Victoria Day at 
least for many years to come. In 
England the birthday was not made 
the occasion for a holiday but was cele­
brated usually in London by the mili­
tary parade and march past, known as 
trooping the colors. This is considered 
one of the finest military displays to 
be seen anywhere. The royal salute, 
a salute of twenty-one guns, also was 
fired in one of the great public parks 
adjoining the parade ground of the 
Horse Guards.
